The two cXPl'ricllcl.'::i of foq.:i\"(·IIC!)~ 
alldllcaling arc lIlkcd together sO often 
in the \Vord of God, that (lur attention 
hi callc() to It truth the Lord w0l11cl 
teach liS. 

In that wonderful Old Testament pic­
ture of the gospel drawn for liS III the 
fifty-third of Isaiah, we sec hl:aiillg very 
cldinitdy included ;dong with the £01"­

giv('ncss of sillS. l sa. 53 :-t, S. \Vhcn 
the fOllf friends let the sick lIlall down 
throllgh the roof before Jestls,11<: he~an 
the work o f healing hy fIrst forgiving 
sill. \\'lwlI this W:lS questioned, the Lord's 
:lIb\\ l'r made dear that since they are 
h(lll! a parI of the work of Jesus, it real­
ly did not matter whether lie hegan 
\\'ilh the onc or the other. l.uke 5 :20. 
.\ntl tht'll the teaching of Jamcs, given 
for the guidance of the church, dcflllitely 
joins the forljivcness of sins with the 
healing touch as a re~l1lt of the prayer of 
faith. James 5 :l4-l6. 

On the o ther hand we marvel at the 
number o f t imes in the Bible when God 
manife:.tNi Ilis healing power without 
apparently making any moral demands 
first, of the olle who was healed. \Ve 
think of the mall at the pool, waiting' for 
someone to put him ill when th l.; watcrs 
wcre troubled. J esus asked him if he 
wanted to be healed and healed him im­
mcdiately without even letting the man 
know who lIe was. J ohn S. Often the 
warning to "sin 110 morc" followed the 
healing. hut where did Jesus make them 
promist, that hefore 1 fe healed them? 

Hut there is no contradiction here. 
\Ve simply arc seeing healing frOlll two 
different standpoints. W e discover that 
healing comes in difTercnt cases fo r dif ­
ferent r easons and upon difTercllt con­
ditions. In the one case God is manifest­
ing' I fis poWl'r to Ilnhclievtrs o r to spi rit ­
ual beginners : in Ihe other case Gorl is 
dealing with His children. 

, /I Na:;arcth 
011 llis /ir~t I'etllrn to Nazareth after 

the h('g innin~ of 11is llIinist ry, Jesl1s 
found I li s neighbors a lld friend s ex­
p<"cting to see some mi racles, for they 
had heard that Ife did miracles else­
where. \\'hen ITe hegan to read the 
prophecy of miracles the people lean­
ed forward in their s('ats. He closed the 
hook, .sat down. and began to say, I;This 
day is this prophecy fu lfilled. " 
11tl\\' tense was the at mosphere of the 
little synagogue as the people wondered 
at lhc graciotl s words which proceeded 
out of His mouth.

\ .... otl1d depend upon their spiritual condi­
tiOll. 1 [ the l sraelitish lepers living in

not mecting' God's conditions. J esus 
c\lose the prophecy which showed that 
the Spirit had anointed 11im to perform 
miracles-and then reminded thl:!ll that 
\'lhile God is often merciful and gracious 
to those who know little ahout 11im, } [e 
makes very definite requirements of His 
own privileged olles. The people of 
.\"azarcth had been privileged far above 
those of Capernaum, therefore Goel's 
requirements of thl:ll1 were greater. 
Luke 4. 

111 the Church 

So in his definite inst ructions to the 
church, to the "brethren," James makes 
the resu lt of the prayer of faith twofold 

the Lord shall raise him up, and if he 
havc committed sins they shall be for­
given him. The heart condition which 
rnakes forgiveness possible makes heal­
ing available. 

The apostle docs not suggest that 
God's children havc not left their life 
of sin to serve the Lord. lie docs 110t 
mention those sins which wcnt naturally 
with our worldly lifc before salvation . 
Hilt he calls altention to a particular kind 
of sin which may be a dcflnitt: hindrance 
among 01ristians to the receiving of 
healing, ] Ie says "C9nfess your faults 
one to another, and pray olle for an­
other," for the very ptlrpo~e of prepar­
ing the way for the operation o f God'!, 
healing power. C<That yc may be heal­
ed." The sins which the Bible requires 
tiS to con fess to each other, are sins 
which are committed against each other 
or which affect each other. Since Jesus 
Christ is om High Priest the \Vord of 
God docs not teach tiS to make "confes­
sor s" of each other except in those 
things wh ich COTlcem olle another . James 
seems to be calling attention to particular 
sins which may and do binder God's 
healing power. They are "faults" which 
occur among brethren. L et us sec how 
this come~ about. 
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Oid Testamcnt AI cthod.i 

