Thc!:oc arc the worels of the Lord to 
Joshua, a Illan who had b('en under the 
mllli~try of i\loscs s ince the departure 
from E gypt. Knowing the weaknesses 
of the I>(.'ople and their TIlany problems, 
It was iI great shock to Joslm:l wh tn God 
said to him, ";\Ioscs Illy se r van t IS d('ad , 
and you are to take his place." The Lord 
l'ncouraged him by s:lying, "1\5 1 was 
with 1\1oses , so I will be with thee. 
Every place that the sole o f your foot 
~hall tread upon , that have 1 given unto 
yOH, as I sa id .unto Moses." Tha~"ro.u 
lIIay be able to IIlstruct My people, 1 IllS 
Hook of the law shal1 not dl:part out o f 
thy mouth."

tomillg one. It is Chri st on the cross, 
Chri st at the Father's right hand, and 
Christ coming in clollds of power and 
glory. It is always Chri!t. 

Three years of preparation plus your

to the utmost parts of the ('arth. You 
recall 111 the days of Elisha, when the 
SO li S of the prophets went to gather 
herbs to make pottag(', one fcllow got 
hold of some wild gourds and shredded 
thclII into the pot. As soon as one had 
ta~l('d he cried, '·0 thou man of God, 
there is death in the pot." And you 
will find wild gourd gathere rs all along 
the way, but YOll can usc the pure meal 
or thc \Vord to remove all dead ly 
poisons.

On the 
day of Pentecost Peter had three thou­
sand converts. Philip took the same 
message to Samaria and the whole city 
was filled with joy.

110ly Ghost according to 11 i~ will. Let 
me cncourage you, "This Book of the 
law shall not depart out of thy mouth."

\Vhen Henry Ford wanted shatter­
proof g lass for his new models he did 
not go to experts that knew too lllany 
f(;asons why it couldn't be done, he gave 
thi s proble111 to ambitious young fel­
lows who think nothing is impossible. 
J Ie got unbreakable glass. H ave faith 
for g reat thi ngs, and nothing shall be 
impossible to you. 

\Vhcll God's people led by Saul and 
his trained army were so fearful before 
Goliath, David was sent to visit his 
hr('thren, He expected to hear shouts 
of triumph, but instead he found a cOn­
tagion of fear among them. \Vhen the 
great giant made his appearance and 
defied the army of Israel, David asked , 
"W ho is ihis?" And when they told 
him he said, "I have fought and protect­
ed my father's flocks and fee l sure that 
God will deliver me from this man." 
,\nd he volunteered to meet him and his 
\'ictory was not in his own strength 
but in "I come to thee in the nallle of 
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the Lord of hosts, the God of the armies 
of J sracl, whom thou hast defied. This 
day will the Lord deliver thee into mine 
hal1el." 

llear him as he strikes the chord on 
his harp and begins to sing, "Blessed is 
the man ..• whose deli~ht is in the 
law of the Lord; and ill his law doth he 
meditate day and night. And he shall 
he like a tree planted by the ri,'ers of 
water, that bringeth forth his fruit in 
his season; his leaf also shall not wither; 
and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper." 
As you med itate and prepare you rself I 
pray God will give you the "pray" of 
intcrc('!'isiol1, the "go" of preaching the 
Gospel , the "look" of compassion, and 
the "~hine" of a holy character. 

"That thou mayest obsen'(' to do ac­
cording to ALL that is written there­
in ." A ll sc ri pture means the full Gospel, 
salvation from sin , the Baptism of the 
Ii oly Ghost, healing for the houy, the 
soon coming of our L ord Jesus Christ, 
plus a clean life and a worthy walk.

T here a rc too Illany penknives today as 
in jcremiah's tillle clltting Out different 
portions o f the scriptures ulltil there is 
nothing- left for 11 5, but the Full Gospel 
is God's anSwer to eve ry kind of modern­
ism in thcse last days. 

Not long ngo a good man said to me, 
" Brother \Vil son, I have not hea rd a 
!->ennon for years on repentance, s in, 
resti tution , judgment, Ill'av<:n or hell." 
""'hat is preached in your chl11'ch?" I 
a:.k hi1lJ. lIe said, "For the 1ll0st part 
a social gospel , mental philosophy, 
politics, etc," But I praise God the Gos­
pel i ~ bigger than that. Let's preach it 
till J es ll s comcs. "For eye hath not 
seen , nor car heard neither hath enter~ 
cd into the heart of man the thing 
which God hath prepared for them that 
love him." 

"Then thou shalt make thy way pros­
perous." This docs not necessarily 
mean fina1lcial prosperity, ),ct the prom­
ise is Sure that God sha ll supply all your 
needs. Tn Illy early ministry r was in­
viled to prench for a man. He in tUrn 
was supposed to help me arrange for a 
revival mceting, and if my ministry 
pleased, perhaps I should be called for 
pastor. The railroad fare to the place 
was $1.25. I only had seventy cents 
of this, hut someone took me part of 
[he way in a car and I had just enough 
then to huy Illy ticket, but I had nothing 
to buy food with. I spent the day in 
the depot and for my dinner I read 
"I f ' ow to ,.)1"epare sermons," by Evans, 
and my Bible. My stomach felt quite 
empt)' bllt my soul weU filled. \Vhen 
I boarded the train I sa t behind two 
men and heard them talk of their pros­
perous business. The devil said to me, 
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"You'rc a fool, why don't you give this 
thing up and get into businC!:lS and ac­
cumulate somcthing for the future;" 
But 1 was not looking for money or jobs, 
I \\las looking for the "center of the 
will of God and God's place for me." 
\ \'hcn I arrived in this town I preached, 
and was railed as pastor. For nearly 
fin! years God gave us a C011linuous re­
"i"al, and that was the pro~pcrity my 
"iolll longed for. 

