I Sl1PpO~C that is the 11105t striking pic­
ture of the pom . .'r of conscience to be 
found in all literature. \\'e all know how 
this woman, found in sin, had been 
brought before the Lord, all trembling 
and accllsed. ";-.Jow r-. l o~cs in tht.: Jaw 
commanded us, that stich should be 
stolled: hut what sayest thou?" Jesus 
said nothin~ at all. But they kept pressing 
him for an answer. 1 fe looked lip from 
the ground where lIe had been writing. 
and said, "He that is without sill among' 
YOll, let him first cast a stone at her." 
lIe did 110t have to speak another word. 
Conscience worked. 
. Conscience is the faculty within us that 
decides right and wrong'. Paul writes of 
thoughts "accu!'>ing' and excusing." 
Thoughts accusing :,;ay, "That is wrong"; 
thoughts ('xcu~illg say, "That is right.· ' 

Sometimcs when I ha \'c done somc­
thing with which YOll could find no f~ult 
outwardly, somethi ng inside says, "\ ou 
have donc wrong." Jt makes me \'(:ry 
uncomfortable, ~olllctimes it works the 
other way. Critics say, "You ha\'t: done 
wrong i yOIl should not ha \'e done so-an­
so." But something inside says, "You 
have dOlle right," and that feels extreme­
ly comfortable, does it not? 

This faculty begins working when onc 
is very young. I remember when my 
danf!htc r was vc ry ~ll1all. One day she 
had been Ilallghty-for belieye it or not. 
preacher's chi ldren are naughty some­
times-and I said, "Olive, come here." 
Do you think she \"ould come? Not she. 
She was only about two years old but 
she would not move toward me one 
step. I said, ;'Oli\'e, come to Daddy." 
Inching along vc ry, very slowly she came 
toward me. \Vhen she was in front of 
me she looked at the floor, at her shoes, 
everywhere, I sa id, "Olive, look Father 

ill the face." Shl! would not. ;\[ la:'t 
held her face ill Illy hands ~o that she 
couldn't move her hl'a<i aW3y. \nd 
when { did that, ~he shut her \.:\'es tight! 
She would not look right in 'IIIY face. 
That is consciellce, st:lrtlllg" to 0l~ratl' 
quite carly in life .

But now 
I ~l't' ill thr lamh's nature that vcry yic1d~ 
l'dn('ss and lack of rc<;;i stancc, that hc.'>t 
portrays th(' lo\"{' of Christ. and Inai<es it 
possihi{' for 11 illl to suhlllil Himself to 
till' will of the Father. The Iwi£ers dl'l'w 
hack from the fire 011 the altar, but the 
l .amh ('0111d say, "Lo I come, and 1 
delight to <10 thy will, 0 God." The 
prophet had said there would be no 
form or comeliness, neither beauty, that 
thost' looking UpOIl Him should desire 
Him.

Inullcdiatcly they addressed Him a~ AJas~ 
trr, thus signify ing their willingness to 
kart! frolJl Him. After arranging to 
ahide with] lim their first 1110ve was to 
,,{·t·k IJth('r . ..; their lo\·cc\ ones . saying, 
"\Ve have found the Me:;siah, which is, 
heing intt'rprctcd, the Christ." And the 
loved ones were hrought to J csus. J n 
this s.,ulle chapter we find Jiim re\'caled

and the SOli of MOH. 

This leads us to consider the Name 
and all it ('Illbodies. F or, havinl-{ turned 
It) follow j I im as the Lamb, we ~hall 
find 1 fc has a name to fit aliI' every 
need. He is Saviour. Lord, Tt'acher, 
h:ing, Prince, Judge, Bishop, Captain 
of our Salvation, chief Sh(:pherd, chief 
Cornerstone. the Christ, the 11essiah. 
lie is the Prince of life and the Prince 
of peace, the Author and the Finisher of 
0111· faith, Ollr high Priest, the holy Ore 
of Israel, Emmanuel; the Deliverer, 
1'~\"(·r1a~ting Father," Christ the power 
of God and thc wisdom of God; the 
lIead of the Church. He is the I.ion 
of the tribe of Jlldah, the Bright and 
morning Star. the Lily of the valleys, 
the Rose of Sharon, our coming- Hridc~ 
~I"OOtn. lIe is the word, the Bread of 
l.ife, the \Vay, the Truth, the Lifc. He 
is lht' trllt' Vine and we arc ih" branches. 
lie is all of this and much more. lIe is 
the unspeakable Gift,- and He is our 
J(,~I1S. Bless IJis name forevcrmore! 

