Pentecostal work. As I have thought 
of P{'nlt'tost of yesterday the qtH.· ... lioll 
has arisen, " \Vhflt is it today, and what 
will it he tomorrow?" 

Pentecost ycsterday. Tl ow the SpIrit 
frolll on hi g-h was POUrl'(\ forth on hlllt­
g-fy souls. What a trllth was committed 
to mcn to carry forth as a la"'l-day I11('S­

sage to a dying world. ] low the Scrip­
tures have been repeated ill our day. 
"They ... went every when' preaching 
the word." Acts 8:4. "l\nd the\' w('nt 
forth, and preached every whe~e , thl' 
Lord working with them, and confirming 
the word with signs following." l\lark 
16:20. 

1 do not know that anyone could de­
scr ihe the preaching of Pentecost at the 
beginning of this lalter rain outpouring 
better than the words from the Bible 
given above. They went everywhere. 
.\s SOOn as the truth of Pentecost 
rcach('d a new hearl, it looked as thoug-h 
it made a preacher out of him or her. 
Business men from the office and store, 
professional Illen from their different 
professions, fanners fr0111 b(·hind the 
plow, all fell into one line. and trains 
and boats carri{'d them to the ends of 
the earth. 

Faith was kindled in people's hearts 
and without the fare they would go to 
depots and ship docks, trusting- alone 
ill God, and hefore the train or hoat 
Idt, God would s{'nd the fare and thev 
would go forth. You should ha\'e seen 
some of these happy bands of workers 
after God had so wonderfully supplied 
for the111. \VheTl they arri\'ed at their 
destination , no one was there to welcome 
them. Maybe the town did not want 
them. 11alls would have to be rented 
or a meeting place obtained. \\'hen the 
rneetings started many times persecution 
arose and mobs were organized to stop 
the meeling. Then when people began 
to be g-Ioriously saved and filled with 
the Spirit, whole communities were stir· 
red somet imes to wrath. So under ad­
verse circumstances, Pentecost was es· 
tabli!'hed by the preaching of the \.yord, 
and by many being saved and filled with 
the H oly S pirit. 

Emphasis was placed lipon the Bap­
tism in the Spirit as received on the day 

of Pentecost. The paral110unt thing in 
those days was to prO\'e this experience 
hy the 13ihh', anc! to prove the \\'ord by 
people n.'ct'iving' a like experienc(' as that 
describ('d in the \Vord. Preaching the 
Pelltecostal message and receiving the 
Pentecostal experil'nce was the issue of 
the hour in establishing this Pentecostal 
rc\"i\·al. 

The tilll(' camc when it was necessary 
for those who were filled with the Spirit 
to he org;'lnil.ed as a fellowship. Today 
wc arc a well organized chllfch boely. It 
has been said that a church reaches its 
zenith of usefulness in about thirty 
years. This Pentecostal revival has 
reached this crisis time.

From the \¥ord of God we see clearly 
that in the days of the early church when 
the Spirit was outpollfec! Christ was 
glorified e\"erywhere. The promise con­
cerning the Spirit was that He should 
glor ify Christ . The danger in e"cry re­
\"i"al comes when men exalt experiences 
rather than Christ. Paul had some won· 
derful experiences but did not magnify 
them. But he ever sought to magnify 
Christ. His whole life could be expres­
cd in these words, "For me to live is 
Christ." Christ was first, and last, and 
e"erything- Lo the saints of the early 
church. \\'c must ever seek to magnify 
J li111 and to live by IIis 'Vord. 

In Eph. 4: 1 Paul says, "1 therefore 
... beseech you that )"c walk '[('orthy 
of the vocation wherewith ye are ca lled ." 
Today as at Pentecost, God's \ Vord is 
preached and is confirmed with signs 
fo llowing. \ Ve must continue to preach 
the 'Vord with boldness, expecting that 
the Lord's hand will be stretched out to 
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heal, and that signs and wonders will be 
wrought in IIis name. But thc all­
important thing is that day by day, hour 
by hour. moment by m0111cnt, we walk 
in the Spirit, walking worthy of the high 
vocation wlH.:rcwith we are called. It is 
a life of abiding in Christ and of Christ 
abiding in us. The anointing that \VC 

havc received teaches us that we should 
abide in Jlim. It is by this daily walk­
ing worthily, Christ dwelling in our 
l1('arts hy faith, rooted and grounded in 
JIis 100e, filled with Ilis fullness, that 
wC shall make good in Pentecostal work 
toda)" 

\\'orldliness is a hindrance. The go­
ing- to worldly places of amusement. and 
otherwise conforming to the world be­
com('S a stumblingblock. The Lord has 
called us to be a separate people, not 
conformed to this world but trans­
formed. \\'e arc not called to dress in 
the height of fashion, but to dress 1110d­
(.'511)". Let each of us cry to God that 
we ma)" be just as holy as human be­
IIlgs ean be holy, for God has said, "Ye 
shal! be holy; for 1 am holy." lIe 
through IIis grace will enable tiS to live 
worthy of thc \"ocation so that we not 
merely talk Pentecost, but live Pentecost 
a life in the Spirit. ' 

:\s regards the Pentecost 0 f tomor­
row. 1 ha vc no wild speculations to 
1l1~ke rcgardin.g our future, but a few 
Ihl11g-s are pla1l1. 

