How sweet and tender is this 
loving inquiry of King David! The 
house of Saul was the house of his 
enemy. Yet for Jonathan 's sake 
he desires to show kindness to 
any who arc left of Saul's house­
hold. The lo\'c between Da\'id 
and Jonathan is one of the most 
beautiful things recorded in the 
Bible. Jonathan knew that David 
wa s ordained of God to si t upon 
the vcry throne which he natural­
ly would have occupied, hut the 
generous, loving heart of Jona­
than had within it no jealousy. 
lIc accepted thi ~ as God's appoint­
ment and was delighted with it. 
\Ve read in 1 Sam lle l l8: 1, "The 
soul of Jonathan was knit with 
the .50ul of David, and Jonathan 
100'ed him as his own soul." 

Again we read in I Samuel 19 :2, 
"Jonathan, Sau l' s son. delighted 
much in D;l\·id." And after his 
death, David mourn s for him in 
these words : " I am distressed 
for thee, my brother Jonathan; 
vc ry pleasant hast thou been u n ­
to me; I hy love to me was won­
derful, pass ing the lo\'e of wo­
men." 2 Sam. I :26. );'ot only had 
the covenant been between Jona­
than and David, but Jonathan had 
said: ';Tholl shalt not only while 
yet I li\'c show mc thc k indness 
of thc Lord that I dic no t , but al so 
thou shalt not cut off thy kindness 
from my ho use forever." 

111 accordance with this cove­
nant David remembers to inquire 
concern ing the seed of Jonathan, 
that he may show him kindness 
"for Jonathan's sake." As we

It was not Illcrt'ly the 
k i11cln{'~..; of Daviel. hut "the kind­
ness of Cod," illfin itely more than 
the kindllcss which might spring 
from an} human impulse, that he 
wanted to show lin to the hOllse 
of Sau l. Ziba answered the ki ng-. 
"Jonathan hath yet a son which 
is lame o n his fect." \Ve read 
in 2 Sam. -l:4 how this lameness 
had been brought ahollt: the little 
boy was about fivc years old 
"when the tid ings carne of Sa ul 
and Jonathan out of Jczrcel, and 
hi s nursc took him up a nd fled ; 
and it came to pa ss , a s she made 
has te to fl ec, that he fell, and 
beca me lame. And his name was 
~rephibos hcth ." 

It is interes ting to not iec the 
meaning o f thi s na me, "destroying 
shame." Poor l\rephibosheth, bear­
ing the reproach of Sa ul 's s in and 
defeat, and with hi s poor cr ippled 
body he mu st havc felt the shame 
which he expr essed outwardly 
when called into David's presence. 
He bowed him self and sa id, 
"What is thy servant that thou 
shol1l dst look upon sllch a dead 
dog as I am?" lTow thoroughly 
David's loving kindness destroyed

1ft hey can gct it on the front 
page or the back page, and gel thei r 
piclurl' ill once in awhile, they th:nk 
they arc social climbers. Oh, how good 
it is to have your name in the hook of 
lifc; how good it is to have your nalllC 

in heaven. Whosoever has not hi s name 
written in the book of life will find his 
portion in the lake of firc. 

A lot of folks :\rc saying, "1 don't 
believe there is a hell." There is one 
anyhow. There is a hell. A man came 
to my home and was si tting and tal ki ng.

Such 
words as tha t are enough to cause a ha rd­
ened soul to turn away from sin and 
~eek God. There is enough contained 
in the wo rd eternity , if you look at it 
long enough, to make you desi re to 
change your Ii fe. 

1 was preaching ill a certain place and 
one night when the altar call was given 
T saw conviction all over a young lad y's 
facc. I went to her and said, "Goel is 
dealing with you." She said, " I know 
He is ." She sa id , "'I am not going." 
I said, "Sister, d id you eyer stop to 
think about what it means to be lost, 
lost , lost, lost, lost .. ?" She said, 
"No sir, I refuse to think on such a 
subject." J sa id , "lIow in the world 
do you get around it?" She 5<1i(l . " \Vhen 
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I begin to think abou l being lost and 
meeting God in l11y sins, I jmt push 
that out of my mind. I entertain some 
silly, frivolous foolishness." 

