!o do-to fiend the H oly Ghost unt o them, 
A nd 0 11 the day o f Pentecost the lIoly 
Spir it camc, But eYen now they did not 
presume to think they could rush o ff 
he re and yon to accomplish grcat th ings. 
T hei r lives mllst now be patt erned like 
unto H is who sa id , " .1 give my~clf un to 
praye r." P salm 109 :4. So they delegated 
to others importalll tasks and said, "\Ve 
will give ourselves continually to prayer, 
and to the ministry of the \Von!." 

At Antioch the sa ints did not presume 
to appo int a number of committees to dis­

the mind of their Lord , who made choice 
of Barnabas and Saul for the work where­
tUli a He had called them, ~ ... tark was not 
Illcntioned, but he presLlmed to go with 
these t\\'o brethren, and he became the 
cause of subsequent contentioll.
