The rcvelation of hrist, as given in 
Ili s \\'ord, is progressive.

God delights to hide ll imself. l"d H e abo dl!­
lights to re,~eal j limsclf. He hides Himself from 
wise and prudent ones, and reveals Himself to 
babes- to 11 is born-again ones, to His humble dis­
ciples . 

One day there came three men to Abraham. He 
was hospi table and entertained them. One of them 
spoke to him concerning the impending doom of 
Sodom. The one who spoke to Abraham was the 
Lord o f glory who had hidden] limself in the form 
of a man . Yet lIe bumbled Himsel f to partake of 
the rcfre~hmellt that Abraham offered Him. 

Tn the person of IIim who was born of The 
Virgin il1ary , God was hidden. "God was in Christ, 
reconciling- the world unto lIimself." H e was not 
seen. li e was not recogn ized. The humble shep­
herds had a revelation conceming the babe, and 
they came anel worsh iped the child who was none 
other than Emmanuel-God with us. The wise 
men who had rece ived the hidden wisdom which 
comes from God came and worshiped the babe and 
gave Him gi fts, recognizing that this was the One 
who should take the throne of His father David. B ut the 
scribes a nd Pharisees, quite familiar with tlte l{'tter of Scrip­
ture, did not come and worship this babe. They d id not 
recognize that God was in thi s infant. that thi s was the SOil 
of God, and that God Himself was tabernacling within thi s 
babe born of a vlrgm. 

Even the disciples did not recognize 
God in Christ.

The Son of Goel said , ''It 
is expedient for you that I go away: for if 
I go not away, the Comforter will not 
come unto you." Chri st came for the pur­
pose of giving Himself a ransom for all.
