So they took ti S to the 
police-station with a following crowd­
some drunken." 

But Gou protected ]jis servants. The 
Police official asked the effendis what 
was their complaint. They said we 
had bla~phel11ed thei r religion and torn 
their clothes. \\' hat was my relief when 
the other l\10s1ellls who had followed liS 

said the re was not a word of truth in 
the accusation. They sa id, 'The~e men 
a re drunken. Not an impolite word 
has been said about our religion, and 
instead of their tearing our clothes some 
effelldis have smashed lip their room.' 
The official took their witness anu or­
dered the plaintifTs to spend the night 
in the cells. Th('n 'Mr. Gairdncr said, 
"Oh no, please let them go home. We 
came from our country to set at liberty 
the capt ives, and 1 don't want anyone 
locked up for my sake.' The official 
was much interested in these words 
and kept us for a talk. IJe said, '\Vhat 
do you mean by saying you came here 
to set captives at liberty?' M r. Gaird­
ner replied, ' \Ve did not come to break 
into your prisons, hut to set free those 
who are captives of Satan, bound in the 
chains of sin.' Thereupon the official 
sent for cofTce, and listened with a good 
will; thus, when the students would not 
li sten, God caused their very uproar to 
procure a hearing for the Gospel of 
the Lord Jesus Christ even in a Mos­
lem police-station."

Early in Jal1l1.1ry comes Thai Pongal, a 
Ilindu holiday season. It is a good time to 
hold conventions in our outstations where 
many J lilldu people are working on the tea 
and rubber estates. 

Eleven Baptized in Water 
}.Iiss Long, my wife and I, a Bible woman 

and onc of our converts made up the group 
who drove ninety -s ix miles to Balangoda 
and COmIlH'llce<1 the convention by holding 
an open air service near th e market. More 
th an a hundred people attended a nd listened 
c105ely, and received all the Tamil and 
Sinhalese tracts we had

All through the convention the Lord 
blessed, many raised their hands for prayer 
and about thirty-fi\·c partook of the Lord's 
S upper at the closing service on Sunday.

Eightecn miles from this outstation is 
Kctetenna whcre the belicvcrs had been an­
xiously waiting for us to come and help 
them. There we found thirty-fIve believers 
and the c"angelists waiting for us at the 
little mission hall. Most of these had come long 
distances to be baptized. As they sat on 
the floor around the walls of the hall I asked 
them to testify to a saving knowledge of 
the Lord Jesus, which they were all able to 
do. Then we explained to them carefully th e 
meaning of water baptism and the se rious­
ness of the step they were taking. About a 
Quarter of a mile from the hall was the 
Slream where we baptized twenty-one of 
them. 

Short ly after the service they were ready 
to start their long journcy home word to be 
ready for work the next morning, but bC£ore 
leaving they too, gathered around request­
ing that the missionary lay his hands on 
each one and pray for each one indivi­
dually.
