Achan. in deliberate disobedience to tht 
command of God that they must not 
touch any spoil of their heathen enemies. 
took something that he coveted and hid 
it in his tent. But our secret sins are 
in the light of II is countenancc. God 
could sec. In their next battle Israel, 
to their great surprise. were defeated. 
\~hen they made inq ll isition to find out 
the cause o f the matter , it wa5 discovered 
by the unerring searching of God's Spirit 
that Achan was the guilty one. One 
man's sin brought defeat to his nation. 
and therefore his sill was not me rely 
personal or priYate. I t was a public 
s in. It in\"olved all the people, and be· 
cause it was a public sin demanded a 
public confession. It is a solemn thought, 
the fact that our si n may alTeet many. 

\\'e ollght to ha\"e great wisdom in 
the matter of the confe:-ision of sin. The 
circle of our trespass should limit the 
circle of om confession . Some people 
haye the habit of gathering in groups for 
mutual confession of sin . There arc 
some things that are not intended to be 
con fessed to any g-rotlp. To do so is 
unhealthy and morbid and may become 
unclean. I believe that the principle i5 
t his: The cirde o f my confession is to 
be the circle of Illy trcspass. If I h<l"c

pa.:-.lor has til:::: confidcnce of his congre­
gat ion: and when any member feels 
he has a deep, cutting, personal. spiritual 
problem in his life, he can go ;Jnd talk 
to his g<xlly pastor ahollt it. Hut that 
is not qu:te the sallie thing a5 running up 
and confcs"ing to him. It is a beautiful 
thing whcn there arc in the assembly \"'O~ 
men of mature years, ripe in purity and 
in all that makes a lovely Christian 
1IIall"011, to \\'110111 we can gi\'e the old· 
fa5hiol1ed title of ":\lothers in Israel." It 
is gOlld when S0111e of the young wo· 
men can go to thelll and talk about thosc 
problems that all of us, men and \\'0· 

men alike, have. But this is not quite 
the !-.all1c as running up with a ha .... ty 
confessioll. Om confession Hlllst he 
ruled by wisdom and bounded by the 
circle of trespass. 

Theil, too. at times it is ea"ier to con­
fess :l thing to a crowd of people than 
to the one to whom YOli ought to con i ess 
it. The most difficult thing fac 'lIg some 
of us is the fact that there is on(' persoll 
we ought to go to all alol1c and make an 
apology, a confe5sion, and as much as 
possible a restitution. \\'e would far 
rather g<.:t up and bleat it out in the 
meeting. \\'e would rather take the edge 
off the ordeal hy speaking in a g-roup.

Right 110W we need 
a new piano for the Sunday School, or 
a new carpet for the church, or there's 
the poor fund!" Alibi upon alibi! Cov­

Tlu.'), havc no S('IISC of "the relative 
imf'orfclllcc of tllil/,ffs." XO true vision. 
TI1('Y "n'ap Ill(' 1 cward of lile con:tous 
in all genuatiolls, hlindness of \'arylllg 
dq.~],(:l:, consequent mistaken juugelllcnt 
and wrong action." 

Inc1lldt'd III these ]S the PharisaIcal 
t),I)(' ()I would-be-followers, conservative, 
nundflll only of Ihe perfect past and 
their own adhe rence to it, careful for 
tlw traditions of the chu rch. They are 
:.\lI'e of their own understanding and in­
terpretations, ami when the Spirit of 
the Lord begins to revi\'c and renCw 
and Illove llis people on, these, with their 
ql1t:!StiOIIS and exclamations and positive 
a~s('rtlons, form a dead, heavy ohstacle 
III titc way of ~piritual progress. They 
COVCI. not money, iJut prestige. They 
call not pour alit tiltir lives ill Ion: gifts 
to their Lord. 

T III.'I\ lit(.'fC is the un designated class, 
"SOllll'," according to ,\ lark. These sug­
g'CSl litany outside the fold who an: al­
way~ questioning the actions and teach­
lIIg:; of Chris t iall pcople, alld of God 
I I illlsl.'1 f. I f God is love, why did lIe 
al1o\\ Jesns to die for the sillS of oth­
ers? ;rhe aw ful martyrdoms of Chr is­
tians and thc massacres even in modern 
times ? But we sha l1 not tarry here as 
these and similar questions would cover 
100 large a field for consideration now. 

