at the heginning of the church, always 
nH.:ans a glowing nll~~ionary actIvity. In 
ju"t about thirty years look what was ac­
complished by the carly church. In just 
abollt one generation the gospel was propa­
gated throughout the whole of the then 
known world. The ea rly Christians kept 
the \\'ord of the Lord; not denying His 
name. They went cvcrywhen: preaching 
th(· gospel. 

I belie\'e that is the example for the 
tfUC Pentecostal church. 1 ha\'e wondered 
at times whether this lauer-day outpouring 
in which you and I are permitted to live 
comes LIp to the standard of that original 
Pentecostal outpouring. \Vc are celebrat­
ing the 33rd anniversary of the outpouring 
of the Spirit at Old Azusa ~trcct ~lission 
in Los Angeles. It is thirty-three years 
~ince the Latter Rain began to be poured 
out lavishly upon the t:arth. That is 
considered the time of one gl!l1eration. But 
how far have we gone with this glorious 
go"pcl? lJaw we propagated it throughout 
the civilized world? IIa"e 'We taken ihe 
message to every people and every nation? 
The I,ord has set before us open doors 
and we have failed to enter them. \Ve 
have received the same power, the same 
H oly Ghost, the same gospel message, but 
T ;lIn afraid we have failed to spread it 
as the early church did . notwithstanding 
our modern equipment and conveniences 
such as printing presses, rapid transporta­
lioll and communication facilities, and every 
other advantage. 

Someti mes we congratulate ourselves on 
what has been accomplished. Remember 
howcver the example of the ?'I loravian 
church; their purpose was that one mem­
ber Ollt of e"ery ten should be a mlSSlon­
ar)" either at home o r abroad. They felt 
that nine fami lies could support one mis­
sionary family. Every missionary was a 
herald of the gospel. 11ave we COmC up to 
that standard in our Pentecostal constit­
uellcy? 

'I'he Christian and l'.lissionary Alliance 
have a constituency only onc-third as large 
:l.S the Assemblies of God, yet they have 
a greater missionary influence in the world 
than we have. They are far ahead of us 
in their missionary activities in proportion 
to their churches, preachers , and members. 
\\'hen I consider that, I feci like seeking 
an altar and confess ing I have not lived up 
to Illy name. 

Go forth as he ralds, youllg people, and 
sp read the gospel everywhere. 1 t is that 
conviction which caused mc to resign my 
church a few months ago and ofTer myself 
for foreign service. 

The door is open, yes, still open, but I 
wonder how long it will remain so. J am 
convinced we are living in the end time 
of the gospel age. Some doors are dos­
ing. alld closing fast. Look what is hap­
pening in Europe. A few years ago there 
was all open door in Eastern Europe but 
now it is in many places hecoming closed. 
I fear if we are not going to stand before 
Him as those who have failed Him and 
denied 11 is name, we must catch a new 
vision and receive a new anointing from 
above, a ncw enduell1cnt of power, a new 
bmdcl1, and say, "Lord, help me to oc­
cupy the last few moments of this closing 
era and to enter all these open doors to 
possess the land." 

Soon another message is going to be ad-
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dn·~scd to those who belong to the church 
of Philadelphia. It will be the Voice frOI11 
heavcn, the shout of the archangel. and 
the lrump of God. The word will corne, 
"Come up. up, up, lip hither." llallelujah! 
It is coming, and very soon. l am listen­
ing for that "oice today, Jesus is COllllllg 

.wddclli)'. lie is coming for that walling 
church, for those who are looking for Him. 
Not the church that is sitting down with 
folded hands, b11t the one that is busy 
keeping IJis \\'ord, occupying for 11im, 
going through every door of opportunity. 
lie says , "Take heed to yourselves lest at 
any time your hearts be overcharged with 
surfeiting, and drunkenness, and cares of 
this life .. \Vatch ye therefore, and 
pray always, that ye may he accounted 
worthy to escape all these things that shall 
come 10 pass, and to stand before the Son 
of man." Luke 2] :34-36. It is to that 
church that lIe says also, "Because thou 
hast kept the \Vord of my patience, 1 also 
will keep thee from the hour of temptation 
which shall come upon all the world." He\,. 
.3 :10. Watch and pray 110t oCGlSionally, 
but always. 

Then lIe says, "11im that overcometh 
will 1 make a pillar in the temple of My 
God." v. 12. ,\ pillar support s the build­
ing. It stands immoveable. I t is made 
out of stone, marble, or something else 
st rong. Thank God we belong to the build­
ing of God. V'/e are lively stones. We 
arc not merely thrown together, we are 
fitly framed together. The trials and ex­
periences of the Christian life are used 
of God to shape us so that we shall fit 
into the building. God wants pillars in 
His temple to support it, to help it to 
stand. Oh, that we might be pillars, peo­
ple who will get under the burdell, who 
will hold tip the structurc and lei God lay 
on weight without wavering or running 
away. 

And Jeslls says concerning him who is a 
pillar, "And I will write upon him the name 
of My God," the Illark of ident ification. 
His name shall be in om forehcads. \Ve 
shall be iden tified with the Father, havi ng 
His mark upon liS. 

Not only that, but " T will write upon 
him. . the name of the city of My 
God, which is new jerusalem, which COl11-

eth down out of heaven from my God."

