Christ here charges that they seek 
to kill Him. because He came to reveal the 
Father to them. They repud iate His claim

Jesus replied, 
"Ye arc of your father the devil. " \Vas 
not thl:ir ancient cffor--<:Iaiming God as the 
Father becau5C of racial relationshil>--<luite 
like the l\.-Ioderni .. t crror-claiming God as 
the Father of all, because all are of the 
human race? And docs not our Lord's 
condemnation of the ancient error--<!xactly 
lit the modern error? "Ye are of your 
father th" {1{'V il!" God is not our Father 
hy n;ltural gm('ration. But lI e does be­
('O!tl(. our Fathl'r by rl'-crralioll. 

In the 15th chapter of Luke we have 
what 1 call "Christ's Picture of the Loving 
H C3\'('nly Father." That is just what the 
Lord Jesus wants us 10 see in it. Xotice 
\-erse 20. "\\.-·hen he was yet a long way 
ofT. the Father saw him." The Father 
had been patiently, lovingly waiting for this 
moment of the prodigal's return. J I. \V. 
Brown once held a meeti ng in a \Visconsin 
tOwn. \Vhe n waiting for his trai n to de­
part he noticed one of the old men of the 
church where he had preached, standing on 
the: station platfo rm, anxiously scanning the 
faces of all passengers alighting from the 
incoming t rains. Upon Brown's inquiry, 
the old father explained, "Mr. Brown, my 
hoy left home in anger, but 1 am waiting 
for him to rcturn." Twelve years later. 
Brown agnin come to that station and there 
he saw the ag('d father, still waiting, wait­
ing. on the cold platform. It was a bilter 
winter day. 11is heart wenl out in 100'e 
and pity for the heartsick old man, and 
going to him, he inquired tende rly, "Are 
you still waiting for that boy to return t' 
"Yes, Al ... Brown," was the reply. ;;1's 
still wailing fo r my boy to come home." 
Just then, both men noticed a young man 
striding toward them and wi th a glad cry, 
the old father ran toward him and tear­
fully embraced him. Then joyfully he re­
turned, and said, "Mr. Brown. this is my 
boy, whom I've been wai ting' fo r these 
twelve long years. I would have waited 
until 1 died, if my boy had not come back." 
Thus the heavenly Father waited, and, 
t;\Vhile he was yet a long way off, the fa­
ther saw him, and had compassioll." 

\Ve must pause here. This word com­
passion needs our undivided attent ion. It 
means "to feel with" or "to suffer with." 
The Father suffered when the boy suf­
fered the pangs of hu nger and distress in 
"th(' far country." The Father suffered 
with the boy as the pangs o f sin and shame 
and remorse wracked the lad 's soul. He 
had "compassion." It is amazing to me, 
how little of our theology and hymnology 
is devoted to thank ing the F ather for His 
part in Redemption's Plan. See for your­
self. Take your hyllln book and find if 
you can a hym n that exalts the Father! 
Practically all are given over to exalting 
the beloved Son. Needless to state, we 
cannot exalt the Son too much for His 

part in Sah'ation's Plan, but why not in· 
elude the Father in the praise? \Vas His 
part IC!is? I.et Paul answer. Hark! 

"God (the Father) was in Christ, recon· 
ciling the world unto Himself, not im· 
pilling their trespasses unto them. u Paul 
is here referril1g' to Christ's reconciliation 
of man to God through the "At·one·mcnt," 
the atonement. 2 Cor. 5: 19. And he de· 
dares, God was there too, all that rugged 
croS!i. God suffered 1t'ilh, felt willi, had 
"compas .. ion." Tn the cit v of DClwcr an 
aged Illan lay dying. A skillful doctor sat 
by the bedside, bamed at the dying man's 
condition. Finally the doctor said to the 
dying man: "Friend, I believe you know 
you are dying, so I shall 110t be alarming 
you, when I tell you so. But your case 
pU7.zles me. I havc carefully examined 
you and there is not a single thing wrong 
with any of you r vital organs. I have 
come to the conclusion that you are dying 
of grief-<Iying of a broken heart. Am 1 
right ?" 

"You arc correct, doctor." responded the 
dying man. "Twenty years 3g0 my be· 
lo\'cd son committed a crime. The cir­
cumstances were such that] mig-ht as easily 
he suspected of the crime as he. T here­
fore I counseled him to say nothing and 
T ran away f rom home, thus drawing the 
suspicion or the police officials upon my­
c;('1f instead of him. For twenty years I 
havc h('en a fug-itive and a wanderer. F or 
twenty yea rs I have not embraced my wife 
or children nor seen Illy home. It has been 
too much for lI1e to bear. My heart is 
br(,aking under the strain." Thus that 
good man died. I s not this a feeble pic­
ture of the "compassion" of Our heavenly 
Father? "God was in Christ-reconciling 
the world unto JIimself." No wonder we 
may re\'Crelltiy pray, "Our Father." 

"The Father said to his servants, . 
This my son was dead, and is alive again; 
he was lost and is found. And thcy began 
to be merry." Luke 15 :23.24. He is not 
only a compassionate Father- He is a 
s('c/':illg Father. Thus H e came seeking 
His first lost son in the Garden of Eden, 
crying, "Adam, where art thou?" This is 
not the stern cry of a pu rsuing policcman 
after a criminal; it is not the vengef ul cry 
of a criminal; it is not the vengefu l cry 
of a relentless judge, wanting to burn 
guilty Adam to a crisp in judgment flres! 
Rather it is the loving heart cry of an 
angui shed parent seeking his lost child. 
The whole Book. from Genesis to Revela­
tion, is the story of that search. In Genesis 
we read of Paradise lost-in Revelation we 
see Paradise regained. In Genesis God 
cries to His lost chi ldren , "Where art 
thou ?"-in Revelation He cries "Behold, 
the tabernacle of God is with men, and 
He wi.1I dwell with them, and they shall 
be His people, and God Himself shall be 
with thein, and be thei r God." Rev. 21 :3.

Acting on th is we went back, and asked 
the father and mother to remove all charms 
or else their son would die. This they pre­
tended to do, taking out one or two idols. 
PeJesc, however, pointed weakly and said to 
look there. We fuund other things and put 
them Ollt, and then prepared to pray. Pelese 
called us near and said, "Brothers, I am 
thinking God wants llIe, so it is better to teJl 
the Christians not to grieve. and please say 
good-bye to Bwana for me." We said. ·'No. 
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Ptlc~e, we·1I pr3)·, and God will heal )ou. 
\Yc then prayed, and Pelese had instant 
relief. Xext mOfJlmg he felt much better, 
and ~al up and asked for food. 

His parent5 c:cemed delighted, but his fa­
~her said that to finish this healing properly 
It would be b<:lI<:r to ha\'e the witch doctor, 
as all the village elders had decided upon 
that. I argued and protested, but all in 
vain. They seemed like men possessed of 
devi ls, so when r returned a little later there 
was the witch doctor in all his paint and 
feathers, and all the elders gathered aboul 
the hut, 

·'1 called for silcnce and pleaded with 
them, but the)' mutte red sullenly and would 
not hear nw. Then suddenly the ".·itch doc­
tor began his incantationc:, and a change 
for the wor~e callle over the crowd. Several 
strong men entercd the hut and came alit 
carrying my poor Brother Pelese. Oh, how 
he protested and tried to struggle agai nst 
Ihem, but all1() no a\a.1. "Oh, don't, you·rl· 
killing me," he cried weaklv with tears. J 
tr ied to s top them. but B\~ana, it was no 
use, they'd ha"e killed l11e, also.
