In the providence of God, the necessary 
$1600 10 cover COSt of transportation of the 
press and purchase of linotype was loaned, and

At the 1915 General Coullcil, E. X. Bell drovped 
out of the wQrk and J. \V. Welch came in as 
,upcrintendel1\ and editor. In the year 1916, 
Stanley H, Frodsham joined ill the headquarters 
work. At the beginning of that year, the monthly 
paper IVord {!lid IViwl1ss was discontinued, and 
all the publishing interests were combined in 
a 16-1>age weekly. still known as the Christiall 
E"fJtl[)r1. Later the name was changed to Tlu 

P"JI/uosw/ }:'V<Juycl. The weekly 
publication and a few gospd tracts 
were the sol(' proouct of the Publish­
ing I louse.

these mini~ters write leuers to accompany their 
apl)lic,lIioll'i, which letters IIlU~t be answered. 
\Vhilc 1I10,t ministerial and church matters are 
<Iealt with in the District Councils yet the s~cre­
tary's office is appe,jled to again and again for 
inieq)retations of policy, instruction, and advice on 
all sorts of probkms. 

In thi~ oflice arc kepI the records of all the 
churrhes, which constantly need re\'i,ion and 
addition,. ;\iuch COrreSI)(mdence is cOllstalltly 
carried on with the officers of the District 
CounCIls pertaining to 1I1cse matters. 

All the funds of the Gospd Publi~hing I louse, 
C<'llIral Bible Institute, and the Fonign ~Iissions 

I)epartlll('nt pass through the secretary·trcasurer's 
office. The fund for the sUPl)Qrt (.f :Iged and 
indigent Il1misters is a lso raist<.l and dis­
huned through this office. The reSltOn~ibil i ty of 
~a{eguarding the resources of the fellowship, of 
investing the funds which are held as security for 
Annuity Bonds, etc., is no light one. The up­
keep of residential properties used as homes for 
the executive officers, and faculty members of 
Central Bible Institute is also the responsibility 
of the secretary's office. 

The files of the office of the secretary would 
reveal mal1y interesting things if you were per­
mitted to look into them, for all the important 
letters fr0111 o r pertaining to the ministers of 
the fellowship h:we been s tored away in these 
files for the past twcllty-five years. 

Our interest \Ias aroused recently to ascertain 
the names of the ministers who were present at 
the fir~t General Council held in Hot Spring~, 

Ark, April, 1914. From the records in the office 
and through the retentive memories of sOllie 
ministers who were present, we le<lrned that 120 
ministers and Christian workers signed the first 
roster of the General Council. That number 
did not represent al1 the ministers who were 
present, for a number came, preached from the 
platform, took part in a l1 the activitics, and finally 
decided not to enroll.

Coullcii.

The re­
sponse to the need has hew splendid so far. 
Only two appeals for aid are made each year, 
once in the spring and Once in the fall of the year. 
The offerings received on these special days are 
then distributed monthly over the six months' 
periO<! until the next offering is asked for. 

Recently a check up was made and it was 
found thaI disbursements arc being made to 
ministers in all varts of the fellowship as 
follows: Arkansas 7, Eastern District 5, lIIil10is 
2, Kansas I, Alabama I, Kentucky l, Northwest 
Dis!. 4, West Central Dist. 4, Oklahoma J, So. 
California 2, No. California 2, Oregon 1, North 
Central Dist. I, Texico I, Texas 6, Nebraska 1, 
and Southern Missouri 1. A 10lal of $805 is being 
paid out of this fund monthly, which means 
that the total offerings to replace the disburse­
ments each six: mOnths IlIUSt amoullt to $4,830 and 
1I10re, should the number of beneficiaries be 
increased. This is a splendid start in a most 
worthy cause, 

Some of the help was 1I0t asked for until the 
minister was practically helpless. Several have 
gone 011 to be with the Lord. the monthly re­
mittances cheering their hearts as their days on 
earth drew to a close. How happy we have 
beCIl that we could have a part in this most 
blessed ministry to them. 

