:\,ow I ~ubllli t to you, mlelligcnt thinkmg 
pastors of this movement, that the Sunday 
School provides a splendid place where your 
people can he active in the th ings of the 
Lord. There is room there for the stenog­
raphers, door-keepers, truck drivers, vis­
itors from house to house, secreta ries, bell 
ringers, teachers, executives, and managers. 
There is room in the S unday School for 
cyery kind o f aClivity that our people are 
capable of. Therefore I say, pastors would 
do well to fill the various placcs of Sunday 
School activity with their people, keep their 
people busy and happy, keep them working 
(or the extension of the kingdom. Thus 
the churches will be happier and the king­
dom will be extellded the more rapidly.

that thou hast heard of me among many 
witnesses, the same commit thou to faith­
ful men, who shall be able to teach others 
also." }Jow toward the last days of the 
ministry of Jestls Christ, He was not out 
alllong the llIultitude so much, but in the 
upper room with] li s twelve disciples, Call ' 

tent to minister to them. He poured into 
their hearts the marVc!OllS teachings and in­
fluence of God, and by that careful, Ih'lins­
taking' ministry to that select few what did 
lIe do:- J Ie lrained them, equipped them. 
and prcpared them, first to receive the Bap­
tism with the J loly Ghost and fire, and then 
to go out and minister, which they did. 
bringing the gospel of Christ unto the ends 
of the earth in that first generation. 

J csus was an intelligent worke l' in tht: 
harvest field. lIe was not satisfied merely 
with visible and immediate results. He had 
a long-range "iew of what it takes to 
preach the gospel in all the world. ] Ie was 
content to take time to train a few workers 
111 order that through them He might mul 
liply and reproduce Himself all round the 
world. You and I should follow the pat· 
tcrn and example of our Lord Jesus in this 
regard also. Let llS as pastors take time \0 
train the people in our respective asselll­
blies, that they may go out and minister for 
the Lord all o\'er the land. Ten men can 
do mOre than one. A hund red men can do 
more than ten. \ Vhy cannot we proceed to 
train thc:ie hundred people and then release 
them to go out and work faithfully and 
effcctively in the kingdom of the Lord? 

I believe a person is not capable of go· 
ing out and ministering for the Lord in a 
large wa)'. until he is satisfied and content 
to work in a smaller way. If we are not 
willing to take time to be patient and to do 
our part in our home Sunday School, we 
have no right or ability, spiritually or 
naturally, to go out into the larger field to 
work for God. As pastors we need to see 
that they ha\le a well-trained, spiritual 
character before we release our people to 
go out and work for God.

Caleb askC(1 for a mountain He 
was nOi "afraid o f that which is high" 
like the aiel mall in the tWe!lfth chap­
ter of Ecclesiastes 

Billy Bray, a Cornish miner once 
a~kcd for a very high hill near his 
home. and claimed e"ery Ol1e on it 
for God. .'-\ church was built on 
the hill and the parson was convert­
ed while he was preaching. and was 
$0 overcOme by emotion that he 
could not proc('ed any further. The! 
congregation w:\s amaled at the con­
cluct of their uSl1ally dignified minis­
ter. Hill" howe"er was delighted 
over thc (-"ent and cried. "Parson's 
~aved ! Parson's sa"ed!" And SO 
he was. and a great revival, which 
..;hook that church to its very founda­
tions. quickly followed. 

\ \'e mav all claim and ohtain moun­
tains from God for there is nothing 
toO hard for Him to do. if we will 
only go the right wa~' about it. Let 
\1$ $peciallv 110te two things abou t 
Caleb firsi, he was of the tribe of 
praisc'. Faith is the victory that 
O\'ercomcth the world and praise is 
the "oice of living faith. 

When the Israelites entered the 
promised land the Lord said. "Judah 
(praise) shall go up; behold I have 
deli vered the land into his hand." 
Judges 1 :2. 

Second, the name Caleb means "a 
dog," and we are told that God kept 
Caleb alive all those years because 
he wholly followed the Lord. Josh. 
14:9. A dog asks no questions, 
raises no object ions, has no sugges­
tions to offer; he simply follows his 
master whithersoever he goeth. 

