is not any got-up, man-made revival but 
a Imghty outpouring of Penteco!>tal power. 
It finds exprcssion in many way~, Leaders 
of the various churches and denominations 
are complaining of thc spiri tual dcarth prev­
alent in ~() 111any rommunities, clogging thc 
wheels of the Church and preventing the on­
ward march of the great kingdom of Christ. 

ft was said of John the Baptist that "he 
was a hurning and a shining light." Both 
are neccssary, not only to shine, but also to 
bltrl1. There is I11llch would-hc C1lristian­
ity ill our day, but it has only an outward 
hrightness. there is no fife within. I was 
~urpriscd one day to sec the bright light in 
thc windows of a housc on one side of the 
hills close by Oslo. 11 seemed as if the 
honse was on firc, but it was only the re­
f1e<:tion of the sun. Somc Christians re­
f1ecllhe glory of Ch ri st, others have it with­
in. they hoth bll1"l1 (Iud sf,,·,U". They ha\"e 
Ch rist and J lis Holy Spirit within them. 

God be praised, the cry is constantly 
gro\\'ing- more intense: "Olt, thai the fire of 
"C(l'1.'(")! mi{Jlrt fllll 1(·itl, all ils refilliJlg ami 
strl'Jlgllil'Jling p{Y/{'r,. 011 all Christialls."· 

It is ,'cry easy to see that the churches are 
not reaching the masses as they ought \0. 
Crowds surge by their doors without e\"en 
a thought oi cntering. 

Then, in order to reach them. all kinds 
of de\"i("c~ arc resorted to, with the cn': '"Let 
llS rcach the people hy all mcans !'~ And 
many a time the church has adopted methods 
that cannot possibly be blessed hy the lIoly 
Spirit. to save the world. What is the good 
of gelling a crowd into the church for a 
"special occasion" unless thcre is Pentecostal 
power in the pulpit and in the pew? Do you 
think the "secrets of the unbeliever's heart 
will be made manifest: and so falling down 
on his face he will worship God . and report 
that God is in \"011 of a tmth"? I Cor. 
14 :25. -

There are evcn re\'i\'al meetings held that 
seem to leave a very weak imprcssion on the 
cOlllllltlllity. A \'ery influential and wealthy 
laYlllan in !\merica $..1.id to me in answcr to 

my qnestion: "Don't you have revival meet­
ings in your chu rch ?" "Yes, but they do 
not revive! They are more a financial 
operation than anything, for clearing church 
eX llt'ns('s."' l\'ow just fancy that-A revival 
that can only pull the people up to the level 
of g-iving a little more than usual to the 
cause of Christ! 

Can you expect a revival, a genuine, 
heart-l;earching, lasting revival of grace, 
wllere stich a state of things exists, in any 
general way? Should a realiioly Ghost re­
yival l;t rike such a church by somc kind 
of iI miracle, it would either sweep away 
all the vain idols of these would-bc mem­
bers and humble them in thc dust before the 
Lord. rcvealmg to them their lukewarmness 
and worldliness (I Joh!1 2:15-17), and bring 
them out on the resurrection side of the 
('ros~ of Christ-washed and cleansed in 
His atoning blood, or it would make them 
ask for their certificates of church-mem­
bership, alld seek anothcr church as dead 
al; themselves. "Birds of a feather nock 
together." 

The real facts, whcn known, are these, 
that a number of church members have 
nc\·cr been $..' ved ! 

They have been received into membership 
merely on a general confession of their ac­
celHance of Christ and Christian principles, 
aud the doctriues of thc Church. Bllt they 
havc ncvcr experienced a change of heart, 
and therdore know nothing by practical, 
personal experience of being justified 
through the merits of Christ by faith, and 
regcllcrated by the power of the Holy Spirit. 
Rom. 5:1: John 3:8. ~fuch lcss do they 
know anything: by experience of the bless­
ings of sanctification and the Baptism of 
the H oly Ghost. There are, nevertheless, 
some of them, having heard about this 
blessing-the fun Pentecost-se,eking it, 
hut vainly, because they have not yet entered 
in by the door to the kingdom of Christ. 
\\le have really met cases where people are 
seeking this Pentecostal powcr who 11ave 
110t yct been sayed. Bow so? Simply be­
cause they have claimed that church member­
ship is sufficient to make them Christians. 
\"'hat stupendous blindness! How oftcn 
have I, on asking people if thcy were Chris­
tians. becn met with an answer: "Oh, yes, 
I belong to the--Church," or, "Yes, sir, J 

go to hear Dr. !" The church cannot save, 
Clmrch-rnembership is not enough. "Protes­
tanb! do Protcstants live in such blind­
ncss~" Yes, by tlte thousand. 1 am sorry 
to say. 

Do not suppose that 1 disparage church­
memhership. It is a mattcr of your own 
conscience to which church you will belong. 
But. for God's and y011r 0\\"11 sake, see well 
10 il that V011 do /lot pul "'our salvatioll in 
Ihal.· . 

How can we expect any other state of 
things 111 the churchl"s, when they arc so 
full of nominal Christians? 

Thc work must, naturally. be hindered 
from progressmg. The Pastor weeps and 
prays, and plans ami studies the best 
methods of work ( the sincerc Pastor does), 
and many of the sincere members do so 
too. but solllcthi ng is in the way. What is 
it? Ah, friend. there is "death in the pot." 
Kot one, but many Achans, even on the 
Official Board~. They have touched the for­
hidden and condemned thing. They have 
hid it in their hearts 

~o\\", you may be perfectly assured that 
if this is tolerated your church will not 
prosper. it may keep up an outward ap­
pearancc for a time, so long as you havc an 
attractive. unsanctified orator in the pulpit, 
bllt the deep work that lasts for eternity , 
and for which the Church is supposed to 
stand, will not bc done. You have lost your 
first love! l~e\· 3: 17. 

But, a revival is coming! Praiscd be 
God! There are many praying and waiting 
souls, both among the ministers and the laity. 
They have already heard the sound of many 
watcrs. The revival is coming. it is corn­
ing! Hallelujah! But when it docs corne, 
many of those who prayed for it will be 
surprised. Ah, it has already commenced 
and the surprise is seen, the consternation, 
yea even the doubt and opposition of many, 
because it came in a way they did not cxpect 
or care for. 

f do not believe that anything now, short 
of the $..1.me Pentecostal power that fell on 
the <Iisciples at Jerusalem, will suffice; but 
when that once falls on the Church as a 
whole. wc shall witness the same demonstra­
tions as recordcd in the Acts, and the sa,me, 
yea, cyen greater results, hccause the 
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(-hurdl I~ mure l'xt(·Il~il-e 11011 th In 
then. 

You may be prcpared for any man-c1-
IOlts Udllbitioll of the "power from 011 hig-h"
