And when they had 
buill the ark. the Lord callle down and shut 
them in and they were pres(fvcd fr0111 the 
Flood. 

]n time of famine the Lord prescn'cd 
Elijah. ;\hab would havc killed him. He 
sought him in every land but could not 
find him, for the Lord had hidden him. 
And God amply pro"ided for him, Ra\'(~ns 
are greedy binls, but their 
appetites were brought into 
abeyallce and they had to 
act as wailers. Eao.:h day all 
lime they brough t bread and 
meat to GO{l's prophet who 
was hidden by the hrook. 

And when the brook dried 
tip, God had the most unlikely 
~rson to take care of Ili s 
prophet a widow woman 
whose whole resources were a 
handful of meal in a barrel 
and a wee drop of oil in a 
cruse. Xobody cared for 
her and she and her son 
would ha,-e died of stan'a­
tion. Elijah was not sent to 
some wealthy man with cel­
lars full of wheat and har­
rels full o f oil, btU to this 
most impossible preserver. 
And day by day the where­
wit hal for hi s preservation, 
and the presen 'atioll of the 
widow and her son, was 
provided. 

If Elijah had looked at the 
infinit esima lly sma!! resourc­
es day by clay, he might have 
heen discomaged. Bu t Elijah 
looked to God, the God of 
the miraculous, and the God 
of the miraculous never fail ­
ed to preserve and provide 
for Ilis own. 

~hadral"h, ;\ [eshach . and 
J\hClhwgo were pllt into a 
fire that was heated sc\·en 
t imes more than normal, and 
the flames were so tremend-

ous that the guard ... or ofticl'l" ... who put ,hem 
in wcre con:,ulll{'d h.\ tht· f1all1l·~.

drunkcli fl'a,,1 he said, "Bring out the H'S­
scls which Illy father took fl'OI11 Jerusalem." 
They blought t[I{'1Il Ol1t and he and hi s 
witt's, his Ilohles alld prill('('s, clrank wine 
Ollt IIf the s'lIll,t ifi('([ \l's.,c·k In lhat hour,

wHlally mea ll being c1cans('d. If a thing is 
~ct ap.,rt for J ehovah's lise. thell it follows 
as C('rtain as night follows day, that it must 
he dean. 

Ovcr in England, we are old fashioned 
enollgh 10 have a ki ng and queen and for 
them we keep a special l'Oyal train. I have 
Sl'C'1I it many till1es bringing them to Edin­
hur/-:"h. In a wry special "~e l1 se that royal 
train is a sa nctified train; the rcst of us 
IICI"er use it. Whell it is not being used by 
the king and queen it is carefully kept in the 
sheds. No\V you will sec at once that bc~ 
cause it is a royal train it must be kept 
scrupulously clean, for who would think of 
bringing it OUI and having the king and 
queen find thM inside it wa s ,1.11 smothered 
with di rt and cobwebs. The fact that it 
is sct ap;1.rt for royalty necessitates tbl il 
be kept clean. I believe you see the for{.:c 
now SCt apart for GOd, and bcc1.l·'l" sct 
ap..1rt for God, hOly, clean, aud pure. 

I f I wanted fma l proof that the primary 
1I1calli ug is not cleansing, but rather conse~ 
cration, we hal'e it in the record of Jesus 
where it says, "Tile Father sGllclifies His 
So,.." God did not clean up IIis SOil . 
Then the Lord Jesus Himself said, "For 
thcir sakes I sanctify myself." But the 
l..onl Jesu s did not cleanse llimsclf for our

none good enough. There wa" onl~' One 
who waS good enough to pay the price of 
sin; only Onc who was able to Ilillock the 
g-ates o f Ilt.'a\"cn 10 let liS in. I fe knew that 
lli s only SOil was the O ne to ~end and 
God sep .. l.rated, sct ap •• rl JIis Son, sancti­
fied ll ill1 and sent I lim into the world. 
Ill' s,lIlctified the dea rest treasure of J lis 
hearl. 

Now cOllsider with 111e how (;od has 
sanct ifi{'cl to Jlilllsc1f cllosell \'cssel~. Turn 
wilh l1Ie to JeT. l :S where you will sec 
agaill Ihe primary meaning of sanctification . 
Got! says to Jerem iah , "Defore thOll wast 
horn ! sanct ifIed thee." T he Lord didn't 
have to purify Jeremiah for he had done 
nothing wrong; he didn 't have to ~ 
cleansed for he had not had the opportunity 
to get soi led. 

