Moody on Preaching

No preacher before the advent of radio 
spoke to more l)C(lple thall Dwight L. 
Moody. It is estimated that he mllst have 
preached to at least lOO,()(X),()(X). Nor did 
any man eyer win more converts than he. 
How many is not known, for he never kept 
a record. But lIlultipli ed thousands were 
won through his ministry. 

To the Northern California ministers in 
1899, he is quoted by Dr. Adams in Bush 
Aglow, as saying; "Doll'\ he deceived. The 
winning prea(her will be tile one who takes 
the Word of God and makes it plain to the 
people. That man will have a hearing! The 
Bible and the Cross have power to draw, but 
a moral essay, never! I'm sick and tired 
of thei r essay preaching. \ViII Bible preach­
ing ever fail? No, a thOus.lnd times, no! 
1 f the minister who stands in the pulpit 
from week to week is full of the Bible and 
the Ho[y Ghost, pCQple will be silting in the 
aisles alld crowding every available spa(e." 

At the close of a Bible reading on "The 
Blood of Christ," in Birmingham, he laid 
great stress on the prea(hing of the doctrine 
of Substitution. He said, "If you wish to 
know the secret of our success for the last 
two years, it is this: We have stood fair 
and square on the Bible doctrine of Sub­
stitution. Oh! that is what is needed by a 
dying world, the message con(erning One 
who died as ou r Substitute. The scarlet 
thread of the atoning blood is unbroken 
from Genesis to Revelation." 

Over and over again he emphasized Ihe 
dependence of the preacher on the blessed 
Holy Spirit. H e declared: "We cannot con­
vict men of sin by any amOI111t o f logic, 
eloquence or human power.

It is not often Ihal 
thne ta~s know whal ;1 is to be laundered, 
and [ Ihwk I 3m free to say from Ihe look o f 
'ome thaI they never have been washed! 

ArnonE the Women 
\\ith Ihe llihle wOmell we hold mee tings in 

Ihe dirTerelll ··"enanas" (women's quarter. of 
the hou,e), and Ihe women are ,·ery attentive. 
Olle lady especially remindcd me of Lydi:l in 
Ihe Bible, for she seemed to drink in every 
word. At "early el'ery tenana we enter there 
is the conSlanl question-why am I not 
marr ied? The Bible women mu.1 then explam 
to th em Ihe CUSlom of Arnericalls-thal when 
chlhl ren are born Ihe parenu do nOI ;111-
lII<:lh:ltely begin to r1an for their ",afriage, bUI 
that when Ihey are grown Ih~y may marry 
if Ihey choose.

Thel are held n'gularly 
nl the ,hIIne"t villages aroulld and are at ­
l~lIde<.l br6 eLy by chiIILr~II, though mally tunes 
we not'..:e the mothers ullmttlllg on the ground 
;n tile ollter circle. Olle of these schools has 
o.er forty ehildren attendil1g each week. 

The childrcn are .. cry brown-many are in 
Ihe cla~.ification of black. The boys in our 
di.trict usually have their heads shaved, ~x­
cept for a few urands from the crown of Iheir 
heads which are allowed to grow long, so that 
at death Ihey may be pull~d inlO heaven. The 
g,rls ha\"e 10llg hair, straggly and 6lthy, never 
knowing the smoothing strokes 01 a comb, 
leI alone a anrsh I Their cluthing consists o f 
filthy rags. One always sees plenty of smeared 
faces, grimy heads, atld fore eyes. Sometimes 
there are eight, len or even elev~n Hies around 
aile little eye (I ha'·e (oumed Ihem), but no 
effort is made 10 brush Ihelll away. 

The Biale woman and I nsualLy sil 011 an 
Indian rope bed while the children crowd al­
most o n tOp of each olher on the ground at 
Our lect. Many 01 them must tug along baay 
trrothers and sisters on Iheir hips.

At our side one day wu a crude ba~ke t 

turned upside down. 1 thought nothing of it 
until a large black goat appeared on the scene 
alld made a iunny noise.

The children are surely learning the snip­
tures and listen attenli\"Cly 10 the le~son fro.n 
Ihe [)ic ture roll.
