f4l);:.. HE Lord is a God of war. Exodus 
\.J\(.) 17 :16. The might of Samson and 

the victories of Samson were just 
the overflow of the might of God. God's 
people were oppressed by warlike enemies. 
God had to interfere and He chose a Illall 

-3 weak thing. And the mall chose a 
contemptible thing-the jawbone of an ass. 
The mall in God's hand and the ass's jaw 
bone in the man's hand! The enemies of 
God were whipped, slain by the jawbone 
of an ass. The weak things, the contemptible 
things, the despised, bring to nought things 
that are! And God is today taking up weak 
women and ignorant men to thrash, to de­
feat, Ilay to consign to the abyss, the 
ellemies of God, and the enemies of God's 
people. 

Vie read of Samson, "his anger was 
kindled." Judges 14:19. There is a right­
eous anger. And the Spirit of the Lord 
came upon him and he did exploits. God 
wants His Samsons today on whom the 
Spirit of God can come in a similar way. 
The Spirit o f God is so mighty, that if 
H e em only find vent there will be no 
difficulty in overthrowing all the forces 
of the enemy. God must have H is Samsons 
bcrause the enemy is en­
croach ing. He is encroach­
ing all around . 

A man chosen by God 
is also a mark for the 
enelllY, a special mark, be­
cause he is destroying his 
kingdom. And he sends 
the messenger most likely 
to trap. In Samson's 
case it was Delilah. Judges 
16. She did not succeed 
at first, but the fourth 
time she did . The three 
warnings previous should 
have been sufficient. But 
he paid a cruel price for 
his fa ithlessness. But God 
did not utterly forsake. 
T he prison did its work, 
his hair grew again and 
his spi ri tual life was re­
stored, God's Spirit once 
more came upon him. 

The enenly made sport 
o f the man of God, blind 
and helpless, but they for­
got God. The lords of the 
Phi listines gathered to­
gether to offer a great 
sacrifice to Dagon the-ir 
god, and to reJoice, for 
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All the Power of the ~nemy 
they said, "Our god hath delivered Samson 
our enemy into our hands." All the lords 
were there. The nation's government came 
for the occasion, and thus Samson came 
in contact with the rlliers and leaders in a 
way that he never could have done, going 
up and down the cQuntry. lIe cried to God. 
The mighty Spirit of God came upon him, 
and he overthrew the temple. Thousands 
were slain and the heads of the nation were 
wiped alit. The Spirit of God and the peo+ 
pic of God were vindicated. The instrument 
was destroyed, but the Spirit of God was 
not bound or destroyed. The spiri t of Sam­
son returned to God who sent it. 

of the race was consummated with that cry, 
"It is fwished." And lIe brought to natlght 
more illl !is death than in His life. AUlhe 
lords, rulers and gm'ernors of the enemies 
of Goo's people and of God Ilimself. Bet­
ter for them that they had nt'\er boulld Him, 
never led Ilim away from the garden. But 
God triumphed. 

Samson's work ended at his death. 

How they made spon of him, but he 
kept quiet. He made 110 reply. TIm he was 
waiting on God, and God heard. Bettcr for 
the enemy had they never led him captive. 
His capture was their overthrow. 

Christ's real work commenced after His 
death. For after 11 is resurrection lie 
received the promise of the Father, and 
poured forth the Spirit on the one hundred 
and twenty. In that scrmon of Peter's, at 
the "oice of a man, a man who prcviou<;iy 
was frightened of a maid, three thousand 
persons trembled and were snatched from 
the kingdom of the enemy. 

How the enemy exulted when Christ was 
bound by the high priest. "\Ve haye him 
now!" They made sport of Him, and 
they did whatsoever they listed \0 Him. 
They crucifiCd Him, and said, "It is finish­
eel." ilm with a louder cry the Son of m:m 
and Son of God cried, "It is finished!" 
Fillishr...{! God's provision for the salvation 

Je~us died and rose again and received 
the promise to undo the kingdom of Satan 
and to build lip the kingdom of God. Psalm 
110:1; I lebrews 10. This power, the 
Spirit, is being poured out and is at the 
disposal of the saints today. Uut they h;:n'e 
to mind the lcakag'es, and heware of the 
Dclilahs. God's Spirit is seeking channels to­
day to o\'erthrow Ihe spiritual Philistines.

It is wri tten, "Tho~1 
shalt not limit the Holy 
Olle 01 Israel:" it Illig-ht 
also be wriHen, "Thou 
shalt not limit the Iioly 
One of Pentecost." Some 
would not do the former, 
but they do the latter.

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Scripture reading; Lev. 11;1-12. 
[ Ix.'I1(·V{' th~se vl.'r~es arc as much in­

spired as John 3 ;16 or Acts 2 ;4. The lloly 
Spirit caused them to he writte11. Behind 
tht' literal is always the spiritual. [n this 
seriplUre we S{'e that the clean animals were 
to have IWO di~ti11ct marks which "lIould 
be comhined, and the fi:-.h 1l111~1 have two 
di~tinCl marks which must al<;() he comhined. 

Exodus is the book of Rcckmptiol1, it 
tells you how to get out of Egypt· ·through 
the blood of the Lamb. The next thing 
after you get Ollt of Egypt is I.evilicl\!'" 
which tells you how to walk with God. 
One of the requiremcilts in Leviticus is 
holiness. I am glad that Leviticus follows 
Exodus. 

The distinction- -the separation in the 
Old Testament was in the flesh. But in 
the :\ew T('~tament the separalion is in the 
spirit, in this sense: these animals typify 
cC"rtitin individuals and their dispositioll~. 
Thc vIces and virtues of men arc set forth 
hy anlll1ah. I oftell think the whole erea­
lion has been specially created of God to 
teach \1~ spiritual lessons. For instance. 
Jesm S01.id, "Go ye, and tell that fux .... " 
Do yOll think III.' meant a four -legged one? 
No. lie llIeallt lleroo, who was as sly as a 
fox. You can have two-legged faxes! 
Th~n again, lie called the Pharisees vipers, 
btcal1~c the characteristics of a viper could 
hc fdt and Iward in their talk. 

