Thc~e questions arc problellls to a large 
11!1Iuher of Chrisl iam: and thcre is ollly 
a ile book that call give a S,llisfactory ,mswer 
to thcll1 , Thc Bi ble di stinctly teachcs that 
the prt'!scn1 course of this world is altogctber 
ahnormal. E ver si nce the 
days of Genesis 3, r ight 
lip to the time when God's 
ki ngdom is to be estab­
li shed . we arc to expect 
abnormal iti es. "For the 
ea rlle~ t expectation o f tilt: 
creature wai tcth for the 
t1I(fu i/{'statio li of tlw SOilS 
of Cod," " Becamc tIlt: 
creat llTc itsel f also shall be 
deli \'ered from thc bondage 
of corruption into the 
glorious liberty of thc chil­
dren o f God. For we know 
that thc whole crcation 
groanctil and travaileth in 
pain together until now." 

Now. tllese words sug­
gest that we are in a 
transition period. T his 
planel, and all d welling up-
011 it. and thc atmosphere 
round about it, arc subject 
to the bondage of corrup­
tion. A nd the questioll~ we wallt to invcsti­
gate arc these : Why doe~ Cod allow it? 
\Vho, or what. is the causc of it) .. \n(1 what 
is God going to do about it? 

A~ \\'(~ open up the Scri ptu rb we fmd 
that the Bible distillcd\' teac!les that tl1cre 
arc two kingdoms-the kingdom of dark­
ness and the kingdom of God. So let us lint 
look at the kingdom of darkness . In I Johll 
5 :19, we read: " \ Ve know that the whole 
world lieth in the c\'il aile." \\ 'herc docs 
this evil one come from : and wl1)' does 
God allow the whole world to lic ill his 
arms' \Vhen is his power rllld authority to 
ceasc, and when is God's timc to come? 

A large majority of Christians are under 
a great mis.apprehension as to the character 
o f the evi l one. T he devil is not an ohscene 
creature, with horns and hoofs-a pictnre 

which i:llilton has gi\'en to u, of him in 
his "Paradise Lost." 

But the devil of Scripture i~ a deceiver.

)n his dealing~ with the sons of 1ll('11 he is 
an :mgd of light, fa~cinating-, alluring. ap­
pealing to IllCIl's reason and intcllect, and 
the esthtt ic sidr of his nature. \Yt: sce what 
is bt:hind the 1ll0V('1llCllh of today: how 
there is a sinister hcing ofj.!"aniling hi~ 
powcr and a\1thority toward one era1. llack

Tile Old Testament lells us very clearly 
Ihat God's great ohjectil'e is the estahli,h­
ment of Ili~ kingdom, and t\lat is outlined 
for us very clearly in 2 Samuel 7, and 
in P,allll 89:3. All through the 01(1 Testa­
ment there is the fore~hadowing of the 
coming King and tile coming kingdom. As 
II'P opell up the New Testament I\'C see 
that one of tile greatest themes, if not 
the g-rC'ltest theme of the Nell' Testament, is 
the Killg' and tile kingdom of God. In 
Matthew 1 we get His family tree, Ilis 
ancestrallinc. 

Tn chapter 2 we gC'l that which was pre­
figured in Gcnesis 3 :IS-the virgin birth. 
III l.lIke 1 we read: "lIe shall be called 
the Son of the Highest." I.ater on we Ilave 
the rejection of the King, and the story 
of His crucifixion. 

There is no doulzt <lbollt it that there is 
something uncanlly <1nd strange abollt the 
age ill which we are noll' lil· ing. The 
rrjected. crucified King, David's greater 
Son, is 11011' in the heavenlies al tIle right 
hand of the Father, waiting for I [is mani­
festa tion as King of kings and Lord of 
lords; and in this world meanwhi le. there 
is a mysterious development of what is 
called the kingdom of heavcn _ \\'e are 
sceing strange h,lppcnings, especially in 
these closing days, in tile religious realm, 
and we arc finding- that there are two re­
markahlc. powerful spiri!t1a1 movemcnts in 
Ollr midst. both of them growing and 
flollrishing; ol1e seems to be growing and 
flourislling more than the OIlIer. One is 
the work of the Spirit of God: the other 
is the work of the spi rit of this age. One 
is heavenly, and tile otller Satanic. 

