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We call this “commencement” time be-
cause apparently we have reached the end
of our school life and are
life in earnest. However, 1 think most of
us have found that our studies are not over
when we leave school, but that they have
just begun. If our studies were to stop
here and now, I am afraid the majority of
us would not get very far in a life of useful-
ness for God. During the years spent in
school we have just been learning how to
study, and now it behooves us to apply
those principles we have learned, and go on
and on to_greater knowledge in the things
of God.

[ have a little verse here that I am going
to” comment on briefly. Tt is found in
Romans 16:10. Paul, in writing to the
saints which were at Rome, sent greetings
to a number of the saints and among them
was one Apelles: To this brother his mes-
sage was“Salute Apelles approved in
Christ.” This is one of the verses which
ordmarily we would pass over very quickly,
paying little attention to it. It
is just a word of greeting sim-
ilar to other greetings found in
this and other epistles of Paul.
“Salute Apelles approved in
Christ.”

I get great encouragement
from this little verse, however,
from the fact that no one knows
anything about Apelles. No one
ever heard anything about him
before and no one heard any-
thing about him afterwards.
Nevertheless, his labor in the
Lord was of sufficient note that
the Apostle Paul recognized his
worth with the statement Apel-
les is “approved im Christ.”
What more could any one of us
ask than that we also may be
approved in Christ ?

TIOW
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When we come to Bible School we are in
hope of receiving wvarious benefits. The
urriculum 1s designed to give us an in
telligent knowledge of Scriptural truth. The
heritage of Pentecostal people is a most
glorious one, for God has given us the
knowledge of a gospel of power which is
effectual to meet the need of every human
being—the gospel of reconciliation to save,
the power of the Blood to atone, the power
of the Word to purify and cleanse, the virtue
of His stripes for healing, the enduement
of His Spirit for service,

But the knowledge of full gospel truth
and the ability to teach it to others is not
enough. It i1s only as this gospel is written
in our hearts and manifested in our lives that
it becomes fruitful. It is necessary there-
fore that in addition to the benefits of Scrip-
tural teaching there be added Christian dis-
cipline. Through discipline we acquire a
practical knowledge of Christian principles
of living. Some do not recognize the truth
of this statement and there may be a temp-

tation on the part of some students to be
come restless under discipline and to throw
off restraint when school is over.

Uniforms can be discarded, but we need
to watch lest we discard the principles of
discipline when we lay off our uniforms and
other restraints that are common to school
life. Approval of God involves His approy
al of our lives as well as our teaching and
preaching. And if we would have the ap
proval of God on our lives we must be
sure that our lives please Him in all things
The Lord Jesus was able to say, “I do
always those things that please Him.” That
would be a wonderful testimony for all of
us—to do always those things that please
God. If we have that purpose for our lives
I am sure we are going to be successful
in the service of the Lord : that
is we are going to have the as
surance of the approval of God
upon our lives, no matter where
we go, no matter what we do,
if we do always those things
that please Him.,

And then the Lord Jesus also
made the statement, “My meat
is to do the will of Him that
sent me.” In other words, it
was the passion of His life to
always do the will of God.
Everything in His life tended
to this one purpose,

Some years ago I had a very
wonderful experience when 1
had the privilege of hearing the
late Dr. F. B. Meyer. When I

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Which Temple Ye Are

Crnedl 8.

The temple of Solomon is reputed to be
the most beautiful building that has ever
been constructed. It was faced with ala-
baster and its towers were covered with
gold. As viewed from the olive green
Mount of Olives its splendor dazzling in
the sun was enough to awaken pride in the
heart of any.

Perhaps an outstanding distinction in con-
nection with the erection of this temple was
the method. There was no sound of a
hammer or any iron tool. The stone had
previously been hewn to proper size at the
quarry, and the cedars came from Lebanon.
The masons laid the stones into perfect fit
because they had been exactly shaped be-
forehand.

One may ask why the care and the noise-
lessness of the erection? Because of rever-
ence. It was to be God's house, the meeting
place between Him who is to be revered
and those who sought His fellowship. Have
you noticed that where there is deep rever-
ence there is often a holy hush? When
first T visited Philadelphia 1 was invited
to visit the Betsy Ross house where the
first flag of the United States was made.
There I stood with head uncovered as I
studied the picture portraying the presenta-
tion of the flag to George Washington and
those who accompanied him. T stood in
silence, but my heart was deeply moved.

There is a noisy side to religion and wor-
ship. Many places in the Bible show this
to be so. But there is a silent side, too
often missed by many. “Be still and know
that I am God,” is advice given in one of
the Psalms—those same Psalms that exhort
the trees to clap their hands and enjoin
everything that hath breath to praise the
Lord. At Horeb the Lord passed by Elijah
in the great and strong wind, later in the
earthquake, but it was in the still small
voice that His will was heard.

In some instances God is found most
easily through “crying aloud” in seeking
Him. TIn others He is most readily found
in communing “with your own heart—and
being still.” The exhortation to commune
with your own heart and be still is follow-
ed by the words, “Offer the sacrifices of
righteousness.” Where there is too much
rush and clamor the Voice of the Spirit is
often drowned out. And when His voice
1s not heard sacrifices may become sacri-
fices of unrighteousness because the wor-
shiper fails to practice righteousness. When
the clamor of the flesh is subdued and the
soul is in a quiet, waiting attitude God can
speak to the heart. In an attitude of such
worship and waiting the soul is able to dis-
cern whether righteousness has ruled its
ways and worship or whether worship has
been mixed with unrighteousness.

