The 
way of di:;trcss was the way of enlargement. 

And thus the mati who wa~ diminished 
and brought loll' was made one who could 
ably reign over God's people isra.C'l. 

).roses was chosen from his 1110ther's 
womb to be a prophet of God. J Ie was 
rescued from death by Pharaoh's daughter 
and rca red in the comt of Pharaoh. He 
was inst ructed in all the learnillg of a 
count ry that was noted for its learning'. 
But what <Iocs learning do? Lea rning- putTs 

Abraham. Uut filled with all the knowledge 
of Egypt, purred up with all that he knew, 
he was too big for God to usc. 

So the Lord took him into the wilder­
ness to be "minished and brought low." 
Psalm 107 :39. For (arty years God was 
emptying out this man who had learned a ll 
that Egypt could tt'ach hil11. And God pllt 
wilhin him that which was essential-meek­
ness oi heart, lowliness of spirit. and an 
absolute dependence upon the power and 
presence of Jehol·ah. It was a man of 
humble, lowly, meek spirit who went forth 
to Egypt to dcliver God's people, but 11(' 
had with him the presence of the grcat r 
,A.)' L 1 [e had teen diminished. bllt he had 
also hecome enlarged. 

There \\'as a Illai{len among the captives 

threc days, night or 
day: I also alld my maidens 'will fast 
lil.·FtMSr; and ~o will I go in unto the ki ng. 
which is not according to the law: and jf 
I perish, 1 perish." 

Esther was filkd with compassion for her 
people. She was willing: to intercede 
on their behal f c\"t'n though it meant her 
own deatb. At that crisis hour the heart of 
thc Jewish captive maid was C'nlarged. She 
madc petition to the king. \Vas her inter­
cession una\"aihng? Xo. God inclined the 
heart of the king to answer her petition. 
U aman, the enemy of Israel , was destroyed. 
and instead of there being a diminishing 
of the peoplc of God. there was an enlarge­
ment. 

We are living in days of like crisis. Many

[ have spent some tIme Hying to finu out 
sOIlH,thing about Quartus, but [ have l>cen 
unable to lind out much aoou! hilll, except 
that Quartus means the fourth. The fourth 
Son was often givcn the namc of Quartus. 
According to the custom of that day, the 
fIrst son inherited the greater pMt of his 
father's estate, the second SOil something 
less; the third son usually got most of what 
was left, and the founh son often was thc 
recipient of "cry little of what his father 
possessed. But as I read the entirc last 
chapter of the Book of J{omans, I lind Paul 
had singled out one outstanding character 
in that entire closing chapter when he said, 
"Quartus a brother." 1 really feel he 
singled him out for singular blessing when 
he called him a brother. 

Some years ago when I first began preach­
ing, I had varied ambitions. 1 like to sec 
people with ambitions. There is no place 
in God's plan for a lazy Christian. God 
wants Christians who have ambition and 
who are willing to work. There is no 
place in God's plan for a lazy preacher, and 
if he is lazy he will never get anywhere. 
God expects us to have ambition. and to put 
our hands and feet and our whole sel f into 
the work of God. 

1 have always believed in having a 
destination. I have met lltally people who arc 
nOI going anywhere and who ha\'e 110 plans 
for getting to ally given place in a certain 
time. The result is, they never make a 
success of anything they do. Christians, 
under God, ought to lIIark out a plan ac­
cording to wh:lt they believe to be the will 
of God, and work ill that direction. Amen! 

I had planned largely on what I believed 
would glVe me personal satisfaction while 
serving God. I first wanted to preach to a 
hig congregation. I felt maybe God wOl\ld 
sometime let me be a preacher. At that time 
SOIlle of my friends told me if I could land 
a job I should take it, becausc I would 
never make a preacher anyway, and it 
would save me and my father embarrass­
ment. However, God had called me to 
preach. I never had any ambition to be a 
preacher although God had called me. for 
1 felt there was nothing easy about it. I 
asked God to help me, and T am still pray­
ing and asking God for help, and bel ieving 
that some day I shaH realize more of the 
things I desire, 

I wanted to preach to a gn;:at crowd. 
T f you couId see the crowds I preached to. 
you would realize why. I was preaching 
on an Indian ReservatIon, and sometimes I 
had eight, and sometimes as many as fifteen. 
The offering ran anywhere from a dime up 
to twenty-five cents. It took all my money 
for gas and light, and I spent my time chop­
ping wood in order to have wood for the 
fKe. I did not have ally church, I did not 
have a ):!ood suit of clothes, not even a 
necktie, I did not get a haircut even for 

three long lIIolllhs. 1 did lIot complain, but 
I was anxious for God to give me a crowd 
to preach to. 

Thcll I had ambitiOlls to pa,>tur a l)Jg 
church sometime, and I felt if I could onlv 
achieve this 1 should feel supremely happy. 
I also wanted to get on the presbytery. 1 
never told anybody that. I felt in my 
hean if the Lord would only trust me to 
be a presuyter, I should be happy. ?\fow I 
think that is the most thankless job in the 
world. You sit up all night, and if any­
thing is accomplishcd the other fellow nSllal­
ly get:. the credit. 1 had other ambitions. 
but these three arc the ones 1 ha\'t~ singled 
out to mention here. 

