Let us remember that 
Ihe Early Church preached the gospel from 
the Psalms. They had 110 New Testament; 
they preached froUl the Old Testament, in· 
dUlling the Psalms. Whr-n jc:,us !."llkc(1 with 
tl1(' twu di!>Ciple~ 011 the Ell1maus Road, Ill' 
\\as careful to Il('gin at ~loses and all the 
prophets. e}qK)unding unto them in all the 
Scripture::; the thing~ concerning Ilimseif. 
Il ence the P~all1l~ an,' prophetic in regard 
to the birth, rcsurr('('tion and coming again 
or the Lord jef,us Christ They are as much 
prophetic, as truly thc God·lm·athed \Vord 
of Truth, as any otl1('r portion of the Bible. 

The firSI three \'er,cs ~how us there is a 
row on-agitaticHl, commotion, a con~piracy, 
a mO\'cmcnt to l'('hel again~t God and again!>t 
Chri~t. "Why do thl' nations rage" (the 
word "heathen," of course, means "na­
tioll~") "and the people i1llagine vain things? 
The kings of the earlh ~et thelll~dves, and 
tIle rulers take coull'>('l together, against 
Jehovah. and against His Anointed, saying, 
Let liS hreak Ih('ir b .. Ulds asunder, and cast 
away their ('or(ls from us." 

We ask the same (Iucstion, "Why do the 
nations ragc?" \Vhy do they want to put 
{;0(1 O\lt of their reckoning? Why do they 
want to break loose from God? The kings 
~("t th('mselves against Him with hostile COIl­

tempt. Tile rulers of the earth set them· 
!>d\'l'.~ against jehovah and against I1 is 
Anointed. 1I is Anointed is Jesus, and the 
whole. thing is an anti·God and anti-Christ 
conspiracy. 

"Let us break their hands asunder, and 
C.:l.!>t away thei r cords from us." When did 
thev 5."ly that? When jesus first appeared. 
I believe the first fulfilment of these three 
ver~es was at the crucifixion of the Lord 
j esus, for these words are quoted in Acts 
4 '25 as applicablc to Pilate and Herod. 
"For of a tnlth again~t Thy holy child Jesus, 
\\'ilorn Thall has anointed, both Herod. :'Ind 
1'ontius Pilate, wilh the Gentiles, and the 
people of Isr:'lel, were gathered togelh('r. for 
to do whats(K'ver T hv Imnd and TIn> c01m~el 
detennined before to he done." 'So these 
verses had their application to, and at least 
partial fulfilment in the rejection of the Lord 
Jesus Christ, whcn they said, "\\Fe will not 
ha v(' this man to I'eig-n over us." 

\Vhile these v('rses had a partial fulfilment 
at the crucifixion of Christ, T believe that 
all through the (1mrch Age there l1a~ been 
this rJ!volt again<;t Christ. "C"lst away TIis 
bands from us. Rule Ol1t the Christ. Rule 
out Ille Bible." A s we near the end of the 
age we are seeing a greater hostility toward 
Cllri~t and all thai is of God. \Ve are see­
ing a greater conspiracy. T heli("'e we are 
in th(' last davs or this age and T helieve 
the anti Christian <;pirit will "('1 grow more 
,'iolenl. more powerful. more determin~ to 
hre:lk H is bands. 

\Ve can hear the rumhlings of rebellion. 
\Ve can henr the God hater~ and the Christ 
opposers. All around us the spirit seems 
to he gathering momentum. 

The oppo~itiOiI that was ll1anife~ted to­
ward Christ in the days of His flesh is now 
hcing Illanifestcd toward the Church, His 
anointed ones. For Jesl1s was anointed of 
the Spirit, and He is the One who anoints 
today. \Vhen JOu have rc(ei\'cd the anoint­
ing of God you should get ready for up­
posiliml. Sometimes we ha ... ten to take all 
the good things in the Book of Act~, hut we 
hesitate to take the unpleasant things. Re­
mcmber that if you have a revival you arc 
bound to have a row. The devil is not yet 
rhained "I). He is still at large, putting 
forth his darts, knowing that his time is 
short. 

