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“If ye shall ask ANYTHING in My name,
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It was during our furlough of some years ago. Mr.
Gamble of Cincinnati, had on hearing of our being in this
country, sent for us to spend a month of the severe winter
weather down in the sunny South and we found ourselves
leaving Cincinnati in a snowstorm and arriving the following
day in the glorious sunshine of Florida.

One morning at the breakfast table, we were told to
prepare for a long auto drive and alter hours of woodland
driving, through the live oak forests with their weird-like
mosses drooping to the very ground and then past one blue
lake aflter another, we arrived amid the orange groves of a
very famous Chinese, Liu Gim Gon. We had been told
something of the story of this man. He had come to the
States from Canton to work with an uncle living in San
Francisco as a laundryman. The boy was very young, if
we remember correctly about ten years old.

Like any other child, he was fascinated with the wonder-
land of America, but his stay on the Pacific Coast was very
short. For some reason he was sent on to Boston to work
with a friend of his uncle’s in another laundry. When Gaod
starts out to run down a life with a glorious purpose of
winning that life for Himself, His methods seem to us
peculiar and we are so apt to say, “How strange!”

Liu Gim Gon was working in his new home in Boston,
learning the laundry business, when his diminutive size
attracted the attention of an American lady who patronized
that laundry for her weekly wash. The laundryman was
asked why he did not send the small boy to school and replied
that the boy must work to pay for his rice. The bright-
faced youngster attracted the attention and unconsciously
solicited the interest of the above-named lady.

She offered a home and a chance to attend the public schools for
the small boy and Lin Gim Gon and his needs created a foreign
missionary field for the Boston lady. He remained with his good
friend who was used of God to lead him to a knowledge of Jesus
Christ as his personal Saviour, finished his high school education
and was then sent to Florida where his friend owned an orange
grove. The grove had been pretty much of a failure, but Liu
Gim Gon put all there was of himself into its development; and
the splendid response that he received from his attention to soil
and trees gave prospect of a fine crop of oranges.

About this time, Liu Gim Gon's good friend in the North died,
a great grief to the Chinaman, for he had hoped to repay in some

The orange grove lay outside of the town and as we drove
through the entrance gates we stopped at a small but cozy looking
bungalow with a wide veranda across the front. Seated on the
porch by a small table and in a much worn bamboo chair was a
solitary figure. It was Liu Gim Gon, now an old man with snow
white hair—quite unusual with the Chinese, As we left the car and
stepped forward toward the humble little home, the 0!l man, dressed
in the working clothes of an American farmer and made of the
proverbial blue so typical of China, came forward to greet us.

It is time to continue ‘“in prayer!”

I'I‘ is time to pray.
If we will listen, we will know that the

Spirit is calling us to pray,... to continue
in prayer. Down deep within the hearts of
(God's children, the Spirit of prophecy speaks.
The important thing is to become quiet, and
listen. Then we shall not be found unpre-
pared, nor be taken unaware. It is for “such
a time as this” that God has raised up for
the past generation a Holy Ghost people
who have been moved to give warning of
just such things as are now taking place
upon the earth.

In my possession I have a letter received
by me about a week before the history-
making events of December 7, 1941, that is
indicative of the fact that the saints of God
are not taken unaware. This letter says
in part: “The Spirit of the Lord is crying
destruction and death everywhere. Pray
through, and pray on....The blood of
Jesus shall prevail. That cleansing flow
shall not be hindered. The just shall live
by faith.”

“These . .. continued in prayer.”

This was the Upper Room group. Acts
1:14.

Once they had failed in prayer. Now
they continued in prayer. What was the
difference? These were Jesus’' nearest and
dearest. Not so long before, in His hour
of greatest need, He had taken Peter, James,
and John with Him into the garden. That
was a dark, dark night. “This is your hour,
and the power of darkness,” admitted Jesus.
It was a night of betrayal. Jesus had pleaded
with them, “Pray.” “Watch and pray.”
But they had fallen asleep, While they
slept, the betraver dsew near, and his dark,
treacherous little party, with their lanterns.
The opportunity to watch and pray was
gone!

The past could not be relived, but now,
only a little more than forty days later, they
had found a place in God where they, with
the holy women and others, “...all con-
tinued in prayer.” As they continued, the
Holy Ghost fell, they became endued with
power from on high, and the wondrous
works of God were wrought among them,
launching the church out upon the beginning
of her world-wide ministry. They had
watched Jesus pray. They had found Him
in the mountains alone, in prayer., They
had watched Him as, “he went a little
further,” and as He, “being in an agony,
prayed more earnestly.”

Many learn to pray more earnestly in
times of agony, suspense, and trial. Many
who did not pause to pray in times of ease,
will call upon God in times of trouble. Any
who have been indifferent had better get
back into the house of God, for there are
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days of seriousness ahead.
in jeopardy and danger.

There 1s more than men in this battle.
The arch foe is getting into his stride. The
“way of the kings of the east” is being pre-
pared. Rev. 16:12. God is one day going
to deal with the oriental Land of the Rising
Sun, in judgment. Our Lord Jesus Christ
has a power greater than all, and will one
day recreate a world in beauty and order.
“He shall not fail.”

The darker the night gets, the nearer is
the dawn of day. Some inexperienced help-
ers were called to help watch against forest
fires. Slowly a red glow appeared, and
rapidly grew more and more brilliant. “Fire!
Fire!” they called in alarm. An experienced
forest ranger heard them, and called,
“There’s no fire there! That's the dawn!”
The redness of the sky is but the coming
of the day of His glorious return. But
Jesus prayed in an hour of darkness. So
should we.

“A day of clouds and thick darkness.”
Joel 2:2.

The blackouts that are now becoming
familiar, not only across the seas, but upon
our own shores as well, have a spiritual
significance. Blackouts, when men move
about, discernible only by the tiny green
phosphorescent button they wear; when
trolley cars are lighted but by dim kerosene
lanterns; when accidents are liable, are a
tangible picture of that “day of clouds and
thick darkness” (Joel 2:2), when a formid-
able one shall hold sway in the earth, whose
kingdom is “full of darkness” Rev. 16:5.

Whole nations are being betrayed. Never
before has betrayal in warfare played such
a part. On the night of His betrayal, Jesus
prayed. Of the last days, He prophesied,
‘Many . .. shall betray one another” (Matt.
24:10), and we see that it is true. To give
ourselves much unto prayer now, is fitting
indeed.

