Sin and Judgment

There is a limit to sin, beyond which judgment is inevitable,
without a moment's warning, and final.

“Now the men of Sodom were wicked and sinners against
the Lord exceedingly.” Gen. 13:13. Extraordinary wickedness is
always proof of imminent judgment. Because, of those who have
deliberately turned their back on God we read, “Wherefore God
gave them up in the lusts of their hearts unto uncleanness. . . . For
this cause God gawve them up unto vile passions.” Rom. 1:24, 26.

Such gross sinfulness, as is mentioned here, is seen today in
various parts of the world. Russian marriage can be dissolved by
either party, at any time, for any reason; while prominent Rus-
sians unite without ceremony, civil or religious. There is not a
vice of Romans 1 which is not practiced in every large city of
America today,

The very ease with which men sin, their
complete indifference to God, the unblush-
ing wickedness which is so dead as to be
hardly conscious of horrible iniquity,
above all, monstrous sensual sin—these are
Sodom marks of rapidly approaching judg-
ment. The earth, when such conditions
prevail as they do today, becomes unsafe
and uninhabitable to the holy. As holiness
dates the harvest (Mark 4:29), so wicked-
ness dates the vintage—the burst of the
tempest of the wrath of God. Rev. 14:18.

The Doom of the World

Sodom and Gomorrah, says Jude (verse
seven), are sct forth as an “erample”—a
type, a forecast, an actual specimen of the
material of Gehenna, or hell—“suffering
the vengeance of efernal fire” So our
Lord says: “In the day that Lot went out
from Sodom it rained fire and brimstone
from heaven, and destroyed them all:
after the same manner shall it be.” Luke
17:20-30, R. V. The judged region, swept
by a sheet of flame such as in 1902 sprang
from Mt. Pelee and wiped out St. Pierre
with its forty thousand souls, became a
lake of fire and brimstone, and the region
around settled into a Dead Sea, a blasted
region of sterile death,

So God’s stores of fire and sulphur are
unexhausted, indeed scarcely used. “Up-
on the wicked,” says the Psalmist (11:6),

“He shall rain fire and brimstone and an horrible tempest.” Ge-
henna or hell, lit from heaven, is “the lake of fire and brimstone,
which is the second death” (Rev. 21:8), and was foresampled by
Sodom.

The Deliverance of the Righteous

“If God delivered righteous Lot, sore distressed with the
lascivious life of the wicked (for that righteous man vexed his
righteous soul from day to day with their lawless deeds), the
Lord knoweth how to deliver the godly.” 2 Peter 2:7, R. V.,

The personal safety of the righteous is not the only reason
for their deliverance, for it is also to clear the stage for the judg-
ment of the wicked. “Haste thee, escape thither; for I cannot do
anything till thou be come thither.” Gen. 19:22. When lust has
risen to heights almost inconceivable, and premonitory judgments—
such as the smiting with blindness—go for nothing, God with-
draws His Spirit, His angels, His saints. And when angels
vanish, and saints disappear, wrath is at hand, and the cry goes
forth, “Hast thou any beside? . . . bring them out of this place.”

The angels are the mouthpiece of God’s desire to rescue all
His saints. Moreover, Lot lingers. All possible pressure short
of compulsion the angels have to use, for it is desperately difficult
to get him to loose his grasp on the world. Nevertheless he
escapes, (Continued on Page Two)
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HEN Jesus heard of it (the slaying
ng John the Bapihist by order of

Herod) He departed . . . by ship
tnto a desert place apart: and when the
people had heard thereof, they followed
Him on foot out of the cities. And Jesus
went forth, and saw a great multitude,
and was moved with compassion toward
them, and He healed their sick.

And when it was evening, His disciples
came to Him, saying, This is a desert
place, and the time is now past: send the
multitude away, that they may go into the
villages and buy themselves wvictuals. But
Jesus said unto them, They need not de-
part: give ye them to eat. And they say
unto Him, We have here but five loaves,
and two fishes. He said, Bring them hither
to Me. And He commanded the multitude
to sit down on the grass, and took the
five loaves, and the two fishes, and look-
ing up to heaven, He blessed, and broke,
and gave the loaves to His disciples, and
the disciples to the multitude. Matt. 14:13-
19.

When Jesus heard of the death of John
the Baptist, He departed by ship into a
desert place apart. We can understand, in
a measure at least, His longing to be alone
with God at such a time.

John the Baptist, His' faithful forerun-
ner, who when yet unborn leaped in tri-
umphant ecstasy in his mother’s womb at
the appearance of Mary, bearing in her
body the Lord Jesus Christ; John the
Baptist who, when the Lord Jesus Christ
came to His own, and they received Him
not, proclaimed Him as the Lamb of God
which taketh away the sin of the world;
John the Baptist, who sealed his testimony
with his own blood!

The Lord Jesus Christ was, and 1s, as
truly human as He is divine—the GOD-
MAN. He longed to go apart just as you
and I do when our hearts are deeply wound-
ed.

But for Him it might not be.

Streaming, swarming, struggling to get
as close to Him as possible, came a great
multitude out of the cities bringing their
sick with them.

Christ could not be hid, cannot be hid.
In all ages the living Christ indwelling a
man has proved an irresistible magnet to
suffering humanity. They bring their sick
with them.

How did He receive them? He had
longed to be apart for a little space and
lo, the desert is converted into a populous
village.

Jesus went forth and saw a great multi-
tude and was moved with compassion
toward them because they were as sheep
having no shepherd. And He began to
teach them many things, and He healed
their sick.

Never a thought for Himself, only moved
with compassion for them!

‘Well may we sing “Let the beauty of
Jesus be seen in me!”

And straightway there was an assembly
and Bible Institute in the “desert place
apart.” The wilderness and the solitary
place were glad, and the desert rejoiced
and blossomed as the rose, rejoiced even
with joy and singing. It was heaven on
earth to be there. The sick, all healed,
laughed for joy and rent the sky with their
praises. The lame men leaped like harts,
and the dumb men sang.

Best of all He taught them ; but the shin-
ing hours flew by all too quickly. Alas, the
shadows are lengthening, the sun is sinking
in the West, and the disciples are ready to
pronounce the benediction and call it a day.

