to disea~e, nut some people in ignorance 
of the fact raised the cry, "Tile Jews have 
poisoned the wells !,'-and another story 01 
hloodshed and plunder was added to the 
history of the wandering Jew. 
~o one believes this story today, hut it 

was believed then, and the jews suffered. 
Some explanations ad\'auced by the modern 
.'\nti-Semite are a~ famastic as this story. 

Thr Marks of Ihe Covello lit ""e as ChristiallS must look to the Scrip­
tUf('S for the true ~olution to the jewi~h 
problem. Scripttlrallv, their destiny has 
l>ttn molded by their experience with two 
l>ersons-!o.lo~es and Jesus. 

\Vhat sep."lrated the Jews from other 
peoples? Let Moses answer. -;.,Tot power 
and wcalth (DellI. 8:17), not greatness of 
number (Deut. 7:1, 7), not righlcousncs~ 
(Deut. 9:6)-but the fact that God has 
graciously chosen them to be the custodians 
of His law. and His witnesses to the nations. 
They .... ere the Chosen People. nOt because 
they ..... ere better than olhers, but in order 
to serve others, And when Israel accepted 
the covenant at Sinai they bound Ihel1lselw.'s 
and their descendants to the followi ng prop­
osition (or covenant): "Your national at­
titude toward the la .......... ill either make or 
break you. Keep it and rOll shall be honored 
by the nations; break it and you shall be il 

pro\'erb and a by ..... ord among the natiOTl~." 
Such is the substance of ~roses' words found 
in the 28th chapter of Deuteronomy. 

The deep·seated peculiarities of the jew 
are due to the mark which the Torah ha.; 
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left upon hi~ <;oul and mind .\l1d even when 
he abandon~ hi~ ancestral faith for athei:'10 
or agTlo:'lici~1I1 he does not thcrehy e~cape 
the covenant marks branded II]>OIl the na­
tiollal soul at Sinai. 

And what of the Je ..... who sinn·rdv accepts 
lhe go~pcl? Ilis act cannot I)f' called aposta"y 
for 11(- finfl, in Christ the fulfillmcnt oi the 
Law and the Prophets; and also the power 
to tramlate the Law illlo per~ollality and 
conduct. 

During the tim(' of tile Babylonian Cap­
tivity whrll numbers of Jews plalll1rd to 
gel rid of their distillctivelles~ and hecoille 
one hundred per cent Babylonian citizen~, 

this prophetic word came through Ezckie1: 
"And that which cometh into \'OIlT mind 
shall not he at all, that ye say, We will be 
as the Iwathen, as the families of the COUI1-
tri('s, to ~erve wood and stone, A~ I li\c, 
saith tll(' I.ord God, surely with a mighty 
hand. and with a stretched Ollt arm. a11l1 
with fur.I' pOllTcd out, will I rule O\'er yOI\: 
and I will bring you out from the people, 
and will gather yOli out of the countries 
wherein ye are scattered." Ezek. 20:32-3-1. 

\Va1<1o Frank wrote: "They are not a bit 
worse tllan their Yankee, nritish or French 
competitors, Dllt I felt they ought to be 
better. Perhaps this unconscious claim of 
a high standard for the Jew is a clue, as we 
shall ~ec, to the real meaning of the mys· 
tery," 

Paul the apo~t!e took this view when he 
wrote, "Thou that makest thy boast of the 
law, through hreaking the law dishonorest 
thou God? For the name of God is blas­
phemed among the G('ntiles through you, 
as it is written, For he is not a jew, which 
is one outwardly; neither is that circum­
cision, which is outward in the flesh: but 
he is a jew, which is one inwardly: and 
circumcision is that of the heart, in the 
spi ri t, and not in the leller; whose praise is 
110t of men, but of God." Rom. 2 :23, 24, 28, 
29. 

Their Attitude Toward Jesus 

The cause of the present condition oi the 
jewish people ilia)" not only he traced back 
to their experience at Sinai but also to 
their attitude toward Jesus, The Kew 
Testament teaches that the present disper­
sion of the Jews is relat('(1 to their rejectiun 
of the Mcssiahship of jC';Il~. "They shall 
faU by the edge of the sword, and shall be 
led away captive into all nations: and Jeru­
salem shall be trodden down oi the Gentiles, 

until the time~ of the Gentiles be fulfill('d," 
Luke 21 :24. 

