~KE of the greatest lIli r acle ~ of IIlodern times 
>.:../'-=..J IS the preservation of Switzerland, as a fr ee 

and independent nation, in the midst of de~o­
lated Europe. 

There is only olle explanation of this amazing facl­
and that IS Gods protectmg care over the land ill answer 
to believing prayer. Tile rulers of SWItzerland do l}ot 
hesnalc to declare their faith and trust in God's almighty 
and protecting power. 

Some Wilt ago the government of Switzerland sent Out 
an othcial " Call to Prayer." Complde depclIIJcncc UpOtl 
God is displayed in eyery word and syllable of the Call to 
Repimtallcc and i'rayer. Here is a part of it: 

··Let us remember this word of the Holy Scriptures: 
·Except the Lord keep the city, the watchman waketh but 
in \"al11.'

"Then:torc we appeal to you, people of Switzerland, to 
spend the National Vay of H.epentancc and Prayer III quiet, 
reverent concentration; and not dc,ccrate the quietness 01 
this day by pleasure ~eeking and 1l00Sy entertainments. Give 
honor to God as a free and praying nation, and give thanks 
for the jlrotcnion wlllch we enjoy as a f ree gill frolll our 
Ahmghty l·atner's hand. Let us ask Him to I\alch ovcr our 
country l!l the \Ulure w1Ih h1s Illlgllt and strcngtll:· 

Of course, the people oi SWitzerland did not limit their 
prayer3 to the spe(lal ·· Day of 1-'rayer" calJed by the govern­
ment. \ 'Ve may rest asstln:d that they are earnestly interced­
ing for (jod's help and blc~s ing and protection day by day. 
It IS very ~trlking that when Lllristlamty is largely decadent 
in most oi the contmental countries, the fires of faith and 
zcal for the Lord ·s work are burning brightly III Switzerland 
at the present time. 

}'or eX<JlllpJc, a Spirit-filled womall ill Beatenberg, in the 
mountains at Switzerland, conducts great mOllthly Bible 
classes, each numbenng about a thousand or more members, 
in several of the larger cities of tile land. She also conducts 
a great Bible COl1lerence each year, much like the Engh~h 
Keswick. l~ttently, when the agency of the British and 
Foreign Bible Society in Berlin was closed, this I .. dy negotiated 
for a large portion of their stock of lJibles, to save them 
from pos!;ible destruction by the Nazis. 

She and other leaders in Swit2erland are also zealously publish­
ing Scriptures for use in various countries of Europe. Tens of 
thousands of Scriptures in the Russian language were recently 
printed in Switzerland and sent to Poland for distribution among 
H.ussian prisoners there. 

Is it any wonder that, through fervent intercession, and great 
zeal in teaching and spreading God's \Vord, the Lord has mirac­
ulously preserved the freedom and liberty of this God-fearing 
people and land of Switzerland-when so many Other nations 
in Eu rope who have largely forgotten the Lord, have been 
trodden down under the ruthless heel of Hitler and his 
hordes! 

What docs this mean to us here in America? It means that,

for rcvival, and giving practiC<ll sllggestiollS for daily intercession. 
The pledge on the card reads: '·With God·s help J will endeavor to 
spend ten minutes or more daily. alone or with others. praying for 
repentance, revival, and return to God, throughout cur land: and 
fOf victory for our fo rces on land and sea and ill the air."

Paul's second letter to Timothy is the 
la.t one he cn~r wrote. The hand that held 
the pen wa~ manacled with a chain, The 
preacher was in prison, and h{'ing without 
the doak which he had left at Troas, he wa. 
shivering in tile dungeon. 111 the chill 
autumnal air. 1 Ie was awaiting" the judg­
ment of the Illeallest tyrant that cn:r mis­
ruled an empire. kllowing that each sun­
set lllight be the last upon which hi~ eyes 
would ever look. and tlmt \\;th the dawn 
some grim-faced cx('cutioner mig-lit knock 
,It Ilis ccll door and lead Ilim out to de:ath. 

Ilow docs the old prtadwr fan: Ihis ~il\l<l ­
tion ? ] s thefe any ~ig'll o f wavCfing in his 
hrave spirit ? I)(}(' ~ he anywllcrc ~xpn:s~ 
the wish that he had never ha/arded hi.> 
lif(' for tll~ g"()spd's sake? ~urcly he ha, 
pf(J\'ed that preaching ellrist and lIim cTlKi­
fi ed, is by no mcans an t'a~)" ()CCllp:\lioll.

hird" of him, hccamc he kncll' Chrisl as a 
personal Saviour he had ill his soul lhe 
peace whicll 1)'1sseth all ulIdcr"tanding. I'aul

He is 
uow Pan I the aged. l'hikmon 9. illost of 
the churches have seemingly forgotten him. 
Ilis friend~ one by aile ha\'e slipped away. 
Now old, poor, and in prison. no one thinks 
of him. 

o God. p.1Tdon the ingrati tude of I11(,11! 

How soon do we forget! Yet. here we filld 
the mighty man of God, poor, old, forgotten. 
waiting to die-but not a word of whining. 
nOt a word of complaint. no hint that life 
was a failure, Why? There is but one 
answer- Jesus Christ. Here is the acid 
test. Tn prison, in poverty, forsaken, sub­
jected to ingratitude, yet he is not only 
conte1ll, he is actually happy. Phil. 4 :4. Ilis 
is thc song of triumph, the shout of victory. 
Why? The allswer is-Jesus Christ. Hal ­
Ielujah! That is why he could S,1y he was 
"the prisoner of Christ," and it makes a 
world of difference if you take elITist into 
jail with you. Christ can tun, a prison into 
a paradise, a prisoner's bench into a pulpit. 

