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OD’S plan for this dispensation is
G that the gospel should be preached in

all the world for a witness unto all na-
tions. Woars have shaken the earth again
and again, but Jesus spoke a sure word
of prophecy when He said: “This gospel
of the kingdom shall be preached in all
the world for a witness unto all nations;
and then shall the end come.” That
“shall be” is emphatic. We
may be assured that God’s
plan “shall be” triumphant in
the end.

An article recently appeared
in the papers with these head-
lines: “Full Speed Ahead for
the Movies Despite the War.”
They were striving to increase
production in the face of tre-
mendous difficulties. TIs it a
time for the children of God
to be less diligent in matters
of the kingdom? Are the
children of this generation
wiser than the sons of light?
Let our slogan be: “Full
speed ahead—obey Christ's
command and evangelize 1n
spite of the war!”

While we lament the fact
that war conditions have hin-
dered our missionary occupa-
tion of lands overseas, we can
thank God for an open door
near at hand. At this time, our
attention is being directed to-
ward Latin America, that is.
those countries immediateiy
south of the United States.
We include in this term Mex-
ico, Central America, South
America and the West Indies.
There are over 125,000,000
people in these countries, most
of whom speak Spanish. The
United States has invested
many millions of dollars be-
cause of its interest in South
America, developing what is
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called the “Good Neighbor” policy.
people are for the most part
man Catholics. For centuries the priest-
hood of that organization formed the po-
litical governing body of the people, there-
by making these countries inaccessible to
the gospel. In more recent years the peo-

ple rebelled against the Catholic Church
and threw off its political yoke which had
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chafed them so long. Practically every-
where an equality in rights for all re-
ligions was declared. Thus doors long

closed were suddenly open to the gospel.
Many Catholics becoming dissatisfied with
empty ritualistic forms are turnming to
atheism. Now is the opportune time for
us to take them reality through the gospel!

Various Protestant denominations have
been uptr'llirw in these coun-
tries for many years; and we
thank God for what tln‘\ have
done and are doing. Yet the
vast majority of the people
have yet to hear the gospel
of our Assemblies of
God missionaries began work
among the Latin-Americans
before they became members
of the Assemblies of God or
the Assemblies of God was
even formed. Brother H. C.
Ball pioneered the work
along the Mexican border,
which work, under his leader-
ship, grew to amazing pro-
portions He published the
first Spanish hymn book to
be used among Latin-Amer-
ican Evangelical Christians
throughout all these countries
It was a DPentecostal hymn
book called “Himnos de
Gloria.”

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“It came to pass, as the trumpeters and
singers were as one, to make one sound
to be heard in praising and thanking the
Lord; and when they lifted up their
voice with the trumpets and cymbals and
instruments of wmusic, and praised the
Lord, saying, For he is good; for his
mercy endureth forever that then the
house was filled with a cloud, even the
house of the Lord.” 2 Chron. 5:13.

Worship in song and with musical
instruments has played such a prominent
part in the Old Testament, and was so
signally blessed of God, that we cannot
deny it a real place in our worship of
today. Even though the New Testament
contains no records of the employment
of music in the Early Church, we could
scarcely be consistent if we were to
ignore David's many exhortations, such
as “Praise Him with the sound of the
trumpet; praise Him with the psaltery
and harp. Praise Him with the timbrel
and dance: praise Him with stringed in-
strunments and organs.” Psa. 150:3-4.
In view of the many references to special
singing and playing among the Israelites,
and the evident pleasure with which God
received them, we accept the use of
musical and vocal talent as perfectly
proper, and regard it as a real asset
to our public worship—other things being
equal.

An Act of Worship.

It is most inspiring to notice that the
singing and playing among the Israelites
was invariably an act of worship. So
it should be today. “They lifted up
their voice with the trumpets and cymbals
and instruments of music and praised the
Lord.” They did not sing and play to be
heard and applauded by the congregation,
they did it to “praise the Lord.” This
was their only reason for being in the
“orchestra” or in a ‘“quartette,” and
should be the only reason today. The
essence of singing and playing must be
worship in spirit and truth, “for the
Father seeketh such to worship him—and
they that worship him must worship
him in spirit and in truth.” John 4:23-24.
Unless our singers and players truly
worship the Lord with their talents, they
are a liability instead of an asset, a
hindrance instead of a help. A mere
display or perfunctory exercise of vocal
and musical ability in the church, regard-
less of how well developed it might be
and how skilfully demonstrated, is in
itself nothing more than sounding brass
and tinkling cymbal. !

The Necessity of Salvation.

It is not without significance that the
singers and players were clothed in fine
and white linen—1 Chron. 15:27; 2
Chron. 5:12—and “the fine linen is the
righteousness of saints.” Rev. 19:8. This
brings us to our second important point,
namely, that those who want to sing and
play in the church must first of all be
saints, and therefore have at least a
real experience of salvation. It stands
to reason that only a person who is really
born again can worship God acceptably,
since God is not satisfied with anything
but worship complying with His stan-
dards, an unsaved person is automatically
ruled out.

Therefore, to allow young people to
sing and play while they are still in
their sins is entirely out of God’s order
and contrary to reason. Furthermore,
when young people are allowed to par-
ticipate in such and other ministeries, and
still hang on to sinful and worldly habits
and associations, they are bound to hurt
the prestige of the Church and become
the source of a bad influence for those
they contact in the Church.

To think that we can win them for the
Lord by giving them something to do is
only to deceive ourselves, and them also.
Instead of that we will, sooner or later,
discover that in doing so we actually
permit the entrance of a Trojan horse
to our own hurt, at the same time giving
unsaved young people a false hope, which
is worse than none at all. Thereby
they trust and stay in a false security,
and consider themselves saved, when at
the very best they are only reformed.
We certainly appreciate any willingness
on the part of our young people to help
in the service of the Lord, but let those
first be arrayed in white linen, not with-
out but within, that they may “worship
the Lord in the beauty of holiness.”
1 Chron. 16:29. Not the so called beauty
of paint, powder and polish, with an
appearance more becoming a night-club
dancer than a Christian, but with the
beauty of a godly life and practical
holiness. Paul’s first letter to Timothy is
still in the Bible, therefore let our woman-
hood in general, and those who wish to
partake in the services in particular,
“adorn themselves in modest apparel,
with shamefacedness and sobriety; not
with broided hair, or gold, or pearls, or
costly array. But (which becometh
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women professing godliness) with good
works.” 1 Tim. 2:9-10.

Misuse of Worship.

Now that we are saved and engaging
in a real act of worship, we are, speaking
in typological terms, making a perfume
unto the Lord. But “as for the perfume
which thou shalt make, ye shall not make
to yourselves according to the composi-
tion thereof: it shall be unto thee holy
for the Lord. Whoever shall make like
unto that, to smell thereto, shall even be
cut off from his people.” Ex. 30: 37-38.
This passage teaches us the sacredness of
worship and the danger of converting it
into mere religious entertainment. Sco-
field’s note on this verse says: “What is
condemned here is making worship a
mere pleasure to the natural man,
whether sensuous, as in beautiful music
to please the ear, or eloquence, merely
to give delight to the natural mind.”

Classical music in the Church is noth-
ing but entertainment, and a dangerous
thing to introduce, though we grant that
many will enjoy it. And sentimentality,
whether in song or in music, is an
enemy of spiritual worship. Abiding by
our old-fashioned hymns is still the
best way to be a blessing in song or
music. As the ears of listeners receive
the music they invariably follow the
words which they mostly know, and with
God’s blessing resting upon the orchestra,
these words will be quickened in their
hearts, and therein lies real blessing, but
not so in mere entertainment, through the
gratification of our senses and exhibition
of technical skill. “Ye shall not make
unto yourselves according to the com-
position thereof—to smell thereto.”

The Development of Skill.

