E AS a Church have a great responsibility. When

I speak of the Church, T do not refer just to the Assem-

blies of God of which we are members. I realize that we
are only a part of the Church that has received this commission.
I thank God for the people who have lived before us and who
have laid the foundation upon which we carry on today.
However I do believe that we as Pentecostal people have a
distinctive place in the plan and purpose of God in this age,
and that there is a tremendous responsibility resting upon
us. God had His ministers for the past generation, and we
are not responsibile for that; but we have been called to
minister to this generation.

A few days ago I listened to a prominent evangelist who
criticized the Pentecostal people for their stand on the Baptism
in the Holy Ghost, with the evidence of speaking in tongues.
He said that when we claim that this evidence is essential
we discredit the work many great men have done. He re-
ferred to Martin Luther, the Wesleys, Finney, Moody, and
many others whose ministry God had blessed. We do not
discredit the ministry of those men, nor do we discount their
message in the least. We stand with all Christendom in
giving praise and honor to these men. We believe they had
God’s message for their day and that His hand was upon them.

But, friends, they have delivered their message and have
gone on to their reward. In order to perpetuate His Church
He has raised up others, and so to you and me God has given
the Commission and we are to be faithful to this responsibility
which is ours.

Paul tells us in 1 Cor. 6:2, “Do ye not know that the
saints shall judge the world?” I believe we are to judge the
world in the sense that we are God's representatives to the
people of this generation. When we stand in His presence,
we are going to be witnesses against those who in our day
rejected the gospel message. There will be no excuse when
God brings in the people of each generation to stand before
the saints of that generation.

I listened to a brother Sunday afternoon as he spoke about
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his desire to become a chap
lain in the army of our
country, but because of lack
of college degrees he was
not prepared. The reason
was, he had not thought
about it in time and pre-
pared himself for it. He
did not know about the
opportunity that was com-
ing so when the time
came for him to become a
chaplain, he was not pre
pared. Possibly some of
us may fail in making
preparations for days to
come. There is a danger, however, of our thinking of the
opportunities in the future, and losing sight of the oppor-
tunities that are now ours.

While the world is facing a crisis, and feeling its way,
the Church as well is facing a great crisis, something that
we have never faced before. We do not know what is ahead,
nor what we are coming to. but we know that our God is
with us and has promised to be with us unto the end.

A few days ago the Business Men's club of our town invited
our congressman to come and speak at one of their luncheons.
In the course of his talk he mentioned the regulations we are
living under and getting used to, and he climaxed his message
by saying, that there is a great probability that when the war
is over we shall have many things left to regulate us that we
will not want and will not appreciate.

An ex-congressman asked me in what
thought the World War would terminate. |1
do you think?” He answered, “I don’t know,” and I said,
“Neither do 1.” He said, “Brother Tanner do you think
we are living at the close of the age, and that the Lord
will soon be coming?” “Well,” I said, “I think so, but my
opinion doesn't amount to very much.” He continued: “I
thought a short time ago that I could figure out that it would
be at least thirty-five or forty years before the Lord would
come, but I have reduced my years, and I believe it will not be
very long.” “Well,” T said, “no one knows. Jesus has not
told us. There are some things definitely shaping up and
some things that are moving today in which we can see
the hand of God and also the powers of darkness.

E ARE getting used to strange
philosophies in our day. One of the
strangest is, “The philosophy of
economic scarcity.” In order to
bring prices up and prosperity down we
have to make the things people want
scarce so folk will scramble to pay a high
price to get them. A number of us did
not need Mr. Ickes or any of the brain-
trusters to introduce us to the realm of
scarcity. We were born in it. I remem-
ber in the good old days the children got
candy but once a year—at Christmas
it was put into our stockings, and we
usually had an orange put in, and if
oranges were too high it would be a red
apple, and some peanuts. The sticks of
candy were crooked, red and white.
I can still see that candy. Nobody
needed to teach us children to go easy
on that candy. We knew we wouldn’t
get any more until the next Christmas,
so we made it go as far as possible;
to make it plain, T sucked mine.

Well, we got used to pinching and
being pinched, and some of us as we look
toward God and the things that are
spiritual are pinched as were some of
the children in the old days. But God is
rich and generous to the point of ex-
travagance. He has poured out lavishly
the riches that are His. “The earth is full
of Thy riches.”

In the first place, God has been ex-
travagant in nature. When He made the
universe—and I still believe He made
it—He was extravagant. When He got
to making worlds He didn’t stop with
one little planet but He made millions
of them. They used to say that the
number of stars was somewhere around
eleven hundred. 1 was reading a little
while ago where some fellow has got
out the last word and he says there are
over twelve billion. And I suppose when
they get the new telescope in California
rigged up they will find a few more
billion. In my ignorance I can’t see any
use for so many worlds and such a
profusion ef stars and planets and sys-
tems. It is extravagance.

When T travel through mountains I
can’t see any use for so many. If I
had been making the earth I suppose I
should have had a few mountains, enough

to make man feel small, and 1 should
have felt that that was enough. But
when God started making mountains He
made them for thousands of miles, tier
on tier, peak on peak. You can travel
for hours, and still stretching out are
huge, majestic, wonderful mountains.
When He started making oceans He
didn’t stop with a little ocean like
Mussolint’s sea. IHe made much water.
There is so much water and so many
oceans that it looks extravagant to me.
Let us come to the realm of grace.
God has shown Himself extravagant in
grace, “The grace of God that bringeth
salvation hath appeared to all men.” He
made this thing that we call grace, and
I don’t know anybody who is able to
give an adequate definition of it. There
are some beautiful definitions but after
you are through with them you haven’t
said a thing—you come back and just
say, Grace. Grace! Hallelujah! There
in something in grace that is so won-
derful that you can’t stop and define it.
It spreads out to every man and every
creature in every condition. The grace
of God! It comes right down your
alley to where you are. There are such
oceans of grace that you can’t exhaust it.
I was reading the other day a story
by Mr. Hadley of a man he calls simply
“Old Colonel.” He came into the old
Water St. Mission in New York. Sixty
years of age, he looked a hundred. He
was dirty and ragged and ruined. His
feet were wrapped up in rags for shoes.
When he heard the story of the grace of
God he hobbled down the aisle and got
on his knees and said, “O God, if I
haven’t gone too far, have mercy and
save this old sinner.” But he couldn’t
get it through his head that the grace of
God could reach him, and so he hobbled
out. The next evening he was back. He
hobbled to the altar and dropped on his
knees at the same spot. “O God,” he
said, “if you are able to save such a
sinner, save me.” And he hobbled out
again. He came for six nights and each
night he went out the same way. But
the seventh night he came with the same
kind of prayer, praying that if he hadn’t
gone too far, for God to “save this
wretched sinner.” Then something came
down, and in, and through; and this
old dirty, wretched, ruined mass of
iniquity stood up and said, “Praise God,
I've got it. It's come. Hallelujah!” And
Mr. Hadley said from that very min-
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ute Old Colonel was a new man. Some-
thing had come into him, and something
had gone out of him, and something had
changed and transformed him. The
old rags went off, and the beauty of
Jesus was seen in his character and in his
testimony. Around old Water Street he
was a source of inspiration and blessing
to everyone who came.

