scientists ill their science, women in their beauty, 
and artists in their art, so the .\postle Paul gloried in 
the Cross of Chri!>t. "God forbid." he exclaimed with holy 
fenror, "that 1 should glory !>:I\C in the Cross of Ollr 
Lord Jesus Christ." He not only gloried in the Cros~, 
he brooked no competition. lIe \\'O\dd glory in nothing 
save the Cross. lts claim upon his devotion was to be 
absolute and undivided. 

One simply cannot exaggerate the po\\ er of the Cross 
over Paul's heart and life. To him it was the center of 
his life, the founda tion of his being. the soul of hi~ 
theology, the alpha and the omega of his hopes and 
aspirations; it was the lodestar of his faith, the founda­
tion from which he drew all his Ulspirat ion. J Ie wa" 
determined to know nothing ~avc Jc;;us Chri:-t alld Ililll 
crucified. :-Jcver was a man so in 10\-<: with a maiden 
as was Paul with Chr ist and Ilis Cros.~. 

"\'hen Admiral Byrd some years ago was !>pending 
the winter ncar the south pole for the purpose of 
::icientific research, he left his hut Dill' night to walk in 
the fresh air. 11e wheeled about sl~ddellly, horrified. 
:\0 sign of his hut was visible. Thl're was absolutely 
nothing about him that could give him a sense of direc­
tion. Snow and cold and polar wastes em'eloped him 
lJe knew that if he were to strike out and fail in the 
flnit attempt to locate his hut, he would be lost. All 
~ense of direction would be gone. lie would stumble 
abollt in a vain search, and finally freeze to death. lie 
had with him a long stake, which he drove into the ice: 
"There is my center; if I do not find l11y hut f can 
return to it." Three times he struck out in search of 
his but; each time, failing to tind it. he returned to his 
center without which he would ha\'e been as lost as the 
proverbial needle in the hay stack. In the fourth attempt 
he stumbled lIpon his shack and was sa\·cd. 

As Christians we must return cont inually to our 
center , the Cross. 1£ we fa.il to do so we ~hall he 
"wallowed up in a darker night than that whIch sur­
rounded Admiral Byrd.

Every 
day you hou<;ewives sweep and dw;t; but 
once a year it is spring-cleaning timc. ~ow 
once a year there was hou"e-deaning time 
;n Tsrael a spiritual house-cleaning time 

whell the nn tion and the tabernacle were 
tlc-ansell. On the Day of AtOllCl1lt'nt blood 
was sprinklccl cverywhere--to c\eanse the 
high priest himself: to dea nse the priest­
hood, an d also the ent ire nation. 

Now on what was thi s day hascd and 
wlrat was the need fo r it? Tire answer i~ 
10\111d in thc word "llOhl." h raei was a 
holy nation, separated front the defi lements 
of heathendom and ded icatcd to the wor­
ship of God. The pu rpose of the laws in 
the Hook of Leviticus wa" to ke<'p out 
h{'athenism and keep in holiness. Every­
thing in the life of an T sraeli te referred 
to the word "holy." H e couldn't eat the

longed to God and he 11111"t he very ca re­
ful how he lived. H e haft to wear special 
garmenl~. and special lrays were sct apart 
hy God fllr the oh~er"ances of feu"t;; anrl 
h(lh'daY". E\"cn'w h("re and in c\'er\'thing 
hol ines~ was stamped upon his li fc-:.-holy 
~arm('nt". hol ~ food, a holy tahernacle. 
WIl\'? The\' wcre a hoi\' nation. dedicated 
to God . ancl He was stampi ng upon their 

chanu.:lcr thi,,- thought, that r1ll'Y 
could Iwt Ix: hke (h(' olher natioll.), 
hut difTl·Tl'lIt. "Ieparated, dedicated. 
,>el apart. By n1('ans of these eeT(.' 
1110nies and laws Cod stamped up-
on the Jewish character the idea of 
holiness ane! tht'}, havc ne\'er g()l-
len away from it. This explains 
the fact that thnugh a Jew may be 
educa ted in America and speak 
like an American, yet there is 
,>omcthing peculiar about him, for

