OU may not doubt the promises

in God’s Word, but seeing these

great promises proved before your
eyes will not only erase any possible
doubt, but will strengthen your faith in
God. The promise, “He shall give His
angels charge over thee” (Psalm 91:11),
is no longer merely a Scripture verse
to me, it is a proved reality.

It was late afternoon, and I had lain
down to rest before going on watch, but
I was unable to sleep. A spirit of rest-
lessness came over me, a depressed feel-
ing like a great weight upon my back.
Suddenly the faces of the ship’s crew
and officers appeared before me, one by
one. The face of each one had a look
of fear. The burden for the men grew
so great that it seemed as though a hand
pushed me from my bunk, and I knelt
in prayer. As I prayed, the words of
Psalm 91 came to me, and I said, “O
God, put your angels all around this
ship, and protect us from harm and
danger.”

After about thirty minutes of earnest
prayer the burden lightened, and I arose
and went to tell the third mate that if
anything should happen to our ship, that
he should call upon the name of the

Lord, and he would be saved. [ went
out on deck and was walking to and fro,
praying, when suddenly I looked up and
saw that the sky was full of German
bomber planes. I saw the first bomb
drop and miss its target. As the gen-
eral alarm sounded, each man ran to his
battle station. My station during an air
raid was in charwc of the emergency
fire-fighting squad, and this gave me ac-
cess to the entire ship. By this time the
planes were overhead and bombs were
dropping thick and fast. I ran to each
gun and called to the boys to pray, tell-
ing them to “Call on the name of the
Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be
saved.”

One very small Catholic boy, about
eighteen years old, was too sick to fire
his gun, but was helping to pass ammuni-
tion. This boy had great respect for me
as a minister, and never failed to at-
tend the chapel services I held each
Sunday. He had accepted the Lord as
his personal Saviour. In his weak con-
dition he was doing his best. T put my
arms around him and asked him if he
was all right. He said, “Yes, Jesus is
with us, and I am praying.” T could
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hear the boys at the guns praying each
time they fired.

From there I went to the engine
room, for I realized those boys needed
encouragement as they were in great
danger. Should the ship be hit they
would not have a chance to escape. 1
told the officer in charge what was tak-
ing [}Iatc on deck and asked how they
were getting along. He replied, “We
are all praying, Mr. Flanders.” 1 saw
one of the mlcrq kneeling down by the
engine and praying. Seeing these boys
pray was a great encouragement to me,
as I had taught them each Sunday that
in time of trouble they should call on
the Lord and our ship would never be
hit.

As T left the engine room to go up on
deck, I felt as though I was walking on
air, for I felt the presence of the Holy
‘%pmt But as I neared the top a ter-
rible explosion took place that shook the
ship with a great jolt. It seemed as
though my faith vanished, for T felt
certain we were hit and the end was
at hand. My thoughts went imme-
diately to my sweet wife and my little
girl, who I knew were at home praying

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Creaturehood

Toe PENTECOSTAL EVANGEL

and Sonship

John Wright Follette

F LATE many of you no doubt

have seen articles in our papers and

magazines proposing the desired
character of the postwar world. Many
times the reading is suggested by a ques-
tion: What kind of world shall we build?
What kind of new world order
must we have? In some of the reading
there is mention of lessons we are to
learn from this tragic and unspeakable
holocaust of shame. Among the lessons
we are to learn, many of the writers and
leaders who are planning a new world
order tell us, 1s that we must remember
that all men are brothers in a great fam-
ily and that God is the common Father
of us all. In other words, they are bring-
ing to our minds the old phrase, “The
fatherhood of God and the brotherhood
of man.”

This is a phrase used by ministers,
teachers and reformers a few years ago,
and because of its very generous and
human sound it found lodgment in many
hearts. There is something so broad and
tolerant in it, so kind and benevolent in
the thought suggested, that people who
are tired of war, quarreling, and sectarian-
ism are happy to swing out upon such a
broad and charitable bit of philosophy.

But one must not be so easily moved
by so fine-sounding phrases. Words,
phrases and slogans (which have such
untold power over the minds and hearts
of men) are not always truthful. But
some people, even Christians, are not
careful enough to find out if there is truth
in the phrase or not as long as it seems
to work and get results and so produces
action. Here, for example, is a very
high-sounding phrase, generous and very
liberal in its scope. But it is not Scrip-
tural, neither is there a shadow of truth
in it as it relates to the human family.

The Bible nowhere suggests or teaches
that all men are brothers in a great fam-
ily with God as the common father over
all. Nothing could be more foreign to
the Bible. It sounds well but is disas-
trous because it is misleading. If one
holds to the teaching that all men are
already children of God and in the family,
then he does harm at once to the great
truths, such as the sinfulness of man, the
absolute need of regeneration, the neces-
sity of faith in the work of Christ, and the
plan of redemption in general.

To say that man as a creature of God
is a child of God, is at once to deny his
sinfulness and death, and so his need of
regeneration. If he is already in the

family of God, then why be born again
as taught by Jesus? To teach the broad
thought of man’s brotherhood and the
fatherhood of God is to deny the very
essence of Christianity.

The trouble with those who hold this
error or teach it is that they fail to make
a distinction between creaturehood and
sonship. One must be careful here to
know and respect the difference because of
its close relationship to the other great
truths of the Bible. What one believes
as to creaturehood and sonship influences
his faith and attitude in regard to the
great doctrines of Christianity.

Let us look at these two bits of truth
which when confused bring one to defeat
and loss. Creaturehood has to do with
creation, while sonship dates from the
new birth or regeneration. In creation
God made Adam the federal head of the
human race and so the races of mankind
are the creatures of God. In contrast we
find that Jesus Christ is the federal head
of a new race (a spiritual race as real
as the natural race). This race is entered
into by a new birth and thus only are the
believers made children of God. In crea-
tion God gave to Adam the power and
established in it a law, that mankind
should come into the world by the process
of generation. Man thus comes into the
world by the natural law of human gen-
eration while in the new creation in
Christ we become the children of God by
an act of the Holy Spirit—even a new
birth or regeneration.

The natural birth which brings one
into a creaturehood life or existence is
human and natural. It forever links man
thus born with the earth and life upon a
purely material plane. It entangles him in
the confines of an Adamic nature and
setup bound by the law of sin and death.
He finds himself to be a dead man (as
far as spiritual life is concerned) and
destined to eternal ruin and death. The
heritage of creaturehood is a sad and
melancholy failure. All mankind is born
naturally in this ruined pattern. They
are creatures of God indeed—for He is
the author of the principle of life which
actuates them and gives them conscious
existence. He gives the life but man by
sin has broken the mold.

