mi.,sionary's own stlpplies. SO neces<;ary in 
tlt(' hot season. wcre running low. Yes, 
the store cupboard was almo~t empty, and 
no money, goods or e\'en iell('rs could 
reach the caplured city. 

"But God ,. 
Far alVay in a Canadian homc. a Illoth­

cr's l1('art was poured oul In ceaselcss 
pra}'tr for this hclo'yed child. No tidings 
had reached her for long months, but her 
tnl<;t was unshaken. her face radiant and 
her lips filled with praisc. \Ve were there.

T he 
dangers which threaten all our cities ill 
Eastern S:i'echwan. which have already 
hrought de!-.trllctioll and desolation to 
thousands III Chungking. \\'anhsien, 
Liangshan and r:engkieh, may sudden ly 
assail :},Oll. But whether or not God in 
His mercy frustrates the designs of the 
mischief makers, I believe I may coun t 
on VOUI' rcme!l1brance of us here. 

':This is not written from an alarmist 
point of de\\'. Xcither you 110r Twill 
ever he ;lskcd to enter upon any experi­
ence alone. Sometimes it is right to sit 
down and consider all the possibili t ies, to 
exhaust ill imagination all the perils that 
might confront us from whate\'er quarler. 
from man or devil. as the apostle Paul 
did when he penned the last section of 
Roman,; 8. And thcn, after enl1lncrating­
thelll al!. hor ror pi led upon horro r, dangcr 
upon danger, he concludes that. real and 
terrible thoug'h ihey be, iheir powcr to 
harm him io.; simply nil. for Ihey cannot 
s('I'arate him from the loye of God which 
i" 'in ' (',.;us Christ our Lord. 

"Let this g-reat fact stcady \I'; as we 
look ahcad. The futu re, eyell the imme­
diate future. is not dark for those who 
kno\\ (;od. Rut if we arc not to be 

shifted from the gTotmd oi our confi­
dence we must pray for one anOther. 
maintaining fellowship always by way 
of the Throne." 

But to go hack to our young mission­
ary's letter and thc strong confirmation of 
faith that it brings. Three months after 
thc first pages wcrc written. that letter 
waS still ulllllailcd, for there had heen no 
chance of getting it out of thc city. But 
then :J. Chinese friend who s.'1.W :J. chance 
of escape offcred to take it with him.

So T 
just add, Hc has supplied eyery need if 
not C\'cry wanl. The Chinese 113\"e risen 
nohly to GC)("/'s call and I have rcceived 
e\'en gifts in mOiler. so that T have all :md 
nbound .. . . 1 cannot get meat yet, but 
after abollt three months I have becn 
ahle to get some eggs and yegetahles. 

"There are sl ill about three hundred 
refugees on Ihe premises., .. Locallellers 
received all have the same stor\, 10 lell 
of a tender Father's care and pro\·ision." 
,\nd she signs hersel r, 

"Yours rejoicing in H im."

THE twO most power ful weapons in 
the Christian's armor arc prayer and 
praise. But many are confused as to 

the true method of prayer, making indeed 
a labor out of what should be the sweet­
est resl. For it is astonishing that Jesus 
calls us first and last, not to labor. but to 
rest, saring: "Come to me, all you who 
toil and arc burdened, and J will gi\"c you 
rest (or refresh you). Take my yoke upon 
you, ancl learn from me. for I am gentle 
and lowly-minded, and you shall find rcst 
for your souls: for my yoke is easy and 
my burden is light." "tI!att. 11 :28-30. 

I\l ow to the highest kind of prayer ab­
soiute soul rest is essential. Even the 
youths shall faint, and the choice young 
men shall he utterly we..1.ry. But by 
waiting upon God there comes that per­
fect rest symbolized by eagles' wings, 
when our heaviest crosses become to us 
the same kind of bu rden that wing-s are 
to a bird: when all sense of weariness 
vanishes because we c.'Xchange strength 
with our Almighty Creator. As we wait 
before Him in adoring silence, our own 
s trength ebbs 011t. until we feel that we 
have none . It is then that His strength 
pours in to fi ll up the \"aClIU111: for "to 
them who ha\'e 110 l1light He increaseth 
st rength." 

Our own strength or self-confidence is 
the greatest hindrance to our spiritual 
progress, because H is strength is made 
perfect only in our weakness. \Ve have 
to realize, first of all. that we have nothing 
of our own, as our blessed :Master said: 
"Of :'\line own ::ieiL 1 can do nothing: the 
words that J speak arc not 1\fine. but 
IJ is that sent ·Me." ·'The Father Him­
self abiding in :'Ife. doeth the works." This 
is why we C'ln glory in infirmities and 
take pleasure in injuries. in necessities, 
in persecutions. in distresses for Christ's 
sake. '~hen all men speak evil of llS we 
are to rejoice with joy unspeakable and 
full of glory . But woe unto us when all 
men speak wcll of us. Chri st W<l.S cruci­
fied thl'Ol1.gil weakness. but God was glori­
fied therebv. \Ve a rc to count it all joy 
when we fall into divers trial s. But this 
we can do on lv hv living a life of prayer 
and praise: "Gi1,il1q thallles ahmys for nil 
Iliil1(Js. offering the .wcrifice ()f praise 
continl1all\'. even the fruit of lips which 
make confession to Hi s name." 