Back in the Old Te:,tall1cl1t times God 
bad a favorite way of gi\'ing j lis people 
victory, and that was thrOllgh turning 
the enemy to fighting among and de­
~troying themseh'es. Time and again , as 
in the case of the i'vIidianites in Gideon's 
tltne, God's method of dealing with the 
enemy consisted of so blinding them and 
confusing them that they hacked one ;In­
other to death. .A. f tel' seeing how well 
this method worked against him in O ld 
Testament times, Satan dec ided to try it 
hilllself against God's people in New 
T<::stamcnt times. lIow many victories 
Satan has won against God's people by 
~tealing this method and gett ing God's 
people to fight each other, to commit 
"fa11lts" one against another, a lld thus 
<!(.'stroy themselves so far as spiritual 
power is concerned! One of the ways 
in which this loss of spiritual pow­
er mani fests itself is in failure to 
get healing among God's people, and in 
a ~reat weakening of faith for healing 
in gtnera1. 

J 11 the early days of America there 
was a wonderful outpouring of God's 
Spirit in Kew England, cspeciall y undel' 
the ministry of Jonathall Edwards, \Vhat 
IlIi~hl)' scenes of God's power were wit­
ncssed there when whole communities 
wer(' sO dealt with by H oly Ghost con­
viction that business was practically StlS~ 
pClldeci as the people were drawn to seek 
God. Jonathan Edwards not only lived 
to sec his praycrs answcrcd in the com­
ing of this mighty (lood o f God's power 
to his church in answer to intercessory 
prayer-but he li ved to see that same 
church lose all its power and become a 
d ried-up stumblingblock which was only 
a farce so far as spiritual power was 
cOllce r]1cci. The very church which had 
heen the means of bringing one of the 
greatest revivals in church history lived 
to be an "Tchabod" before God and mall. 
and cursed by bOlh. Jonathan Edwards 
lel\s why. The zeal of God's children 
was turned [rom believing God and work­
ing for the salvat ion of the lost, to op­
posillg' and destroying each other. 

;\'0 wonder the apostle says, "Call fess 
yoll1' faults one to another , and pray one 
for another. that ye may be healed." 
Only that righting o f conditions in the 
heart s and lives of God's children can 
hring God's power into operation fo r 
His g lory. How the faith of God's peo­
ple for healing goes down when there arc 
"faults" among them! 

H ealed Ollce , But .. 

S ince the Bible seems very clear that 
healing and forgiveness go togethf'r 
alllong God 's people, we may believe 
that a fresh sp iritual experience nll~ 
bring f resh physical bless ing. Thcre 
arc the cases of those who, in their early 
experience with the Lord, were wondrr-
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iully heak·d. But as their Olristian lives 
have gone on and taher physical tests 
have COllie, thc}' han' failed to be hcaled 
again as the) (In(e were. This is not 
~·.trangc when "e !'Icc clcarly from tht, 
Scriptllfc that God requires more oi i lis 
pnnlt:ged children than 1 Ie does of spirit­
ual heginners. .\nd right here come:; 111 

a :-.uhtlt.: temptation. 
I t is often so much ea:;icr to tllrn to 

the arm of flesh than to go 011 to that 
new place of spiritual power. TOhe yeq 
case \\'ith which we can call 011 medical 
help is a grcat temptation not to have 
the IH.:W .spiritual expericnce which can 
hrin~ down thc powcr of (;od 3gaill. 
\\'as not this .\S3's real trouble in 
the days gOlle by? 2 ehron. }():12. ,\J1tI 
uOt.'s not this fact explain why, aitcr 
sC'eking hclp 111 every other direction 
while the case grows steadily \\'ors("'­
when linally it is hopeless and we at last 
lllahC the needed cOll5ecratioll God in 
II is :ilulIl<i3nt mercy often meets our 
need? J Jow often the lepers in Israel 
arc calling for the very doctor that 
l\aaman has just discharged ior ha\'ing 
failed to cure him! "Confes~ vom fault:-. 
onC' to anothi.-'I', and pray OI~C for an­
other, that ye may be: healed." 

COH/tss IVhose Fauits! 