I n the first year of my ministry 1 had 
on ly a Palm Beach suit and a light straw 
hat for the summer wear and had to 
wear that until late fall. One day when 
walking down the street it was ~o cold 
some school boys made fun of mc and 
said, "Look at that feJlow's straw hat." 
That surely pierced my pride and" I pray­
ed marc for God to warm the weather 
than] did for souls to he saved. Yet 
God kept me there until I wa:; willing, 
and then a Brother gave me a suit. It 
had been worn but I took it from the 
Lord and was very thankful for it. 

Upon another occasion my wife said 
to me. "\Ve have no flOllr for bread." 
So in our family worship we asked God 
to supply the need. As 1 went for the 
mail, as T passed a grocery store, a man 
f rom my Church called me and said, 
"1\ Brother left fifty pounds of flour 
here fore you." I Ii fted my hands and 
praised the Lord . \Vhen I had gotten 
Illy mai l, in returning home I passed a 
grist mill where they made cornmeal. 
The owner stopped me and gave me a 
bushel of potatoes and a bag of f resh 
cornmeal, and T was made to go on my 
way feeling \'ery prosperolls. The Lord 
grant you prosperity, not as the Laodi­
cean Church that was rich and increased 
ill goods, but the kind that Peter and 
John had when they said, "In the Name 
of Jesus of Nazareth, rise up and walk." 

;'Then thou shalt have good success." 
The success which my texl 1l1C<1.ns is 
the carrying out of God's will into prac­
tice. That is the only success that is 
worth talking about or looking for. You 
may go out of the fteld beaten according 
to the estimate of men, and feci your 
work has amounted to very little, but if 
yOIl arc ahle to say in the strength that 
Christ gives, "I hav(:: ftnished my course; 
I kept the faith," your way has prosper­
ed, VOII have had good success. "\Ve are 
1ll01~e than conquerors through him that 
lo"cd us." 

. \ missionary returned after several 
years on the field.

abundant entrance into the City of God."

"Now he is accusing me of making a 
fals e case against him and is threatening 
to fil e a case against me, I have no fear 
that he will be able to accomplish anything 
but it would be well if we could find out 
wh o sent the money, the approximate date 
and the exact amount. 

"This might be an opportunity for you 
to warn peop le against sending money direct 
in envelopes this way. There is a great 
deal of stealing in this manner and even 
when currency does get through to us we 
get pOor exchange and much is lost in 
postage in getting it exchanged."

GOMBAR I SUFFERS LOSS BY FIRE 

\Ve are sorry to learn of the loss suf­
fered by Mr. and Mrs. J. \Y. Xilsen in Con­
go when the grass roofs of some of their 
buildings caught fire, dC~lroyi!lg much of 
their equipment. In a letter from Miss 
Gladys Taylor we are given a pictu re of 
the scene, highlighted with the humorous 
as well as the tragic. She writes: 

"The wood house with a supply of dry 
wood for two or three months caught first. 
Brother Ni lsen's work shop was next to it 
so in a few minutes the roofs of both 
houses were a mass of flames and then an ­
other building began to burn. The garage 
was next in one direction and their house 
where they lived was in the other direc­
tioll. Nothing could be sa\·ed from the 
work house, but the natives rushed ill and 
began carrying things out of their dwelling 
house. 

"Brother Nilsen told two natives to get 
up on the ga rage so they could put out 
any fi re that happened to light there, but 
they stood there helpless because they did 
not have a ladder. Brother Nilsen said, 
'Never milld that; I 'll put you up there.' 
and with that he tossed one and then the 
other up on the roof. \Ve were praying 
tha t t he wind would change, and it stopped 
altogether so that the flames wc nt straight 
up and the house did not catch. The 
garage did not burn either, but there was 
a loss of about a thOUSAnd dollars in other 
things-tools, lighting sys tem batteries, 
s tereopticon and slides, school supplies, 
chickens, and many other things." 

No doubt friends of the Nilsen family 
and assemblies where they are known will 
want to he lp them replace their equipment 
and supplies.

In 1829 George \\"ilSOIl, in Pennsylvania, was 

sentenced to he hanged by a L.:nited States 
Cou rt for robbing th e mails and fo r murder. 
President Andrew Jackson pa rdoned him, but 
thi s was r cftl~cd, and Wi lson insisted that it 
was not a pardon unless he accepted it. 

That was a point of law Il eve r before raised, 
and the President ca lled Ihe Supreme Court 
to decide. Chief Juslice J ohn Marshall gave 
the following dec ision: 

"A pardon is a paper, Ihe value of which 
depends upon its accepta nce by the person 
implicated. It is hard ly to be supposed that 
onc under sentence of death "ould rdu~e to 
accept a pardon, hut if it is refmed, it is no 
pa rdon. George \\,ilson must be hanged."

attendance has increased; souls have 
been won; offer ings have increased; . teachers have been 
trained; and the message has been carned to homes through 
the sen'ices of the Cradle Roll and Home Departments. 
These reforms being accomplished, workers discover they have 
a First Class Sunday School.