J ('sus is a rock in the weary land, a 
shdter in the time of stonn; lIe is our 
hope and joy and peace, our burden 
hearer; yea, lIe is Otlf supply for every 
need. He neycr fails. 

But we arc unablc to appropriate 11im 
til nil thesc forms unless we have first be­
held Him as God's spotless Lamb. As 
.... nch we must still behold Him. To many 
of us that vision has become d im, and 
we arc finding ourselves in the position 
of the Israelites when they had lost 
their touch with God. I saiah (22:11) 
lells them, "Ye have made a ditch be-
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tween twO walls for the water of the old 
pool: but ye have not looked unto the 
)'laker thereof, neither had respect unto 
Ilim that fashioned it long ago." 

Oh, my brother, my sister, we may 
throw natural defences about our old 
{'xperiellcc, feeling that we arc shield­
ing ourselvcs and protecting the thing 
God did for us years ago. But as sure­
ly as we depend upon the outer wall to 
keep the cnemy from Ollt" experience, 
just sO surely will the inncr ' .... all separate 
us from it, and we shall find it becoming 
~Iagnanl and unusable. Let us tear 
(Iown the walls, drain the ditch, look 
unto Him who fashioned it long ago and 
n:l"ci\'c sllch floods of living water that 
the enelllY will drown whcn approaching 
11:-'. 

I.ooking 1O our own natural resources 
we arc like the lsraclites-defeated. 
J saiah pronounces woe upon them be­
cause they took counsel, but not of God, 
~oing down to Egypt for help, feeling 
:-.ecure because of the great numbef of 
hor:o;es and chariots, strcngthening thel11-
selve~ in the strength of E'haraoh and 
11"1I!'lting in the shadow of Egypt. lIe 
warns them that it shall all come to 
naught, "for when the Lord shall stretch 
out his hand, both he that hclpcth and 
he that is hotpen shall fall down, and 
they all fail together." 1sa. 31 :3. Then 
when the Assyrians came up against J s~ 
racl they sent Habshakeh to taunt the 
Israelites with the fact that they were 
trllsting in the staff of thi s broken reed, 
Egypt; saying, "whereon if a Illan lean 
it will go into his hand and pierce it." 
Cod knows when we are failing to draw 
our :-iupply of st rength and power from 
Ill<' f(JlIlltain Head, and the enemy also 
klH!\\"s it and is able to triumph over us. 

But wilen llezekiah awakened 10 their 
true condit ion he rent his clothes, cover~ 
{'d himself with sackcloth and went into 
the house of the Lord. Ile also sent 
post haste to Isaiah for prayer, saying, 
"Thi:; i:; a day of trouble, and of rehuke, 
and of hlasphemy; for the children are 
coming to the birth, and there is not 
:-.trcng th to bring forth." 

Xo\\" that is a very serious situation in 
the natural Ii fe, and more so in the spirit­
\lal life. How many times do we sec peo­
ple at our altars desiring the Lord, when 
there seems to be no power to pray them 
through to a definite experience in sal­
vation. Some come for heal ing and go 
away disappointed, and mal1Y tarry for 
years for the Baptism in the Holy Ghost. 
Of course there must be faith for these 
things in the heart of the seeker, but 
surely faith is inspired in their hearts 
and caused to r ise to the point of laying 
hold of God's promises when His power 
is manifested in the lives o f H is saints. 
God wants to give strength and power, 
not only that people may have the bttrden 
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of sin lifted, but that there shall be a 
work of regeneration in the heart, so 
thar they shall walk in ncwne:;s of life­
kept from the hand 0 f the enemy, grow­
ing and developing in the Lord. 