The sinister forces of e\ il that have 
fought us in thc past will be on hand to 
seek to defeat us tOmorrow. \Vhen an 
an~ly is defeated on one battlefield, they 
retIre and recruit their forces and on the 
morrow they come again with new forcc 
and effort. [n order to defeat our en­
emy, we need the whole armor of God. 
\Ve need to be watchful and prayerful. 
'Ve need to be zealous, to have Our exes 
always upon the Captain of our sal~a­
lion, e,'er waiting for His counsel. 

First, we must have more prayer. 
l:I0w. we need t? learn the secret of get­
tlllg 111 touch WIth our Captain and then 
keeping in. tOllch with llilll through 
prayer. "(' must take orders from 
Him. Our o\ .... n strength will not do. 
'Ve can only win as we obey His orders, 
and we can only receive His orders as 
we keep in touch with Him. It is al­
ways a tragedy for an army to be Cllt 
off from its commanding officer. And 
what a tragedy it is for the church to be 
cut ofT from its Captain . It took prayer 
to. succeed yesterday, and today, and it 
\\'III takc 1110re tomorrow. ';Men ought 
always to pray, and not to faint." A 
great door and err ectual is opened unto 
us, but there are many ad\"Crsaries. How 
we need to watch and to prav. 

Then it will take more power. We 
may expect that the hosts of the f'llemv 
will be increased as the Tribulation dra,,:s 
near. The trials will be harder. The

A great many are not ready. The 
Lord is going to come at an unexpected 
moment. "In such an hour as )'C think 
not the Son of man cometh." It bc­
hOO\'(,5 cycry child of God to examine 
himself. Jc~us said that we should "take 
heed to oursch'cs, lest at any time our 
hearts be overcharged with surfeiting 
and drunkenness and care,:,; of this life. 
and so that clay come upon liS una­
wares." Luke 21 24-36. j\nd dlC word 
rendered "overcharged" 111('(}Il::; O\'CI"­

burdened or overweighted. Jf a balloon 
that is designed to leave the earth and 
soar into the hca\'cns is overweighted, 
instead of rising toward the sky at the 
appointed time, it will be held down by 
the weights that arc attached to it. And 
it is quite certain that the weights with 
wh ich some of God's clear children are 
weighted down arc going to keep thcm 
from going up when Jesus comes. 

The Lord showed me r ecently in a 
dream that many among us arc unready 
to go. In Job 33:15-17 we read, ''In a 
dream, in a vision of the night, when 
deep sleep falleth upon men. in slum­
berings upon the bed; then '1 Ie openeth 
the cars of men, and sealcth their in­
struClion, that He may withdraw man 
from his purpose, and hide pride frol11 
man." 

Two difTerent words are rendered 
"man" in the seventcenth vcrse; the first 
means man who is a descendant of him 
whose body was formed om of the dust 
of the eanh: therefore, frail, mortal; the 
second means man who is strong: and 
how many among us feci that we arc 
strong? The average man thinks he 
can get along without God: he is not 
conscious of his weakne"s, his need of 
divine help; and so God is left out of 
his program altogether. Cod's plll'pose, 
according to the passage quoted. is TO 

withdraw weak man from his purpose 
and to turn away the strong man f r0111 
that pride that makes h im trust in him­
self rather than in the Jiving God apart 
from whom even the strongest among 
us are more helpless than the worms of 
the clust. 

Tn my dream, or vision, 1 was with 
three of our young people; and we 
were apprised of the fact that the com­
ing of the Lord was at hand; that in a 
very few minutes the car r iages that 
were to take us away, and take us up, if 
we ",,'ere ready to go, wo uld come. How 
we were apprised of th is fact I do not 
know.

it was also made very clear to us that 
the til11e of preparation had ~UI1C. 1 f 
we were not prepared \\·c could not 
prepare now; it was too late. .\nd we 
were not at all fully cOIl\'inccd lhat we 
were ready; consequently we were vcry 
anxious. \\'c wondered if we should 
go up or be left behind, \Ve did not ha\'e 
to wait \'ery long. The chariots cami.'; 
there was a separate chariot for each of 
us. The chariots sent for the three 
young people were nhead; thi.' one that 
was to take me if T was read\' \\'a" be­
hinel. Each of us instillcti\~ek knew 
which of the chariots he or she was to 
go in.

\Vhat we wish in the li"ts of I 
our child ren - the whole Bible - I 
we can put into our Sunday 
Schools. And who can tell what I 
far-reaching efTect will ,'es\llt from I 
having the VYord of God deeply 
embedded in the lives of our chil­
dren and yOllng people?