Some people laugh off the cOllvicting 
power of God. I have seen people get 
right up out of a Holy Ghost meeting, 
lig.ht a cigarette, and thus put away the 
vOIce of God. 

ff God shows you you arc 10<,1. that 
may be all the feeling you will have 
until you wake up in hell. In the day 
we are living in, the 110ly Ghost is ful~ 
filling I-lis mission outside th<: church 
and in the church. People on the streets 
and people in the hamlets and people in 
the coumry e\'erywhere are talking about 
something's going to happen, aren't they? 
There seems to be a voice speaking to 
humanity everywhere, and the poor lost 
man as he stands at his grind every day 
says, ;'1 don't know what is gong to 
happen, hut something is going to hap­
pen." That kllO\vledge which i~ stir~ 
ring within you, which causes yOIl to 
realize that something is going to hap~ 
pen, is of God.

\ 'Vc walked up to a little cell anel there 
was a nice-looking man about forty years 
old, bright of eye, stripes running around 
him, walking backwards and forwards 
like a lion in a cage. I thought I would 
just tell him about j esus. \Vhcn I 
spoke he would not listen. H e j ust 
walked back and forth and the usher 
sa id io me, "That poor man walks that 
way by the hour. \Vhen he gets tired 
he fall s over and rests on his little bed 
and then gets up and does t he ~a1l1e thinO" 
over again ." b 
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1 sa id in l11y heart, "0 Cod, what is 
it? \\ 'hat is wrong with the man?" And 
a voice came to my lioul, "This man's 
sins have caught up with him.

Thcir talk may be innocent enough, 
but it scems a poor substi tute for the 
deep spirit of worship which formerly 
prevailed. It has been observed in some 
large as~emblies that before the pastor 
or evangelist ascends the plat form to 
begin the meeting'. a hum of converS<."­
~ioll call be henrd throughout the build­
IIlg. 

The writer has desired to sec recover­
ed that touch of spontaneity which has 
departed. On one occasion when con­
ducting the communion in a large church. 
while the elemellts were being distributed 
by the elders he said: "If ally one feels 
led to start a chortls-" when instantly 
one of the ciders tllrtled and pointed to 
thc pianist indicating that all singing 
mmt he under her direction. The writer 
may he wrong. and if so. would gladly 
be SCI right. but he feels that something 
very fine and truly of the Spirit has been 
lost. 

Our brother Donald Gee. in one of his 
book!;, s, .. ys the leader of a Pentecostal 

IllCCtlllg ought to lTllpn'ss his personality 
on thc congregation a.., lir;htly as pos­
sible. But it has been ob~cr\"ed that the 
mO!'.1 popular and apparently !'.llcccssful 
emngelists and pastors arc tilc ones who 
impress their personalities lIlO.~t 11pon the 
people. What is wrong here l' Th<:. 
answer to the question is not far to seck. 
It is that for utter depend('nce 011 the 
Holy Spirit, men are substituting' human 
power. The key verse in thi~ r('gard is 
Zechariah 4 :6. "Not by Illight. nor by 
power, but by Tlly spirit. ~aith the Lord 
of hosts." The contrast in thi!'. '·er!'.e 
between "not by" and "bm by" is to be 
noted. Our true source of pow('r is not 
mall and his money and hi.., lIll'lhods. hilt 
the Holy Spirit of God. 