The ncxt class consisb of " lI is dis­
CIples." \\ 'hy should they ask the same 
qw:..'~tion as J udas tile!:)e true follow­
er!S? They spoke quickly. T he natural 
thong-In came to the front. " \\'aste," 
"poor," a sudden cOllcern . Had they 
always heen so careful of the poor ? 
.J eslIs docs not ask that question, but 
assulll ing their sincerity , lIe simply tell s 
th{'1ll they can always do for the poor, 
bllt the t imc is ve ry brief when they can 
do for I l int. 

These "disc iples" may represent those 
who have understood the need of 
Ch ri st's suffe ring for the sinner, and 
have personally accepted Him as their 
~;llhs tit l1 t e and Defense. Yet concern­
ing othe r things we hea r them speaking 
implllsiycly thei r natu ral thoughts: \Vh)' 
should Illy queenly daughter go to 
.\£rica? She could grace a beautiful 
horne, or adorn any pulpit. \Vhat a 
waste o f beauty, grace and culture on a 
poor. ignorant race-others less edu­
cated can do that. 

\\'hy did that mIssIOnary die before 
Ire reached the shore o f the foreign 
cOlln try? \ Vhy did God permit that 
capable young woman to die one year 
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after she reached China;' Her father is 
hearthroken. 'he could ha\'e accolll­
pli:-.IH:d so much here'. Oh the waste! 
I do !lOt understand. \\,hy must young 
couple:o. so oiten hury til{'ir children ill 
foreign !'oil and 011 lonely hillsides? Are 
there not plenty of "heathen" ill thIS 
country whCl'e the climate and sanitary 
conditions arc favorable? 

Can It he possihle that SUfI! remarks 
and qucMions as the following arc some­
times heard among "11 is disciples"? 
(Jod's people should have the hest of 
(,\·cr),thing-. Steerage passage? ForLid. 
l1ands of robbers? Never. 1'001' ioed? 
0nsanitary condilions? A slow, shame­
fill martyrdom? Losses? Sorrows? 
Di~l)pointIllel1ts? Xo! Good receiving 
IWI1lCS for the missionary,-always. No 
pioneering- go where all is ready. Uth­
... rs ha\'e attended to that. 

\\'as it attended to by other:,? Then, 
all~wer plea~e, this question. "To what 
Jlurpose was 'hat waste ?" Others suf­
Icrui gladly that ou r sons and daughters 
might escape the hardships. Should God 
ca ll our sons and daughters to hardship, 
might there 1I0t also hI.! a purpose in 
this waste? 

Hilt, we are Hot through, \Ve Illust 
listen again to questions of a more per­
sonal nature; \\'hy should these afllic­
lions comc to me? \Vhy was my prom­
isi ng child taken? \Vhy should the hus­
band a f my choice and yomh be taken? 
Did God need him there, 1I10rc than 1 
need him here? \Vhy should my father 
go in the midst of useful service when 
many live to serve much longer? \Vhy? 
\\,hy this hindering anliction in my 
bOdy? \Vhy must all my ambitions per­
ish, while others realize theirs? \Vh)' 
do 1 ila\'e so little while others have 
plenty? \\'hy must I serve a sick father 
or support a weak mother? None of 
Ill}' friends have to do this. 1 was 
trained and wel1 fitted for a certain kind 
of work, yet here 1 am doing this wh ich 
an)' one without my tra ining could do.

T his na l ive pas tor was persecut ed ter ribly 
by his re la t ives and o thers. but God gave 
powe:- and s treng th to complete the tas k he 
set for himself, and now God has gi\'en vic­
tory. H e has a nice group of Chri st ians, and 
bapti7ed s ix believers one morning.

"If any man be in Ch rist, he is a new 
creature: old things are p ... ssed away; behold, 
all things are become new." 2 Cor. 5 :17. But 
certain teachers told the Romnn Christians 
tbat Ihey must not only believe o n Christ but 
must observe the J ewish Sabbath. To cor­
rect this error Paul wrote in Rom. 14 :5, "One 
man esteemeth one day above anoth er: another 
esteentelh every day alike. Let every man be 
fully persuaded in his own mind." Again in 
Col. 2 :16, 17, Paul wrote, "Let no man therefore 

The sprinkl ing of blood before the mercy scat 
by the high priest was a foreshadowing of the 
work of ou r great High Priest, Jesus Christ. 
In like manner, the r('st which God enjoined 
upon the Jews of old was a fo reshadowing of 
the rest which Christ has provided for all who 
believe. 