Standing 
at the young man's bedside were two 
nl(:mbers of the family against whom 
the ~ul)posedly dying mall had bitter 
grudg:cs. Being a professing Christian, 
he realized that he could not enter the 
presence of God. with an unforgiving 
~Ilirit. So, with a great effort, he mum­
bled to the two enemies, " [ am dying, I 
forgi ve you for the trouble yOU caused 
111e," and so saying, he turned his face 
to the \\·all. Then, over his shoulder he 
called out: "But, if I should get well, 
you both had better look oull" 

Our SillS B!lricd. Thank God for His 
infinit e capacity to forgive. How dif­
fer~lIt it is from man's limited capacity! 
Peter felt that his attitude would be 
perfect (scven standing for perfection) 
if he snould forgive his brother se,'en 
times. Rut Jesus said, "Forgive him, 
~even t y times seven." In other words, Peter was 
placing a limit on his forgiving, whereas Jesus was 
indicating that whereas God's forgiving is limitless, 
Pete r's should be the same. 

Do you not think, this is one of the reasons why 
th(' Lord uses the imagery of the sea when lI e re­
l1lind ~ us that He has forgiven us our sins? The 
sea is so boundless, so limitl ess, so unfathomable. 
Off the coasls of Japan, (the oceanographers tell 
liS) the ,ea is six miles deep. We bury a corpse 
six {Nt deep and deem it sa fely underground, as­
sured that its corruption will not spread disease. 
nut God takes no such chances with our sins. 
Iiallelujah! H e buries them in the depths of the 
sea, six miles dee j>!" "Ile will turn again, He 
will have compa ssion upon us; H e will subd\le 
ou r iniquities; and thou wilt cast all their sins 
into the depths of the sea." Micah 7 :19. 

No ,\lore SM. Rut God is Ilot content with 
merely Illluing Ollr sins in a limitless cemetery, 
where the g raves are s ix miles deep---the sea. The 
extent of lIi s forgiveness is so great, that one day, 
He will destroy the \'ery cemetery, where ou r 
dest rored sins are buried, so that the devil him­
seH cannot disinter them and parade them before 
Oll r face. Therefore, in Rev, 21 :1 we read, "And 
there .. 'as no more sea" Truly, God's forgiveness 
is limitleu! 

I'r,'uchi,u/ Christ . Years ago, a y()un~ man at 
Yale recei ved the dread news that both his fa­
tl1('r and mother, missionaries to China, had been 
killed by the savage mel1 of the Boxer Rebci1ion. 
At the University, that young man, sank on his

])arents, lIe spent the next few years planning that 
rel"enge, and then when all was in rcadiness he 
prepared to put his plan into execution. \\' hat 
was It : lie set sail for China, and in the very 
region, among the very people, who had murdered 
his parents, he lived and preached the gospel of 
Ihe grace of our Lord Jesus Chri,,!. Every time 
Iw saw on{' of those I>oor ~i n-darkened hearts 
gloriously convened to the gospel of God, he felt 
ancw that he was a\'enging the death of bis 
loved ol1es! A \'enging their death, by snatching 
from th(' grasp of the devil, some of his captives, 
setting them gloriously free hy the go~pel. H e 
had caut:"ht the spirit of his Saviour. who prayed 
for His enemies even while they nailed Him 10 

the cross, "Father forgive them, for they know not 
what they do." The indwelling Chri st, had taught 
him ho\\ to forgive even unto "seventy times sev­
en."-lla r ry J. Steil.

The woman was amazed. "lIow is it that 
thou, being a Jew, askest drink of me, which 
am a woman of Samaria ?" llut jesus did 
nOt answe r her directly. lIe said, "~I f thou 
knewest the gift o f God, and who it is that 
saitll to thec, Give me to drink; tholl 
wuuldest have asked of Him, and H e would 
hu\'c g iven thee living water." \Vllat is 
the g ift of God-the unspeakable gift? 
Christ .Jesus. And lIe was right there be­
fore her eycs. within reach of her out­

!-oi retched hand. I f she had known the 
Gifl of God, the Lord jesus, she would 
ha\c asked lIim for living water. 

Pondering these things the woman hardl), 
knows what to sa)" so she asks, ;tArt thou 
greater than our father Jacob, which gave 
LIS the well ?" Surely he could not reply 
10 that. But again Jesus did not answer 
directly. He said, "\Vhosoever d rinketh 
of thi!) water shall thirst again: but who­
soever drinketh of the water that J shall give 
him shall never thi rst; but the water that 
I shall gi\'e him shall be in him a well of 
water springing up into everlasting life." 
I-lave you that artesian well springing up 
within you just now? If not, why not? 
\\'hy have you not accepted t he Gift of God, 
the Lord j esus Christ, in all 11is fullness, 
that you may be fi ll ed with His life, llis 
resurrection life, not in your spirit and 
soul only, but in you r body? Your spirit 
which was separated from God the source 
of life, is united again to that Source of 
life through the sacrifice of Calvary, if )'ou 
accept it by simple faith. His life is poured 
into you by that union, and unless you fail 
to open your being to 1-1 illl, every cell in 
your 1110 rta l bod)' feels that life-giving flow. 
It is from God. It is fo r you. 

\Ve read in P rovo 4 :20, 22: "My son, 
attend to Illy words; incline th ine ea r unto 
my sayings .... F or they are li fe unto 
those that find them, and hea lth to all 
their flesh." This is li vi ng water. J esus 
gives the water of life f reely. Oh, I 
can tell in a moment when a person opens 
his heing and takes a d raught, even a 
drop o [ it. I am not talki ng nonsense or 
fairy ta les ; I have seen people change 
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r ight in front of me; I ha\"c seen the color 
change, the fire come into their eyes, their 
muscles become firm, their posture up­
r ight. H allelujah! There is power in Je~us 
Christ not only to saye but to heal and 
keep li S immune from disease as long as 
we utterly and abSOlutely yield ourselves 
to H im. 

We are told to ofTe r our bodies a living 
sacr ifi.ce to God. :\ot a half-dead sacrifice.

Some would 
ha \'c sa id , "That person isn 't wo rt h bother­
ing about. She is a pretty hard olle; I 
wou ldn't like to tackle her. "