The Executive Department of the headquarters 
activities will continue to function in its quiet . 
unobtrusil'e way, content to see the fellowship 
prosper under the I.IIessing of GO<! in all its under­
takings on both the home and foreign field. The 
knowledge of service well done is sufficient reward 
for each member of this department,

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From tht' very bt'ginning. many (If the members 
of the I\ssf'mhlies of (;,,<1 fdl()w~hil) had a Cod­
given Llrge t~) provide ~ome mean~ of training 
ior our youth \dlO wert' offering thclllst!lles for 
Christian ~('f\i(t' Individual effort had been made 
ill variou!> ~l'i.ti(!J1s of the country, and theSt' 
efforts were cro\O,l1cd with more or leu succe s. 
However, it was readily desceroible that indh-idual 
effort could never hope to achieve the results 
IlOSsible through united endeavor. Central Bible In.titute faculty And .tudenh in the fir.t year 

The Assembliu of God are indebted greatly to 
thest' first institutions, the majority of which have 
since disbanded, for the graduates of thesc schools 
hOlve found a definite place of service ill the 
fellowship, both as ministers at home and as 
lIIiuionaries on foreign fields. 

In the early days following' the organiution 
of the Assemblies of God in I-I ot Springs, Ark., 
there was lillle strength, either numerically or 
financially. Tho~e ehmen to 5t'TVt' as officers of 
tilt' fcllow~h;p found their hand~ full with the 
Ilrohierll5 (If I)rl)m(lting the intcrc~ts of the fellow­
ship, by cflating a h('adquarttr~ for cxecutive 
arId publication work. Dut e\·en during the few 
months spent in Find lay, Ohio, in the fall of 1914, 
some effort was put forth in <;o·opt'ration with 
T . K. I.conard o f thnt city for the conduct of a 
school in his premises. This effort did not prove 
to he very successful, and the school there did 
not continue to func tion for any length of time. 

After the headquarters and publishing interests 
were moved to St. Louis, Mo" in Janua ry, 1915, 

the school intercsts wcre relegated to the back­
ground. Finally, a property was offered for school 
purposes at Auburn, Nebr., and a school di­
rcctorate was ch05cn from the ministers of 
Nebraska, Kansas, Iowa and Missouri. S. A. 
Jamieson of Chicago and O. E. McClary of 
Findlay, Ohio, were chosen to hcad the school. 
Whether this was a prcmature effort or not, wc 
leave with the Lord, but it sumed to thc brcthren 
that we could not hope to devclop the 5chool 
in Auburn to the highest point of usefulness to 
serve the fellowship, and 50, after only one year 
of operation the school was closed. 

In the fall of 1921, a General Coullcil was held 
in St. Louis, Mo., and special attention was given 
to the needs of our fellowship for a Bible School 
and authorization was granted for the establish­
ment of such a school. D. W. Kerr and Willard 
Peircc, who had been doing some school work 
in California, offered themsclvc.s for this work; 
SO they, together with their staff of teachers,

The new school. designated 35 Ccntral Bible 
Institute, had this distinction that it owed its 
existence to an authorization of the General 
Council of the Assemblies of Cod. It had thc 
advantage of being located in Springfield, Mo., 
where it could obtain the counsel of the EXlcutive 
Presbytery, and the columns of the Pel1lfCoslof 
EVQl1g('{ were open to it for publicity. Other than 
these, more or less doubtful advantages, there wcre 
none. Thcre was no school building, no dormi­
tories, no classrooms. The brethren at head­
quarters had always followed a "pay as you gtI" 

policy, and were not \\llIing to shoulder debt for 
new buildings. All we could offer the new 
school was the simple facili ties at hand in the 
local Assembly o f God Church. Fortunately. this 
church was provided with a basement, and the 
rooms thcrein could be turned into classrooms. 
Thc first students must find living rooms in the 
homt's of thc people. 

One member of the firs t graduating class gave 
his impressions of the school wht'n he first reached 
Springfield as follows: "I came to the church, 
a small white bui lding having a seating capacity of 
about four hundred. In the basement of this 
church, I was informed, the school was located. 
On descending the stairway my eycs were greet<x1 
by a scene of busy activi ty. Scattered here and 
there \\ere ladders, cans o f paint, brushes and 
other objects indicative of the fact that some 
new beginning was in progress. A venerable 
looking gentleman, clad in white ovcralls, wa~ 

busily occupied in plastcring some walls. This 
was D. \V. Kcrr, the first principal. An energetic, 
cheerful-looking young man, also clad in over ­
alls, was giving some of the woodwork a first­
class paint job. This was W. C. Peirce, the 
first secretary and one of the instructors. These. 
with their wives and helpers, werc the pionecrs 
of Central Bible Institute. About fifty students 
cOlll\lo~ed the first class. 

·' 111 the small basement we had our classroom, 
kitchen, dining room. healing plant, and office. 
The flight of stairs leading to the church was 
kept in constant use as the students would stcal 
away fo r a tillle of prayer and communion with 
Ihe Lord." 