The great Scotch philosopher. 
Thomas Carlyle, had a tiny terrier 
that was perfectly devoted to. hi~. 
One night he sat by the fireside 111 

his highland cabin in the mOUl.Hains. 
while a terrible storm raged Without. 
His faithful canine friend was lying 
at 'his feet. Carlyle was suffering 
{rom one of the awful periods of de­
pression to which he was liable and 
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13rother Gradsby was a singular old min­
ister, with a red, round, plcasant~looking 
counten;l.nce. lIe once preached from the 
text, "Lord, help me." IJaving read his 
text, he took off his spectacles, and, in his 
usual , delibcrate way, looked round on the 
congregation, sayi ng: "Friends, by way of 
introduction, 1 will tell you how I got this 
text. 

"ficfore [ was fully devoted to the min­
istry I was in business, and as Illost business 
men do, I worked a little on credit. When 
I gave lip b\lsiness and settled as a preacher 
and pastor of a congregation, I was owing 
seve ral sums of money. But much more 
was owing to me, SO I felt no fear of being 
unabl c to pay my creditors. One of these 
creditors, to whom lowed $100, called upon 
me for the payment. I said to him, 'I will 
see what 1 can do for you !lcxt Monday.' 
He called on the Monday, but I had not 
gOt the money. He was rather cross with 
me, say ing 1 'had no husi ness to promise 
except J intended to perform.' This ob­
servation touched my pride, and r told him 
that T would pay him on the coming Mon­
day. li e went away in a rage, saying 'he 
hoped 1 would.' 

"1 set out on the following day to sec 
some of my debtors, not fearing but I 
cou ld raise $100, but T did not get one cent. 
I tried others, but with the same success. 
I thcn put down on a sheet of paper the 
names of several of my friends, certain Ihat 
I could borrow $100 from any onc of them. 
But, to my utter amazcment. 1 was mis­

taken. All of them cou ld sympath ize with 
me a deal uetter tha n lend tile an), thing. The 
Ilext day I made out anaL her list of thosc 
not so well able to help me as the former, 
for I thought if 1 could get $25 here and 

$25 there, I would be able to rai¥ it all. I 
traveled many miles on my errand, spending 
a whole day, but rcturning in the evening 
without one cent. 

" Saturday morning came, and I arose 
from a sleepless bcd. T ate very little break­
fast, and when at prayer 1 was so over­
come with my feelings, that Illy wife <tsked 
me if I was sick, or in trouhlc. 'Ves.' r re­
plied, 'I am in trouble enough'; and I then 
told her all ahont the cansc of my sorrow. 
She was silent for a few minutes. and then 
said, 'You have often talked and preached 
about the power of faith. I think you will 
now need some yourself.' Having said this 
she arose from her chair. and went rattling 
among her kettles. She was e\'idently mor­
tified because T had been refUS{'d the money 
by those she had considered our friends. 

"On Saturday [ was in a state of torpor 
until evening. I then, with a heavy heart, 
went upstairs into a little room I called my 
study; for I had ihree times to preach on 
the Sunday and no text; $100 to pay on 
{he Monday. and no money. 'V hat was ] 
to do ? For a long tillle I sa t with Illy face 
buried in my hands. and then T fell on my 
knees, and T believe 1 said, 'Lord, help me' 
a hundred limes, for I conld 5<1.y not hing 
but 'Lord. help me; Lord, help me.' While 
praying I felt an impression that these 
words might sene me for one text. And 
as Sunda." came before ~ronda}', T began 
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S unday work. BUI no other text could I 
think of but 'Lord, help me.' 

"While preaching On the Sunday morn~ 
ing, 1 had so many t houghts and illustra­
tions arising out of the subject that I felt 
great libert y in preaching. One of my il­
lustrations was abollt a man I knew well, 
who was a deacon of a church, and had 
been an executor for two orphan children. 
H e was tempted to make usc of the money, 
and much of it was lost. T his so preyed 
upon his mind that he lost his peace of 
mind, and he died with the reputation of a 
!ogue. 

"'Now,' I said, 'had this man, the execu­
tor, when he first thought of taki ng the 
children's money, resisted the temptation by 
calling on God to help him-help him to be 
honest, help him to do nothing but what a 
professing Christian ought to do-instead 
of losing the money, his good name, his 
peace of mind, and, perhaps hi s life, God 
would havc heard hi s prayer, and saved 
him.' 
"~oon came; but my sermon was nOt 

half dOlle. r preached from the same text 
again in the aft crnoon. an d again in the 
evening; and I felt that T cou ld have preach­
ed from it a week. 

"After fini shing" the night's service, a 
young Illall "tood waiting for me who asked 
to see me in private. I took him into the 
vestry, and requested his errand, expecting 
it would be about his soul. For se, 'eral 
minutes we were both silent, bllt at length 
he said. 'You knew my mother. Mr. 
Gradsby.' 