Now turn to Gal. I :15, "But when it 
pleased God, who sep.1.rated me from my 
mother's wom b." Here the .\postle Paul 
declares that he was sanctified from his 
\'cr)" birth; indeed , during all those years 
when Paul was so rebelliow:. persecuting 
thc church of Christ; in the divine primary 
!-cnsc o f the word, be was sanclified even 
then. for God had set him apart "from his 
mother's womb." All that time God had a 
hook in Paul; on that day when he watched 
Ihe stones crushing the life Ollt of Stephen, 
God had llis hook in him, and on that 
IlC\'erl •. I>e-forgotten dar Ilear Ihe gate of 
J)ama:;cus, God landed His fi sh. So you 
"cc in the illustrations from both the Old 
and N ew Tcstaments the primary thought 
of sanctification: God sanctifying c\'en from 
the \'ery day of birth is this: "1 have 
chosen thee, T ha\"e ordained thee. ThOll 
art mine." Thank God fOr the glorious 
comfort of this vision of a divine setting 
apart! 

I think of all the definitions of saneti~ 
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ficatlon I have found, the best is that given 
by Or. )'lasscy: "Separatcd in prindple 
fWIll sin to God through union with 
Chnst." 1 do pray that God may help 1I" 
to S(:e more ckarly than e\'er before the 
true scparation of the Christian from the 
wmld. As -"0011 as you arc born again you 
art' '>Cparatctl from those who arc not b('rn 
again; as a child of the light you arc ~pa­
ratt'(l from the children of darkness; a" 
:-;C)(JIl as you arc in the church you arc 
:-;eparatcc:! from those who :Ire outside the 
r('al church. 

\'"<" all klloll' that Ihc church !>implr 
means those who are C<1.11ed out. "Come out 
frol11 among th('1ll and be ye sep<.ratc," 
:-;anctified in Christ Je!>us \Into Christ Jesus; 
!'>l'l apart. I am SO happy that Christ has ~ 
st'parated me. As truly as the children of 
Israel, \\"ho had the blood sprinkled on the 
door POqs. were separated; as truly as the 
light ~hone in the houses of the children 
of hrad when inkv b/,.ckness was 011 all 
the land, so ] ;tm se·parated from the world. 

'I YOtt don', tl'OlIl / 0 be SI'/,lIY(lIl'd from 
the 'world 111 its ,.,Ieasllrc, )'011 lun'c 110 right 
to c.rtrrl 10 be separated fro m the ~ • .'orld's 
1t'OC, i\Tany want to be scparaled from the 
world when it plunges into tribulation but 
they want a part in its plea!;l11"cs and that 
is not possible, 

I bel ieve the best illust rat ion of the divine 
side of "anct ificatiol1 is gil'en us in the 
pictun' of one going down illto the market 
p1.:tce in the East. l ie sees sOl11e old vessel, 
perhaps of brass or sill'er; it is c()I'c red wilh 
dirt and C()rrosion and thrown away , but 
t Il(' (,()1lIloiss('ur 5.1.\·s. "Then' i~ value in 
It (I e sees Ihat it could be made a thing 
of beauty. lie pays for il; tlwn it is I'ris, 
and it i~ sanctificd; it is separatcd from: the 
rubhish of tbat Eastern store. ThaI is "fI'hat 
God did for me when He sal'cd Illy soul. 
lie came along and took me Out of the rub­
bi sh heap. J Ie has done that for c'iny re­
deemed sinner, \Ve were ~orry spectacle-<; 
whcn .1 Ie found II!; and although \\"c may 
have looked good to ourselves W l"! were un­
clean. One came ou r way and when He 
saw liS 1 Ie loved us. He saw that we were 
worth buying bllt oh, the price He paid! 
"Not redeemed with corruptible things, as 
silver and gold, but with the precious blood 
of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish 
and wilhout sPOl." I prai"e God for the 
day that He put me on His !-.houlder and 
took me home. I said good,by to the 
rubbish heap; 1 was separated and set 
apart. 