Iltlmanity is divided into those who are 
clt'an 'lI1d those who are unclean . We llIust 
he ,areful that we do not contact the Ull­

c1~all. Hut do you know what God is 
doing- ? He is changing pigs unto shecp. 
God can change the nature and change the 
di~ro~ilion of people and give them an 
{"a~~nw!l"" to please Him. When JeslL5 said, 
"~eithC"r Ca!.l ye your pearls before swine," 
11(' meant to say there are men who have a 
~willi~h elisposition, who are after earthly 
Ih il1g-~ only. 

li e sail! they will "turn again and rend 
you." TIll'y have no appetite for ~piritual 
thing:~: they ha\'e to be renewe(1 before thry 
can appreciate the pearls. "Neither cast 
yc your pearls I)('fore swine." That docs 
not tIl('an that we are IIOt to preach til(' 
g'ospc\ to the Itnsa\·ed. but that there are 
d('cp, precion>; truths that follow on. You 
cannot cast th('se pearls before IIllfegenerate 
people: the\' mllst first have a nature that 
Ion!!" for tilem. 

When jeslls said. "Gi\·c not that which 
is hol.\' I1nto the dogs," l ie mcant to say. 
gi,,'e not that which is holy to Il('ople who 
have nOl I)('en horn again. Paul in writing" 
to Ihe Philippians said. "R('\\"are of dogs." 
I Ie did not mean the four-legged ones. 
He meant to say there we re tearing', defil­
ing. snapping, quarrelsome people who were 
like dogs. He ~aid. "Beware of those:' 
"Beware of evil workers." 

Again, in the 20th ,hapter of Acts. speak­
ing to the Ephesian elders. Paul "'-1.id: "Takf> 
heed therefore nnto voursclves. and to ,,1\ 
the flock, over which' the Holy Ghost hath 
madC" yot! overseers. to feed the chllTch of 
God, which lI e hath purchased with His 
own blood. For I know this, that after my 
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departing shall grll'VQL1S wolves enter in 
among you, not !>paring the flock."' lIe was 
!><lying. tlwre are people going about who 
arc wolves; they arc going to rend and 
split the flock. 

So we have to find out if a person is a 
-"hecp, or a dog-, or a wolf, or a lamh, or a 
fox. \Ve l1ave to find OUI about thcir haiJits, 
their dispOSItion whether tl1l'Y are ~a\"{'d or 
uot. You can 11.'11 the nature of a person by 
his hahits. 

Jesus called His own people sheep-"i'.ly 
sheep hear i\ly voice. and J know them, and 
they follow ~le." The Lord's sheep have 
two marks, they are marked on the e;lr and 
011 the foot. They hear His voice and fol· 
low Him. So you can find out in this way 
whether they belong to Him. A strang:cr 
they will not foltow. jeslIs referred to !-lis 
people as lamhs. "llehold. I send you 
forth as lamhs in the midst of wolves: IX' 
ye therefore wise as serpents, and harmle.is 
as doves." "00\'1.'" speaks of innocency and 
purity, and sheep arc clean because they 
have the two marks of cleanness, dividing 
the hoof and chewing the cud. 

I am mentioning these things to show you 
that the distinction today is in the spirit. A 
man is ei ther clean or unclean, &1.ved or un­
saved, loves the holy things of God or does 
not; and by his habits and likes and dis­
position yOll will be able to tell what he is. 
Tell me what hook<; he reads. where he 
spends his time, what companions he has, 
and I will tell you what he is. 

I believe the best key to the unfolding 
of the Scripture ill regard 10 the clean and 
unclean is found in Acts 10. YOll know 
the story. Peter was a bigoteu Pentecostal 
preacher, and he had confined his preadl­
ing to the Jewish people. nul there wa~ 
in C1.e...area a centurion of a militarv hand 
who knew how to pray. He pra}'ed to 
God alway and gave much alms to the 
people. One day when he wa,> praying 
an angel $aid, "Cornelius!"' He looked 110 
and said, "What is it. Lord." The angel 
said, "Thy prayers ;'llld thine alms are C0111e 
up for a l11e111orial before God. And now 
send men to jOPI).1., and call for one ~i1110n. 
whose sl1rname is P('{er. He shall tell 
thee what tholl oll).thtest to do." 

Why didn't the angel tell Corndim? He­
cause it is 110t an ange\'~ job. It takes a 
saved man to tcll the story as it ~hollid he 
told. The ministry of reconciliation has 
heen committed to us. It is our job. So 
Cornel ills sent for Peter. 

Btlt God works at hoth ends at the same 
time. He talked to Cornelius at Caesarea. 
and He talked to the Pe11tecostal preacher 
in Jopp.1.. Peter was st;lying wilh ~imon, 
a tanner. Dinner was not qui te read\', and 
so he thought he would go up to th(' lOp 
of the hou<;e and have a bit of prayer. That 
is the wav to do when dinner is 1I0t rea(h·­
go up and prav a little while. He bega,~ to 
pray and fell into a trance, and being hun­
gry dreamC"d about eating. 

He saw a great sheet knit at the fOllr 
corners, let down from heaven. \Vhen he 
looked inside, he found it was fllll of all 
manner of four-footed beasts o f Ihe earth, 
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and wild beasts, and cree-ping things, and 
fowls of the air And a "oice said to him, 
"Rise, Peter, kill, and cat." Peter said, 
"Not so, Lord; for I have never eaten any 
thlllg that is common or unclean." You 
should never say, ")\'ot so, Lord," because 
the word Lord means that lie is the boss. 
it is a cOlllradiclion. I f you acknowledge 
IJ im as Lord yOll canllot say, :\0. But 
Pcter said, "Not so, Lord. I have never 
l'atell anything unclean. \Vhell we were 
fishing and caught an unclean fish, we al­
\\-ays threw it back again. Never in my life 
ha\'c I touched an unclean thing." But the 
voice ~aid to him, "What God hath cleansed, 
that call not thou common."-"\Vhat God 
ha<; cleaned up, don't you dare to call com­
mon." This was donc three limes. 