There is something alike abOllt them both. 
Ol1e is the lI'\wal, which is soon to he 
gafllere{1 11110 the heavenly garner, and 
the otller the tares, which arc to he rcaped 
by tile angels and burned by fire. Kow, 
within the church of Christendom. wi thin 
the religious rcal111, tilere is coming into 
beng a mystery .. \ mystery unrealized in 
Old Testament days but hidden there in 
type and shadow. This mystery is the 
church of God. And there is unfolded in 
the Epistks its destiny, as well as its origin 
And it has a gloriou~ destiny. Tile COIll­
ing King, before I Ie is enlhrom::(1. :'Ind 
IJcfore He d('als with the kingdom of dark­
ness, is to he marricd. and the Ilride of 
the coming King is to be mainly a Gell\ ile 
hride. 

Now, the Chllrch is almost compkte. \Ve 
are nearly at the very momcnt of which 
Paul speaks: "Tkhold . T show you a 
mystery. \Ve sh,dl not all sleep. " Bu\ no 
sooner is the mystcry of God completed 
concerniug the Church Ihan allotller mystery 
appears, the mystery of iniquity. For tile 
mystery of iniquity doth already work: 
only he who now hindereth will hinder, unti l 
he be taken Ollt of the way. :\1](1 then shall 
the wicked one he revealed-the man of sin.

Is This Standard Too High? 
In a letter from tile Board of Foreign 

i\-1issions o f the Presbyterian Chu rch in 
the United States of America, written by 
Ruth )\1. Babcock is the followi ng interest­
ing item: 

"One Ch ristiau grOIl]) among the un­
touchables ( in India ) has set up this scven­
fo ld requirement for church membership. 
Anyone wishing to become a memOcr of the 
church must satisfactorily ful fill these seven 
qualifications : 

" I. H e must conduct family devotions 
in his own home so that his family rnay 
realize what is involved. 

"2. He must learn to read in ordcr that 
he may read the Bible and thereby have 
personal access to the stories and messages 
in it. 

"3. H e lI1ust attend all sen'ices of his 
chu rch, during the week and 011 Sun­
day. 

"4. He must tithe even thollg-h he llIay 
be able to give only a handful of rice. 

"5. He must attend a class in which he 
studies the doct rines of the Cllristian re­
ligion. 

" 6. 1-I e must break completely with his 
caste by eating in public wilh Christians who 
ha \"e originally come from other castes, 
thereby proving to tile non-Christ ian grou!) 
that he is really in earnest. 

" 7. He must win someone else to Christ.

The Chris/JIIII Church 
Who.:ll brad came out of Egypt her 

peoplo.: wero.: ~poken of as a Church. "This 
is lie that was ill the church in the wilder­
ness." Acts 7 :38. They were a "church" 
because Ihey lI'ere a peoplo.: called out. 
T here is :l!lother oUl-calied people, the 
Church of the New Testament. 

When Jesus was fulfilling His ministry 
here on earth, the New Testament Churdl 
was not yet formed. Toward the end of 
His minist ry Ti e asked of His disciples, 
"\Vhom say ye thai [ alll ?, to which 
Peter replied, "ThOll art the Christ, the 
Son of the living G11d." It was at this time 
that Jesus said, "Upon this Rock J will 
build :-'ly Church. and the gate, of hell 
shall 1I0t prevail against it." 

Dowll through the age some have argtled 
that Peter was th(': Rock lIlenti0ned here, 
others that the Hock was Christ. \Ve be­
lieve the Hock was a Christ divinely re­
vealed 10 tile cOllseiol1S11eSS of those who 
belie\'e on I lim . The Chmch of Christ was 
to be "a spiritual house, all holy priest­
hood. to offer up spiritnal sacrifices. ac­
ceptable to God by J esus C11rist." I Peter 
2 :5. In no place docs tile Script me affirm 
Peter to be the Hock. Rather he is spoken of 
as a little rock. But the Bible is abundant 
in dc.::laratiol1 that Christ is till' Rock. the 
sure foundati on of the OH1rch. "I{Chold, I 
lay in Zion for a foundation a stone, a 
tried stone, a precious corner stOll!'. ;1 sure 
foundation." 1s.1. 28 :16: I Peter 2:6. "For 
other foundatiOn C<ln no man lav than that 
is laid, which is J esus Cllrist." I tor. 3:11. 