When Satan seeks to direct he often
drives to hurried action. When the flesh
cries for satisfaction of its desires, it is
generally clamorous. But when the Spirit
of God guides He leads “beside the still
waters.” There is inward quiet and calm.
Often we hear it said “The king’s business
requires haste.”” There are indeed times

but have you noticed that when
David used those words he used them as
an excuse? He was fleeing from Saul and
was asking Ahimelech for a sword because
he had fled without taking one with him.
In contrast to this fevered haste of David
to free himself from being overtaken by
Saul we have the direct instruction of Scrip-
ture, “He that believeth in Him shall not
make haste.” In our fevered age, when
so many things press upon us, we need to
learn the secret of quiet, um]powi waiting
on God in making decisions.

for action,

When the people of God had gotten away
from Him in the days of Isaiah they be-
came anxious and hastened to make cove-
nants with Egypt, because of nations which
were threatening them. But they did not
turn from their wayward ways. The prophet
warned them that they were taking an un-
wise course and exhorted them to return to
God, putting their trust in Him and not in
Lgypt And what did He say? “For
thus saith the Lord God, the Holy One of
Israel; In returning and rest shall ye be
saved; in quietness and confidence shall be
your strength.” Present days among the
nations are similar to those days, or perhaps
more exacting. What shall the servants of
God do? We may be carried along by the
currents that move the world—currents of
unrest, excitement, immature decisions—
or we may find our place in God where He
becomes a hiding place from the stormy
wind and tempest.

It is in quietness and not in clamor that
almost all the works of God are developed
in nature. It was our pleasure to visit
Carlsbad Caverns in the great Southwest.
On the surface of the rolling landscape
there was almost desert. Never would one
expect to find what one’s eyes were to be-
hold. It was when we had been guided
down into the bowels of the hills that the
beauty and grandeur bewildered our ability
to grasp the wonders of the sight. Was the
beauty of Carsbad Caverns created in a
day? Guides will tell you it took many
ages. Quiet dripping of water, drop on
drop, brought about the beauties we may
now behold. We turn temporarily from na-
ture to grace. The surface of our lives and
surroundings may be uninviting, but if we
live a life quietly surrendered to God, He
will give us an interior beauty that will
be admired by many and a crown of glory
in His everlasting kingdom. Be not wor-
ried if inward beauty and perfection are

submit to the will of God
3ehold the lilies, how they grow?” Je-

sus is turning the attention of those who
will listen to nature. There is no noise
about the growth of the lily. Were you to

look at the lily an entire day you could not
discern at any time that it was growing. It
is after vou have looked away for some
time, usually days, that you discern that
growth has taken place. In spiritual life we
must forget growth as far as mnqumly
lnoking for the same is concerned. It is
as we look away from growth in ourselves,
and in fact forget growth, looking unto
Jesus that growth takes place. And remem-
ber that worry, excitement, and constant in-
trospection are like (Onsmﬂth digging up
roots of lilies planted, to see if there is
growth. Doing this retards and finally will
kill. It is well to inspect one’s heart to
pass judgment on motives, but it is a mis-
take to look inwardly with either sorrow
or pride to decide as to growth.

When I was a little boy a pumpkin plant
began to grow in our yard. As it began to
shoot forth its runners my father told me
one evening to put a stick at the end of a
runner and next morning to see if the vine
had grown any. I did so and as best I now
remember in the morning the vine had
grown six inches or more. That was rapid
growth, but had T stood beside the vine all
night and watched it I could not have seen
that it was growing. In quietness and con-
fidence let us trust God to make of us what
we ought to be.

Leaving nature as an illustration of quiet
growth let us turn to men. The greatest
characters have not been the most noisy and
bombastic. ~They have been the quiet,
steady, thinking kind. It took the silence
of the desert to make Moses the man that
God wished him to be. For forty years he
blended his nature into the nature of the
sheep and stones with which he made his
abode. Then God spoke to him. But when
God spoke it was not with voice of thunder.
The desert had prepared Moses to hear the
still small voice of God. He saw a
phenomenal sight, a bush burning with fire
vet not consumed. It was not until he had
drawn near that he heard a voice saying,
“Put thy shoes from off thy feet, for the
ground whereon thou standest is holy
ground.” Ah. Any clamor that might
be left in Moses was to be put aside. Silence
of reverence must fill his being. God
consciousness must possess him. Then he
could hear and receive the commission to de-
liver the people of the Lord. Until we are
in this place we cannot be of much help to
others.

Elijah had enjoyed many blessings and
won many victories, but he must learn the
richness of silence before being caught up
to heaven in a chariot of fire. Of greater
internal worth to him than calling down fire
from heaven was the still small voice which
he learned to hear at Horeb.

In the midst of life’s testings there are
so many things to excite, provoke, and over-
throw one’s spiritual balance. We must
learn the power of silence, quietness of
spirit, and self-possession. What an ex-
ample our Lord Jesus is. He was never
thrown out of balance by any storm. Is the
Sea of Galilee wild and threatening? He
is complete master because in the midst of
storm He is possessor of perfect inward
calm. Out of His calm He can com-
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mand, “Peace be still.”” When He was re-
viled, mistreated, and falsely accused, He
was master because of an inward masterv.
The calmor is in the mob. In Him all is
still. “When he was reviled, he reviled not
again; when he suffered he threatened not.”
They could spit in His face, buffet and
bruise Him, but He was master. Within
was a deep calm.

The Holy Spirit has come into us to
abide. He wishes us to know that we are
the temple of God, a holy, reverential, quiet,
and calm habitation of God through the
Spirit. 'We shall find times when our calm
may be seriously tested. There may bhe
times when we shall grieve because we
sense that we have failed. Let this not dis-
courage. As yet we may be in God's quar-
ry, being shaped into that which He wishes
us to be. But remember that we are His,
whether in His quarry or in His glorious
temple. The quarry is His. The temple is
His. We are His. Taking a future view
and likening the temple to the place which
believers are to fill in the age to come, we
may well regard ourselves as in the quarry.
We are being prepared to be presented “a
glorious church without spot or wrinkle or
any such things.” Taking a present view,
which is in full harmony with Scripture,
we are now the temple of God and the
Spirit of God dwells in us.