God was kind to me. III th\: lina live 
or six years of Illy minbtry God smiled 
upon my life and gave liS a splendid revival 
after a long drought. Right out of heaven 
it came. We had been fOllr weeks and two 
nights without a soul at the altar. oLllU then 
God broke the heavens open and down came 
tile blessings that filled ollr hearts. Tn a 
few nights we were alit of the little church 
into a big auditorium. This pro\'es to lIle 
that God can get the crowd anv time, if 
you and I can bcJieve Him to help liS;. 

And so I had a crowd. 

I recal1 Brother Greisen was there that 
afternoon, and some of the other brethren . 
and God did give us a great service. \Vhen 
T walked OUI of the auditorium Brother 
Greisen came and put his hand on mv 
')houlder~I was jllst a youngster-and h'e 
~aid, "Son, God did bless and help YOIl to­
day," I was grate ful to God. bllt I had e,,­
pected somcthing in my own heart that was 
not there that day. Now don't miSllnder­
stand me. T was happy for the crowd, Twas 
happy for God's hlessings. I did not desen'e 
it. But I had expected .sollie feeling- of 
sati sfaction, some feeling of haying- ac­
complished something. That was ab~ent 
from my heart. and T confe~s I Sl\ffered a 
letdown. 

Some years went by. I was called to the 
church in Kansas City. God helped liS 

there and blessed us in spite of ignorance, 
and gave us a splendid work. But even 
though living in a lovely home. having a 
wonderful church. a fine Sundav School a 
large crowd--on Sunday nights ;11any tin;es 
we had only standing rool1l~I did not ha\'e 
in my heart the satisfaction J had anticipated 
would be mine when I arri\'CcI at tbat place. 

The brethren honored me bv aski ng me 
to sit on the Presbytery. but even though T 
had achieved that goal it had not brought 
to my heart the satisfaction T had anticipat­
ed. I felt discouraged-not with what God 
was doing. but with myself. H ave you ever 
been discouraged with yourself? Some­
times it is a good thing. You get to see 
where God is in the program. 

I thought it would be nice if God would 
let me out of the ministry, and let me get 
a good job where 1 could support a chur·ch. 
I would not mind being a Sunday School 
officer or something like that; I would work 
hard and put my money into the church 
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and give to missions. I felt I did not have 
in my heart what 1 wanted there. 

One day a man said to me, "1 have been 
thinking about you. I wonder if you ha\'e 
been thinking o£ getting a job?" J said. 
"Yes, I have." 

There are lots of people who forget tbe 
call of God. ] had forgotten it 1Il00ncntarily. 
1 thought, "Now I will resign frum the 
Presbytery, and then later I will resign from 
the church; and then I will take this job and 
settle down. I will go to church, I will 
love the Lord, I will stay a Christian. but 
I will let somebody else have the job of 
preaching. The world is full of preachers 
anyhow." 1 had not consulted God ahout it. 

I wrOte alit Ill)' resignation and tonk it 
to \Vichita to the Presbyters' meeting in 
Brother Vogle r's home. 1 sat in the f'res­
byters' session all day and kept it in Illy 
pocket. I thought. "?\fow tomorrow wilen 
the afternoon comes I will hand it in." 

On the morning of the day when T was to 
hand it in ill the afternoon, a young preach­
er wanted to see lIIe. ~lrs. Vogler caBed 
me downstairs. This fellow was stand ing on 
the porch. ITe wanted to surprise me. T 
pushed the door open and stepped alit on 
the porch, and he threw his arms around 
me, and the tears were running down his 
cheeks. He sobbed and cried and would 
hardly let me go. lIe said, ';I3rother Long. 
I am in a hard place." I knew that. \Ne 
had discussed it in the Presbyters' meet­
ing. He hardly had bread on the tahle. 
For weeks he ate carrot soup every day. 

He began to pour his heart out to me and 
said . "I told my wife we must not he dis­
couraged. God is good to us." I listened 
~o his story and it ju~t pounded my heart 
Into bits. And then he said, "I came oyer 
here. J walked most of the wa\'. I can 
take it. I3ut 1 need some brotl;er. YOII 
haye been just like a "col brother to me. You 
were there when T was saved and T kind 
of look to you. And I said to my wife, '1 
can walk to \Vichita; if J can only see 
Brother Long. he can help me.''' 

T could 110t e\'en help myself! There 1 
was, ready to quit, ready to give up preach­
ing. ready to take an easy job where I could 
make good money. ready \0 settle down ;'Inc! 
let the work of God go. I thought. "I-Iere 
is a boy eating carrot soup, living in one 
room, with a stove in the corner for heat. 
He is sufferi ng. fiut he is not discouraged, 
he does not want to quit; he just wants some 
help from me." And so I helped him. And 
when I helped him, I helped myself. 

When 1 got off Illy knees T had something 
inside T had never had before. I had been 
saved, I 11ad been filled with the Spirit: but 
now I had just learned what 1 wanted to 
be-I wanted to be "a brolher." 

I tore my resignation to pieces and tossed 
it in the wastebasket on my way back to the 
Presbyters' meeting. and then went home 
and sought the face of God. God gave us 
a revival. Brother Welch came up. and in 
the next week or two fifty or sixty were 
baptized in the Holy Ghost. The glory 
of God came down. 