They were faced with a conspiracy against 
God and against Christ, in Acts 4. A lame 
man had been healed. He had Ilever walked, 
though he was over forty years old. but 
\\111'11 Peter had s,"lid, " In the name of Jesus 
Christ of Nazareth, rise up and walk," he 
not only had got up but had leaped about. 
I don't blame him for leaping and dancing. 
Ill' had a long ti111e to make up for. \Vhr 
shouldn'l he dance? That is what I say 
about some people who get !,<Ived and get 
happy. They haven't been s;\\,('<1 very long, 
and they have a long time to make tip for. 

But what did they do with the preachers? 
They put thcm in prison for the night, and 
the next day they brought thclll before the 
,.mhedrin and asked by what authority lilt 
had healed the mall. Peter 5."lid, "By the 
name of Jesus Chrisl oi Nazareth, whom 
ye crucified, whom God raised from the 
dead, cven by Him doth this man stand here 
before you whole." And IIC went on to tell 
them how there is no salvation except 
through His name. 

The rulers were in a dilemma. The men 
who were sU]lI>osed to be on trial were turn­
ing judges and were telli ng them what was 
wrong! They said, "\Vhat shall we do? 
We can't stop this thing. We had better 
jllst forbid them to teach any more in the 
name of Jesus and set them frcc." Peter 
'<."lid, "\Ve cannot uut speak the things which 
we ha\'e seen and heard." So they threaten­
ed them, and then let them go. 

What did the disciples do? " Being let 
go, they went to their own company, and 
reported all that the chief priests and elders 
had said \Into them. And when they heard 
that. they lifted lip their voice to God with 
one accord." They reminded God of these 
"erses in Psalm 2. They repeated how 
Herod and Pilate, with the Gentiles and 
Jews. ha<l conspired again~t jesus, and then 
praye<l: "Now. Lord. behold their thre."lten­
ings' and grant unto Thy serv:!nts, that with 
all IK)ldness they may speak Thy word. by 
stretching forth Thine hand to he:!l; and 
that signs and wonders may be done by 
the !lame of Thv holy child Jesus." 

Get a few h\lndred people praying like 
that, and somethin,go is bound to happen. 
What happened? "The place wa~ shaken 
where thev were assemhl('d together : and 
tllev were' all filled with th(' lTolv GhMt." 
\Vlmt doc"" that mean to me? Tt m('ans that 
the ollly answer to grent lawlessness. re-

h(·I!inn, !.fJl~Il\'\'i,m. (,o(\·hate, and the anti· 
Christian spirit is the shaking_ p0w«r from 
l1('a\'~I1. 

\\'hile they wa\'e thc fcd flag of revolu· 
l1(,n, we W3,\'e the rl'd flag of Golgotha's 
redeeming Blood. Oi cour:ie we are "Reds." 
\\'e are the reddest people you ever saw, 
ill Ihe sense that we believe the only answer 
10 the neeth of this bleeding, war-torn world 
is the evangel of the bleeding ;l,fan of the 
Tree. God shook the house as if to say, 
"This is the answer to the people's revolt . 
The power that saves and heals and fills 
)oly people is the very power that shakes 
lilis house and thi-t shall rule tJ.e world irom 
the ri\'er unto the end of the earth." 

Do you know what the trouble is today? 
It is a struggle as to who is going to reign. 
God has settled that a long time ago. He 
has planned who shfluld reign. The Man 
wJIO died and rose again j~ the One \vho is 
destined to rule forever. 

In Psalm 2:4-6 we read, "He that sitteth 
ill tile heavens shall laugh: Jeho\'ah shall 
have Ihem in dcrision." I like thaI. Look 
at the grandeur of the \Vord of God. llere 
is an agitated world, a tumultu'Qus world, 
nations in a rage, nalions plotting and say· 
ing, "Let u~ break God's bands, let us rule 
Christ out. let us do awav with the Bible." 
,\nd wlmt docs God ans~\'er? He doesn't 
even get up from His throne. He TCln:lins 
\eated. Coutrast the two positions--on the 
one hand, the agitated earth nlling out 
Christ, persc<:uting the saints, burning the 
Bibles; and on the other, G()(I sitting in the 
heavens without moving in the least, in 
spite of all the tumult! He is serene with 
perfect composure. He knows that lIe 
starred the worlds in th~ir course :tnd that 
lie will keep them moving when men have 
all fini~hed. He won't need any dictators to 
help H im. 