“These . . .continued in prayer.”

When the date for the execution of Peter,
was set for the next dawn, “the same night”
the early church did not sleep, but spent
the night in prayer. “Peter therefore was
kept in prison, but prayer was made without
ceasing of the church unto God for him.”
Acts 12:5. All during the time of his
miraculous release, while the angel was
visiting him in the cell, and leading him out,
the church was not asleep, but spending the
night in prayer.

“These . . . continued in prayer.”

This verse in Acts 1:14 precedes the out-
pouring of the Spirit, leading up to it. Also,
they continued in prayer after the outpour-
ing. They did not say, “Now we are
through?’ and let up in prayer, but rather
we read, “They continued steadfastly ...

Many will be
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prayers,” and that they “continued daily . ..
praising God.” Acts 2:42,46,47. How
jealously the Apostle Peter guarded his
time for prayer, looking back perhaps upon
the night of his denial, after the Lord had
urged, “Watch and pray, lest ye fall into
temptation.” How careful he had become
that now nothing should molest, nor draw
his soul away from its place of communion.
That was first. No, nothing must interfere,
not even good church duties. Instead, he
said, “We will give owrselves continually
to prayer...” Acts 6:4.

“These . . . continued in prayer.”

Daniel, an Old Testament saint, will ever
be numbered among those who not only
prayed, but who ‘“continued” in prayer.
Where can we look for a more touching
picture than that found in these words, after
his betrayal by the jealous spies, “Now when
Daniel knew that the writing was signed . . .
he kneeled upon his knees three times a day,
and prayed ...as he did aforetime”f His
windows were open, too! Daniel 6:10.

Now we come to Paul, who gave us the
great motto, “Pray without ceasing.” 1 Thess.
5:17. His Christian life began with the
prayer, “Lord, what wilt thow have me to
do?” When Ananias feared to go as bidden,
and pray for him, thinking of him as a
persecutor, the Lord quieted his fears by
saying, “Behold, he prayeth.” As we go
on and on into the writings of the apostle
Paul, we find them abounding more in
rich petitions for others. How noble a list
we quickly trace! Surely he lived out what
he exhorted others to do!

“BEHOLD! HE PRAYETH/!”

“T...cease not ...making mention of you
in my prayers.” Eph. 1:15,16. “For this
cause I bow my knees unto the Father ...
Eph. 3:14. “This I pray, that your love
may abound ...” Phil. 1:9. “Praying al-
ways, with all prayer and supplication in the
Spawrit...” Eph. 6:18. “In everything by
praver and supplication with thanksgrving
...t Phil, 4:6. “Praymg Always...”

Col. 4:2. “Laboring fervently . . .in prayers.”

If we put Paul’'s motto into action, to
“pray without ceasing,” then we shall find
that prayer will grip us, and we shall find
our attention constantly turned upon the
Lord, and our minds centered upon Him.
We shall see that over and above all, is Jesus,
the unfailing One, whose purposes will yet
be wrought out, even though now the cause
of Christ seems terrifically at stake.

All nights of prayer? T hear of them, in
one city after another. In Newark, where
we recently closed services, an all night of
prayer was held a few nights after we had
left. Mrs. Armstrong, the pastor’s wife,
wrote me in regard to it, “Many more than
Brother Armstrong expected, stayed all
night.”” T am writing this at the Mizpah
Missionary Home in New York, during a
few days rest, and am told that last week
Glad Tidings, in this city, had an all night of
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prayer. From various other cities also, I
am told of all nights of prayer. The Spirit
is drawing God’s people to pray, and to
continue in prayer.

But to come back to our experiences in
our recent Newark meetings: Business
people, some of whom had been Spirit-filled
years ago, confessed to conviction along
the line of failure in the prayer life, and
would come direct from work, do without the
evening meal, and pray right through until
service time. Then as the tide rose, they
would frequently not go into the preaching
service at all, but remain praying through
the entire service. Hearing their anointed
praying float down from above, during the
main service, seemed, as the pastor com-
mented, like streams of oil, flowing afresh
over us. When the service reached its
conclusion, instead of pleading for a re-
sponse, the hungry would rush from all
parts of the church to the altar and prayer
room. We mention this because the services
were built, not around the sermon, but upon
seeking the face of God. As one of the
oldest saints remarked, “Perhaps we have
been building too much around the sermon.”
Here the tide of prayer was such that people,
even the unsaved, would be in the prayer
room long before the night meeting. Some
would receive the Baptism before the meet-
ing began. In this atmosphere, night after
night, old-time saints would appear with a
neighbor, and without begging or pleading,
the stranger was willing to seek God, not
because of the sermon, but because the
whole place was charged with a spirit of
calling upon God. The holy hands lifted
heavenward in the prayer room night after
night, long before service time. in praver,
presented a scene to melt hearts of stone,
so it was easy for sinners to join and call
upon God also. Early prayver makes it
possible for the hungry to pray from 6 to
midnight, if they desire.

If we begin as soon as the work hours are
over, get right to the House of God and
right to prayer, those who wish to continue
for hours, waiting upon God, have an
opportunity to do so. It was not uncom-
mon to see folks pray from about six in the
evening until midnight. This gave the
Spirit a real opportunity to work.

I have been hunting the Word along that
line of thought, and find an amazing number
of scriptures to this effect, continuing “in
supplications and prayers night and day.”
1 Tim. 5:5. “Night and day praying exceed-
ingly.” 1 Thess. 5:17. “Praying always,”
Col. 3:1. “Praying always . . .in the Spirit.”
Eph. 6:18.

Here is our Refuge. Here is our Hiding
Place. Here is our true Home, hidden away
in communion with the Lord while the
storms are raging high. “Lord, teach us to
pray.”

HEN Jesus came down from the
Mount of Transfiguration, a father

brought to Him his son, saying,
“Master, 1 have brought unto Thee my son,

which hath a dumb spirit; and wheresoever,

he taketh him, he teareth him: and he
foameth, and gnasheth with his teeth, and
pineth away: and I spake to Thy disciples
that they should cast him out; and they
could not.” Mark 9:17, 18,

That father was justified in coming to
the disciples for the deliverance of his boy,
but they failed entirely and absolutely. Then
the father went direct to Christ. Christ was
grieved that the enemy should triumph over
His people and His disciples. He said in
substance, “How long shall I suffer you, you
faithless ones? Your defeat reflects and
brings disgrace upon My name. You know
My power. You know the power I gave
vou before as I sent you out. The seeming
fierceness of the enemy in the boy frightened
vou and drove out your faith. But never-
theless, bring him to Me."”