They venture to draw near and point
out to the Master that it is necessary to
dismiss the great congregation of five
thousand men, besides women and chil-
dren, so they may go to the villages and
get food to strengthen them for their re-
turn trip. But the Lord Jesus said “No”
to the plan suggested by human wisdom.
“They need not depart. Give ye them to
eat.”

When they revealed the scantiness of
their resources, five loaves and two fishes,
He only said, “Bring them to me.” That
was all that was necessary. It is all that
is necessary to solve your problems and
mine no matter how hopeless things seem.
We need not depart,

Nothing human is sufficient, but brought
to Him and blessed by Him, it becomes
overflowing abundance. Qur sufficiency is
of God.

The Lord Jesus turned His grief at the
loss of John the Baptist into the most glor-
ious picnic the world has ever seen. What
would I not have been willing to give to
be a guest at it? To listen to the won-
derful words of life that fell from His lips,
and look upon His face, would be glory
indeed !

All four evangelists in giving an account
of the occasion record the fact that this great
concourse of humanity sat on the grass by
divine command to partake of the feast.

Note the words of the Master to His dis-
ciples, “Make the men sit down.” “There
was much grass in the place.” John 6:10.

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It was not left to their choice. It was
sit down on the grass or go without supper.

[ believe we fail many times, on many
lines, to receive the gracious provision that
is ours in Christ Jesus simply because we
do not sit down on the grass. There is no
excuse for this, for terL is in most of us
much grass to sit on. “All flesh is grass.’
Isa. 40:6; 1 Peter 1:24, What is the
bwmﬁamcc of sitting down on the grass?
Rom(ms 8:13 makes it clear. “If ye live
after the flesh ye shall die: but if ye through
the Spirit do mnmn the deeds of the body,
ye shall live.”

When Satan dares to attack our }J(J(llﬁ‘a
we need to sit hard on the grass. He is
always ready to provide plenty of symptoms
calculated to rouse the flesh to activity. But
are we going to let aches, pains, sense of
weakness, etc., make us doubt God, who
cannot lie when He says, “I am the Lord
that healeth thee”? Shall we let the evidence
of our senses make us doubt the Word of
God which is forever settled in heaven?
Never.

Jonah tells us that they that observe
lying vanities forsake their own mercy. He
refused to observe a whale but pr aised God
that He had brought up his life from cor-
ruption when he was still inside the mon-
ster. He did this as he looked towards God’s
holy temple, on the authority of the cov-
enant made with Solomon at its dedication.
1 Kings 8 and 2 Chronicles 6.

If I read the Scriptures aright the words,
“sit down on the grass,” teach us an all-
important lesson. The knowledge man pos-
sesses comes from two sources, the evidence
of his fallible senses, and th(’ Bible which
is the infallible divine revelation. When Je-
sus’ words, “They need not depart; give
ye them to eat,” went forth, they accepted
it for what it was, the Word of God, and
took the seats provided for them on the
grass. Doing this they rejected the evidence
of their senses which would have caused
them to inquire scornfully like the Tsraelites
of old, “Can God furnish a table in the
wildernes?” Psalm 78:19. Today, every
day, the Lord Jesus sets a table before us.
This table is spread with heavenly dainties,
living bread, honey from the Rock, living
water. All that we need is there. Partaking
of these is sweetest fellowship with Him,
we are changed into what we eat.

Shall we not then allow our gracious
Host, the Lord Jesus, to indicate to us,
His favored guests, our places at His table?

Ministering Spirits
“And the Lord said, I will go down now,
and see whether they have done altogether
according to the cry of it.” Gen. 18:21. In
huge and overwhelming catastrophes there
is nothing done hastily. And from this
personal inspection of the conditions the

heavenly powers operate.

The deliverance of a single family is
worthy of an angel's powers: how much
more will God stir heaven to save myriads!

“The reapers,” says our Lord, “are
angels.”” Matt. 13:39. And the angels of
Rev. 16:1 who empty bowls of fire upon the
earth are the angels that reap the saints.
So the angels that deliver Lot destroy
Sodom. “We will destroy this place, be-
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cause the cry of them is waxen great before
the Lord; and the Lord hath sent us to de-
stroy it.” ‘Gen. 19:13. What a multitude of
emotions must surge in these beings fresh
from the Throne of God—burning con-
viction of the closeness of judgment; hope-
lessness concerning the destiny of souls
overtaken by God's fires; unspeakable joy
in being able to lead precious human lives
out of danger; and above all, holy zeal for
God’s character.

As blinded Sodom never saw the escape,
so the removal of the children of God will
be equally invisible. And there is room in
God’s chariots for thousands, for ‘“the
chariots of God are twenty thousand, even
thousands upon thousands.” Psalm 68:17.

The Responsibility to Escape

“Escape for your life; look not behind
thee, neither stay thou in all the plain; escape
to the mountain, lest thou be consumed.”
Gen. 19:17. The escape, for Lot, was purely
voluntary and self-determined, for the
angels did not use compulsions, but only
moral suasion. Escape was wholly depend-
ent upon themselves.

Our command is identical—Escare! But
as ours is an escape off the earth alto-
gether—a physical feat beyond us—ours is
an attitude of prayerful trust, on which the
physical deliverance, wrought by miracle,
wholly turns. “Watch ve, and pray always,
that ve may be accounted worthy to escape
all these things that shall come to pass, and
to stand before the Son of man.” Luke
21:36. This escape is a jewel in the casket
of prayer. “Look not behind thee” is to
forget the things that are behind, in a
world-divorced heart. It is Lot’s sudden
realization that in a few hours all his prop-
erty will be under fire and brimstone: it
is (to use a term invented by George Eliot
in mockery) a profound “otherworldli-
ness.,” Whoever is not already so loosened
from earthly things, as to haste away with-
out hesitation remains behind. Sodom, and
even Lot's sons-in-law, labelled him an in-
corrigible pessimist, a strait-laced Puritan,
an illiberal visionary. These mockers’ science
was as unsound as their theology. And
all this the night before the crash of doom!