The modern jew is very sen~i ti\"e 011 thi~ 
point and re"ents the thought that his nation 
was rC'spomible for the death of Jesus. 
Xe\'eTlhele . .;s, it i~ a matter of history that 
the !cader~hip of Israci rejected Him as the 
~fe~!'iah, and their decision 11.1.5 affected the 
attitude of their descendants ever since. 1I 
is true that in recent years some rabbis have 
uttered glowing tributes aoout Jesus, and 
one Jewi~h author has writtc:n a touchin~ 
story of His lik (" Thc Nazarene," hv 
Sholelll A<;eh): hut the point at issue is 1Wt 
whether Jesus was a good and great man 
hut whether He was the Christ. 

Calvary has left a deep scar upon the 
jewish soul, for it so happens that jrsus 
was the Messiah, History unites with 
prophecy in attesting tile fact. After Christ 
the jrwish people had no prophets, no sac­
riflce~, and tlleir national life was broken up, 

To ~utll up: the jew's prrsent position i~ 
due to the fact that he cannot escape tht: 
comequences of the Old Covenant and he 
will not accept the hlessings of the New. 
According to the Scriptures, thi~ spiritual 
dislocation is the somce of those paillful 
irritations which constitute tl'e Jewish proh­
lem. \Vhen a great English statesman was 
asked concerning his religion he repli e<1. 
"r Mil the hlank page hetwern the Olrl ami 
the Xew Te~talllents." These wonls state 
the ~pi rittTal position of many an Israelite, 

Thl' Olllrch and the JC"dJ 

Ueproach lies heavy upon Israel; in 
ccrtain European count ries it is open amI 
manife~t. and in some parts of this land 
it exists as an undercurrent. \Vhat can 
the followers of jesm do to Icad Israel 
from reproach to glory? 

First, thl' church "lIIst /al'l' tJu riqht 
al/itl/de to-ward tf.e JC'/.t's. \Ve mmt re­
member that they were the "congregation" 
(or "church") of jehovah in the days when 
there was no Christian chllrch, and they 
have rll11 the whole scale of cxperiences that 
can come to any church. Did !<:rae! fail? 
It is not for the church to rejoice but to 
take warning. "And if some of the branches 
be broken off. and thOll, !>eing a wild olive 
tree, wert graffed in among them, and with 
them partakest of the root and fatness ;)f 
tl ,e olive tn'e; 1)Q.1st not against the branches. 
But if thou boast. thou ocarest not the root. 
but the root thee. ThOll wilt say then. Th(' 
branches were broken olT, that I mig-ht be 
graffe<! in. Well; because of unbelief they 
were broken off. and thou ~tandest bv faith. 
Be nOt highlllinded, but fear; for 'if God 
sparcd not the natural branches. take heed 
lest lIe also spare not thee." Hom. II : 17-21. 

Some would reason thlls: "Since the Jews 
have rejected Christ they have 110 claim to 
any ~pecial consideration." Dm read the 
prophecy of Obadiah, At the very time 
God was punishing Judah for her apostasy, 
! Ie pronounced the sentence of everlasting 
destruction upon the Edomites for joining 
ill the razing of jerusalem. Why? "For thy 
violence against Ihy brolher Jacob shame 
shall COl'er thee." There existed a re1ation-
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ship that forbade Edam's participation in 
Nebuchadnezzar's campaign. For a similar 
r('a50n Christians cannot participate Hl 

anti-Jewish propaganda which in recent 
years has produced its grUCSOIllC harvest oi 
suffering.

the Jews." 