That was why Paul rejoiced in Ilis afflic­
tions. The prison guards :Ind Caesar's 
household (Phil. 4:22) becamc his audience

alld fl\rni~hed him opportunities 10 Ilin 
converts to lhn,t. Xero n11ght drmk him­
self drunk, murder his mothtr, ~Cl fire to 
Rome, but in all his brutal reign of terror 
there was oue mall wholll he could never 
terrify- the little tentmaker from TarSlls. 
True, there was uot much o f him, but every 
ounce was solid gold. His cri t ics down in 
Corinth declan.:d, "His bodily presence: is 
wcak, and his speech contemptible" (2 Cor. 
10: 10); hut you do not mcastlfe a man by 
his inches, or determine his worth by his 
weight, but by what is ill his ileart through 
the salvatiOn which is in Christ Jesus. 

1\0 one had a better right to preac11 from 
1sa. 35:3,4, "FearfUl heart, be strong !" 
Paul writes, "To Timothy, Illy dearly be-
10,'e<l son." It indicates lhe tender nature 
of the bond which bOll!1d Ihe gray old 
veteran to Illis young pH'adler ill til .. great 
fellowship of Christ. Timothy was his 5011 
in the gospel. Timothy had been the com­
paniun of his journeys. TimotllY was of a 
timid disposition. J Ie lacked the granite 
strength, tllat firm tt!naci ty of purpose whicll 
llMde Ili ~ spirit ual father a mighty warrior 
for God. TilllOtllY had the 1l1i~fort\\lle \0 

be yOillig. Youth is not n'garded as a 
misfortulle nowadays, It is age that lias 
Ixx:omc a crime. 

Timothy \\'<.IS timorous, !ll(:xperienccd, and 
suffered the still graver handicap of a frail 
pl1ysiqtle. 1 Tim. 5 :23. I lis hody ahllO~t 
always had an adle or a pain. especially in 
his stomach. A. weak, frail, sick ly body is 
capable of bringing the spirit into bondage 
of doubt ami desrmi r. Tim01 hy wa~ fre­
qucntly discou raged, sometime<; dOllll under 
the juniper tree wishing he werc dcad. ]1<.: 
lleeckd a touic for his mind. not less than 
for the frailties of his body. and he:re i, 
die magnificent medicinc Palll prescribes for 
a soul cast down, and almost ready to cast 
itself away. "Now theil, my SOlI. be strol1g 

endure Ilardncss as a good solclier of 
Jesus Christ. For God hath 110t give1l 
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u<; the spirit of fear; but of power, and of 
love, and of a sound mind." 

It rings out like an inspiring lmgk call. 
It is a challenge to fear. Paul is putting 
courage into Timothy's heart, he is stinmlat­
ing a timorous man to quit hi" timidity and 
\0 attempt a hero's task. You will need to 
read between Ihe lines of this epistle 10 view 
correctly the si tuation which had developed, 
and which called insistently for SWIft cor­
rcction. Timothy was thc minister of the 
church at Ephesus. and it had proved no 
bed of roses on which to lie. There arc 
some churches which have in Ihem more 
thoTlls than roses, Ihey regard it as a mas­
ter stroke of s tra tegy. In the eyes of the 
critics at Ephesl\s nothing Timothy their 
pastOr either said or did was right. They 
were experts at fl11ding: fault. The)' said he 
was 100 young. They said he was too strict 
111 his discipline. Thcy said he was toO 
rigid in his doctrin~. They said-Ah! What 
did they not say? 

Paul knew what it was to fight with 
beasts at Ephesus; and his young col1cagut! 
had heen enduring the same sore travail 1111-

til the strain had become intolerablc. One 
fact is clear: Timothy was down, broken 
beneath his burden, overwhelmed with thc 
depression which is born out of defeat. l ie 
was tired in body. lie was discollfaged 
in heart. He was sick in soul. He wa~ 
so broken and bruised and beaten that he 
felt he could no longer continue the struggle , 

lTow docs the old preacher acldress him­
self to one in such a lIlood as tlntl? Doe~ 
he suggest that his junior colleague has 
suffered sufficiently to justify his retiring 
from the firing line? Paul was a war­
scarrcJ veterall, and lie did not know what 
that word retreat meant. .\cts 20 :24. 
"Stand tip," he cries. If we will stulld up 
i\lld pray III' and preQch up, und l1N/cr bar/,' 
liP. IlCi/cr gi71{' up, lIever shuI III' and )lever 
/1'1 up, thank God, the church will bllild up, 
and tile saints will [}ro,(1 III': and some day 
will go 1(1', and bless God, the devil will 
b/o'w up. "Stand up!" he cries, "and brace 
YOllfself for it bigger and braver battle." 

Few of us have attempted to ctlfe a dis­
couraged aud sick soul hy the pro~pect of 
more arduous confl ict; but it is the true 
l11e(lici1le for melancholy. To inclulge the 
11100d of self-pity is to be:come the lauglling 
stock of devils. Tile surest way to disaster 
is tamely to sllbmit 10 defeat. Any mall 
who is down under the juniper tree f1eecls 
encourgement, and the ol1ly way to inspire 
him is to get him up and Ollt into \he fight 
once more. 

T hat is why Paill's sympathy is stripped 
of all false sentiment. "Stand IIp! Don't 
quit!" he cries. "If you wanted a nice soft 
job yon should never have entered the min­
istry. The ministry was 110t m~de for 
weaklings, for quitters. God has 110 use for 
quitters, they are of no usc to anyone . 

"It Ciln never be easy to follow the Cru­
cified , YOl! must drink of His CIlP and bc 
baptiled with His baptism. You must watch 
with H im in Ilis Gethscmane, and carry Ihe , 
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crl'l~~ unlil you CCnle tn ['alyan al1l! th('r('.