God is always entitled to the best that
we can offer even in music, therefore
David exhorts to “play skilfully.” Psa.
33:3. We note in 1 Chron. 25:6-7,
that the singers and players were in-
structed in the songs of the Lord,” “for
song in the house of the Lord.”” For
this purpose it is well to have some-
one like Chenaniah, who “instructed about
the song, because he was skilful.” The
songleader (or music leader) himself
must be qualified, “skilful,” and by all
means clothed with a white robe in the
typical sense. 1 Chron. 15:27. He him-
self must have a vision of what a rea!
orchestra should be. The very fact that
they “‘taught to sing praise” (2 Chron. 23:
13) shows that they had practice periods,
with the enviable result that “the trumpet-
ers and singers were as one to make one
sound to be heard in praising and thank-
ing the Lord.” Playing and singing is a
real and blessed ministry (1 Chron. 6:32),
and worthy of earnest efforts to cultivate
it for the glory of God and the edification
of the audience.
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The Subject of Our Song.

Again we quote from 1 Chron. 25:
6-7 to emphasize another thought: “The
singers and players were instructed in
the songs of the Lord.” We have to
use a little caution in the choice of our
songs. There is always a tendency to in-
troduce other songs than what could be
called “the songs of the Lord.” We
have in mind songs that are purely
sentimental and are of no spiritual value
whatever, neither to God nor to the
audience. Also that light, clap-trap, jazzy
sort, of a type which could hardly be
called worship and has a chilling instead
of an edifying effect. They may stir the
emotions, of some, but lull the spirit to
sleep. Not that emotions have no part in
worship; they have, but there is such a
thing as reveling in emotion and ex-
perience, and not be worshipping at all.
Some years back those light songs were
turned out almost in mass production,
but it is fortunate that they are losing
their popularity.

“Sing unto the Lord a mew song.”
Psa. 33:3 A song that is intensely real
to us, a song that vibrates with life, a
song that is quickened by the Holy Spirit.
After all, it is mostly the old hymns, like
those of Charles Wesley and others,
which are still the newest to those of
God’s children that walk with Him.
“Hezekiah the king and the princes com-
manded the Levites to sing praise unto
the Lord with the words of David and of
Asaph the seer” 2 Chron. 29:30. They
were the great composers whom God
used and inspired. David could say:
“My tongue is the pen of a ready writer,”
Psa. 45:1, therefore the Psalms became
the hymn book of the Hebrews and were
sung in the House of the Lord. Let us
reject the cheap imitations, and sing
“‘the songs of the Lord,” the songs which
He inspired, the songs which are ever
new. Let us choose them “for songs in
the house of the Lord.”

The Spirit of Singing.

“And they sang praise with gladness,
and they bowed their heads and wor-
shipped.” 2 Chron. 29:30. They sang
with gladness of heart. Using New
Testament language, we may say their
singing was prompted by the joy of
salvation. First comes the gladness, then
its expression through song. “Serve’ the
Lord with gladness: come before his
presence with singing.” Psa. 100:2. Glad-
ness of heart seeks for an expression.
Therefore to express it the right way
we are told: “Is any merry? Let him
sing psalms.” Jas. 5:13.

Again, they sang with humility, for
“they bowed their heads.” Humility,
which has been defined as “a modest
estimate of one's own worth,” is one of
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the essentials of true worship, for “God
resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto
the humble.” Jas. 4:6. “And worshipped.”
Is it not true that we are often selfish in
our meetings? We beg for blessing and
all sorts of things, but what about giving
God a blessing? We need to learn more
often to forget our wishes and simply
worship Him. “O my dove—let me hear
thy voice.” Song of Sol. 2:14. He longs
for our worship springing from the glad-
ness of our heart and presented in
humility of mind. “They worshipped.”

“And David and all Israel played be-
fore God with all their might with sing-
ing, and with harps, and with psalteries,
and with timbrels, and with cymbals, and
with trumpets.” 1 Chron. 13:8. They
played with all their might. They put
heart and soul into it, they played with
fervency and enthusiasm. They had the
fire of God burning in their soul, and an
orchestra like that can set a whole con-
gregation on fire. No perfunctory, half-
hearted, indifferent sort of a pulling
through; no, but with all their might,
with all that was in them. It is no
wonder that the blessing of God accom-
panied such genuine worship *‘so that
the priests could not stand to minister by
reason of the cloud: for the glory of the
Lord had filled the house of God.” 2
Chron. 5:14.

king of Sodom and his associates, but
for the deliverance of the one man of the
whole city who was a blood relative
of Abraham. And though Lot was liv-
ing in the enemy’s territory he was de-
livered by Abraham who. was the
friend of God. If Abraham the friend
of God did that, don't you think
God Himself will gather together all the
forces at His disposal to go after, to
rescue, and to restore one of His own
who is a blood relative of His Son? The
activity of God in saving and keeping,
the activity of His infinite grace, is far
more than anyone can realize.

What does the landsman know of the
diverse currents in the ocean, the mighty
movements of the waters on the earth
which convey the blessings of warmth

and of rain to distant lands? The lands-
man sees nothing but water, water,
water, possibly storms and fearful

waves; but despite the landsman’s ig-
norance of the tremendous movements of
power and might, the mighty movement
of tides and currents, active and power-
ful, 1s ceaselessly going on. In the same
way, God is exerting on the life of the
child of God a tremendous, deep, un-
seen, often unrealized, divine work of
grace. He puts you into that great cur-
rent of heavenly grace, keeps you there,
and will make you a blessing in Christ
Jesus, enriching you with every blessing
in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus.

In Him is all that you need. It 1s
written, “But of Him are ye in Christ
Jesus, who of God is made unto us wis-
dom, and righteousness, and sanctifica-
tion, and redemption.”

Today there are many things to do, but
the Lord does not want His saints to be
cumbered about them. There is service
for Him, and there is the taking time
to wait on Him and to hear His word.
[t is possible today for the Marthas to
have the Mary spirit. When they have
such they will have no need of the re-
buke of the Master.

What counts most is not the service
for Him in material things, but rather
the waiting on Him for the spiritual
things.

NUMBER of years ago a noted
%artist was working on a great

mural. This was to be a great
work of art which he intended to be
the master-piece of his life. He had
erected a scaffold and was standing upon
it, putting in the background of the
picture. A friend suddenly came into
the studio and stood quietly in the rear
of the room, looking at the work. The
artist was slapping on the gray tones
and deep blues all across the canvas for
the background. Then he wished to view
his work from a better perspective so
he descended the ladder and stepping
back, with his eyes on the canvas, he
backed right into his friend without see-
ing him.

Enthusiastically he said, “This is
going to be the masterpiece of my life!
What do you think of it? Isn't it
grand?” But his friend replied. “All
that I see is a great dull daub.” Then
said the artist, “Oh, I forgot. When you
look at the picture you see only what
is there. Now, whenever I look at it,
I see what is going to be there.”

Some of us are rather drab to look
at now. But we are going to be beautiful
some day. Often when we are laying
away the body of some dear saint of God
and I invite the bereaved relatives to
look for the last time upon their loved
one, I like to say, “Remember, when you
see him again he will be shining with
the glory of the Lord Jesus Christ.”
Just as we like to think of the dear saints
when they are gone, so I love to think
of TIsrael as they will be when God has
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finished His work in them. Then “Israel
shall blossom and bud, and fill the face
of the world with fruit.”

God has never gone back on a promise
He has made. We know that He uses
world governments and world leaders
to chasten His people in these times. But
He says, “No weapon that is formed
against thee shall prosper, and every
tongue that shall rise against thee in
judgment thou shalt condemn.” Their
persecutors may seem to prosper for
a little while, but they will not prosper
eventually, because God says: “This
people have I formed for myself, they
shall show forth my praise. This 1is
the heritage of the servants of the Lord.”