What does it all mean? The grace of
God! He was unfit and unworthy and
unable. He was ruined and helpless and
lost. But the grace of God brought him
salvation.

In a little Missouri city we were having
a District Council. We were to have
four days in this city. We started in
the little church and the crowds increased.
The evening services were evangel-
istic, and by Sunday there was a cry to
get into a larger place, so we went into
the theater. The people filled it and stood
around the edges; they couldn’t find
seats. At the end of a message a few
folk came to the altar in the orchestra
pit. Among them was a woman (I think,
if T mistake not, she had gray hair), I
couldn’t interest anyone in praying for
her. I tried to get some of the sisters
to pray but didn’t get much help. I spoke
to some of the brethren, and they didn’t
seem to respond quickly, and T was
much concerned. 1 had preached, and
I don’t get many people to the altar
when I preach. But when I do get one
I am tremendously concerned to get him
through; so I knelt by this woman. I
cried and she cried; I prayed and she
prayed, and finally the joy came. Things
became real with the blessing of God.
And as she lifted her hands and wor-
shiped God and praised the Lord, people
were weeping all round. About this
time one of the deacons got me by the
coattail.

Thank God for deacons; I get along
fine with them as a rule, but this par-
ticular deacon didn’t know how to deac.
His face was troubled. He said, “Brother
Gaston, what in the world shall we do
now? We can’t take this woman into
the church. It would ruin it.” “Well,”
I said, “don’t you think the Lord took
her into the kingdom?” He said, “Yes.”
“Don’t you think she will get to heaven
all right?” “Sure, I do,” he says. I said
to him, “Do you think you have a higher
standard in your church than they have
in heaven?” He said, “Oh, I never
thought about that.” He said she was
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one of the worst characters in that city.
Oh, but the grace of God! Hallelujah!
And so today, when the grace of God
comes into the life, there is a change.
[t matters not what we have been, or
what we are, The grace of God can
make us something that can grace any-
body’s church and bless anybody’'s com-

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UR Lord Jesus Christ said, “Verily

[ say unto you, If ye have faith as

a grain of mustard seed, ye shall
say unto this mountain, Remove hence
to yonder place; and it shall remove; and
nothing shall be impossible unto you.”
Matt. 17 :20.

Note this divine comparison, a grain
of mustard seed, a mountain! Christ
looks for the smallest portion of faith,
He hunts for faith; and if He finds but
a “grain of mustard seed” He knows
there is hope. Hope for the mustard
seed, disaster for the mountain! Saints
look at the mountain, Christ looks at the
mustard seed. Be careful which end
of the telescope you are looking through.
One magnifies, the other minimizes.

Try and look at things through divine
eyes. See the mustard seed matured.
It is written, “Despise not the day of
small things.” The tiny grains of sand
hold back the waves of the mighty ocean.
That is negative faith. Positive faith
can remove the mountain. Negative
faith to resist, positive faith to remove!
Negative faith is good for individual
salvation, positive faith is good for serv-
ice, the service of the Lord.

Job had negative faith when he en-
dured suffering, but he had positive faith
when he prayed for his friends and re-
gained his wealth. Don’t stop at nega-
tive faith, go on for positive faith.

Seeds need watering. We need to
pray for rain, to ask of the Lord rain in
order to bring about the maturing of the
seed. Zech, 10:1. They also need the
mighty rushing wind from heaven. It is
written in the Song of Solomon, “Awake,
O north wind; and come, thou south;
blow upon my garden.” We need the
stormy winds. The wind strengthens the
roots. Don’t be afraid of the north wind,
of adversity. Though it may seem hard
it will not kill the plant, it will just
strengthen the roots. An active seed will
grow upwards and grow downwards un-
til last of all you have a tree.

Not only has the Lord active eyes for
the seed, but the enemy is also observant
of it. He sends his “fowls of the air” to
devour the seed that drops by the way-
side. Good seed sown in good ground
will bring forth good fruit. The good
ground must be prepared and the seed
covered. The best ground is where the
plow has gone deepest. The harrowing
process may seem painful, but the Hus-
bandman knows his work. It is written,
“The preparation of the heart in man
is from the Lord.” Prov. 16:1. Don’t
confuse God’s preparation of the heart

with the assaults of the enemy. The
tilling of the ground by the good Hus-
bandman may not always seem to be
pleasant, but tilling is better than the
ground being neglected? The hard way-
side ground is not worth the plow.

God wants good soil for the good seed
of the Word, and the greater the work-
ing of the ground the bigger the crop. The
grain of mustard seed will not be lost in
the prepared ground.

[t is written, “Hast thou faith? Have
it to thyself before God.” Faith believes
the seed is in the soil, and that the activ-
ity of the seed will be manifested. The
Lord does not necessarily expect the seed
to remove the mountain all at once. Tt
begins with small stones, then with bigger
obstacles. When the Lord spoke of the
removing of the mountain, He pointed
to the climax of faith. He saw the pos-
sibilities in the small, finite mustard seed.

It is God’s delight to contrast the weak
instrument with the great obstacle. That
is God's way. He speaks of the “foolish-
ness of preaching to save them that be-
lieve!” We are also told that the “fool-
ishness of God is wiser than men.” 1 Cor.
1:21, 25. “Not many wise men after the
flesh, not many mighty, not many noble,
are called: But God hath chosen the fool-
ish things of the world to confound the
wise; and God hath chosen the weak
things of the world to confound the
things which are mighty ; and base things
of the world, and things which are de-
spised, hath God chosen, yea, and things
which are not, to bring to nought things
that are.”