Everywhcrc a Jew turned he 
was remindcd that be was holy 
brael giles us the picture of a 
hoI)' nalion \\'or.~hiping a holy God who 
liv~s in a holy t('111ple, served by a holy 
pnesthood who ofTer a holy sacrifice, and 
perform other holy acts. This holy na­
lion lived in a holy land wherc they ob­
served holy ~eaSOIl!), ate holy food, per­
formed holy worship and gave holy tithes. 
That is quite a holiness movement. You 
lind it everywhere in the Old Tcstament. 
Of all the lands, Canaan was the holiest; 
of all the citie" in Canaan, Jerusalem wa<; 
the holiest; of all the buiid ings in that 
city the temple was the holiest, and of 
all the sections in that temple, the holy 
of holies was the holiest. Of a ll the na­
tions, ] srac! was the holiest ; of all the 
tribe" Lc\'j's was the holiest; of all the 
families in that tribe; Aaron 's was the 
holie-';, and of all the individuals in the 
housc oi Aaron, the high priest was the 
holiest. 

T o maintain that holiness the nation 
had an annl1al reconsecration on the Da\' 
of Atollel11ellt.For it was on this day 
that the holiest person of the holiest fam­
ily of the hol iest t rihe of the holiest na­
tion in thc world entered into the holiest 
place of the holiest bu ilding of the holiest 
city in the holiest land in the world. to 
offe r the llOlie!>t 5<'lcrifice on the holiest 
day of thc year beforc the high and holy 
One who lives in heaven.

Hi s days in service, and now 1-1 (' comes 
lo the crOS!:i . 

The cross i!:i sigllilicant. J [ is !:iignilicant 
because of the shed blood, but even more 
than that it is significant hl.'Cause of the 
torture it ill\·oh'ed. The Old Testament 
i!:i filk'd with pictures of redemption bu t 
nOlle of its types demanded torture. Tor­
ture belonged to the curse. And the cross 
i!:i associated with the curse. Christ took 
that curse upon Himself. 

The path to the cross begins at Geth­
scrnane. ] lere the fi rst blow is 5t ruck. The 
face of lhe Father is turned and all be­
comes dal'k Satan comes ill all of his 
power to the limit of human endurance.

Pilate doe~n't want the respon:-.ibililY 
oi quarreling \\ Ith Jesus. So he "end:. 
Christ to his encmy Herod. 

Before Herod, Christ is mocked. While 
the chief priests and scribes accllse l1un, 
the soldiers ridicule. A rolJe is pllt all 
Him, and JIe IS sent again 10 Pilate. In 
the court of Herod Jesus meets ~ i l1- :-;LJ\ LJI 

the application of common law. 

As Jesus stands before Pilate ag;uLl a 
mob has gathered and the Sanhedrlll 1:-; 

there. Lcd by rhe priests, the murmur of 
the mob rises to a roar: "Crucifv IlilJll 
Crucify J lim !" and they choose b!~rty for 
a murderer so that the Christ mig-Ill die. 
Thus JesLLs meets !:iin again, in the realm 
of rational s),lllpathy. They coun t ll im 
worse than a murderer. 

:::-Jow He is given to the Homan :-.uldLt'rs. 
They d ress 1 lim as a king with a rnbc oi 
scarlet. a crowl! oi thorns and a H'ed JUL' 
a scepter; and the)' bow thl'lllsc!n'S in 
mockery !'pitti ng upon 11im and ~nHting 
Him upon the head with a reecl.

My 
wife went and "al heside her, and, taking 
the widow's hand in her ... , she said, "My 
friend, I have COIlle' to visit you be<:ausc 
I love yotl," The widow r<'plicd, "Nobody 
loves lIle. I am nnly a wido\\. Nobody 
carcs for me." "Yc~, but T love yOll, and 
I have corne to Ic'll you ()f One who loves 
}'OU a tho\l5and time .. Illorc than I do." 
"Who is that ," a ... ked the hlind one. "His 
llallle 's 'ht, l.llrel Ic:-om. Christ." "I have 
ncver he'ard of f 111ll. \ViII you tell me 
about Ilim?" 

She was told Ill(' !-.1m)' of the widow 
of Nain. She \lnder~tood the sorrow 
which filled the ht';lrt of that widow, 
when she had l o~t Iwr hw;band, and now 
<;he saw that she w('nt through another 
sorrow in the loss of her SOil. She saw 
the widow following the funeral proces· 
siol1, as the men carried her son to the 
grave, (lnd her trars fell rast She 
li~tened as she was told how the Lord 
Je!;us stopped til{' funeral procession and 
said to the dend hody, "Young man, I 
say IInto thee, aris('." She saw the young 
lIlan restored to his widowed mother liv· 
ing nnd well. 