Sonship links man with Christ, the
federal head of a new race—a new man.
He has all power and has triumphed in
all realms. He is victor and holds the
keys of death and hell. A new law oper-
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ates now in the life of the believer, “the
law of the spirit of life in Christ Jesus.”
By the new birth one becomes a child
of God and therefore is a partaker of the
divine nature, holy and spiritual, and 1is
destined to eternal life and glory.

Usually those who teach the error, so
subtle and devastating, go to the Word of
God for “proof texts.” But again we must
be careful. Even the devil knows the
Bible and can quote and use it. Merely
to use the Bible and quote verses and spin
out theories and build philosophies from
its sacred pages does not guarantee the
truthfulness of the very matter one may
be propounding. Do you remember how
the devil used Scripture in his attempt to
defeat Jesus in His temptation? Just to
quote the Scriptures as he did was no
proof he was right or justified in any
way. So even though a minister might
quote a scripture, be sure you know the
correct teaching and spiritual purport of
that scripture.

A teaching or doctrine built upon an
isolated verse, taken from its proper set-
ting and context, is dangerous and dis-
astrous. One who builds his doctrine on
one or two such verses is like a man
who tries to balance a triangle upon one
of its three points. The one point may
be a Scripture verse and all the rest
spreading out and up, making the two
sides, with a “broad,” flat top—made
usually of suppositions, suggestions, refer-
ences and indirect teaching, and the like.
The whole structure rests upon a verse
or two; and a breath of the Holy Spirit
from the Word, the eternal truth, soon
blows it over. It is top-heavy, has but
one isolated point to hold it, and so falls.
How much better and wiser to see all that
the Bible teaches concerning the question
in hand. Get all the scriptures telling the
same thing. Now lay them down, side by
side, and build #p the triangle, using the
direct statements and facts from Scripture
as a foundation. Let all converge and
move toward the top point, and let that
be the subject with which you are dealing.
Let all, from base up, converge and focus
upon the main truth and #o wind from the
devil or man’s natural mind can blow it
over. The truth stands. Praise God!

One of the pet verses or scriptures used
by those who teach “the fatherhood of
God and the brotherhood of man” is in
Acts 17:28, “For we are also His off-
spring.” When one takes the phrase from
its setting and uses it to read (I am sorry
to say) as the English wording gives it,
one at once thinks he has quite proof
enough for his teaching. “Look,” he says,
“does not the Bible say, ‘For we are also
His offspring’?”

Now at first reading one would think
he needs nothing clearer. Does it not say
in clear English that we (humanity) are
His (God’s) offspring? Yes, that is exact-
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ly what the English translation says. But
we must remember that though the Word,
the Bible, is inspired (and I believe the
very words in the original are inspired,
chosen and breathed by the Holy Spirit),
yet the translators were not inspired, and
often did not choose or select as expres-
sive or even correct a word as they might
had they known always the fulness or
depth of the teaching involved.

To more fully appreciate the teaching
of Paul in this incident, let us go back a
little and build up our background and
keep in mind just what Paul is teaching
and presenting. We remember from our
schooldays the wonderful Greek myths,
and we also know the deep hunger which
characterized the Greek mind. They
were seekers after truth. The Christian
faith presented by Paul against the heath-
en philosophy is superb and makes the
mystery of godliness, the Christ, our one
solitary light and glory, amazing and com-
pelling.

Let us read Acts 17:16-29 inclusive—
a long lesson for comment upon six words,
but very necessary. The Greeks are
polytheists while Paul, being of Israelitish
stock, is a monotheist. They have many
gods (no one revelation). Paul has the
one eternal God to present. By way of
help for those who do personal work or
those who wish to help others who oppose
or do not see the truth—learn a lesson.
Paul has a desire to help these people and
yet he knows they are in rank heathenism.
See how very tactful he is. And see how
he makes a very present and understood
thing (even a heathen altar) the point of
contact.

In our English translation they have not
chosen their words very carefully. Paul
did not use the word “‘superstition” as
we do today. To start in telling them they
were too superstitious would at once erect
a barrier and defeat his purpose. The
word in Greek is “religious,” a very fit-
ting word. And not ‘“too” but “some-
what.” It should read, according to the
Greek, “I perceive that in all things you
are somewhat religious.” He is paying
them a compliment (good psychology,
Paul). He does not antagonize them.
He gets their attention and that in a
matter that is so close to their hearts—
their religious life. Now he makes the
altar “to the unknown God” the point of
contact for his discourse. He tells them
that since they recognize the fact that
there ¢s an unknown God and they show
their belief by erecting an altar to Him,
he is happy to tell them who He is.

And now let us be careful to note that
Paul tells us distinctly the general thought
concept which he is presenting. He says,
“Him declare I unto you.” Therefore the
question is not that of fatherhood or son-
ship but he is going to declare and reveal
the nature and kind of God they wanted
to know about. It is a study in contrasts.
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They have inanimate gods, made of mar-
ble, gold, silver, and so limited and of
the earth—products of their own human,
darkened imaginations. They must be
less than themselves, for the thing created
is less than the creator and the creator
greater than what he creates.

In exposing their idolatry he presents
God in His creative work and finally the
consummation of man. And we know
what he believed. Gen. 1:26,27; John
13; Eph. 3:9; Col. 1:15-1/. He is pot
speaking of God as a father but as a
creator, and consequently he treats man-
kind as a whole, basically alike—one
blood, etc. He is dealing with creature-
hood—man in natural creation.

Now we come to the place of failure on
the part of those who use the word “off-
spring” to prove their doctrine. Let us
not fear the word (we need not fear what
God really says). The word is Greek,
genos, and means race or kind. It is not
the word which means offspring as we
know it, meaning sons or children. Had
Paul meant that we were sons or children
of God, he would have used the word
teknon, which means a son or child. But
you see he is not teaching sonship or
fatherhood—he is declaring God. And to
make it still clearer he says mankind in
image and likeness is of the same kind,
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stock or species. Since God and man are
of the same stock or kind (same in image)
He cannot be likened to a dumb, sense-
less, dead idol.