It is a constant warfare for which we 
necd thc whole armor (pG/wplia) of God 
in order that we may be overcomers, be­
ing daily led in the t~ain of His triumph, 
fmding- strength in our union with the 
Lord. and in the powel' which comes from 
H is might, ahove all taking up the shield 
of faith wherewith we shall be able to 
extinguish all the flaming dans of the 
evil one. 

For ours is no struggle against enemics 
of /1c~h and blood . but against all the 
various powers of evil, which hold sway 
in the darkness around us. But let llS 

always remember that we have the Over­
cOlller within us, who alwavs C:1.WieS us 
to triumph as Paul could testify: "'Vher-

We necd llis 
Presence in liS to melt our mountains of 
difficulty. We should anticipate that hy

Ane!" for her the heauty of 
tilt, scellcry would soon he changeel for the 
ullwhoicsoml' haunts of fal!en humanity. 

The few miles were soon cO\'ered, and 
she found herself !1('aring her destination. 
Ilowc\"{'r, instead ()f riding to the end of 
the line. as her custom W,IS, she alighted 
at an eae;tside intersection. and started 
walking toward town. E.vidently it was a 
district mostly populated by l11en, for as 
she Illatle her way westward she noticed 
many men along the way; men with 
whi~ker~; men with canes j men of var­
iOl!~ ages and descriptions.

do you live?" she inquired. ""L'p there," 
pointing to a stairway of the building. 
And so they climbed the stairs to the little 
room where i\linerva lived. and she was 
placed llpon the bed (which was an old 
arm)' cot). T he room was filthy beyond 
description. and the poor old bod)' was 
found to be shamefully bruised from 
brutal mistreatment. Putling her arm 
around lhe suffering woman Ollr friend 
prayed to God. and then went out, prom-

ising to get food. and to send a telegram 
to Minnie; also purposing to find some 
kind of a<.;sistanc(' for the !';crious physical 
condition which .. eeT1w(\ to require imme­
diate atlcntioll. For though ~linerva 
hardly seemed fit to live. she was certainly 
not read\' to die. 

Once all the street a friendly policeman, 
just going off duty. was the next s trange 
contact made, which seemed to be ill the 
very providence of God. For after a \'isit 
to the suffcring wOman he not only direct­
ed the way to the telegraph of fice but 
accompanied our friend there. e1l1pt),ing 
out his pocket of change to sponsor send­
illg- the telrgram to i\tinnie. And it was 
remarkable indeed that out of the many 
hundreds of policemen of Los Angeles he 
proved to be the son of an old business 
acquaintance of our friend's husband 
when both families lived in Co!orado, 
and where some of the youngeI' members 
of each famik had attended school to­
gether. And "this policeman. because of 
his official capacity. was able to accom­
plish something else which was not so 
e:t.."y for an ordinary person to do, and 
that was to make a place in the General 
Hospital by telephone, and to order an 
ambulance to he sent out immediately.

(Cfllltl1lllCd From I'age Three) 
do it in you. Only make that full sur­
render of oody, soul and spirit, of all 
your faculties, of e\·ery part of your he­
ing to God, as the Spiri t beseeches in 
i<omans 12:1,2, in order that yOll may 
prOve what is "that good. acceptalJle and 
perfect will of God." Then you will know 
that "II is Cod that worketh in you, both 
to will and to do of his good pleasure." 
It is (;(.xl that produces in you both the 
WIll amI the execution. 

We need to he and can be , if we are 
willing-. thc subjects of a continual in­
spi ration. To the highest kind of wor­
ship, word.., afe not essential, or even 
thought. The prayer of inspiration con­
sist... of words recei\'cd direct from God, 
"words proceeding out of the mOllth of 
God," the Spirit speaking in you. The 
prarN of ]{om<lns 8 :26 consists of word­
less worship in which "the Spirit Himself 
pleads fortis in sighs that can find no 
utterance" (Twentieth Century transla­
tion), longing'S that can find no words: 
··.<,ig-1Is that are beyond words." But the 
Searcher of heart!; knoweth what is the 
mind of the Spirit. because He ll1aketh 
intercession for the saints according to 
the will of God. 

\Ve thu~ become prayer dynamos for 
lhe Spi rit to pray in. It is God on carth 
praying to Cod in heaven . Thus the 
prayer-prai!;e life may become automatic; 
\\'orking in us, like Ollr natural appetites. 
Thtt~ it wil! become "mv meat to do the 
wil! of I lim that sent mc'.'· for the laws of 
that new divine nature will work within 
me, like the laws of my human nature. 
just as naturally and pleasantly. J\nd jl1st 
as the subconscious mind lakes charge 
of the vital functions during sleep, so 
will the super-conscious mind take cha rge 
of the higher spiritual functions , so that 
th is worship is tlot interrupted during 
sleep. but its power is augmented . because 
1he conscious mind (the intellect) no 
lon~er hampers or opposes the spi ri tual 
mind. 

It is especially when dcep sleep (tardc­
mali) fa lleth upon man, in slulllberings 
upon Ihe bcd, that Ill' openeth the e;lrS 
of men and sealcth their instruction . 
Joh 33 :15. 

So this life of worship is not hard and 
difficult, but heayen begun below. the 
days of hca\'en upon earth, for lIe daily 
loadeth tiS with benefits . and the Cross 
becomes to liS "the same kind of h11rden 
that wings are to a bi rd."