II is true that the "faults" which hinder 
failh for healing among saints arc litH 

always confined to the life of the ~ick 
person. J n the case of Miriam, the 
wholc callip of lsracl was held up in thei r 
progress ulltil she got right. 1\UIll. 12 :15. 
111 the case of J\chan, many of those who 
were slllitkn ill the hattie were entirelv 
innocent of the ~in for which he was 
lalt'r pu t to death. Joshua 7 :5. Just as 
an ·infection frolll a wound in olle pan 
of om body Illay break out into a son: 
ill ""onw other part, so failure and Slfl 

among the membcrs of the Body o t 
Christ ilia), rcsult in a "gcneral run-down 
condiiion" in the spirtllal vitality of the 
church. and thc infcction may spread to 
1l1<'lllbers whose "spiritual resistancc" is 
t hCl'ehy lowrrcd. 

But thank God, 110 saill t need give lip 
and 1'('(,1 that hc can not be healed ullti! 
the whole church gcts through into vie­
lory. Thcr(' is all individual path marked 
ou t which leads to faith and power, and 
as Iile afTiictl'ci onc prC'sses forward, his 
\'ictory 111ay he the means of bringing 
hlc~sing- to the whole church. 

The I.orc! J esus was One who man­
ag-cd to have victory even when nohodv 
ebC' did. \\'hcn Lazarus was taken sick 
Ihey sent for Jeslls. \\'ho arrived after 
the caSl' had gone' f r0111 serious to hope­
Ie ... ~ and- thl'n four days beyond that in 
<1e;l1l1. The sisters could not help 1 rim

Some time ago I spoke to a great 
Sotltiu,'rn audicn<.'c. I pictured the 
atheistic drift in the ('(Iucational life of 
. \Olcrica. .\ Illall sat on the front scat 
and followed my every word with an 
expression of agony I have rarely seen 
on a human face. 

\\'hen the service was over his pastor 
.said to I11C, "Did you see that man who 
looked like the incarnation oi agony? He 
sat in the frOnt scat today. He is a 
memher of my church. lIe is onc of the 
truest Christians I have ever known. 
H e is on my boa rd . lle had onc 
daughter. She was a beautiful child. 
She grew up in the Sunday School and 
the church. She fllli:-;hcd high school. 

"Ile sent her ofT to a certain college. 
.\t the end of nine months she came 
home with her faith shattered. She 
laughed at God and the old-time re­
lig ion. She broke the hearts of her 
father and mother. They wept over her. 
They prayed over her. It availed noth­
ing. At last they chided her. She 
rushed up stairs, stood in front of a mir­
ro r, took a gun and blew out her brains.1I 

Somc time ago in a city in the great 
Northwest we wcre conduct ing a re­
vival campaign in a large tabernacle. 
One night I dismissed the crowd and 
started out of the building. A feeble 
old man came down the aisle and took 
me by the hancl. "r would like to speak 
to y,ou a minute," said the old man, with 
a trclnbling voice. 

"All right," I replied, "1 will be glad to 
talk with you." He looked at me a min­
ute and then said, "Let me get where I 
can prop against the wall. for I am fec­
ble and old and trembly in the knees." \Ve 
walked down the aisle toward the door, 
and hc leaned his old stooped sholders 
against the wall. 

r Ie began : "I am ttn old superannu­
ated mini ster of the Gospel: I came to 
the great K orthwest as a miss ionary. It 
has been nearly sixty years now since

everything was beautiful. \Ve were 
happy in God's work. 

",\ fter I began my ministry here in 
the Northwest it occurred to liS that my 
denomination had no school anywhere 
in this section of the country. \Ve 
preachers had a conference. \Ve said, 
"We must build us a church school so we 
can cducate our OWII children.' \Ve 
pcrfccted thc plan. I subscribed a hun­
dred dollars a year. You know I 
never made over a thousand dollars a 
year prettching. M y dear sweet wife made

Iwr plc~gc. and though she wasn't strong 
phy:-.icaUy, ~he did her own wa:shmg 
and :;.a\·ed the money to give to the 
school. \\'e nt'\"l'r had hut onc child . 
lie was a boy." 

The old man's face lightcd as he con­
tinued, "He was a great boy, bright, 
clean, obcdient, Olristian. lle grad­
uated from high school with honors . 
\\' c werc proud of him, lIe was pre­
sident of the young people's ~ociety in 
my church. He prayed in public. 