Hczekiah spread the malter before the 
Lord. He hid nothin~ from God, but 
he acknowledged their condition and 
threw himself upon G od's mercy. God 
heard his cry and promised to put a hook 
in the nose of the enemy, a bridle upon 
his lips, and turn him back by the way 
he came. And he did. H allelujah 1 The 
angel of the Lord went forth and slew 
185,000 Assyrians without the Israeli tes 
having to so much as raise a hand. 

Belo\'cd, God only asks that we keep 
our eyes upon l--:l illl. He does not need 
our HruggJcs and clTorts; but IJe desires 
our faith and confidence. ;'For thus 
sa ith the Lord, the Holy Q ne of Israel: 
In returning and rest shall ye be saved; 
in quietness and in confidence shall be 
your strength." Jsa. 30:15. He will 
fight alii" baitles and make us to be more 
than conquerors over all our foes if we 
will keep OUl" eyes upon Him. 

David was able to meet the giant, who 
had IJ rollght fear upon the armies of Is­
ra<.:l, with the clear statement: " But I 
coniC to thee in the name of the Lord of 
H ost..." the God of the armics of Isracl, 
whom thou hast defied ., that all the 
carth may know that the re is a God in 
J srael for the battle is the Lord's," 
Cod nOt only let David knock the g iant 
down with a little stone from the brook, 
hilt al so enabled him to stand upon the 
ground and Cllt off his head with the 
giant' s own sword. FOF David had no 
armor or sword, only the stones from the 
hrook 

P ete r walked upon the water as hi s 
cyes were upon J esus. You and I will 
he able to surmount the difficulties of 
Ihi s life and be protected from the hand 
of the encmy as long as we find the 
somce of Ollr strength in Him. 

Hut. you ask ag-ain, how can we appro­
priate 11 im in 11 is di f fcrent aspects to 
meet om varying needs? By first catch­
inl-( sight of ! I im as Goers spotless 
J .amh : completely yielding ourselves to 
ill(' will of (;od and rejoicing ill the suf­
fering entailed in the sacrifice catch­
in!,! slIch a vision of Him as will cause us 
to' yield our lives , e\'en unto death. that 
others may be brought to Him.

Itself. TIc \\'ho is impatient, he who is 
s.cl1sitivc and suspicious , he who prays 
li ttle, ill' who is dogmatic, he who is un­
\\'i ll ing in all societies to he kno wn as a 
Christian-these and man)' olher5. make 
thel11sel"es greater t ha n the .\l aste r.

_.:\t the cross (in God's purpose) di­
vision was ended, recollciliation accom­
plished, and wlity made possible. The 
ground of all reconciliation and unity 
with God or man is the ground of the 
Blood, whcreby the ,; far off" (f r0111 
whatever causc) arc "made nigh," and 
so when the possihility of division arises, 
5hall we not seck to stand by faith firm­
ly 011 this fact -that at thc cross all en­
mity was "slain," and that the e:vil one 
has no right to attempt the calling- up 
of its ghost, and to make tiS act as if 
it werc still a living thing. 

But perhaps somc one may say, "lIow 
is this possible?" Only through the pow­
er of a greater vitalizing principle, that 
of love, for to faith and love all things 
are possible. The unity of the Spirit 
is a unity of love, and is a melting to­
gether very different from that all/side 
un ity, so-called, which exists among the 
most worldly, There never was an age 
when so much exte rnal tlility was seell . 
Combines, unions, and associations of 
every kind arc around us, and the world 
(and the nominal Church) are organ­
izing "lInions" as never before. But 
they are all orgalli:;{'(I, and there is 110 

spontaneity of life in them; Illany of 
them fall to pieces because of the in­
evitable divisions ar ising from inherent 
selfishness and lack of lovc. Jealousies 
and envies arise from the very fact that 
there are "diversities of gifts," "minis­
trations and workings," and disintegra­
tion sets in as a consequence. \ \' e look 
all, and think this is only what we may 
cxpect in the world, but these are 110t 

the results we should find in the body 
of Christ whe re the unity of the Spirit is 
kept. 