As the chariots pulled up to the place 

where we were anxiously waiting, the 
occupants, heavenly beings, clothed in 
sh ining garments, opened their mouths 
and inhaled.

The chariot de"igncd to take l11e was 
now pulll!lg' up, and the mouths of the 
Iwannl~' occupant!' wcre open. ami tlwy 
were all looking toward IIll'. L wa" all 
aqui\"er \\"llh power from hl'nd to foot, 
and I was wondering \\l11~ther Ihere was 
enough of the h('a\"l"nly in 1111.' to O\'cr­
balance the earthly. and draw IIW into 
the chariot, and away irom the (·arth. and 
up into the heayen" to meet mv Lord.

It was a time of great searching of 
heart. Is there so much of the earthly 
in mc, I found myself inquiring', that it 
overbalances the hea\"(:nly, so that if 
my Lord were to come He would find 
me "overcharged" with that which is 
essentially of this world, and so have 
to leave me here to go into that tlillC 

of ullprecedented troublt which is to 
test the earth-dwellers? [have been 
preaching that the saints arc not sched­
uled to go through the trihulation.

DAYS

Three o'clock in the morning, and 
a hundred miles of trail lay be­
fore us as we returned to ou r 
station at Bweebo. Brother Elsea 
said, as he drove us the first 
twenty-five miles, "1£ 1 could take 
you to your s tation by car we 
could reach there hy 10 A. M., but 
as it is it will take you three days 
hy hammock." There were sixte('n 
hammock men, also fourteen port­
ers to carry our loads as we m11st 
lake ou r beds, di shes, pans, food, 
and clothing besides abOllt one 
hundred pounds of rice for our 

Sunday School children 
hammock men. Baby Ruth, 

at o nly about a month o ld, cried 
some; but li tt le Paul always 
enjoys the ride. I like the 
forest as it is not so hot. 

I 

At the first lown beyond the 
forest we could not get a house 
for the night as the king was 
not there. Rathe r than wait 
for him we went on to the 
next town. There also the 
king was away when we ar­
rived. It was six o'clock, and 
we were tired after traveling 
one hour by car and twelve 
by hammock, so }.[ r. Landrus 
set the beds up outside a 
house. (I don't know whether" 
they were in the street or in 
the ya rd as the hOllses are 
built dose together with no 
definite streets.) Then the 
king came, and we moved in ­
to his house as soon as his 
wife had f\llished cooking sup­
per. AU night the people beat 
their drums and danced, but 
in spite of that we slept {or we 
were tired. 
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Next morning as we left the lawn and 
neared the rice farms we heard children 
yelling. But they were not playing; they 
were )'('l1ing and throwing rocks to {right­
en the birds from the fice which was just 
heading. Platforms 3rc built in the lIIiddle 
of the fields, and on these they stand irom 
sunrise to l>unsct. 

The h.!it day of travel was all hills. up 
and dOWI1, in and out of the hammock for 
eycry ~trt:al1l or river. a::. there arc only 
logs to serve as bridges. There are also 
many logs in the trail, some oi them baving 
been there for rlfiy years or morc, and we 
had to crawl through the branches. 

\Vc had a good trip and no rain, arriving 
home the next day. The people seemed 
glad to see us back again and were anxious 
to look at the new baby. \Ve are all well. 
Prai~e the Lord.

Ii k has many phases and the responsi­
bility for the direction of tbat life is 
manifold. Sunday Sdlllul life too has 
Illany Ilhast~s and thc responsibility tor 
the direction of Sunday school liie and 
activity is truly Illanifoid. 

Like a pa~tur, the Sunday school 
supcrintcndcnt must kllO\\ his schoul 
thoroughly, know his :-talI oi teachers 
and oftl(er,;, know the memiJers oi the 
adult department, the young people, and 
all th<.' chIldren. Ill' must know his 
organization, know its smooth working 
parts and its weaknesses. Ile must Le 
a studcnt of Sunday school ::;cicncc and 
be skillt.:d in the art of creating and 
operating a spiritual, efficient Sunday 
school. 

As thc head of a spiritual organism, 
which a good Sunday school is, he must 
be a man of God, caUrd and ordained to 
his position, lie mu~t live ill touch with 
God and in vital, spiritual relatiollship 
with the llH:mbers of the spiritual body 
of which he is the hcad. His relation 
with them is not merely official: it is 
spjritual, vital, and warm, Especially 
a her some years of spiritual service, 
he 'should have "grown into" the af­
fections and lives of those whom he 
serves. They should respect him sin­
cercly and automrnically. IIis leader­
ship should be instantly acknowledged 
and never qUl:stiol1cd, lIe is thus a 
leader rather thall a director, a head 
rather than a boss. Such an accomplish­

A SAFE RIGHTEOUSNESS 
The original Eddystone Lighthouse, on be­

ing' built. was hailed as a notable structure. 
He who had dc~igIlCd and built it was ut­
terly satisfied, and proudly said, "I wish 
nothing better than to be in my building in 
a storm."