The effort to win o1H~idcrs and to 
draw them into our asselllhlie!li by the at~ 
tractiveness of big programs in which the 
entertainment element is prominent may 
be outwardly successful. but it hampers 
rather than helps the Spirit in fli~ work. 
Success in drawing larg-c crowds and 
winning COil verts is 1I0t the true' cri­
lerion. Homanists arc making com'erts 
to their church, SO arc Mormons. 50 are 
Christ ian Scient ists. so are S piritualists ; 
and if a cultured MohaTllmedan mission­
ary came along with a choir of Arab 
singers and players. he would attract 
large crowds and doubtless win COll\'erts. 
It is not difficult to gather crowds by 
purely human methods, and succcss in 
doing so is not sufficient proof that God 
is in the midst. Some evangelists have 
been seemingly sllccess ful who were 
found to be living douhle lives. This 
high-pressure-s<''llesmanship method is a 
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poor substitute for the Spirit. and the 
writer feels it ought to be a1>."lIdo11ed 
as not being Pentecostal. 

Morcover, the COI1!)tallt effort by lIlany 
e\'angelists and pastors to work up the 
feelings of the people see1llS to the 
writer to be un-Pentecostal. It cannot 
be denied that fleshly feclings can Uc 
stirred by purely human influences. and 
that many people will join in and l)('cl>1I1e 
happy in doing so. 1t often happens that 
people. good people, will go away frOI11 
a meeting where the atmosphere has been 
manufactured and say what a wonder­
ful time they have had and how the pow­
er fell, when the truth is. it was a 1I(';,h­
ly meeting from bcginning to end. 

The Romanists and high Anglicans 
design their churches and services to 
produce a sense of reverence and awe 
in people. They succeed. The a!~lhetic 
is akin to the artistic. ':\len and \\"omel1 
who regularly attend such highly ritual­
i;,tlc sen'ices arc mO\'ed by them as by 
listening to beautiful Illu.,ic or looking 
at a beautiful picture. 13111 this oo('s not 
bring about a moral and spiritual trans­
formation. The same people go Ollt 
from such services as worldly minded 
as they went in. 

The fleshly meeting in Pentecost has 
no more effect on the moral life or the 
spiritual life than tlu: ritl1ali~tic services. 
People go out from ~uch meetings fecl­
ing happy but 110 octter than they went 
in. I f they are selfish. they continuc to 
be so; if they are gi\'en to talebearing, 
they keep on being talebearers; if they 
arc worldly or semi-worldly, they go out 
uIlchanged except to be more confirmed 
in their ways. \Vhy should they separate 
completely from the world? Did not 
God bless them in the meeting? Where­
as God did not bless them at all. They 
were simply stirred in their fleshly feel­
ings by the strong personality of the 
evangelist or pastor and the "hip-hurrah" 
style of the meeting. Moreover let it 
be said that this slirring of the feelings 
by other means than by the Spirit is 
dangerous and has led to moral dis.. .. sters. 

In the mind of the writer. there is one 
true way and only one, and that is as 
Zechariah said, ul3y my spirit, S<. .. ith the 
Lord of hosts."

\\' hen 1 saw one day a printed prayer to 

be handcd to cOllvened Illell an d women 
confl1led in jails and penitentiaries, I thought 
of the multitudes of God's ch ild ren who are 
unhapp ily situated. Pel'haps they arc un­
equally yoked toi-tether in ll1arr ia~~e, ell­
gai-ted in som e calling hateful to them, or 
comp elled to li \'e in a place or in a stvle 
th at th ey find unpleasant, Like the I~cn 
behind steel bars they do not know how 
to get free. 

As I thought sad ly o f these suffcrin g 
br ethren of mine, it seemed to me the 
prayel' written for persons behind bars 
woul d be a fine prayer for them to pray al­
so. Thi s is the "Prisoner's Prayer" : 

" LOonl, make and keep me free frOll! cvery 
evil habit. I will do all 1 can to break th eir 
power ovcr me. :\Iake me to hate impure 
thought s and und ea n words. Enable me 
to really love c\'eryhody. Let me see the 
great beauty there is in everythin g God 
mad e. :\Iake my face shine with the grea t 
peace and joy in my heart. Through my 
gentle wa ys and kind words make the ~in­
ners about me want the peace You gi\'e 
me, PUt into my mouth w1 se words to 
guide in<luirin g sinners, to Je sll s, :\Iake me 
the lig ht of li fe to mallY ill this place. Use 
me this day and ('very day to do what 
You want done, 