Our R est it! Christ. Hebrews 4 shows this 
truth clearly. '"There remaineth therefore a 
rest to the people of God." That rest lies in 
the finished work of Christ, because of which 
the believer ceases to work for his salvation. 
The Christian rests by simply trusting in the 
completed work of redemption through Christ, 
who said, "Come unto Me, all ye that labou r 
and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest."

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Confession of Sin 
(Comillucd from Page One) 

Go<l. Lt,t lilt' not think that h)' confess­
ing to ally pritst or pa5tor or group or 
IC<l.cher I have completed the matter. That 
cannot lake the place of my gelling alone 
with God ancl openly, frankly, frec'ly 
telling- God, "Againsl Thee, Thee only, 
have T sinned, and done this evil in Thy 
sight." 

I want to press upon you that con­
fession of sin is a duly if and when we 
have sinned. 

The next .!iwry I take you to is of 
King Saul. 1 Sam. 15 :24. "Saul said 
unto Sal11u£'i, I have sinned: for I have 
transgressl'd the commandment of the 
Lord, and lhy words: becau~c I fcan.'d 
the people, and obeyed their voice." 1\ fler 
God Stnl Salll to do Ilis will against 
the Amalekites, Samuel came to him and 
charged him with not having done all 
that God had commanded. The sinister 
point in the story, however, is that while 
Saul confessed (of course he couldn't 
,"cry well do an) thing else; he was caught 
red-handed in it) yet there was not 
repentance. \Ve find him catching hold 
of Samuel's robe. and saying, .. f have 
sinned; yet honor me now, 1 pray thee. 
before the elders of my people. and be­
fore Israel, and turn again with me, that 
r may worship the Lord thy God." That 
shows the shallowness of Saul's con­
fession. 

1\1)' mind g-oes back 10 when Twas 
a boy, and ~lother wns bringing me lip. 
1 camC to that awkward stage that all 
boys have, when they are growing so 
quickly that their feet are too big for 
them, :1.nd they are always stumbling 
over and breaking things. ] n passing 
through t hat period T was breaking cups 
and saucers and knocking o\'cr things. 
Every time I did it r said , "I am 
sor ry," until you would think I had a 
parrot inside me saying, " I a111 sorry, 
I am sorry." 

Mother put up with it for quite a 
while. hilt there came one Saturday when 
1 broke something that she valued, and 
again I said. "1 a111 sorry." She said, 
"Yes, I will make you sorry," And she 
went and got down something which 
in the good old-fashioned days used to 
hang behind the picture in England, and 
that Saturday T really 'lVGS sorry. My 
confession became very genuinely con­
nected with repentance. 

Confession can easily become me­
chanical. 1 love the sen'ices of the 
Episcopal church . \,Vhen I am on board 
a British lincr 1 always go to the serv­
ices on Sunday morning, and T appreciate 
the beautiful words of the service. But 
as I hear the words gabbled over, and a 
lot of people calling thel11seh·es "miser­
able sinners" and confessing: <;\\'e have 
done those things which we ought not to 
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have done," whtn they don·t fcel it, 
realize there is no "alue in it. Cod wants 
confe!'sion that comes from tht.' heart. or 
none at all. 

Repentance is a fundamental thing, 
and it is needed. The fir5t words of 
the gaspe! art, "Repent and heJie\'c: ' 
Repentance means literally, a change of 
mind. To repent is to change your mind. 
Often when 1 have been in a foreig-n 
country and have noticed a ratht'r in­
viting curio, 1 have thought I would 
like to take it home to England with me. 
I have gone into the little native shop 
or merchant's place and asked how much 
it was, and as soon as I heard the price 
I repented. I walked out. 

A fter all, it is a good illustration 
of what happens in the kingdom of God. 
There was a time when the pleasures of 
lhis world, the pride of life, and all these 
other things were very attractive to me. 1 
paused to look at them, and began to 
handle them; hut 1 thank God that be­
fore I went any further T inquired the 
price. If YOll want to know the price, 
there is a ticket on it. "\Vhat shall it 
profit a man if he shall gain the whole 
world and lose his own soul ?" \ Vhen I 
!hlW the price ticket all the world-my 
own soul-I said, "That is a bit too much 
for mc to pay." Thank God, T repented 
and walked out. 