It is l>ossibic that Brother Kerr may have had 
some misgivings for the future of a school 
begun under such inauspicious surroundings. 
for he told us how the inn er voice challenged 
him with the question, "\Vhat hast thou in thine 
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W . I. Evant, Principal, 1peaking; other member. of the faculty on p lAtform 

hand?" And his alhlH'r wa', "Ju~t a base­
mtnt, Lord." Liut he lIas f(il n the assurance 
t hat the same \Jod who wrought wonders with 
Moses' shepherd's s taff would do great things 
with that tiny basement. One thing sure, 
practically every olle of the students who came 
Ollt of that basement schoolroom have made 
th eir mark either on the foreign field or as 
pastors aud evangelists in the homeland, and the 
quality of their Ch ristian character has been 
marked. But it was the constant prayer of 
faculty, student body, and directorate that better 
quarters be provided for the school. The same 
God who had answered prayer for a home for 
the Gospel Publishing Iiouse was able to provide 
a home for Central Bibl e Institllte. It was 
not long until the answer to that prayer began 
to mater iali/:e. 

About two years later, an observer would h.1ve 
seen three men making their way to a pitte of 
ground on the outskirts of the ci ty, about two 
miles north of the Publishing House, and kneeling 
there in prayer. The men \Iere E. N. Bell. 
J. W. Welch and D. W. Kerr. The ground had 
been secured through the aid of a number of 
Springfield business men, and these brethren were 
consecrating it to God for the erection of a 
Bible School for the training of our young people 
for the ministry, 

With some funds already in hand. 
and further offerings sent in in response­
to <ll)pc:als made through the columns 
of the Ptnluoslal Etxmgcl, a sehr."l 
huilding was erected there in the fall 
of 1923. The first student body lIum­
ben'd one hundred and six. As the 
student body increased, further cx 
llansion became necessary. Thanks to 
the generosity of the fellowship, a th ird 
story and a !It:w wing for a chapel 
were added. Lat<.'r a ncll' dormitory 
building was erectrd to prOl'ide a total 
accollllTIodation for four hundred and 
fifty students. Finally. th{' corhtructioll 
of a large labernade was authorized. 
capable of seatinq- 3,000. to be used 
for Commencement exer{'ises. con­
ventions. camp meetings and other oc­
casions, and to ('ontain Illu,ic rooms, 
prayer rooms, recreation fl oor and other 
featu res helpful to school lift. 

An institution may receive il1~p;ration 
from lIast blessings. but it rannol hl'e 
on them. \Vhat, then, is tht v;slfln nf 
Central Bible Institute fo r 1he fut ure? 
'I is this: to make progre~si\'e 
adaptation 10 the needs of the time~, 
without sacrificing the simplicity and 
enthusiasm that gave the initial impetus 
to the Pentec05tal movement; to avoid 

making the institution an end i'l Ihdf, hut ever 
to "iew it as one meal1S of exten,ling the king­
dom of God. The life of a Dible School con~ists, 
not in ib buildings and ctluipmcm, nor in its 
txpansion methods, but in the I·ision and ~pi rit 
that inspire it, and the ~kill with which it imparts 
the training callctl for by the neWs of the 
fellowship. 

An old tradition informs us th,1t in the tempk 
at Jerusalem there was a flute fashioned out of 
reeds, all old flute, having COllie down from the 
days of lIIoses. The sound of the flute was 
sweet and beautiful, ra"ishing the souls of the 
worshipers. But one day the priests at the 
sanctuary decided to decorate the flute, and they 
('overed it with gold The flute was never the 
same again. Its sweet, clear, cool tones were 
1I0W harsh, metallic, and jarring Gold had coar­
sened its melody. 

The material success of the church as an 
institution ha~ often spelled its defeat as a 
spiritual power AttemlltinR to gild its in ~ti tutions 
with things alien to its spiril, it has lost its 
note of authority. We ~ha ll all of u~ be. wise 
to learn from the past and profit from the mis­
takes of others.

Every dTort has been 1Il:lde to provide adtquate 
ol"('rsight and to a~~ure fulle't l)Qs~ible satis· 
faction to ,tudtnts which enroll at Central Bible 
Imtitute, Three new membcrs \Iere added to the 
staff last year, two in our mu~ic departmtnt and 
one to assisl in the housekeeping department. 
Twelve faculty members devote their entire lime 
to teaching. The compl('tc ~taff of full time work­
ers numbers twenty-three. 