"I looked in his face, saying, 'Surely I 
did; hut I did lIot know you at first.' 

.. 'Well, sir, when she died she left me 
some money-in fact, all she had, except 
two sma ll SUIllS she wished me to give, one 
SUIll. of $25, to a poor old woman of her 
acquaintance; and speaking of you she sa id, 
"Our minister needs help, and 1 wish you 
lO give him $100."

"It was now my turn to be thunderstruck 
While the young man was putting the 
mane\' into IllV hand, T trembled all over 
God [lad heard my prayer. He had helped 
me through Sunday. and sent the hundred 
dollars for Monday. It was mine and] 
took it. 1 shouk the yuung man's hand, and, 
without putting the money into my pocket. 
I went quickly home, spread it out on the 
table before my wife, say ing, ' Here it is' 
I now see how it was that I could not bar· 
row the money. God knew where it was, 
and IIe sent me the $loo, and delivered me 
out of my trouble. H e had heard my 
prayer, and helped me, and T will trust Him 
and praise Him as long as I live t' Oh! my 
dear friends, whcn that little prayer, 'Lord, 
help me,' comes from the heart of one of 
God's children in distress, neither men, nor 
devils, nor angels can tell its power. It has 
brought me thousands of blessings, beside!' 
the hundred dollars."

Stlutioll of Teachers. Pa~tOrs and superin­
tendents. consecrate<! and efficient though they may 
be, can not alone make a good Sunday School. 
They must have teachers--consccratoo teachers. 
teachers with vision, initiative. and wisdom. 
Consecration is good, e~ .. elltial. but it is Dot 
(nough. Some, though earncst Christians, would 
never make successful Christian workers. There 
IS a lack of vision, and of desire to tackle the 
ta~ks nearest at hand. Teachers with the deepest 
consecration to the cause of Christ and having a 
vision of the possibilities before the class ini­
tiative to plan, and wisdom to execute those ~Ians, 
should be chosen. In fact, those qualifications are 
becoming to ally Ch ristian worker. 

Do )'ou select you r teachers with a pleading, 
"Please, nOw, we need you so badly." Or do you 
do so thoughtfully, ddibcratcly, prayerfully? Some 
'lIP,ines.'; firm~ are knowH to give prospective 
workers a week's notice before promotiHg-time 
10 weigh Ihe matter of accepting a place of added 
responsibility. If you have used care in select­
ing your te;;,.chers, and helped them to realize the 
responsibili ty which is theirs, you will not be 
troubled with tardiness. absences or workers' un­
willingness to receive training. Teachers who are 
~\lllty of such inefficiency, and who are irre­
,ponsive to suggestions of better methods should 
be replaced by those who will give their best to the 
Lord. A change in personnel causes temporary 
lTleonl'eniellCe, but is prcferbale to long-drawn-out 
·ncompetency.

Schools. in our own local churches. we have 
a beautiful opportunity to train prospective 
workers and give thcm opportunity to learn 
to work for God, to lcarn respect for 
authority, to learn teamwork, and all the 
other things they nlX'd to know to be c"l.pable 
workers for God. Your Sunday School 
is the place where you can train m('mbers 
of the congregation to teach and to give out 
the \Vord of God, and when the time comes 
they will be promoted by the Lord Himself 
into a largc r field of service. Paul. the great 
missionary of the church, instructed Tim­
othy, his bclO\'ec:\ <;on to be card III to train 
others a lso. This is sound common scnse 
and wisdom. and we as Timothys of thi s 
genera tion should take time to train others 
also to go out and work in the glorious 
harvest field . 

The Sunday School is a vital feede r for 
church memi)ership. T his is absolutely 
true. Childrcn a re comparati vely easily 
won for Christ. W e should therefore go 
out into th is easy harvest fi eld and work 
there fo r God. A child's soul is precious in 
the sigh t of God . and the mo re souls that 
are won for God the more sta rs there will 
be in someboclv's crown. On the hattie front 
thev seek lh(' weakest point to break 
through, and that j" common sense. On our 
battle front the weakest point in the enemy's 
lines is the children. T he refore let t IS press 
forward at this wcakest point and bring in 
many precious sou ls, child ren 's souls, into 
the harvest for our blessed Lord .