Let us go back to our pict ure: here is 
ou r friend coming home from the market­
place with the vessel under his arm. \Vhat 
does he do as soon as he gets horne ? lie 
begins to dean it, and hammer out S0111e or 
the dents. After a time it looks so dilTerent 
and when he has fmished it is shining and 
beautiful and he puts it in a place of 
prominence-a thing o f beaut)". There you 
h .. we the secondary thought of sa.netifica­
lion. I praise God that after He bought 
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lite with the precious hlood lie "taned to 
wurk 011 me and begall rubbing and c1can­
l11g mt· Ilan~ you had any corners knock­
t'll otT thi!'> wet'k? It i~ all right; you are 
hl'l11g sanctified. 

.h vou ~tlld\" the \\'ord of Cod \"ou will 
tind titere arc' three di\·ine agcllcit~ which 
God Il~CS to s..lnctify Ilis people. The lirst 
of th('~e agencies i~ the blood; we rccei\'e 
the sanctification of the blood bv faith. 
.\s the !'inllcr plunges into the Cleansing 
fountain bv faith, the blood wa!'hes him 
whiter thall the !'1I0\\'. T he ~('Cond divine 
ag-ency i!' the \\'ord. ChriM lo\"ed the 
church (Eph. 5:26), and gave Himself for 
it 11t..,t li e might sanctify it with the w~h­
ing of water by the Word. In John 17 :17 
we read, "Sanctify them through thy truth: 
thy word i~ truth." 

I am ~orry to say that Ihere arc many 
pcoplt: who can "ing aud clap and jump as 
~'()11 speak ahout Ihe blood but when you 
start lalking' to thCIll about sanctilication by 
the \Vonl they hring out Iheir watch and 
are ready to go home. ).Iany arc IlOt 
s.1.11ctified bv the \Yord. .\ s we read the 
\\'onl and obey its prccepb, ou r li\"es arc 
!-Iallctified . 

The third divi ne agenc)' i!'. the Spirit. 
\\'hen we Slart OLlt to ohc)' the \\'ord we 
find we have a joh that is far tOO big for 
lIS hilt what ! cannot do, God comes and 
docs for 111e. \\"hile T walk in the fullness 
of the Spirit 1 obey the W ord from my 
heart; hilt the trouble with "0 1I\any is that 
the)" Im\e lost Ihe fllllness of Ihe Spirit. 
They ha,·c had the Bapti~111 and 10\'e to 
lalk ahout when the lire fell. hut now they 
have lost the fullness and bccause of that 
they ha\'e 10s1 the "iclory, and there fore 
they are no longer being l),"lllctified by the 
\\ 'orcl because they cannot obey it in their 
own strength. 

\Ve need all three forms of sanctificat ion. 
Have you them all? I lave yO\1 a conscience 
void of olTense because yOll plunged be­
neath the blood? Arc you obeying the 
\Von! and arc \·ou fill ed with the I Ioh' 
Ghost today ani! walking in the Spirit'? 
Remember that di vine sanctification means 
a !'oetting apart in pr inciple from ... in unto 
God Ihrough llnion with Christ, and when 
God has ... e\ yO Il apart li e proceeds to clean 
you lip and for that 11e has three (livine 
agencies: the blood, the \Vo r<1 and the 
Spirit. 

Jeslls said. "T sanctify (set apart ) my­
... df." An Jesus' earthly life was a con­
tinual sanctifying of I limself to do the 
Falher's will. ,\gain and again the de\·il 
Iried to makc Him swerve from the path of 
ohedience but right through the Garden of 
Geth~elnane and on throtlgh Calvary Ti c 
!'anctified 1 [imself. 

Our :oceano line of thought is that man 
sanc t ifie~ himself. We arc al! called to be 
kings and priests. Ministers need to sanc­
tify themselves. 

Many a man today has faileu in the min­
istry, 110t becausc God didn't lay I lis hand 
upon him , bUI because that man has failed 
to sanct ify himself. That is the reason the 
crash came. It is not enough for God to 
sanctify 111e; t!lere can be failure even after 
that. Jeremiah and Paul might have been 
failures had they not sanctified Ihemsel\'es, 
and the horror of it was always before 
the111. Oh Ihat we might grip this truth!