Then the people from Caesarea came to 
the door and knocked and $.1.id, "'s there a 
Pentecostal preacher named Peter here?" 
They lklid, "Yes. Would you like to see 
him? He is up on the roof. lIe has just 
re<:eived a radio mes<:age from heaven." 
God had told Peter, "Three men seek thee. 
Arise therefore, and get thee down, and go 
WIth them, doubting nothing." 

So Peter came dowl1 and talked to them 
and went to Caesarca and found Cornelius 
and a house full of people. 1Ie said, "You 
know how that it is an unlawful thing for a 
man that is a Jew to keep company, or 
COl11e unto one of another nation; hut God 
hath shewed me that I should not call any 
man C01l1mon or unclean. Therefore came 
J \111to you." Cornelius said, "We are all 
here re.,dy to hear whatsoever things God 
has said to you." There never was such a 
time to re<:eiye the H oly Ghost. Here they 
were. Peter could have told them to stand 
on their heads and they would ha"e done it. 
They were so hungry for the Word of God. 
The Scripture says, "Open thy mouth wide 
and I will fill it." Peter forgot all about 
the barriers, the middle walls, the p.1rti­
tions; all were swept aside by the Iloly 
Ghost. 

In the vision God was preparing Peter 
to have fellowship with Genlitles, who were 
regarded as unclean. \\'hen God told him 
to eat of the things in the <;he<'t, it meant 
that he was to have feliow..;hip, praying an" 
r('joicin~ with Gentitles Whll111 he rl'ganlf>d 
as unclean. "\\'hat God hath cleamed. that 
call thou not common." Ginn' to God r 
God has cleansed them and caileel them Ollt 
of darkness into His glorious light. We 
can have fellowship and glorious com-
1111111ion with tllO~e who h,1\'e 1)('('11 hlood­
\\"a~hed and filled with the Holy Ghost. 

There is no other fello\\'ship on the face 
of God's earth like thaI of Spirit-baptized 
helie'·ers. In the natural. we cat for satis­
faction. we cat for ~Irellg-th. The food is 
assimilated. In th" spiritual sense, we 111t1~ t 
have spiritual satisfaction: w(' must have 
c0111l11l1nion with God: and in order to do 
<:0 we must eat the right things: we I1mst 
ha\'e the right spiritual feilowsl1ip. 1 f \\.(' 
<10 not , it affects our health. \Vhat are you 
eating. hrother? \Vhat COl11nl\lnioll have 
you? What friends have ),01l? \Vhat books 
do yOIl read? Your spiritual health is af­
f("cted hy wrong spiritual food. Pray that 
Goel may help you to ha\'e fellowship and 
\1luterstanding and companiomhip only with 
those that have a like precious faith. 

Now there are two marks of the clean 
animals. One mark is a divided or cloven 
hoof. The hoof is in two distinct parts so 
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It can climb to high places. David said, 
"He rnaketh my feet like hinds' feet, and 
sctteth me upon my high places," He did 
not make his feet like elephant's feet. Why? 
An elephant's foot is not suited to climbing. 
I [ave you ever seen a camel on top of a 
mountain? It has a foot made for the 
desert. A camel is used to low places. 
But God has given us a foot so constructed 
that we can go upon the high places. Glory 
to God! The mountains ought to be our 
place, the mountain of separation. He mak­
eth my feet like hinds' feel, so that ] can 
..:limb to heights. Look at your foot and sec 
if it is cloven. One of the marks of the 
clean is that they have feet especial!y suited 
ior high places. Glory to God foreve rmore! 

I believe when God saves us and fills us 
with the Holy Ghost, lIe makes it possible 
ior us to rise to new heights. to mount up 
like the eagles. God in His mercy has 
given unto us exceeding great and precious 
promises, that we "might be partakers of 
the divine nature, having escaped the cor­
ruption that is in the world." "Whatso­
ever is born of God overcometh the world: 
and this is the victory that overcOmeth the 
world , even our faith. \Vl lO is he that over­
cometh the world, but he that believeth that 
Jesus is the SOil of God ? .. He that is 
begotten of God keepeth himself, and that 
wicked one touchest him not. " 

The Ilext mark is "chewing the clld." A 
pig has a cloven hoof , but it docs not chew 
the cud. Clean animals have a specially 
constructed stomach. They arc not 
carnivorous, but herbivorous. A pig is a 
carnivorous animal. I believe chewing 
the cud means that God has given us 
a different nature. \Ve cannot cat the 
dirty things we used to feed on. You 
know, the word used for chewing the cud 
is "ruminate," and that is a good word for 
it speaks ahout meditation. "Blessed is the 
mall that walketh Ilot ill the counsel of the 
ungodly, Ilor standeth in the way o f sin­
ners, nor sitteth in the scat of the scornful. 
Uut his delight is in the law of the Lord; 
and in II is law doth he meditale day and 
night." 1!e "chews the cud. " meditates 
over it, and talks to himself about it. 

"\Vherewithal shall a young man cleanse 
his way? by taking heed thereto according 
to Thy word." Only by ruminatioll. There 
arc many books and per iodicals that arc 
corrupting llS. It would be better to throw 
them away. \Ve do not want to look at 
th illgs that do not leave a good impres­
sion upon us. Let us be careful what we 
eat. And when I usc the word cat, I take 
it you understand 1 am referring to the 
spi ritual. God says . ';} will put '\Iy laws 
in their mind. and write them in their 
heart s." That is to say, there is a specially 
constructed desire to comprehend and do 
the will of God. Paul says to the Philip­
pians, ';Hrethrcn, be followers together of 
me, and lTlark them whICh walk so as )'e 
11ave us for an example. (For many walk, 
of whom I have told you often, and now 
tell you evcn weeping. that they are the 
enemies of the cross of Christ: whose end 
is destruction, whose God is their belly, and 
whose glory is in their shame, who mind 
earth ly things.") And then the !lext verse, 
"For our conversation is in he,n·en." 

Beware of these crawlers. these rooters; 
Ucware of those folk who stick their nose 
in the earth and sec nothing else. Have 
yOll ever noticed what little eyes a pig bas? 
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His eyes are always looking down to the 
ground. nut look at a deer, at those big 
eyes, looking up. '"Lift up thine eyes." 
Hallelujah! Clorv to God! Brothers and 
sisters, our citizenship is in heaven! 