There were faith ful disciples of Jesus 
before the Day of Pentecost upon whom, at 
different times. a mig-hty mantle of divine 
power rested. They went forth 111lder the 
command of Jesus to "heal the "ick. deanse 
the leper, and raise the <lead." They were 
apostolic "lively stone~." foundational next 
to Christ in establishment of the Church. 
for the Church is "built ulxm the foun­
dation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus 
Christ himself being the chief cnrner stone." 
Eph. 2 :20. The chief corner stone here 
signifies "the extreme. or foundation 
corner." 

Moreover, in John's vision of the New 
Jerusalem which he SilW "coming down 
from God out of heaven. prep<1Ted as a 
Bride adonle<1 for her husband." the city 
had "twelve foundations, and in them the 
names of tile twt'lve apostles of the L1mb." 
Rev, 21 :14. V·,lhen one sees that the 
apostles were fOl1!ldational to the Church. 
one (Ioes not like to hear modem men claim­
ing apostleship. 

When "the Dav of Pentecost was fully 
come," the 01Urch of the New Testament 
was hrou,!!'ht into being. Thi s i~ shown in 
the type found in Lniticus 23 :15-21. Tn 
the tvpe there were two wave loaves. sig­
ni fying" the Jews and the Gentil('~ who were 
to he united. Tt was hard for the Jews to 
leam that the Gentiles were to sllare C(jllally 
with them ill the privileges of the ~ospc1 
without heing circumcised or in any way 
beeoming" proselytes to the Jewish faith. On 
the Da\' of Pentecost Peter. under the 
anointing of the Spirit. declared that the 
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l'ro!l1i~~ of the Spirit was riot \() the Jew~ 
only. but "10 them that are afar otT," ;;ignify­
ing the Gentiles, but he seemed not to 
have compn·hended the scope of his own 
message. The Jewish brethren. "which 
were scattered abroad upon the perseclltiou 
that arose about Stephen traveled as far 
as Ph('nic(', and Cyprus. and .-\ntiocll preach­
ing." But to whom did they preach? "To 
Ilone but unto the Jews only." 

Cell/iles 111 the Chunh 
That I'eter might icam that the Gellliles 

as well as the Jews were to be included 
in the New Test;lment Clmrrll. th~ Lord 
gave him the rcmarkable vision at Joppa 
of tile great sheet, "wllerein were all manner 
of fou rfooted beasts of the earth. ami wild 
heasts, and creeping things. and fow ls o f 
the air." These included specics which 
wonld be unclean to a Jcw. God would have 
Peter know that "what God hath cleansed " 
was not to be considere(1 "common or un­
clean, " Then the messengers of Cornelius 
arrived and Peter accompanied them to 
Caesarea where, in IllS mes;;age. he said . 
"God hath showed me that I should not call 
any man common or unclean." "'oreo"er. 
the Spi rit fell upon the entire household 
of the Gentile Cornelius as at Pentecost. 
showing that the Gentiles were to share 
equally with the Jews in spiritllal blessing 
and grace. Bllt with all til is. while Peter 
affirmed the cOllversion of the Gentiles. he 
confined his ministry mainly to the Jews. 

Is it possible that Peter's inahi lit y to ad­
JUSt himself to the Gentiles, at least in his 
earlier ministry, limited the usefulness of 
his life ? And is it possible now that many, 
tllTough prejudiee, or incorrttt teaching, 
have hindered their greatest usefnlness 
through being bound by custom or prej­
udice? \Ve feel that few have been so de­
livered f rom such bondage as was Paul; and 
who has enjoyed the complete freedom from 
caste or class as our Lord Jesus was. 
who "made Himself oi no reputation"? It

\\'hether because of Je\\-i~h prejudice, or 
because of God's call being on him for this 
special ministry, we arc tllankful that Peter 
had a fruitful ministry to his own people 
and was recognized thus by Paul, "The 
gospel o f the uncircumeisioll was com­
mitted unto me, as the gospel of the cir­
cumcision was unto Peter." Gal. 2 :7. 