Remember that when the temple was
erected it was in perfect harmony with a
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foreordained plan. Nothing was done by
chance. Now “ye also, as lively stones,
are built up a spiritual house . . . to offer up
spiritual sacrifices.” You may not see it,
but God is preparing each of us according
to a definite plan. That is why we need
to be still and know that He is God.

When the temple was finished then the
glory of God filled the temple. The whole
temple was filled, but it was in the thick
darkness of the holiest of all that God
took up his abode. He who is filled with
the Spirit is filled every whit; spirit, soul,
and body feel the holy urge. But remem-
ber, the center of God's abode is deep in
the inner man, in the spirit.and heart. It
is within that we are to be strengthened with
might. Inward power must be greater than
outward expféssion. Remember also that
He dwells in the thick darkness. There are
qualities in God of which we as yet re-
ceive only flashes of light. And there are
times when He seems hidden. Though
hidden He is not gone for He has promised,
“I will never leave thee, nor forsake thee,”
His strength is with us in the trying hour
as in the hours of rejoicing. What He then
would teach us is to forsake clamor, un-
rest, anxiety and resign ourselves in quiet
waiting and silent simple trust. Strange to
say this is all in harmony with fervent ex-
pression of worship to the glory of God the
Father. ;i

for one extreme will only provoke the
other, and the final forfeit will be barren-
ness.

Most of all, cultivate the rich fellow-
ship of the body of Christ, wherein the
loving wisdom of God has provided such
a grand diversity of gifts and person-
alities in order that we might, by the
Spirit of Christ in the whole body grow
up into Him in all things which is the
Head. Abhor a proud individualism:
therein lies sheer folly.

Let your personal crucifixion become
actual. Deliberately maintain fellow-
ship with those personalities which clash
most with your own. The dying to
vour self-life this involves will mean
for you (and incidentally for them too)
the sure entrance into fuller life. The
profoundest principle of the Christian
life is dying to live: therefore accept
every providence which Almighty Love
brings into your pathway as an oppor-
tunity to do this. To give thanks in
everything will sweeten every cup.

As to your personal Pentecostal ex-
perience, your acceptance of your own
cross provides the only way whereby,
through the years, you can continue to
enjoy the fullness of the Holy Spirit
both in inflow and outflow. If we separ-
ate Pentecost and Calvary the purpose of
God can never be fulfilled.

was but a young man, Dr. Meyer came to
Indianapolis to attend a Sunday School
convention, at which time he gave a talk to
ministers. 1 was just hoping to be a min-
ister at that time, so I slipped into the
service along with my older brethren in
order to hear what he had to say to them.
He told of his own experience and his de-
pendence upon the Holy Spirit for inspira-
tion and guidance in all things. He said that
on one occasion he accepted a call to a
certain church, and when he began his min-
istry he determined to use the Old Testa-
ment for his Sunday morning sermons and
the New Testament for his Sunday night
addresses.

Beginning with the first chapter of
Genesis for his morning sermons and the
first chapter of Matthew for his evening dis-
courses, in fifteen years he had barely
reached the minor prophets and, as he stated
wryly, he was fortunate he had not reached
the Apocalypse. His method for obtaining
his subject matter for the following Sunday.
was to retire to his study at the conclusion
of his Sunday night service, shut the door
and sit down to meditate and wait on the
Lord. Then he would begin at the portions
of Scripture he had used that day, reading
on, verse by verse until a verse of Scripture
would fairly stand out from the page. Some-
times a flood of thoughts would immediately
come, and he would jot them down for
future meditation and prayer. When he
felt the Spirit was through with him, he
would close his book and retire for the
night.

All through the week he would devote
such time as he spent in his study to medi-
tation, research and prayer until by the fol-
lowing Sunday the material he had gone
over was very real to him. This then
formed the substance of his Sunday mes-
sages. Anyone who has read the writings
of Dr. Meyer can testify to the witness of
the Spirit upon the truth of the message
contained therein, and when one considers
the method followed by this man of God in
hearing from the Lord first before passing
his message on to others, they can readily
understand the reason.

I know of some ministers who feel the

I have never
words of that
godly man. They made a deep
impression upon me then and
[ have never gotten away from
them. [ could not help but feel
that in his desire to please God,
he put all natural things in a secondary
in his life. And that should be the purpose
of every one of us. If we have not learned
the value of self-discipline in our school
days, and if our lives are going to be fully
acceptable to God, we must know something
about this virtue before we go very far in
life. So I want to stress this point a bit.

We may find out a little of what it means
to be approved of God from a negative
found in 1 Cor. 9:27. Let us read the verses
which introduce the conclusion in the twen-
ty-seventh verse: “For though I preach the
gospel, I have nothing to glory of: for
necessity 1s laid upon me; yea, woe is unto
me, if I preach not the gospel! For if I
do this thing willingly, I have a reward: but
if against my will...what is my reward
then?.... For though 1 be free from all
men, yet have I made myself servant unto
all, that I might gain the more. And unto
the Jews I became as a Jew, that 1 might
gain the Jews; to them that are under the
law, as under the law, that 1 might gain
them that are under the law; to them that
are without law, as without law . ... To the
weak became I as weak, that I might gain
the weak: I am made all things to all men,
that I might by all means save some. And
this I do for the gospel’s sake. ...