Since then I have been praying and ask­
ing God not to gi,'e me a big crowd to preach 
to all the time, but to let me be a brother­
for T can say honestly that the greatest 
privilege in my life today is the privilege 
of speaking to someone who is discouraged 
or heavy hearted, someone who needs a 
f riend. Oh, how much we need brothers in 
the church today! We have lots of evan-
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gelists. lots of preachers, lots of singers. 
lots of deacons, lots of all kinds of people 
in authority, but we do not have nearly as 
man)' brQthrrs as we need 111 the church 
today. 

People arc sitting in these scats who will 
nevcr be touched by the pastor's sermon 
or the evangelist's message. I'(-oplc walk 
in and om of our churches who will never 
he touched by the choir's singing or the 
special !lumber; Iml they would be touch­
ed if somebody would walk down and clasp 
their hand and say, "God bless : .... 011, Bro/h­
er.r" There are people who come to this 
church like they do to every other church, 
and they are praying for a brother. What a 
need there is for brothers. Amen! 

l\ot so man)' months ago j was in Ix-d. 
I had been ill about six months. I remem­
ber one Sunday morning I was lying in 
much pain. and I heard SOI11(' little VOk6 
outside the door. :\ly wife llad gone to 
church. My heart longed to be in the 
house of God. \' au may nOI appreciate 
God's house this morning, btlt if Vall had 
to stay away for six months yo~ would 
grow so hungry to hear the people sing, to 
hear a prayer, to hear a sermon. 

This morning] heard some little \'oices ill 
the hall, and 1 begged the nurse to let tho<;(' 
feHows in, She promised slle would. am1 
in filed six or seven little k!lows. The\' 
brought me some flowers, They were news­
boys, boys 1 had liked to talk with. 

J seem to be without dignity; I like to 
talk to the little feilows on the Street. Thev 
remind me of the time when [ llSed to stan;1 
on a street corner and sell papers. II 
stays right in my soul. T here they stood. 
One little fellow was the spokesman, and Ile 
sa id, "M r. Long. we hope you will be get­
ting well soon," And he twisted his fingf'f 
in his hat. " \Ve miss yOll on the corner. 
so we gal togdther and bronght these 
flowers." 

That was all they had to say. And so 
I talked with them for a moment. Theil 
each one shook my hand and they stood 
still while I prayed, and they wiped the 
tears out of their eyes as they left. 

God had wonderfully blessed me there 
with flowers. Some bad been cabled frOIll 
France-God bless the ones who sent them 
-and standing right ncar were two d07.en 
American Beauty roses. That night they 
wanted to take all the flowers alit of the 
room as they said they were taking all the 
oxygen out of the air; but when they wanted 
to take away the six little roses these poor 
hays had brought, I said, "You can take 
away the other flowers, but leave these." 

Those flowers came from the little fellow." 
who wanted to be brothers to somebodv 
whom they felt had wanted to be a big 
hrother to them, and I considered them the 
greatest bouquet that ever came inside IllV 

room, because Ihey came from lillI e hearh 
that were filled with that desire \(l he a 
brother. 

One day when I was so btlsy in tbe tem ­
ple [ could han!!y find time to do Illy work. 
a Illan came to see me. He had an 01<1-
fa~hioncd howkr hat and clothcs thir!1 
Icars Olll of dall.:. and he said, "Can T talk 
io Ihe pastor?" 1 said. "Surely." H e 101(1 
me Ilis story, how he loved God, how he had 
1)('('11 a Christian. sailing around the world: 
told me all the ships he had sailed on, and 
how he had always served God no !lla\tf'r 
how rough Ihe crew. 
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\\'hen he had lini~hed 1m ~1'Jr\". 1 had a 
word of prayer with him, and tllell I :.aid, 
"Dad, what can I do for you ?" lie answer­
l:d, "Nothing," ··Do you nerd a Illeal?" 
"No, sir." "1Iave you a room?" ··Yes, sir." 
\Vell, I wondered what he came for. I said, 
"\Vhat was your obj(.'Ct III cOllling to see me? 
Is there somethillg' 1 can do?" lIe said, 
"I have walked lip and down the ~trcets of 
Ihe city and l-mocked at the door of aile 
pastor's study after another, trYlIlg to lind 
~o!llebody who would let me Ill. I just 
wanted to sit down alld lInbu!'(kn IllV heart, 
that's all." ' 

I bade him good-by and saw him go do\\n 
the walk. His face was lit lip. I ~tood 
:md watched him. 1 had spellt twcnty-five 
Illinutes with him, and did not think they 
had been wast cd. The next Sunda,' as I 
,ame on the platform and sat dowl1,' in the 
f rOil! row of the section to my left sat the 
little man with twO of his friends. and his 
bce was illuminated. We had testlll\onv 
meeting and when he Mood up he paid tile 
the greatest compliment I ha\e ever had 
II'hen he said I was a pastor who could be 
(/ /irother. He was far away fmm England. 
his homeland. and he needed a friend amI a 
hrother. 

[ could not begin to lell how many people 
have been brothers to me. It has bet'll an 
uphill pull every inch of the way. One day 
1\ hen we were having a battle. two preachers 
:!Ild their wives dro\'c in to sec us and we 
had tllem stay to the e\cning- meal. \\le 
11:1(1 a wonderful visit with thell!. And 
II"hel1 they left, after they had had worship 
with u~, they said, "The Lord bless YOll, 
I : rot her Long. \Ve thought of you ov('r 
rere, and we drove over." 