"11(' that sitteth in the heavens shall 
laugh." He draws the curtain aside for \I S 
to ~ec that presiding over all the affairs and 
dcstinics of world empires is a throne that 
ru1cth in the armies of heaven. and that One 
is sitling upon that throne \\'ho holdeth the 
nations in the hollow of His hand. He is 
the One \\'ho und()('s the little crack in 
:"\'ebllchadnczzar's Iwad so that he loses hi" 
reason for seven vr-ars IIntil he learns tlmt 
God 1'\1[('th in the kingdom of men and gi\"~ 
I'tll it to \\'hom~<"ICver He will. then tightens 
it II!) ac;;tin. God ha<; onlv to tonch tl1e 
mighh' of earth to let thenl know that lie 
rule~. 

\Vhen C:od laughs it is a sorry busines<;. 
"wi i~l1't laughing now. He is lo,·inl?_ All 
through tlli~ di~pen<;ation of grace "wi is 
lo,·illg-not imputillg ollr trespaf,se~ unto 
us. hut looking upon liS through Christ. He 
is 10ngsufTering. not willing that any should 
perish. Rut the dav is coming when Tie 
shall lX'gin to bllgh. He <;halliaugh in wrath 
and anger. 

He ~av~: "Bc<:ause T have called. and \'(' 
rcfu~ed :' T ha\'(' stret('hed Ol1t m\, ham\. anc! 
no man !'cgard('rl : hilt ve have set at llOUght

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proof: I also will laugh at your calamity; 
J will mock whcn your fear comcth." Provo 
I :24-26. When God laughs at nations and 
individuals He laughs ill judgment. But 
He isn't laughillg tonight. He is saying, 
"Kiss the Son," get saved today, turn from 
your sins and cry for mcrcy, for now is the 
day oi salvat ion. The attitude of God is 
one of forbearance. God is in Christ recon­
ciling the world to Himself. He isn't laying 
our tre~pas!;l:s on us. If J Ie were we should 
sink to hell. 

This is the day of grace, the acceptable 
year of the Lord, the time of favor. That 
i~ why there is such a display of amazing 
grace. But the day fast approaches when 
the door~ into the kingdom of hea,'en will be 
dosed, the Book of Life will be closed, 
and another book will be opened-a Book 
of Judgment. 

"Jehovah shall have them in derision. 
Theil shall he speak unto them in his wrath, 
and vex them in his sore displeasure." Do 
you know that God can trouble them? He 
had only to look at Pharaoh's chariot wheels 
and they came off .• God can glance at some 
of these tanks and put them out of action- 1 
mean these anti-God concerns who think 
they can do what they like. There is One 
who rules, and He has the last word. He 
has His plans for thi ~ old world. He soon 
shall vex them. Th0se who oppose 1Iim 
shall soon know His wrath and His judg­
Inents. 

"Yet ha\'e I set my king upon my holy 
hill of Zion." It is a~ though God ~id, "Do 
what you like with H im. Crucify Him if 
you choose. I will bring Him forth from 
the tomb again, and He shall reign." God 
says, "Do what you like with ~1y saints. 
Put them in prison. Cut their heads off. 
But you can't put out the blaze. As soon 
as you quench it in one place, it will break 
out in a thousand others." l\Icn cannot 
destroy the Churdl. "God is in the midst 
of her; she shall not be moved: God shall 
help her, and that right early." Psalm 46:5. 
Those words might be applied to the Church, 
for He lives within the Church. 

Despite all the opposition on earth, despite 
all the antagonism of men, and all the forces 
that might combine to thwart His purposes, 
God is going to make His SOil the King 
Eternal. lIe as much as says. "I defy any­
one to dethrone Him."' The One for whose 
head they twisted a crown of thorns in 
mockery, at whom they scoffed, and upon 
whose cross they put a writing of derision, 
tlmt One has been reserved by God to reign 
as King of kings, Lord of lords, the Poten­
tate of tile universe. \Ve are hastening to­
ward the time whcn the whole of this world 
shall be under the magnificent sway and rllie 
and dominatioll of the blessed, glorious Im­
manuel, the Prince of peace. Let mcn pom 
on their hlry. Let tllelTI make it hotter 
than ever for God's people. Let hell itself 
loose. \ 'Vhen all have done their lltmost, 
God will defy them, for He says, "Y ('I have 
I set m)' king upon my holy hill of Zion."' 
Packed into that little word "yet" is the 
thought that in spite of all the enemies of 
God can do. His eternal plan is fixed. 