They brought the child to Christ, and
when He saw him “straightway the spirit
tear the lad; and he fell on the ground, and
wallowed foaming.” But that no more dis-
turbed Christ than the raging windstorm
on the lake disturbed Him when He slept.
The most malignant acts of the enemy never,
never perturbed Christ when He was on
earth, and how much less now when He is
in glory.

Jesus said to the father, “If thou canst
believe, all things are possible to him that
believeth.” The father cried, “Lord, I be-
lieve; help Thou mine unbelief.” The
Iord answered his request. He rebuked the
foul spirit, saying unto him, “Thou dumb
and deaf spirit, I charge thee, come out of
him, and enter no more into him.” And the
spirit eried, and rent him sore, and came out
of him.

HEN the children of Israel,
6“) delivered from bondage by the
outstretched arm of Jehovah,
went up out of the land of Egypt “a mixed
multitude went up also with them.” Ex.
12:38. There seems to be a difference of
opinion as to this “mixed multitude,” but
it is quite generally agreed that they were
not Israelites. It seems likely that they
were aliens who had been living in Egypt,
and who, like the Israelites, had been sub-
jected to bondage and had been serving the
{igyptians as slaves. When they found
that the Israclites were leaving they thought
it was an opportune time for them to leave
too. It may be that they had been wanting
to leave for a long time, and had been pre-
vented by Pharaoh. Seeing an opportunity
to escape from bondage they embraced it.
It would have been better for the Israelites
if they had not been accompanied by this
“mixed multitude.” I have been thinking
about it lately. The number of people who
left Egypt at the time Moses and the Israel-
ites left was much greater as a result of the
fact that this “mixed multitude” went too
at that time. But numbers are not every-
thing. I am wondering if it is not true
that we sometimes lay too great emphasis
upon numbers, Here is a temptation that
we need to recognize and resist.

A preacher-friend of mine years ago was
pastor of a city church, I was in his study
one Saturday afternoon. He was delivering
a series of lectures to his Sunday evening
congregation on “Great Characters in His-
tory,” and was going to lecture that next
evening on “Napoleon.” I

“Nothing at all beside this manna!” And
the description we have of the manna in the
verses that follow the above quotation has
doubtless been designed by the Spirit to
give us an idea of what the manna really
was: “And the manna was as coriander seed,
and the color thereof as the color of bdel-
lium. And the people went about and
gathered it, and ground it in mills, or beat
it in a mortar, and baked it in pans, and
made cakes of it: and the taste of it was
as the taste of fresh oil.” In Ex. 16:31
we read that “it was like coriander seed,
white; and the taste of it was like wafers
made with honey.”

Some people do not know what is good;
their appetites have been vitiated. That was
the trouble with these Israelites. They were
out of Egypt, but Egypt was not out of
them. And it was difficult for Moses, and
for God through Moses, to get Egypt out of
these Israelites for the reason that they
were accompanied by this “mixed multi-
tude.”

Undoubtedly the manna contained all the
vitamins, all the nourishing qualities of the
best sustaining food, and that Israel would
have been kept strong and in good health if
fed upon manna alone. God knew it was
hetter for Israel to have this manna than te
have the food the people had fed upon in
Egypt. The provision that God makes for

to our numbers, and helped pay the preach-
er's salary.

Modern-
jsm crept into our theological seminaries,
and modernists became the preachers in
our pulpits; and we bowed our heads un-
der the awful shadow of the apostasy of the
Jast days. God said it would be so, and it
has heen so. But God said it would be so,
not hecause He willed that it should be so,
but hecause He was able to see the end
from the beginning, and the end He fore-
told through His faithful prophets.

let us not forget that we are living in
the days of the great apostasy, and that the
end is drawing near. The power of the
enemy is great. It behoves us to he on the
alert. Our great adversary

fathers of the power she once
had will rob us if he can.

Liu Gim Gon knew Mr. Gamble and we
were heartily welcomed for Mr. Gamble's
sake, but when our companion from China,
Dr. Mary Stone, herseli a Chinese, was
introduced, a radiant smile covered the
face of the famous orange grower as he
spoke her name in Chinese (for Mary Stone
is but a translation of the Chinese name,
used for convenience' sake when she entered
the Medical School of the University of
Michigan) and bowing courteously, he said,
“Tiu Gim Gon welcomes Shih Mei Yu!”

After some other formal greetings, our
Chinese friend led us through a winding
path to a small summerhouse built right in
the center of his orange grove. Here we
found a small table and several chairs, and
conspicuous on the table was a much worn
Chinese Bible. We had already learned
that Lin Gim Gon was a most earnest
Christian, but one does not have to be told
this of the one who walks and talks with
Jesus. Somehow it just comes right out
of the face, of the voice, of the manner. It
was so with Liu Gim Gon,

That hour that we spent with this aged
Chinese Christian is one of the most precious -

memories of our life. He told us some-
thing of the early days in Boston, of the
devoted Christian love showered upon him
by his American friend. Of the long eve-
nings when she patiently helped him to
acquire a practical use of the English
language and of how his lonely little heart
centered its affection upon this one who,
like the Master of old, showered His love
and teaching upon His audience of one as
He sought to win the woman of Samaria.

He told us of the very lonely years spent
in Florida, but that his constant Companion
had grown to be the Lord Jesus and after
the weary day of toil he found unspeakable
joy as he made his way to the little arbor
house among the trees where we were then
sitting, to read God’s Word and to kneel
often far into the night in prayer for his
China!

And then he told us of a very serious
problem that arose. He had a wonderful
crop of oranges and grapefruit, altogether
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too large a task for a single man to gather
in and box and ship to the buyers of the
North. So he went to find some of the
American people who did this kind of
work, picking and packing and shipping,
but to his surprise he found that the poor
whites refused to work for a Chinese. Dis-
appointed, he made his way down to the
Negro settlements, but met there with the
same kind of rebuff—mnot a man white nor
black would agree to help the Chinese in
his great distress.