The Fate of the Divided Heart

“Remember Lot’s wife.” Luke 17:32. Je-
sus isolates from the whole narrative, for
everlasting warning, a single text: “But
his ‘wife looked back, and she became a
pillar of salt.” For one look behind—a
steadfast, earnest look; a wistful, lingering,
hankering look at Sodom, where were com-
fort, relatives, pleasures, reputation, wealth
—God created a monument of His abhor-
rence of a divided heart. She obeyed all
injunctions—save one! She escaped all the
threatened judgments against Sodom which
finally wrought its doom; yet after deliver-
ance she fell under the severe chastisement
of God. He who could raise up children
to Abraham out of stones certainly can turn
a niece of Abrabam into stone.

The parallel today is exact. God has giv-
en certain definite conditions of escape, of
which not one can be safely ignored. As Mr.
Moody has said, “My heart has deceived me

‘a thousand times; that Book has never de-
ceived me.” “No man having put his hand
to the plow, and looking back is fit (adjusted,
favorably positioned, ripe) for the kingdom
of God.” Luke 9:62. The erosions of time
and weather have obliterated the mournful
figure of Lot's wife, but the Saviour has
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embalmed her in the Scriptures as a warn-
ing for all generations.

The Kingdom

“The sun was risen upon the earth when
Lot came into Zoar.,” “Zoar” means “little-
ness.” And it was when Lot got into
humility that he got into Zoar—when he
lost everything, he gained everything.
“Hearken, my beloved brethren, hath not
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God chosen the poor of this world, rich in
faith, to be heirs of the kingdom which He
promised to them that love Him?” James
2:5 R. V. “Unto you that fear My name
shall the Sun of righteousness arise with
healing in His wings." “Then shall the
righteous”—Peter lays very peculiar em-
phasis on the 'I'lght(’ouhllt‘“ of Lot—"shine
forth as the sun in the kingdom of their
Father.,” Matt. 13:1, 3.

A« Inmfidel’s Advice

a professed infidel. He wrote a book against
the divinity of our blessed Lord. His wife
was a Christian, earnest, cheerful and de-
voted, She died early, leaving an only
daughter behind, who became the idol of her
father.

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but the righteous are bold as a lion.”
Prov. 28:1.

All Israel was fearful when the spies
brought back the news that there were giants
in the land of Canaan. They said one to
another, “Let us make a captain and let us
return into Egypt.”” But Caleb and Joshua
were bold. They said, “If the Lord delight
in us, then He will bring us into this land
...the Lord is with us: fear them not.”
“Let us go up at once, and possess it; for
we are well able to overcome it.” They knew
that through the presence of the Lord the
dreaded foes would be as bread for them.

All Israel tled before the Philistines in
the days of Goliath the giant. But David
had no fear, What could this uncircumcized
Philistine do against the Lord of Israel?
In simple faith David went forth in the
name of the Lord and destroyed the adver-
sary.

When Saul sought to destroy his life,
David had faith and confidence in God that
He would preserve him. There resorted
unto David in the cave where he dwelt,
those who were in distress, who were in
debt, who were discouraged, and he en-
couraged them to have faith in God. He
{ave them assurance that the angel of the

ord was camping round about them and
would prove their deliverer; and though
the young lions lacked and suffered hunger,
they that sought the Lord should not want
anvthing that was good.

These men who came to David soon
began to partake of like faith and courage;
so when he expressed the desire to drink
of the water of the well of Bethlehem, three
of his men venturing their lives, went down
to Bethlehem where the Philistines were
encamped, beat back their enemies, and
brought to David a drink from that well.
But the water was so sacred to David that
he poured it out as an offering to the Lord.

The Lord Jesus Christ was bold against
His adversaries. He did not fear Herod
who had destroyed the life of John the Bap-
tist. He did not fear the rulers. He did
not fear those who had charge of the temple,
for twice He cleansed it, turning over the
tables of the money-changers and driving out
those who bought and sold in the precincts
of that holy court,

At a later date the members of the San-
hedrin perceived the boldness of Peter and
John, and realized that they had been with
Jesus and had received His spirit of bold-
ness, When those in the early church were
persecuted and told to speak no more in the
name of Jesus, they prayed for boldness,
that with all boldness they might speak His
word.

There is still opposition to the Word of the
Lord when preached in the power of the
Spirit. There are many today like those
of old who said to the prophet, “Speak un-
to us smooth things.” This is not a day for
smooth preaching. The prophets of old
were raised up to show the people of Israel
their sins, and to warn them of the wrath
that was coming as a result of their sins.

Today there is much veneer, much pro-
fession, but underneath it there is much

pride, much covetousness, much backbiting,
much evil speaking. For these sins the
wrath of God will come upon those who,
though they make a loud proiession, are
guilty. The ministers of Christ need to pray
for boldness that they may declare the whole
counsel of God, may rebuke where rebuke 1s
necessary, and may boldly warn that God
will bring His judgment on sin. The time
is come that judgment must begin at the
house of God: and if it first begin at us,
what shall the end be of them that obey not
the gospel of God? And if the righteous
scarcely be saved, where shall the ungodly
and the sinner appear?

Paul warns that in the last days many
shall depart from the faith. These are days
when many are departing from the simple
faith of Christ. The same spirit that de-
ceived Eve is still subtle in his ways, to
deceive if it were possible even the elect.
The Apostle says, “We are not ignorant of
his devices,” and warns us against the wiles
of the devil. Many are ignorant of his
devices and are subtly snared into unholy
compromise, into love of the world, into a
condition of lukewarmness. Many think that
all is well with them, for they are like those
in the church of Laodicea, unconscious of
their nakedness, their poverty, and their
blindness.

God's prophets need to be bold in warning
men against sin and the fearful judgment
that will come upon all hypocrisy, all cov-
etousness, all uncleanness, and all that is
not of faith. God has ordained that the just
shall live by faith, and He is not pleased
when there is a departure from the faith and
from the principles set forth in His holy
Word. It is still true that the willing and
obedient shall eat of the good of the land,
but those who rebel and disobey the Word
of God shall meet with God's judgment.
The Lord warns the apostate church that
they need to take heed lest He come and
fight against them with the sword of His
mouth.

Was there any compensation to Joshua
and Caleb for their boldness? Yes, God
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honored them and let them come into the
promised land. Those that honor the Lord,
He will honor.

Was there any compensation to David for
his boldness in delivering Israel from their
strong enemy? Yes, God gave him the
confidence of the people, and he became a
great king over a great dominion.