:,\Toses would have agreed, :'\Iore lhan 
once he cried, "VI.' arc a stiffnecked people!" 
He was driven frantic by their mur!l1urings 
and backslidings, and fmally was provoked 
to an outburst of tcmper which led to his 
e:-::clusioll from tile Promised I . .;)nd. Vet, 
when Jehovah suggested a quick and cas'" 
solution of the Jewish problem in the fon;l 
of national extermination, i\!oses cried, "Yet 
TlOW, if Thou wilt forgi\'e their sin-; and 
if not. blot me, 1 pray Thee, out oi Thv 
hook which Thou hast written." Ex. 32 :32. 

liard to love tIle Jews? Paul the apostle 
wuuld have agreed. Many a beatlllg and 
stoning he received at their hands; many 
a time his very life was endangercd. Hut 
did he cver desire their de~truction? J Ie 
once wrote: "I say the truth ill Christ, I lit.' 
!lOt. Illy conscicnce also bearing me witness 
in the !loly Gllost, that I Ilave great heavi­
ness and continual sorrow in IllV heart. For 
I could wish that nlVse1f were a'ccur'ircl from 
Christ for my breth~en, my kinsmen accord­
ing to the flesh." Rom. 9:1-3, 

There are some who bt'Co!lle impatient 
when the following verse is quoted: "I will 
hless thelll that bless thee, and curse him 
that cllTseth thee." Gen, 12 :3, "Racial con­
siderations do not count with God," they 
contcnded. "The Jews arc no better than 
any other nation ." That is true, as far as 
spiritual salvation is concerned; mere (11ef1l­
ber~hip in the Jewish nation gllarantees no 
special grace. But Ita/ioHa/ly the jews have 
a destiny dillerent from that of other peoples. 
God has so dt'creed it-and we cannot 
quarrel with Hinl whose judgtllents arc un­
searchable and whose ways are past fmding 
out 

Somcone lila), ask: " \Vhy do some scrip­
tures hurl the most scathing denunciations 
against the JeKs wllile others threaten 
judgment upon those nations which mi~· 
treat tllcm?" This is explailll'd by the 
fact that in God's dealings with His people 
there is a 1l1ing-ling of judgment and mercy, 
Paul states it thus: "As concerning the 
gospel, they arc enemies for your sake5: 
unt as touching the elect ion, they arc be­
loved fo r the fa thers ' sakes." Rom. 11 :28.

Third, Chri.(lialis call appeal to Ihe IN/'S 
to idellliJy Ifl('msciV(J n'ah Cltrisl. Indeed , 
He has identified Hi!1l~elf with tht"lll. "For 
,"eril), He took not Oil lIim the nature of 
angels; but He took on Him tIle 5eed of 
"\braham" lleb. 2:16, That is, He was 
born a .I e\\"; in a very special sense II e 
belongs to the Jews becalhe He was their 
legal king. Therefore the persecutor of 
the jews is striking at Chri~t. "To per~t"Clite 
the house of Israel is to persecute Christ, 
not in Ilis mystical body as when the church 
is persecut('cl, but ill llis ne~hly lincage, alld 
in fli s forgetful people whom He cea~ele~sly 
love~ and calb." 

The French philosopher Jaques :\[ar;tai1\ 
contends that Hit ler's persecution of the 
Jewish people is really rooted in his amagon­
ism toward Christ, whose religion he COIl­
siders unsuited to the "Aryan" character. 
But since Ouistianity is so deeply in­
grained in larl"!'e !lllmbers of his people and 
in otller coulltries, he dare not say so openly 
but strikes at the nation that gave Him to 
the world. This view is worthy of serious 
thought and should be considered in the 
light of the Scripture. "And when the dragoll 
saw that he was cast unto the earth, ht.' 
p.:rsecnted tile woman (Israel) which 
brought fo rth the man child (Christ)." Rev, 
12:13. (Til is interpretation is that of Scofield 
and mally other accepted scholars.)

OVERCROWDED PRISONS 
The priSOIl population has so increased in re<:ent 

years that there has ocen an overcrowding of the 
Federal prisons, according to the annual report of 
James V. Bennett, director of the Bureau 01 
Prisons. The daily "verage of increase in the 
prison population outran the expansion of insti tu­
tional fadlitic , hy aboll t ten per cent. The prison 
population is now 57.3 per eent higher than in 
1930. and the constantly mounting number sent up 
for long terms offus little hope of relid.