T. J. JONES AT THE INTERSTATE CAMP MEETING, SPRINGFIELD, MO. 

WE arc pwple who believe all of the 
Word of God, and "\{' bdievc that 
there is as 11111(h typology in the Tem­

ple as there is in the Talx'rnadc_ II i~ very 
at'ldom hOIl'C\'l'r that you hear anybody 
talk about the types of the Temple. 

Peter wrote: "To whom eomiug, as umo 
a living stoue"-~rlCaking 10 the IlCiie .. 'ers­
"disallowed illdeed of Illt'n. hilt dlO~en of 
God, and precioLls, ye also, as lively stones, 
are built up a ~pirilual hou~c. all 110ly priest­
hood." I Peter 2:4, 5. 'So you ~ee Illat 
Peler takes the stones of Ihe Tcmple and 
uses Ihem in a spi ritual SCllse. as typical of 
belie vers, ami says Ihey have I,een built up 
II. spiritual house. 

Solomon said he wanted th~ temple to he 
e.xCc1ltionally magnificent for it was to .he 
an habitation for God God was to reslde 
there. We know that t(l(lay Gael dOeS not 
dwell in tempks made with Imnds. True, 
He is in the meeting: place, bllt we bring 
H im to the meeting: place with us, and then 
we take Him home ag:ain and leave the 
building hehind. Gael dll'ells to<lay in human 
h.1.bitations by the Spirit of God. 

Now in regard to the temple. Th('re were 
thRoe persons conr~rneu in th~ building of 
the temple. I believe in trinity. I CilL11lot 
bill see a weit reference to the Triune God. 
We find thrce persons COllcen1l'd. David 
had it ill hi s heart to huild an house U11l0 

Gmt. Dllt lie had shed hlood al1l111dantly, 
and had made great wars, a11(1 so he was not 
permitted to huild it. I Chron. 22:8. He 
bought the sile of the temple from Oman. 
So sm e was David of thi~ temple that al­
though not permitte(1 to I,uild it, he made 
costly preparations. Tn the Spirit also he 
received the plan of tile temple. so it was 
as Illuch God-instrllrte<1 as "'las the taber­
nacle. T he ;1J;cd f<lthe r semis for Solomon 
I\nd tells him solrl11111v that he is to huild the 
temple unlo God. 'Vhen David died. the 
first thing $olamon (lid, afte~ he had as­
cended the Ihrone, 11'<lS to set aho\1l IJI1 ild­
ing the t{'mple. He was the second person. 
And then there was Hirnm king of Tyre. 
Hiram promised to send the n'aterial-thrl"(' 
persons hlessedly co-op~raling in building 
the str11rtnre. 

I believ~ God is building a wonderful 
stnlcttlre tooay, a spiritual structure. I Ie IS 

visiting the Gentiles, to take out of them 
a pwple for lIis name. 'I he trinne God is 
concerned ahout the projed. It was Ihe 
Father's plan, the Son bled and died, and 
the Spirit has come to hrillg in to eX('(l1tioll 
the desig-ll of God with regard to this glo­
rious spiritual structu re. 

The second chapler of Ephesians tells us

But Hiram has perfect COlllro! of ollt!ra­
tions. I Kings 5:1-16. lie is workillg Ililh 
king Solomon who is ill Jerusalem \\ here 
tile temple i~ heing ereete(l. There is per­
fect co-operation. The next day Ihun(\cr­
ings are hl'3nl ill the forc ~t. Some people 
complain abol1l our noise. '!'lley say when 
the house was being built there .... as 110 50ulld 
of hammer nor of ax, nor wa!. any tool of 
iron heard in the house, while it was build­
mg. They find this in I Kings 6:7. Btl! 
they forget that there must h.1\'e 1l«11 plenty 
of noise in the forest of Lehanon. When 
the material arrj.,·e(1 at th~ sit(, of Ihe tem­
ple it was all finished; it had only to be 
fitted in. All the hlastillg and hewing and 
planing and carving of the cedars was clone 
at [he field of operation. 

And so when they come to me and say, 
"])on 't you know there was net any noi se?" 
I say to [hem: "\Ve have not reached the 
site yel. \Ve are in the field of operations." 
\Ve ha"'e not arrived al Jeruft<> lem. we have 
not come to the place wllere tile materi,d is 
to be fitted in, \ Ve are in the \\'ork~hops 
and the quarries, am! hence the blasting and 
the noi~e. 

Solomon sent to I !iram, aTld Hi ram had 
complete charge. \\,hel1 Jesus promi~e(l to 
send the 110ly Spirit lie ~aid. "\\,hen li e 
is come, lie will reprove the worl<1 of sin, 
lI11d of rirthteou<nr<~. and of jlldgnl{'lIt" 
The ministry of the Spirit is to convict 
first of sin. If Iho~e ce<iars are to fit i11l0 

Gael's temple they IlIU~t flr ~t of all he cnt 
down. 

Spiritual le<~on: If J'IC'Ople tire to he ron· 
\'erted am.l fined into God's divine plan they 
must he laid loll' Iw the go<pel. I.ook at 
these forest~ of Leh.1.IIon. H iram looks at 
those tall and state'" trees and ... W~, "1 
think r can I!el ~onil'thinl! out of them."

YO:1 were a prol1d 
redar, w('ren', you? H ow importnnt you 
felt! We are told in I Kings 4 :JJ timt 
Solomon knew I'verythi ng- ahout tr(,I'$. from 
the cedar trre that is in LclJ;\T1on even UntO 
the 11\'«op that srrin,l!r th 0111 of the wall : 
from the hi1Jh to the lo\\". Ah. yes. tllese 
strom:-. proud. ll('alltifl1l trees: t\1(',,' are ~o 
pC'rfect. But hefore they can be fitted into 
God's plan they must be laid low. severed 
from their own root,. Ilow ran they e"'er 
he filled into God's habitation unless the 
ax lays them low ? 