It is because God is so interested in
Israel that I want to be interested in them.
I want to do all I can for them, especially
in seeking to give them the Gospel. The
Lord has said, “They are mine, and who
toucheth them toucheth the apple of my
eye.” So I want to do everything
possible by His grace to reach them
now with the message of His salvation,
and then rejoice with them by and by
when the day of their singing has come
and their mourning shall be over forever.

Ingratituds

One night in Plymouth Sound I was
on my fishing boat when I heard a splash
in the water not far off. I knew that
there was a fishing craft not far away
and that the man on it was a drinking
man. Most likely he was drunk and had
fallen overboard. So I jumped into my
small boat and rowed with all my might
praying God to help me. Presently I
reached the side of the other boat, got
hold of the man’s arm and pulled him
up. I lifted him onto his boat, put him
in his berth, and worked for an hour
or more till I rubbed life into him. After
doing everything 1 could to make him
comfortable, then I came back to my
berth.

The next morning I pulled over to see
how the man was and found him leaning
over the side of his craft.

“Good morning,” T said.

He didn’t reply and seemed to think
that T had come to get some drink out of
him.

“How are you this morning?” T said.

“What's that to you?”

“T can’t help taking an interest in you
for 1 saved your life last night.”

“Get out,” said he and cursed me for
a liar.

I turned round and pulled away. Then
I looked up to heaven and prayed: “Oh,
Lord Jesus, now I know how Thou dost
feel at the way men are treating Thee.
Thou didst die to save them and yet they
turn away and curse Thee to Thy face.”
—Mark Guy Pearse.
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“They that sow in tears shall reap in
joy. He that goeth forth and weepeth,
bearing precious seed, shall doubtless
come again with rejoicing, bringing his
sheaves with him.” Psalm 126:5, 6.

These verses which we have read,
often quoted by missionaries, call atten-
tion to two aspects of missionary life—
sowing and reaping, suffering and re-
joicing. Sometimes, in our stress upon
the one side, we forget to stress and con-
sider what is involved in the “sowing”
or “suffering” side. In emphasizing the
spiritual and supernatural side, we forget
the more commonplace, yet essential
natural side of missionary life. We have
visited numbers of mission stations in
South Africa and found that missionaries
were continually giving out to the people
not only spiritual things, but natural
things. The missionary, then must be
well acquainted with every part of native
life and able to minister to it.

Very often a missionary is called upon
to labor for months or even years before
breaking through to gain the confidence
of the people, especially if he has gone to
a new field. The witch doctor is the
leader among the black people of South
Africa, the man whose influence must be
broken down. Irom the time they are
born the people are taught not to trust
the white man, but to deceive him
if possible. They are taught that it
is honorable to lie to him, to cheat
him, to steal from him, and not to give
him any information whatever.

One day we were at a certain station
where the natives the night before had
had a great festival They had gathered
and eaten a certain fruit which makes
them almost insanely drunk. Even the
women had become intoxicated, leaving
their little children to shift for them-
selves, Consequently, a little boy less
than two years had fallen into an open
fire without his drunken mother realizing
what had happened.

The next day the child was brought
to the mission station with its flesh
literally falling off the bones! I won-
dered what the missionary would do with
this terrible case.

The mother was a heathen. She did
not believe in God, nor in the message
of the missionary ; but she did believe the
missionary could help her. The mis-
sionary took the child into the house and
tried to get off the dirt as much as pos-
sible. Then he took some nice fresh

bandages that had been fixed by some of
the churches—they had washed sheets
and pillow cases, rolled them into bun-
dles, and sent them to the mission station.
These were soaked in tannic acid, then
placed on the child with a prayer to God
to touch the little one. It seemed to
us that he could not live because of the
depth of those awful burns. But after he
had been dressed and bandaged, the
child’s mother took him away.

The next day the child was brought
back and was very much better! Said
the mother to the missionary, “I want
you to tell me about your God; I, too,
want to get healed and saved.”

A certain man came to a mission
station which we often visited. Filthy and
dirty he was, and covered with sores from
head to foot. These natives do not
believe in bathing. They will go down
to the river and wash their faces which
are always about three shades lighter
than the rest of their bodies. But that
is all the washing they will do!

“I have been sick a long time,” said
this man to the missionary. “Look at
the sores all over me. They told me
there was a white witch doctor that could
heal me of these sores. T have come to
ask you if you can make me well.”

“l think we can,” replied the mis-
sionary. “First of all we will pray and
ask our God to touch you and heal you,
and then I am going to give you some-
thing. You take it home with you; put a
little of it in a basin of water and wash
yourself three times a day.” The native
went away rejoicing and told the natives,
“T have found a white witch doctor who
prayed for me and asked God to heal
me, and told me I should wash and I
would be all right.”

After three weeks this man came back.
All the sores were gone. He was per-
fectly well! And according to the native
custom of making up songs, he was sing-
ing his latest—a song of praise which
went like this: “This man is a wonderful
man. This white man prayed for me and
his God healed me. I was very sick;
and he prayed for me; and I am well.”
This native took the message of salvation
and healing to a tribe that knew nothing
about God—all because the missionary
had prayed for him and given him a few
drops of lysol in water to clean up with!
Thus, through ministering to the physi-
cal needs of these simple natives, the
missionary is able to touch their spiritual
needs as well!
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Africa is not dark because of the color
of the faces of the people who live there,
but because the saving gospel of Jesus
Christ has not been sent to them. Those
peoples have lived for thousands of years
without the knowledge of the true God.
Jesus Christ is the light of the world
and in Him is no darkness at all
Where Jesus is, darkness must flee away.
Jut His light must be brought to them
and faithfully proclaimed.

In Africa today, they are still offering
up human sacrifices! Just a year before
we left, there had been a long drought.
For years the natives had gone through
many ceremonies trying to bring rain.
Finally, the witch doctor of the tribe
said, “We shall not have rain until we
have offered up a human sacrifice to our
god.”

The custom, after such a decree, is to
wait until they can kidnap someone—
in this case, a little child. Now, the
native mothers love their children and
hide them away in order to protect them.
However, in this case, after a month had
passed, a certain mother had forgotten
about the decree and sent her little girl
down to the river to fetch some water.

As soon as the child was out of sight,
the mother remembered! She went run-
ning after the child only to see three
men rush out of the tall grass toward the
child just as she was stooping to dip the
water. These men hit the child over the
head, knocking her unconscious, picked
her up, and carried her away into the
bush.

That mother saw what toek place.
She dared not scream. She did not flee
back to the village crying out that her
child had been taken from her. She
simply bowed her head in submission,
saying in her heart, “Our god has
chosen my child to be a sacrifice,” and
went back to her hut with a heavy heart.
She knew that the child would not be
killed immediately, for the natives feel
that the more the child can be made
to suffer, the more it will please their
god.

The child was taken to a desert hut,
far from the villages. There she was
given some kind of cooked herb which
serves as a stupefying anesthetic. A
day or two later, they began to dissect
the child, little by little.

Following this the natives go through
all kinds of forms, chantings, and cere-
monies. They may cut an ear off of
the child, or a hand, or perhaps the next
day, the nose. Then they will gouge
out the eyes and leave the child to
suffer until it finally dies from loss of
blood. This sort of thing is actually go-
ing on in Africa today!

In one village we saw a idol, a hideous
thing, which a man had carved out of
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wood. Brother Vandermerwe asked,
“Why do you make your god so ugly?”
The reply was, “Our god must be ugly.
Evil spirits are ugly, aren’t they? Our
god must be uglier than they so he can
scar them away.”

Oh, what a different story it is when
we tell them about a God who is not
willing that any should perish, but wills
that all should be saved! How blessed to
be able to tell of One who said, “Come
unto Me, all ye that labor and are heavy
laden, and I will give your rest! He is
the One who can take away their fear,
who can take out of their hearts the
superstition and darkness of night!