The divine seed of faith planted in the
divenely prepared soil will accomplish the
divinely ordained purposes. God desires
this. Tt will bring forth glory to His
name, that He may be seen to be all in
all.

It is written, “Now abideth faith.” It
is also written, “The just shall live by
faith.” We live by faith and must con-
tinue to live by faith.

The just one can say with Paul: “The
life which I now live in the flesh T live by
the faith of the Son of God. who loved
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me, and gave himself for me.” This life
of faith in the Son of God, and in the
Father who sent Him, is eternal life,
divine life, the life that overcomes.

“Wrath is cruel and anger is out-
rageous but who 1s able to stand before
enzy?”’ Prov. 27 :4.

NVY is acknowledged by all people
E to be the most ungenerous, base, and

wicked passion that can enter into
the heart of man. Envy, the offspring of
its mother, Pride, is a sort of madness
which cannot endure to witness the
prosperity of others. Envy mourns be-
cause it cannot take possession of the
treasures of others.

The majority of men are envious, for
there is no more common or universal
vice. “You may regard the vice of envy
as a trifling fault,” writes Augustine,
“but that is a great mistake. It is a
diabolical sin, for it envies the good, with-
out any other reason than that they
are good, while itself is wicked. Envy
can embitter honey. Wearied of the
virtue of others, she maliciously tries to
corrupt what is good in them, because
she can find no trace of it in herself.”

This, too, is a quality of envy. Your
neighbor performs some actions inspired
by the purest and most generous motives ;
his conscience bears him witness in the
sight of God that he has acted under the
influence of the most sincere disinterested-
ness. But he has not counted on Envy,
a little serpent secretly playing the spy,
hidden in the shade. The wicked reptile
shoots its dart and deposits its deadly
venom. With Envy, devotion means
self-interest ; charity, selfishness; disin-
terestedness, cupidity. By one word, honey
is turned into poison. And what is still
worse, he maliciously tries to corrupt what
is good, and, therefore, can never be made
to see good in anyone else. It is God
whom it attacks in seeking to harm its
brethren, for all good in man is and
comes alone from God.

“Envy is hatred of another’s hap-
piness; is tormented at sight of another’s
good,” says Gregory. “When they meet
with something clear and evident, they
examine closely into it, lest there should
be something concealed, and endeavor by
the most prying researches to find some
defects of which to accuse their brethren.
They cannot endure the glory bestowed
upon their neighbor, because they re-
gard it as so much taken from their
own.”

“They even go so far,” says Augus-
tine, “as to give themselves a patent for
cleverness—melancholy cleverness, which
does nothing but grievously wound jus-
tice, good sense, and charity.”

“Charity,” says Paul, “envieth not.”
But nowadays we have gone beyond

Paul; and the world, even that portion
of it which calls itself Christian, has
set aside the maxim of the apostle and
replaces it by a habit of hateful sus-
picion.

O world of corruption, of petty in-
trigues, of base jealousies, thou art pun-
ished wherein thou hast sinned! Thou
sowest the wind, and gatherest the whirl-
wind. Thou sowest evil suspicions, and
gatherest the poisoned sheaves of hatred
and dissension. Of what dost thou com-
plain? The husbandman can say nothing
when his land yields him fruit according
to the nature of the seed he has sown.

“But charity envieth not.” 1 Cor. 13:
4. Do not err; if there be envy in thy
heart, there can be no room in it for
brotherly love; if thou envy, thou dost
not love. In thee thou hast the sin of
the dewvil, for in his fall he envied and
still envies those who stood firm, and
wishes and works that they too might
fall.

Whence, then, comes envy? From
pride, the sin of the devil, who loves to
rule over all and bring everyone to his
feet. Augustine further says, “Nothing
can be more contrary to charity than en-
vy; it is a Satanic vice, because the spirit
of evil is composed of two first principles
of pride and envy; the elect form the
body of Christ, so the envious form the
body of which the devil is the head.”

It is no wonder that the wise man said :
“Who is able to stand before envy?”
James tells us, “Where envy and strife
is, there is confusion and every evil
work.” James 3:16. “And if ye have
bitter envying and strife in your hearts
glory not and lie not against the truth.”

Bishop Butler once exclaimed, “If we
only learn to keep our heart, to govern
and regulate our passions and our affec-
tions, we may be free from the impo-
tencies of fear, envy, malice, ambition,
considered as vices seated in the heart.”

He who would find out one rule to
assist us in this work would deserve in-
finitely better of mankind than all the
improvers of all other knowledge put
together,

Alexander Whyte in his preface to the
“Studies on Sacred Subjects” by Wm.
Law, writes that Mr. Law gave the world
this one rule: “If you find in your heart
motions of envy towards any person,
whether on account of his riches, success,
reputation, learning or advancement, you
should immediately betake yourself to
prayer, and pray God to bless and pros-
per him in that very thing which raised
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If you would express and
repeat your petitions in the strongest
terms, beseeching God to grant to him
all the happiness from the enjoyment of
it that can possibly be received, you
would soon find it to be the best anti-
dote in the world to expel the venom
of that poisonous offspring of pride.”

This outrageous sin belongs to the
fruit of the flesh of which Paul writes:
“The works of the flesh are manifest,
which are these, . . . envyings of the
which T have told you that they which
do such things shall not inherit the king-
dom of God.”

“We lived in a neighbor-
hood which was predominantly
(Gentile, and to our minds, all
who were not Jews were
Christians. These ‘Christians’
were regular attendants at
nearby churches, and our play-
mates were ‘Christian’ chil-
dren. It seems to me a terrible
thing and almost unbelievable,
as I look back to those days to
realize that no one ever men-
tioned the Name of Jesus
Christ in my presence, nor did
we receive an invitation to
a Christian meeting of any

kind.

“All that I knew of Christ,
[ learned at home. We were
taught that He was a wicked
man, a traitor and renegade to
His own people, a trouble-
maker and an inciter to revolu-
tion; that He gathered to-
gether a group of men like
Himself, whose chief aim in
life was to make trouble for
their own people who had
cast them out; and that when
He was led to the Cross, He
went as an evil-doer justly de-
serving the punishment the
Romans placed upon criminals
of His type. We believed that
all His followers have tried
through the centuries to con-
tinue His work of hate and
persecution.