Thi ,; "lory touched the T ndian widow's 
heart, and ~he sa id. "Perhaps this One 
who lo\'('d that widow, may have some 
love in Ilis 11<'art for me also." This was 
the fi"st time that a beam of hope ever 
dawned into her dark heart. that any· 
one could 1000e a widow, and she said 
earnesth', "Oh, tell me more nbout that 
Onc. who love~ a widow." 

\'ariOlls other stories of the life of 
Chri~t wInch were suitable for her mndi· 
tioll were told to her, and her heart 
seemed to open up as a flower to the sun, 
as she heard more and more about this 
wonderful Saviour. 'Vhen she was told 
that Jestls loved her personally , and bore 
all her sins in iJis own body on the Cross. 
that l1e suITcred and bled and died for 
her, that she might be saved, her heart 
was drawn out in warm personal love to 
11im, and she received Him into her heart 
as her own Saviour. They thanked the 
Lord together on bended knees and there 
was joy in H eaven also, over another 
sill ncr bcing made a child of God. 

For a week my wife visited her daily, 
giving her more instruction about the 
Lord Jesus.

bathed tho.!>/: blind eye.!> to see if they 
could pos.!>ibly be opened, but without 
eJTect. She asked the family if they 
would permit her to take the widow to an 
Eye Hospital in a large lown seventy 
miles away. There might be a hope of 
her getting her eyesight again. They 
said in the mOSt heartle.!>s way, "She is 
of no use here. F or the last six months 
she hasn't done a bit of work, and she is 
just a burden. You may lake her with 
you." The eye specialist examined her 
eyes in hi s hospital. He said that, while 
it was a severe case, he thought that in 
about four months she might have her 
eyes restored again, if she COllld ~tay in 
the ho~pjta1. She was left there while 
we went home. 

Four months p..1.~!'ed by. Thtll one day 
I saw this young widow commg straight 
up to Ollr door, with both eyes wide open, 
and looking the picture of health. I went 
out to mcct her on the verandah. and told 
her how happy I was to see her come back 
with both eyes restored. She quietly 
bowed an acknowledgment, and walk~d 
right into the hou~e. I ca lled my Wife 
from the next room. As soon as the 
widow saw her, she rail up, to.ok bold 
of both he r arms, and looked mto her 
face with the greate5t delight without say­
ing a word. She kept looking and look· 
ing, while e .... ery feature of ill"r face ex­
pressed the joyful feelings vf her heart. 
H er eyes shone with joy. ller cheek~ 
were dimpled with smi les. JJe~ wl.lOle 
face was radiant, as she kept lookmg mto 
my wife's face. Three or four millll.tes 
passed in this way. She seemed to enJO} 
this sight with her whole heart. Then I 
remembered that she had never seen the 
face of this sister who had hrought Christ 
to her heart and helped to bring healing 
to her eves. l\ow she wanted to feast 
her soul by gazing on the face of this 100'ed 
one, who meant sO much to her. It ~eell~ed 
to me a figure of what we shall be hke 
when we see the face of Ollr Saviour. \ Ve 
"hall want to look and gnze on 11im for 
more than five minutes, with the deepest 
delight of heart, as we see Him who i<; 
altogether lovely. 

My wife took her into her own room, 
and when the door was shut the widow 
found her tongue and said , "Do you re­
member that first day yOIl carne to see 
me?" "Yes." "\iVeU, I was the most 
miserable woman on carth. Life was in· 
tolerable, and I was planning to end it. 
When you came in and took my hand so 
gently, T knew that this was someone who 
loved me. But when you told me of the 
dying 10\'e of Oll r Saviour, that was the 
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Lest oi all; and now to tlunk that Jesus 
has saved my soul, and has re .. tored Illy 
eye"ight! I am the happiest woman in 
the world, and oh, lowe so much to you. 
I wish to thank you and lo\'e you for it.·' 
They both knelt again, and poured out 
thanksgiving to the Redeemer who had 
done it all. 

This young widow was taught to read, 
and soon sho\\'ed that she had brains and 
good mental faculties. After a time she 
went about among the wOlllen testifying 
what great things Christ. had ~one for 
ber. She could sympathlze wlth other 
widows and with other women, and cou ld 
tell the;n of the saving power of Christ. 
i\ lanv of them li stened to her intently, and 
we believe we shall meet some of thcm­
the fruit of her ministry-when the Lord 
Jesus Christ comes.-The Prairie Pastor.