‘He uses the word genos which means
kind or stock or species, not teknon which
means son. He is presenting God as a
creator and, finally, His very personal
and living attributes as a supreme being.
He places man purely in the relation of
creaturehood and not as a son of God.
He is not dealing with regeneration or
salvation.

The only fatherhood of God and
brotherhood of man taught in the Word
1s that in a new creation, a new spiritual
race and order. All true believers (born-
again people) are one family in Christ,
united and bound by the ties of spiritual
life, divine love, and divine nature. Thus
in the new creation God s a heavenly
Father. Jesus taught us thus to pray.
He was not teaching the unregenerate
world or sinners the prayer, He taught
believers, His disciples, to say, “Our
Father,” and so gave the members of the
family of God a prayer form. So in
Eph. 2:19 and Gal. 6:10 we are said to
compose a household—thus we have a
Father and we are the offspring or His
children.

The Indigestible Jew

God told Jonah to arise, but Jonah fled.
God told Jonah to go to Nineveh, but
Jonah went to Tarshish. To disobey
God’s word is to flee from His presence.

It is no effort to “go down.” It is al-
ways “down” to Jericho; “down” into
Egypt and never “up.” It is said of Jonah
that he “went down” four times. He
“went down” to Joppa; he went down in-
to the ship; he went down into the sides
of the ship; he went down into the
whale’s belly.

“He paid the fare thereof.” We pay
our own passages when we go away from
God. Paul went to Rome on a free ticket.
Jonah had more trouble at Tarshish with
the mariners than he had at Nineveh
preaching.

When the storm arose on the sea
everybody prayed but Jonah. He was
asleep. Jonah had his prayer-meeting
Jater in the belly of the whale. Peculiar
place for a prayer meeting, but God can
hear you anywhere.

The mariners asked Jonah who he was
and where he came from. “I am an
Hebrew,” and no use to deny it. When
the apostle Paul was arrested he said:
“I am verily a man which am a Jew.”
Acts 22:3. Peter tried to deny his identi-
ty, but his speech betrayed him. How-

ever, the storm raged and they tried to
bring the ship to land. The mariners tried

to save Jonah, but he had to be cast into
the sea.

God has a storm and a whale for every
backslider. The marvel was that the
whale did not digest Jonah. God made
the whale sick; he made for the shore
and cast Jonah out upon dry land.

God will make the nations sick of

the Jews, and they will be driven back
to their land.

~Jonah wasn’t ready to go to Nineveh
till he came out of the “Fish Seminary.”
When Jonah said, “Salvation is of the
Lord,” he was delivered. When the Jew
acknowledges that redemption is through
Jesus Christ they will be delivered.

Jonah held the greatest revival that has
ever been recorded. Peter’s three thou-
sand converts on the day of Pentecost
was only a handful. When God gets the
Jew back on the job of preaching the
Gospel to the nations, after the church is
gone, there will be one of the greatest
revivals in the history of the world.

Don'’t be a Jonah at Tarshish ; rise and
preach the preaching that God bids thee,

Nothing is adversity to the child of God,
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Power and HAuthority

HRIST said, “Behold, I give unto

you power to tread on serpents and

scorpions, and over all the power
of the enemy.” Luke 10:19. This com-
mission was given before Pentecost, not
to the twelve only, but to the seventy.

Master declared, “These
signs shall follow them that belicve.”
Mark 16:17. Here there is no limit to
the number who shall exercise power
over all the power of the enemy. The
promise is to all those who believe.
One of the signs is this: “In My name
shall they cast out demons”—empty
out undesirable tenants, usurpers. Iv-
ery class of demons can be cast out in
the name of the Lord Jesus Christ.

Later the

When the Master said, “In My name
shall they cast out demons,” He did not
designate any particular kind of demons.
There are some kinds that the ILord
does designate, and these are particu-
larly hard to get rid of—hard for the
disciples, but easy for the Lord. On
the occasion when they were no able
to deliver the boy who was a lunatic,
who was often cast into the fire and
into the water, the Lord upbraided the
disciples. The demonstration of the
power of the enemy in the possessed
boy overcame their faith. The Lord
did not rebuke them for their lack of
power but for their lack of faith. They
saw the power of the enemy, and they
ceased to have faith in the power which
the Lord had given them, and in the
Lord who had given them that power.

Unbelief limits God. How is it to
be expelled? By prayer, and if neces-
sary, by fasting. Christ said on this oc-
casion, “Bring him (the boy) hither
to Me.” Then there was a fresh exhi-
bition of demon power tearing the boy.
There must have been mixed feelings
in the disciples’ hearts as they saw this
further demonstration, the supreme ef-
fort of the demon. The remnant of
their faith must have been entirely gone.
But this extra power manifested by the
demon in the boy, and the mixed belief
and unbelief of the boy’s father, who
said, “Lord, 1 believe; help thou mine
unbelief,” did not hinder Christ. He
commanded—and out this demon came.

Can you imagine the feelings of the
disciples? No wonder they said, “Why
could not we cast him out?” They
used language, and He used language.
But when they spoke, nothing happened.
‘When He spoke, the powers of dark-
ness fled. But His word was with au-

thority. In His word there was victory,
there was faith, there was life.

After His resurrection Christ de-
clared: “All authority hath been given
unto Me in heaven and in earth. Go ye
therefore,” Matt. 28:18, 19 R.V.

After Pentecost there was no lack of
authority and no lack of power. It was
then that Ananias and Sapphira were
handed over to death itself. In the case
of Dorcas and others, Death was
commanded to give up its victim—and
commanded with authority.

The authoritative word 1is the mneed
of today, and can be had. How can it
be obtained? By conscious union with
Him who has all power in heaven and
in earth; with this proviso, that He is
the authority all the time. He is the
spokesman, you are the mouthpiece.
You are the instrument, but He handles
the instrument. Remember continually
that demons possessing human bodies,
the bodies for whom Christ died, are
enemies to Him. He died for those
whom the enemies are possessing.

Christ said to His disciples, “Ye shall
receive power, after that the Holy Ghost

is come upon you.” Acts 1:8. Never
get out of the realm of power. Move
in the realm of the Spirit. Let the

Spirit Himself move, guide, control and
dominate you at all times, but especially
seek the activity of the Holy Spirit if
there is an activity of the evil spirit.
When a Spirit-filled person comes in
contact with a person filled with evil
spirits, he should look for and expect
that there will be activity on both sides.
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This was the experience of Paul and
Peter, the apostles, and especially of
the Lord Himself.