"Everybody said he was an ideal 
preacher, 

"The day came when he was to go to 
college. It was the happiest day of 
my life. \\li fe and I stood on the front 
step and kissed Oll r darling boy good­
bye. \Ve both cried. \Ve didn't cry be­
cause we were sad .. \\ 'e cried because 
we werc proud of our boy. lIe looked 
so manly and clean as hc went out the 
gate, and his shoulders werc so broad 
and he was so erect. That 11ight wife 
and I got ready to retire. \\'e knelt to­
gether hy the bed to say our prayers. 
1 put my arm around her, and she put 
her little frail arm around m(', and I 
prayed a prayer !"oll1ething like this: 
'Our Father, we thank Thec that we 
have a 5<1.fe place to educate our boy. 
\Ve don't ha\'c to \\'orry ahout him. He 
is all right. lIe is in a Christi an school, 
and wc know he will come hack to li S 

as good as he was when he left us.' " 
Theil the old Il1ttl1 straightened up, 

threw his shoulders back like a soldier 
on parade, his eyes nashec\ fire, and he 
se t his jaw. "\\'hile T had been preach­
ing 1O l11y country churche!', the devil 
had been sowing tares in that college. 
A sceptic had got in the Sci<" llce Depart­
ment. I\t the end of four yea rs my hoy 
came home with his degree, but he came 
home an atheist, laughing at my religion, 
at the gospel I preach, and at the faith 
of his mother. ~ry son is a middle-aged 
man now, hut he is a drunken, atheistic 
bum. Brilliantlv educated, he writes let­
ters to the pape-rs and signs these letters 
'Atheist,' and laughs at the gospel I have 
preached for sixty years, and makes fUll 
of his old mother' s faith. 

"\Vife and I arc old. You are a 
young man. Go up and dowlI this coun­
try and tell this story, and warn the 
people that the educational drift of this 
nation is atheistic. Tell the people 
to awake or this nation is gone."

Though one of the greatest of \Vcst 
Afriran t ribes they have no missionary 
working directly among th e-m_ llecause thcy 
all speak the language of th e tribe among 
whom they live as well as their own Filan i 
dialect, on sOllle occasions onc or two will 
come to sen-ices held for another tribe and 
listen to the gospel, btlt becausc their 
families are so crllel by nature, they fear to 
make an open stand for Christ_ Because 
thesc people have no certain location due 
to their occupation as herds people_ white 
missionaries would for health reasons not 
la st long among them, bu t Jesus died fo r 
thc F ilani people and He can raise up 
African native worker s to work among them. 

Two young Filani men camc for a while 
to ollr church and Bible class btlt from 
the time the Christians tr ied to get them 
to accept Christ they came no marc. \Vill 
you please pray that we may have the joy 
of secing Filani peop le saved and following 
Christ openly? \Ve long to reach them

Iy cvery patient who comcs to our hospital 
bear s on his body scars or sores whcre he 
has heen burned by the witch doctor in an 
attcmpt to drive out the evil spi rit that thcy 
think is causing thc disease. Still, they arc 
human and they ha\'e feelings pcrhaps just 
as sensitive as ours. Abo\'c all they have 
souls to be saved the same as we havc. 

"One woman who has recently been sa,,* 
ed at a neighboring mission station told 
how she had all her life looked at thc sun 
and stars, the trees and flower s, and wOI1-
dered how all these beautiful things in na­
turc could havc heen made by the ugly 
gods they worship in the temples, but when 
shc heard the gospel stor y she knew at

I am sure of one thing that 
help('d to cause it, howen'r: the church 
wa!j full of the lIoly Ghost. \\'hcll 
the chllrch is full of the 110ly Gho.;t 
it is easy for things to happen. Is it 
not tcn'('l), whel1 there is a real revival 
<'pi!"it ill t'vcrythillg-? Easy to pray, easy 
to worship, casy to build, easy to do 
('\'crythllig, heCClIISC of the wanntll of 
lhe pr('sen('(' of God all ov('r the placc. 
The early dlllrch was like that. These 
IIlen did' not go through Bihk "chool. 
but they found themselves preaching he 
(';LllS(, they could not help it I do like 
that l,incl of preachcr who pn.'adll'~ he 
cause he call not hold it ill. 

t harlcs 1laddoll Spurgeoll was preach­
illg- to his students one Saturday in his 
Bible school. i\ fter all the week of 
dry lectures he made it a practice to 
g-at1ll'r thl'll1 together each Saturday and 
talk to them with all his !::.parklillg \.,:it. 