Tn these last days, while waiting for 
our blessed Lord 's return, the: Spirit 
would draw every member of the body 
into close r union with our glorious 1 reac\. 
\Ve know (do we not?) the simile of the 
magnet held o\rcr the box of stee l filings? 
As the ti llY bits of steel arc attracted one 
by one, they a rc at first quite s{'parate, 
but as they draw nearer to the magnet, 
they become united one to the other. till 
a l last , as they reach the center of attrac­
t ion, Ihey arc all welded into ol1e lump; 
and is 110t this juS! what God wants to 
do with us? Arc we inclined to be t rou­
hied over, or divided ahollt. the diversi­
ties of gifts, or minist r;ttions, or work­
ings? Beloved, is it not ';the same Spiri t 
who worketh all things in all"? A re we 
question ing as to whether this or that 
membe r is in t he right place in the body? 

Let us ft.'member "C;od s<:t the llll:miX'rs 
each onc of thl:1ll in the hody, t'YeIl as it 
pleased Him"; and if lie be pkasf.'d, we 
need not be t rOll bled. 

Do we think at timl's some members 
have an undue amount of honor, and 
others han: too littlc:- "C;od t{'mpered 
the body togethcr, givill/.":" lII()re ahunciant 
honor to that part which lacked." And 
if there he some "apostles" and "teach­
ers" and "workers of mirade:o;," and 
somc who afe onlv "helps," it was "God 
set ... thelll ail in the Church," so 
that there should he no "chi"111. 

J Ia ve we ncr thought of tho"e words 
used twice onr in Fp('.;,ians: once in 
rderence to the huilding. and once in 
rderence to the body- viz., "fitly framcd 
together"? In a !lIlilding-, thc builder 
docs not try to ,. fi t" a window f rallle 
into a door\\a\', or \"ice wrsa. liar to fit 
a piece of floo~ring into thc roof. ?\either 
in the body (we ~p{'ak rc,"erentl},) does 
Gael try to fit an ankle-holle' into the 
neck. nor a hOlle of the hand into the 
head, The "whole hoely is fitly framed 
together," Perhaps we have hCf.'1l trou­
bled that we did not always fit ill with 
some fellow-worker, or some one with 
whom our lot was cast: and we have fel t 
condemned hecause we klll'W we fitted ;,~ 
with some one else- -and wh\" 110t equal­
ly well with this memher o"f the hoely?

town and wcre looting, Just bcfore dark 
wc reached 1'01 Chang with a prayer of 
thanksgiving to the Lord for bringing us 
hack safely, 

T he Day. W h i(;h Followed 

The fi!-:hting we had heard all that day 
wa~ e\'idently at Shiao Ticll, which fell 
that day, \\'ithin the nex t few days threc 
cities near us fell, but Ta Chang was spar­
cd; nevcrtheless , the hearts of the Chinese 
herc were jailing thcm for fear, so we left 
our g-uc~t~ in charge of this courtyard 
while we wcnt into onc of the other court­
yards to comfort the Chris t ians, 

Onc day the watchman on the towe r re­
ported th:lt a huntlfl't1 hor5elllcil were rid­
ill~ toward this \'i11age, Excitemcnt ra n 
hi~h, but wc had the comforting aS5urancc 
that if it re;llly ",c,'c the end for thi~ \'il­
lage and for lI~, we should all die togcther. 
Earnest prayers asccnded 10 the Throne of 
Gracc, Then what a re lief it \~as when we 
got word that at a certain poin t ill tow n 
the horselllen had dwng-ed the ir course 
and had gone, 

Time after time \\'c heard hawaII the 
villages round about U~ had hccil looted, 
bllt God \\'on(!(,rfl111~' manifested Ilis glory 
in this village by Ilis protecting power , 
One t imc when ~e\'erat car loads of soldiers 
were headed toward this p1:icc for the pur­
pose of loot ing, th(' C:lrs hroke down and 
the soldiers went b:lck, Onc n igh t whe n 
a thou~and soldiers werc to pas~ the nigh t 
in this town, by the direction of God (we 
I>elie\-e) thcy went to auoh ler place, out 
made out the ir report to e;ay that they ha d 
bcen here. 