"I give You my self, my milld, my body, 
ami all r have, Keep 111e here as long as 
You need me here. \Vhell 1 am ~o com pl etely 
free from my bad habit s and evil thoughts 
that they can never again overcome me, and 
when I can do more for You out side than 
in here, open the pri son doors and let me 
out. 1 love You and You love me. Fill me 
full o f Thyself, and make me happy and COIl­
tented here or anywhere You lIlay pllt me, r 
cOllle to You hy the direction of J esus who 
~ave I lis life for me on the Cross. because 
H e loves me so."

E. B. Han'ey, superin­
tendent of our mis~iOll at NawabRanj, l\'ort h 
India, bringing the news of their awful 
plight as Sharannagar ;\rission stands sur­
rounded by ri~ing flood water;;, and the 
Hli~sionaries seek to provide safet) and a 
mcasure of cOlllfort for their two hundred 
Ch r i~ t iallS and schoo l children. i\1 rs. I {a rvey 
writes: 

"The lake and the r iver have joined, 
surrounding us completely, and extending 
for many miles. The water is flowing over 
one sec ti on of oltr cClll('tery and is knee­
deep in some of the holtscs. \Ve have had 
to bring a number of our Christian families 
here to the mission eomp0l1lld be(;ause their 
houses were falling in. \Ve have people 
crowded into every available space here 
and now some of the buildings on the com­
pound are falli ng in and have to be vacated . 

Boys Moved to Safety

"To ade! to their tri als, la st night as they 
were lyillg all a stJ.tion platform a cobra 
crawled under th eir beddin~ and wrapped 
itself around lfrs. Daral's leg. She cried 
out to God to p rotect her and shook the 
thing off without being bitt en by it.

Lesson for S("ptollbcr 25. Lesson Text: 

I Samuel 31. 
The Adrift Qrwrtufy gives a little review 

of the life of King Saul. We quote: "The 
record of the bcg-irtnirrg of Saul'~ reign revtals 
a noble and luvable dmracter. Ilurnility, 
nrodl'~ty, seH-rc~tr"irrt, fouragc, and generosity 
rrrark his altitude and aftiorh. The first year 
of his reign was the happiest. Saul's be­
ginning-s sugJ.:est the following lnsons: that a 
man may experiellce divine in-
fluence and yet fling it away; 

:'\otlrin.:; could be more untrue. Suicide is 
cowardly, and utte rly selfi,>h. Let the person 
who is tempted to commit ~uicide remember 
the foremost example of self-de~truction-Judas 
ISl'ariot and then let him ask himself the 
\IUc~ti()ll, "Do I \\i~h to put myself in Judas 
Iscariot's class? Do I wish to join him in the 
place of tIle e,'er lastingly condemned?"' Read 
~l:itl. 27 :3-10. Reading this' JXl~sage, wc dis­
t'mer that p(10r Judas sought refuge in dl'ath 
to eseapc the p.;urgs of a remorsef ul con~cience, 
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man's sensitive spirit, di~elllbodied, unsheathed 
of the cnamd of his body, is C)(j)l)sed for 
all eternity, to the pangs of consciencc, the 
winds of condemnation, and "there shall be 
weeping and wailing and gnashing of teeth." 

I'i/ule's Folt·. Pilate. made tire same mis­
take as did Juda~. Some ycars after con­
demning Christ to death, an act which he 
did selfishly, to save his official !)Osition, and 
prevent his recall by C;c~ar, he was recalled 
none the less, and demoted. L"nhapl)Y, in­
consolable, traclitioll declares, he walked the 
mOuntains of his nativc Italy, his accusing 
conscience gi"ing him rlO re~t. Finally hc com­
mitted the last cowardly, selfish, desp.:rate act 
hy flinging hirn~clf OVl'r a prl'cipin: in the 
Alps-to keep Judas, ami the unrepentant 
thief COmpany for all cttrrlity! Suicide is no 

that llIuch goodness lIIay exi!>t side 
by side with deep·seated evil; that 
seeds of evil may lurk in the fair­
est cha racter; that Ilot tire pos­
sessioll of, but corrtinuance in, 
goo<inec;s makes a man good."