If yOli arc thinking you can have tht' 
world, you can only have it at the cost 
of your soul. That is too great a price 
to pay for this world. Turn your back 
on it and walk Out. That is repentance. 
YOll can keep on confessing and con­
fess ing without repenting, until in the end 
your confession has simply become me­
chanica l. It doesn't do you or anybody 
else any good. It must be united with 
repentance if it is to lead to Salvation. 

The word confess ion literally means, 
"saying the same thing." If I alll to 
have an honest sincere confession before 
God 1 must say the same thing about my­
self that God says about me. r must 
agree with Il im. H e has put within my 
heart a Illonitor called "Conscience"; and 
if 1 am true in my confession I agree 
with my conscience. I have God's 
precious \Vord of Truth and T find I 
have to agree with that, and say the S<1.ITIe 
thing about mysel f that it says, 

Coming from Los Angeles all the train 
this week, as [ was digging into the 
first few chapters of Romans, I found 
it hard to say, "That is my picture," 
but God help us to agree that all have 
SillIlCd, that there is none that doeth 
good, not one. It IS rather sweeping, but 
it is the road that leads to salvation. 

Then r need to agree to God's con­
victing Spi rit. lIe convicts us that we 
have sinned, and we ought to confess 
it. God help us to agree with His Spirit 
and say the same thing about ourselves 
that God fells liS about ourselves. 
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The coming back to the father of the 
prodigal son all began whe!l he started 
talking to himself. \\·hen he had talked 
to himself about himself, he wanted to 
go to his father. So we need to con­
fess to oursel ves ancl say. "Yes, [ have 
sinned, I do need repentance, and I 
will go back to my Father." 

\\'hen we ha\·c sinned we find in our 
hc..1.rts !'omething that hates sin and 
<"a\'s. "Oh, deliver me from it, cleanse 
me from it, sllap the fetters that bind, 
and set me free." Thank God, when a 
man sees his sin, that is the beginning 
of the working of a man's salvation. 
From the story of King Saul. however, 
we see that confession of sin is of no 
worth unless it be joined with repentance. 
So we have to ha\'e, with confession, sin­
cerity and a rcsolve to leave our sin 
and run from it. 

The third story I bring YOll to is the 
old story of David. 2 Sam. 12:13. 
"Oavid said unto Nathan, T have sinned 
against the Lord." Notice how that sent­
ence comes every time. Achan said, "T 
have sinned." Saul said, "I have sinned." 
And David said to Nathan the same 
(hing. ":Kathan sa id unto David. The 
Lord also hath put away thy sin; thou 
shalt not die." 

Confession of sin needs the complete 
divine forgiveness, Confession of si ll is 
not an end in itse! f. Tf that be all there 
is to it, it won't save anybody. On top 
of it 1 nccd forgiveness. 

The older T get the more T thank God 
for this inspired story of David and 
his sin. I admire more and more the 
biographies of the Bible. I find th,a so 
often human biographies have so many 
weaknesses. If thev are written bv those 
who love the man they are writing about, 
there is an unavoidable temptation to 
write the rosy side and we feel that 
we aren't told the whole truth, so that we 
don't really know the individual. r read 
biographies wi th more skepticism now 
than 1 used to as a boy, for 1 am learn­
ing more about human nature. Rtlt in 
the \,yord o f God T find it is magnilicen t 
how it paints the picture in all its truth. 
\Vhen the Bible tells about Abraham, it 
tells of his weaknesses. \Vhen the Bihle 
tells about Moses it tells of his failure as 
well. And there is only one Character 
in its pages that is described as fault­
less, because, thank God, He was fault­
less. 

So with David the story of his Sill is 
told, and with an amazing wealth of 
detail. More helpful to us than that even, 
not only the outward side of the sin is 
told, but the inward side of the con~ 
fess ion and repentance is also given to 
us in helpful detail. Oh, the 51st Psalm 
and the 3211d Psalm are so wonderful, 
so true to the sinner's experiences. 