The untiring labor of Wm I. E\"3n~. wht') 
has been principal of the In~titute for sel"eral 
years, is allprecialtfl. as are the faitllful labors 
of all others who have trl'cd the school with 
tqual diligence. Rtcetltly it has been felt nece~cary 
that one should be selected to take o\-er Ihe bu~i 
ness management, sinee the school haJ Rro ..... n to 
PH'Scnt proportion,. Brother Alfr('d G Mason 
has been l'ho~('Tl and it i~ belitved that his mini(tr~' 
and lahurs \\il1 prove a furthC'r ~trengtht'nil1g 
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Brollltr Ma'i1l11 has fOllnd the institution to be in 
txctllent condition, having l)ten OI)trat~1 with 
the greatest of economy fur which the fonne r 
managemelll Illust be ct)llIInendt'd.

Now there is a sense in which 
in many respects all the healings ill 
(ur Lord·s 1IIlni<;try are alike, and 
yet e;lch one has its 0\\11 peculiar 
specia l characteri stics, making It un­
like Ihe others. Kow this healing 
i, emire!y different from the olher 
ht·i\!ings recorded in the ministry of 
our Lord jesus Christ, in that it is 
a group healing. \\'e remember in 
the 8th chapter of Matthew th~ 
healing of the multilude. And in 
Mark 8:22-26 we read of the healing 
(If the blind man, a healing gradual 
in its manifestation. Don' t let any­
body lell you there is no such thing 
as a healing gradual in its mani-

festatioll. "And He (Jesus) cometh to Bethsaida: 
and they bring a blind man unto Him, and be­
sought lIim to touch him, and He took the blind 
man by the hand, aud led him out of the lown: 
and when lie had spit on his eyes, and put His 
hand$ upon him, He asked him if he saw o\lght." 

j rsus scemed to want to be alone with this man 
before lie healtd him. And then lie sl)il 0 11 his 
eyes, and put His hands upon him. "And he looked 
up, and sa id, t sec melt as trees, walking." I Ie 
had a distorted image. The only way he CQuld 
tell a man fr0111 a Irte was that Ihe man was 
walking and the tree was not. It was a healing 
gradual in its manifestation. That is only one 
instance. 

I could give you others, though, as a matter of 
facl, in 11105t cases Ihe healing manifestation was 
illslantaneous. But not always. In the case of 
the healing of the nobl("man's son, it says that he 
"began to amend." That shows us that we should 
not be discouraged if we are not healed im­
mediately. In this present-day gracious outpou r-
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ing of the lIoly Spirit in healing power, there are 
gradual healings which lead to periC<:1 r6loration. 

But let u~ go !.lack to our g roup healing. There 
were ten in the group, and then: is something very 
significant <loout the number ten in the Bible. 
It is the number of trial and testing. You re­
member ill Daniel, the children of Judah wcre 
in captiv ity, <lnd Daniel a~ked that thcy might 
be <lHOwed to go on a rcs t ricted diet for ten 
d<lys. .>\nd in the book of R~vdation , speaking 
to the church in Smyrna, the martyr church, they 
wer~ told tha t they should haVe tribula tion tell 
d<lYs. It seems to be the number of trial. 

Now we notice that the~ lIlen all had leprosy. 
It is absolutely ce!"lain that they were all alike 
in having lellrosy, but no doubt th~ cases were 
different. Doubtless some w~re incijlient, others 
lIlore advanced, alld sOllle maybe even at the 
ghastly s\2ge when near death. These men were 
<III different physically and in e\'ery other way, but 
they had all reached that point wh~re in their

THE COST OF ANTI-SEMITISM 
Not only does anti-Semitism bring the wrath 

of God upon the J ew-hatCf', but Dr. John S. 
Conning, writing in 01<1' JC1.lIish Ntigilbol's Pl'rs$ 
Srl'1,.jcl'. points out that it is cXJ)Cnsive in dollars 
and cellts. In Germany many business concerns 
I\'cre seized from the Jews. but Ollet eighty per 
celli of these have, through lack of ability or 
mismanagement. floundered along for a time and 
Ihcll collapsed. A similar fate has befallen thous· 
ands of the medical and other Ilrofessiol1al prac­
tices that were turned over to pure Aryans. 
Furthermore Dr. Conning says, "Ill the very 
placcs where there has been the most dc1iberatf 
pauperi;o;ation of the J ews. there is seen the great­
{'st miscry among the people," and he cites the city 
oi Vienna as an example. 

So the law that God passed centuries ago 
against anti-Semitism is still enforced. God said 
concerning Abraham and his Tsrac1itish de­
scendants. "1 will hless lhel11 that bless thee, and 
curse him that eurseth thee." Gen. 12:3.