The old-time Illcthoo of attack is by re­
vival campaigns. Let us not lose Our ap· 
preciation of this hcautiful way of advanc· 
mg the kingdom. but lct us employ other 
means as wcll. These other means that J 
submit to you are worthy o f your attention 
in every possihle wa\'. By that attention you 
will be happy to find that your church mem· 
bership has f,!rown twice as fast as it would 
have grown had you lleglC<'tcd Sunday 
School activity. Keep the re\·ival pressure 
up, but at the s,11lle tillle hring evangelistic 
prcssure to bear upon the Sunday School 
part of your church life, and you will wi n 
two souls instead of onc 

l.astly, the Sunday School is the (hllJ 
of the church. A child is created or pro­
duced by the parents. \ childle ... s home is 
not a colllplete home. \ t may be ix'cause of 
physical inability that children are not born 
into some homes, and this is unavoidable. 
But it is ne\'er true that a church is void of 
power to produce a child, which is the Sun­
day School. No church has an excllse fo r 
not having a Sunday School, and it is the 
business of the church to create and pro­
duce a Sunday School. Not only to bring 
it into existence, bu t to see that it has food 
every morning-fed a hOttle of mi lk, el re!s· 
ed, cleaned, and scnt ofT to school, and given 
all advantages along that line, so to speak. 

r..Iany a JXlstor and church board ex pect 
the Sunday School to pay its own way 
and also buy the piano and meet other such 
like expenses of the church. The Bible 
tells us that the l)a rcnts should lay tI]> fo r 
the children, and not the children for the 
parents. It is the duty o f the church to 
prov ide for the Sunday School everyt hing 
that il !l('(,d .... ~o that it can dcvelop and ex­
pand and grow fo r the glory of God. May 
God impress upon you the responsibility o f 
that child, the Sunday School, wh ich is on 
\'our knees, so that yOtl will provide for 
that Sunday .school as any fond parent 
would for a child. Give to it all it 11('('(ls. 
good room for developmcnt, llympathetic care 
and oversight, that it may grow. 

The Sunday School shou ld remain sub· 
serv ient, subordinate, and obedicu t to the 
chu rch, just as a child is obedient to it s 
parents . A teacher who would teach a Sun­
day School class, and then make a practice 
o f going home not staying for the Sunday 
morning service, should not be allowed to 
teach that Sunday School dalls. T he Sun. 
day School must he t ied to the church, and 
must be subordi nate, obedi ent, and respect· 
ful to the church. Chil dren should be taul;lu 
10 stay for the church se rvices, and certam­
Iy all teachers should ')et a good e."(ample 
in thIS li ne. The pastor is the head o f the 
Sunday School, and should be rcspected by 
every Sunday School mcmber. H e should 
be present at Sunday School every Sunday, 
and attend every business meet ing as well 
The child o f the chmch is the Sunday 
School, and it should lake its proper place 
as a child, and be loved and cared for as a 
child.

Tile Church is another mystery. The word is 
~ many tinlt's concerning the Church. I do no. mean tht lo-called "visible" church. It is 
broken up into ever .0 many rival organilations. 
There i. no mystery about them; their record is 
told in history. We know their founders, their 
develullment, how they reached thei r peak, and 
how many of them bega n to decline. But the 
true Chu rch is a mystery. It is like that seam­
len robe which our Lord wore next to His 
heart. It llIust have been a beautiful garment 
fo r the soldiers did not like to tear iL Even so, 
the inner Church, the livmg Church remains One 
111 spi te oi the ex ternal divisions in the visible 
church. There is no people under heaven more 
one than the IXople of God. We drink from the 
u.me Fountain We worship in the same heavenly 
sanctuary, in the Holiest of all, behind the veil, 
all alike having boldness to enter in by the blcxxl 
of jesus. We 3rc brought into a wonderful one· 
ness and harmony in the Spiri t. We do not 
need to cre,lIe that union, but we simply recognize 
It and endea\or to keep it in the bond of peace.. 