Have you e\'er rcad tllis \'cr:;c: "Evil 
communications corrupt good manners." 
\Veymouth's translation is, '"Bad COIll­

panionships spoil good morals." \Ve need 
to take this io heart. Evil companionships 
corrupt good morals. YOIl cannOt, \\'ith011l 
being contaminated, fellowship with people 
who do not "cat" ckan things . 

Paul says to the Philippians, "Whatso­
ever things arc true, whatsoever things are 
honest. whatsoever things are just, whatso­
ever things are pure, whatsoever things are 
lovely, whatsoeyer things arc of good re­
port; if there be any virtue, and if there 

be any praise, think 011 these things." Feed 
on the good, and yon will not have any 
appetite for anything else. 

It wou ld be a good thing for us to 
memOrize some Scripture eve ry week. It 
would occnpy the mind and keep us from 
thinking of things that are not good. The 
Psalmist says, "Thy word have 1 hid in my 
heart, that 1 might not sill against Thee." 
The Spirit of God will take the Word of 
God and make it real to our hea rts. 

Let us ask ourselves this morning, "Do 
I love the holy things of God. or am I 
interested in unclean thi ngs? Do 1 love to 
feed on that which makes for heaven and 
godliness-the thing tha t ma rks the man 
or woman who is clean? 

Peter says, "The dog is turned to his own 
vomit again; and the SOl\" that was washed 
to her wallowing in the l11i re"-referring to 
people who have gone back to the old 
things. Listen to me. I f sheep get dirty, 
they arc miserable about it. they want to 
,{et cleaned up. But i f it is a sow. even 
though it has been washed, the lo\"e of the 
filth is sti ll there. 

Let liS look at these other \'erses. \Ve 
come to the fish . In the 17th chapter o f 
Heyelatioll we read: "The waters which 
thou sa\\'est ... are peoples, and multitudes, 
and nations, and tongues." Here the word 
"waters" represents hUlllanity. Tsn't it re­
markable that there are such (l ueer fish in 
the sea? There are clean fish and unclean 
fish. There arc people saved, and people 
unsaved. 

Now look at the marks. \Vhat are fins 
for? Fins are for propulsion. Finless 
creatures live in the dirt and mud. They 
are at the mercy of any tide. They drift. 
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They go with the tide. But the creatures 
with fins say, "That's wrong. We're not 
gOing with the tide." God has given them 
power to resist the tide. Now just see If 
you ha\'e ally fins, will you? Remember 
that ti.nles~ creatures live in the dark and 
dirt and mud, and are ca rr ico anywhere. 

Clean fi~h are like those three men in 
the fiery furnace, stiff in the backbone. 
They are not spineless things like jellyfish, 
taklllg the way of the least resistence and 
wanting to steal away if there is a bit o f 
fighting to be done. Listen. I f we have to 
die, let tiS die shouting. The worst they 
can do is to kill us, and that does not hurt 
us-we arc going to heaven anyway; we 
shall only land there a bit oc fore time. It 
is not so bad down here if we can serve 
Christ, but Paul says it is octter up there. 

You rememUer when Sanballat and To­
biah, and the rest wanted Kchemiah to meet 
them on the plalll of Ono, he said, " j am do­
ing a great work, so that 1 cannOt come 
down." He had a backbone that would not 
bend to compromise with evil. It did 
not matter how Sanbal1at and Tobiah ell­
treated, he wa.s doing a great work in 
rebuilding the walls of Jerusalem, and he 
would 1I0t listen to any scheme that San­
ballat and Tobiah had to submit. A little 
later the SOil of Delaiah said, " Let liS meet 
together in the house of God, within the 
temple. and let us shut the doors of the tem­
pie: for they will come and slay thee." 
But Nehemiah said, "Should such a man as 
1 flee ?, He showed his backbone. 

\Vhen Daniel was forhidden to pray to 
God for thirty days, on penalty of being 
cast into the den of lions, he opened his 
win dow and I believe he prayed a bit loufler 
froJII that time on. lIe said, "Lions or 110 

liolls, 1 am going to worship God." li e 
had backbone. They say, "When you are 
in Babylon, do as the ilabylonians do," Thai 
is a finless thing to do. God has gi vclI us 
fins. 

I suppose you have seen some of the 
things they get out of the sea . 01le tin\(" 
1 was in a fishing porI early in the morning, 
and 1 saw the fishing trawlers comi ng in, 
and of all the things they took out of 
the ncts--catfish, and alt kinds of unclean 
thll1gs. You know as well as l do that we 
arc livi ng in a dirty world in which there 
arc all kinds of dirty things. Bm God has 
gi\'ell I1S power to overcome these thi ngs.

There arlO many anxious people in the 

wOrld today. They are trouhled as tlwv see 
the world at war, and their hearts are fail~ 
iug' them for fear, in 3ntidpation of those 
thing:s that arc coming on the earth. 

As II {' r{';uJ thl' prophecies of Isaiah we 
Jearn that IhlTe were many anxious people 
in the world ill his day. The elllpire of 
Assy ria had n ~("n. The purpose of the As­
syrians was "to destroy and cut off nations 
not a few." God used them to he a rod 
of di sciplille in J li s hands, and how the 
various peoples chafed under the rod! 

It wa~ in the days of the devastations of 
the Assyrians that the troubled inhabitants 
of ~Iollnt Seir, Ihe de!>Cendants o f Es.1.u, 
sent to Jeru'kllem and inquired of the proph­
et Isaiah: " Watchman, what of the night? 
Watchman, what of the night?" It was like 
the appeal of a sick man who has spent the 
night tos~i llg 0 11 his bed in great agony, 
and who inquires, "What time is it? H ow 
far along is it in the l1ight?" as this phrase 
in Isaia h 21 :1 1 may be literally translated. 
The sick man i~ hoping that in Ihe comi ng 
of the dawn his raging fever and constant 
pain will be ahated. 

h;l;:lh sent h;lck the word , "The morn!ng 
comet h. and al~o the nigh!." The mornmg 
will Cf)me when there will be a measure of 
relief, yet I warn you that there is another 
dark night o f tribu lation that wil] follow. 