j'a/(f's Revelation COl1cernillg the Church 
God, who in type had shown that the 

Church was to consist of both Jew and 
Gcntile, gave fmther revelation of this 
to the Apostle Paul. \Vhile Paul preached 
"to the Jell' first" wherever he had op­
portunity, and reasoned with thrm out of 
the Scriptures, hi s special calling was to 
the Gentiles. Seeing the rejection which 
the gospel received from the J ews, he 
came to the decisioll, "It was necessary 
that the word of God Sh0111d first have 
been spoken to yon: but seeing )'C put it 
from ),ou, and judge yourselves unworthy 
of everlasting life. 10 we turn to the Gen­
tiles, For so hath the Lord command!!J 
us. saying, I have set thee to be a ligh1 
of the Gentiles, that thou sllOuldest be for 
salvation unto the ends of the earth." 
Acts 13:46,47. 

In Paul's epistle to thc Epllesians, wc 
learn the fullness of his revelation concern­
ing the relationship of Jel\' and Gentile in 
the Christian Church. The Gentiles are 
shown to have been "without Christ. being 
aliens from the commollwealth of Israel, 
and strangers from the covenants of 
promise, having no hope, and witllOlit God 
in the world." It was a dark pictllre. How 
hOI~1css was the world. outside of Israel. 
and how hopelessly Israel was hackslidden 
from a heartfelt faith. Steeped in ritual, 
superstitiously zealous of the tradition of 
the ciders, they entirely missed the divine 
interpretation of truth as we learn frOtIl 
the Sermon OJI 1\101OZ/, where Jesus 
showed that pure and undefiled religion was 
a relationship of the heart. The law was 
fulfilled through loving the Lord our God 
with all the heart. and one's neighhor as 
one's self, not in ceremonialism and ancestral 
admiration. 

Tire Middle Wall BrokCH D07('H 

Tn Christ the middle wall of partition 
that had separated tile Jews a]\(1 tile Gen­
tiles was broken down through J fis having 
"abo!ished in His flesh the enmity, even 
the law of commandments contained in 
ordinances." The result of this was that 
He "hath madc both onc." This means 
that redeemed Jews and redeemed Gentiles 
became one in Christ He "reconciled hoth 
unto God in one body. by the cross. bav­
ing slain the enmity therehy." Tie "came and 
preached peace to the Gentiles which were 
afar off (as to divine privilege) and to the 
Jews which wert; nigh." And "through Him 
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both Jews and Gentiles haw an't·~~ 1,\· tHlt'

Yet 
Peter said the promise was to them that 
were afar otT, the Gelltiles, alld all inclusive. 
"to as many as the Lord our God shall 
call." 

These leaders would depri\'c u~ the hene­
fits of the Gospels. saying they were written 
for the Jews. They would ,Icllv m the 
benefits of divine Healing. s.1.y illg James 
wrote to the Jews of th~ dispersion and 
not to the Gentiles. Some wonld c1epri\'c 
us every line of the I\ew Te"tament exe('pt 
Paul's prison epist1e~. \\'e are happy that 
thev have left IlS these, and W~ arc 11appkr 
still that Jesus Ilas left liS the whole Bible. 
hoth Old and New Testanlellts. and we have 
heen assufed that "\\"Ilats()('ver lhings wcrc 
writtcn aforetime were writtCII for Ollr 
learnin,C:". that we Ihrough pati('ncc and COI11-
fort of tht' Scriptures mig'ht ha\'t' hO\M'" 
Ephe"ians. ho\\'cver. is one o f the pri~on 
epistks and whal do we find here? That 
the Gentiles should he, first of all. "'feUow 
heirs" with the Jews: that thcv should hc 
"of the 5.1111e l>Odv," no differcnce lwing 
made at all: and that thcv ~hollk1 he "par­
takers of hi~ promi~e in Chri~t. throug'h 
the gospel." What i~ this promi<;c' It is "the 
promisc of tIle Spirit by faith." The samc 
promise that had !}t'cn given to l~rat'1.