“Know ye not that they which run in a
race run all, but one receiveth the prize?
So run, that ye may obtain. And every
man that striveth for the mastery is temper-
ate in all things. Now they do it to obtain a
corruptible crown; but we an incorruptible.
1 therefore so run, not as uncertainly; so
fight I, not as one that beateth the air: but
I keep under my body, and bring it into sub-
jection: lest that by any means, when I

As many as 37 groups of students go out
weekly to hold Sunday school and gospel serv-
ices in country churches, school houses, jails and
on street corners.

have preached to others, I myself should be
a castaway (disapproved).”

The word *“castaway” is derived from ex-
actly the same word from which we get the
word “approved,” only in the negative form,
Therefore the word “disapproved” is a bet
ter word to describe Paul's fear. Through
the use of this term we are enabled to re-
ceive a warning, lest we too, after having
preached to others, should in the end fail
to receive the approval of God upon our own
life and ministry.

The Apostle Paul wrote to the young man
Timothy, “Study to show thyself approved
unto God, a workman that needeth not to be
ashamed, rightly dividing the Word of
Truth,” 2 Tim, 2:15. But rightly dividing
the Word of Truth is only half the re-
quirement for obtaining God's approval.
It goes much further than that. It is very
wonderful to have the ability to rightly
divide the Word of Truth but it is possible
to meet this standard and yet come short
of receiving the approval of God. Studying
to show one’s self approved unto God applies
to the whole realm of our life and service
for Him.

The Apostle Paul, fully conscious of his
debt to Christ for the knowledge of this so
great salvation which had been given to
him, consecrated himself with definite pur-
pose to the preaching of that gospel to
others. He adapted himself to every type

might save some. Unto the Jew

he became as a Jew—to them
under the law as though he him-
self were under the law—to
them who have no law he be-
came as one without law—to the
strong as strong and to the
weak as weak, It takes fore-

thought and study to know how
to approach people, for no two
persons can be reached in ex-
actly the same way. But take
the gospel to them we must.
It is a very valuable thing to
importance of
personal evangelism. I believe
if we were to take a poll this afternoon, we
should find that most of us been
brought to Jesus Christ because of some
personal contact rather than by some ser-
mon. We may have been brought to a deci-
sion in an evangelistic meeting but the major-
ity of us have had other influences which
have brought us to the Lord, the evangelis-
tic meeting serving as a clincher or climax
only. That personal touch from a godly life
which we have had from day to day largely
influenced us in our decision for Christ.

The Lord Jesus Christ Himself has given
us examples of this personal ministry. He
was perfectly adaptable to each type of
person He met. It meant no difference to
Him whether it was a Nicodemus, the ruler
who came to Him by night, or whether it was
the poor Samaritan woman whom He met at
the well. It was all the same to Him and
a soul was a soul. He was able to meet
Nicodemus on his own ground and He was
able to meet the Samaritan woman also. He
adapted Himself to every person He met
He has left this example to us that we should
go and do likewise.

We do not have to make much fuss about
it. There are hosts of opportunities given
to us on every hand. Take a simple thing
like going into a restaurant and bowing your
head for a word of thanksgiving before
partaking of your meal. Sometimes there
comes a temptation when in a restaurant to
refrain from making one’s self conspicuous
and to just let the prayer of thanks pass
by. 1 have made it a habit of life, how-
ever, wherever I may be, whether in a pub-
lic place or at home, to offer thanks for my
food. I have had some remarkable oppor-
tunities for personal testimony given to me
sometimes because of that simple act.

Not so very long ago I was on a train. [
went into the dining-car and sat down at
a table and a man came in and sat down
opposite me. For a moment I thought
“Here I am going to make myself look queer
in the sight of the man in front of me.”
Nevertheless I bowed my head and thanked
the Lord for my food. When I opened my
eyes | found the man looking straight at
me, He said, “Are you a Christian 7"’ I said,
“T am a Christian.” He said, “Do you
happen to be a minister 7 I answered, “Yes,
I am.” He went on and asked me who I
was and where 1 came from, and I told him,
“I belonged to the Assemblies of God and
am a Pentecostal preacher, I am not ashamed
of it.” He said, “I know something about
your people; I have had some little contact
with them,” and one thing led on to another
and he began to open his heart to me. It is
a blessed thing when folks begin to open
their hearts.

He told me of some of his spiritual prob-

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“For as the lightning cometh out of
the east, and shineth even unto the west;
so shall also the coming of the Son of man
be." Matt, 24:27.

Lightning knows no opposition. Woe
to the thing that endeavors to stop its pro-
gress. Trees, buildings, and everything have
to go before it. It goes through the atmos-
phere and through the clouds, and there is
no limit to its power and no limit to its
extent as it sweeps from east to west. Even
so will the coming of the Son of man be—
from east to west, encircling the globe with
lightning rapidity and irresistible power.

Lightning cleaves the heavens. No
matter how thick and dense the clouds may
be, they have to part. Even so will the Son
of man cleave the heavens, going through
the dark clouds of the powers of hell,
the spiritual forces of the prince of the
power of the air.

“And a great sign was seen in heaven:
a woman . . . and she was delivered of a
man child, who is to rule all the nations
with a rod of iron, and her child was
caught up unto God and unto His throne.”
Reyv, 12:1, §, R. V.

Satan will be powerless to prevent the
descent of the Son of man or the ascent
of "the man child"—the symbol of the
overcomers of His church. Two events are
united, and if one fails, the other fails. But
neither can fail, because the enemy who
tries to prevent the coming of the Son
of man and the ascent of the man child
has heen dealt with, “I beheld Satan as
lightning fall from heaven,” said Jesus.
His fall had been foreseen, and we are
sure of his final fall, because he already
has been defeated. Satan endeavored to
overthrow the Son of man. He brought
Him to the cross and to the grave, but his
apparent victory over the Son of man
was his own downfall. He brought the
Son of man to the grave, but God raised
Him from the dead. And the Son of man
will bring Satan to the pit. The promise
is certain and sure, the Seed of the woman
shall bruise the serpent’s head.