I f they had only known, that day I was 
just flat up against the wal!, so to speak. 
I could hardly believe I could face one marl' 
(lay in the baltIc, hut the next day I fOllnd 
[ was strong again to do the work 1 l1a<1 to 
do, all because of a brother. There are 
thousands of men and women who need 
II brother worse than the\' need a preacher: 
they need a brother wors'e than alwthillg in 
the world. 

I have lots of brothers around the world. 
hut I have one blood brother. He and I 
have been inseparable all my lik. When 
we were little fellows we slept together, 
we sold papers together on the street. we 
worked together. He was a Christian be­
fore I was, and then he prayed for me 
until God sof tened my heart. ~lr brother 
u;;ed to make mistakes, but nobody knew 
i rom me that he was not perfect. If any-
11O<Iy said a word about him I was ready to 
fig-ht. In fact, Thad IllV nose skinned more 
times in Illy life dcfend1ng my brother than 
in any other way. \O\'lIen he did wrong. il 
the world said a word about him I would 
stand up for him, but when we g-Ol alone T 
wO\lld say, "YOll little brat: didn't \'ou 
know any better than to do that'" To'the 
world I was his defense, 

I thank God from the boltom of my 
hea rt for brothers. for men who have real-

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ly been brothers to me when I have suffered 
heartache and pain and have lifted the load 
ofT my heart. 1 pray that God will give 
us more real brothers. 

I remember when I journeyed 10 see my 
own blood brother in St. Louis, Paul would 
not go to church becausc he could nOt pay 
the price to preach. 1 weill and talked to 
hint. I had nt'\'cr hit him in my life, but. 
that tlllle I said, "Sit down and li~ten to 
me, or 1 will knock you down and make you 
listen by sitting on you." He S.1ld, "Bill. 
would you do that to me?" J said, "1 
will do it if you don't listen. 1 ha\'C come 
10 tell \'OU what God has told me to tell you, 
and l' am going to say it." When we 
linished that meeting- the sun was nlming 
IIp, and Paul was kneeling down by my 
knee. lie was willing to give up his job 
and make any sacrificl'S. He said, "I don't 
care what I have to face, r will do it." 

On the fourth day of April when he 
knelt 111 tile church at Des i\loines and was 
or<lamed my heart was filled with joy. lIe 
was my brother. But better than all. be­
~ide him knelt another lad I had Illet, who 
one time threw a handful of sa.nd into my 
gas tank. The same night he was to go 
home with me; but he did not know that. 
One the way home the car stopped. It was 
thirty degrees below 7('ro and as we stood 
by the road working on this c..'1rl)llretor the 
lad aske(1 me if f could sti]! sing. "Are \Ve 
Downhearted?" our theme song in that 
revival. and we sang it standing by Ihe car, 
1 knew that he was the one who had 
thrown the ~and into the carburetor. but J 
did not feel to scold him for it. Severa! 
nights after that he came to the :lHar and 
gave his heart to God. 1'\011' after ten 
.\·ears T sec him kneeling in the altar at Ihe 
ordination service; not m\' hlo(){1 hrothe r 
bu! a brother none the less.' 

One day I g:lre a man somtth1l1g to cat. 
got him a room, got him a bed. And Ihe 
last day of Ill)' crisis in the hospital, having 
heen Iwenty-one days at death's door­
could tlOt speak or hold a convers.1.tion. could 
not lift illY hand. could have no visitors 
except my' wife or falher and they could 
on!y stay ten minutes in twenty-four hours 
- the little man came to sec me. T saw 
his face in Ihe {Ioorway and asked the nurse 
if he could cOllle in. She let him in fo r 
twO minutes and 1 shall never forget that 
visit as long as J li,'e. T Ie had in his 
hand a little box, and hl: laid it down on my 
bedside table. And he s:lid, "Brother Long. 
vou have been a brother to me, and I want 
to be a hrothe r to you. Could 1 pray for 
yOt! ?" I told him he cO\lld. 1 could not 
talk, but at least T gave him the word. J Ie 
took his hands and put Ihem over mine and 
praye{l one of those prayers like Elijah 
prayed when the fire cante down from heav­
en. If I had to 1 could repeat that prayer. 

\Vhell he walked alII of the r00111 the 
tears were numing down Illy checks. and 
my nurse came to me and said, "f am sorry 
I let him in; I knew you would get nervolts." 
J said. "1 am happy." T bad had visitors. 
hilt never visitors like that. 

TIe was just a little man who had Ileyer 
prayed a prayer in public in his life, but he 
wanted to pray for me, And he left the 
little box with nine pieces of chocobte 
candy in it. It had been torn on one end, 
hut he had fixed it up. with a little verse on 
il. J Ie was writing as a brolhrr. f had had

For 
that reason, Theophilus, and because J have 
investigated it all carefully {rom the begin· 
ning, I have dCt('rmined to write a conneLted 
account of it for Your Excellency, so that 
you may be reliably informed about the 
things you have been tal1ght." Luke 1:1-4, 
Smith·Goodspeed translation. 

That Luke had the help, the anointing, 
the inspiration of the Spirit. in his under· 
taking. there can he no (juestion. And 
while he intended thc narrativc particularly 
for Theophilus. whoever Theophilus may 
havc been. there can be no question about 
the fact that the J foly Spirit, who mo\'ed 
Luke to write, intended it for a great multi­
tude of readers, and that it should have 
a placc in the inspired canoll of Scripture. 