\Ve see not yet everything under His 
ruk, hllt in my mind r have the vision of 
the tillle when He shalt reiga O\'er all the 
earth. The de\'il and al! forces that are ar ­
rayed against Him can never do any 111or(" 
than God permits. Am I sure of that? Posi-
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IIVl!. Ilere is the Scripture: "For to do 
whatsoever thy hand and thy counsel deter­
mined before to be done." Isn't it wonderful 
to know that the dn'il can go only so far? 
So if God allows him to whip things up, 
Amen. If God allows the devil to ha\e a 
loose hand, it is only to hasten the (Ii,in: 
plan and speed the coming of J esus. 

,. I will declare the decree: Jehovah hath 
s,1id Ullto me, Thou art my Son: this day 
have I begouen thee." P~alm 2:7. That 
word "begotten" refer ~ to the resurrection 
of Christ. In :\cts 13 :33 we read. "God 
hath fulfilled the same unto us tlleir child­
ren, in that He hath rai~ed up Jesus again: 
as it is also written in tile second psalm, 
Thou art my 5011, thi~ day have I hegotlel\ 
Thee."

$ome years a~u a mi~~luliary was in the 
t.lala)' Peninsuia in a region whtf<.: he had 
nevtr been before, and was very IIlllch sur­
prised to hear that the governor of that 
jJrovince belint'd 111 Cbri~t. lie incluired if 
any missionary had ewr lx:en there, and was 
told that no preadll'T had \"isited the place, 
but that once a l1Ian wa~ there ~elling copit:s 
uf a book. The governor heard of this 
book, and bought onl' o f the volumes. The 
mi ssionary cxpT('~!iCd a desire to sec the 
gov("Tnor. Soon he reccived a req\Jt~t to visit 
the p.alace, which he did, accomp;Hlit'cl by' 
his wife, . 

As they entcred the heautiful grounds 
about the palace, they saw through the 
trees an 01(1 man with grey beard, clad in 
white, standing on the veranda of the house. 
and by his side his wife, also in white. 
\Vutn they caught sight of the apprO<lching 
visitors. they exclaimed. "Hosanna! Ho-
501nna!'' \Vhen they were all scated together 
on the veranda, the old man told of their 
remarkable experience. Thirty yeers beforc, 
when he and his wife were one da~' mcnding 
some of their idols, hc suddenly stoppell 
and called her attention to the lI'ol1(krful 
character of the human hand, capahle of 
making so many thin!;s. lIe said that his 
hand was a grealer thmg than these lifeless 
irnaAe~ tbe.\· wt're l11('nding.

God written upon their Ilearts.

The.: man said: "Tlli~ h till· greate,[ 
book that tells about the greatt~t }klng in 
the univer:;c," With trem1Jling hamb the 
go\·efl1or took :t, It was a ropy O( tht! 
Christian SCfl l!turcs, translated into 111<; OlIn 
language, 

:\s he read the Old Testal11(,llt, hc ~id, 
the pictures seeilled I·cry famili'lr. fnr tliey 
were just the pictures of the life of his 
country, \Vhell tht' governor and his wife 

, came to Paul's sermon to the Athenians on 
Mars II ill, where he spoke of the people 
wor~hipiJlg the "unknown God," he said: 
"Wife, we have been living in j\thens 30 
years." 

Through this Word of God alone, without 
a human voice to help them, taught by the 
Holy Spirit of truth, they came to know the 
true God and Jesus Christ whom lIe ha~ 
scnt. 

\Vhen the governor eeasell to worship 
idols, hI.' told his people of his convict iOn~ 
and practices, but he could not ten them 
much aboul any other religious life. \Vhen 
he came to know his Bible, however. he 
was prepared to teach thl'm and help thel11 
to know tlit' truth and ohey it. The people 
had asked him for a statement of his faith, 
and he told the missionary that finally he had 
wriUell it Ilowl1. Going to a little box he 
took from it his confession of faith and 
read it aloud. 