We sat in that little summerhouse bending
forward eagerly as the story came from the
lips of Liu Gim Gon, not wanting to lose
one word. The old man's eyes were lifted
heavenward and he took the glasses from
his face, laid them on the table and then
clasping both hands on that well-worn Bible,
he turned to us and said, “Liu Gim Gon
very sad man that night. So many oranges
and so many grapefruit means so much work
—too much work for Liu Gim Gon! Then
Liu Gim Gon remember God and come to
this little house and pray. Liu Gim Gon
say, ‘Oh, God, You must help. No man in
Christian America want to work with
Chinese Christian man. Liu Gim Gon must
save all these oranges and sell and send
money to help heathen China. You must
help Liu Gim Gon find way keep oranges
on tree till Liu Gim Gon can pick them all
himself.”

And then the narrator told of the long
hours at night that he studied the scientific
problem of what must be injected at the
roots of the trees to strengthen the stem of
the fruit so that it would not drop to the
ground as the fruit must be hand picked.
Again a radiant smile lighted the bronzed
face of the aged Chinese and he said eagerly,
“Liu Gim Gon pray. God pity old Liu Gim
Gon and teach him what to do.” Jumping
quickly to his feet and motioning our party
to follow, he strode over to one of the
beautiful orange trees loaded with fruit and
said to us, “You see what God did for Liu
Gim Gon? You pull oranges from the tree.”
And we reached up and pulled on the fruit.
It was impossible to pull off one orange from
that tree! Another jubilant smile and Liu
Gim Gon said, “Dr. Stone, you and your
friend both pull!” We did so but with no
better result. Shake the tree as we would
not one piece of fruit fell!

It is well known by fruit growers of
Florida that there is no finer grade of fruit
shipped to the markets of the North than
the fruit that was grown by Liu Gim Gon.
And when the story became known of the
fruit remaining for two and even three years
on a tree without spoiling, without falling
to the ground and withal becoming more
luscious the longer it stayed on the tree,
scientists were sent from the various colleges
of the North and experts from the govern-
ment in Washington to seek, and if possible,
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pay for the secret that this one Chinese
held, but an emphatic refusal came from Liu
Gim Gon. His words to us that day were,
“God told Liu Gim Gon what to do! Liu
Gim Gon send all his money help poor
China, Liu Gim Gon tell secret to China.
Liu Gim Gon read in his Bible, ‘If you shall
ask anything in My name, I will do it.” Liu
Gim Gon asked and God did it.”

And there, as the sun was sinking, we
knelt with this strange, lonely old man of
Cathay who had dared to believe that God
meant what He said in His Word and had
found Him faithful and we listened as the
old man led us in prayver that reached out
and up above the miraculous orange grove,
up through the heavens over us and took
hold with a familiarity of the Eternal God
that brought us all into His very divine
presence. Would to God that you and I
might have that faith of a little child in
these awful days when we, too, need to see
the “mountain removed and cast into the
sea” and to hear once again the voice of
God thundering to us who believe His name
as He did of old, “Is anything too hard for
God ?"—Ewangelical Christian.

Jesus Satisfies

Samuel Logan Brengle tells of his all-night
struggle with the self-life, coming to the
place of self-renunciation and then the bless-
ed infilling of the Holy Spirit by faith. He
believed God. His burden rolled away and
in its place a great sense of peace flowed
over his soul.

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Some Things a Pastor Cannot Da

HIE pastor has his duties to perform
T:mr! is responsible to the Lord for

doing them consistently and in the
fear of God. DBut there are some things he
cannot do. The pastor cannot do the pray-
ing of his people for them. Many expect to
have blessing upon the services, to see souls
saved, believers filled with the Spirit, and the
work of God prospering; but they do not
pray, and if they do pray, they do not hold
on in earnest intercession until the Spirit
answers,

How much unjust criticism is often heaped
upon the pastor because things do not move
as they ought, when if the time spent in
finding fault were devoted to earnest in-
tercession in his behalf and in behalf of
the work, all would be so different. People
sometimes forget that the pastor is human,
just a fellow Christian beloved. Ile feels
pressure as well as others. He knows heart-
aches and discouragement. And when the
spiritual tide is low he doubtless feels it
more keenly than any of his flock. While
some in the pews may be sitting back and
finding fault, he is wrestling in prayer seek-
ing to pull at times an almost impossible
load, and he must be actively engaged, seek-
ing to lead the service up into the atmos-
phere of God; searching the Scriptures and
trying to minister the Word while unsympa-
thetic hearts may be hindering his message
by their unresponsiveness, their lack of
spiritual burden, prayerlesslv failing to co-
operate with him in his conflict against the
unseen powers of darkness.

How different it might be if the saints all
took the work to heart and earnestly upheld
him with loving sympathy and prayer. We
hear much about the sermons of Spurgeon.
But back of his message was a united official
board which were in prayer in an adjoining
part of the building while he preached. Much
emphasis is put on the preaching of C. G.
Finney and the great results. But concealed
in his bedchamber was Father Nash, the
little man of prayer, wearing his life away in
wrestling against the forces of evil, that the
Word of the Lord might run and be glori-
fied.

If only the people knew the load it lifts
off a pastor’s heart to see an appreciative
smile or hear the earnest petitions of the
saints in behalf of his humble ministry, and
if they knew the approbation which heaven
puts upon such earnest solicitude, surely
they would pray more.

But go into many of our churches hefore
the service begins. Instead of the quiet hush
or the earnest praver, we find the people
listlessly looking about or idly talking until
the opening hymn is announced. No burden,
no apparent concern! They have likely
come from prayerless homes for a service,
and expect the man behind the rostrum to
bring the power to flood the room with
glory, and at the impulse of his word a
revival to ensue. Then if the results are
not forthcoming, instead of taking things
to the Tord in prayer a whisper starts its
round—"“We need a new man here, one that
can meet the need, for things are drying up.”
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Then, too, after the pastor has toiled in
preaching, when he seeks to bring souls to
the altar and get them through to God, the
church becomes a babel of voices. No
burden, just greeting one another and having
a little social time; while a few faithfully
try, amid the confusion, to help some
wanderer into the fold, or to hold on to
God in prayer. Such a church is far from
revival. And instead of laying the blame
on him who has stood between the living and
the dead, it needs to bewail its own in-
difference and unbelief.