Was there any compensation for those
bold men who risked their lives to get for
their leader the desire of his heart—a drink
of the water of the well of Bethlehem? Yes,
they became among the foremost of his men
of valor, and when he came into his kingdom
he did not forget to compensate them for
their faithfulness.

Was there any compensation for the One
who so boldly cleansed the temple from
those who were making it a house of merch-
andise? Yes, He is seated at the right hand
of God, “from henceforth expecting till His
enemies be made His footstool.”

Will there be any compensation for Peter
and John and the rest who so boldly de-
clared the whole counsel of God? Yes,
they will sit on twelve thrones and judge
the twelve tribes of Israel.

Will there be any compensation to those
who boldly declare the Word of God in
the midst of a perverse and evil generation?
Yes, they shall reign with their Lord in
glory.

A day is coming when the Lion of the
Tribe of Tudah will come forth. and the
saints who are called and chosen and faith-
ful, will follow Him and will execute judg-
ment upon His enemies. The time will come
when these bold ones, these called ones,
these chosen ones, these faithful ones, will
possess the kingdom, and will reign eternally
with Him who is King of kings and Lord of
lords. Just as David appointed to high
position those who were faithful, so will
David’s greater Son give to His own who
are faithful a place of honor in His eternal
kingdom.

Do you ask, “How can I partake of this
spirit of courage, of this spirit of boldness, of
this spirit of faithfulness?” Those who spent
much time with David became of like spirit.
Those who spend much time in the presence
of their Lord will become like Him. David
had but one desire—to spend much time in
the presence of the Lord, to behold the
beauty of the Lord and to inquire of Him.
Those who take time to be much in the
presence of the Lord are changed into His
likeness by the Spirit. He will make those
who pray for boldness, bold. He will make
those who pray for faith, full of faith. He
will make those who desire to be meek

‘and lowly, to be like Himself, to possess a

meek and quiet and lowly spirit which is in
God's sight of great price—S. H. F.

I remember one night when the Bible
was the driest and darkest Book in the uni-
verse to me. The next day it was all light.
I had the key to it. I had been born of
the Spirit. But before T knew anything of
the mind of God in His Word I had to give
up my sin—D. L. Moody.
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It was a strange supper that evening in
the house of Simon of Bethany.

Strange it was indeed that the guest of
honor should contemplate His own death,
while partaking of the appetizing food serv-
ed by the hands of skilliul Martha. That
another of the guests had but recently re-
turned from the grave was of startling
significance. = Most singular also in the
gathering was the presence of a sanctimon-
ious hypocrite, who professed great con-
cern for the poor, yet craftily made plans
to betray his Master into the clutches of
ruthless enemies.

These and others formed the group into
which the woman came with her alabaster
box of precious spikenard.

She approached the Son of God, broke
the box, poured some of the ointment on
His head, and the remainder on His feet.
With beautiful humility she wiped His feet
with her hair, thus counting the glory of

womanhood as nothing in His presence,

Instantly Jesus understood the meaning
of her act. The value of the ointment
caused a deep impression on Him. Well
might it have been sold for three hundred
pence, the equivalent in wages of a work-
man's toil for eleven and a half months.
Matt, 20:2. By the exercise of the spirit-
ual gift of knowledge, He perceived that for
some time she had kept this ointment for
a specific purpose. John 12:7. He knew
that she had comprehended the revelation
of His atoning death, and that she came
aforehand to anoint His body for burial.

One word in Mark 14:8 is highly signi-
ficant.

She came “aforehand.”

By so doing she revealed a heart of in-
tense devotion. She desired to bring her
costly gift to a living Christ, not to a life-
less body in the tomb. She bestowed her
affection not upon a religious creed or
ritual, but upon the animate person of a
beloved Saviour. In this she was com-
mended by the Lord, and a memorial of
her deed was eternally enshrined within the
Gospel.

It is of some consequence also to note
that this was the only anointing which Jesus
received for burial. True it was that cer-
tain women went to the tomb on that first
Easter morning to pour sweet spices on
the body of their Lord, whom they believ-
ed to be as dead as the hope in their hearts.
They came to minister in unbelief, but
could not carry out their plan. Christ had
risen.

It was unbelief that prompted Nicodemus
to enclose a mixture of myrrh and aloes
within the linen clothes which were wrap-
ped about the body of Jesus. John 19:39,
40. These were not sweet spices. They
had a pungent aroma, and were used to
preserve the dead from decay. The tender
consideration of Nicodemus is praise-
worthy, yvet the body of our Lord needed
no such treatment, for long ago the predic-
tion had been made that His flesh should
never see corruption. Psalm 16:10.

Hence, the only burial anointing which

Jesus received was that administered by
Mary of Bethany in the house of Simon.

Sweet is the lesson we derive from the
outpouring of fragrant spikenard upon the
sacred person of the Christ.

It is a lesson of great sacrifice, of deep
spiritual perception, and above all, of the
highest ideals of Christian faith. For Mary
had learned the glorious truth that con-
secrated servants of God labor earnestly to
make plain to their hearers today.

That truth is this:

The Christian life is not established
merely on concepts of Bible doctrine, on
church affiliations, or on scrupulous obedi-
ence to the laws of God. To be sure, these
things require our attention, and have their
place. But the saint who pleases well the
heart of God is he who has a passionate de-
sire for the divine presence, and who finds
his chief delight in communion with the
Lord.

Some people derive the greatest satis-
faction from doing the work of God, some
find their sufficiency in the fellowship of
the saints, some are content with a mystic
use of the blessings of heaven.

But the Bride of Christ is satisfied only
in the presence of the Bridegroom.

Her costly spikenard, which is the deepest
affection of her heart, is reserved for Him
alone. Daily she approaches His banquet-
ing table, and pours forth the sweet chrism
of her devotion. Song 1:12. She accepts
His Word, obeys His commands, proclaims
His gospel, partakes of His nature, and
follows His example, not through a sense
of strict obligation, but because she loves
Him more than aught else in life. Regen-
erating grace has for her but one meaning
.+ . perpetual communion with the living
Christ.