Solnlllon said. "Send me SOme cedaT 
tree~_" \\'e bdle\'e the church is the uc/c$ra, 
the caIlCll ·out. separated, blood-washed com· 
pany oi people who are i)cin;;:- .fmed for. all 
habitation of Goo by the' SP1T1t. ,\nd JIISI 
as much as the cedilr trees 111USt be hewed 
OUI of their nalnral sctting be fore they can 
be filled in. so it is neces!>arv for us to h(' 
born of God, separated from the old life. 
and made anew in Christ. 

Xothing delights me more than to g-o 011 

a good cedar-felling e.,<peciition. 1 like t(l 
get out into a good C\"al1gcli~ t ic campaign 
I dOll't want to become lopsided. J esm 
preached and taught the people, so T bdiev\ 
we call preadl and teach. I never let tI 

Sunday meeting go by without giving a~ 
good an evang-clistic message as I can, with 
the ax as well sharpene'd as God will allow 
me. Nothing delights me more than to lx­
ill a good mecting where Hiram is aro\lTId 
with his skilled ax men. 

On the day of Pentecost Peter. a rugged 
fisherman, received the llaptis1l1 in the Hoi) 
Ghost and began to proclaim the Word 
Ueiore he was through three thou~alld cedar 
tree's fell (loWI1 flat. It says they were prick 
cd in their heart. Just as the ax severs the 
ceda r from its roots, so the \ Vonl of God 
CIlIS and convicts of sin. 

llere come the a:'Cmen. They ha"'e a 
sharp ax. and I can imagine the crashes and 
the thunderings of the trees as they come 
toppling: o,,·er. Who has not hea nl people 
say, "\Vhat must I do to he sal'ed?" II 
is a wonderful thing to be with tile eternal 
Hiram on a cedar-felling expedition. So let 
111e exhort every brother and sister preacher 
to go 011 wilh the good husiness. We are to 
preach the gospel, and the Holy Spirit will 
convict of sin . 

Hiram had various grOllpS of men. Thl' 
first ones were his aXl1len. and following be· 
hind I lira111 w('re others co-operating in tht' 
big husiness. Their joh Wl!. to rim tht 
logs. Have you been to a meeting where' 
you thought )'Oll were all right. and ho\\ 
the Lord God Almighty came and spoke 1<' 
your heart and said. "Come 011t from amon~ 
them. and be ye separate. TOI1(-h not tht 
unclean thing. Be not conformed to thi~ 
age," And e\'ery tillle the \Vonl came forth 
a spiritual limb came off of yon. Revival~ 
ha"'e fallen to piC{"es hccause there were no! 
the right men to follow them IIp. It is on(' 
thin:::- to fen the trees. it is another thin!? 
to trim them up ancl get them ill shape for 
tile huildrr's lise. So the next time you g-o 
to meeting and the pastor hits VOll. inst('ad 
of becoming angry. just sav, "Thank God 
for trimming the log!" 

An experienced lumberman told me son1l' 
interesting things. He Slid Ihat all log:s will 
not float. Hardwood logs, such as beech. 
birdl. oak and hickory will not. hut pin(' 
and spruce will float from the very momem 
they arc cnt down and the hranches art' 
trimmed off. And this is a thOI1g-ht that 
makes me chuekle-Iog~ that are peeled rick 
higher in the water and make a hetter rnft 
So we have to trim the log-s and red them 
~fore th~y get down to the workshop at 
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Joppa. ThIs is only the beginning When 
(">"0<1 gets finished with us I am sure we 
.hall lie ready. Don't forget. il is a filllShed 
pnxhlCt when it gets to Jerusalem. 

Hiram wrote 10 Solomon: "1\1 Y servants 
shall bring them (the cedars) down front 
Lebanon UIllO the sea: and J will cOllvey 
them by sea in floats unto Ihe place IIlOll 
shalt appoint me. and will cause them to 
he discharged there." 

Kot only were the cedars to be felled, 
trimmed and peeled: they "ere to be hrought 
down to the seaport. So Hiram had some 
other men, and it was their task to gather 
the logs and join them in rafts and floats, 
and chain them up. There is no use getting 
logs down if you let them drift anywhere. 
So logs are made into rafts and floated 
down. 

A crew of lumberjacks 1llways follow the 
tail end of the drive to gather up logs that 
have worked loose from the raft, or where 
the Taft has been broken up. Some of these 
logs may be floating dOwn tht river, while 
others may be stramled on the river bank 
and need a bit of help to get back to the 
,tream. 

Here is a spiritual lesson. These lumher­
Jacks we see £ollowing aloug with the raft 
are just as much co-Operating with the 
temple building as the men who are ft'lling 
the cedar. I wish there would be no friction 
bctw~n our e\'angelists and tl',ose who teach 
the Word of God. hecause I fed this is the 
time for gelling the timher down. Each 
has his God-appointed task. Those who 
trim the logs and peel off the bark have 
just as much a God-appointe.1 task as thuse 
who bind them in rafts or float them down 
to Joppa. I look upon those rafts a~. com­
panies of hlood-waslled people on their way 
to Joppa and Jerusalem. There were many 
testings before they gol there, hut isu't it 
wonderful to know that they were on their 
way to the city of God. 