Someone asked an old native woman
what profit there was in being a Chris-
tian. She answered, “I am a widow.
I never had a night's sleep after my
husband died until I became a Christian.
[ would go into my hut and lie down
and feel afraid that somebody would
come and steal my goats, set fire to my
hut, and try to get revenge because of
my husband’s death. But since I have
given my heart to the Lord, I kneel
by the side of my bed at night and say,
‘Lord Jesus, I am your child ; I want you
to watch over me tonight.” Now, I
go to sleep with peace in my heart.”
Yes, these mnatives find peace that
passes all understanding which comes
through the preaching of the gospel of
Jesus Christ!

The first thing the natives want to do
after they are saved is to learn to read
their Bibles. So the missionary starts
school and begins teaching the A B Cs.
The primary department may take in
people from ten to seventy years old!
The aged will sometimes come and say,
“l want to learn to read and write.”
And it takes a lot of patience to teach
such pupils!

The natives come to services un-
clothed. When I first went to Africa,
I felt sorry for them on this account. One
day a mother came with a little baby
about four weeks old and all the child
had on was a string of beads around its
waist. My own babies were very small
then and I said to Brother Vandermerwe,
“I have some clothes that I shall take the
baby. And after washing it and cleaning
it up, I'll put them on the child.” I did
so and then brought the child out to the
mother. I did not understand what she
said, but T felt she was quite happy about
it. In about six weeks the same mother
came back to tell me her baby needed
another dress. To prove it she held up
her baby clothed in the dress I had
given her. I never would have recog-
nized it! That beautiful white dress had
not been off the child in six weeks! It
had been dragged through the dirt until
it was black instead of white and was

torn to shreds so that it hung around
the child like a string of beads! I decided
then and there that I could not dress
Africa!

The first thing the natives desire after
conversion is to put on clothes. The
women will say to the missionaries,
“Won't you teach me how to make
dresses?” And the men want to wear
clothes. It is a mark of Christianity in
Africa when the natives start to cover
their nakedness, and I have had to start
sewing schools in order to teach them
how to make their clothes. Afterwards,
the other natives point at these converts
and say, “That man is a Christian; he
wears clothes. That woman is a Chris-
tian; she wears dresses.”

Over and over again the missionary is
asked the question, “When these people
become Christians, do they really stand ?”
I have seen, among the black races of
Africa, some of most notable Christians
I have ever met. I knew a young woman
married to a heathen man. She was the
youngest of four wives when she became
a Christian. The other three wives
were jealous of her, hated her, and
talked against her to the husband. She
walked twenty miles every Sunday to get
to the services. Very early in the morn-
ing she would arise, leave the village, come
to the mission station, stay for the
afternoon service, and at four in the
afternoon would start back to her own
village, not arriving until late at night.
Do these Christians really stand? I won-
der how many in our country would
put themselves out as this girl did in
order to hear the gospel!

Many of our mission fields are now
closed because of war conditions. Others,
thank God, are still open. And it
thrills my heart when I hear that certain
missionaries, who have opportunity to
return home, have sent back the word,
“W . will stay with our people.”

A few months ago we were listening
to a newscast over the radio, telling of
General MacArthur’s stand in  the
Philippines. It was thrilling and inspir-
ing. I said, “O Lord, it looks as if this
old world is just about ready for the
finish ; yet there are men in the army who
are willing to stand in the gap, and
having done all, to stand. Lord, raise
up spiritual MacArthurs, some in these
closing days of time, when gross dark-
ness covers the earth and gross dark-
ness the people, who will be willing to
put their backs against the wall—they
cannot do anything else—and stand.”

It is a blessed privilege as well as a
responsibility to give of our means and
to labor fervently in prayer that those
who are at the battle front may be
strengthened, encouraged, and granted
heavenly might to carry on in this
glorious battle for the Lord. And one
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of these days when the battle is over and
we march in upon the streets of glory,
there will be some from Africa, India,
China, and every other land, who are
there because we were faithful in our part
in the spreading of this glorious gospel to
the ends of the earth!

Sin

Some time ago 1 was taken through 2
large factory where there were hundreds
of looms at work in the spinning of very
fine linen thread. The manager of the
mill said to me, “So delicate is this ma
chinery that if a single thread out of the
whole ~ thirty thousand which at this
moment are weaving should break all
of these looms would stop instantly.”

He stepped up to one of the machines
and broke a single thread, and instantly
every loom stopped, and remained sta-
tionary until the thread was rejoined, then
they went on automatically. It is through
one sin, one disobedience, that I lose the
ministry of the Spirit, and not until that
thread is rejoined is it that the ministry
of the Spirit is continued—A. V.
Andrews.

Some time ago a member of another
denomination asked ws, “How do you
account for such growth?” To which
we replied: “We attribute it to the
working of the Holy Spirit. We have
been counting on Him to raise up native
ministers and equip them for service.
It has been a case of the Lord’s working,
‘confirming the Word with signs follow-
ing.’”

Several countries in ILatin America
have seen mighty outpourings of the
Holy Spirit during the last few years.
Those outpourings have given consider-
able impetus to missionary work. Some
denominations censured and rejected the
movement as a whole, but were amazed
to see the rapidity with which it spread.
We know that the Holy Spirit can do
more in an hour than we can do in many
vears. We lose a tremendous lot if we
don’t make room for His working. As a
matter of fact, in any work for God not
much of anything happens until the Holy
Spirit begins to operate.

Permit me to refer to a few instances
showing how true this is.

One of our native workers, a very
humble and uneducated man was preach-
ing in a certain village in Guatemala,
Central America. He was entirely on
his own, receiving no financial support
whatever. People were being saved and
filled with the Holy Spirit in his meet-
ings.

Along came a clown with a small cir-
cus troupe and set up his tent near to
where the meeting was being held, and
announced his show, of course think-
ing that as wusual the village folk
would attend the circus. What was his
surprise when hardly any came out!
Night after night his troupe did their
best to draw the crowds. What was the
matter? The people were at the revival
meeting ! Something was going on there
of greater interest. There was no al-
ternative but that the clown himself go
to that meeting. So he announced, “no
circus for tomorrow night.” Under the
cover of darkness with an actress of his
troupe he went to the meeting and stood
outside at the edge of the tent unob-
served. As this couple listened they
began to tremble under a deep conviction
of sin, and were drawn almost irresist-
ibly toward the front, where they fell
down on the ground crying out ‘to be
saved. The Holy Spirit was hovering
over the meeting and descended upon
them, and they began to speak in tongues.
“Fanaticism!” some might have said.

Listen, the clown went out from that
meeting, and took down his tent, gath-
ered up his equipment and sold it. He
and his companion were married and
they moved on. When we next heard of
them, he was preaching the gospel in the
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neighboring republic of Honduras. A
few years later we heard of many who
had received the Holy Spirit in that
country. So we journeyed to see if
such things were true, and found over
150 people filled with the Spirit. The
former clown had passed that way! His
wife who had once entertained crowds in
their circuses with her beautiful voice in
songs of the world, now accompanied
him singing soul-inspiring hymns. We
found him pastoring a group of believers
he had raised up. There were over 300
Christians, and as a consequence we had
to send a missionary to that field to
help take care of a rapidly growing work.

Another young worker started preach-
ing in his community and began to visit
regularly a village about 10 miles distant.
A little later I received a letter from him
saying, “Thirty have been saved and
filled with the Holy Spirit in the vil-
lage.”