“This distorted picture of
Jesus Christ was very real
to me, because so many of
my childhood experiences
seemed to prove it. As a
child, T was a born fighter. No
matter how slight the provoca-
tion, there was always a fight,
and invariably the little ‘Chris-
tian’ children would scream at
me the words I so hated:
‘Christ-killer " ‘Sheeny I” ‘Dirty
Jew! etc., etc. Something
inside me would shrivel up,
and my heart would fill with
bitterness and hatred toward
those who so hated me for the

one reason—I was born a
Tew.
“Completing a secretarial
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course after high school, I went out to
find a position. In practically every in-
terview, the question was asked, ‘What
is your religion?’ and when I replied that
I was Jewish, the business man would
look startled, and dismiss me with, “Well,
I'll let you know later.” He never let me
know, and I realized the reason for his
silence. How I hated Christians! Most
of all, how I hated Jesus Christ Himself !

“Nevertheless underneath the bitter-
ness and hatred lay a deep hunger to
know God, and I didn’'t know how to
find Him. But the Lord knew all about
my longings—glorious thought!

‘T've found a Friend, oh, such a Friend,
He loved me, ere I knew Him!

“Through a friend of the family, I
finally secured a position. There I met
two earnest Christian girls whose lives
were so different from any I had known
before. They were so full of joy, and
queerest of all, they believed the Bible
and went to Bible classes. They aroused
my curiosity, and I watched them to see
if I could find the secret of their abound-
ing joy.

“At the close of the Billy Sunday
campaign in Chicago, the Christian wom-
en of the city formed a committee to
continue the work among business girls.
They rented rooms in the heart of the
business district, served inexpensive
lunches at the noon-hour, and invited
ministers of different churches to con-
duct short gospel services for the girls.
Their whole aim was to win souls for
Christ. My two friends were charter
members of the organization and they in-
vited me to attend the meetings with
them. I refused each time, feeling highly
insulted, but they persisted, meanwhile
praying that the Lord would break down
my stubborn spirit. He answered, for
one day, unable to think of an adequate
excuse, I went with them. For the first
time I heard the Gospel. 1 had been
utterly ignorant of the plan of salvation,
the blood atonement for my sins, and the
love of Jesus Christ. I was interested
and continued going to the meetings.
Soon I wanted a New Testament to read
for myself, ‘to learn just what Christians
believed.’

“When I opened the Gospel of Mat-
thew and read the first verses, ‘The
book of the generation-of Jesus Christ,
the son of David, the son of Abraham,” I
was furious. What right had David and
Abraham in a Christian Bible!

“But I continued to read on and on,
and with ever increasing interest. Finally
I was convinced and convicted, and later
on, praise God, converted! During the
time I was reading the New Testament
no one spoke to me of Christ. But as
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I read the Word the Holy Spirit definite-
ly convinced me of three things:

“First, when I had finished reading the
Gospel of Matthew I knew that Jesus
Christ was a good man, which was a
great surprise to me.

“Second, as I read through the other
Gospels I realized that all I read was
true.

“Third (and this surprised me most
of all), I found out that I was a sinner.
[ was simply bowed down under the con-
viction of sin, although previously I had
always prided myself on the fact that
my life was much better than the lives
of most church members.

“Suddenly I became ill. During my
illness, a relative sent over a great many
books she was anxious to dispose of.
The first book my hand fell upon was an
Old Testament. 1 seized it, expecting
to find a record therein of the glory and
achievement of my people. Much of
what I read I did not understand, but
the story of the disobedience and rebel-
lion, idolatry and wickedness of Israel
stood out clearly. It was a great shock
to my pride and inbred feeling of su-
periority, for we were the Chosen People!
The record and my early teaching did
not fit together.

“Shortly after my return to the office,
I attended an evening Bible Class. There
[ heard a message on the subject of “The
Line of Blood Through the Bible,” and
I learned for the first time the meaning
of the blood sacrifices in the Old Tes-
ment and their consummation in the New
Testament, in the ‘Lamb of God which
taketh away the sin of the world." What
a revelation !

“Not many days after, in private con-
ference, my Christian friend, the leader
of the business girls’ work, opened up to
me Isaiah 53 in answer to my problem,
‘How can I, a Jewess, accept Jesus
Christ, and not be a traitor to my own
people?” Then I heard for the first time
of the great Jewish hope—the coming
Messiah. Having read the Gospels, I
realized that Isaiah 53 was a perfect
picture of the Lord Jesus Christ, and I
saw that in becoming a Christian I
would become a real Jew, obedient to the
faith of my forefathers.

“T faced the probable cost: loss of my
home, if my parents objected. I earned
a good salary, but T realized that it
brought me nothing that was permanent
or incorruptible. I saw in the lives of
other friends nothing but dissatisfaction
and restlessness. On the other hand, the
Lord Jesus Christ offered me forgiveness
and cleansing from every sin; peace and
joy abundant; a plan for my life; and
certainty for the future. Down on my
knees that day, T said: ‘Jesus Christ at
any cost!” and I meant it. The Lord
Jesus met me that day. Everything was
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changed, 1 was a ‘new creation’ in
Him. Joy filled me to overflowing! I
could not keep this great experience to
myself, I must tell everyone!

“Although my parents tried in every
way to force me to give up my new-
found Saviour, they were unsuccessful,
for I had tasted of the Lord Jesus and
[ knew with absolute certainty, that He
was the Way, the Truth, and the Life.
However, the time soon came, when I was
faced with the decision: ‘Give up Jesus
Christ, or give up your place in the
home !

“There was no mental or spiritual
conflict. I had faced the cost weeks be-
fore. 1 had great peace in my heart.
I left home, and the Lord went with me.
Wonderful years have followed. Several
years ago, during his last illness, my
father opened up his heart to the Saviour,
and how different his life became! The
[Lord has never failed me, no matter what
the circumstance, but in every way He
has blessed exceeding abundantly above
all that T could ever ask or think!

“How 1 thank God for the faithful
Christians who loved Him enough not
to be ashamed to tell me of the Lord
Jesus Christ. I am grateful beyond
words for the prayers of those who
longed that I should have the same joy
they shared in Christ. I praise Him for
the power of the Word of God which
convicted and convinced me of the truth
about Jesus Christ and myself. I praise
Him for the Living Word who has so
completely satisfied every longing of my
heart and soul. He is the All-Sufficient
Saviour!”