110 longer needed. "I Ie that is washed 
needeth not save to wash his feet." 
Contact with the world besmirches, how· 
ever watchful we may be in our Chris· 
tian walk. Truc, the Christian doe~ not 
sin wilfully, out he docs stumble upon 
occasion and his garments are fore\'er 
being soiled. If he would walk in ~he 
light and li\'e in unbroken c()m11lUlllon 
with his l{tdeelllcr, he must learn to turn 
immediately to the Cross as need ar ises, 
and wash I;is garments ancw in the Blood 
of the Lamb. 

(b) We must appropriate the power 
of the Cross for an ever·fresh removal 
of the "self·life." It is tflle, our judicial 
position of identification with Chrisl in 
death and resmrection, once it is taken 
in the power of ~he lJ oly Spirit., is an 
inviolable foundatIon. \Ve count It a fact 
regardless of feeling. \Ve simply reckon 
true what God affirms in His \Von!. llut 
oneness with Christ in His death to sin. 
which we arc commanded LO reckon upon 
(Rom. 6: II ), is something which the 
Christian who desires to be more than 
conqueror must be forever making good 
in experience. An unguarde~ 1l1?me',lt 
ma\' be the occasion for the 'SCltlllg III 

Illotion the wheel of nature." I must 
return to mv center and approprinte anew 
the ~Iaying 'power of the. Cross, renout1~· 
iug "self," else the old hfe of nature WIll 
secretly reinstate itself. 

(c) V'le must be forever turning to the 
Cross else those Providcnces, wherebY 
we are "delivered unto death for Jesus' 
sake so that the life of Jesus '""might be 
made manifest in our mortal nesh," will 
surely fail to achieve the full purpose of 
God. There is no life save out of death. 
That is why we are forever being turned 
over to death . God would have abundant 
frui t but the corn of wheat must fall into 
the iround and die, else it abideth aloll~. 
The abzl1IdalZCe of life which t.N' CO"znW1U· 
cate to others will ever be meaSllred by 
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the depth oj death to ~(,ltidl we are COIII­
mltted IJI Christ. Ever), iresh undertak­
ing for God must be preceded by some ex­
cruciating circumstance (the Lord will not 
fail to provide it) \ .... hich will take us down 
into death. There is 110 olher 1t'U)' to 
ablwdOllt jrl/i/fl/iJless. 

(d) We must never lose sight of the 
C ross, ever turning back to it in spirit, 1Il­

a.~mllch as it is God's mould for the Chris­
tian. \Ve are being fashioned accordin£" 
to a pattern. As to character, the di\"ine 
Potter is not shaping one thus and an­
other so. \\"e are "predestined to he cOn­
formed to the image of HIS Son:' which 
means being conformed to lli~ drath. 
Phil. 3 :10. It is only as, with Paul, we 
are crucified together with Christ that the 
Heayenly Potter sees of the travail of 
His soul and is satisfied. \Ve mu!".t in­
terprel all things ill the light of the Cro!".s, 
knowing that wc always bear about il1 
the body the dying of the Lord Jesus. 
Only this will kcep us irom beil1g dis­
tressed when in trouble, from despair 
when perplexed, from heing fors..'lken 
when persecuted. and from being de­
!itroyed when cast down. 2 Cor. 4 :8-9. 

(e) \Ve must be forever looking to th,; 
Cross, considering "Him that endured 
stich contradiction of ~inners against Him­
self, le~t we be wearied and faint in OllT 
mind!".." It was the Cross that su"tained 
Damian as he labored among the lepers. 
But for the (ro"s he could never have 
lived among them. preach ing to them the 
gospel, until he himself died a leper. )'Iarr 
Siessor t('''tined that the Cross of Christ 
held her fai thful to a ta,~k thaI illmh'cd 
infinite pain, in the heart of Africa. The 
conflict tOOa,' is ~uch that unl('ss we draw 
in an c,'cr deeper way from the fountain 
that flows from Immanue\"s side, with 
Calvary as Ollr only center, we shall most 
certainly faint in ollr minds, grow weary 
and tllrn hack. 

(f) Finally, we must be foren~r tUrtl­
ing to the eros!"., for 110where else will be 
found adequate weapons with which to 
overcome the de\·il the "prince of thi~ 
world." It was on.lhe Cross the Redeem­
er ~poi\("d principalities and powers and 
made a show of them openly. triumphing 
over them in J I ime;elf.