In these last times in which we are
living, we may expect an increasing ac-
tivity of the powers of darkness, but
God Himself is making provision to
meet this onslaught. God’s people in
general are having a hard conflict and
the enemy is endeavoring to get the ad-
vantage over them. But when the saints
wake up to their weakened position and
cry to God, wvictory is certain. The his-
tory of the saints in the Old and New
Testaments, of the early church, of the
church all down through the ages, proves
this. When the enemy comes in like a
flood (a flood that sweeps all before it),
then the Lord will raise up a standard

against him. How? Through Spirit-
filled individuals. No angels, no arch-
angel, no seraphim are requisitioned,

but common people, filled with uncom-
mon power, to meet the common enemy.

The Holy Spirit is likened to the
wind, John 3:8. It bloweth where it
listeth, and thou canst not tell whence
it cometh, and whither it goeth. It is un-
limited, uncontrolled. Christ allowed
Himself to be limited; He was limited
when He was born—there was no room
for Him in the inn. But the Holy Spir-
it is never limited. He is uncontrolled,
like the wind, as far as man is concern-
ed. The sails of the ship can be turned
and hoisted to meet the wind, and a
great sailing ship is driven over the
sea by an unseen force. The same wind
drives many ships and its force is not
diminished. Connect yourself, submit
and allow yourself to be controlled and
moved by the unseen Holy Spirit—it
may be through angry seas.

The ship does not operate the wind,
but the wind operates the ship. You do
not control the Spirit, but the Spirit
controls you. On the day of Pente-
cost there was a sound from heaven
as of a rushing mighty wind, and all the
assembled company were filled with the
Holy Ghost. The source from whence
this came is not exhausted. The prom-
ise, “I will send,” which Christ gave
concerning the Comforter, the Holy
Ghost, is as fresh today as when He
uttered it a few days prior to the day
of Pentecost.

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The raining of Children

E have a great responsibility before

God in bringing up our children in

the nurture and admonition of the

Lord. Moses said to Israel, “Thou shalt

love the Lord thy God with all thine

heart, and with all thy soul, and with all

thy might. And these words which 1

command thee this day, shall be in thine

heart: and thou shalt teach them diligent-

ly unto thy children, and shalt talk of them

when thou sittest in thine house, and

when thou walkest by the way....” Deut.
6:5-7.

The Lord expects us to properly dis-
cipline our children. In Prov. 23:13, 14
we read, “Withhold not correction from
the child: for if thou beatest him with
the rod, he shall not die. Thou shalt
beat him with the rod, and shalt deliver
his soul from hell.” Some mothers tell
us that they love their children “too
much” to punish them. Do you love your
child’s body more ‘than its soul? By
fostering your child in self-indulgence you
may be the direct cause of sending that
child’s soul to hell, but by obeying the
Word of God and correcting him when
he should be corrected, the promise is
that you shall deliver his soul from hell.
The Tord loves His children enough to
chasten them. He says, “As many as I
love, I rebuke and chasten.” Rev. 3:19.
“Whom the Lord loveth He chasteneth,
and scourgeth every son whom He re-
ceiveth.,” Heb. 12:6. He chastens us for
our good, and we should chasten our chil-
dren when they need correction for their
good.

If you begin early enough to teach your
children the importance of obedience you
will not have to do much whipping. So
many mothers think their children are
too small to understand how to obey. Ask
them if the child is bright, and see how
quickly they will reply that he is. He can
understand “most anything” except how
to obey. Susanna Wesley did not have
that view concerning her children. She
taught them to obey their parents, for she
said, “If they learn obedience to their
parents they will learn to obey God.” She
did not withhold correction from them,
and what magnificent sons she produced.
The whole world has cause to thank
Susanna Wesley for her splendid training
of John Wesley and Charles Wesley.

The Word of God says, “Chasten thy
son while there is hope, and let not thy
soul spare for his crying.” Prov. 19:18.
This scripture seems to indicate that if
we withhold correction from our children,
there will be no hope for them. But we

are bidden to chasten them while there is
hope. We might wait too long and be too
late.

God also says, “The rod and reproof
give wisdom: but a child left to himself
bringeth his mother to shame.” Prov.
29:15. Mothers, let us take our stand on
God's Word and not withhold the cor-
rection that will bring our children wis-
dom. If we fail to discipline our children,
they will bring us to shame.

My oldest son had epilepsy for eight
years, but when he did wrong I punished
him just as I did the other children, look-
ing to the Lord to make it right somehow.
Finally the Lord delivered him from that
terrible disease. Do you think that I
could have looked to God and asked for
the child’s deliverance if I had not tried
to bring him up as God’s Word taught?

In Exodus 20:12 we read, “Honor thy
father and thy mother : that thy days may
be long upon the land which the Lord thy
God giveth thee.” This is the first com-
mandment with a promise to it. Mothers,
do you make excuses for your child, or
take its side, every time the father cor-
rects it? Do you do this where the child
can hear you? How much do you think
the child will honor its father if you do
this? Fathers, do you work some scheme
to save your boy from punishment when
the mother starts to correct him? If so,
how much are you co-operating with the
mother in teaching your son to honor you
both? The training of your children is
not to be held lightly, for it is the molding
of your children’s destiny. Are you in-
terested in that? This cannot be accom-
plished in a short time. It cannot all be
done in company either. If you want your
children to behave in company there must
be much home training in the back-
ground. Can a child be honoring his
parents when he will stand up and tell

For ye are dead, and
your life is hid with
Christ in God. Col.33
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them he will not do what they have asked
him to do? But if children are properly
trained and receive correction when they
should have it, they will not be guilty of
willful defiance like that. We need to bear
in mind continually that scripture, “He
that spareth the rod hateth his son: but
he that loveth him chasteneth him be-
times.” Prov, 13:24.

Some are afraid to punish their child
after he is a little older for fear he will
leave home. If you are beating him
through petulant anger he might do that;
but if you are looking to the Lord, and
correcting the child for his own good,
don't you believe that God will uphold
you in it; and if the child should go
away, that he will come to himself as the
prodigal son did, and come home, and be
a better child? God will take care of
things if you are acting in the fear of the
Lord.

Paul said, “T am persuaded that He is
able to keep that which I have committed
unto Him against that day.” 2 Tim. 1:12.
As you definitely commit your children to
God and obey His Word in giving them
proper discipline, God will bless your
home. You cannot afford to be without
God's blessing upon your life. You cannot
expect His blessing if you do not obey
what the Word teaches. God will help
vou to stand on His Word.