Looking- at his st udents he said, ·'Gen­
Licml.'n. don't preach if you can po;.;sibly 
help it." T hey looked at him in amaze­
ment. \Vhy, they were there for the 
very purpose of becoming preachers just 
like 1\[1'. Spurgeon. But the old preach­
er looked at thelll with a twinkle in hi s 
eye, and thcy saw his meaning . The kind 
of preadlers we want arc those who 
preach Ix'cause they can not keep from 
do ing so. Jeremiah said, ··Then I said, 
1 will not make mention of him. nOr 
"peak any Illore ill hi s name. But his 
word was in mine heart as a burning 
fire shut up in my bones, and ] was 
weary with forhearing, and I could not 
,tay." Jer. 20 :9. 

I like to go to Cornwall because it is 
the home of old Billy Bray. They still 
talk about thal old sa int in Cornwall. 
One time he said, "\Vell. you don't 
like my preaching and Ill)' style and 
lIoise. and tell me to he quiet, but if 
you were to put me in a barrel trying to 
ke('p me quiet 1 would still shout 'Glory~ 
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throu~h the hunghole," (Ih. to he full 
and o\"{'rl1owing"! I like the It'stilllonies 
that com{' that way, and the prayer meet­
ings. God want .. it to be that way. so 
that the church is so full it is growing 
all the tillie, for it can't help it. 

There is something else worth notic­
Tllg: in Stephen. His ministry proves 
that deed, come hefon' words. "Stephen 
full of faith and power did." And the 
\"{~r\' fir"t n~rse of the Book of Acts 
sa}'~, ":\11 that Jeslls began both to do 
and to teach." Part of the vision God 
has givrll us in this Pentecostal revival 
is that God is a God who is doing 
things today. .\nd when lIis s('rvants 
arc filled with God, things will happen. 
ThlllgS just happened in the Early 
Church, and the preaching came after­
w<lrds. \Ve think that if we preach long 
('Ilollgh and logically enough , something 
wilt happen. But first the things hap­
pened, and the preacher had to come 
and explain it. 

The Holy Ghost fell at Pentecost and 
the crowd were surging aroulld asking 
what it was all about. \Vhether Peter 
wanted to preach or 110t they pulled it 
out of him. :\ fter a man was healed 
thc crowd came and delllanded, "Tel! us 
ahout it." \Ve put it backwards. If 
only wc can have God working' like 
th:n today! So when Stephen was full 
of the Holy Ghost, things were happen­
ing. He had a real ministry of fullness 
so that the rivers of liv ing watn were 
flowing- out from him all the time. I 
do rejoice in this life in the Spirit. It 
is so lovely because it flows so. It is 
not necessary to be pumping all the 
time; it just now~. I know whcll 1 am 
in thc Spirit because I know it is !low­
ing. The other day I picked up my pen 
to write an article, but it would not 
~omc, and so I quit. Hut next t ime I 
"tarted it sil1lply flowed. and I knew I 
had it thell. Jesus said, "Om of you 
shall flow riycrs of li ving water." There 
is such a diffe rence when things are in 
the S pirit. 

\Vhen T was lip at Lake Geneva Camp 
r,Jecting, Brother Lindquist of )'linnea­
pO li s sa id to me, "Brother Gee. I have 
a little outboard motor. Come out 011 the 
walcr a nd let LI S get refreshed." '·'Vell, 
that sounds good," I replied, so we 
went down to the watcr. \Ve found a 
couple of oars in the boat and he said, 
" Y ou don't mind rowing for a few 
minutes ul1til I get the motor started, 
do you ?" I said, "Oh, no; 11 0t for a few 
minutes." My, it was hot. I sta rted 
rowing, and he pulled at the starting 
rope but the motor would not go. I 
was pulling a way on the oars and g('tt ing 
hotter and hotter, I said, "This is a 
s trange kind of rest." [was thinking 
of the afternoon meeting. I SOOI1 had 
to return to the g rollnd and preach. "1 
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don't know what's the matter," he said. 
"r can't get it to go." But suddenly it 
started, and we rushed through the 
water. I quietly pulled the oars back, 
glad o f the opportunity to sit back and 
let the motor push us through the water 
with the refreshing breeze that made us 
feel so much bette r for the afternoon 
services. 