C od 's Pro lection a Witneu 

),fallY people from thc surrounding vil­
lages saw how wonderfully Ta Chang was 
heing kep t, so they calllc here to live a nd 
10 do bus iness, Two hundred soldiers a nd 
seve ral cart loads of ammunit ion d id come 
into T a Chang o ne day but when th e sold iers 
saw tha t the peoplc werc not afra id o f them 
thcy ~aid. "You arc good pcople, Go on with 
your busincss, \ Ve will not harm you," and 
they went o n thc ir way, The whole villag e 
has shared in God's goodness in this time of 
distress, 

As willt er came on ano ther problcm was 
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to secure fuel fo r all the crowd of people 
th at had gathered here. \\'e had bought 
some coal in Tong Yang, four miles away, 
but now we could not hire a cart to haul 
the coal, as the Chinese were afraid their 
animals and carts would be commandeered 
for mili tary purposes. As a last resort we 
fi nally hired a cart, promis ing to accompany 
it with the Amer ican flag and g ua ranteeing 
that if the animab and the cart were taken, 
we would pay the owner for them, although 
\ve did not ha\-e the price, but trusted God 
to see us through . \Ve made many success­
ful tr ips hauling coa l before encounte ring 
soldiers from eit her a rmy. 

One day while on om way to Tong Yang 
we heard that the japanese soldiers were in 
that villa~e, but not \\-illing to go home de­
fea ted, we weill on. .\t the gate we met 
fi ve soldiers on horsd,ark. T hey only asked 
the \vay to the next \-illage and went their 
way. In the lillag"{' \\T met thirty soldiers 
with horses and wa.I.!('lh whic h had been sent 
out to find food. The officer in 
charge salu ted me, cleared th e road 
for us and bade us go on. 

\V h ile \I·e had to close most of o ur 
outstations in the villages because 
the na ti ve evangelists came here for 
refuge, s till we arc glad that we have 
been able to have meetings all th is 
time in the courtyards and have had 
a Bible cla~~ all winter. A number 
of th e Chr is tia ns brought unsa\·ed 
rela tiv es with them and th ere have 
been defi ni te COIH"er 510ns among 
them.

NEW OUTSTATION O P ENED IN 
CEYLON

Early in April we opened a new outstatiOIl 
at Balangoda about eighty-fi\'('! miles frolll 
Colombo. Except for 011C little church of 
another denomination where a sen icc is 
held once a month hy a vi~itinR mini<;,ter, 
this town was without go,>pe l services. In 
~f ay six of us went out there to hold four 
days of lipecial meetings. In spite of there 
being many counter attractions we had good 
gatherings 10 listen to the singing, Illusic, 
aud preaching.

:-.rany of the things that hurt my conscience 
were IIlcrrly thc traditions of men. r was get­
tin,!! c"T th(' train at a little station in l~u~sia. 
I had a little time 10 wait for the ~prin~less 
farm wa,!!on to (OlllC along for 111C. ~o J dccided 
to cheer myself up by whi~tlin~ :l hymn. Bllt 
when a de;lr brothcr approacl1c(1 me he said 
allxi()II~ly. "BrOlher Gee. don't do thaI. There 
arc belicl'ers here!" "\Vhy not?" I a<'ked. 
"Oh. whistling is very worldly amonE!' the 
Hu .. sian bdiel'ers !" So I had to shut Ilown 
011 whi~tling while I wa~ with the Rt1~siaIlS, 
\\'{' do not mind whistling, especially hymns, 
hilt we havc a StrOllg conscience, whereas they 
have a weak one, as far as that is concerned. 

We arc all tied up with traditions recei,'ed 
from (1llr fordatht'rs and not frum (jnd. Is 
it 1I0t a lovely thing, however, that we may 
know the truth ;md the truth ... hall ~et us 
fn'I,;' Ilal1eluj,lh 1 

I find that we mml do 1\\0 thil1f.:~ for weak 
cO! Clcnces. First, we ml1~t l\fJt wound a 
h"thc'r'~ I\(';lk {")n~('ie!lcc. I (,ften put myself 
in all sort of voluntary bondage. There are 
thi ngs r cou ld do and my consc ience wnull! llI,t 
trouhl(' 1l1l' nile scrap. but I know that "tllt'r­
wou ld t){' malic to stumble so I refrain. Ht· 
member Paul's words, " If meat make my 
bn,ther to offend. J will eat no flesh while 
the world standeth." I Cor. 8:13. 