"Whither shall I go from 
Thy spiri t ? or wl4ither shall I 
flee from Thy \lre~e!1("c? If I 
a~("er1d uj) into hC'a\"en, Thou art 
there: if I make my bed in hell 
(commit suicide), behold Thou 
art there.

Srlf Im/ri/gella {,ods 10 Self­
lJrslnlc/ioll. By this we do 110t 
mean that all sclf-indulgent peo­
))lc commit suicide, although sui­
cide is a real mark of selfish­
ness, for the person committing 
the act, selfi.shly disregards the 
grcat suffering, the harm, the 
many evil conSe(IUellCes, which 
fall upon others from his action. 
But sclf-will :Ind self-indulgence 
lead to the eternal dest ruction of 
the individual. ] low dearly the 
life of Saul demonstrates this. lie 
disregarded the Lord's advice; 
Irc di~rcgarded Sa muel's :Idvice; 
he slew tire !wiests who could have 
advised him and counseled him; 
he asserted his self will all along 
tire line o f his stormy career. To 
lhe lasl, he asserted uti rather 
t han die at the hands 01 another, 
and so he killed himself. 

O l lrrrs. "For none of us liveth 
to himself, and no Illall dieth to 
himsel f. " Rom. 14 :7. Our living 
and our dying always involves 
(llfrers. Saul's self-will caused 

" 

the l r iunrph of the enemy all this field of batt le. 
Providence used the enemy as the instrument 
fo r Saul's punishment. But how Illany othcrs 
had to suffer along with Saul I All of Israel 
had to suffer the ignominy of defeat. T hou­
sauds of men had to !oloe their lives, and their 
families had to suffer their loss. The noble 
J onathan, and two of his brothers, al1 had 
to dre, along with their rebellious father. 
T ruly, "none dietil unto himself." If, when we 
are tempted to sin, to indulg..: self , we could 
only rcal ize how many others our act wou ld 
harm, what a !)Owerfu\ dllerrcnt this reali­
zation would be. Fir~t of all it would gr ieve 
the heart of the Saviour: next it would br ing 
grief and suffering to ou r families, our loved 
ones, 01lT Jonatharrs: next it would pain our 
fr iends; and, since Ollr example and infl uence 
(;OnIllS, our sci f -indulgence would tend to 
infect others in a similar way. Truly sin is 
sd/islr. 

S il icide. There is a false idea, implanted 
by Satan, that ~uicide is a courageous act. 

but such ?ction is a dreadful mistake. 
Conscience, which mcn can hardcn, deaden, 
dull, in this life by such narcotics as pleasurc, 
alcohol, and other sins, is never morc sensi­
ti\'e :lIld fully awake. than it is after death. 
Judas thrust h:mself from a modcrately l):1il1-
ful state of conscience, in this life, into an 
il1tensc\y paiuful state of COllscieuce in the 
life af ter death. There the soul, unsheathed 
from its coarse, insensitive flesh is exposcd, 
like the nerve of a broken tooth, to the 
":Ollsequences of a life of sin. \Vhen a tooth 
IS sOlll1d, the delicate, sensitive nerve, is 
sircatlll'd irr an outer coating of strong enamel. 
The enalllel we may liken to the body; the 
nerve we may liken to the spi r it. Take the 
nerve out of the tooth, and the tooth will 
die. "The spi r it gi \'eth life." Death comes 
to the body when the spi rit depa rts. Brcak 
that outer enamel, cxpose the living ncrve, 
to even a mild breath of air, and we feel 
intense agony. Tha t ncrve, disembodjed, is 
trelll('lldously sensitive. 1n the same manner,

An unforgi":Ible act 
of yanda lism, you would say, to destroy these 
priceless temples! But our body is a fa r 
more wonderful temple than thrse. "\Vhat?