But that 5 ) st Psalm especially I \o\·e. 
David laid bare his heart. TTe only 
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did it before God. but then the Lord 
caused it to be written down by divine 
inspiration. for the help and comfort of 
all penitents of all ages. How we have 
thanked God there was such a Psalm 
when we have sinned and ha\'e found 
thefe the words we were longing to say, 
and we have made the praye r OUT own. 

Especially notice how David declared 
he needed something more than con­
fession. He needed forgiveness and 
cleansing. Let me read yOll a few of 
those throbbing words. "Purge me with 
hyssop, and T shall be clean: wash me, 
and 1 shall be whiter than snow. . . 
IIide thy face from Ill)' sins. and hi at 
Out all mine iniqui ties. Create in me a 
clean heart, 0 God j and renew a right 
spirit within me." l-Ja\'c you made those 
words yours? "Create in me a clean heart, 
and rcncw a right spirit within mc." 

Those are divine ly g ivcn words to help 
you. Because there arc certain practices 
of confession of sin that ha\'c bccome 
preyalent today, I want you to be \"Cry 
careful in distinguishing between mental 
relief and divine forgiveness. YOtl can 
easily confuse them. ;\lcntal relief is 
psychologica l. Divine forgiveness is 
spiritual. There is a t remendous dif­
fe rence between the two. I don 't like 
that word "psychological"; so we shall 
just say "natural." 1 f we have had a 
burden on our mind, some sense of failure 
and sin, or something elsc, if we merely 
tell it to somebody or to a group of peo­
ple, it is natural for us to feel a certain 
relief, and say, HOh, that is off my chest,. 
and I am glad." \'\'e have a mental or an 
emotional relief, because we have shared 
it with somebody else. 

I think it is the same kind of thing 
that some people exper ience when they 
go to the doctor. They ha\'e aches, and 
are worried about a certain pain they 
have, quite sure it is cancer or consump­
tion or something else. T hey read the 
advertisements in the magazines and are 
convinced they have it. So at last they 
go to the doctor and tell hi m about it. 
A fter the visit they come out and say, 
"Oh, 1 feel better now: 1 have told 
the doctor." T hey may be sufferi ng from 
some d isease, and although they hann't 
had one bit of physical heal ing, they have 
a mental relief and feel better because 
they talked about it. \Ve sometimes ap­
ply the same subtle psychology to our 
souls, and think that bec;,wse we share the 
burden \\'ith somebody else \\'e arc rid 
of it. \ Ve a ren't. \ \'e need more than 
that. \ Vc need to go furthe r and pray, 
"IVash me, and 1 shall be whiter than 
snow." 

Sin is defilement. \ Vhen you have 
sinned you are defiled. Pardon me if I use 
a stronge r word-you are filthy. You 
say, t'r don't fee l it." That is because 
you haven't been keeping pm e enough 

company; YOll would if you <lid. I was 
in Oslo. :\or\\'ay, at onl' lim:' Guing 
out one day J saw a couph: of dog.; on 
the porch .• mel a:- I noticed th('11l I re­
marked, ")'h, aren't (ho~e lonh' "h,te 
dogs?" But ~\'hilc 1 stood still fo~ a mo­
ment the twO dogs rail away from the 
porch and began romping around III Ihe 
SIlOW. and when they got out against that 
pure white hackground I saw that they 
were dirt)'. Compare )'otlf~elf with your 
leila\\' lIlen flnd \·ou mav consider \'our­

Xew TeMamem sCI'iptur('s cOllccrtl ing 
confession of sill-l J ohn 1 :9: "If \\'e 
confess our sins, lI e is faithful and just 
to forgive tiS Ollr sins, and to c\callSl' tiS 
frol11 all unrightcolIslless." Oh, Illa~llifi­
cent gospel word, "Faithful and jus\." 
Faithful- what does that mean ? I'irst 
of all. I think it means lIe is faithful 
to I-I is OWII wel! be lm'cd Son. 1 thank 
God that Jesus, the Son of God, came 
down frol11 heaven, and on Calvary had 
laid on Him the iniquity of us all. So 
my dear Sa\'lour, the 5011 of God. carried 
m)' :.in a1ld yours too; and because lIe 
carried it, God in His faithfulness will 
110t let that sin remain on Ille, ii 1 
ask 11im to have it removed, since [ 
havc taken [ l im for my OWll dear per­
sonal Sa\'iour.