I remember how an evangelist, well known to 
me, was traveling in Germany before the Great 
War. in a Roman Catholic dis tr ict. In one of 
the ~iIIa li comp.utments of the railway coach, 
he found himself alone with a Roman Catholic 
priest. It was not very long unti l they were in 
oonvtrsation. Sa id the priest, "Who do you 
think, sir. wi!J be the redeemed in heaven?" 
My friend was rather curt and abrupt in hi! 
manner, and so he replied, "it won't be Roman 
Catholics." The I)riest was not offended. He 
said, "Will it be Lutherans?" "No." "Will it 
be the Reformed?" "No." And the priest went 
through the whole category of religious groups 
that existed 1Il Germany. To each one the evan­
geli~t reillild, "No. it will not be that church." 
At last the Ilriesl said, "We.ll, I give up; you will 
have to tell me, who will be the redeemed in 
heaven?" So the evangelist turned to Rev. 7 :9-\04, 
.. nd read, concerning that great white-robM. com­
pany which j ohn saw in heaven, "Thtse are they 
which h:l,\'e washed their robes, and made them 
white in the blood of the Lamb." Up jumpM. 
the priest; he put his anns around the evan­
gelist, and in tt'ars he kissed his cheek. "Hal­
Iclujah," he said, " I have found a brotherl" 
And my friend returned the compliment. If they 
had started to discuss their differences it would 
have led only to contention, but instead they saw 
their spiritual oneness and met on the cOmmon 
,rotmd of redemption. 

I remember being asked to hold a me:eting. 
The place was crowded. The dirtttor of the 
meeting said, "Will you tell us what denomination 
you belong to?" That was an embarrassing 
question. There were many Ch ristian bodies rep­
resented there. I doubted the wisdom of thl' 
question, but I had to give an answer, so 1 said: 
"r see many children of my heavenly Father here; 
they all bdong to me even though they will not 
say I belong to them. But I am in a circle of 
fellowship which hu the Lamb of God for its 
center and which is wide enough to include every 
ransomM. 50111 under the canopy of heaven." 
El"t'ryone smi led and no one was the wiser. The 
real Church is a mystery. 

Among these mysteries is the mystery of Israel. 
You cannot understand the real purpOse of Israel 
without divine illumination. A mystery is a secret 
to all ucept those who have been jnitiat~. In 
Greek the word "mystery" means a state secret, 
and the kingdom of God has it! sttrl'ls just aJ 

any other kingdom has. 
h there a story more romantic than the history 

of hrael ? Take its origin. Do you know that 
the jewish nation is the only one of whose origin 
we have reliable data? Can you ttl l me who was

the first Englishman, or \Velshman, or American? 
No one knows. But if you ask me who was the 
first Ilebrew, I can ans ..... er, "Abram the Hebrew," 
that is, a lIlan frolll the other side and therefore 
a stranger in the land. He became the father 
of this people. 

Again this nation is the only nation of whose 
future we have definite information. Can you 
tell me what is going to happen to the United 
States fifty years hence? Suppose fifty years ago 
some one had told you that a great colossus of an 
empire would colJallse like a house of cards, and 
in its stead there would be a Communistic re­
public in which the under-dogs of the empi re 
would be the leaders, you would have said he was 
romancing. Yet it has come to pass. Suppose 
fifty yUlrs ago some one had told you that the 
Gennan empire would pass away with a big noise 
and in place of the Kaiser there would rule 
a former paper-hanger who would have ten time5 
more power than the Kaiser ever dream~ of. 
You would have refus~ to believe it. But it 
has come to IlaS5. Israel is the one nation con­
cerning whom we know exactly what its future 

will be The Bible gives not only the history 
oi the past but the history of the future of this 
mysterious people. Could you say as much about 
any other nation of the world? 

Let us look for a moment at the experiences 
of Israel. From a natural standpoint this people 
should have passed out o f sight long ago. A 
people without a country, shattered into atoms 
and scattered all over the world-and yet still 
strangely one. The Jewish race is with us, not as 
a mummy under glass in a museum, but as a 
living factor to be reckoned with. Today there 
is no people more virile and up-to-date than the 
ancient Jews. The jew is the miracle of history, 
his story is the history of miracle. The Bible 
sets forth two things: miracle and prophecy. As 
long as the j ewish race continues it is a witness 
both to the rea lity of the miraculous and the 
truth of prophecy. 

What is God going to do with Israel? In Jer. 
31:10 we have a message concerning Israel that 
is addressed to the ends of the earth. "He that 
scattered Israel wil l gather him." You can see 
that the scattering is literal. The results are still 
in nidence. \ \ 'ho scattered Israel? The As­
syrians, the Babylonians, etc., you say I But it was 
God behind these nations; and the same God 
who scattered Israel will gather them. If the 
scattering was literal, the gathering will likewise 
be literal. This message is addressed to the 
Gentile natiom because they are to know it. 
H itler ought to know it. In his prcswt treat­
Inent of the jews he is ignorant of this. 