Bllt the prophet continues with a word 
of hope: "If ye will inql1ire, inquire ye: 
return, ('orne." Isa. 21 :12. Thi s was a 
lIleSs.1ge to encourage every Imng-ry solll in 
Edom . .o ff with all your heart yOll will seck 
for the way of deliverance, make inquiry of 
the l ..onl who will not fail to meet you. l Ie 
bids JOU to rcl lml to Him who is the God 
of Ollr fathers, the God of Ahraham and of 
Isaac, from whom you children of Esau 
sprang. li e !k1yS to you, Come, and He 
who ddights in mercy will ahundantly par­
don YOII." And had they come to Jerusalem 
to inquire, the prophet doubtless would have 
giv(,11 th('111 a similar message o f gospel as 
he gave to his own people: "Come now, 
ami Jet liS !'eason together, saith the Lord: 
thol1gh yOl1 r sins be as scarlet. they sha!! be 
as white as snow; though they be red like 
crimson. thcy shall be as wooL" 15.'1. 1:18. 

"The morn ing comet h t" So 5.1id the 
prophet. There came a hright morning 
of opportunity to the childre!; of Esau, a 
lilll(' when the prophecy of Isaac to his son 
E~all was fulfilled: "It shall come to pass 
wh('11 thon shalt have the dom inion. that 
thou shalt break his yoke (the yoke of 
ja('oll) from olT thy neck." Gell. 27:40. 
At this time Herod the Idumean. a direct 
de~c(' lldan t of E sal1. was reigning under 
R.ollll' in .Ieru,>alem. Rm he wa,> terribly 
dl stl1rhc.'d on(' day when he heard the inqui ry 
of strangers who came to jenlsaleTll askin~, 
"Where i ~ he that is horn King of the 
j ews?" Il en)(1 101'cd (Jarkne~s rather than 
lij.!"ht. and wllC'n he learend that BethleheTll 
was thl' prophc.~ied place of hirth of the 
promised K iug. he sent and song-ht to slay 
lI im who callie to be the Light of the wnrld. 
H e did nelt s\\ccecd. It was not 10l1g before 

Herod hilll!)clf departed this world for the 
place of Oliter darkness. 

Opportunity to receive the light came to 
H erod's son Anlip..1.s who had the privilege 
of hearing john the Baptist preach. Dut 
he spurned the light that came, beheaded 
john and mocked Christ. However, God 
is not mocked. What Antipas sowed he 
reaped. He was later spurned by Rome, 
hanished to Caul, and died in great agony. 

Another H erod was later given an op­
portlmity to sec the gloriOlls light that flar­
ed tip at Jerusalem on the day of Pente­
cost and later. !Jut he too hated the light, 
killed James with the sword, and sought to 
bring a like fate on Peter, who was seized 
and put in prison. But God delivered Peter 
to his praying friends, and delievered 
H erod to the preyiug worms, who ate his 
flesh. And Il erod went Ollt to the place 
where Ihe worm dieth not and the fire is not 
quenched. 

Dut God in I l is longsllffering and mercy 
gave yet one more opportunity 10 yet one 
more of these SOil S of Esatl, Herod's son 
Agrippa II , beforc whom Paul was brought. 
Read lhe wllole o f Paul's gospel message 
to this man as it is nxorded in Acts 26, and 
notice his final appeal: "King Agrippa, 
believest tholl the prophets? I know that 
tho\l helievesl." And Agrippa said. "Al­
most thOIl persuadest me to be a Olrislian," 
or "\Vith hilt fe w words thou wouldest 
persuade me to l'>ecOIl1(' a 01ristian." Paul 
answered, "I would to God that not only 
thOll, b\lt al~o all that hear me this day, 
were both almost and altogether such as I 
am, ,,-,<cept the~e hands." You hear the 
echo of the old go~pd given by Isaiah years 
before: "I f ye will inquire, inquire ye: re­
tllnl to the God of your fathers. come to 
J esus Christ who says. 'Him that cometh 
IInto Me I will in no wise cast out.''' nllt , 
alas, there is no record of H erod's respond­
ing to Ihis appeal of mercy. 

"The Illorniu,g cometh, and also Ihr 
night." In the 34th chapter o f his prophecy 
Isai.1.h foretells something of the night whid! 
is to come on the nations, the trilmlatiol1 of 
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God's last-day judgments. This tribulation 
is to come upon all the Gentiles and espe­
cially upon the seed of Esau, who like their 
father always chose the temporal and the 
things of lhe nesh, rather than the eternal, 
the thil1gS of the Spirit. Isaiah warns them 
that God's sword would come down on 
Idumea in judgment. The IIighl is camillg 
-eternal night to all who rejecl and to all 
who neglect to receil'c so great a salvation 
that our God has provided. 

\Ve also arc living in a dark hour of the 
world's history. \Ve may well ask of a 
greater Prophet than Isaiah, " Watch­
man, what of the night? \Vatchmall. what 
of the night?" H ow long will this night of 
misery, o f violence, of war. of desolation, 
last? He has already told us of the 
morning coming, when the Son of man 
shall come in His glory, and all the holy 
angels with Him, to sit llpon the throne o f 
His glory, when He shall judge all nations; 
the morning when those who arc meek and 
lowly like L1llto I rim self shall inh<'rit the 
kingdom and possess the whole world. 

Bill He also tells of a night comi ng: "For 
then shall be great tribulation, sllch as was 
not since the beginning of the world to this 
time, 110, nor ever shall be." Matt . 24 :21. 