As the Son of man, Jesus was the repre-
sentative man as well as man’s repre-
sentative. He was raised by the power of
God, carried up in a cloud, right through
the powers of darkness—no halt, no delay
—and sat down Victor at the right hand of
God the Father. He had no need to call
for Michael and his hosts to contend on
His behalf. Why? Because He had met
the hosts of darkness previously in the
garden of Gethsemane, and had gotten the
victory over them. And just as He rose
and was caught up into heaven, even so
those that are His will be.

As the Son got through by the power of
God, so “the man child” gets through by
the same power. Michael and his angels
are just sent to deal with the disappointed,
angry enemy. And he is defeated by
Michael and his hosts. Rev. 12:8 Satan
will only have one place where he can get
victory, and that is down on the earth. In

the after period, after the ascent of the
“man child,” Satan will have his time, his
only chance of being victor, Disappointment
after disappointment, defeat after defeat,
but a temporary triumph on the earth! But
it will be at the expense of these on the earth.
“Woe to the inhabiters of the earth!”
Rev. 12:12.

But will the people heed at this time?
Will they listen? They have the Word
and they can search for themselves. When
a thunderstorm is coming there are warn-
ings and threatenings beforehand, the wind
blowing in an unusual way, and men watch
and prepare. But men are so foolish that
they cannot discern the signs of the times.
Commotions, wars, calamities, unrest, these
are the forerunners of the storm. They are
wise concerning that which lasts an hour
or two, and fools concerning that which
lasts eternally.

In the lower heavens, the habitation of
the price of the power of the air, can be
written one word, “DEFEAT.” Why?
Because there is another scroll in the heav-
ens above, written with the finger of God,
and with the blood of the Spotless One, on
which is inscribed “VICTORY.” It is on
top and ever will be.

Why is the enemy allowed the power to
rage, and the strength and majesty that he
has? To show the greatness of our God
and the power of His Christ, and that
through death, through the shed blood of
the Incarnate Word, the Seed of the wo-
man, the carpenter’s son, the Nazarene,
God has declared that he who was once
the highest archangel of heaven shall be
overthrown, and with him all his rebel
hosts.

God has chosen “the base things of the
world"” to bring to nought the things that
are. The Son of man was considered a
base thing by His own people and by
the Romans. Blessed, thrice blessed, are
they who are on the side of Him who
was the despised and rejected of men, for
they are united and linked to the Victor
Himself by the ties of life and by the
power of the Spirit of God.

God raised Christ from the dead, and
“you also He hath quickened and raised
up with Him.” There is a difference in time
between His rising up and ours, but it
is the same mighty power that raised Him
from the grave and up to glory that raises
us up in the Spirit now and that will raise
us up in the body in the end.
raised us up to sit in heavenly places in
Christ Jesus. So that when He comes as
lightning, He is just completing the circle,
catching up that which is left behind. the

material body, to meet that which has al-

ready been raised in the Spirit.

Electricity goes in a circuit, starting from
a given point and returning to the same,
and it matters not what obstacle may im-
pede. So it will be with the Son of man,
leaving the throne as lighting, coming down
and returning to the throne with His prize—

He has .
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“I and the children Thou hast given Me,”
and no obstacle of either man or devil can
impede the progress.

lems and difficulties, and after the meal was
concluded we went into a car forward and
sat down together. For a long time I rea-
soned with him concerning the Scriptures.
The Lord seemed to give me the right word
to meet some of his problems, and as we
talked the blessing of the Lord fell upon us
and pretty soon I saw tears start down his
cheeks. 1 felt the touch of the Spirit upon
my own heart and my tears began to flow
also, and I said, “You feel the Spirit's
presence, don’t you?’ and he nodded his
head. I said, “That is the witness of the
Spirit to the things I have been telling you:
it is an indication of the approval of God
upon His Word.” Later on we parted and
I never saw that man again and may never
see him this side of eternity, but | cannot
doubt but that the Lord brought us to-

gether that day.

It is a wonderful experience to have
personal contact with other lives and to
have the privilege of letting our light shine
for Jesus. Paul made it a rule of life to
preach the gospel to others under every cir-
cumstance, [If he found them to be under
the law, he was able to approach them on
their own ground. To those not under the
law, he made himself as one not under the
law also. To the weak he became as one
weak, for he knew his own weakness and
had learned that when weak Christ was his
strength. Tt was all to the end that by all
means he might save some.

Anyone who has a like purpose in life will
find God’s blessing is going to rest upon
him. There is no question about it. You
will be conscious of God's blessing resting
upon you as you live the gospel, for the
gospel is not something that is acquired,
something stored away in vyour intellect,
something gained merely by three years
application to study in school. What we

“have of the gospel written down deep in

our hearts is the only thing that counts after
all. T do not want to minimize the public
preaching of the gospel. That too is very
important, but what I am trying to empha-
size is that the gospel must be demonstrated
in our lives every dav. We cannot put on a
religious demeanor for public service and
then throw it off as one would a cloak when
public ministry is concluded. If we are
spiritual, we shall be naturally spiritual, and
spiritually natural all the time, Hallelujah!
It will be just a part of our very life and
there will be no thought of putting on or
throwing off restraint as occasion suggests.

Now the Apostle Paul tells us that in his
passion to be approved of Christ he looks
upon himself as a runner who is running
in a race, or as a fighter who is in training
for a contest. And as an athlete preparing
himself for the conflict he brought himseli
under self-discipline, or strict training, in
order that he might gain the prize. We will
not follow through with the analogy here for
we can all win a prize in this race. It is not
one out of seventy who will be privileged to
win a prize, but all seventy of us can win,
(There are seventy graduates.) But the
thought underlying the analogv remains.
We are in a race, and we are in a contest,
and if we would win, we must lay aside

every weight, and the sin which doth so
easily beset us, and run with patience the
race that is set before us, looking unto Jesus
the author and finisher of our faith, So
Paul here reveals his own purpose to per-
severe in self-discipline in order that he
might accomplish the will of God and win
His approval upon his life.