Ltlke is sl1 pposed to have written his 
Gospel about A. D. 65. He was almost as 
far removed at that time from the date of 
the crucifixion of our Lord. and the marv­
elous eV('l1ts that immediately fol1owed tllat 
crucifixioll. as we arc at the prese11t time 
from the date of the initial outpouring of 
the Spirit ill these days of the Latter Hain. 
i\farvelous tllings had taken place in the 
earth as a result of "the movement that 
had developed." and it is doubtless true 
that milch false information, information 
that was misinformation, had been given 
out by the enemies of Christianity. Chris· 
tianity's enemies were many in those days, 
for the Spirit of Christ is opposed to the 
spirit or the world-ever has been and 
l'\'Cr must be. The Holy Spirit's object 
in moving Luke to write was that people 
mig-ht "be reliably informed." 

Reliable information concerning the 
Illm'enH'nts of God in the history of the 
world has always bee11 important. And 
that God has been 1lI0vi11g in an unuSl1al 
manner during the pa~t few vears in e\'('rv 
part of the inhabited e:trth.· there can he 
no question. 1\1 ttch has heen written con· 
ceruing this Pentecostal movement. much 
that is trl1e. and much that is not true. 
There was. perhaps. never a time whell 
Satan endeavored more persistently to op­
pose !he 01'l\\'ard progress of the plan :md 
program of God than he has during the past 
few decades. And one of his most fa\'ored 
weapons has been call1mny. 

Se\'eral years ago the editor of the Pellle· 
coslal E'vangcl, Stanley If. Frodsham wrole 
a hook entit led. "With Signs Following." 
This book 11as had a largc circulation. and 
has been a great blessing ill scattering the 
light Ilcar and far. It could hardly be call· 
ed "a history of Ollr movement." The Pente­
costal movement in these last days has been 
so world-wide. and there has been so much 
connected with it. that one wOllder~ if a 

history of it, in the strictest sense of the 
term, could be written, evcn though the 
writer had the pen of a Gibbon. But if a 
history cannot 1)C written "a connected ac­
count" call be. And this is what our broth­
er did. 

Several year;; have gone by, and during 
these years God has continued to work in 
a signal manner. Much has been learned 
conce rning what God did at the beginning 
of the movement-much that was not known 
at the time the book. "With Signs Follow­
ing," first appeared. Consequently there 
has been an increasing demand that the 
book be revised, and that a new edition be 
given to the world. 

The demand has been met. The book 
has beel1 thorol1ghly re\'ised; much has 
been rewritten; new material has been add­
ed, and !he narrativc, in every respect, has 
been brought up to date. 

The revised edition has just been issued 
from the press of our Gospel Publishing 
House. and 1 hasten to bespeak for it the 
largest sale of ally book yet issued by our 
pri nting plant. This book ought to be in 
the library of every Pentecostal preacher, 
and in the home of every Pentecostal family 
in the land. 

Our author reminds his readers at the 
outset that "in these last of the last days, 
the Lord God has not forgotten His promise 
given in Jocl 2 :28. 29. and the same Jesus" 
who shed forth that which the people in 
Jerusalem saw and heard at the initial out· 
pouring of the Spirit on the day of Pente­
cost. "exalted at the right hand of the Fa­
ther, is shedding forth His Spirit in identi­
cally the same manner as He did" at that 
time. And then he proceeds to show how 
as far back as the year 1854 there was one 
in New England who spoke in tongues and 
another who interpreted what was tlms 
spoken. Testimony is introduced to show 
that there was a revival in New England in 
1873 in which "talking in tongues, accom-
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lYd.nied largely wllh the gift of healing, was 
manifested." H .. (lIsa shows how speak­
ing with tongues characterized th.e great 
rc\·ival under l\[oody and Sankey 111 Eng. 
land in 1873. 1\\1 this i~ very interesting. 
\\'e see how God at thai tillle was beginning 
to send the showers that we may regard as 
a prelude to the great downpour which 
has drenched multiplied thousalHls in every 
quarter of the earth. 

The story of the reception of the Spirit 
by Brother Jethro Walthall away back in 
1879 is very interesting. We had no dis­
tinctively Pentecostal organi~ation in those 
days. and Brother V\'althal1 became a Bal" 
tist minister, but the light which he had 
received was not coun\t'nanced by the Bap­
tist ministry, and he was expelled frol11 
the church for whal was called heresy. The 
specific charges against him were his ';be­
lief in the Holy Spirit Baptism, Bible 
lloliness and Divine Healing." 

The stories which follow are of equal 
interest; the story , for instance, of Maria 
Gerber, the Swiss girl who had come "from 
that part of Switzerland where German is 
spoken" and who knew no other language. 
but who, having come to :-Jew York, "receiv­
ed the gift of the English language" in a 
very marvelOllS and miraculous manner. 
and "later went to Armenia as a missionarv 
where she labored for many years. Tl1c 
story also of the F renchman who spoke anI\­
in the French tongue, but who. being ai­
signed to a position where it seemed im ­
perative that he ha\'e an immediate knowl­
edge of English "cried mi!thlily to the Lord 
for help," and who "the following Sunday 
arose in meeting and was enabled to address 
his comradcs in perfect EI1!tli;;h, and from 
that time had free use of this lang-ua.gr." 
And of Daniel Awrey. who on the last night 
of 1889, "as the bells were ringing the old 
year oul and the new year in," was spoken 
to by the lIoly Spirit and assured "that 
God had for him a new and better ex­
perience," and who, the "cry next night 
at a prayer meeting, "claimed an immediate 
fulfillment of the promise." at which time 
"suddenly !he Spirit fell upon him and he 
began to pray in an unknown tongue." 