\Vith keenest anticipat ion the missionary 
listened to learn what a man thus taught 
only of God would formulale as his creed, 
h began thus: "I believe in God the Father, 
who made all things. T believe III Jesus 
Christ, the SOil of God, as my Saviour. I 
believe in thl.' Holy Ghost as my Comforter 
and teacher." The statement contained the 
fundamental I.'ssentials of thc faith that is 
accepted by the evangelical Christian Church, 
with no addition of fal sl' \·ic\\,s, The 
missionary said farewell to the aged couple, 
telling them that he soon expected to go 
home to America 10 visit his par~l\S. The 
governor looked appealingly at his newly­
found Christian brother and said: 

"Missionary, I am an old man, and Illay 
not lil'e until you come again, btl! I wish 
to ask one favor. When 1 die I will go to 
heaven, hut I will be far back among the 
unworthy ones, for I have been an idolater 
and have done so little for my Lord, But 
you will be close to Ihe Throne. for you 
h.aye had a long life of blessed service. Please 
promise that you will tell Jesus that T would 
love to be allowed to come ncar to Him just 
once that I may see His glory." 

This man was the only person who had 
the right to present any of his people to the 
king and he had not appreciated the dif­
ference hetween the king-dams of the earth 
and heaven in some of these things, Like 
a little child he 1)('lie,'cd and lovcd his Lord. 
and in his hUlllil ily he counted hill1~elf one 
who would sit far down at the feast.

Thc P'OII,wslal Tesli,,,,.,,:;·. u,~an t,lthe I'e"t,­
cO.lal A~st:mblie~ of Canaela. ttlls of thc lorJ!Ctlo· 
ing of a ship on which two of their promisinp: new 
missionaries were sailing for Trini'l:ld. British 
\\'6t Indic~. It was the l.ady H(J1,;"ki>!s, which 
went down in th(' Somh Atlantir on the night of 
hnu:lry 19. The missionaries are nroth~r Robert 
A. Parkimon and his wife. Si~tcr Parkinson was 
among thl" ~un· i vors. hut on Fchru:lry I Broth('r 
Parkin~ou was sti ll missing. 

T he Toronto Doily Sta, ("arried a I;lolI'ing ac· 
couot of ~isler Parkin5Oll's herois", in Ihe grim 
sea-war tragedy. as did many other American and 
Canadian newsval>ers. It said: 

"~ru. Rohoert A. Parkinson of ToronlO WlilS 
the heroine of Ihe 71 sur"i"ors of the torpcdoa\ 
lAd)' Han·ki"s. She is safe in Puerto Rico. after 
five day, in an ()'.·ercrowded ijfl"boat, b"t her 
husband is unreported. believed to have !J.e<,n 
one of the more Ihan 250 who lost their lives. 

"As bodies of five. dead from exposure, were 
committed to the sea from an overcrowded life· 
boat, Mrs. ParkiJlson led in prayers. At other 
ti mes she buoyed up Ihe conrage of Ihe others by 
leading in hymn singing." 

Sisler Parkinsol1 and her husband became 
s~raled in the disaster. In her own words: "'Ve 
were hoth togelher, and SO far as I knew "'1" both 
jumped into Ihe waler. Debris hit me bUI r ... as 
able to push it aside. I belie\'ed my hus~nd ... as 
fl oating beside me. but whm I looked he had dis­
appearffl. The ship \\"ent down as I reached Ihe 
lifeboM." 

The lifebo.1 t was built for 13 but there wcre 
76 crowded iuto it. Among these were only twO 
women. hoesides a two·j"ear·old ~irl. SiSler Park­
inson s.,id she fought all night to keep Ihe older 
lady frOm being crushed. but finally this lady 
died. She believes she may h:we died Irom 
crushing, ralher than Irom exl'0~ure. It must 
have b«:o a Iryin~ ordeal. Duriul( the fh'~ days 
on the open sea those in the [i!choat I;"ed on the 
slimmest rlltlolls until picked Ul) by :I. (lOlssing 
ship.