The pastor cannot exercise faith that his
people should exercise. Do you not know
God answers faith? Years ago when I was
a young preacher I confided to a man of
mature years that when I found it difficutt
to preach, I felt like stopping and sitting
down. To this he answered that when he
found it difficult to preach he believed it
was Satan trying to hinder because there
was someone there who needed the mes-
sage, and he often found some were saved
at such times. This was a new viewpoint
and helped me much. When it seems most
difficult to plough through, it will often be
found that as the church looks to God in
faith He honors the Word with souls.

“Without faith it is impossible to please
Him” has just as much to do with the suc-
cess of our services as with anything else.
The success of Peter and of the other apos-
tles was as much the result of the united
faith and faithful prayers of the believing
church as it was of their own consecration
and Spirit-touched ministry. What preacher
could fail of success with such backing as
these men had when the church lifted up its
voice to God with one accord and said,
“Lord, Thou art God; and now grant unto
Thy servants that with all boldness they mayv
speak Thy Word.” The place was shaken
where they were assembled, not by the pray-
ing of Peter and the other apostles but by
the united believing prayer of a consecrated
and sympathetic church.

Too many in our church require that the
pastor have all the faith. Some expect him
to trust for his salary whether they contrib-
ute to his support or not ; expect him to pray
them well when sick; to accomplish every
other requirement of faith; and if he fails,
or if they think he fails, they do not blame
themselves but put the blame on him, seem-
ing to think he can do the impossible. Na,
my brethren, there is a limit to the pastor’s
faith as well as to yours. Paul knew his
need of faithful brethren, and said, “That
our hearts might be comforted through the
mutual faith both of vou and me.” And the
pastor needs the praverful faith of a faithful
church if his ministry is to be a success.

The pastor cannot do our personal work
for us. We go to church and hope for a
crowd—that is, we go if the weather is fair.
And if the crowd is not there, we think
our need is a pastor whose pulpit ability
will draw them in. How much have we
done toward trying to interest the people?
Many during the entire week have not
invited one soul. What the church needs is
live, wide-awake, believing, praving men and

women who will become personal workers,
going out into the highways and hedges,
giving forth the Gospel, inviting the
people in.

Many of us are almost entirely asleep to
our calling and opportunity. The Bible has
not said, ““Sinner, come to the church and be
evangelized.” It says to the church, “Go
yve! Preach the Gospel to every creature.”
We cannot get every creature into the
church to hear, but we can go outside the
church to every creature. The major part
of success to be reaped by the church is the
fruit of personal ministry. People will pay
evangelists, spend hours in meetings seek-
ing a good time for themselves, when they
do not give one hour to personal evangelism.
Then they wonder why there is not a revival.
They are too selfish, too much wrapped up
seeking for their own good time, and too
unconcerned about their fellow men. People
saved are fruit. And most of them (often
the best of them) are handpicked. Paul
preached publicly and from house to house,
and while the church neglects the house-to-
house and heart-to-heart aspects of evangel-
ism it need not look for great revival.

Much of this personal evangelism is im-
possible to the pastor. If he be a faithful
shepherd, by the time he has ministered to
the sick, called on the bereaved and other
members of his flock,; together with a mul-
titude of other duties which his congregation
cannot share or realize, he is pressed for
sufficient time to prepare his message for the
congregation. The principal part of per-
sonal evangelism must therefore be carried
on by the faithful church. Then having
gotten the people into the house of worship,
while the united church prays in faith, God
makes His Word quick and powerful; and
the fruit of our united labor is revival, and
joy to our own hearts.

Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest,
and go ye to every creature.

The Lighted Sanctuary

When the village church was built at
Doubs (France) in 1550, no provision was
made for lighting, but it was decided that
the worshippers should provide their own
light. Each one would accordingly bring
his bronze lamp, which he lighted at a
torch at the entrance to the church. On
every pew is a place to hang the lighted
lamp, and the cumulative effect of the
multitude of lighted lamps is startling. The
whole sanctuary is illuminated with a soft
radiance, indescribably beautiful and im-
pressive. For 400 vears the lamps have been
handed down from generation to generation,
and everv Sunday evening their lights are
seen in the little church. TIs there not a
lesson here for Christians generally? Tt is
the lights contributed by individual believers
that combine to produce the blaze of a
united assembly testimony. Each has a
nart, and the whole suffers if any part is
lacking.

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AN ENEMY BORES A WELL
In a recent air raid on Palestine, an enemy air-
man indiscriminately dropped a high explosive
bomb, unwittingly boring a well for the neigh-
boring Jewish populace. The bomb fell into a
melon patch near a Sharon village, and a column
of water seven meters (twenty-three feet) high
spouted out. The well is now being used. God

can always make evil work out for good.

THE BIBLE IN JAPAN

Bible Society Record states that the Christian
Scriptures will continue to circulate in Japan un-
der the direction of the Japan Bible Society, which
recently took over the combined work of the
British, Scottish and American Bible Societies.
The Scriptures are distributed principally by col-
porteurs (house-to-house salesmen), whose work
has been much restricted since the war in China
began.

“LOVE YOUR ENEMIES”

“We must include in our prayers all people,
especially the Christians of Germany, Italy and
Japan if the ties of brotherhood remain unbroken,”
was the statement of an Ohio Pastors’ Conven-
tion. “We deplore the use of posters, news
stories, radio scripts and advertisements which
seek to arouse hatred. We record our conviction
that animosity thus aroused will create rather than
solve the problems of war and peace.”

WOMANHOOD IN GERMANY

“The German Labor Ministry last week set up
a special illegitimacy bureau to look after the
interests of unmarried mothers and of children
born out of wedlock,” said Newsweek (Dec.
15,741 ),

Dr. Leonardo Conti, German Health Minister,
recently told Strasbourg women: “The Fuehrer
welcomes every newborn citizen of the Reich re-
gardless of whether its producers are in possession
of a slip of paper called a marriage certificate
or not.”

Labor Minister Robert Ley, addressing Frank-
furt women workers, declared: “The word ‘illegiti-
mate’ must be blotted out of our German lan-
guage.”

“A sort of lonely-hearts club is conducted by
so-called Populating Wardens,” Newsweek adds.
“They look up unmarried girls of 22 and make
them select mates, in or out of wedlock, from
filed photographs of suitable Aryan males.”