There are those, of course, who frown
upon such love as this. Like some at the
feast in Simon's house, they are quick to
stamp the brand of fanaticism on a pure
spiritual fervor which they cannot under-
stand. They are the practical-minded souls,
who are so full of good works that they
have little time to be full of Christ. From
morn till night they speed on their errands
of mercy, feeding the hungry, helping the
fatherless, clothing the unfortunate, and
cheering the despondent. Their neglect of
the secret prayer chamber is excused with
a voluble explanation of the needs of suf-
fering humanity, and their lack of Bible

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knowledge is shrugged aside with the sug-
gestion that an experience of depth and
power is not really necessary to active dis-
cipleship.

Oh, these bustling, practical souls!
Would that with Mary they might pause
in their work, and take time to anoint yon
thorn-crowned head with precious oint-
ment.

For let it be noted that when Mary
anointed Jesus, the odor of the spikenard
filled the house. John 12:3.

So it is that when we bestow all our love
on Christ, we unconsciously bring blessing
to others. The sweetness of our sacrifices
will be borne inevitably to the nostrils of
those around us. The more we press in lov-
ing obedience to the center of the divine
will, the more will the glory of the Master’s
presence shine forth in our speech, our at-
titude, and actions.

There is nothing greater on earth than
d deep love for God that constrains the
heart, soul, mind, and strength. There is
no saint more supremely useful in the
kingdom of heaven than he who has given
his all to Jesus.

What of this spikenard of our own . . .
this tremendous devotion of which we are
capable? What are we doing with it? Do
we lavish it on temporal comforts, or barter
it for the crusts of mammon? Is it to be
squandered thoughtlessly on some foolish
hobby, or surrendered for the praise of
men? Ought we to bestow it on the king-
dom instead of the King, or on the dis-
ciple instead of his Master?

There is but one fitting use for the oint-
ment of devout love. Come! Let us pour
it on His lovely head.

Praying Always

How is it possible to be occupied with
life’s innumerable details and still be able
to pray always? Simply by making life’s
details so many little heads, and prayer the
golden string on which all are hung. Every-
thing as it comes to us can be lifted up to
God in a thought of supplication, a flash
of divine recollection, and instantly become
touched with God's blessing and presence.
Thus everything will become a link with
heaven, and even the hardest, darkest, sad-
dest things be remembered as occasions
which brought us near to God and brought
back to us from God some token of His
remembrance and His love. Thus every
day shall be a ladder of a thousand rungs
that reaches unto heaven while the angels
of God are continually ascending and de-
scending upon it.—A. B. Simpson.

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Rajammal

A True Story by !

Rajammal 1s a caste girl brought up in
Hindu surroundings. Not far from her
dwelling is a Hindu temple where the family
daily worships. Ceremonially, day after
day, they go the round of their ritual.

Rajammal has the good fortune to be born
into a very affectionate family, The parents
are extremely fond of the children, and the
children fond of the parents. Konammal
(for so will we call Rajammal’s mother)
is very devoted to Rajammal, and is greatly
grieved because the girl is growing sickly.
The family deity is invoked, and cocoanuts
and garlands are very devoutly carried to the
temple.  Mantrums (chanted consecrated
formulas considered so powerful that they
can enchain the power of the gods them-
selves) are ceremoniously chanted over the
sickly form of Rajammal, but to no profit.
Later the child is brought to the great
hospital, and is examined by the Peria
Veidyan (Big Doctor). With anxious eyes
Konammal watches the Peria Veidyan's face,
and intently listens to the words that fall
from his lips. At length Konammal dis-
covers that an operation is necessary. Rajam-
mal is carried up the huge stairs of the
great hospital, and placed in a bed at the
farthest end of “Charity Ward.” The child
is treated and carefully attended to, but
alas, the abdominal trouble grows no better,
but rather worse., Swollen, and in much
pain, she patiently waits, hoping that by
the miracle of the Peria Veidyan's knife she
might be released from her trouble.

Meantime, Ranjitham, a low caste villager,
but a Christian, is also brought to “Charity
Ward.” She is the wife of a Christian
teacher, and is a very devoted soul. Her
husband visits her and prays for her at
her bedside, and missionaries, one—two—
three—four of them, pay occasional visits to
Ranjitham, and each wvisit is concluded by
prayer in “Charity Ward” at her bedside.
She is very happy and trustful, for she
hopes that by the marvels of the Peria
Veidyan's skill she will have the honor of
ultimately presenting a child to her devoted
husband, for they have been married for
many years and are very disappointed be-
cause there are no children.

While the missionaries visit this Chris-
tian girl, other beds in the ward are visited
too, and a word for the Greatest Physician
is carefully and prayerfully uttered. “Rajam-
mal, the Lord Jesus is able and willing to
heal you,” is the bold witness of one faith-
ful to her call. The story of Calvary is
told, the glory of His power is declared.
But Konammal is very sad because the
Peria Veidyan has operated upon Rajammal
without success, for he discovered an inoper-
able tumor. It was at such a time the mis-
sionary visitor discovered that only six
months were given to Rajammal to live.

“No hope,” was the final verdict of the
Peria Veidyan. Undaunted, the messenger
of the Cross unwaveringly affirms the power
of the Lord Jesus. Gradually the young
heart of Rajammal is warmed toward the
Saviour, and she professes her faith in His

saving grace, “Lord Jesus died for me,
and He will heal me,” is the profession of
this girl of Hindu orthodoxy. The pastor
1s requested to visit Rajammal and to ful-
fill James 5:14. Gladly he consents to go,
and a little word for the Saviour-lHealer
with prayer follows. Poor Rajammal is
ultimately discharged from the great hos-
pital pronounced incurable, with six months
to live. But the Heavenly Veidyan does not
depart from the girl, and she is wonderfully
healed, so that she has already lived beyond
her six months, and her abdominal trouble
has miraculously disappeared. The pierced
hands of the Man of Calvary has effected a
healing which redounds to His glory.

Konammal and her husband, and all the
family, gratefully acknowledge that the work
is none other than that of the Lord Jesus.
Rajammal refuses to worship the Hindu
gods—"“Lord Jesus healed me” is her daunt-
less testimony to old and young in her vil-
lage.

But another calamity befalls. A woman,
a wife, is brutally murdered, and her body
cast into the village well. There is no clue
left as to who the murderer is. So the
usual procedure is followed. A priest of
their order claiming supernatural power, is
called. He performs certain ceremonies,
and chants certain mantrams and proceeds
to discover the murderer. But a young girl
is required to aid him in his method of dis-
covery. A girl must be the subject of the
chanting of mantrams until she is lost to
the natural, and becoming possessed of the
gods, she relates the facts of the case and
the murderer is revealed.