Connect those logs. join them securely to­
gether. Let none be lost. Those cecl;Jrs aTe 
the material that God is goin~ to fit il1lo the 
structure. \Vlmt would you think of some 
log that floated around alone and did not get 
into the r;Jft:- We nerd to get into rafts. 
These people who go alone aL"quire certain 
idios),ncra,ies and the only wny these can lie 
rubhed ofT is hy ruhbing shou\{]ers with 
someone else. You say yOIl arr not going to 
the aSS<.'"TI11Jly any more because there is a 
person there that llee<ls some ruuhing off. 
Perh;Jps you do too. Iliram's Illen hound 
them t~etller in ROMs. 

_Another thing. Every log is branded. 
That agrees with the New Testallleut which 
iays: "Ye were scalt'(] with tlmt 'Ioly Spirit 
of promise, which is the e;:lrne~1 of ollr 
inheritance !lutil the re<lemptic..n of the pur­
"hased possession." Eph. 1 :13, ' 4. 

Hiram has his overseers, and there is no 
douht that these men are jll~t as needful 
as tho~e who cut the Cellars down. l.el us 
rememher that when CI1Tist asceuded on 
high . l ie g-ave sOllie. apostles; and some, 
propl1els: ;lIld some. eV<1ng-eti,\s: ;Jnd some, 
pastors and teachers; for tIle perfecting of 
the saints. for the work of til;! ministry, for 
the edifying of tile bo(ly of Chri~t: till we 
all come in the unity of the faith. and of 
the knowledge of the Son of Go<l, unto a 
perfect man, unto the measure of the stature 
()f the fllllne~s of Christ." Eph. 4:11-13. 
Thus the eternal Solomon sent the Holy 
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Ghost and sent specially anointed messengers 
for the upbuilding of the g:,iuts, for the 
work of the lllilli~try, for the edifying of 
the body of alri~t. 

I do not like 10 strain types at all, but I 
feel that we have a great l>icture here of 
the 5011 of God and the Spir;1 of God in Ihe 
work of gtl1111g" malerial for the spiritual 
structure. Ilerc arc the log.., houmltogelher. 
branded amI stamped-lllld<'llhtedly with 
the royal S\;J1I1P of king S"lomon. Thev he-
10nge(1 to him. Iliram was l:n(ler contract 
to get so many logs <101111 uv ~ea from Tyre 
to Joppa. If one of those 101:s could have 
spoken I am sure he would have said to 
tile other, ··It is a rOllgh time lIe are hav­
ing." BllI those logs could not ~peak. Bllt 
lie are talking ahom lively log~. lively stones. 
And these logs can say somuhing, one to 
another. One can say, "I feel God knocked 
a lump off me this morning." And the 
other can say, "I am sure He peeled my 
bark off." 

Brethren and sisters, you can see with 
me that there is a Slory here. There were 
mally IOssings ell route. hm I am glad that 
SolOll1on <lirl not !io"ly to Hiram. "Load up 
all the lumher Oil the irei~her." hecause 
there might have heen some U-boats in the 
Mediterranean Sea, and they might have 
sent the freighter down 10 the hottom of 
the sea and the I~s would never have got 
up again. He houn(1 them in rafts l)t'("ausc 
they rocle the \\"a\'e~. :md how~()('ver much 
they were suhmerged at times when the 
breakers went O\'er them. up they came 
again-they were hound to rife. I am glad 
He has made us "more than conquerors 
through Him that 10\'CfI liS." He did not 
say we should hal'e a s11100th pa~~age. hili 
that through m:lIly trihlllations we should 
enter the kingdom of God. 

In some cold countries-in Finland, for 
instance-sometimes the 10J::"s cannot get un­
der way because they arc frozen in: 1 f we 
have any lo):!s frozen in T pray that we mll.y 
have a big thaw. 

Somelimrs. in the Northwt'~t, J have no­
ticed that they clo not alwavs himl the logs 
together in rafts, but send tllem down as 
they are. But sometimes they h:1I'e what 
they call a jam. Then these lumberjacks 
who are very skilled, leap fr(nll lo):! to IOJ:::, 
and find what they call the key log-the 
log that is holding rverything up-and when 
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they get that log loo~e from its position the 
Jalll is released. Sometillles we too get in a 
jam. ~Iay the Lord God Almighty, the 
Heavenly Hiram, gl\'e us wisdom euuugh to 
know 1\ here the key log is so we can SCt the 
logs iree-hecause we are on our way to 
Joppa and then 10 Jerusalem t~e city of God. 

There must have been a lot of noise in 
Lebanon and in Joppa. In those quarries 
they had to pUl their fingers III their ears 
~ometil1les, there was such blasting go­
ing on. 

Now that the logs had gotten to Joppa 
they were raisc<1 up Ollt of the water and 
pllt in those mills. Aud a workman said, 
"This log has got a 101 of k::ots in it. but 
perhaps 11"1.' can get something OUI of it." 
J~Il't that something like us? Some of this 
timber was cross-graiuc<1 aud coarse-J,:rained 
bllt it is wonderful what God can do with 
~tuff that is yielded to lIim. 

It mentions in I l-\ings 6 that much of 
the cedar wood was fitted into the temple 
at Jems."llem. ;\ great dcal of the carved 
work of the tem]lle was cedar. The lumber 
that caTlle out of Lehanon lavon the work­
bench and the skilled workmen worked 
thereon. 

The trouhle is that when God in heaven 
is at Ilork on the "lively" logi. they wil1 not 
lie still on the bench. The lumber was to 
stay on the bench alld the workmen were to 
work on it. There ought to be no com­
plaint \Ihen God peels the h .. 1Tk off and 
trims the logs, and Cllts ofT Ihe branches. He 
is working with heavenly blueprints. He 
has the design of om Ih·es. \Ve should 
lie there on the bench and let God have His 
way. askill.!!" only that we might be to the 
praise of !lis glory aud a hles~illg in Christ. 
It will be worth all the knOlks and uumpa 
and carvings and manipulations, when God 
fits m imo thn! structure which lie wanlS 
to build. Solomon overlaid the cedar wood 
with ).:old. As for God. His way is perfeet. 
aud l1e will not fail to perfect that which 
concerns us. 