Another young man, who was gifted
by the Lord as a teacher, told me that
before he was saved, demon spirits
would come upon him and he had to be
bound and locked up in his house. 1
went to his village and preached the
gospel for the first time, and he made a
public confession of Christ. The power
of the demons was lessened, but he was
still not delivered. Iater he attended a
fellowship meeting and saw for the first
time that the Holy Spirit was being
poured out, and became hungry. On
returning to his village he knelt to pray
and there in his room he received the
Baptism in the Holy Spirit. At that
time he was completely delivered from
demon power. All honor and glory to
the working of the Holy Spirit!

Another native worker passing through
a certain town found a woman dying.
The family had gathered around her
without hope of her recovery. He pray-
ed for her and she was healed. She
opened her home to the gospel and a
new church was started. Two weeks
afterward the same native minister was
in his home several miles from this vil-
lage when a messenger came running to
tell him to saddle his horse quickly and
to see what was happening to those new
converts who had met together for pray-
er—they were speaking in other tongues!

Another worker found himself barred
from a certain village where he desired
to preach the gospel. But one day as he
passed through he heard groans from a
house by the wayside, and found a man
bleeding to death from a hemorrhage.
Laying hands on him the man was heal-
ed, and then saved. As a consequence a
new door was opened to the gospel and
before long there were sixty new con-
verts, the nucleus of a new church. A
wealthy plantation owner who lived near
by heard about the meeting and became
interested. Shortly afterwards he was
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saved. When he came to the meeting, he
had to ride on a horse for miles through
land covered with flood waters, and to
cross a swollen and dangerous river in a
dug-out canoe under a torrential rain,
with his horse swimming along behind
the canoe.

The Holy Spirit has inspired the na-
tive believers to write many gospel
hymns. These songs are sung with
great effectiveness toward the salvation
of many souls.

In fact, it seems that the Holy Spirit
is actually carrying the work forward at
such a pace that the missionaries are
challenged to keep up with it. There
are many villages receiving the gospel
for the first time, and workers are being
called to minister to their own people.
To establish this work there is a need of
organization and supervision and also
for those with a teaching ministry.

The work is on a solid indigenous
basis and we believe will go forward
even if the missionaries are withdrawn.
Nevertheless help is needed in training
native workers and in the opening of
new fields of activity.

It would seem that a word of appreci-
ation is in order for the ministry of
Brother Ralph Williams, pioneer mis-
sionary in this field. He went with the
vision that the outpouring of the Spirit
and the indigenous principal for mission-
ary work should go right along together ;
that out of every group of fifteen or
twenty or more believers the Lord would
raise up one or more natural spiritual
leaders; and that these native ministers
would do better work under missionary
leadership that was not confined to giv-
ing orders and correcting failures, but
rather as a co-operative effort in evan-
gelization and teaching ministry, He
would gather the workers for confer-
ences and Bible training.

Long treks of weeks and months at a
time took him out among the villages
where he lived with the natives in their
homes. Any mud hut was good enough
for holding protracted Bible studies. Na-
tive ministers would come to study for
weeks at a time and sleep on benches or
on the ground. They would bring corn
and beans for their maintenance. There
among them stood the missionary, sac-
rificing, and seeking by every means pos-
sible to buy up the opportunities the
Holy Ghost was giving for the training
of the native minister and the organiza-
tion of an indigenous work.

Brethren, we know that the working
of the Holy Spirit is pure and perfect;
but selfish and unconsecrated vessels
may waste that power, and hinder God's
working. Great reservoirs of water are
held back up in the mountain streams by
a dam. The pent-up water is directed
skillfully down a great pipe where it falls
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with a mighty force on a turbine making
it revolve with incredible speed, thereby
generating electricity for lighting entire
cities, and running the wheels of indus-
try. They also say that one may open
up a sluice-gate in the dam and let all the
water run out uselessly. The power is
wasted. So it seems that when the
mighty life-giving, energizing power of
the Holy Spirit is manifested, we are
immediately faced with the reponsibility
of teaching the recipients to yield them-
selves properly to God and to use the
power He gives for the work of effective
evangelization.

Bible training for the native worker
has been an important part of our work.
A good central Bible Institute is located
in El Salvador and we have been sending
our boys there. But besides this main
school, we have found to be very profit-
able a series of “cursos breves” or short
courses of two or three weeks for train-
ing prospective ministers and laymen.
These are held out in the outstations
where many people are not likely to at-
tend Bible School for a longer period.
In our central Bible School we can only
give training to ministers. There is not
enough room to receive prospective min-
isters, "that is, men who feel that they
have a calling to some day be in the
ministry, who have not as yet given ac-
tual proof of their ministry. The central
Bible School gives training for only
three months a year. In this way they
are prevented from becoming American-
ized, which is not our purpose in min-
istry.

Our aim is to train them for more ef-
ficient service. And the time spent in
this manner pays for itself a thousand-
fold. After all is said and done, the hope
of evangelization lies in a consecrated
and Spirit-inspired native ministry.

We try to give them this same vision,
and to show that we missionaries are sent
to help them toward that objective.
They are God’s chosen vessels for the
evangelization of their own people. This
makes them cry out to God to endue them
with power from on high and to sacrifice
to the limit to win their countrymen to
Christ and to prepare a native church for
the coming of the Lord.

My ideas had to undergo many chang-
es when I arrived on the field. T thought
that T knew best how to evangelize the
people. But after a while T discovered
that some of the natives had better suc-
cess toward leading their fellowmen to
Christ than I had. Thus the need be-
came more apparent for more native
workers.

It seems that I can see a certain native
minister standing before his people, his
heart melted with compassion for them,
tears running down his face pleading
with them. I look back and remember
when he lay drunken, or in a saloon
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strumming a guitar, dancing and gam-
bling and living a depraved life, and then
trying to make amends by going before
some image of a saint and mumbling a
prayer, but continuing on without hope
and without God. In God’s mercy, some-
one gave him a Bible to read which he
took cautiously into his possession, fear-
ing that something dreadful might hap-
pen, since he had long heard from the
priest that no good Catholic should dare
touch that “cursed Protestant book.”
But nevertheless he ventured and read it
and was saved. And now—I see himn
standing there preaching to his own
people, not a homiletically prepared mes-
sage, but pouring out his soul, telling
them that the greatest thing in this world
is the regenerating power of the Holy
Ghost whereby God could change a poor
sinner like him and give him a new heart.
His saying it meant a thousand times
more than the missionary’s saying it!
His people knew him and understood
him.

So taking these things into considera-
tion, we began to seek how to fall in with
God’s plan of raising up native workers.
The Holy Spirit uses human instrumen-
talities. When He ceases to use a man,
you don’t hear any more about him.
That principle seems to be set forth in
the book of “Acts”—the Acts of the
Holy Ghost.

The native Christians in our assem-
blies have their own organization. They
do their own voting and electing of of-

ficers. [Each year the workers together
with the missionary as superintendent
resign their office. They can re-elect the
missionary as their superintendent if
they want. If they don’t want him, they
may be independent and the missionary
would be out. But we have enjoyed
blessed fellowship in the gospel, and they
seem to appreciate our services.

Our present missionary staff is quite
inadequate to meet the challenge of this
open door the Lord has set before us.
We should like to see twenty-five cou-
ples thrust ouf speedily to this field
Many are needed for the evangelization
of Cuba. New Bible Schools are needed
for the training of native workers. We
especially need a Bible School in
Guatemala.

If the Lord tarry and we are able to
have new missionaries now, and ade-
quate training quarters for native min-
isters, we believe that the day is not far
distant when we may have a native
church in every town and village.

We especially need more gospel litera-
ture in these countries. Gospels and
Testaments in the hands of the native
workers can do wonders.

We look forward hopefully to the day
when the other fields will be opened. We
want to be optimistic and hope that the
war will soon be over.