The late Senator Sheppard of Texas, once
speaking in the United States Senate, quoted
Henry Ford as saying this: “Before prohibi-
tion, in each group of 5,000 of my workmen, one
hundred gave trouble because of indulgence in
liquor; after prohibition these trouble-makers
dropped to less than ten in 5,000, The men were
working more, working better, wasting less,
and saving more.” If ever America needed
sober workmen it is today!

WHITES ARE PUT TC SHAME

“The missionaries have done a remarkable
job: with the natives around here,” says an
I. N. §. dispatch from Guadalcanal. “The
moral standard of these black boys is ex-
ceptionally high; so high, in fact, that a dele-
gation of them recently approached the Army
quartermaster with a request that he ask his
soldiers to be less violent in their language.
So he obligingly posted a notice on the bulletin
board urging the soldiers not to curse within
hearing of the natives!”

PERIL. PROVOKES PRAYER

An R.A.F. sergeant says: “I know many of
our fellows seem pagans and atheists; but
they're not. In the dormitory the other night
we got to talking about religion and prayer. One
man sneered at the whole business; but anoth-
er fellow—a man whom nobody would cail
religious and who certainly is not a church-
goer—challenged him with the question, ‘Have
you been on “ops” vet?” (‘Ops’ means active
service in the air against the enemy.) ‘No, T
haven't, said the other. ‘I thought not,’ said
the challenger. ‘If you'd ever been on “ops”
I bet you'd have said your prayers. And every
man in the room who had heen on ‘ops’ heartily
supported him. Every one admitted that he
had prayed to God when he flew out to a pos-
sible sudden death.”

EXILED KING SUPPORTS MISSIONS

Haakon VII, king of Norway in exile, is
supporting 653 war-stranded Norwegian mis-
sionaries around the¢ globe through an ar-
rangement with a church official in Minneapolis.
The official is Dr. J. A. Aasgaard, president
of Norwegian Lutheran Church of America
and close personal friend of King Haakon.
The king and his government have made three
annual grants totaling approximately $500,000.
According to The Protestant Voice, Norway
is the only country where the government has
taken over the support of missionaries.

AMONG THE RUSSIAN PRISONERS

The German authorities have permitted evan-
gelical pastors in Poland to hold religious ser-
vices among the Russian prisoners. According
to Life of Faith, these Russian soldiers are
very reverent; they have not forgotten how
to sing the Lord’'s Prayer, either. Many wept
during prayer, and afterwards begged for New
Testaments,

After holding services with thousands of
these Russian soldiers, the pastors declare that
the Bolsheviks have utterly failed to kill the
religious instinct in the Russian people. Keep
praying for Russia!

“BEARING HIS REPROACH”

A government employee recently went to
work wearing an emblem on her dress which
read, “Christ came to save sinners.” A superior
officer advised her not to report for work
until she removed the pin. The newspapers
got hold of the incident and published it, pic-
turing her as a fanatic. The woman explained,
however, that she wore the emblem because of
the cursing which she heard in the office in
which she worked. She took this means of re-
buking those who were taking the name of
the Lord in vain; and, she explained, she also
wore the pin with the hope and prayer that
it might point them to the Lamb of God who
taketh away the sins of the world.

The incident shows that, even in this so-
called “Christian” nation, there is a reproach
connected with the cross of Christ.

PRAYING THE CHILDREN IN

John Scudder was a promising young physi-
cian in New York. While visiting one of
his patients one day he picked up a tract on
the table and read it. The result was that he
and his wife went to India as missionaries.
Their nine children (seven sons and two
daughters) all became missionaries in that land,
so that by this time the Scudders have given
almost 600 years of continuous missionary
service for India.

When Mr. Scudder was asked as to the
cause or motive of all this, he said, “The only
explanation I can give is that the children
were literally prayed into the Kingdom by
their mother. She was accustomed to spend
the birthday of each child in all-day praver
for him, and God answered her prayers.”

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PRAISING GOD FOR VICTORY
General Anderson, commander of the British
First Army, which had such notable success in
Tunisia, is a Christian soldier who bhelieves
in prayer and also in praise. Speaking after
the successful conclusion of the Tunisian cam-
paign, he said: “All units of the First Army
will take part in a Thanksgiving Service next
Sunday week. Sometimes we are too apt to
take credit to ourselves for our accomplish-
ments and not to thank the Almighty enough
for His part. There is a great spiritual force
as well as physical forces at work in our Army

in this war.”

DEMAND FOR BEER INCREASING
Says the New York Times: “Civilian de-

mand for malt beverages is rising steadily. In
1942 the United States consumed 67,700,000
barrels of beer. In the first four months of
1943 consumption was up 13 per cent over
the same period last year, and is rising each
month.”

It is just ten vears since repeal became ei-
fective, but the above figures show the extent
to which drinking has steadily increased. Some
700,000 establishments legalized to sell liquor
exist in the United States, outnumbering
churches two to one and schools three to one.
According to the American Businessmen’s Re-
search Foundation, there is now one tavern to
every 75 families, or to every 51 youths be-
tween the ages of 16 and 24, Whither Americar

THE “FOPE'S: PROTEST

Said the Right Honorable Isaac Foot, dis-
tinguished Britisher, in commenting on the
bombing of Rome: “I do not like to see any
city bombed, but the Pope’s protest was be-
lated. I am a Methodist and some 2,000 of
our churches were damaged and approximately
400 destroyed by the Axis. While we could
not lay claim that they were ancient or histori-
cal buildings, yet they were the spiritual homes
of God-fearing folk. We think the Pope's
protest would have been more effective if it
had been made when we passed through that
experience two and three years ago, and also if
it had been made in behalf of the unhappy
Ethiopians on whose villages Mussolini
(through Badoglio) rained death and destruc-
tion.”

JUVENILE DELINQUENCY

During the past year delinquency in Massa-
chusetts has increased 7 per cent among boys
and 29 per cent among girls, according to a
letter to the Boston Globe. The Governor has
“called for the appointment of more police-
women throughout the state to cope with the
growing juvenile delinquency.” The real need,
however, is to get boys and girls into Sunday
schools. This is shown by the fact that a de-
cline in Sunday school enrollment has accom-
panied the increase in delinquency. The larg-
est Protestant denomination in Massachusetts
reports a decline in Sunday school member-
ship from 113,273 in 1935 to 89,297 in 1942, a
loss of 21 per cent in seven years.