HOUGH every revival ultimately

culminates in a form which attracts

the attention of all, no revival is of
sudden origin. Behind the first out-
burst is a process which sometimes goes
on for years, a purifying and prepara-
tory process.

It was so in connection with the
Welsh Revival of 1904, In most of the
records of the revival it is found that
there were small burstings forth, more
especially in New Quay, Cardiganshire,
in the earlier part of the year 1904. The
writer had the privilege of visiting New
Quay in August 1904, and found indis-
putable signs of the grace of God that
had been poured forth upon several
young people. They greedily devoured
every bit of teaching from the Word, a
sure token that the life begotten by that
same Word was within.

Earlier in the year—in February, so
runs the story—at a meeting of young
Endeavorers, a young girl was lifted
from her seat, and, in spite of her nat-
ural and pronounced shyness, with
trembling lips was inspired to say fer-
vently in Welsh, “Yr wyf yn caru Tesu
Grist a'm holl galon” (“I love Jesus
Christ with all my heart.””) Tt was all
so unexpected, so beautifully simple and
sincere, so manifestly of the Spirit that
it acted like a spark on tinder. The
weeks that followed were unforgettable
and, in August 1904, after several
months, as the writer himself saw, the
fire burned brightly.

If one were asked to describe the out-
standing feature of the Welsh Revival,
one would unhesitatingly reply that it
was the universal, inescapable sense of
the presence of God. Revival is the
exact answer to prayer as that of Isaiah
64:1: “Oh that Thou wouldest rend the
heavens, that Thou wouldest come down,
that the mountains might flow down at
Thy presence.” In 1904 the Lord had
literally rent the heavens, and had scat-
tered the satanic foes entrenched there-
in. The Lord had come down! The
mountains were gloriously melted down
in His presence.

The Glory of the Lord Filled the Tab-
ernacle

A sense of the Lord's presence was
everywhere. It created the spiritual at-
mosphere. It mattered not where one

went the consciousness of the reality and
the nearness of God followed. Felt,
of course, in the revival gatherings, it
was by no means confined to them; it
was also felt in the homes, on the streets,
in the mines and factories, in the schools,
yea, and even in the theaters and drink-
ing saloons.

The strange result was that wherever
people gathered became a place of awe,
and places of amusement were practi-
cally emptied. Many were the instances
of men entering saloons, ordering drinks,
and then turning on their heels, leaving
them on the counters untouched. The
sense of the Lord's presence was such
as practically to paralyze the arm that
would raise the cup to the lips. Football
teams and the like were dishanded ; their
members finding greater joy in testi-
mony to the Lord’s grace than in games.
The coal pit bottoms and galleries be-
came places of praise and prayer, where
the miners gathered to worship ere they
dispersed to their several stalls. Even
the children of the day schools came
under the spell of God. Stories could
be told of how they would gather in any
place they could, where they would sing
and pray.

Juwvenile Delinquency Owercome

A delightful story is that of a child of
about four in an infant class who held
up his hand to call the teacher’s atten-
tion. The teacher asked, “What is it?”
Swift and telling came the words,
“Please, teacher, do you love Jesus?”
That was all; nay, it was not all; the
arrow reached its mark. Then and
there the teacher came to the Lord, and
it is only a year or so since death ended
her great missionary career in India.

This all pervading sense of the pres-
ence of God, even among children, may
perhaps be further illustrated by a story
from Rhos. Someone overheard one
little child ask another, “Do you know
what has happened at Rhos?” “No, I
don’t except that Sunday comes every
day now.” “Don’t you know?” “No I
don’t.” “Why, Jesus Christ has come
to live at Rhos now.”

Crushing Conviction

It is difficult to overstate or overvalue
this remarkable feature of the revival.
The writer will never forget one out-
standing experience of this sense of an
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atmosphere laden with the power of
God’s realized presence. He was con-
ducting meetings in Anglesey in the first
months of 1905. The ‘“‘capel mawr”
(big chapel) was crowded. The mem-
ory of that meeting, even after more
than a quarter of a century, is well nigh
overwhelming. It was easily the great-
est meeting the writer ever was in. The
theme of the message was Isaiah, chap-
ter six. The light of God’s holiness was
turned upon the hearts and lives of those
present. Conviction of sin and of its
terrible desert, was so crushing that a
feeling almost of despair grew over all
hearts. So grievous a thing was sin;
so richly and inevitably did it deserve
the severest judgment of God, that
hearts questioned, Could God forgive?
Could God cleanse? Then came the
word about the altar, the tongs, and the
live coal touching the confessedly vile
lips, and the gracious and complete re-
moval of their vileness. After all, there
was hope! God was forgiving, and He
had cleansing for the worst.

When the rapt listeners realized all
this, the effect was—well, “electrifying”
is far too weak a word; it was absolutely
beyond any metaphor to describe it.
As one man, first with a sigh of relief,
and then, with a delirious shout of joy,
the whole huge audience sprang to their
feet. The vision had completely over-
whelmed them and, one is not ashamed
to tell it, for a moment they were beside
themselves with heavenly joy. The
speaker never realized anything like it
anywhere. The whole place at that mo-
ment was so awful that the glory of
God—one uses the word “awful” de-
liberately—the holy presence of God was
so manifested that the speaker himself
was overwhelmed; the pulpit where he
stood was so filled with the light of God
that he had to withdraw! There; let us
leave it at that. Words can but mock
such an experience.

Then a cloud covered the tent of
the congregation, and the glory of the
Lord filled the tabernacle. And Moses
was not able to enter the tent of the
congregation, because the cloud abode
thereon and the glory of the Lord filled
the tabernacle—Ex. 40:34, 35.

It recalls a somewhat similar incident
in the ’59 revival. In August 1859, in
Llangeitho, that famous cradle of the
Welsh Methodist revival of the eight-
eenth century, an annual Convoca-
tion of the Calvinistic Methodist body
was being held. The climax came in an
open-air meeting at eight in the morn-
ing of the last day. David Morgan, the
revivalist, wrote in his diary that it was
the most wonderful prayer meeting he
was ever in,
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A noted minister—Thomas John—
after the meeting, was found alone 1in
deep meditation in a field. Said one who
drew near to him, “Mr. John, was not
the sight of the thousands as they silently
prayed a most impressive one? Did
you ever see anything to compare with
it?” “I never saw one of them,” was
the answer. “I saw no one but God!”
Soon after he was seen leaving the field,
and said a friend, *“Whither will you go,
Thomas John?” “Home,” came the re-
ply. “How dreadful is this place! I
must leave: I am too weak to bear it.”
His earthen vessel was too frail for such
experiences. Among the many lessons
learned on such occasions is that there
must come a great change, not only in
the spiritual characters, but also in the
physical frames of God's children ere
they will be able to “bear” the “far more
exceeding weight of glory.”