As I think of that 1 remember when 
God filled me with the Holy Ghost. I 
dropped the oars, and let the Lord do 
it. Some of us are still pulling oars, 
and no wonder we cannot get very far. 
How we toil at the oars of self-effort. 
\Vc move a bit, of course, but it is such 
hard work. But when the power of 
the Spirit comes, thank God it is no 
longer om work, but 11 is. "Once it was 
the blessing, now it is the Lord." Even, 
when we are going much faster than 
we IIsed to travel in our spi ritual lives, 
and doing much more, it is not such 
hard work; thank God. the power has 
come. 

And the last picture of Stephcn is 
that wonderful scene of martyrdom, 
where we find Stephen still fu ll. At 
the end of chapter 6 it says, "Al1 that 
sat in the cOllncil looking stedfastly 011 

him, saw his face as it had been the 
face o( an angel." lIere is a mall who 
was so full up with the glory and the 
peace of God illside that it was shining 
out. Earth puts it s cosmetics on the 
outside, but heaven puts them 011 the 
inside and they shine out. I know T 
mllst be very careful when I touch this 
subject, however. But 1 am thinking 
of ladies I saw in Chin<l. with lips that 
were the color o( last night's su nset, a 
bright read. There was a lady sitting 
opposite me in London, England last 
winter in a street car. [do not know 
what had happened to her eyebrows. 
The real ones were gone, and she had 
smeared some black ones 011 where they 
should not be. When we are filled with 
the Holy Ghost we do not need to adopt 
those tricks. The beauty is on the in­
side shining out. 

Stephen's face was as the face of an 
angel. As I look into the sto ry T dis­
cover that he had been in prayer meet­
ing. IJe was not in a friendly company 
where everyone said sweet things to him, 
and prayed and sang. Not a bit of 
it. S tephen was in the midst of a gath­
er ing of men who hated him, who were 
ready to tell wicked lies about him, who 
were even then ready to stone him to 
death. Nevertheless he was looking up 
to God in prayer, and his face was 
shin ing like an angel's. I am glad for 
a Saviour like that. and for a fullness 
o f the Holy Ghost like that. I could not 
help saying, "0 Lord Jesus, I wonder 
what my face looked like the other day 
when somebody was saying some very 
unkind things to me!" I wonder what 

),011 looked like when you had a similar 
experience! If someone had put a mir· 
ror in front of your face, would you 
have said, "Oh, 1 look just like an 
angel!" Thank God there is ~omething 
that can make liS like that. Stephen's 
face shone simply because he was fill­
cd with the Holy Gh(Jst. 

I notice further that becall~e he was 
full of the Holy Ghost his gaze was 
controlled. He was looking up into 
hcavcll, and he sa";, Jesus. I Ie was ah­
sorbed. He said, "Behold, 1 sec the 
heavens opened, and the SOil of man 
standing on the right hand of God." 
Acts 7 :56. \Vhen you arc fillt'd with 
the IToly Ghost it is wonderful how your 
eyes are on heaven just as 1I1IICh as 
earth. 

J don't get so much hlessing' Ollt of 
the Ilewspapers these days: I would 
rathe r read my Bible.

of the 1II0\'(;lIIcnt, thirty bodies \\cre taken from 
the riHr at Valladolid. They had been shot, 
aud tlmm!l there. And not comllluni~ts only, 
but all outstanding representatives of work­
l1Iell'~ ullinl'~, ~u(h as I)residents, \'ice-presi­
de11l'-, ami delegates. I f the insurgents ha\'e 
heavy lo ... <:e~, reprisals arc taken, and many 
are arre~ttd and shot. At night, prisoners arc 
1;1ki.:ll out, and in the morning their bodies arc 
hn'ught ill. No inquiries arc Illade. 

They !oily flU IK'(Jplc, and whcn thcy think J\ (;oH;rl1ll1ent aeroplane lei somc bombs fall 
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at 4 certain place. O\'er fifty people were kill­
ed, and many Yoounded, A, reprisals, many 
were arrested. Many were shot at night. A 
man of position in the ci ty was taken from 
prison. He, with others, was killed. It wa s 
voiced that he was a Freemason, and for this 
l-Ie died, It is difficult to know why the 
governor of the province should sign a vouch­
er for such persons to be withdrawn from 
pr ison. But he docs so. 11 may be that he 
cannot or da re not refuse. The Fascist so­
cieties have considerable influence. He may 
be one of them, or in league with them. 