It is quite a thrill to go around to different 
countries and find out what I may do and 
what T may lIot do. My first thought u(Y>n 
reac hing Ch ina was, "\Vhat may 1 do here, 
and what nlll ~ t I gua rd against?" The same 
was true when T reached J apan. Each land 
has its ()w n set of ta1>oos, ll owel'er, we must 
be careful not 10 give way to a hrother's weak 
conscience too far. l i e would draw us a ll 
down to his levcl and we should all be in the 
sa me bondage. It is our duty to educate and 
instruct conscience. Let liS get JlCople away 
from little dctails to big prineil>les. Let folks 
sec that it is t he big ]lrinciple of the love of 
God in ou r hean that alone ought to govcrn 
all ou r cl)l1(luct and actions. 

Scripture also sJlCaks about a guilty eOIl­
~ciel1('e. "And as he reasoned of righteousness, 
temperance. and judgment to COme, Felix trem­
bl ed." Aet~ 24 :25. A guilty conscience even 
makes kings tremble. Felix trembled. \Vell 
he might, for his conscience told him that he 
was in danger of the judgment. 

There is the ancient story of nc1sh:l7.7.ar 
who made a great feast for a thousand of his 
lords, and in the 1lIid~t of their drunken rel'eI 
he saw a man's hand writing on the wall of 
his palace. 1 li s knees bega n knocking to­
gether. ''The king's COtllltcll;;IllCe was chang­
e(l, and his thoughts troubled him, so that the 
joints of hi s loin s were looscd, and hi s knees 
smote one against another." Dan. 5 :6. A fine 
example of a king'. bllt he _could not help go­
ing to pieces since he had a bad conscience. 

\Vhen we have a bad conscience we are 
constantly uncomfortable. \Ve keep wonder­
ing whether the thing we dread will find IlS ou t. 
"I last thou found me, 0 mine enemy? And 
he answered, I hal·c found thee: because tholl 
hast sold thyself to work ev il in the sight 
of the Lord." I Kings 21 :20. That is the 
fecling that cOllS tantly hounds a bad con­
science. 

Rut thank God yOtl have a conscience. even 
if it be a guilty one. Oh that God would give 
us more of that old-fash ioned conviction that 
makes the \Vord sting men's consciences. There 
is a need of arousing people today---of arousing 
tIle COmciCll('es of men and of nations. It 
is time to pray, friends, that God would pour 
out Hi s Spi rit until men's consciences ar!' 
really convicted once again. There seems 
such a tendency today for preachers to rather 
over emphasize the sunshine clement. to spray 
high pressure SlIllshine all the l>cople. \Vould 
you not rather see the people miserable some­
somctirne~? \Ve ought to look fo r such a con­
victiol1 of sin that men will be stricken and 
will cry out, "\Vhat must I do to be saved?" 
The time for bright, care~free singing is when 
YOIl ha\·e heen delivered frOIll sin and the bur­
dt'll is lifted. \Vhen I sec a big crowd and 
know that most of them arc unsaved, and see 
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the leaner sllCud ing most of the time trying to 
jig them and make them feel happy, I feel sad. 
r long to ~ee old· fashioned preaching of sill 
with the I>ower of the Spirit bringing com'ic­
liol1 upon the people. Many people need their 
consci('n('es arou5ed, and conscience aroused to 
its guilt can be the first step along the road 
to eternal salvation. 

'Ve now come to that desperate thing a 
conscience that has become scared. In I Tim. 
4 :2 we read about those who afC "~peaking 
lies in hypocrisy; ha\-ing their conscience sca r­
ed with a hot iron." The word literally is 
"cauterized." I manel at what sOme folk can 
do. Some Illen are wlscrulmlous enough to rob 
the widow and cheat the poor, and it does not 
bring Ihe least pang of conscience. I have 
heard of men who think they can defile young 
girls ami throw them on the Se ral) heap. \Vhcn 
I know of stich things 1 thank God the re is a 
judgment day coming. 