Some may say, "Didn't God fulfil this Scrip­
ture when the jews came back from Babylon 
seventy years after the destruction 0{ their city 
and sanctuary ?" Let us s~. Turn to Amos 
9:14. "And I will bring again the captivity of 
my people of Israel, and they shall build the 
waste cities. and inhabit them; and they shall 

plant vineyards, and drink the wine thereof; they 
shall also make gardens, and eat the fru it of 
them." (This passage does not rcier to the 
return from Babylon, as we shall see in a mo-­
ment.) "And I will plant them upon their land. 
and they shall no mOre be pulled up out of their 
land which I have given them, saith the Lord 
thy God." Were they not pulled Ull after their 
return from Babylon? Yes, they were scattered 
again and led into captivity aft( r that terrible 
ordeal when the Romans destroyed jerusalem in 
A. D. 70. They were so uprooted at that time 
that they have never recovered frolll the tragedy. 
However, God ht' re speaks of a return that is 
going to result in a permanent dwelling in the 
land, 50 that return must be in the future still. 

I said that God has set forth in Israel both 
miracle and prophecy. There are three miracles 
God has bound together: the miraculous people. 
the miraculous Book, and the miraculous Man. 
You cannot disentangle this threefold cord. Israel 
is a miraculous people in its origin, its preserva­
tion, and its re\'ealed future. Their re-establish­
ment in the land of Palestine will be as a resur­
rection. But there is anOther miracle we must 
connect with it, and that is the miracle of the 
Book. To Israel were committed the oracles of 
God, and that includes not only the Old Testa­
ment but the New Testament. 1 often use this 
argument in dealing with jews. Some imagine 
that the New Testament is a Gentile fabrication, 
whereas the writers were jews. Matthew, John, 
Mark, Peter, Paul. etc., all were jews. What 
about Luke? SOme one asks. Wel!, I used to think 
he was a Genti le. but I see that Dr. Scofield in 
the introduction to the Gospel of Luke in his 
reference Bible, positively declares that Luke was 
a Jewish Christian. I do not know where ht 
obtained his data. Anyway, the Gospel of Luke 
is a Jewish book in spirit; the atmosl>here is 
such that a Jew can read ily find himself at 
home in it. The early chapte rs give us a beau­
tiful picture of the origin of the Christian move­
ment among the hidden saints in Israel. So the 
Bible, both the Old Testament and the New 
Testament, has come out of the heart of the 
Jewish people. And. like the people of Israel, 
this Book is indestructible. You need never be 
in a panic about the future of the Bible. No 
weapon fonned against it has ever prospered or 
will prosper. It has si lenced every critic for 
~nturies and it will continue to do so. It is a 
book of miraculous origin, for it was written by 
"holy men of God" who "spoke as they were 
moved by the Holy Ghost." 2 Peter 1:21. 

The Bibl e has one remarkable feature. It 
bears the mark of the people from whom it has 
sprung. What kind of people were they? A 
suffering people ; a nation that cried to God Out 
of the depths; a race that has been humiliated, 
crushed, humbled, and opl)fC~ssed. Out of their 
sorrow and pain has come this Book. Cut out of 
the Book of Psalms all that refers to suffering 
and you will not have much left. That is why 
this Book appeals to mankind. It will always 
have listeners, readers and lovers who will trea­
sure it, for it appeals to broken hearts. As 
long as there arc hearts that are weary and eyes 
that are sore ; as long as men are perplexed and 
bewildered by the enigma of life and the mystery 
of time and eternity, so long will this Book 
have those who will ponder its pages, for it will 
speak words of comfort, bind up broken hearts. 
and pour oil and wine into human wounds. 

There is another remarkable thing about this 
Book-it is the frankest ever wri tten. The critics 
elaim that jewish l>3 tr iots have concocted the 
Bible in order to flatter Jewish national pride. 
I know that is how history is usually written. 
but that is not true about the Bible. When:ll. 



Jew reads this Book he reads of his own shame. 
He sees himself 35 in 3 mirror, going a-whoring 
from God to worship idols as did the nations 
round about, a pro\'()(:ation to God from the 
beginning. What about judah, the ancestor of 
the tribe which bea rs his name? That is a 
~hameful chapter in Genesis that cannot be read 
in public. What about David, their most notable 
king? There is a chapler of his life so dark 
and so sordid that it makes the crimson rush to 
the cheek of the Jew who rcads it, 

When I was in England dght«n months ago 
ther e was a great trial on. The former King 
n01' the Duke of Windsor, sued a publisher who 
had put out a book portraying the Duke's life 
, ,'n King and telling of his relat ions with 

·'Wally." Because of the reproach it involved, 
the Duk~ of W indsor made the publisher eat his 
words, otherwise it would have gone bad with 
him. Yet did David sue Nalhan for defamation 
of character? No, he did not dare, for he knew 
that back of that record was God. 