The heavenly \Vatchman who foretells of 
that glad morning and also of that dark 
night, sends out I l is invitation to all: "If 
ye will inquire, inquire ye." If you desire 
to know the things of the \Vorel, H e wilJ he 
so glad to teach yOIl . lie says to an who 
have strayed away from Ilim, " Retu.nl.'· 
He bids all who would pa rtake of the wat er 
of life that lIe H imself provides, "Come."-

Mr. Kuo was in a dilemma. "What 
should he do ?" The question was a serious 
Olle, for Mr. Kuo had confessed Christ 
publicly as his Saviour before the "l3oxer" 
uphcaval had brokcn out in :\'orth China. 
Then that bloody crisis had come, especially 
to the province "\Vest of the Hills." Hun­
dreds of Christians had sufTered, many had 
been killed. Mr. Kuo, however, had been 
spared. but his two precious children had 
"met death" at the hands of one cruel man. 
The crisis had passed, and thc tidc of 
public opinion, fickle as IIsual, was now in 
favor of the surviving Christians. The 
murderer of his children had been appre­
hcnded, and now lay in prison. There was 
no <juestion about that: the Illan was the 
nmrderer. 

But there was another question and that 
was: "\Vhat should his attitude be, as a 
represcntative of Christ, to the murdercr of 
his children?" The question was a pressing 
one. At any lime the magistrate might send 
fo r him and bring the case up for trial.

Where lIasl Thou Beel!, Thou Je'w! 
It was God who separated the Jews to he 

a Ix-op!e for llimself. To be more specific, 
it was God who separated Abraham and his 
descendants to this end. Some are con~ 
fused concerlling the Jew, asking, ,"V ho 
is he? In ou r day we classify al! Israelites 
known to us as Jews. But in reality this is 
incorrect. Abraham became the father o f 
the H ebrew race. To his grandson J acob 
were born twelve sons, to become known 
as Israelites, because they descended from 
Jacob, whose name was changed to Israel. 
At a la ter period in Jewish history ten of 
the tribes which descended from Israel broke 
away from the other two tribes and fo rmed 
a nation often spoken of as Ephrai m, be­
canse the tri be of Ephraim was the leading 
tribe. T hese ten t ribes later were carried 
into capt ivi ty by the ki ng of Assy ria. T he 
tri he of Judah, wi th Jerusalem as their 
Capita!. comtitu te the t rue Jews or descen­
dants o f Judah, one of the sons of Jacob. 
Benjami n was another son, but the identity 
of his tribe seems to have been merged in 
Judah. [t was the Jews who were taken 
captive to Babylon. 

W hen J erohoam separated the ten tribes 
in revolt against the government of Reho­
boom, SOil o f Solomon, and estahlished the 
ten tribes into a kingdom, he erected golden 
calves for the people to worship. This was 
idolat ry. Because o f fide lity to Jehovah, 
whose temple was at J erusalem, man}' from 
the ten tribes wellt over to the tribe of 
Judah and became merged in that tribe. 
Both James and Peter recognize the active 
existence of Ihe entire twelve tribes in the 
days of early Christianity, addres~ing their 
Epi stles to them. "James-to the twelve 
tribes which are scattered abroad. " James 
1:1. "Peter- to the strangers (or elect 
sojourners o f the dispersion) scattered 
throughout Ponlus, Galatia. Cappadocia, 
Asia. and Bith ynia." 1 Peter 1: 1. 

Chmlged Condjli01Lt of Ihe Jc'ws 
The hi story of Abraham, Isaac, Jacob 

and the descendants of Jacoh, was largely 
that of shepherds and tillers of the soil until 
the J ews were uprooted by the Romans. It 
has been pointed out Ihat the Phoenicians, 
and not the Jews, were the merchants of 
that time. It was circumstances that forced 
a new life upon the J ew. For many of 
these facts we are indebted to an English 
J ewish writer, Louis Golding, from whose 
works we take liberty to quote. 

"The history of the Jewish people goes 
back now for some 3,500 years. During 
the first half o f this period- they were a 
normally constituted people on thei r own 
soil , tilling the land. pasturing their flocks, 
engaged in a few very simple domestic 
industries." During this time "the trade 
o f Palestine was monopolized by foreigners, 
the P hoenicians, who met with no domestic 
competition." " It was a little less than two 
thousand years ago that the condition of the 
Jew changed, and they ceased to be a normal 
people." "Be<:ause of Jewish revolts against 
the Roman rule in Palest ine their property. 
large[y that of land, was confiscated and 
tens of thous.1.nds of pcas.1.nts were uprooted

from the soil and carried ofT as slaves into 
far distant lands, where a large proportion 
of them drifted in lhe end into the slums of 
the great cities. I fence the communities 
of Jews which sprang up tended to be, not 
agricultural hut urhan and industrial." "The 
Jews have heen accu~ed of being given to 
trade and commerce when that was the only 
course open to them since they had been 
driven from th(' land and refused the 
privile~es of learning and the professions. 
Later, when the way was opened to them to 
receive learning and enter the professions, 
and they were accused of being given to 
trade and commerce and hated for the same, 
they naturally took up the professions and 
agai n were bated for doing so." T hus the 
Jew, since the time of Christ , has been 
hounded ami hated, however much he tried 
to adjust hi lll self to circumstances ;l1ld fit 
in to the world program. 

Ch ristiall PersecutiOll of th e Jews 
Most regrettable o f all is the fact that 

Christia nity has contri buted so unmercifully 
to the Jews' woes. Tn the beginning o f the 
Ch ristian era both J udaism and Christianity 
were looked upon as r ival Jewish sects. I t 
was when the Church ro~e to ascendencv, 
through adoption of Ch ristianity as the 
St:lte n~li~ion under Constant ine. that the 
Jews s11 tTer('d a t the hands of those who 
professed themselves to be Ch ristians. 
" \\'hen Chri stianity became strong it in sisted 
that a lew must not he over a Chri stian. As 
a resuh J ews were forbidden puhlic office, 
or to he employers o f Christians A Jew 
could not have a Chri stian housemaid nor 
a Chri stian apprentice. The Jew and the 
110n-Tew mllst not live in the same hOl1 se or 
on the same street. Out of this ost racism 
grew the Ghetto, usuallv the most undesir­
ahle p..1.rt o f the town ." "As the Middle 
Ages advanced, all craft smell hecame 
organized into guilds . which had the mon-

opoly of every branch of manufacturc; and 
these guilds, with thci r social and religious 
as well as economic, activities, wou!e! no~ 
admit a Jew. Neither was the Jew allowed 
to practice any branch of industry indepen­
dently." H aving been driven from the soil 
he was now driven from the trades. Add 
to th is the constant accusation that the Jews 
were the crucifiers of Christ, and the brutali­
ties which they suffered from those who 
claimed to be Christians, and one cannot 
wonde r that the Jew looks with suspicion on 
those who profess the name o[ the Re­
deemer. What Jews need to see in Chris­
tians is the spirit of Ch rist in showing kind­
ness and giving the gospel of His love " to 
the Jew first and also to the Gentile." 