There is another way in which we can
have the approval of God upon us. I have
approached the subject from the negative
side and now will present the positive side.
In Acts 2:22 it is written, “Ye men of
Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth,
a man approved of God among you by”--
by what ?—"“the miracles and wonders and
signs, which God did by him in the midst
of you, as ye yourselves also know.” Self-
discipline is necessary to obtain the approval
of God, but the supernatural workings of
the Holy Spirit are also essential. Instead of
waiting until we reach heaven to hear Him
say, “Well done, thou good and faithful
servant, enter thou into the joy of thy
Lord,” it is possible to have the conscious-
ness right now of God's approval upon us,
and the proof of His approval is found in
the fact that God is working with us, and
confirming the Word with signs following.

We know a lot about Pentecost, don’t we ?
We know what it means to have the power
of God fall, what it is to have spiritual
manifestations, to have messages in tongues
with interpretations. We believe in Divine
Healing and in supernatural workings of the
Spirit of God. But it is not enough to
believe in these things. We must bave the
mighty workings of the Holy Spirit as well
as to believe in them. 1 have seen some
strange folks who claimed to be Pentecostal,
but there was little proof of their being
Pentecostal from anything that could be
observed. The real proof of God’s approva!
upon us is that the anointing of the Spirit
is resting upon our lives. And if IHis
Spirit is resting upon us there will be evi-
dences of the fact.

If you have ever gotten into a difficulr
place, to whom did you go for help? Some-
body you knew could touch heaven—isn’t
that so? You didn’t go to someone who was
half backslidden, with one foot in the world
and the other foot in the Lord’s way. You
went to someone you knew was on fire for
God and could get in touch with Gad in
prayer. And why shouldn’t folks expect
that from our lives? Of course they should !

And listen! The Pentecostal way is just
the same today as thirty years ago. The
conditions which were met to bring the
blessing of God thirty years ago are the
same that we have to meet today. There is
no other way! And if we want the blessing
of God to rest upon us today it will mean
a yielding of ourselves to Him in fullest
dependence upon him—absolutely and com-
pletely—recognizing our own weakness and
then recognizing His all sufficiency. Paul
said, “When I am weak, then am [ strong.”
He recognized his own weakness, his own
inability, but he also recognized the ability
of God and the sufficiency of His abiding
presence.

[ knew a young man who informed me
when he accepted the pastorate of a church
that he had thirty sermons all prepared. He
was not worried about having something to
preach to his people. I caught my breath.
Really, I did! He informed me he had a
Pulpit Commentary {from which he had
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picked out thirty sermons which he thought
would be acceptable, so that he had nothing
to worry about. A short time later I learned
that trouble had developed in his church.
I am not sure whether he lasted long enough
to preach all the thirty sermons or not, and
possibly he had to go somewhere else to
try out the rest of the thirty sermons in
another pastorate. You know the reason for
his failure. His own seli-sufficiency. He
did not realize his need of complete depen-
dence upon the Holy Spirit, and that is
one of the most necessary attitudes of mind
for any Pentecostal minister to have.

If we are to have the approval of God
we must depend absolutely upon the ena-
blings of the Holy Spirit. That does not
mean that a minister should not prepare for
his preaching. Of course he should make
preparation, thorough preparation. He needs
to study the Scriptures and to pray earn-
estly for light, and what God has anointed
yesterday He can use today. It does not
make any difference whether it be received
yesterday or today, it is still good. But
that is not the point in question. On toyp
of all our careful preparation we should
still need to recognize our insufficiency, our
own weakness and to depend upon Him
alone, casting ourselves absolutely and com-
pletely upon His great all-sufficiency, if we
are to be used for His honor and glory.

Lately I have been reading the manu-
script of a new edition of “With Signs Fol-
lowing,” the story of the outpouring of the
Holy Spirit in these last days, compiled by
Stanley H. Frodsham. Tt is hoped that this
new edition will be printed this summer and
1 wish to recommend that everyone of you
students, if you possibly can, secure a copy
of that book. I will tell you the reason.
There is one dominant thought that runs all
the way through and that thought shows the
way to have a Pentecostal outpouring. [t
describes how revivals took place here and
there in all parts of the world and the con-
ditions which led up to the revival are sim-
ilar in every instance. They all tell of
great spiritual dearth, of earnest seeking of
the Lord with tears of repentance and con-
fession of need, of humbling in the pres-
ence of the Lord, with hunger and
thirst that could not be satisfied until God
Himself came and met them. There is no
substitute, no other course that can be pur-
sued if we would have an outpouring of
God’s Holy Spirit. We need to know these
things for our own guidance and help.

When we meet Scriptural conditions we
can have a Pentecostal revival. Anyone can
have a revival, at home, on the mission field
or anywhere else. If we meet God’s con-
ditions and continue to walk in them we
are certainly going to receive the evidence
that God’s approval 1s upon us.

It is evident that the apostle Paul had a
fear lest having preached to others he him-
self should seem to come short of the
standard and should finally be disqualified
or disapproved. He did not say he feared
he might be lost. That is not what he
feared. T believe that God can deliver us
from fear and give us assurance that He will
take us through to the end. But Paul did
have a fear that having preached to others,
he himself might be disapproved. And that
is why he felt the necessity of self-discipline,
of bringing his body under, of curbing his
natural life, of walking softly in the presence
of the Lord. And so he made everything in
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his life bend to the one end that the approval
of God might rest upon him.