Equally interesting is the story of Pas· 
tor C. M. Hanson under whose min istry in 
1895 "a person came clear through ami 
spoke in tongues as in Acts 2 :4," and who. 
;' two years later prayed with another soul 
ior the Baptism in the Holy Spirit," a~ld 
whose prayer was signally answered, for 
"the Spirit came on her, and she leaped. 
shouted. praised God. sang. prophesied. and 
spoke in other tongues." All of which took 
place before Brother Hanson himself receiv­
ed this marvelous experience, for it was 
not until two years afterwards that he was 
filled and enabled to testify. " The H oI\' 
Spirit, then, as a person. took possession o'f 
His temple, speaking in other tongues, while 
1 realized myself a listener and an instru­
ment in the hands of the Almighty." 

The author has furnished us with an ac­
count of the outpouring in T opeka, Kansas. 
in 1900, and of how newspapers sent re­
porters, and artieles appeared in Kansas 
City and St. Louis papers, advertising the 
work, so that "some came to see what the 
Lord was doing;" of "the outpouring 
throughout the south," and in Los Angeles 
to which the message was carried from 
Houston, T exas. And of how the revi"al 
marvelously spread. the Christian and Mis­
sionary Alliance being favored with "a 
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gracious manifestation of the Spirit" at 
Beulah Park, Clneland, Ohio, at which time 
Elder 0. \V, Kerr, now of sainted mcmory. 
and his wife, were baptized in the J lol}' 
Ghost. 

J Ie hal; told us abo oi the outpouring at 
Xyack. where lllany of the students of the 
Chn:-.tian and )'Ii~sionary .\1Ii3ncc training 
school were filled with the Spirit. among 
them our OW!] \\". T. E.\"ans and D. II. :'Ilc­
Dowd1. both of whom ha\'e 1>C('11 towns of 
strength 1Il our Asscmblies of God mo\·e­
ment. 

A record is provided also of the gatlwrillg 
oi Pemceostal ministers a t Ilot .s.prings. 
.\rk .. in 1914, at which time the (;eneral 
Council of the Assembli es of God came in­
to existence. As indicating the signal man­
ner in which God has put I1 is stamp of ap­
proval upon what the brethren did at Hot 
Sp rings, I quote in full the pa ragra phs that 
follow: 

"In the years that han' followed this 
organization haS become a large one. On 
December 26. 194{), the records of the ,\s­
semblies of God showed th.:re ,,·erc .1.0IIl 
ordained mini ~ters in the fe1!owship, and 
3,930 affiliated churches with a membership 
of approximately 2OO,OClO .• \t this time there 
were 393 missiona r ies laboring in £ort)"­
eight fo reign countries. The )'li ss;onary 
Sl'Crctary, Noel Perkin, reports thai in for­
cig-n la1ld~ there arc I ..

:'Iludishi was desperate. lit· had dune all 
a man can do agaillSt the go>.pd testimony 
at :\Ipyana ~1I);\yo. hut now he found him­
self yearning after it. 

.\t this juncture he received a serious 
sethack. SOllle young fellows had profess­
ed faith in the Lord JeslIs, hut they were 
serving two masters. 

l\ludishi went to unburden lw; Ill;;trt to 
thern. and to tell them all he yeanK"d for. 
He hesitated to go to the h"achers, for he 
had insulted them so often. but he thought 
that sOllle of the new believers might help 
11im. 

,\Ias, he found them ill the forests hehind 
their huts, silting round the beerpots with 
g()dless companions. He was disgu"ted. 
and turned 011 them furiously, saying: '·Tf 
you want to be Christians. thell be Chris­
tians out and out. T f you want to be h{'ath­
en. thell be heathen, but what is this) This 
morning you were singing- 'Tak<' my Ii fe ;'\nd 
let it be consecrated, Lord, to Thee,' but now 
you afe half drunk, and enjoying the COI11-

pany of tile enemies." And he walked 
away in disgust. 

His dead wife's relatives, eaten up with 
cupidity, would have picked his very bones 
if they could ha\'e gained by it. The more 
he p...id, the mort: they demanded. The. 
original gun and money. with very Illuch 
more, had long been handed over. H e hadn' t 
a thing left, and sca rcely <lared to he fnund 
with food, lest they snatch it from him. 
TI1(>y \\"ere out to make his life intolerable. 
and to snatch the last possible morsel fl·om 
their victim . declaring- that unless he con­
tinued to pay. his deceased wife's spirit 
would dog his steps with every po~sible mis­
fortune. At last he asked: "\Vell. what more 
do you want? , 

The father-in-la w demanded another 250 
francs. and promised. a ft er that. to free 
him of /"'1.1il1. The demand flung ;-"fudishi 
into despair. If eve r a man drank gall and 
wormwood he did during the davs 1hat fol­
lowed. H is courage had deserted hi111 . His 
hopes of wife and family were snatched 
fr 0111 him. His erstwhile friends now look­
ed the other way as they passed him. lest 
they should be ex pected to help him 011\ of 
his dilemma. Those whom he had victimized 
as a policeman of the chief. now gloa ted 
over his discomfort. Even the chief and 
his counsellors, who had once been so friend­
ly to him, were now afraid to show any 
kindness. The\' concluded that ~rudishi 
must have grie\··ed the spi rits of tIle dead. 
or he would not be in such a predicament. 
,md they felt that they must be loyal to the 
spirits of their forefathers. rather than to 
the suffering" man. 