God will not permit the Nazis to break His laws
in this way without suffering terrible punish-
ment in the end. Men reap as they sow.

ON THE LORD'S SIDE

During the Civil War when things looked dark
for America, President Lincoln attended a recep-
tion at which a speaker said he hoped “that the
Lord is on our side.” “I am not at all concerned
about that,” commented the President, “for we
know that the Lord is always on the side of the
right. But it is my constant anxiety and prayer
that I and the nation should be on the Lord's
side.”

America has not been on the Lord's side in
many respects, She has been wicked and un-
godly, thereby meriting her full share of suffering
during this time of world-wide judgment from
God. However, America has always encouraged
gospel missionary work, and she has always been
friendly toward the Jews. In these respects she
has been on the Lord's side, for it is God's will
that the gospel be preached “to every creature”
(Mark 16:15), and the Bible further says, “Pray
for the peace of Jerusalem: they shall prosper
that love thee” Psalm 122:6. Our enemies are
not on the Lord’s side in either respect. Germany,
Japan, and Italy have shown themselves to be
opposed to gospel missionary work and to be
hostile toward the Jews. Let us fervently hope
that the attitude of our Government in these two
respects will never change.

MISSIONARIES IN THE FAR EAST

Missionaries everywhere and always need the
supporting prayer of Christians, but never more
than now. Ever since Japan attacked China the
office of the missionary has held increasing
hazards, points out Moody Monthly. Japan has
made it as difficult as possible for them, and now
that America and Pritain are Japan's active
enemies, no doubt much of her hatred will be
poured out on the heads of missionaries. We
need to stand by them in prayer.

A CHALLENGE TO CHAPLAINS

In a letter to all Army and Navy chaplains,
Bishop Freeman of Washington, a member of
the General Commission on Army and Navy
chaplains, says:

“The attack today is primarily upon Christian
ideals. The forces that are arrayed against us
are largely anti-Christian, hence, we are called
upon not only to defend the State but to defend
the faith. I find myself turning as never before
to preaching the whole, saving gospel of Christ.
“Woe is me if I preach not the gospel, cried the
apostle. Tt is your privilege as chaplains to arm
those to whom you preach with the power that
has never known defeat. As your elder brother
I earnestly pray you to consecrate all your talents
and gifts that you may be able to lead the men
you serve to recognize the only source of strength,
security and peace, which is to be found in com-
plete surrender to the will of Jesus Christ. If
they can endure hardness as good soldiers of
their Master, they can banish fear and be armed
with a strength that will serve them in the day
of testing and trial”

PRESERVED IN JAFPANESE AIR

RAIDS

“One Sunday morning an American missionary
in China had gathered his flock together to par-
take of the Lord’s Supper, when suddenly an air
raid alarm sounded. Excited Christians were
told not to fear, but simply to sit still and pray,
which they did. Soon planes were coming. The
exploding of bombs grew louder and louder.
Suddenly there was a horrible hissing sound and
a bomb, just missing the church, exploded in the
street in front. A large crater was formed, thou-
sands of pieces of pavement with other debris
were thrown up into the air, and much of this
fell on top of the church. But those inside sur-
vived. A few days later I saw with my own
eves over a hundred holes in this tile roof. How
the place was littered! Some rafters had fallen
down and a few benches were broken up. A
large chunk of concrete had crashed through the
roof, falling within a few feet of the pastor as
he knelt in prayer. Only one Christian got hurt
and that was just a little scratch. Consider what
might have happened. If they had rushed outside
as usual, to go to the different air-raid shelters,
many wcald have been blown to pieces or killed
from shock. Praise God for His protecting hand.

“A bomb dropped on a church in North China,
but it simply glanced off the roof without ex-
ploding,

“Tn another city, while a praver meeting was in
progress a homb crashed through the roof. Tt
failed to explode as it fell on the floor between
praving Christians.

“Many times we thought that the church in
Liuchow would be destroyed as we watched hombs
explode and saw the clouds of smoke and dust
arising. Upon returning we would find the house
of worship still standing in the midst of destruc-
tion all around. Brother Fan, the janitor, one
of the most hot-hearted Christians I have ever
known, usually spent his time during air raids
on his knees in this church, and God, honoring
his faith, spared the building.”

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“WILD BEAST” NATIONS

The Bible purposely pictures the nations of the
end time as “wild beasts” (Daniel 7) to describe
their natures and methods. Today the agressor
nations are fulfilling that picture to perfection.
A writer in London Times said recently: “Each
country has been assailed without warning, as a
man walking in a jungle might be suddenly pulled
down by a tiger. That is what the world has been
made by the Nazis—a jungle where no man is safe,
a place where no law of God or man prevails,
but only brute force and greed.”

CHINA'S CHRISTIAN LEADERS

According to K. S. Lee of Shanghai, the leader-
ship of China is now definitely in the hands of
Christians. For example: The Minister of Foreign
Affairs, Dr. Wang Chung-Hui; the Minister of
Health, Dr. F. C. Yen; the Minister of Propa-
ganda, Mr. Hollington Toong—these all are the
sons of Christian leaders. The Minister of
Finance, Dr. H. H. Kung, has for years been an

active Christian. Two ambassadors, Dr. C. T.
Wang and Dr. W. W. Yen, are the sons of
Christian ministers. General Chiang Kai-shek,

Madam Chiang, and General Chan Chun are devout
and very active Christians. The government is
in fact so appreciative of the missionaries that all
restriction has now been removed from teaching
Christianity in the schools.

Madam Chiang sent silver spoons to a number
of her friends at Christmas, and each one carried
the legend, “You can lick this spoon, but you
can't lick China.” The main reason for the tonic-
giving faith of the Generalissimo and his wife
is their faith in Christ and their belief that right
will triumph.

REVIEW OF HATE

Looking back over 1941, we see that many

more Jews have come under the dominion of their
enemies.
The and Palestine
the conquest of eastern Poland
States by the Nazis added many thousands of
Jews to the mercy of the oppressor, Lithuania
was called the "heart of Judaism,” and counted
among her citizens some of the most learned
rabbis of our time; but now Lithuania's govern-
ment has no power to protect her Jewish citizens.
Large executions in these areas have not been
infrequent, since the Jews have been accused of
participation in acts of terror and other trumped-
up charges. Ghettos are so congested that disease
spreads rapidly., Trainloads of Jews from other
parts of FEurope arriving periodically in these
ghettos, augment the misery.