The priest calls the girls of the village
together, Among them is Rajammal, heal-
ed of God through faith in the Lord Jesus.
The priest looks around and bids Rajammal
surrender to his mantrams for the purpose
of detecting this crime, and this would mean
that she must have veebuthi (holy ash)
sprinkled on her forehead. A crowd is gath-
ered together (as in India they so quickly
do) but Rajammal refuses to surrender to
the cunning mantrams of the priest, or to
wearing veebuthi. “Lord Jesus healed me,”
she affirms, “and I do not worship your
gods,” is the stirring testimony of this girl
of tender years.
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All the village knows the fact that Rajam-
mal was healed by the Lord Jesus, and so
another girl is chosen for the purpose of
detecting this crime. The village knows
the murderer anyhow, but the record of
Rajammal’s unwavering testimony is record-
ed by higher authorities than missionaries.
The recording Angel, methinks, took record
of the courage of this girl, for before men
and devils she witnessed to the power of the
Lord Jesus.

A wee girl is Rajammal, only twelve
years old, but a witness true and firm has
she borne.

In circumstances more difficult than my
pen can portray, she has stood a solitary
witness to Christ Jesus her Lord. It might
have cost her her life; she might have been
driven from the village ; she might have been
deprived of all family affection; but “Lord
Jesus” had done great things for her, and
she would not deny Him though it might
have cost her so much.

Rajammal is a testimony to her people,
for almost every Sunday morning she is
seen walking four miles or more with several
other girls about her own age bringing them
with her to the Christian Church. “Our joy
and crown.”

Special prayer is requested for Rajam-
mal that she might continue to be faithful
to her Saviour, and that she may grow to
be a true servant of the Christ who so
marvellously healed her.

Courage
John Fletcher was in his pulpit one Sun-
day night. The opening service was begun,

when his sermon and his text swept out
of his mind, like a slip of paper through the
window. He tried to recall the sermon;
he tried to recall the text, but in vain. Son
after song, prayer aiter prayer followed,
pushing him to the moment when he would
have to preach, text or no text. The dark-
ness grew denser—until he had to rise. Just
then the scene of Nebuchadnezzar's furnace
rose up before him and the whole horizon
was lit up with the blaze of thought. He
began to preach, and the Spirit gave him
liberty. The crowded assembly was bap-
tized from on high.

He knew nothing of it, but in that church
was a little woman who took her life in her
hand that night to serve God. Her hus-
band hated Fletcher and swore he would
bake her in his bread-oven if she ever went
to his church again. God had given this
little woman a chance to answer her own
prayer—but it was to be answered in a
burning oven, and she was willing to pay
the price. She braved all this and had come
to church. This is what that lost sermon
meant. But she had the One she needed.

When she reached her home the oven was
red and her husband stood in the door
brandishing his bread-knife. = Nothing
daunted, she walked up the steps, and he
fell on his knees crying: “Oh, wife, pray
for me! pray for me!” Men drop on their

knees before that kind of religion. The
other sort never troubles them. Sanctified
heroism saved her husband—the least

cowardice would have doomed him.

Many who are denied the privilege of
fighting in the forefront of the battle, but
who faithfully tarry in praver at home,
shall one day divide the spoil.

CITY-WIDE PRAYER HOUR

One of our ministers, Pastor J. A. Thomas of
Borger, Texas, writes as follows: “On Sunday
afternoon, while listening to a radio sermon on
prayer, I heard it mentioned that during the other
war a group in a certain town banded together for
prayer each day and that as a result all the boys
who were called into service (over one hundred of
them) came back home after the war. [ felt
moved by God to attempt something on the same
order. The following morning 1 entertained the
ministers of our city in a ministerial meeting and
during the session I proposed that the hour of
5 p. m, be set aside as the hour of prayer each day.
I suggested that the fire alarm be sounded at this
hour to remind the people to pray, and that the
time be used for praying for our country, our
armed forces, our nurses, and our allies. The
ministers with one accord fell in line. When
I presented it to our city officials they at once
agreed, and we now have a city-wide prayer hour
for the said purpose.”

THE 95,000 GOSPELS

The C. As of California made it possible last
Thanksgiving for thousands of Gospels to be
sent to chaplains throughout the entire Pacific and
Coastal area for distribution as Christmas gifts
to the soldiers. The story was carried in many
daily papers through the Associated Press, and
now a full page of the March issue of Bible Sociely
Record has been given to it. Written by Dr.
Bayless of the American Bible Society, the Record
article says: “Under the inspirational leadership
of Harry A. Jaegar, the ‘Christ’s Ambassadors,’
youth section of the Assemblies of God in Cali-
fornia, raised over $600 in one offering” to pay
for most of these Gospels.

Scores of chaplains have sent letters of ap-
preciation. One chaplain says regarding the
Gospels: “They came just when I needed them
most. Each was passed out to a man who wanted
to read the story of the Nativity for himself.”

A lonely soldier lad said to his chanlain: “The
reading of the story of Christ's birth has made
this a real Christmas for me.”

Another chaplain said: “Thanks for the Christ-
mas Gospels. They were put under the pillows
of the patients in the hospital at the dinner hour.
What a joy to see dozens lying on their heds read-
ing the Nativity story on that Christmas Eve.”

A major general wrote: “I am advised of your
fine service in the distribution of the Nativity
story to service men on the west coast. 1 assure
you this service is most deeply appreciated by
this headquarters, as well as by many persons
from whom you are no doubt receiving con-
gratulatory letters.” !

Many of the Gospels were shipped to Hawaii
and the Philippines, and these left San Francisco
nine days before the war broke out on Dec. 7.
The California young people are to be commended
for this splendid effort. There is great need for
many such efforts to be made in every part of the
land, not only in the distribution of Gospels and
Testaments but in the distribution of Rewveille,
Service Tracts, etc. as well. ;
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SOCIAL DISEASE IN US.A.