I h;:n-e jllst given you a little hint, but t 
believe Gor.l is (Ioing a hig work now. We 
are being llIlilt into an hahitation of God by 
the Spirit. the buildiug fitly joined together 
and oompacll·d. God is working on the ma­
terial aud He is carving om a temple. Solo­
mon's temple was lmt a pict:lre of the mag­
nificelll temple of Gor.l \\hich I Ie is huilding 
today. He is going to make something tha.t 
will redound to the glory of His name.

Ko doubt eyer since the bloody 
days of Kero who put mam' Christians to 
death. whenever a power!ul tyrant has 
ilrisell Christian people hal'e wondered 
whether he was thc Bea,,1 of th<, Rcvela­
tion. Many in the world today are WOIl­
dering whetller Hitler or olher dictalors 
could fi t into this description. 

Hitler docs not dominate the el1llre world. 
though that is what he is trying to do. 
Like the Antichri st, he has a mark. His 
mark is the swastika. Thollt-:h perhaps he 
has not gone so far as to brand the mark on 
the fo rehead or the right 11.1nd. many in 
the countries he controls could t('~tifr that 
they cannot buy or sell withOut falling in 
line with his form of government. 

Ili tler has persC<:l1ted many Christians; 
(or example. Martin Niemot:ller, the Ger­
man pastor who had served a~ a subma rine 
commander in the first \Vorld War. 
Niemocller spoke out his convictions and 
as a result he was put in l concentration 
camp. 

The Bihle san that Antichri~t will e:<alt 
himself ahove 'all that is calk,() God and 
will seck worship for himself. Some think 
Hitler is heading in that dircction today. 
Some of his followers practically worship 
him . I have 1).1rt oi a maJ.;.lzine that con­
tains statements by one of the leading of­
fi cials ill Germany and thcI· are very st:lrt­
ling, Some sound blasphelllous. Let me 
quote them: 

"God has manifested lIilmelf. not in Je­
~IIS Christ. but in Adolph Hitler." 

"Chri ~t has kicked th(' hucket htll the 
Hitler Youth is marchin:;:- (>II." 

"Christ is a false propllet. lIe was a 
Jew and thus the source of el'ery ill." 

"Adolph H it ler is the real I-Ioly Ghost," 
More than nineteen hundred _"ears ago 

there was a Man born colltrarv to tIle laws 
of nalme. for He had no hi,man father. 
This Man lived in poverty all(1 was reared 
in obscurit y. He did not travel entensively. 
Only once did He ("ross the boundary of 
the country in which JIe lh'ed; that wa~ 
during His exile in childhood. 

He possco;serl neither name, wealth nor 
influence. .Io~eph and Mary were common 
people without great training or education.

Tn the sunnner of 1940 the outlook was 
dark for the British Empire.

Rut whal actually happened? King George

Ordinarily it is a choppy body of water. I 
have cros~ed il hy plane and by hoat and I 
know il is very rOl1gh. The British wert' 
iaced with the problem of getting 33SJ)(X) 
..;()ldiers across the Channel to s.1.fety in a

troops frOIll France to England. and prac­
tically till" 1I"li0ic of that great expeditionarv 
force \\a~ .;a\"cd.

This is a time of tremendous crisis in 
the hislory of our country.

1 feel confide11l 
that great multitudes of God's children will 
I;"la(lIy make this sacrifice, by spending len 
rnin\1le5 or more daily in prayer, and by 
Io(athcring in homes once e ... ch week for 
united intercession.

There was no 
water in the desert, and the three kings and 
their aOllies were about to perish. They 
called for the prophet Elisha. lie came to 
them, and said, '·.:\Iake this valley iull of 
ditches." 

Then the prophet made this astounding as­
<ertion: "Ye shall not see wind, neither 
~hall ye see rain; yet tllat ... nl ley sllnll be 
filled with water." 2 Kings 3 :4-25. 

The next morning streams of water 
tlowed fr~ly through the ditches. The 
armies were saved frOm dying of thirst 
in the de~ert; and the Lord g.t,·e wonderful 
victory over thei r foes. 

So todav here in America we may not see 
Ihe wind and the rain of gre,lt revival me~l­
mgs; b\lt a mighty volume of prevailing 
prayer will help 10 prepare the "ditches," 
Then the Lord will surely send ~treams of 
,all'ation nowing through om spirimall}" dry 
and sin-stricken land; and also give glorious 
victory over our foes. 

An article on the ten-minute prayer plan 
recently appeared in two religiolls periodi­
cals. It aroused widespread interest. A 
well-known evangelist wrote to one of the 
editors expressing his appreciation of the 
plan. and Slating that he had enlisted in the 
movement "for the duration of the war." 
An ex-college president ordered a supply of 
the prayer cards, and said: "Intercession is 
the one way to victory." 

A woman who was a missionary in Ind ia 
for 30 years. and is longing to go hack again. 
wrote: "I have been much in prayer for our 
land. This plan is a great ht'lp and incen­
tive \0 enlist others. I enclose the prayer 
cards in let\t'rs. Many need and want such 
a plan." A Canadian pastor ordered 100 of 
the prayer cards for member" of his cOngre­
~tion, and said : "Canadian p:ople m n also 
profitably obey the inj!lIIction of the prayer 
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card and more seriously get down 10 prayer 
for our nalion, and our allies.' 