But Christ has told us to “occupy” till

He come. LET’S OCCUPY LATIN
AMERICA FOR THE GOSPEL
NOW !
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Yes, thanks be unto God, there are signs
that the walls of indifference and bigotry in

Latin America are crumbling. For years
the missionaries and Latin American minis-
ters have had a true “desert” experience,
but of recent years we apparently have

crossed over Jordan and by faith are com-
passing the stone walls of Jericho, and they
are crumbling.

On January 27, after a year and a half of
ministry in Chile, South America, we left
Santiago by train for the port city of
Valparaiso, the first step of our homeward
journey. It was a pleasant surprise to
find several delegations at the railway station
to wish us Godspeed. The largest was from
the Presbyterian Church of the Holy Trinity;
the pastor, Mr. Arecena, was there with
some dozen of his members. He presented
us with a beautiful hand-painted parchment
in appreciation for the three revival meet-
ings we had held in his church, meetings that
the Lord had singularly blessed. We had

given the {ull gospel testimony with no
compromise and trust God will water the
seed sown. Another delegation was from

the Pentecostal Church of Sargento Aldea.
The last, and to us the dearest, was from
the new Assembly of God Church, our own
little flock.

Since we were delayed in Valparaiso for
over a week while the steamship company
continually changed the sailing date of our
vessel, the leading members of our church
followed us there in order to be with us as
long as possible. It was painful to part
with them; they were such babes in Christ.
The Swedish missionaries, already over-
burdened with excess work, are caring for
our church until we can get missionaries for
Chile.

At Buenaventura, Colombia, our family
separated, my wife and family returning by
boat to the States, while I took a less
direct route, stopping to visit a number of
our Latin American fields on the way.

A Real Victory for Colombia

The Lord gave us a wonderful time in
Sogamoso where the Wegners have labored
for the past ten years. I found that Colom-
bia, like Argentina, has been stony ground
as far as the gospel is concerned. Dr.
Seel, of the Presbyterian Church, informed
me that all the congregations in that republic
are small and the missionaries have suffered

Ball
intense persecution., He stated that the
Wegners have one of the best congrega-

tions in Colombia, and I found this to be so.

The first Sunday [ was in Sogamoso, Mr.
Wegner baptized seven converts. The parish
priest got out circular after circular against

our mission station, but the Wegners
judiciously printed thousands of handbills
inviting the people to the services. To

our utter surprise over one hundred business
men of the city printed and distributed hand-
bills all over the city and pasted large
posters on the walls at street corners, re-
plying to and refuting all the statements of
the priest. We simply preached the gospel
and souls were saved. The Lord saw to it
that others fought for us. This is a real
victory for Colombia!

As I walked the streets of Sogamoso the
business men would all greet me courteously,
but more than once
I noted the women
making the sign of
the cross as they
passed. Superstition
and bigotry are
breaking, but slowly,
and only after a ter-
rible battle We
must not slacken our
faith march around
the walls; the battle

has only well be-
gun.

In Sogamoso on
March 7 we dedi-

cated the new build-
ings for the Bible
Institute where
young people will
study God's Word,
preparing to become
evangelists and pas-
tors. On that day
we counted seventeen
students, and the number has since increased
to twenty-three. Praise the Lord! Ten
years of prayer, of house to house work,
of faithfulness in the midst of dangers
seen and unseen, with the lives of the mis-
sionaries threatened over and over again—
these things have made possible this splendid
Bible Institute.

We have been very happy to welcome to
Springfield Mr. and Mrs. H. C. Ball who
with their family recently returned from
Chile to take up a larger ministry in con
nection with our Latin American field.

At the last meeting of the General Pres-
bytery authorization was given to the Missions
Department to appoint such supplementary
secretaries as might seem necessary for the
advancement of our Assemblies of God work
throughout the world. The first appointment
has been given to our Brother Ball in view
of the long years of ministry he and his wife
have had among the Latin American people.
He also has visited practically every field
throughout South and Central America where
we have missionary representatives. The
thought is that Brother Ball, while spending
some time at headquarters in order to take
care of necessary correspondence, will devote
a considerable part of his time to field minis-
try both ot home and abroad. We are look-
ing for some definite advances as God may
lead.

On request of the Missions Committee,
Brother Ball visited several of the countries
in South and Central America prior to his
return from Chile, and a brief account of his
experience is published in this issue.

Bible Institutes for Latin America

Besides Sogamoso, there is one at Lima.
Peru which we visited on February 10. They
have some 50 students, and God is blessing.
Two Bible Institutes for all South America!
Not many, yet more than we had only a
short time ago.

Central America has two schools also, one
at Leon, Nicaragua, with 20 to 25 students,
and the other at Santa Ana, El Salvador,
with an enrollment of 50 and a well
equipped building.

There is a Bible School in Mexico City
with around 40 students, and still another in
Gomez Palacios, Northern Mexico, with
some 30 students.

Then in the United States we have the
Latin American Bible Institute, at Saspamco,
Texas, with an enrollment of 50, and a
school bearing the same name more recently
opened at Los Angeles, California, with
20 students.

But this is not all, for in the West Indies
are two more—at Habana, Cuba with 10
students, and at Santurce, Puerto Rico, with
12, more or less. This makes a grand total
of 305, not including the many that take
correspondence courses and others called
to preach who study under the direction of
the minister in charge of the local con-
gregation. Three hundred students do not
seem a large number for a field of one hun-
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dred million people, but when we remember
that some fifteen years ago only two in-
stitutes were in existence, and those mere
babes, then the miracle of what God is do-
ing appears.

Costa Rica, a New Field

In San Jose, Costa Rica, I visited Mr. and
Mrs. William L. Perrault. Brother Perrault
arrived in Costa Rica only last August, but
already he has two missions established,
one in a private home, the other housed in
a very attractive hall. On the Sunday I
was there (March 21) there were 40 present
at the Sunday School, and in the week’s
meetings which followed souls were saved
nearly every night. Remember, Costa Rica is
no easy field. The oldest evangelical con-
gregation in San Jose has only some 150
members,

Every day and nearly everywhere on the
streets of the city innumerable women,
young ladies, and even children go around
clad in robes similar to those worn by the
nuns, only brown, with a rosary and crucifix
attached. I never could find out just what
this symbolized. On March 19, the day
of the patron saint (Saint Joseph), Brother
Perrault and I entered a church near the
cathedral. As we were standing in front
of one image that attacted our attention
because of the cuts and bruises on its knees
and legs, a lady with a black veil on her
head stepped up to us and said reverently,
“That’s San Roque; he is very good for
‘golpes’ (blows or wounds).” Well, thank
God, we know the Christ of Calvary, good
for wounds both of the soul and of the body.

Advance in Evidence

Meeting our Central American missionaries
in the conference at Santa Ana, El Salvador,
was an inspiration. All their talk pertained
to “advance,” and advance was everywhere
in evidence. The church in Matagalpa,
Nicaragua has raised over $800.00 for a new
building. The church in San Salvador, capital
of El Salvador, had outgrown its accom-
modations and was in urgent need of a larg-
er building. In Santa Ana, El Salvador on
April 5 we dedicated a spacious temple that
seats around one thousand. At the time
of my previous visit in Santa Ana eleven
years ago, the little congregation worshiped
in a rented hall.

In Jutiapa, Guatemala I found the church
ready to start on a building that will ac-
commodate several hundred, while a par-
sonage was already under censtruction,
When we visited this place sixteen years ago
the congregation numbered four.

In Mexico City two years ago I preached
for one of our many assemblies in that
large metropolis, which worshiped in a hall
hidden away inside a court yard. On April
20 it was my privilege to minister in their
new chapel, built by the congregation it-
self—a chapel seating two hundred, and
filled almost to capacity.