Comments S. S. Times: “A dark picture
certainly, but one that could doubtless be
duplicated in many other States. It is a fresh
call to redouble our efforts to bring more
children into the Sunday School, to lead them
to the Saviour who alone can save and keep
them, and to teach them the Bible without
dilution.”

stance, I believe there is a possibility of
this war’s resulting in a world govern-
ment, and if so there will have to be
a man to head that world government.”

He took me by the hand and said,
“You're right. Being associated with a
law-making body and with the leaders of
our country and with the representatives
of other countries, I know that is an ab-
solute fact. I know that today, in the
minds of the leaders, not only of our
own but other countries, there is talk
of a world government. That is de-
finitely taking shape today. Just how it
will come I do not know.”

I said, “Neither do I, but I am closely
watching events as they happen day by
day. If that be true, possibly the foun-
dation for the Antichrist kingdom is now
being laid, and many things that are reg-
ulating our lives are lessons educating us
and getting us ready for the man of sin
who is to come on the scene.”

Friends, there is a breaking down on
the line of morality, of righteousness in
business and politics that is coming upon
us gradually today.

There was a speaker invited over to
our Business Men’s club. He worked
with the Health Department of the State
of Louisiana, and came to show us by the
aid of moving pictures the spread and
control of malaria. This fever is spread
only by a certain type of mosquito, the
malaria germ getting into the body, and
being then transmitted to others.

In the course of his talk he said,
“Statistics of the Health Department
show that about every seven years there
is a plague that comes upon the people.
We were due to have this in the year
1942, but fortunately it did not come.
The Health Department of our country
however is expecting another epidemic
of some kind in the near future. Their
conviction is, that from this war will
result one of the geatest epidemics that
we have had. There develops in some of
the tropical countries a fever, known as
black fever, which is also transmitted by
mosquitoes. Boys returning from these
countries have in their systems the germs
of tropical fevers, including malaria,
yellow fever and black fever. While we
are taking every precaution to prevent
their spreading this contagion, often
keeping the boys in convalescent hos-
pitals weeks and months after they are
pronounced well, it is possible for one
to carry the germs in his system for
years without developing the fever him-
self, and still transmit it to others.”

We don’t know what we are facing,
or what is ahead of us, but one thing we
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do know, friends, and that is, that when
this war is over there will be an avalanche
of evil let loose upon the world, which
the authorities will be unable to cope
with. Even now it is in evidence.

One of the district officials of our
parish said: “One of the greatest prob-
lems facing the courts of the land is the
delinquency of juveniles. If you can't
believe what I am telling you, come with
me to the streets of our own town, in
the late hours of Saturday and Sunday
night, and see the problem that is facing
us today.”

We know that after the last World
War there was a great breaking down
of morals and an increase in crime;
there were such evils as we had never
had to cope with before. Certainly we
are going to have the same thing, but
upon a greater scale, at the close of the
present war.

When we see this thing coming upon
us, how are we going to meet it? What
are we going to do about it? We talk
much of a program, of an educational
policy, and things of that kind, and these
things have a definite place in the pro-
gram of God; but what we need as Pen-
tecostal people is the power of the Holy
Ghost in our lives, so that we may be
able to cope with conditions that are
coming upon the earth today. There
is a place for us to fill and we can only
fill it as we are endued with power from
on high.

We had the pleasure of having with
us a short time ago a very precious
Baptist minister who had spent forty-
two years as a missionary in North
China with the Missionary Baptist
Church. He was there when the great
Pentecostal outpouring came upon the
missionaries of different denominations.
He told us of a woman missionary from
the Presbyterian church, who had one
message and one question, which she
asked of everyone, no matter what his
position or rank. That question was
“Have you been born again, and do you
know it?” She went to the district
missionary leader, a highly educated man,
filling an important place in the mis-
sionary work of the Baptist church, and
put the question to him, “Have you been
born again, and do you know 1t?”

He said, “My dear sister, I have been
a missionary for many years in this
province.” She said, “I am aware of
that, my brother. But answer my ques-
tion. Hawe you been born again, and
do you know it?” “Oh,” he said, “do
you not know the position I hold here,
how long I have labored?” etc.

She said, “T am well aware of all that,”
and she continued to press the question
that she might obtain an answer. He
evaded her until, finally, he became pro-
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voked and refused to open any doors to
her. She moved from the territory and
went down country about 300 miles, and
still continued her question to the people
she met.

He said he was surprised to find that
it was the message of the hour, the mes-
sage that the people needed, and some-
thing that God used to stir their hearts.
Many of them had never been born again,
knew nothing about regeneration. He
said to his wife one day, “I have been
impressed by that lady, that direct mes-
sage somehow stuck to me; it seemed
that she had something I do not know
about. Let us go and sit in and listen
to her message.”

And so they went down those 300
miles and listened to her. The result
was, conviction gripped his heart, and
he was placed before God, upon his
face, seeking the experience that she
asked him if he had.

The brother said that the direct ques-
tion and the insistent demand for an
answer brought conviction to both mis-
sionary and people, until throughout that
part of the country people went down be-
fore God to seek Him for a deeper life
and a closer walk and a greater ex-
perience with God. As a result, God
poured out His Spirit, and God not only
saved people but baptized them with the
Holy Ghost, with speaking in other
tongues as the Spirit of God gave utter-
ance. The minister who was telling me
this came back to this country feeling
that this message would be received and
that his own people would be glad to
know what God had done for them. But
he said, “Brother Tanner, I found a
greater reception among Pentecostal peo-
ple than among my own folk.”

I realize that it is possible for us to
so learn our tenets of faith, to become
so familiar with our doctrine and teach-
ing, that we can preach without having
any Bible, and without the anointing of
the Holy Spirit. But the thing that
stirs my whole heart is this: Our great
need is for a new touch of the power of
the Holy Ghost in owr lives. It is not
enough for me to preach to my con-
gregation that they need the power of
God in their lives, but it is up to me to
lead the way and pray through until I
get that touch in my own soul, and then
my message will strike fire in the hearts
and lives of others.