God Give Us a “Thus Saith the Lord”

If revival was needed in 1859 and
1904 it is surely needed today in an even
greater degree. It is needed to still the
multiplicity of voices and to enthrone
“Thus saith the Lord;” to magnify the
local churches as against the encroach-
ing tyranny of the confederated “church.”
How can faith be restored to the min-
istry, and preachers be quickened? How
can the tide of worldliness now sweeping
over the churches be stemmed? Tow
can the youth of our lands be won to
faith in a personal God, an atoning
Saviour, and a truthful Bible? How
can sacred institutions such as marriage
and the Lord's Day be rescued from
their desecrators? There is but one
answer—revival! Revival such as comes
through “heaven-anointed men rather
than human-appointed machines.” “Our
leaders,” to quote a recent true state-
ment, “are planning the work of a par-
alyzed church. They hope to accomplish
by human plans and programs what only
the Holy Spirit can do.”

As one said of the Ulster Revival of
’59: “The difficulty used to be to get
people into the church, but the difficulty
now is to get them out!” As remark-
able a feature as any was that upon
which the late Lord Pontypridd thus
remarked, “The revival finances itself.
There are no bills, no halls, no salaries.”

“Such a revival has one condition.

“If My people, which are called by My
name, shall humble themselves, and pray,
and seek My face, and turn from their
wicked ways; then will I hear from
heaven, and will forgive their sin, and
will heal their land.”

for me. 1 prayed, “Surely, God, you
will let me see them again,” and imme-
diately the assurance of my seeing them
again came to me.

As 1 walked out on deck it seemed
that the ocean was a burning inferno,
for eight ships had been blown to pieces

nearby. The water was now dotted
with little red lights signifying men
overboard. Many of them were already

dead or dying. A ship near by, which
had been with us the whole trip, was
now a mass of flames. We had visited
this ship at other ports and had learned
to love these boys. Only recently we
had signalled to them that we would see
them in Algiers. We never saw them
again, and never will see them on this
earth, for not one life was saved.

The enemy planes were still coming
thick and fast, and flying very high,
which caused the gunners to keep their
eyes skyward. In the meantime, two
torpedo planes came very low, expecting
to be unnoticed, and headed directly to-
ward our ship. Two of our gunners
spotted these planes and fired, bringing
them down before their torpedoes had
been released, thus saving our ship.

This raid lasted one hour and forty
minutes. The following morning, one
of the gunners who had shot down a
torpedo plane came to me and said, “Mr.
Flanders, I didn’t want to kill that man;
but 1 realized if I didn’t he would kill
all of us, so I looked up and said, ‘God,
give me grace.” I then fired and scored
three direct hits and brought the plane
down.” This is just one of the miracu-
lous answers to prayer that I have wit-
nessed since joining the Merchant Ma-
rines.

I have been asked many times why I
entered such a dangerous branch of
service. To me, that is just as definite
a call as any minister could have who is
called to preach the gospel. About a
year and a half prior to Pearl Harbor,
I had a vision in which I saw myself
standing on the quarter deck of a large
ship and preaching to a great crowd of
sailors. To me, this seemed an impos-
sibility, as I had spent six years in the
Navy and knew that T could not meet the
requirements of a Navy chaplain. Nev-
ertheless, I told God that if He made
the way, I would be obedient. One
Sunday, about two years later, there ap-
peared in the Pentecostal Evangel these
words: “Fifty thousand Merchant Ma-
rine sailors without divine guidance.”
This was a challenge 1 could not evade.
God seemed to say, “Here is your op-
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portunity.” After careful consideration
and prayer, I decided to answer the
call God had so definitely revealed to
me.

Upon enlisting I found that 1 was
qualified to enter officer’s training
school. Since receiving my commission
I have had the opportunity of being
acting chaplain on merchant vessels that
otherwise would have had no divine
services, I have had the privilege of
seeing boys accept the Lord as their
Saviour while out upon the sea.

Our men of the Merchant Marine
are doing a wonderful job in this war.
[Each ship is well loaded with dangerous
cargo. We have carried many supplies,
such as food, TNT, bombs, high explo-
sive gasoline, as well as troops and pris-
oners, but regardless of the cargo God
has given His angels charge over us.

On one occasion I was awakened about
nine o'clock at night with a strange
feeling. I arose and prayed for God's
protection over our ship. Suddenly the
general alarm sounded. Two subma-
rines, one on each side of our ship, had
their periscopes out of the water about
a foot. Being an engineer officer, I
hurried to the engine room and took
charge, as I was the senior officer there.
As T took hold of the throttle, I prayed,
“O Lord Jesus, we are in a tough spot.”
The power of God hit me, and I turned
loose the engine throttle and began
shouting and speaking in tongues in the
engine room.

The captain called down and said:
“Our only chance is to make more speed
than the submarines are making. Give
me all the speed you can.” Immediate-
Iy T turned to my oilers and gave them
instructions, and told the fireman to give
me all the steam he could; and then I
laid my hands on the engine and prayed,
asking God to bless the engine and make
it run faster than ever before. I re-
alized 1 was asking God to perform a
miracle, for I knew our ship could not
possibly leave the submarines unless it
went faster than it was built to go.
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About this time the hot well became
.«'[ilgair['fl up and we could not get water
into the boilers. The fireman very ex-
citedly called to me, “I am losing my
water!” In this case the engine should
be slowed down, but instead I gave or-
ders to keep the fires going and the
steam up. I then called on Jesus again
to come to our rescue and give us water.
I then called and asked the oiler how
fast we were going, and he called back,

“Eighty revolutions,” which was faster
than the engine had ever traveled. God

had answered my prayer, and water was
now coming up in the glass of the boil-
ers. I then called up to the mate on
watch and asked how we were doing. He

ritories in this Republic without a single
missionary! For eleven years we have had

the privilege of putting God's promises to
the test as we entered the State of Boyaca
with nearly a million souls for our parish
and opened the work in
center for our efforts,

gateway to the great
plains to the east of us. For yvears we have
longed to take the gospel there and at last
God’s hour has come! Last year a definite
move was made toward the evangelization of
the plains. Brother and Sister Washburn
settled in a small town on the border of the
plains last December, intending to use it
base for future operations. A station
three days further inland was opened up in
February by another missionary family who
formerly with us in Sogamoso. Still
further inland a witness is being given for
the Lord by one of our Christian families
who are employed by the government.