The night work is a terrible featu re of this 
civil war. Old grudgcs between fr. nilies and 
neighbors arc avenged in a. most awful mall­
ncr. It is enough to accuse a person by in­
s inuation, o r to suggest that he has a 
leaning toward the socialist s, or to say tll4t 
he has been listening-i n to t he Madrid radio 
news. This will get 

Tht! Accust'll 

into trouble. lie will perhaps be shut in 
I>rison without a trial, o r shot, In this way, 
many an old score is wiped out in tow ns 
and "illage~. 

It is calculated that in one province alone, 
7,000 have been done away \\ith. It leaves 
a 1ll0~t terrible impression to hear neighbors 
knocked do\\ II during the night. and know 
that they arc takcn out to de;lth. II is also 
dreadful to hear the \"olley of the firing­
~quad in thc ca rl) hours of the morn ing; 
then you know that I>robably a few souls 
havc been sen t hurriedly into ete rnity. 

The abo\e refer .s to wha t is going on be­
hind the firing-lines. As to t he cruelties and 
bombing of open ci ties on both sides, t here is 
no mercy shown by either side. Truly "the 
horrors of civil war" have a new meaning 
for lIIe, 

Fro1l1 the \'cry first, Gcr man avia t ion has 
bt.'Cn I)romillcll t on the side of Franco. Kow 
heavy a rt illery is principally German. There 
are thousands UPOI1 thousands of Italian in­
fantry to be seen in all the centers occupied 
by Franco. 

They are regular soldie rs, officered by 
Italians. These German and Italian soldiers 
tell you in COIl\'ersatioll that they come by 
sea, but they arc returning on foot yia France! 
This is the spirit by which they a re imbued. 

It is no secrct that since about the middle 
of April, 1937, the direction of the war has 
been taken over by a German-Ita lian com­
mittee. The Germans and ltalians have lost 
so many men that they are determined to put 
an end to the war as soon as possible, so they 
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have taken the dirl!(tion of the war out of 
Franco's hands. 

The children of God and the c\'angclical 
churches among the insurgents have had a 
bad time of it. The minister of the Reform­
ed Church, ncar where I was, was arrested 
at the beginning of the Illovement. A lady, 
a neighbor, made a false accusatiun against 
him. She ~tatcd she had heard him say 
that be had firearms at home for any who 
wished them. He was taken to prison, his 
house searched; nothing was found to in­
criminate him, yet he was tried by court 
martial for his life. Though nothing was 
proved, he was sentenced to h\elve years' 
penal servitude. At his trial, scathing" re­
marks wefe made about him and the doctrine 
he taught. The Gospel was said tu be POiSl'll. 
and those who preached it worthy of death. 
lIe made a spirited reply, giving good testi­
mony to the Gospel. 

Two of hi s sans were also imprisoned in 
the same city, but IlOW they are free. The 
church is scattered-three of the members are 
in prison. These people a re in this trouble 
because they are 

Non-Catholic. 
You may have heard of one of the five evan­
gelists supported by the Spanish assemblies. 
The insurgellts occupied the lawn where he 
labored. He thought he was safe with his 
wife and children, and did not retire with 
the Government fo rces when it was evacuat­
ed. But the priest drew attention to his house, 
and the place where the meetings were held. 

H e was arrested by two friars in military 
uniform. They tried to get him to confess. 
\Vhen he refused, he was knocked dow1l, and 
beaten with the bults of their rifles. j Ie was 
shot the same afternoon. Two days laler 
his body was broug"ht in; he was in such a 
battered condition the neighbors penuaded 
his wife not to view his coq)se. She was ~o 
treated that she found it necessa ry to leave 
the I O W11. 1 got this information from her 
herscl f. 

Ill. the town where hc was killed, people 
who had gOlle to the meetings were fined 
hea\·ily . Others were taken fr0111 their homes 
at Iwo in the morn ing. They \\"efe nen:: r 
!.eell again. These died because they were Ilon­
Catholic Christians. 1 could go 011 for a lung 
time deta iling the IrClIlcndOl1:i ~llffering oi 
the believers, and the indignities they are 
made to undergo ill the village". I ha\'c ju~t 
told what I personally han: come in con· 
tact wilh. I t was a p1ca~urc to stay VII 

among them, and, ill a quiet way, encouragC 
them. How loyal they wer8, how t ruc, and