I am thankful that the grace of God is so 
mighty that H e can bring such consciences 
back to life again. I f you have a friend who 
seems in that slate, keep praying. God is able. 
It is a difficult thing, but \\ilh Him all things 
are !lOssible. 

The next is a c/eullsed conscience. Ileb. 
9:14. "Ilow much more shall the blood of 
Christ, who through the ett'rnal Spirit offe red 
himself without spot to God, purge your con­
science from dead work s to se rve the living 
God?" And also lIeb. 10:22. "Let us draw 
ncar with a true heart in full assurance of 
faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil 
conscicnce, and our bodies washed with pure 
wat er." This is good news to those who 
realize that their conscicnce has been defiled. 
Thank God there is a place where our COll­

science can be washed clean again, 
A good brothe r showed me the dish-wa shing 

arrangements at Central Bible Institute. I 
watched ;IS the students cleaned off the scraps 
and Pllt the plates in the washing machine, 
through the steam and boiling waler. \,yhen 
our consciences arc defiled there is a place 
where they can be purged and cleansed . Some­
times it seems they Ileed some scouring. Do 
you ever use steel wool? \Vhen you have a 
badly soiled saucepan to clean yOIl use it. When 
I see that rough thing cleaning the saucepan 1 
say, "My, I am glad 1 kllow something' that is 
more mighty in its cleansing power than any­
thing Oil earth," \Vhen my conscience is de­
filed I come to Calvary and repent, telling the 
Lord Jesus all about ii, a ~king Him to apply 
the precious blood, which giyes me the bless­
ing of a clean conscience. 

Paul tells us to draw ncar to God with 
full assurance of faith. The mOSl important 
thing in the Christian life is maintaining un­
broken communion with God. That is the 
life channel. Bul to maintain unbroken com­
nmnion with God you mu st keep a good con­
sciencc. A defiled conscience will soon cloud 
your commun ion with the Lord. You can­
not come into God's presence and enjoy it un· 
less there is "nothing between." 

\Vhen 1 gOt to Yunnan£u in China 1 bad 
a scare. An il1\'ilation came frOm the British 
Consul for six of us missionaries to dine witb 
him. J opened my suitcase to sec if Thad 
a clean collar al hand. \Ve had a hard time 
finding enough dress clothes to lIl:!kc ourselves 
respectable. But we scraped through some­
how. Although we have to prepare ou rselves 
to go into the l)resenCe of earthly dignitaries, 
how much more necessary when we approach 
the Lord! \Vhen I want to have communion 
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"ith liud I remember that i am coming to 
Onc wh",,{' pn''''''II('C i", so J::iorious that {','en 
the allgds veil Ih(';r ian·.... sO h,·w shall 1 
appc:ar bdMe lIim? i dare nut, except through 
the hlu(MI (.i jl·'lh. Thank God J ("all come 
;111" Iii ... l)n"'UK~ um!t.·r the blood with iuii 
a.,.,ur,UKC. 

Finally,\"(; find a "speaking" conscicnce. 
"I say the truth III Christ, I lie not, my 
consciem.:e abo bearing lIle witne~.., in the Holy 
Ghost." Rom. 9: I. This is the c(JIl~cicnce that 
speaks. that bears witness, that agrees with 
the Ii oly Spirit. We havc One dwelling in· 
sidc {.ur hearts when we are saved-the bless· 
cd Holy Spi r it, who not only dwells in~ide, 
but speaks inside. The IWO- the li oly Ghost 
and my conscience are agreeing all the time. 
The H oly Ghost \\"hisptr~. "Yes," al1(\ my can· 
science also says, "Yes." The Holy Ghost 
says, "Don't do that:' and my conscience also 
leUs me "Don't dn that." \\'hat a beautiful 
agnement I I ha\e a double check·up On c,cry· 
thing.