When the j ew reads the story of his nation he 
finds it full of indictment. Stephen summed it 
Ill' in Acts 7:51-53 by saying: "Ye stiffnecked 
and uncircumcised in heart and ears, ye do always 
resist the Holy Gllost ; as your fathers did, so do 
yeo Which of the prophets have not your fathers 
persecuted? and they ha\'e slain them which 
shewed before of the coming of the Just One; 
of whom ye have been now the betrayers and 
murderers: who have received the law by the 
disposition of angels, and have not kept it." 

Va in spite of such accusations, the Book is 
treasured by the jew. The orthodox Jew rega rds 
It as his choicest treasure. It was the only thing 
Israel took into exile when e\'erything went to 
pieces for thun. \Vhen throne and temple were 
overthro ..... n and they ..... ere led into captivity, the 
Book was still theirs, and it was their solace and 
strength, the sheet anchor of their souls. The 
Seril>tures el1abltd them to lift their heads amidst 
the sky seral>CTS of Babylon, and preserved a 
remnant to start afresh and build the temple 
again in preparation for the first advent of Christ. 
The miracle l300k and the miracle people cannot 
be sep.lraled. 

The central theme of the miracle Book is the 
miracle Man. The Old Testament testifies of 
Him. "S ea rch the scriptures," said Christ to the 
Jews; "they are they which testify of me." John 
5 :39. The Old Testament joins its witness to the 
New Testament concerning the alrist. Like the 
men who carried the grapes of Esheol on their 
shoulders, two before and two behind, the Old 
Testament before and the New Testament after 
bear witness to the glory of Christ. He is the 
miracle Man of whom it was written, "His name 
shall be called \Vonderfu1." "\Vonderful" in 
Hebrew means "miraculous." He is miraculous 
in His birth, in His resurrection, in His throne 
life; and this miracle Christ who is the theme 
of the Bible is the son of this miracle people. 
That is the real reason for the existence of Israel. 
It was from th('m. according to the flesh, Christ 
came. 

He is the Glory of Israel, though they do not 
yet acknowledge it. The eyes of Isracl are sti ll 
blinded to their brightest Glory. But remember 
the prophecy of Simeon. It was revealed to him 
by the Holy Ghost that he should not die until 
his eyes had seen the Lord 's Christ, and he was 
led by the Spirit into the temple just as Christ 
was presented there. When he saw that Child 
he knew it was the Christ. He took Him up 
in his arms, and as he looked into His face God 
became great in his sight, and he said, "Lord, now 
lettest Thou Thy servant depart in pcace, according 
10 Thy word: for mine eyes have seen Thy sal­
vation, which Thou hast prepared before the 
face of all people; a light to lighten the Gentiles, 
and the glory of Thy people Israel." It was a 
prophecy concerning which there was not the 
slightest trace of fulfilhnent at the time. The 
world was wrapped in pagan darkness. Only in 
Israel was God known. Yet when Simeon looked 
on that Child he said He was a Light to lighten 
rhe Gentiles. Did he know how the light would 

COInc to you, and how messengers would cafry 
the mes~age of light to China, to India, to Africa, 
and the lands of heathen darkness? Yet he did 
not stop there. "And the glory of thy peopl~ 
Israel." That has not yet come to pass. How­
ever, as surely as the first part of Simeon's 
prophecy is bein/t fulfilkd, the second part shall 
>I",. 

Israel has had no glory since Chri~t and t h~y 
parted eomp.lny. He said, "0 jerusakm, j~ru­
salem, thou that killest the prophets, ;and stonest 
them which are sent unto thee, how often would 
{ have gat he-red thy children together, h'en as 
a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, 
and ye would not Behold, your house is left 
unto you desolate For I say unto you, Ye shall 
not sec me henceforth, till )'e shall say, Blessed 
is He that cometh in the name of the Lord." 
That is to say, God has written "Iehabod" over 
the people. Christ was the incarnate Glory in 
their midst, and when He said fartwell to the 
t{mple it became desolate. The Glory departed 

but not fore\'er: only until they say, "Blessed 
is he that cometh in the name of the Lord." 