Earnillg a Living 
When the Jew had been deprived the 

privileges of till ing the soi l, laboring as 
artisans, and excluded from the ordina ry 
pursui t of business how was he to !ive ? 
"There is in all ages a traditional antipathy 
agai nst the money-lende r, and in the twelfth 
century it reached its height. Ch ri stian 
burial was refused all "usm ers"-all who 
lent money however low the interest charged . 
\.yhat, then, was the un fortunate farmer to 
do who needed ready cash to tide him over 
until the next ha rvest, or the arti san when 
sickness made it impossible fo r him to earn 
the usual wages, or the merchant when he 
had some im portant transaction on foot, but 
lacked capital ? Now while the Church 
forbade ali usury, the Crown encouraged it. 
F rom the point o f view of the King's private 
pocket, it mattered a good deal that the 
money lender, wherever possible, should b~ 
a Jew. and for this reason: the Jews were 
hi s private property-and he virtually com­
pelled them to practice "usury." T hus in 
spite of their own bitter opposition, the 
Jews were driven into the calling of money­
lending-so that the terms "Jew" and 
"money lending" became synonymous. The 
K ing used the Jew to suck up the floating 
capital of the country, and fl eeced him fo r 
the benefit of the treasu ry." 

"Later on two other characterist ic Jewish 
occupations emerged. Though the merchant 
guild could prevent the Jew from trading 
in shop and market place, it could hardly 
regulate trade so closely as to prevent his 
peddling in the st reet or about the country­
side. And though the craft guild could 
exclude the J ew from manufacture, it could 
nOt prevent him from buying and selling 
second-hand articles. H ence these two call­
ings, peddling and dealing in second-hand 
wares (especially clothing) became, with 
money reading, the characteri stic Jews' oc­
cupations for centuries. For upward of a 
thousand years the lew was exc1nded from 
most normal economic activities. Tf he ha.~ 
not entirely sl1cceeded in gaining his balante 
during the past hundred years. the fau lt is 
assured ly not his." 

Tire JC'lrJ Whell Emancipated 
With the emancipation of the Jew in Eu­

rope, which began about 1789, the Je w show­
ed the quali ties which were in him, gi ving to 
the world leade rs in medici ne. music, 
ast ronomy, li terature, inven tion. The Jews 
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awarded the Nobel Prize down to 1933 num­
bered fourteen, in addition to whom there 
were six half-Jews. Of the seven American 
prize winners two were Jews although the 
Jews in America number not more than 
three percent of the population. It was 
the Jew Ludwig who discovered digitalis, 
Solomon Stricker cocaine as a deadener of 
pam, \Vidal and \Veill learned how to COIll­

bat typhus. The Jew ~likowsky had a hand 
in the discovery of insulin for diabetes, 
Spior and Eilege discovered pyramidon and 
antipyresis, Oscar Liebreich discovered 
chloral hydrate a help to children who have 
convulsions, and Sigmund Freud dr::veloped 
psychoanalysis to assist those mentally dis­
turbed. These and many more have been 
outstanding in the field of medicine. In 
the field of music there are Goldmark. 
~tah1cr, Mendelssohn, and Offenbach. 

How Revival Came 
Richard Baxter was one of England's 

greatest ministers. In early life, he went 
into a large parish and a community which 
was composed almost entirely of rich, 
cultured people. He found that the congre­
gation was cold. and all was not as he had 
expected it to he in the ministry. He was 
disappointed amI disheartened. 

The young l)<!stor said, "The way to 
&1.\"e the church and this community is to 
establish religion in the homes of the COIll ­

munity, and to build the family altar." Thus 
Baxter spent three years in his visitation 
and in his determination to establish a family 
altar in every home in that cOllll11unity. H e 
succeeded amazingly, and this condition in 
the homes was the fountain head that filled 
his church to overflowing and started that 
magnifICent ministry and life. Funda­
mentally, Christianity must involve the 
family relationship. You cannot have a 
thriving chl1rch without a family altar in 
the homes of its members. Baxter was right 
and proved it. 

Thomas Boston was likewise a great min­
ister bllt, unlike Baxter, he spent the years 
of his early ministry in the slums of a city 
among the poor people. There he discover­
ed the same cond ition-the church was cold 
and empty. He had no influence. He was 
dishea rtened and discomaged . He sa id that 
the only way to save the church is to sa\·e 
the family. And he went all through that 
poor community and established family al­
tars where they worshiped God in the home 
every day in the week. He huilt up the 
altars, and lle says he .spent three years do­
ing it . And then Thomas Boston's chmch 
started to revive, and the communi ty was 
fi1!ed with spiritttal power and influence.

If not. start one at once. Vole have pre­
p.1.red a special quarterly ent itled Da ily 
De'vo/iolls. to help you . There is a dailv 
devotional portion for yourself, and a word 
also each clav for the children.

They seck in religious 
rel'ival and reform to recaj)ture their ~ense of 
security. Suffering cultural shock, the migrants

1I0minatiollS mili tantly defend old standards and 
modes of beha,·ior. They disapprove of liberal 
trends in older churches and crusade for fumla· 
rtrentalistic rcligion in emotional alld stirring 
sc~nes." Citing growth of the IwtI large5t groups, 
she says that the Assemblies of God group in· 
creased from 11.000 members in 1916 to aoout 
200,000 in 1939, and the Nazarene group from less 
th;ul 7,000 in 1906 to 136,000 in 1936.