Thank God, the day finally came when he
was able to say, “I have fought a good
fight, I have finished my course, | have kept
the faith: henceforth there is laid up for me
a crown of righteousness, which the Lord,
the righteous judge, shall give me at that
day: and not to me only, but unto all them
also that love His appearing.” When we
know the struggle is past and the battle is
all over, when effort has ceased and the
smoke of conflict has cleared away, we can
just settle down in peace and say, “I have
fought a good fight, I have finished my
course, and now I know that the approval of
God is resting upon me, I am going to have
an abundant entrance into the kingdom of
heaven.”

I have sat by the bedside of dear old
saints who have gone over into glory. I have
taken their hands and have seen the light
of heaven upon their faces as they have
realized their last hour on earth had come.
Without fear, without regret for the past,
with faces aglow with the glory of God, 1
have seen them go out to meet their Lord.
Isn’t that a glorious experience to look for-
ward to? Oh, if we have any regrets now,
let us get rid of them; if we have any fears,
let us dispose of them; if we have anything
in our lives that should not be there or that
might hinder us in our running the race to
win, let us put them away from us.

[ believe God has a plan for everyone of
us. We need to seek for His will and to
follow as He leads. It may be that God will
not open up the heavens and give us a vi-
sion concerning His plan for our lives, but
He wants us to trust Him, to walk with Him
from day to day, put our hand in His with
confidence and to trust Him moment by
moment, day by day. He wants to lead us
into His own path of service for our lives,
as He opens a door before us. We do not
need to get under a strain about this matter.
I have seen people get down before God
and weep and fairly beat the floor, saying
“Lord, show me Thy will.” All thev need
to do is to desire to do His will and He
will surely lead them in a straight path. And
then, we need to have a consecration deep
down in our hearts that whether it be to
far away lands, or at home, whether it be a
ministry in public or in private, whatever
His will may be, we will be wholly yielded
to Him and willing to do what He wants us
to do. That is the place of true peace and
rest.

Now let us return again to Apelles, We
still do not know whether he was a minister
or a missionary, whether he held a prominent
place in the life of the Church in Corinth or
a place of great obscurity. But the Apostle
Paul recognized his worth and saw that
God's approval was upon him. And every
one of us who are gathered here today can
also have the same testimony—-“Approved in
Christ.” May not one of us seem to come
short of it.

It is when we strive together for a com-
mon object that we rise above our petty
jealousies and rivalries and recognize our
essential oneness in Jesus Christ—F. B.
Mever.

A day or two later one of his two wives
came to our door, breathless, sayving that her
husband was worse and asking us to come and
pray for him. We immediately walked out to
the wvillage where we had a season of prayer
and talked further with Mr. Cheung, placing a
salvation poster in his room to remind him
of the things we had told him.

The next day a Christian friend came to us
bringing Mr. Cheung’s idol, with the good news
that the sick man had really repented. Many
Chinese say they want to believe, but when
they get to the place where they are ready to
give up their idols we know they mean business.

For a few days our patient seemed to im-
prove, but suddenly we received word that he
was worse, and by the time we had walked
the two miles to his village our newly found
brother had gone on to meet his Lord. The
second wife and her boy were sitting on stools
in the shack, wailing in approved Chinese
fashion.

Mourners—Without Hope

About ten of us went to Mr, Cheung’s house
at noon the following day, holding a service
in the narrow alleyway by the door. The
lock on the faces of the three mourners was
all the more pitiful because of their own lost
condition. Chinese women are so bound by
centuries of superstition and darkness that they
believe themselves incapable of understanding
and often will not even listen to the gospel, but
God is able, and since these two wives and the

You can understand that, even though death
is never a welcome or happy occasion, yet in
our hearts there joy because

Attacked!

The Sequel

There is a sequel to the story. Shortly after-
wards Brother Casimiro went to preach the
gospel in a town called Oscurana, which being
interpreted means “darkness,” an appropriate
name indeed for a place where the gospel
had never been preached. Seven souls were saved
the first day and in a few days still others
were won for the Lord. Casimiro had brought
LIGHT to the town of DARKNESS. Soon he
is to become pastor in a field which was opened
last year—surely God has spared this life for
His service.

COVENTRY SAINTS SPARED

A letter from Brother Donald Gee dated March
21 gives a marvelous instance of God's care for
His own. He writes: “While in the Midlands I
was able to slip over to Coventry one afterncon.
This was my first visit to the heart of the city
since their fearful ‘blitz’ of last November. It
looks as though there had been an earthquake.
Yet I could not but be struck by the almost
miraculous way our lovely Assemblies of God
hall there was standing unscathed in the midst
of it all; not even a window was damaged. Our
local pastor, Brother Durham, told me he per-
sonally attended to 105 cases of first-aid that night.
None of our folk were killed.

“Last month I visited Manchester, and was
happy to find Brother Parr's church still standing
and untouched. We had about 200 at a week-night
service.”

IN A PALESTINE SYNAGOGUE

D. J. Newgewirtz tells in Dawn about a syna-
gogue in Tiberias with whose Rabbi he had a
friendly talk. The Rabbi invited him to come
and tell the Hebrew congregation just what he
had told him. Mr. Newgewirtz did so, and to
his great joy he had the privilege of proclaiming
the Lord Jesus Christ, freely and openly, in that
orthodox Jewish synagogue in Tiberias before
seven hundred Jews. As he expounded the New
Testament to them, he offered to send copies to as
many Jews as would care to have one. At the
conclusion of the service they flocked around him
eagerly asking for the Testaments. He emptied
his pockets of all he had with him, and then from
his next depot of supply he sent back several
hundred copies in response to as many requests.
In one of his recent letters the Rabbi wrote that he
had gathered the men of his synagogue into a
weekly Bible class and they were studying the
New Testament.