As Mudishi sat in despair 011(' morning. 
amant:" the weed s and dirt. outside his t111-
swept hut. contemplating- suicide. the Spirit 
of God told 01<1 5hayoano to go ;'\nd look 
him up. TIe ;'\pproached with the great­
est tendernes~, and putting his hand on 
Mudishi '" filth\' shonl ders. he said: "Son. 
how long afe y'oll t:"oing to cOlllinlle fighting 
again st God ? \Ve are nr;l\·ing- for you. 
You are bound to be saved. \Vhy not now?" 

Mudi~hi's first thoughts. however. were 

for the U1l1"C;lsonahlc demand" of his father­
in-law. lIe explained the situation to Sha­
yoano. .I\fter a while in silent prayer, the 
old man said: "I will lend you my gun. 
Go down the Kahese path and have a gOOd 
hunt. Y()l1 are all wrought up by grief 
and desp'lI!". A day out in the forests will 
do you good, and will rc1ieye your mind." 

:'Itudishi thought, "But why the Kahese 
path? That'~ not the likeliest place for 
game: just a wilderness of rocky hills." 
I lowe vcr he went. and as he st rode through 
the familiar woodlands, he weighed in his 
mind the question of the two religions. The 
heartless, hopeless worship of the dead, 
which had pro\·ed so utterly unable to help 
or fa console him. and the untried grace of 
the r ,ord Jesus Christ. 

The tiny, wriggly forest path leads pa~t 
a marsh. and streams bordered by palm 
groves, then upwards th rough nower-strewn 
glades and still upwards to a ridge of tn.'lS­
sive rocb-. thrown in giant prof usion. like 
a rampart bet ween t \\"o watersheds. It was 
just as he reached the ridgc. with the vast 
miles of forest lands st retching behind him. 
.'lnd the new vif'w of the L uulaba River and 
Valley hur!;ting on his view ahead. that 
Mudishi suddenly halted, and to his own 
surprise looked up and prayed, "God. are 
you really a God of lo\·e? If vou care for 
me. then help me, for J esus' sake." 

[t was his first prayer. and the place 
where his old life disappeared. and the new 
life in Christ opened up before him. 

,. Please help me.'· and the crv had scarce­
ly left his lips when his sensiti\·e hunter's 
car caught the sound of a rustle o f l('aves, 
and the rattle of hoofs all the rocks and 
stones. He pinched some powdered earth 
between his fingers, and flung it into the air 
to see from which direction the wind was 
blowing. A few minutes' stealthy stalking 
through the bracken and undergrowth. and 
there before him stood a massive male eland 
nibbling at the yOl1ng shoots. It must have 
heard something which made it suspicious. 
for it lifted its head and ran off at a digni ­
fied trot. Mudishi knew that in another 
second it would be out of sight, but long 
training in the forests had taught him that 
whell startled . an eland stands for a mo­
ment. to see what the danger is. before it 
makes a final dash for sa fety. Relying upon 
this the hunter jumped to his feet with a

Then in that ~pht 
second when the eland ~\Opp('d (() look the 
bullet crashed home, and the great beast fell 
dead almost at his feet. 

Before it!; movements had ceased :<.ludi"hi 
flung himself on the grass bc~ide it, amI 
as his overwrought mind broke loose in a 
flood of tears, he cried, "Oh God. you are! 
Jesus is! Love is! 1Iea\·en i~, and now 1 
belong to You." 

1 Ie cut ofT the eland's tail, as an {'vi­
dence that he had killed game, and cov­
ered the body with lcaves and bracken to 
prevent the high-flying vultures from spot­
ting it. Then he made straight for Shayo­
ano's home and the little chapel. The believ­
er!; were there praying for hi111. His soul 
was so full o f joy that he had forgotten 
about the eland as he burst ill upon them. 
and holding up one hand with the gUll, and 
the other hand smeared with blood, he 
~houted: ';1 believe on the Lo rd Jesus 
Christ." 

The saints were not at all surprised. In­
deed they had been expecting it. They all 
had to shake hands with him, and then tlley 
all kneeled together to thank God, to ex­
hort him and to congratulate him on losing 
his burden of sin. 

Then someone asked: '"Bm what is that 
in your belt, Mudishi?" 

"An eland's tail. 011 1 must tell you. 
T here's a dead eland !H:ar the Kahese path." 

Shayoano counseled: <;You lllust gi\·e a 
leg to the chief, but do not cat the rest. 
Sell it when you have dried the meat. and 
pay your fa ther-in-law. God has sent you 
that meat to deliver you from your dif­
ficul ty." 

When the chief saw the eland·s leg . 
so heavy that Davida and Petclo staggered 
with it, he came to the conclusion that the 
spirit s could 110t be so sorcly displeased with 
I'll ud ishi after all. Two days were spen t out 
in the forest, clltting up, drying and selling 
the meat. There was no difficulty in dis­
posing- of it. The natives from Kibondwe 
and Kahese swarmed about him like flies, 
begging for just a littlc piece, and holding 
out their baskets and money. 