In other parts of Europe the life of Jewry is
regulated by the curfew, by definite shopping hours,
and by restriction of movement, The proud
symbol of David has become their mark of shame,
and its brightness and size immediately distin-
guishes them from their Gentile fellow men. They
are not allowed to patronize restaurants, movies,
bathhouses, public parks nor playgrounds. Jewish
children in some places have only Hebrew ceme-
teries in which to play. Though Jews have food
cards, they are not allowed to have clothing
ration cards; and this winter will bring untold
suffering for many.

Most able-bodied Jews in conguered countries
have been conscripted for labor, and man even
munition factories. Lack of nourishment, long
hours, and harsh treatment have caused the
death of many. They are no less than slaves of
the State, and their lives are cheap.

It is mot to be assumed that the populace
of these countries—especially that of the conquered
and occupied countries—is in agreement with this
treatment of the Jews. In Holland and Norway
and the Czech Protectorate particularly, there
has been marked kindness shown the Jews even in
the face of swift punishment. Some Protestant
churches have undertaken the care of Jews in
their cities where care was needed.

If Soviet Russia falls before her enemy, another
four or five million Jews will be subjected to
the same inhuman treatment.

Another report tells of thirteen
saved in a village that was hearing the gospel
for the first time. In fact, during the last
three months one hundred and fifty have heen
saved and many new places have opened to
the gospel.

I cannot find words to express the wonderful
peace and contentment in my soul since I have
come to Brazil to labor for the Lord.

It was my privilege to attend the All South
American Convention in Porto Alegre last
November, Six of us missionaries left Sao
Paulo by bus, traveling for three days through
parts of four different States. The narrow,
mountainous road curved and twisted through
miles and miles of forest country where every
tree and fallen log were covered with orchid
plants. When we were within two hours of
our destination, our bus had a head-on collision
with another car but none of the passengers
in the bus were seriously injured.

At the convention there were two reports
given by Swedish missionaries laboring in
northern Brazil which interested me very much.
One of these missionaries stated that on Septem-
ber 6, 403 came forward for salvation, 129 were
baptized in water, and 25 were Baptized in the
Holy Spirit. The other missionary said that
he had been encouraging his people to work
for the Lord, testifying and inviting people to
church, the result of which was that at the

end of two months 96 were baptized in water.

Some weeks ago our hearts were saddened,
vet made glad, by the home going of a little
crippled girl who had been faithful in attending
Sunday School and church.

their plan to spend five or six months in pre-
liminary language study, with the anticipation
of probable transfer to either Central or South
America later.

Mr. and Mrs, McIntyre received Bible train-
ing at North Central Bible Institute and sub-
sequently proved their ministry in the North

Dakota District where for several years they
were active in pastoral, evangelistic, Sunday
School and D. V. B, 5. work, Brother Mec-
Intyre was ordained by that district in 1940,

The ability manifested by these young people
in the ministry, coupled with their co-operative
spirit and high standard of spiritu v, has won
for them the respect of the brethren with
whom they were associated in North Dakota.

The first letter received from the Meclntyres
since their arrival in Cuba indicates that they
are quickly becoming adjusted and already are
settling down to language study. “Last Sun-
day evening we attended the mission in
Havana,” they write, “My, how the natives do
sing and testify, Although we cannot under-
stand what is being said, we feel the Spirit
moving, One thing that impressed us was the
fact that as the Christians gather for service
they do not sit and talk but kneel in prayer.

Even those who come during the service do
not fail to pray before taking their seats. Folk
down here really enjoy their salvation! We

shall be glad when we can really enter into the
services, rather than just listen and testify a
little in English,

“We have come to Cuba at the best time of
year, the ‘cool season.' The country is beauti-
ful, with its palms, orange groves, banana trees,
roses that sell for five cents a dozen, and poin-
settas which grow as tall as the houses. Yet
Cuba, with all its beauty, is steeped in spirit-
ual darkness, and there 1s a great work to be
done for God. ‘Lift up your eyes, and look
m the fields, for they are white already to
harvest.""”

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The Emptiness of a Worldly Life

Lesson for March 22. Lesson Text:
Ecclesiastes 1, 2.
The word Ecclesiastes means “the preacher,”

and the book may have been so called because Solo-
mon, after his departure from God, publicly
preached and taught the lessons he had learned
from his sad experience.

After he had backslidden (1 Kings 11:1-8), Solo-
mon still retained his wealth and wisdom, and was,
therefore, in a good position to do what he did,
namely, to try everything the world had to
offer in search for truth and satisfaction apart
from God. The result of his search was that
Solomon learned the following truth which is the
theme of the book: Apart from God the things
life has to offer cannot bring lasting joy and
satisfaction, but only emptiness and disappointment.

Let us now observe those things from
which Solomon sought satisfaction and
his conclusions after trying them.

I. WISDOM. 1:17-18.

“And I gave my heart to know wis-
dom, and to know madness and folly.”
Solomon thought he might find a cure
for his depression of spirit by gaining
a deeper insight into the mysteries of
human life. He studied human nature,
the acts of men both good and bad. But
he was disappointed, for he found that
“in much wisdom is much grief: and
he that increaseth knowledge increaseth
sorrow.” How can this be true? Be-
cause the basis of things apart from God
is tragic. The more one becomes
acquainted with, and faces the facts of
life and the motives of men, the more
clearly one realizes the unsatisfactory
nature of human affairs and the deprav-
ity of the human heart. If we try to
find enjoyment, then, in knowledge, we
only increase our capacity for sorrow,
agony, and distress. The only way we
have to lasting peace, and to a right
interpretation of things as they are, is
by basing our faith in God, and by
remembering that “man’s chief end is to
glorify God and enjoy Him forever.”
II. PLEASURE.

“I said in mine heart,...I will
prove thee with mirth, therefore enjoy
pleasure.” Having failed to find satis-
faction in the acquisition of wisdom and

[II. HUMAN LABOR. 2:4-6.

In these verses Solomon tells how, in his pursuit
of satisfaction, he turned to the work of building
and beautifying his fabulously wealthy estate.
Magnificent buildings were erected under his super-
vision; gorgeous gardens and glistening pools were
symmetrically laid out. Solomon's estate was one
of the wonders of the world, and he undoubtedly
derived real satisfaction in viewing the work of
his mind and hands. But did he find that for
which he sought? “Then I looked on all the
works that my hands had wrought, and on the
labor that [ had labored to do: and behold, all
was vanity.” 2:11.