The following quotation from Reader's Digest
is an alarming indicatien of the increase of iniquity
in these last days: “Over a million new cases of
gonorrhea, mostly young men, seek medical care
in our country every year. Millions more are
treated for it over drugstore counters or in the
dens of charlatans”

THE GOSPEL IN SUMATRA

A new Methodist Church was recently complet-
ed by the Chinese Christian fishermen of Bagan
Si Api-Api on the Dutch East Indies island of
Sumatra (now overrun by the Japanese). This
village is rated as the largest fishing community
in the world, For thirty years the gospel has
been preached there, and not without effect. Govern-
ment figures show that the revenue from opium
sales diminished from 1,500,000 florins in 1925 to
500,000 florins in 1940 in this region, because of the
sentiment created against it by the Christian com-
munity. Don't forget the Sumatra Christians when
you pray.

WHISKY

According to a Los Angeles Times editorial,
“the United States is the only major power af-
fected by the war which has taken no steps to
curtail the consumption of intoxicating liquor as
a measure for increasing efficiency in production.
So far from curtailing ours, we are encouraging
it to grow by making it possible to buy liquor
in more than twice the number of places . . .
licensed to handle it in preprohibition days. As
one result, we have nearly 500,000,000 gallons of
high-proof whisky in storage, as against under
300,000,000 in 1914 The Bible says, “Woe
unto them that . . . follow strong drink.” Isa. 5:11.

A WARNING ABOUT COMMUNISM

Said Martin Dies on the floor of Congress
in January: “Some persons seem to think that the
Russians' heroic fight against the invading Nazi
hordes 1s good ground for closing our eyes to
the nature and ultimate aims of the Communist
Party of the United States. Such a view is, in
my opinion, wholly devoid of logic. Hitler's com-
plete annihilation at the hands of the Russian
Armies would not make Communism one iota more
compatible with the American way of life. Now is
the time to look that fact squarely in the face. . ..
Stalin is not fighting Hitler because he has been
converted from Communism to Democracy. He
is fighting Hitler because Hitler invaded Russia.
The destruction of Hitlerism is the one and only
point on which the interests of the United States
and the interest of the Soviet Union converge, and
we may be sure Stalin himself views the matter in
this light.”

THIS WAR AND MISSIONS
Dr. Elliott, pastor of the First Presbyterian
Church of Brooklyn, has just returned from an
airplane trip around the world. The purpose of

“the trip, taken with Dr. .Leber, secretary of the

Board of Foreign Missions of the Presbyterian
Church of the U.S.A., was to visit mission fields
and confer with missionaries and native leaders.
It lasted six months, during which time they
visited the fields of Hawaii, Philippine Islands,
Thailand, India, French Camerouns, and Africa,
At the conclusion, Dr. Elliott returned to Brook-
lyn and said: “I am convinced that this attack
has been made upon us in some places because of
the strength of our Christianity and not because
of its weakness. I am sure that the growing
strength of Christianity in China contributed to
the present invasion of China by Japan, that in the
Philippines and Thailand the strength of the
Christian movement helped bring on the attack by
Japan, and that the attack upon Christianity in
India was brought on by the fact that Gandhi was
not able to draw the Christians into a synthesis
of all religions. And I am convinced that we are
being prepared for the greatest missionary advance
in the history of Christianity when this war is

over.

The work among the "“untouchable” people
on the borders of IEast Bengal continues in a
most encouraging manner. Many have stepped
out for the Lord, and one complete village com-
prises the latest entry into the Christian fold.
The people of this village are building a little
straw and bamboo house to serve as school
and church, In their extreme anxiety to have
a proper building wherein to worship the Lord,
they are going at this work with an energy
the fever-ladened

which is very rare among
Bengali people. In this district there is more
fever than in any other part of India and it
would rank among the most umhealthy spots
on the earth's surface, so it is somewhat of a
sacrifice to work there.

No work that 1 have undertaken in India
has caused me as much enthusiasm as this
ministry among the outcastes. When Christ

can take people as low in the human scale as
this, transform their lives and make model
Christians out of them, then the
proving itself in action as the mightiest power

I wish we might share with you some of the
unique experiences of our last trip to this
area, To begin with we enjoyed a love feast

with the new converts—an act which burst like
a bomb shell in the neighborhood, for to eat
with an outcaste is unthinkable.

Three and a half years have passed since the
Lord brought me back to this dear land of India,
having laid upon me the need of the Tamil
ou*caste people, and looking back we can only
say, “What hath God wrought?” In seven
places where people had never heard the name
of Jesus we have today little churches to which
people come regularly to worship the Lord.
Men who were absolutely illiterate, knowing
nothing but their daily work in the fields, are
now through our night schools, able to read the
Bible for themselves, Children who ran wild
all day, often still in their birthday frocks, come
clothed to the little day schools and have learned
to read and write. The old remedies, such as
cow’s dung, which formerly were applied to
heal sicknesses, are no longer in use. The
people have learned of the Great Physician,
and there are many wonderful healings in
answer to prayer.

Just at the close of a cottage prayer meeting
which one of our workers was holding in an
outstation, a village woman ran in with a little
boy in her arms, saying that the child had been
bitten in the head by a scorpion. The poor
little lad was crying with pain. Immediately
the worker began to pray, reminding the Lord
that He had given power over scorpions. God
answered ; all pain lifted and the child was taken
home, completely healed.

It Pays to Pray

A woman in one of our stations had for a
long time caused us considerable trouble. She
used to attend the meetings with the sole
purpose of doing all in her power to hinder.
The head evangelist to whom she had taken a
special dislike suffered much persecution from
this woman who even threatened his life; but
in obedience to Christ's command to ‘“pray
for them which despitefully use you and per-
secute you,” he earnestly besought the Lord
to touch her heart and save her.

After some time this woman was taken
seriously ill. When the evangelist went to see
her she asked him to pray, which he did, and
God healed her. From that moment her life

was changed. Before long she confessed her
sins, yielding herself to God. Now that same
woman who formerly attended the services to
disturb and hinder takes part in the meetings
and is earnestly seeking the Baptism in the
Holy Spirit.

In this column John Hall is answering from
week to week questions which are asked him
concerning life in Mossiland, French West
Africa, where he and his wife have spent several
vears in missionary work.

Do the African children have any toys?