Two Boston p.1~tors each ordered 1(0) 
of the prayer cards; the president 01 a 
fundame11lal Y. \v. C. t\. ordered HXXI: a 
dentiSI 500; and 50 on. A Laymel1's Gospel 
League ordered 1!XX) of tlte cards so that 
they could promote the movement in the 
churches in their district The secretary of 
the League wrote: "\Ve arc men from all 
del1ominations, and have entrance into many 
churches." A radio speaker hopes to dis­
tribute 20,000 of the prayer cards among 
his listeners. 

One of the most interesting response~ 

to the article about the pra)er plan came 
from a lady 8-1 years of age. She wrott' 
that ~he i ~ praying, and wi8hes to enlist 
others in the plan. She sent for a supply 
of the prayer card:..;. and in her letter stated 
that a friend of hers, fom years her senior, 
was joining her in lhe e!Tort 10 enlist intcr­
cc,>s()rs! I f oldsters of 84 and 88 are work­
in);" SI) earnestly to enlist prayer fo r our 
bnd in this hOl1r of cri'>is how much mort' 
should youngsters under 80 CO-operate in 
the crusade? 

\\'ill not each child of God who reads 
I he~t' lines determine to spend ten minutes 
daily in intercessory prayer for revival and

As a ~tl1de1l1 Dr. J. R. ro.loll had wrestled 

with intellectual difficulties, ar.d he records 
how he l1ndertook a thorough study of the 
resurrcrliol1.

Moody's summer conference. A prayer 
meeting had heen held each day for foreign 
missions. and nlott had beel> drawn intp 
its fellow~hip. He described how at firsl 
not more than half a dozen students had vol­
unteered for missionary service, but in tht 
prayer meeting a pledge had heen written 
am and each day the number of vohmteers 
had increased, "\Ve are willing and de­
sirous," they said, "God pcrn,itting, 10 be­
come foreign missionaries." 

The students had prayed that the number 
who would volunteer for missionary servict' 
might hc a lllindred. fly the 14~1 day ninety­
nine had 5iglled the p..1rer. TIle conferenct 
dosed. but it was decided 10 hold a final 
prayer mceting the next morning, and it 
was while they knelt in prayer that thf 
hundredth man C<lme forwanl and signed 
the paper. Out of 25 t shl(lents assembled 
in conference, 100 were pledged to go over-
seas. 

These gatherings altered l\Tott's entirt' 
career. Tn a long letter to his parents he ex­
plained the change that had COllle into his 
life and of his decision to ttlrn Ilis hack on 
the career he had previously mapped alit for 
himself amI give his life entin·ly to God's 
service. ThaI decision prolmhly deprived 
the United States of a brilliant president. 
but it gave to the Church the Ilynamic per· 
sonality needed for world evangelization

CA~IPS 

Since the "..<IT ill Sp.1in. many brlievers have 
be<:n, Ilnd still are, in prion, hIlt thi. h~. fre­
Quently turned out unto the furtherance of the 
Gospel The m()~t .t'ikin,;: ra~e of thi~ th~t Y 
ha\'e come acros~ i . of Ih(' k~rkr of :l little !'troup 
of belicver~ ('onn('('te<! wilh the nrcthT('n, "some­
where in Spain." ami his story is worth telling 
in ful!. 

One day during the ~"mmcr 01 1936 he and his 
wife were fedinl( I!nus,,~lly deprc%ed. ami bdore 
they retired fnr the indi~~l1"'lh!e ,ie~ta they de­
cided to have prayer tOf,(ether, whi~h w:u not 
their uSllal cust(lrn hl-foTe thrir mi,iday rut They 
arose from the ,it·"" Ie"ii", .. altol'!rlhrr diffcrcnl, 
and rea,ly for anythi'lg. five mi""tes later he was 
arrested loy the Fabn!,:i~t, and hand-cuffed, Ihen 
taken off 10 the capital nf the provinre in a car. 

It was tlu~k when they ~rt off. an,I IIwnlly a!w­
one taken for "a rillf''' at th~t time of the ,by was 
left de.1d hy the rO:HI~i(le. lIis wife an,1 thdr five 
chil,lren went npslairs to prny. The little boy al(ro 
about six prayed Ihnt God would hle'~ the nan!,:h!y 
F~\angist! that had taken aW3V hi~ papa. and n1.1ke 
them gO<'lf!. (IMer nn hi. wife was able to vi, ;t 
him in prison and t()ld him of this prayer \Vhen 
he related it to others in the prj.oo it m~de a 
great impre'$ion UllQn hi~ fcnow-pri~()oers.) 
\Vh~n he slart~d off in the ear he was e .. -

peeting ti) be ,hot at any m'lment. hut he started a 
conversalion wilh his cartflrs (I"ring which he 
used the phrase "if God "ill." Thi, 1~~1 to a con­
versation on relil/ion and they became interested 
Instead uf shooting him they treated him Q\lit~ 
wdl, and eventually kft him in one of the pri<;on. 
of the dty. (i\bout 630 were confined in ~ pri'lOn 
designed for SO.) 

After some days in this prisoll h~ was t~ken 
apart with two other young meu. nnd they 'Hre 
all three shut liP ;n a room bv them.elvcs for n 
t ime. They thol1l1:ht this was a pre\imin.1ry to their 
being shol an,l hi, two companion, were !,:reatly 
frightened. He bel!'an to speak 10 them ahout IhMr 
so\1ls, and among other things told them the 
story of the three lIebrew youths in the furnace. 
a .... 1 their trust in God. He ~ai,! God couM S,1VC 

them from this diflirn1ty, hut io any case it did not 
mailer what Imppen~d to their bodies if their 
souls were safe. 