A New Day for Latin America

Latin America taken as a whole is a land
of walls—walls around every home, adobe
and stone walls. How tiresome they be-
come! How prisonlike they feel! But the
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Christ of the

“The Andes,” famous
been erected on the
Argentina-Chile border as a token of
peace between the two countries. The
figure of Christ is 26 feet in height. A
translation of the wording on the bronze
plaque at the base of this statue reads:
“These mountains shall sooner crumble
than Argentina and Chile shall break the
peace declared before the feet of Christ
the Redeemer.”

new Latin America is lowering the walls,
building them so that it is possible to see
over the top, and out in the country wire
fences are now becoming common. A new
day for Latin America!

Yes, and spiritually speaking it is a new
day. The walls are starting to crumble.
Let us keep on believing God, and praying,
and marching the march of faith around
them until the seventh day, until God brings
them down with a mighty crash and thou-
sands upon thousands are delivered from
sin and degradation.

PENTECOSTAL OUTPOURING

At the beginning of the year Norman
Moffat, our missionary representative in
Ajmer, North India, held special meetings
in Agra, during which God wonderfully
poured out His Spirit; a number were
made hungry for the Baptism and one re-
ceived a definite experience, while several
were greatly blessed of God. “I went there

expecting to stay only two days,” he
writes, “but they prevailed upon us to
remain more than two weeks. Four were

baptized in water. On the way from the
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meeting hall to the river where our baptismal
service was held, we sang and preached, and
sold nearly 200 Gospels. That night there
a healing service at which God again
Several were

was
met us in a wonderful way.
saved.

“Some of the American soldiers attended
our services. One young man just joined
right in praising the Lord with his hands
upraised and tears flowing down his cheeks.
We handed out many copies of ‘Reveille’
which were well received—the fact that it
was a paper from America was enough to
bring them joy. As we were preaching in
front of the picture show one night God
wonderfully spoke to a young man who
promised that he would try to get back to
the Lord again. He had been living for
God but slipped during the trip across. He
said this was the first sermon he had heard
since leaving the States eight months ago.
Pray for our boys in India.”

Recently Brother Moffat returned to Agra
for another visit and he reports that God
is continuing to pour out His Spirit. There
are about fifty adults in the assembly, most
of whom have received the Baptism. During
this last visit he was privileged to witness a
Church of England missionary bring his
boarding school boys into the tarrying ser-
vice, and these boys received the Baptism in
the Holy Ghost according to Acts 2:4 with
their own missionary standing by and look-
ing on. Another highly educated Indian
Baptist minister received the Pentecostal ex-
perience at his home while drawing near to
the Lord in prayer.

Each
package must be marked “Printed Matter”
and must not exceed 4 lbs. 6 oz. in weight
unless the parcel contains only one volume
when additional weight is allowed. Only
one parcel a week may be sent to one
person. The rate of postage is 1} cents
per oz. Why not put into service books
in your library which you will not likely
use again? Make them do missionary work.

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SUNDAY SCHOOL LESSON

Whole Bible Sunday School Course

T he Passover
Lesson for June 13. Lesson Text:
11:1 to 13:14,

In a previous lesson (in May 15 Evangel).
we pointed out the twofold division of the
Book of Exodus: (1) Book of Redemption,
1-18 and (2) Book of Relationship,
chs. 19-40. Division one may be divided
as follows: (1) Cry for Redemption—I[srael
in bondage, chs. 1, 2; (2) Captain of Re-
demption—Moses trained, called, commis-
sioned, 3, 4; (3) Claim of Redemption—
Moses before Pharaoh, 5; (4) Contest for
Redemption—Pharaoh vs. God of Israel--
the Ten Plagues, 6-—12:36; (5) Celebration
of Redemption—the Passover Feast, 11:1-
13:14; (6) Crossing to Redemp-
tion—through the Red Sea, 13:
17-—14:30; (7) Chorus of Re-

Exodus

chs.

demption—Song of Moses and
Miriam, 15:1-21; and finally,
(8) Complaining after Re-

demption and Continuation in
Redemption—15:22--18:27.

Our present lesson has to do
with the institution of, and par-
ticipation in, the first Passover
feast—the celebration of redemp-
tion. This eventful night and its
significant feast represented a
turning point in Israel’'s history
(12:1). It was Israel’'s “Fourth
of July,” or Independence Day
which was to forever remind
them of their deliverance from
Pharaoh's oppression. It was
their national birthday, repre-
senting as it were the birth of
a nation. Let us notice the
following facts concerning this
great Feast:

1. The Passover was an ordi-
nance of substitution. “A lamb
for an house.” The lamb
selected must be a perfect one;
without blemish; allowed to
live four days after selection in
order to be sure there were no

hidden defects which might
appear. It typified Christ, the
spotless Lamb of God, foreor-

dained to die for the sin of the
world. Compare Lev. 22:20-25;
Mal. 1:8; 1 Peter 1:19; 2 Cor.
5:21; Heb. 7:26. The blood was
to be sprinkled over the door-
posts and side posts, never on the threshold;
there must be no trampling of the blood!
See Heb. 9:22: 10:29.

God, in order to be just, must punish sin.
Sin cannot be simply excused; it must be
atoned for. Otherwise, the distinctions be-
tween evil and good would be done away
with by the proclamation of grace. The
judgment Egypt deserved fell on its first-
born; the judgment which Israel equally de-
served for its many sins, fell not on its first-
born but on the lamb. Substitution solved
the problem for Israel. The problem for
the “hole world was solved in the same

way. Jesus, God's Lamb and Firstborn, went
to Calvary and took upon Himself the con-
centrated judgment for the sin of the world!

2. The Passover was a feast of satisfac-

tion. The lamb was to be roasted and
caten. The blood of the lamb provided
safety; the eating of the lamb provided

strength for the journey ahead. The blood
of Christ secures our safety; we feed upon
Him, partake of His nature, and are kept
saved by His life. Rom. 5:8-10.

3. The Passover was a feast of unleav-
ened bread. Leaven or yeast is a principle
of fermentation; and fermentation has
been defined as chemical decomposition.
LLeaven, then, is an element of decay and

When

destruction. The eating of unleavened
bread symbolized the truth that nothing
must be allowed which would disintegrate

or break down the unity of God's purposes,
either in the individual or among the people
as a whole. 1 Cor. 5:5-13. Again, the eating
of unleavened bread was to remind them in
days to come of the suddenness of their de-
liverance—a deliverance so sudden that they
would not have time to leaven the bread.

4. The Passover was to be eaten with
bitter herbs. “And with bitter herbs shall
they eat it"—recalling the bitterness of ai-
fliction and bondage in Egypt. As applied
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to the Communion, the Christian’s Passover,
we are reminded both of the bitterness of
Christ's sufferings in atoning for our sins,
possibly of the fact that a certain
amount of suffering is inevitable to us if we
take up our cross and follow Christ.

St

5. The Passover was a feast of antici-
pation. “And thus shall ye eat it; with
your loins girded, your shoes on your feet,
and your staff in your hand; and ye shall
eat it in haste: it is the Lord's passover.”
Fully clothed, with their shoes on, and
ready to travel, the Israelites waited eagerly
for the race out of Egypt. We, likewise,
clothed in Christ’'s righteousness, with the
loins of our minds girded, set our hope on
the grace that is to be brought to us at the
revelation of Christ, knowing that we were
not redeemed with corruptible things from
our vain manner of life, but with the pre-
cious blood of Christ, the Lamb without
blemish and without spot.

6. The Passover was a feast involving
faith. How far the Israelites
saw into the significance or
symbolism of what was taking
place we do not know, but we
do know that their obedience
to the whole ceremony was an
act of faith. We may imagine a
skeptical Hebrew as saying,
“The very idea of staining the
doorway with blood. What an
absurd idea! And who would
be foolish enough to believe
that God is actually going to kill
the eldest son in every home in
which there has been no blood
applied?” In such a case, the
death angel would just as surely
have visited a Hebrew home!
Some cannot understand how
faith in the blood of God's
Lamb can bring salvation; yet
such faith brings unquestionable
results and transformations in
the lives of those who do be-
lieve. One need not understand
all about a radio in order to en-
joy its programs. Let us accept
God's plan of salvation first;
understanding can come later.