This message came to our little town
thirty years ago. It was not brought
to us by a group of well-trained religious
workers or educated people, but by a
group of sawmill workers. The sawmill
was shut down, and they said, “There is
no use wasting our time. Let us form
a band. Let us go around and tell others
what Jesus has done for us.”
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When we submit our message to folk
today, we base it on two things: what
Jesus has done for us, and what He will
do for others. And so these sawmill
workers came. There was no special
program, no special preaching that would
naturally attract our attention, but that
group of people spent many, many nights
in prayer in the little church. T would
wake up in the night and look through
my window, and see the little flickering
oil light, and the men and women on
their faces before God, praying for me.
But I cared nothing about that. They
had a burden and a passion for souls.
They spent the nights in prayer and
then when we came to the services
there was a burning testimony. There
was a glow upon their faces; the glory
of God was shining. A minister that
could hardly read would stand before us
under the anointing and power of the
Spirit of God. Something that I couldn’t
shake off gripped my heart and got
hold of me. Finally I threw up my
hands and said, “Lord, if this is You, I
want the experience.” I put God to the
test. I was praying and I said, “Lord,
You have heard a sinner’s prayer. Will
You hear mine? If these are Your
people, if this is Your message, if this
is the way You want me to go, then
make it definitely plain to me. I don’t
want to be misled, I don’t want to get
into something that I will regret. I
want You to make it definitely plain.”

A young man went to the altar, and I
was the next one to walk down the aisle
of that little Methodist church, of which
all my family were members. My
father had given consent that they could
use it. Going down the aisle of the church
was my wife, without having said a word
to me. 1 was wanting someone to go,
but I did not want her to go. She
walked down the aisle and knelt at the
old-fashioned Methodist mourner’s bench.
After ten or fifteen minutes, God won-
derfully saved her. She lifted her hands
toward heaven and began to praise God.
Some folk kneeling with her said, “If
you will praise Him, He will baptize you
with the Holy Ghost.” And in just
a few minutes the power of the Spirit
of God came upon her, and she began
smging a song in tongues,

I bad never heard anything like it in
my life, and as I listened my heart was
heavy. 1 was wondering what would
become of us and what we should do.
God spoke to me as definitely as I am
speaking to you, and said, “Do you be-
lieve it is I?"” and I said, “Yes, Lord,
I know it is You, and Your message,
and regardless of what people think or
say I surrender my rebellious will. Take
me, Lord, and somehow use me.”

I was not saved until a few weeks
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later, after the meeting closed while I
was at home. Eighteen months Ilater
God baptized me with the Holy Spirit.
We knew what was ahead for us, we
knew what God had for us to do, and
we put ourselves definitely on the altar of
God. For thirty years He has led us step
by step, and today my heart is hungry for
a touch upon my life, not just to preach
to people about the power of God, but
that God may so anoint and use me,
and so come into our midst, that when 1
preach the gospel the Lord will confirm
the gospel with signs following, so that
the sick will be healed, and believers
be filled with the Holy Ghost, speaking
in tongues as the Spirit of God gives
utterance. I believe we can have it to-
day, and T believe we ministers must lead
the way to the altar of consecration, and
come forth filled with the power of the
Holy Ghost ourselves, before we can ex-
pect it to fall upon the audience.

God help us that we may lead the way
to consecration. I know it is hard. It
is harder for me to pray, it seems, than
it used to be. There are so many things
that fill our minds, and take us from the
altar of prayer. But 1 am definitely
convinced that this is the thing we need
more than anything else in our lives.
Let us pray that we may go forth with
the power of the Holy Ghost in our
own lives.

T he Extravagance of God
(Continued From Page Three)
anything we do and are from that day
forward is because of the grace of God
and not because of any good that is in

ourselves.

In the first chapter of the gospel of
John we have a very sweet verse. “And
of His fulness have we all received, and
grace for grace.” Another translation is,
“Grace upon grace.” And whatever we
may have received in the past, today and
tomorrow and down through the future
there is a fountain of this grace—a river
of grace. And it still flows. In spite of
the mistakes and failures we find the
grace of God sufficient.

A man came into my study one day and
said, “T used to be a member of this
church, and my whole family.” He
seemed rather proud that he had once
been a member of the congregation.
“Are you still living in the city?” I
asked, “Yes.” “Have you found a better
church?” “No, I don’t think there is
any better.,” “And yet, you are not a
member today?” “No; we went to
church once in a while, here and there,
but finally we dropped out.” And then
he wanted to fix himself up, and he said,
“You know, there is a certain woman
in this church (and he named her).
She is rather prominent, and we were

great friends. Do you know what she
said to my wife? She said—and he told
me what she said—and so we walked
out, and we have been out ever since.”

Here was a man who claimed to have
been saved; he was a member in the
church for a number of years, and some
catty remark by a catty woman drove
him out, and he said good-by church and
good-by God and good-by everything
that tends toward spirituality in the town.
“If a woman says to my wife a thing like
that, I am through,” he said.

I guarantee there are people in this
congregation who are on the outside of
everything spiritual and aggressive for
God, but there was a time when you
were active and blessed and useful. But
some little petty, infinitesimal thing,
has caused you to step out on God, and
you have given up the fight and thrown
up the sponge.

You can find grace to help in every
time of need. And if somebody wounds
you to the heart, if somebody hurts
you so badly you don’t know how you
can hurt in any more places at the same
time, you can find grace that will hold
you steady and so you can go on with
God. And if your life is a bit weazened,
a bit shriveled, and you have a sense
of defeat and inferiority, you have a God
who is extravagant with His grace. He
will come into your life, and bind up the
wounds and pour in the oil. The grace
of God will begin to work in you again,
and you can go on with God in spite of
the world and the flesh and the devil.

The apostle Paul said, “I am what T am
by the grace of God.” As you look at his
wonderful life, the scope of his service
and the measure of his contribution to
the church and to the world, you have
to say that he was a big and a great man.
But the apostle had a different slant.
He said, “All that T am is through grace.
I am what T am by the grace of God.”

I am wondering, my friends, in this
General Council, if we can find a place
to get the grace of God back, get the
fulness of the grace of God moving and
transforming and strengthening until
grace will make us gracious. God never
wanted us to be small and niggardly and
contentious and hard to live with. There
are a lot of things that make life mis-
erable for churches and homes. O God,
somehow by Thine abundant grace make
us bigger and better and fit us into a
larger place in the world.

God is extravagant with His power.
You remember when Goliath had chal-
lenged the armies of Israel he had them
shaking in their boots; they didn’t know
what to do or where to turn, but God
had His man. He didn't pick on one
of the big huskies among the warriors
of Israel. He might have done that
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and have enabled him to make this big
bully bite the dust. But He selected a

beardless youth barely out of high
school. David didn’t have any shield
except the shield of his faith. He had

no spear; in fact, he looked so ridiculous
that most any one would have said he
was crazy. But God can take a man
without strength and give him the vic-
tory.