A few months ago Mr. Wegner made his
first trip to a town near the plains to buy
some land for a future mission station. The
land has been purchased and cleared of the
deep underbrush, and plans are now under
way for the building of the mission. The
new highway is to reach that town, but it
will take a year or more to finish it in
these war times. When the highway is
completed we will be able to reach this dis-

trict with our station wagon. Until then,
however, the journey must be made by
mules. There will be many obstacles. For

instance, building materials cannot be ob-
tained there and food is very scarce. Snakes
and insects are a natural menace. Miss
Maurd returned after only two months with
malaria fever. One must face these stern
realities and only faith and courage can
spur one on to action. But our faith is in
the Word of God, and our courage mounts
up with the knowledge that the people of

those plains have been neglected for cen-
turies.
Last night Mr. Wegner returned after

being gone almost two weeks. His face was

thinner but his spirit was bright as he re-
counted his experience. He had gone into the
plains journey beyond the new
station which recently opered. In a
town right in the heart of the plains he was
told that the government would provide a
piece of land for a mission if we would
build within a year. My husband was anxious
to see this new place. After much difficult
travel he reached the town and was delighted
to see the land that stretched before him.
The plains were such a contrast to the high

Strong appeals have been coming
in from these voung men for reinforcements
to help supervise the ever-growing work in
that country.

The report of the Fiith Annual Council of
the Assemblies of God in Nigeria held in
January of this year shows that the work
has grown until there are now 66 native
workers, 77 churches, 8 outstations, one
Bible School, and six day schools with an
enrollment of 761 students and served by 30
African teachers.

The brethren sum up the report by re-
minding us that there are 20 million people
in Nigeria, with only two Assembly of God
missionaries on the field Thank God for
these consecrated young men who have been
carrying on so faithfully for the past three
or four years, assuming an extra burden
when it became necessary for Brother and
Sister Everett Phillips to return to America
for furlough last year.

We are happy to report that Mr. and Mrs.
Kenneth Godbey are on their way to Nigeria
to relieve these two young men and that
another party of missionaries expect to
leave in a few weeks for the same field.

For many years the native brethren had
waited anxioulsy for a place of worship in
their town. You can well imagine their re-
joicing when the new chourch at Jutiapa
was dedicated during the annual conference
there early in January.

“From the very first service the blessings
of the Lord were upon the meetings,” write
Brother and Sister Ralph Harer, “and sev-
eral accepted the Lord as their Saviour.
To us it was a renewed assurance that the
Jutiapa station was to be a real lighthouse
in our district.”

These meetings serve also as a source of
real strength and refreshing to the native
workers. They know what sufferings lie
ahead, and that in that land now bound in
darkness, they are going to meet the enemy
in a real struggle. But as they blend their
testimonies and praises together, they go
out with renewed confidence and strength
in God, to carry the gospel to the many sec-
tions where it has not yet been taken.

Brother Harer continues: “I know that
you will be interested to know that a new
section on the coast is being opened and the
Lord is working; also the many new
preaching places in our district show real
signs of growth and we believe that this is
the beginning of several little churches.

“We ask an interest in your prayers for
us and our native workers, We feel that
our work is also part of your work and the
harvest will be shared alike. Whether we
give or go, sow or reap, we are all workers
together with God.”

As a part of the indigenous missionary
program in Guatemala, the native workers
are not fully supported, but the mission-
aries help them through the hard places un-
til a work is established, and until the believers
themselves are able to support it. Our of-
ferings often mean the difference between
a worker being able to stay or having to
leave a hard, needy section.

Sister Harer needs our prayers as she has
been stricken with malaria and for two
months has been too weak to help in the
work.

It is necessary to keep
in mind the fact that something like 150
missionaries may return to foreign lands in
the very near future which will require not
less than $150,000.00. A steadily increasing
list of new missionary candidates is under
consideration., If we fail in this hour to go
forward we shall lose eternally, but God's
purpose will be fulfilled by others. We do
not believe we are going to fall short of do-
ing our best to fulfill our obligation to our
Lord.

Someone may ask whether we are not
emphasizing foreign missions too much. Can
this be so while 1,377,000,000 are still with-
out Christ and as little as two cents given
per day by each member will meet all of our
immediate expectations for advance? Is
two cents per day too much for so vital a
work? Two cents and more is gladly spent
for postage to send those eagerly-looked-for
letters to our boys in the fighting ranks. It
is only right that we do what we can for the
boys along this line. It is little enough at
the best, but shall we do less to send the
message of God’s love to those who by crea-
tion are His children and whom He so great-
ly desires to enter into that more wonderful
relationship that comes through regenera-
tion ?

You will note in the list of disbursements
at the end, that there is some money credit-
ed to “designated accounts.” This is money
which has been sent to the Missions Depart-
ment for missionaries who, because of in-
structions they have given us, are receiving

their remittances at irregular intervals;
therefore the money is held for the time
being., Some of it is for missionaries now
interned in prison camps and it will be
given them upon their release. A portion of
it has been designed for {fares, buildings,
etc. which will be paid out in due course.
The balance credited to the “General Mis-
sion Fund” will be used as new missionaries
go out or special demands are made upon us
for fares, buildings and extension work.
Do not let anyone who is giving far more
than two cents per day for missions give
less, but how wonderful it would be if those
who have failed to do their part would start
to give regularly. Our task would be easier,

our plans completed and who knows but
that it would bring about the return of
our Lord?

Of course, we will welcome a few
acknowledged authorities in education, re-
ligion and science, but China will produce her
own experts in every field. What China needs
is more consecrated preachers and pastors.”

AN ETHIOPIAN BIBLE SCHOOL

According to Sunday School Times, Emperor
Selassie of Ethiopia has decided to establish at
his capital, Addis Ababa, a Bible college of the
same type as the Swansea DBible school in
Wales, where two of his children spent three
years in study. Selassie’s private chaplain is
there now mastering Hebrew and Greek.