In Jewish Orthodox weddings the high point 
is when the bridegroom meets the bridt under 
the canopy held by fom friends of the bride, and 
the whole comp..ln~', breaks out in Hebrew s;ay­
ing, "Blessed is he that cometh in the flame 
o f the Lord." They arc rehearsing the eOll\'ersion 
of Is rael every time they have' a wedding. \\' hen 
the Bridegroom returns He will bring the glory 
back, and penitent Israel will shout, "Blessed 
is lIe that comtlh (as Bridegroom) in the 
name of the Lord." Simeon had the vision. Do 
you see how the miracle Book, the miracle people, 
and the miracle :\lan are bou!'ld together? 

lIow can this come about, this final reunion 
between Israel and its glory? In Zech. 12:10 we 
read, "And I will pour upon the hou~e of David, 
and upon the inhabitants of jerusalem, Ihe spi rit 
of graCe and of supplications: and they shall look 
upon me whom they havc pierced, and they shaH 
mourn for him, as one mourneth for his only 
son, and shall be in bitterness for him, as one 
that is in bitterness f('r his firstborn. In that 
day shall there be a great mourning in jerusalem, 
as the mourning of Hadad-rimmon in the \'alley 
of Megiddon. And the land shall mourn, every 
family apart; the family of the house of David 
apart, and their wives apa rt; the family of the 
house of Nathan apart, and their wives apart ... .. 

And then there will be opened, says the prophet, 
a fountain for all sin and uncleanmss; or, as 
Luther translates il in his beautiful German 
Bible, "a fountain free and open." Then will 
Israel take up that song which we sometimes 
sing, "Tllere Is a FOllntain Filled with Blood." 
They will doubt less make a sl ight change, and 
sing it: 

"Dear dying Llmb, Thy preciou~ blood 
Shall never lose its power 
Till all the Israel 0/ God 
Is saved 10 sin no more." 

Let me remind you of John, the only one of 
the disciples who stood by the cross of Jesus. 
He was rewarded by seeing what no other dis­
ciple saw, that not a bone of Christ was broken 
when the soldiers came to break the limbs of the 
crucified ones. There fla shed into his milld the 
Scripture, "A bone of it shall not be broken." 
It was Passover time in jerusalem and ther~ was 
a Passo\'er lamb in every house. The Jews "-ere 
v('ry ca reful not to break one of its bones. How­
ever, John realiled that the Passover lamb was 
only a type. The true p:lsso\'er Llmb was 011 

the cross. And then he saw the soldier come 
and plunge his spear into the side of Him who 
had dismissed His spirit, and out came the Slream 
o f water and blood. 

"Let the water and the blood, 
From Thy wounded side which fl owed, 
Be of sin the double cure-
Cleanse me from its guilt and power." 

It was 10\'e'5 answer to the world's hate. This 
,ptar-thrust, the last indignity imposed by wicked

Illtll upon (lUr Lord, was answered by that which 
alone can wa~h a"<lY their crimson euilt. That 
\'ery spear point was tinged with the crimson 
blood of tIle soldiers' re<kmplion. Lo\'e and 
hatr~1 met there, and lo\"C won the day. 

john stood looking back 10 the P~so\'er when 
the Inac1ites had come out of Egypt. " This 
day shall be to you the beginning of months," the 
Lord had saicl With the PaS50\'er they m.ade a 
hegilllling as a nation Thus they will also make 
a new beginning.

In the shadow of 
the cross will Israel, ha\;ng become a penitent 
nation, begin anew.

Here the de\'out inscription of "Viva Cristo 
Rey" tLlrns out to be the favorite battle cry 
of a group that is determined to wipe out all 
evangelical truth. Rom<lnism is a religion of 
a closed Bible: the layman is forbidden to read 
the Scr iptures without special permission . The 
people arc taugh t to reverence the traditions 
of men as taught by the Roman ch urch, instead 
of the inspired Word of God. 

Alt hough the Homan Church claims to be the 
bride of Christ, God and Christ are both pushed 
into t he background by idolatry and supersti­
tio n. \Vorship is a scribed to the dozens of 
sain ts whose p ic tures or images are in every 
home, Before them lhe candles are lit and the 
prayers are chanted .

But how did lhe brothers know that Abel's 
offering was accepted and Cain's refused? Un~ 
doubtcdly God sent fire from heaven to consume 
Abel's offering, thus Abel "obtained witncs.s that 
he \\'35 righteous, God tutifying (by fire) of 
his gifts."