DIVINE INTERVENTI ON 
Twice during the present European war the 

people of Great Britain have observed a natiOn;1I 
day o f prayer. The f,rst was 0 11 IIlay 26, when 
France was falling and the B. E. F. was fa ced 
wi th capture or death. It was followed within a 
few days by the miraculous evacuation fr om Dun· 
kirk. The second was on September 8, the same 
day which was set aside as a national day of 
prayer in this country. At that time Br itain's 
enemy was massed in Channel ports ready for 
an irwasion, when God again intervened. An 
Associated Press dispatch f rom London dated 
October 18 told how Germany's plans were upset 
on September 16 and said: "The kernel of the 
story is that the British bomhcrs, aided by a 
provide/Ilia/ g(l/e, like that which scattered the 
Spanish Armada, attacked German troopships on 
the French 'im·asion coasl' just after they had 
been jamnrC(\ from beam to beam with German 
troops, and made their departure impossible." 

A glaring newspaper headline of Springfield, 
Missouri. in September was significant. It read: 
"Storm Gods Rush to Britain's Aid." Although 
it was not "storm gods," it was God who con· 
trois the storms who heard the prayers of Great 
Britain and spared her from Jlos~ible im'asion 
by an enemy who would deSlroy ber relig ious 
freedom and end her foreign missionary work. 

In May He sent storm and fog which pre· 
vent~d the enemy from oombing the 300,000 troops 
while the e,'acuation was being organized at 
Dunkirk, and then He sent an unprecedented 
three-day calm so that el'en small boats were able 
to carry the troops safely across to England. And 
in September He sent a tcrrifie storm which broke 
up the "invasion Aeet" of the enemy when it 
seemed all was in readiness for an invasion.

t"a\"illg the Il)ain huilding wc enter the Printing Dcpartment, managed 
by E. K. RallIsey. There are IlUlIlbers of preSSlIlen, prillters, linotypists, and 
proof re:ldus preparinR the printing publications from cO]ly supplied by the 
Editorial Departmcnt. In ail there are four folding machines. four large 
printing pre~o;.'S. t\\O fi<jng slitchers, thrcc brge cutters or trimming machines, 
four job primil1g presses, \\hich inclutle:l new ll~>jdelburg press just i1lst:llkd. 
01 the fOllr I;lrge pre~se~. one is a ne\\" Miller eylinder press reeent!y insta!led 
at a cost of more than $10,000. 

Throughollt the buihlillg, there arc nrany modern facili ties. Light in 
the press room is rtteÎ\'e<! frorn spaciollS windows on the cast, west, and 

south. Also the room is f100dcd with an I:"cn natural light from long rows 
of Skylights' with northern exposure. The entire .building has s~\eIl~Jid 
elccuie lighting tquillmtnt. ln addition it is equil)ped Wlth an $8,000 spnnk.lmg 
system which guarantces a minimum loss by flfe and greatly reduees the cost 
of insurancc. 

ln Ihe Comllosing Room are four !inoIYI"H! machines, one costing as much 
as $8,600; it 15 of the lalest type of cquillment. 

ln the Mailing Department there are 26 em!,loyees who reo:;eive th~ 
papen ami SUliday Sehool quarterlies, from the Printing Department, fil! 
onlers and place them in U. S. mailing bags to be taken to the post office 
in a two ton truck. 

[n another section are hea\"ily laden floor trucks of Sunday Sehoul quar­
tedies ready for our customers. Then there is the Subscription Roolll, 
Cljuip\lt'd with addressograph machines and sleel filing cabinets where are 
(Iled the names of suhscribers to the Peulcc051(11 EWlIgel, C. A. Urra/d, 
Cru/,rl Gleallcr.s, flilermecliatc Young l'copie, and Pelilecosl(li Bo)'s a.rd GidJ. 
Also, there arc tllOusands of liule plates bearing the names of pastors, evan­
gelists, Sunday School Superintendent$, and teachers. These compose the 
mailing lists of our Publishing House friends. 

On the second f100r in the Editorial Del'artment are Editor Stanley H. 
Frodsham. Associale Editors Clklrles E. Robinson and Myer Pearlman. 
The cÎghteen to twenty employees alone, in the Editorial Dejlartment. excced 
the entire numher of Gospel Publishing House cmployees twenty years ago. 
Now the Puhlishing Ilouse family n\lmbers 125 workers. \Vriters in the 
Editorial Department have separate, I.\ell lighted offices. This assures them 
pri\"acy in J)oring o;"er many important articles to he printed and mailcd 
to the thousands of readers. The Reference Library used by the editorial 
staff contains more than 3,0IX) ,·olumes. Long rows of steel cahincts con· 
tain over 12,500 cuts IISed throughout our publications, many of (hem being 
made from hand drawings by Artist Charles Ramsay. Editor Frodsham's 
oniçe is in the cast wing upstairs. Here the Editorial StafT 1lH.'Ct four 
e\"enings of cach \l'eek for a hall hour of special prayer for guidance in their 
important tasks. 

t\nother large storage room where reserve stocks of Bibles and books 
arc stored is in the center of the u]lstairs building. In another wing up­
stairs is the Missions Dcpartment with Noel Perkin, Jaçob Mue:!ler, and 
their 12 assistants. Here too arc the offices of General Superinlendent E. S. 
\\'illiams, Assistant General SlIperimendent Fred Vogler, General Secretary 
J. H. Flower with his two assi$tants. Close by is the lovely reception room 
for those <lwaiting a conference with the exccutivcs. 

O"tside the main building at the southeast corner is a modern steam 
11ealing plant \Ilth t\\"o large fumaces, each 01 which is cql,ipped with 
automatic stokers and electrical controls. Ha\"ing the heating plant oUlsidc the 
main building e1îrninates fire ha1.ards, and greatly reduces insurance costs. 
E.ast of the main building is a large p'arking lot for employee's cars. 

Thus wc cOllclude our imaginary visit to the Gospel Pllblishing House, 
headquarters lor the Assemblies of Cod movement which has bceo so 
blessed of Him. \Ve suggest Idemls and patrons \"acationing in the Middle 
States plan 10 inclmle Springfield. Missouri. in their tour, and come for an 
actn .. 1 visit to the Publishing Ilonse (also Celllrai Bible In~titute). :\!any 
<Ire doing this. and they declare il is one of the brightest spots on thcir 
journey.-/l.·l.