TaeE PENTECOSTAL EVANGEL
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MUSSOLINI IGNORED?

One of the strangest curiosities of the war,
states Time, is this: On Monday, April 21, the
Greek General Tsolakoglou surrendered to the
Germans. But the Italians went on fighting for
two days; until he surrendered to them too. The
extra fighting cost 6,000 Italian soldiers. Either
the Germans failed to tell the Italians of the
April 21 surrender, or Mussolini did not tell
his people. It may be an indication of a separation
between Hitler and Mussclini, a thing which some
students of Bible prophecy expect to happen
eventually,

THE GOSPEL IN AFRICA

Though one country after anather in Europe
has fallen into the hands of governments un-
friendly to the gospel, let us be encouraged by the
news from Africa. In April Addis Ababa fell
and Haile Selassie again ascended the throne
of Abyssinia (Ethiopia). That land where Prot-
estant missions were outlawed is now ruled hy
a Christian who encourages gospel work. Many
other parts of Africa are under the rule of General
de Gaulle, leader of the Free French forces.
He also is reported to be very friendly to the
gospel. In a letter to the London secretary of
the Paris Missionary Society, whose missions
in French Africa are being carried on from
London, General de Gaule recently wrote: “I
am happy to inform you that there is no ob-
stacle of any sort to the activity of the Evan-
gelical Missions in the territories where they are
working. Indeed, as soon as we had finished
the occupation of Gaboon, we thought of your
missions and of their needs, and at the request
of the Governor of Gaboon a special credit has
been placed at his disposal so as to allow him
to help, with both money and supplies, the
missionary establishments which are in his terri-
tory. The local authorities have my instructions
to facilitate, as far as possible, the work of
the missionaries of whatever confession in their
territories.”

(4) a message to deliver. v. 8. (3)
Glory, not only hereafter but in this
present life, v. 22. Here is the equip-
ment for a life of communion with Je-
sus in His life of ceaseless intercession.

Jesus for the ministry of intercession?
It is the very highest calling in the
world, for it is constant fellowship
with the Son of God His present
occupation in the glory. 1 Cor. 1:9;
Heb. 7:25. It is not an easy pathway,
but which involves con-
flict with the powers of darkness, and
often misunderstanding and reproach
from less spiritual fellow Christians.
In Song 7:1 we read “The joints of
thy thighs like
joints are the most hidden and deeply
covered of any in the human body. So
the ministry of intercession is a hidden

are jewels,” Those

one, bringing no praise or applause. Yet
how vitally necessary are both—the
thigh joints holding together the main
trunk and its lower limbs, also the
hidden intercessors maintaining the
unity of the body of Christ. They
are His jewels, and He alone—the
cunning (or expert) Workman—can

train and prepare them to be faithful
in their impcrtant ministry.

Let us remember that while the pray-
er of Jesus for all the other apostles
was efficacious, there was one on whom
it had no effect. Judas is called the
“Son of perdition,” or one whose
character showed him to be doomed.
Jesus foreknew that he would be lost,
even though every opportunity for
salvation was given to him. How sad
to think that one with such unparalleled

that

would sum up all they would ever need.
The first time was in the Sermon on
the Mount, immediately after His warnings against
vain repetitions and ostentation in prayer. Matt.
6:9-15. The second is found in Luke 11:1-4 at a
later date. The apostles had secn Jesus in com-
munion with His Father, and when He ceased
praying they asked Him to teach them that sacred
art. Again He gave them the same general
model—the prayer to be addressed to the Father,
in a spirit of filial love and obedience; our first
petitions to be for His name to be honored, His
kingdom advanced, and His will accomplished ; our
material necds to be laid before Him each day;
our sins to be confessed in a humble, penitent
spirit, forgiving all others who have wronged
us: our trust to be in His keeping us from
temptation, and giving us the wvictory over the
devil and all his works. Jesus then added the
parable of the Friend at Midnight to encourage
His children to pray with tmportunity, which
has been defined as “keeping on until you get
it.” He also gave the precious promises to those
who ask, seek, and Fknock, and the glorious
assurance that “every one that asketh receiveth.”
Thus was Jesus seeking to train His followers
in the school of intercession. The shorter praver

SANCTIFICATION, The word literally means
separation—a being cut foose from sin, the world,
and its spirit and joined unto God, set apart for
His service alone. This necessarily involves the
secondary meaning of the word, namely a mak-
ing holy; because God cannot use unclean vessels.
2 Tim. 2:20, 21. Note seven things Jesus here
says about His people. They were (1) Chosen
out of the world. v. 6. (2) Left in the world
vv. 15 (3) Not of the world. v. 14. (4) Hated
by the world. v. 14. (5) Kept from evil in the
warld. v, 15. (6) Sent into the world. v. 18.
(7) His witnesses to the world. vv. 21, 23, Is this
true of you and me?

UNITY. Jesus prayed that we might be joined
together in a heart oneness and love like that
which united Him to His Father. This is the
greatest need today, when we are praying for
a great revival in all parts of the world. The
Holy Spirit cannot dwell where there is discord
or division. An old missienary in India used to
preach on Eph. 4:16 as the making of a tub. With
graphic minuteness he would describe the solid
wooden bottom, which was Jesus Christ, the only
foundation of His church. Then he would picture

opportunities and privileges, probably

with many natural gifts as well, should
barter his soul for a few paltry pieces of silver,
While we are holding up the sweetness of being
saved by Jesus, let us not forget to point out
also the horrors of being lost—separated from God
and from heaven, suffering the torment of hell
fire for all eternity. 2 Cor. 5:11; Heh. 6:4-9;
10:26-31. The contemplation of what “per-
dition” means will stir us to yield ourselves as
never bhefore to travail in prayer that sinners
may flee from the wrath to come—Alice E. Luce.