On the second night the Illmter found 
that he had 300 francs, and still sufficient 
meat to give a piece to each of those Chris­
tians who had prayed so faithfully for hi s 
salvation. 

Of course his dead wife's family heard 
of the eland, and came to claim it, but it 
was gonc. They were enraged, and de­
\11<1nded all the money that he had gained. 
Howcver. he took them before the chie f. 
and in the presence of witnesses he paid 
them their 250 f rancs. \"'hen they claimed 
more, and clamored for his sister, too, as a 
sla,·e, the chief took Mudishi's part. He 
said: "If yOI1, parents of the dead woman, 
<Ire not content with what you ha\·c received, 
then I will take everything from yOI1, as you 
have done from Mudishi." 

"Then at least yOll wil! aHow us to take 
you to the river and to purify YOll," they 
5..1.id, bl1t to everyone's surprise M udishi 
stoutly refused. saying " J have done with 
lying heathen ceremonies for good." 

He washed himself and bought a new 
cloth. Then he went straight back to the 
chief. who was seated with hi s headmen 
and poli('e. and before the whole company 
he announced his faith in the Lord Testis 
expressing his grief that he had been a hitte r 
enemy to the children of God.

And Samuel said: "\\'hen tll0U wast 
little in thine own sight wast thou not made 
the head of the tribes of Israel, and the 
Lord anointed thee king over lsrael?"

.\dversity is an excellent tonic for the 
Christian. David knew the meaning of ad­
versity. "But in mine adversity they re­
joiced . and gathered themselves together: 
yea, the abjects gathered (hemselves to­
gether against me, and T knew it not; they 
did tear me and ceased not. Psalm 35: I $. 
Yet David rejoiced in the midst of ad­
ycrsity. Why? 

"He who is low need fcar no fal\.·' 
~V hen we are in the valley o[ adver~itr there 
IS not a great deal of danger of a fall. 
\Vhen the storm is ragin g and the billows 
are leaping high we ding clo~e to om 
Pilot and Guide. But it is the calm of life, 
the rocks o f success which we must guard 
against. ),fore ships. sailing the sea o f life, 
Il ave been wrecked by the "rocks of success" 
than were ever wrecked by the winds of ad­
versity. The danger lies in the calm of 
the evening: perhaps after a fruitful voyage 
across the ~ea o f Ii fe. The rocks of 5;UC­
cess are trc:lche rOl1S. 

And Samuel sa id : "\Vhen thou wast 
little in thine own sight How won­
derful to be little in our own sight! :\To 
matter how great we may become in the 
sig-ht of others, let us remain low in Hi s 
sight. Saul failed to remain " little" in hi5 
o\\"n sight. H e was king ! Why shonkll1e 
carry forth the command of God? Didn't 
he know better? Why should he utterh' 
destroy? And Saul. the successful king of 
Israel. met his defeat on the rocks of 
success. 

And David lamented with this lamenta­
tion: "The heauty of Tsrael is slain upon thy 
high places: how arc the mighty fallen!" 
2 Sa111. I :19. How? The rocks of success 
were too subtle for Saul. 

"Ye mountains of Gilboa. let there be no 
dew, lle ithef let there be rain. upon you . 
nor fields of oITering-s: for there the shield 
of the mighty is vilely cast away. the shield 
of Saul, AS THOU GH HE H AD 7'JOT 
BEEN ANOINTED WITH OTT..·· 2 
Sa~l. I :21. And oi l is a type of the H olv 
SpIrit. \-Vhat a tragcdy ! Once anointed with 
011 <lnd now a wrecked bark on the ro('ks 
of success. How we need to remain hUIl1-
ble in the sight o f God! 

Tt is far e<lsier to avoid the pitfa!! if 
we know that it is in our path. There­
fore. we rna\' all realize lint tl1(' rocks 
of succ('ss will wreck our bark unless we 
remain "little" in our si~ht. \Vhen we are 
"g-re<lt" in our sight we become "little·· in 
the sight of God. 

One preacher of abilitv and alloimim~ 
" ·:1.S used mightily of Goil Howe"er he 

was continually going through the va1ley 
of persecution. T rial after trial came his 
way. \\'e should not complain amid perse­
cution. God knows what is best for us. 
Paul had tb~ same e:xperiencc: ··Yet of my­
self 1 will not glory, but in mine in­
firmities." 2 Corinth. 12 :5. .\nd this good 
brother knew what it was to be in the 
va\1ey. Then there came a day when he 
passed the storms and entered the calm 
of life's sea. Suddenly, there was a crash! 
\\'hat happened? His bark was wrecked on 
the rocks of suecess, "AS THOUGH liE 
HAD NOT BEEN ANOfNTEO \\'11'1-1 
OIL."

At Ihe close of the messag-e 
twenty-olle raised their hand~ to signify their 
desire to be sal'cd, most of them girl~, As 
they came forward to pray others joined thcm 
until there was not room enough at the altar 
so thc builJmE; was turned into an '1ltar. Soon 
we began to hear glad cries as <;ouls were 
born into the kingdom of God. J u~t how 
many wcre savcd during the~e fcw davs we 
do not know dcfinitely, but your lleart would 
hal'c bccn made glad as W,IS ours if you had 
bcen herc. Pray for thcse workers, Frne~t 
and Huth, that thcy may hc rcal spiritual parcnts 
to thc new Christians who do need instruction 
and Icaching."