It is true that the greatest natural satisfaction,
that is, satisfaction apart from God, is that which
comes from successfully completing a job. It is
also true that a certain amount of time and effort
will make our homes and gardens attractive. But
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covetousness is a prevalent sin among those who
know God, no matter how little they may havel
It is no sin to be rich or to want to make a great
deal of money, provided the motive for wanting it
is right. But the snare is in becoming attached to
what we possess. We speak of my house, my
car, my books, and my things. And we reveal
how attached to them we are by our resentment
and distress when they are taken from us! Over
and over again, Jesus drove home this truth:
“Don’t have your heart in your possessions; let
them come and go. Keep inwardly attached to
Me and inwardly detached from everything elsel”
Matt. 6:19-21.

V. SOLOMON’S CONCLUSIONS.

“Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter:
Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this
is the whole duty of man.” Here, in a nutshell,
was Solomon’s final verdict., He had tried every-
thing the world had to offer and discovered, after
all, that the satisfaction for which he sought could
be found only in God. Said Saint Augustine, after
an experience similar to Solomon's, “Thou, O
God, hast made us for Thyself, and our hearts
are restless until they find rest in Thee.” How
true it is, yet how easily we forget it!
The most important thing in life is to
be rightly related to Jesus Christ and

ure, possessions, good works, human
loves and relationships and even Chris-
tian service—are unsatisfying and vain.

GOD SPEAKS TO MOSLEMS

A Moslem came to one of the Nile
Mission Press workers recently in
Egypt, and told him the following in-
cident : “There was in our village a col-
porteur who used to hold conversations
with Moslems and sell them books. I
myself, as a Moslem, got a few small
tracts from him, and understood some-
thing of the Christian religion, but was
not completely convinced. Then some-
thing happened, of which I must tell
you.

“One of my relatives defrauded me of
a sum of money, then denied it, and
offered to swear on the Koran that
he had nothing of mine. The colporteur,
happening to come up at that moment,
suggested that the Bible was a holier
hook than the Koran. I, therefore, sent
for a Bible, and my partner then took
a false oath. Eleven days passed, and
his only son fell down a well and died.
Three days later family troubles arose
and he divorced his wife. Thirteen days

dulgence in various earthly pleasures
and means of merrymaking—and with
his unlimited means he was in a position to try
them all! But again he was disappointed; for
he said, “This also is vanity (emptiness).”

“I said of laughter, It is mad: and of mirth,
What doeth it?” In other words, of what use is it
in producing lasting satisfaction? The pleasures
of the world bring only a transient joy and leave
one heavy hearted. “Even in laughter the heart is
sorrowful ; and the end of that mirth is heaviness.”
Prov. 14:13.

Solomon next tried the moderate use of wine
but found that that, too, was unsatisfactory. Here
is the statement of a young college girl who, like
Soloman, found by experience the wvanity of
earthly pleasure: “I have all the dates I want. I
am quite popular. I go out on week-end parties,
and get drunk occasionally. But really, life is so
useless.” Her testimony is typical of the attitude
of thousands of voung people today. How dif-
ferent is the testimony given by a former All-
American collegiate football player who was a
Christian as well as an atlete, “It is hard for a
Christian to express the wonder and fullness of
the Christian life!” See Psalm 16:11.

true enjoyment is not in what we ao at all, but
in our relationships. If we depend on what we do,
whether it is good or bad, we are off the track.
The point is, do we have fellowship and contact
with Christ in what we do? If we do, then we
have joy regardless of how trying or how in-
significant the task may be!

IV. RICHES. 2:7-8.

“T gathered me also silver and gold, and the
peculiar treasure of kings.” This section is
really a continuation of the previous one. Solomon
sought for satisfaction in accumulating possessions,
lands, houses, and now, silver and gold. With
what result? ‘““He that loveth silver shall not be
satisfied with silver; nor he that loveth abundance
with increase.”

Lest Solomon's testimony be not convincing
enough, listen to what Jay Gould, American mil-
lionaire, once said: “I suppose that I am the most
miserable devil on earth.” Hear, also, Rothschild,
great Jewish millionaire: “I am a poor rich man
burdened with money; but I have nothing else.”

Someone will say, Why emphasize the vanity
of riches when most of us have none! Because

after that fire broke out in his house,
and when he rushed in to save his money he
received bad burns, and died of his injuries in
hospital.

“Great fear fell on all the Moslems of the
village. There are now more than a hundred
Bihles in that village, and when the colporteur
came again I told him I was convinced of the
truth of the Christian religion. The colporteur
went on to talk to my uncle, the Chief of the
village. When my uncle, however, got to hear of
my conversion through the colporteur, he decided
to kill him, but God saved him. I then visited
another Mission Station, interviewing the evangel-
ist there. After that, insult and injury increased.
They burned my growing crops, and also my
house, but I remained steadfast in my faith.”

This man, with the remainder of his family,
six in all, have now been baptized.

MINISTERS . AND SELECTIVE SERVICE
For the benefit of those who are interested in

our Government's ruling concerning ministers and

military service, the following has been copied

from “The Selective Training and Service Act

of 1940, as Amended” (page 10-622):
“DEFERRED FOR MISCELLANEQUS

REASONS: .

“622.44 Class TV-D: Ministers of Religion or
Divinity Students.

“(a) In Class IV-D shall be placed any regis-
trant who is a regular or duly ordained minister of
religion or who is a student preparing for the
ministry in a theological or divinity school which
has been recognized as such for more than one
year prior to the date of enactment of the Selec-
tive Training and Service Act, Sept. 16, 1940.

“(b) A ‘'regular minister of religion’ is a man
who customarily preaches and teaches the prin-
ciples of religion of a recognized church, religious
sect, or religious organization of which he iz a
member, without having been formally ordained
as a minister of religion; and who is recognized
by such church, sect or organization as a min-
ister.

“(c) A ‘duly ordained minister of religion’ is
a man who has been ordained in accordance with
the cefemonial ritual or discipline of a recognized
church, religious sect, or religious organization,
to teach and preach its doctrines and to administer
its rites and ceremonies in public worship; and
who customarily performs those duties.”