The strange object in
the picture is an African
child’s “doll” made from

an unhusked ear of corn.
The tassel is divided in
two, wrapped with black
thread to represent plaits
of hair, and further
ornamented  with red
grains of maize strung
tightly together. Tiny
white heads @adorn the
neck of the doll. To
imitate the girls’ and
women's custom the
“waist"” is decorated with
strings of different colored beads. The little
girls are very proud of these dolls which they
bind to their backs with a cloth just as the
mathers do their babies.

What do the Africans do with their fetishes
and charms when they become Christians?

Experience has taught us that when a pro-
fessing Christian Mossi is willing to burn these
himseli before the public, it is a real test of
his experience and a demonstration that he
no longer fears the power of the fetishes. He
might consent to let the missionary or others
burn them, but at the same time have a re-
serve in his own heart. However, when he
actually takes the step himself, we are sure
his trust is in God alone.

Rather than give an exposition of the resurrec-
tion story which is very familiar to most of us,
we shall deal with the resurrection, following an
outline given by Dr. William Evans, in his book,
The Great Doctrines of the Bible,

I IMPORTANCE OF THE RESURRECTION.

1. Christianity is the only religion that bases
its claim to acceptance upon the resurrection of its
founder. No other religion can dare to do that!

2. Christianity depends for its existence wpon
the truth of the resurvection. Study Paul's rea-
soning upon this statement, 1 Cor. 15:14, 15, 17,
18. If we take the resurrection out of our mes-
sage we have no message! But we know He
lives! And we ought constantly to think of,
speak of, and commune with the living

Lesson Text:

(2) The Lord's Day. Sunday was not the
original Sabbath, Remember with what determina-
tion the Jews held on to the cbservance of the
Sabbath. What cause was great enough to make
Jews in New Testament times change their time-
nonored day of worship from the seventh to the
first day of the week? The answer is—the resur-
rection of Jesus on the first day of the weck led
to this great change in the day of worship!

(3) The Christian Church, What a tremendous
influence for good has been the Christian church.
What would the world have been like without
it? This great institution is a glorious effect;
but what was its cause? And the answer is—
the resurrection of Jesus! He rose from the
dead, thereby proving the truth of all His teach-
ings, appeared to His discouraged disciples, com-

TION.
We have dealt with the doctrinal side of

Jesus lives today! But what does it mean to us?

1. We are assured of our acceptance with God.
Rom, 4:25. So long as Jesus lay in the tomb
there was no guarantee that His redemptive work
acceptable to God. But His resurrection
proved the truth of all His claims and assures
us that His sacrifice for us was acceptable to
God!

2. We are sure of an interceding High Priest in
heaven. Rom. 8:34; Heb. 7:25; 1 John 2:1.

3. We are assured of owr own resurrection and
immortality. 1 Thess. 4:14; 2 Cor. 4:14; John
14:19,

4. We are assured of wictory over the power
of sin as well as victory over the guilt of sin.
See Rom. 6:1-14. Just as Jesus rose victor over

death, so that death has no more power

was

Christ. Observe how much prominence
Peter and Paul gave to the resurrection
in their preaching.

II. NATURE OF THE RESURREC-
TION.

1. Jesus Christ actually died. Some
who disbelieve in  the resurrection
would have us believe that Jesus did
not die but merely went into a coma
and was afterwards revived by His
disciples. The folly of this theory may
be clearly seen from Matt, 27:57, 58;
Mark 15:44, 45; Mark 16:1; John 19:
33; Rev. 1:18.

2. Jesus actually rose from the dead
in bodily form. There are those who
believe that the resurrection was only
a spiritual matter, This cannot be for
the following reasons: (1) the fact
of the empty tomb, Matt. 28:6; (2) the
fact that the priests were afraid “that
the disciples should come by night and
steal Him away" proves that they fear-
ed a bodily resurrection, for they could
not have stolen His soul; (3) those who
saw Christ after the resurrection
recognized Him as having the same
bodv as He had before even to the
wounds, John 20:27; (4) Christ's own
testimony, Matt. 17:23; Luke 24:39;
Rev. 1:18; (5) The record of the ap-
pearances of Christ prove a literal
physical resurrection, Matt. 28:9, 10:
John 20:14-18; Luke 24:13-32: John 3

3. Jesus' resurrected body was more than a mere
natural body. That it was composed of “flesh
and bones” was true (Luke 24:36-43) ; but it was
a glorified body; that is, it possessed supernatural
attributes. It could pass through closed doors.
It was not recognizable at times. It could vanish
from sight. It could traverse distances without
consuming any time in doing so.

4., Christ's reswrrected body
Rom. 6:9, 10; Rev. 1:18.

III. CREDIBILITY OF
TION.

Its credibility is based on reliable facts and
the testimony of competent witnesses. In ex-
pecting us to believe in the resurrection, God has
not called upon us to believe something for which
we have no proof. The doctrine of Christ’s resur-
rection is confirmed by many infallible proofs.

1. The argument from cause and effect. For
every effect there must be a sufficient cause. There
are certain things, conditions, and institutions,
which are all effects of some cause. The question
is, what is that cause?

(1) The empty tomb. The empty tomb was
an effect; what was its cause? How came the
tomb to be empty? The answer is that Jesus
rose from the dead and forsook the tomb!

was  immortal,

had begun, and assured them that He would
still be with them, empowering them as they car-
ried out His plans. Consequently, they went
forth preaching the story of His atoning death,
His burial, and His resurrection. Men believed
their message, became followers of the living
Christ, grouped together to pray, study, and wor-
ship. Thus the church came into existence, and
its cause was the resurrection of Christ!

(4) The New Testament. If Christ had not
risen from the dead, the story of His life and
death would have remained buried with Him.
But when Christ appeared again to His disciples
after His resurrection, He restored their faith and
hope and gave them something to preach and
write about. So the New Testament is the ef-
fect of the resurrection!

¢. The argument from testimony. We have
discussed the credibility of the resurrection from
the argument of cause and effect. Let us con-
sider the proof of the resurrection from the stand-
point of its witnesses. (1) In our courts of the
land seven is the greatest number of witnesses
ever required, Christ’s resurrection had at least
515 witnesses! 1 Cor. 15:6; etc. Surely that is
sufficient! (2) The value of the testimony of a
witness depends upon his character. In our
human courts of law, witnesses are often im-

married life. Cut to the heart, the
wife said afterward: “I had a mental vision of a
Person with uplifted bleeding hands.