They were greatly imprcssC'd. and he asked if 
they would like him to pray. lie Ihen prayed. and 
one of them repcatt'!1 the "hrases after him, \Vhen 
they rose fronl Iheir knt'Cs, one said: "I f~1 
a ltOl'tcth"r different, som~thinK has happCned in­
side" (putting his hand on his breast). "I do not 
mind wha t happens now." The other one sa,,! : " I 
h:1V~ only once hC:lffl anyooe pray like that. and 
he was not a Christian, he was a Protestant I" 

For !lOme unknown reason they were not shot 
al tet all. and were sent b.1ck to their cell. Some 
days later, scventeen from Ihis prison were re-

moved to a 5mall pri~()n in ;J.Mther town, and 
anlOllK the <evenl<"l'n wrre ol1r friend and thesc 
two younp; men, who by n()w were definitely eon­
vertNI. It turned out later that nu r friend wa. 
induded in thj~ nllmhf'r by mi~take_ If he ha,l 
remained. as was iOlcn,lcrl. in the former priwn, 
he would :.lIno't rtrtJinly have been ~hot, as all 
thol-(! from his home town were shot alter he !eft. 

In the seconrl place of captivity there were only 
ahollt 2JO priwners an,1 the.e were !'tradually re­
duce<!, m~inly by 5hool;l1l'\'. 10 about eighty. Then 
thrre office" from that di~triet were killtd in 
battle by the Hepu!)lican army, and as reprisals 
300 prisoners in various prisons of the district werp 
ordrred to be ~hot. 

EightC<'n was the quota from this parlicular 
pri>;<,n, and their nameS were cho<en by lot. Th('n 
the leader o f Ihe firing 5qU3'\ asked lor another 
ti~hteen on his own acconnl. and thou!'th the 
GoveT11or of the pri.on at first refused. he w,15 
((Impelled by force to hand over another ei!,:hteen, 
also c1]()~en hy \"t It is worlhy of note thaI txJlfl 

in the former shootinl\' and in thue two gronps 
that were chosen hy lot, our friend and the two 
YOllng Inen. esenped ~\'ery time. 

On the first Sunday spent in prison they were 
all Ndered to go to :-'Ia~! ~nd to confe~s. Ol1r 
fri en". o f COIITse, refused and (lid not go. The 
pri<nners returned from "fa_~s cl1rsin~ the prie~t. 
and were am~~ed to find thai our friend was not 
executt.'d, They qnite expeetet! he would have 1:K'en 
shot withollt Irial for refusing to !'to to Mau. 
They had been lI:i"en Ihe De"ance of reciting the 
rosary every nif,(ht. which they did. Our frieod 
and the two ~'o\lng men suggested that as Iheir 
rtligion was different and they could 110t join ;n 
the rosary, they wOllld like to have their relill:iol1s 
devoti(I!Js after the oillen had tondm!cd. They 
also invited any to accompany them who wishe<!. 
Quite a nllmber did so, and our friend read a 
passa!':e from Scripture. with a brid explanatioo 
and prayer_ 

Alter ~ few days the)' all said they were tirer! 
of tellin!': their beads and wanled to have Ihe read­
Ing 01 Scripture, etc .. instead, a$ this did them 
much more good. I~-.ter 011 they sugll:ested th"t 
as the \Vord of God was such a help to their soul~ 
they would like to have it in the morning as weU. 
sn they were holding morning aTIII evening worship 
each day, without any interruption from thei r 
jailen. strange tn say. 

\Vhen the men went the first time to confession 
a priest gave a Roman Catholic book 01 devotions 
to one of the priSOners. lie showed ;1 to our friend. 
who found in it a beautiful hymn written by 
Saint Theresa. T h;s is a hymn that is in nearly 
all our Spauish hymn books, He bell:an to sing 
it and one of the prisoners was so struck by it tha t 
he asked him to teach him the tunc. and soon all 
the prisoners in the cell were singing it, So they 
adde<1 the hymn to their daily wOT~hil'. Then he 
taught them other hymns, and many of the prison-
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ers copied these in their letters to their wives and 
famaies. All these letters were censored, of eourse. 
bUI the governor of the prison was e.·idemly a re­
Iig;01IS man. He thnu!,:ht our friend was th~ 

author of Ihese hymns and considered him a good 
influence in the pri<on. The men in Ihe next cell 
heard t11e singing and wanted to \e~rn the hymns 
and read the !ol'ev.. T es tament as well. This was 
pas~ in to thcm and Ihey commenced Ihe daily 
readings. 

After more than four months h~ was released 
wilhout ha"ing undergone a trial, as there was 
nothing thai could be brought agaiost him. As a 
result of the d~ily worship and prh·~tc conversa­
tion, al least tw~Ivc of his fellow-prisoners defin· 
itely aceepled Chri~t as their Saviour. 

It is worthy of note that when he was arreste" 
hi, New Test~ment was taken away. lle asked 
for its return a~ it was indis[lCnsable for hi~ 
SOli\. It was not returoed, howc.'er, un til jusl 
as he was kavillg the first prison for the sC\:ond: 
as they were tran,ferred from one prison to 
anolher they were not searched again, so he was 
ahle to keep it. 

This friend toM me of another inddent in hi. 
horne town of trouble Ie"ding to hlt'l'~ing. One la", 
who had occasionally attended the mretin.:::s, ",as 
se"erely bealen because of his SIlPIlQSe<! ~"mpathies 
with the Repuhlicans, The authorit;ps then dis­
eO"ered a Gosepl of Lnke in his [lOCket. so they 
decid~"II to make a'l example of him. They took 
him to sneral .. illages and beat him mercilessly in 
each village square. As a result he was very ill 
for four or five months, bul evenlually reco,·ered. 
lIld was released. This ill-treatment as a resul t of 
the Gospel being found on his person \cd to his 
taking a greater interest in the Gospel. an(1 shortll' 
after his release he wa, soundly convcrled.- From 
a rC\:ent isslle of Tidi"gs Fram SPI1;~.