7. The Passover represented
a provision for the faith of fu-
ture generations. “It shall come
to pass, when your children
shall say unto you, What mean
ye by this service? That ye
shall say, It is the sacrifice of
the Lord's passover.” God
knew full well what we are so
slow in realizing—that the hope
of the future lies in the chil-
dren. To this day, when Passover is ob-
served in devout Jewish homes, the youngest
child of the home asks certain form ques-
tions which are answered by a recitation of
the mighty acts of God which- culminated in
the original institution of Passover. Let us
be as diligent in doing all within our power
to help our children to know our God and
the fullness of the Pentecostal experience!

LLOYD GEORGE AND ZIONISM

Lloyd George, who was Prime Minister of
Great Britain during World War I, said recent-
ly: “I am confident that our country can never
go back on its pledged word to the Jewish peo-
ple. The revolting treatment of the Jews by
the Nazis has made any other solution than a
Jewish State in Palestine unthinkable.”

YOUNG JEWS IN PALESTINE
Of the 550,000 Jews in Palestine today, 400,-
000 persons (over 73%) are below forty
years of age, and half of them are below the
age of twenty. Thus the percentage of young
peaple is higher in Jewish Palestine than in any
other country. This makes the outlook for

Palestine’'s future very promising indeed.

WANTED: GREATER ZEAL FOR GOD

Admiral Sir David Beatty said, after World
War I: “If half of the zeal and passion, half
of the outpouring of life and treasure, or organ-
ization and efficiency, that the State has put
into this war could be thrown into the cause
of the Kingdom and of the eternal verities, the
world would soon be won for Christ.”

J. P. MORGAN'S WILL

The recent news of the passing of J. P.
Morgan, world financier and “the friend of
kings,” has caused Owr Hope to recall the
death of another of the same name, his father
and founder of the banking firm, J. Pierpont
Morgan. It states that when J. P. Morgan,
the elder, died, he left a Will, the introductory
words of which were a great testimony to our
Lord. We quote the opening paragraph of
that will:

“T commit my soul into the hands of my
Saviour, in full confidence that having redeemed
it and washed it in His most precious blood,
He will present it faultless before the Throne
of my Heavenly Father; and I entreat my
children to maintain and defend, at all hazard,
and at any cost of personal sacrifice, the blessed
doctrine of the complete atonement for sin
through the blood of Jesus Christ, once offered,
and through that alone.”

MISSIONS—BEFORE AND AFTER
At the beginning of the nineteenth century

the British East India Company said: “The
sending of Christian missionaries into our
Eastern possessions is the maddest, most ex-
pensive, most unwarranted project that was
ever proposed by a lunatic enthusiast.”

But at the end of the nineteenth century the
English Lieutenant-Governor of Bengal said:
“In my judgment Christian missionaries have
done more lasting good to the people of India
than all other agencies combined.”

PRAY FOR GOD’S WORK ON TANNA

All who are familiar with the life and work
of John G. Paton, pioneer missionary to the
New Hebrides, will be saddened to read that
the Christian community on the island of
Tanna is passing through a severe testing time,
due to a resurgence of paganism, led by a
native “prophet.”” The movement originated a
year ago with secret meetings organized on
what are suspiciously like “Axis" lines. It not
only seeks to re-establish old tribal pagan
customs, but is strongly anti-white in character.
The movement in its development is giving much
concern to the Administration, as well as to the
church authorities. Happily, certain of the
native Christian teachers and members are
standing firm against the mass emotion and
terror the movement inspires.—The Christian.

ABOARD AN AIRCRAFT CARRIER

For over two years a Bible class was con-
ducted by Stanford E. Linzey aboard an air-
craft carrier. Brother Linzey is a young
sailor (Mus. 1/c) who has received the Bap-
tism and now is stationed at Miami, Florida.
He writes:

“We started the Bible class with three mem-
bers who met twice a week. After a period
of about two years, when the vessel sank,
we had about fifty members. Souls were saved
from time to time and many came out of
backsliding. We studied one night and had
prayer meeting the other. During the days of
battle the boys drew closer to God.

“We lost our ship and swam in the water
for nearly two hours. A destroyer picked us
up. We were cold and shivering and had no
clothes but our underwear, but some of us got
on our knees in the open air and thanked God
for delivering us. Others looked on but our
minds were on the Lord. The following day
we transferred to a cruiser and while aboard
her we organized another Bible class. We
sang under the big guns, had testimony meet-
ings, and God blessed. After two or three days
we transferred again to another vessel and we
had meetings on it. Two boys were saved
one night.

“We reached Pearl Harbor and after a time
organized a Bible class there. I just received
a letter saying that this class still is meeting
and that several have been saved since I was
there. This class meets in an air raid shelter.
It was entirely Pentecostal when we organ-
ized it. Please pray for all the Bible classes
that are conducted at sea, of which there are
many.”
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LIQUOR ON THE RADIO

The British Broadcasting Company states
that it has decided to eliminate drink propa-
ganda from its programs and drink is no
longer to be mentioned in its broadcasts. “This
reform is long overdue and we hope that the
new policy will be earried out,” says the Alliance
News Summary.

SOOTHSAYERS

According to Saturday Evening Post, there
are now some 80,000 full-time fortunetellers
in the United States. This is a conservative
estimate, based on the statement of John
Mulholland, a professional magician who is
said to be America’s leading authority on
soothsayers.

“At least four out of ten people have a
sneaking conviction that ‘there is something in
it and I should rcughly guess there must be
about five million men and women who go
beyond this casual faith and actually guide their
daily lives according to how an astrologer or
a palmist says they should do it,” says Mul-
holland.

According to estimates of the Better Business
Bureau, Americans are now spending almost
$200,000,000 a year to know the future, not
willing to read the Bible and seek God for
guidance and revelation, so safe and certain,
which He offers free to all who will seek Him !

A JEW AND THE SECOND ADVENT

Al Segal is a Jewish journalist. In his
column in a Jewish magazine he recently wrote
on the subject, “If T Were a Christian.” This
is part of what he said:

“Were I a Christian with faith in the
prophecies of my Scripture—the second com-
ing of Christ and all that—I should want to
make the world ready for the Visitor. I
might speak to all my neighbors, ‘My neigh-
bors, we are told He's coming and the world
must be safe for Him, lest He be crucified
again. We should be ashamed to welcome
Him in the world as it is, two thousand years
after His Sermon on the Mount. We should
be afraid and ashamed. How safe will He be
this time in the world? He is a Jew and what
comfort will He find amid the stones that are
for Jews? He preaches a society made good
by righteousness and compassion, and what
friendliness will He get from men who call
righteousness radical and despise compassion
as weakness? He must not suffer another
crucifixion. We might try to make the world
safe for Him by brotherhoad.””

Universal brotherhood is a lovely thing to
tatk ahbout, but we doubt whether our Lord
ever ¢xpected the world to be made good be-
fore His return. He said, “This gospel of the
kingdom shall be preached in all the world
for a witness unto all nations: an-l then shall
the end come.” That is very different from
saying that all nations would hear the gospel
and accept it. No, this Jew is afflicted with
that “blindness in part” which has ‘“happened
to Israel, until the fulness of the Gentiles be
come in.” He does not know God's plan.
There is no danger of Christ’s being cruci-
fied again. He died once and for all, and in
His second coming He will come not as the
TLamb of God to suffer and die but as the
Lion of Judah to subdue His enemies and
rule the world. Then, and only then, will
there be universal brotherhood and righteous-
ness covering the earth as the waters cover
the sea. Even so, come, Lord Jesus.
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