When God made choice of Gideon and
he blew the trumpet, he got rather a
respectable army. He got about 32,000,
and by the Lord’s helping him, per-
haps Gideon and 32,000 good fellows
would have cleaned up on the crowd. But
God didn’t want a strong army. He made
choice of a weak army, through whom
He could do the job. So he sent 31,700
of those fellows home, and with a little
handful that were so weak that they
were helpless God did the trick. Halle-
lujah!

I want you to see that God in the
expenditure of His power is not trying
to see how little He can give, but how

much. Take the ministry of Jesus.
He mneeded preachers and Christian
workers. I believe that had Jesus tried

as some of us have tried He could have
won over to His banner some of these
wise Scribes and teachers of the Pharisees.
They were men of training, men of
character, men of discipline. From the
age of four to the age of thirty these
Scribes had been in school.

But Jesus didn’t seem to notice what a
reservoir of strength was available from
these groups. He went down by the sea
and found Peter and John with their
fishing tackle, sleeves rolled up, hair
blowing in the wind and smelling of fish,
and He called them. He did not find
in that early crowd any of the great and
renowned and resourceful men that the
churches are looking for today. You
would think He would be discouraged
with the caliber and kind of folk that
were taking in His message; but instead
He had a little praise meeting. He “re-
joiced in spirit,” and T like Moffatt's
translation here, which says that “At
that day Jesus thrilled in the Holy
Spirit.” He not only got blessed but He
was thrilled. Did you ever get thrilled
in the Holy Spirit? If you never did
you haven’t had any thrill yet. There
is no other thrill like it. Jesus our Lord
was thrilled in the Spirit, and He said,
“Father, I thank Thee, that Thou hast
hid these things from the wise and
prudent, and hast revealed them unto
babes. Even so, Father, for thus it
seemeth good in Thy sight.”

Not the big, important, self-sufficient
ones, not those who needed just a little
trimming up and polishing before sending
out; no, the weak, the babes, the helpless.

Tuae PexTECOSTAL EVANGEL

God in His heaven used His Son to reach
out and put His power upon little men
until they became big resourceful men
who had power over devils and over
conditions and a character and influence
that reaches down to thrill our hearts
today as we think about the old days.

You say, “But Saul of Tarsus was a
big man.” Yes, but God made him
mighty small before He could manage
him. Let me take a word from this
prince of preachers. “For ye see your
calling, brethren, how that not many
wise men after the flesh, not many
mighty, not many noble, are called.” Let
us not get too smart here; the apostle
didd’t say “Not any.” He said, “Not
many.” Not many of the upper crust
are called; “But God hath chosen the
foolish things of the world.” That's
why He chose you and me. “And God
hath chosen the weak things of the world
to confound the things that are mighty;
and base things of the world, and things
which are despised, hath God chosen,
yea, and things which are not, to bring
to nought thirigs that are: that no flesh
should glory in His presence.”

He has reached out and still is reach-
ing into the junk heap, into the things
that are not, and the things that were
discarded by society as of no value, and
picks them up as He did Old Colonel and
sanctifies them and elevates them, and
transforms and changes them and the
weak things become strong and the
foolish things become wise. And let us
remember that it is the power of God
that can make us of real use in this
world.

In the first chapter of Acts we have
that word, “Ye shall receive the power
when the Holy Ghost is come upon you,
and ye shall be my witnesses. We have
the fulfilment of that promise of Jesus
in Acts 2:4: “And suddenly there came a
sound from heaven as of a rushing
mighty wind, and it filled all the house
where they were sitting. . . . And they
were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and
began to speak with other tongues, as
the Spirit gave them utterance.”

Notice the profusion of the Spirit,
the extravagance of God's power. He
might have been very careful just to put
His Spirit on Peter and John and the
leaders. He might have left the woman
out, as a lot still imagine He did. He
might at least have been careful to put
it on certain individuals. But He poured
it out until it filled the room, and then
He took the folk and baptized them in
the Holy Spirit, and put them out of
sight in the Holy Ghost. They were in
the Holy Ghost and the Holy Ghost was
in them. It was all over them and all
through them and was pouring out as
rivers of living water.

Can you imagine Peter's saying to
John, “Well, John, did you get any-
thing " Can you imagine John's saying,
“Well, I think so; I got a little spark”?
And yet we have people who are talking
about a little spark and some are not
so sure about the spark. But when God
baptized these men and women in the
Holy Ghost He filled them with it,
anointed them to have a ministry in the
HnI)’ Ghost. He sent them out to speak
and to pray and to preach and to cast out
demons by the Spirit of God.

We need to come back in this day of
the church age to an understanding that
God is generous, that God is even ex-
travagant. He will pour His power upon
the weakest. He will pour it on the
poorest, on the most unlikely specimen
that you can find. You don’t need to
have a degree from college, or even
know homiletics, to be able to preach.
We have an idea that we should know
how to arrange the sermon with first
and secondly and thirdly so well that we
wouldn’t need to have God to help us
very much.

Don’t worry, you that are studying
homiletics. I actually taught homiletics
at one time. It is all right to know how to
begin, and it is more important to know
when to stop, but what we need in our
movement and in every church is the
working of the power of God—messages
that have in them a dynamic that is
not of the human consciousness or re-
sourcefulness at all. It is a power that
is outside us, that is bevond us, that
comes to us from God. A power that is
above the power of our opposing cir-
cumstances, beyond the power of the devil,
that will lift us up above every other
power and give us a peculiar power over
the hearts of men until we know it is
God.

Paul said to the Ephesians, “Now unto
Him that is able to do exceeding abun-
dantly above all that we ask or think,
according to the power that worketh in
us.” I stop there. It is God that is to
work in us both to will and to do of
His own good pleasure. And things
that are beyond us, things that are above
us, even things that we couldn’t ask or
think or imagine, He can do. It is
this peculiar power that blessed the early
Methodist preachers. They didn’t know
what to call it. They said, “It is the
working of a peculiar power.” It is a
peculiar power, a supernatural power. It
is a thing that comes from God. And' it
is to work in the mind and in the spirit
and in the body until you don’t have to be
told exactly how to stand and how many
fingers to use when you gesticulate.
Somehow when the Spirit of God comes
on us He makes us so at home with God.
If the power is working in you, the
mind, the soul, the body anointed with