PENTECOST IN FRANCE
Assemblies of God still continue to enjoy the
help and blessing of God in France. Recent
news tells of the work of Marseilles, Lyons,
Nice, ete. Nine members were baptized in
Dieppe last September amid much rejoicing.
Altogether 252 brothers and sisters have been
baptized there since the work commenced not
long before the war, according to Redemption
Tidings.
MOSLEM EXPECTATION

A missionary writes from North Africa:
“Recently, when I visited a cemetery, where
I placed flowers on a line of graves where lay
the bodies of American youths killed in ac-
tion, I met a Moor and told him what I had
done, and then added that my heart was full of
sorrow. Here is the response he made: ‘Friend,
I have confidence in you because you speak
Arabic. Let me tell you where we are. These
are the last days: the Man of the Hour, who
is a Moslem, may appear at any time now,
and when he comes he will complete this
slaughter of Christianity now proceeding among
yourselves and make Islam a world religion
and Moslems its rulers.”

A DEMOBILIZED ARMY

The only “army” demobilized by this war is
one which is sorely needed: namely, the Salva-
tion Army. According to Watchman-Examiner,
the Salvation Army, after sixty years in
France, has been totally disbanded in that
country. The 595 officers and staff workers have
been forced by the Vichy authorities to give
up their work.

BIGGEST BUSINESS
Our federal government has become by far
the biggest business in the country. It carries
more than 3,300,000 employees on its civil
payroll, according to Reader’s Digest. This is
one job holder for every three men in the
military services. The monthly federal payroll
was $75,000,000 in 1933; now (exclusive of

military personnel) it is $522,000,000.

“NOT EVEN THE PENTECOSTALS"

An insurance magazine Pacific Insurance
pays unintentional tribute to the “Pentecostals”
in describing a curious little town called
Pumpkin Center, where some insurance had
been sold. After telling of the mushroom
growth of this tiny town, which is located eight
miles south of Bakersfield, Calif., the writer
says: “I may add that no church has yet ven-
tured to locate in Pumpkin Center, not even
one of the Pentecostals,” Not, yet—but there
may be one there ere long!

“BULLET-PROOF” BIBLES

The American Bible Society, which sells a
special edition of the Bible for soldiers and
sailors at 20c a copy, warns against those so-
called “bullet-proof” Bibles which bear the ABS
imprint and are peddled to the superstitious
and credulous for from $2. to $6. a copy.

They are ABS Bibles, all right, obtained
under false pretenses, and adorned with thir
steel covers that cost less than 15 cents. “The
Bible isn't bullet-proof; it’s what’s inside that’s
important,” said William L. Darby, Washing-
ton secretary of ABS.

THE PATRIARCH AND THE POPE

Metropolitan Sergius of Moscow, patriarch
of the Russian Orthodox Church, has challeng-
ed the fundamental basis for the Pope’s au-
thority as the “vicar of Christ on earth.”
Writing in the Journal of the Moscow Pa-
triarchate, he said that all the Holy Scrip-
tures are contrary to the Catholic principle.
He asserted that though Christ physically
abandoned the earth He never had abandoned
the church spiritually but was always in con-
stant communion with it. The uninterrupted
presence of Christ in the church and the spirit-
ual marriage between Christ and the church
make inconceivable the concept of an in-
termediary between the two, such as a vicar
on earth. No one man has authority to act as
‘“yicar” (that is, as the official substitute) for
Christ on earth. Christ Himself is with us. He
said, “Lo; I am with you alway.” Even Peter
himself would be a very poor substitute for
our Lord Jesus Christ!
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A CHRISTIAN CARTOONIST
Says Vaughn Shoemaker, nationally-known
cartoonist of the Chicage Daily News, winner
of the Pulitzer Prize and recipient of other

marks of recognition:

“l wouldn't dream of beginning to work
without saying, ‘God, whatever talent I have
You've given me and developed in me. Take it
and use it. Guide my hand.’ 1 ask for ideas, the
all-important stock in trade of the cartoonist,
and ideas come, ideas on all subjects. 5

“To God goes all the credit. I still talk
with Him every morning and He stays with
me all day long. He has inspired me with ideas
that I never would have had otherwise, ideas
that have come to life almost subconsciously in
my cartoons.”

AMERICA AND ARMAGEDDON

Many have been puzzled as to America's place
in the prophetic Scriptures. Will America be
drawn into the Battle of Armageddon when it
is fought in Palestine? If so, by what means?
One answer appears in the fact that our
Government is acquiring stakes in the Mediter-
ranean Sea and Indian Ocean area for the
sake of oil. Experts say that our present
known oil reserves will be exhausted in four-
teen years, and so the Government is under-
taking to procure oil from Saudi Arabia by
way of a pipeline through Palestine, etc. This
oil will not help in winning this war, for it will
be vears before the pipe line can be completed.
However, it may easily involve this country
in the next war, and may be the cause of
American soldiers going to the place called
Armageddon (the valley of Jehoshaphat) when
the Lord gathers all nations before Him for
that terrible battle.

STRANGE PROPHECIES

Abram Poljak, a Hebrew Christian who is
a refugee from Germany, writes of a strange
character who died in 1820, a simple farmer
named Matthias Lang, who lived in Bavaria
(now Germany), believed to have had the
gift of prophecy. He was generally known as
“Muehlhiasl.” His predictions are said to have
included a most accurate account of the
present world situation which he called “The
Great Clearing” (Das Grosse Abraeumen). He
saw these days as a sweeping judgment of
God, clearing the way for the consummation.
He declared that before the war is finished,
men would fall dead on the ground in Germany
like flies.

Mr. Poljak also tells of others of about the
same period who seemed to have prophetic
vision of these days. Some of these told of the
day when a hooked cross, a sign of the anti-
christ, would even fly on church steeples.
But the followers of this bent cross, it was de-
clared, would come to an ignominious end.
One declared that the leaders would be thrown
down from the “Loreley Rock” into the Rhine,

Some years ago, according to Mr. Poljak,
a Bavarian clergyman made a collection of
these strange prophecies and published them.
Many copies of his little book were distributed.
Some days after Hitler came to power in 1933,
the Gestapo appeared in the little printing of-
fice where this book was still being printed and
confiscated all copies. One of the first govern-
mental actions of the Nazis was the wiping
out of this little book, which in a period before
Hitler was born, gave a report of his fall.
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
