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THE CRY FOR REVIVAL

MONG God's people everywhere
there is a deep and growing convic-
tion that the supreme and urgent

need of the hour is for a spiritual revival,
Indeed, there are many who are pro-
foundly convinced that unless there is
such a revival, the outlook for the
churches and also for the nation is grave
in the extreme.

The war is evidently nearing its end,
and while during the war there have
been many thousands, especially in
the armed forces, who have been
brought into a vital relationship with
God through Jesus Christ, yet the
hopes which were cherished that the
sufferings and the tragedy of the war
might bring about a spiritual awaken-
ing, have been utterly disappointed.

The cry of the prophet finds an
echo in the hearts of the children of
God everywhere, as they look out
upon the world, and into their own
hearts. “Oh that Thou wouldest rend
the heavens, that Thou wouldest come
down.” This cry brings to us a salu-
tary reminder that all revival is from
God. Tt is something which God must
do.

SPIRITUAL DEARTH

One of the dangers of a time of
spiritual dearth like the present is
that Christian people feel they must
do something in the hope that some- f
how revival may result. Great organ-
izations are brought into being, huge
campaigns are planned, vast amounts
of money are expended, and while
some results are seen, yet practically
no impression is made on the
churches or the community at large,
and in a few weeks the effort has
very little to show,. and certainly it
does not appear to have brought
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spiritual revival one whit nearer—indeed,
it would almost seem that because of its
comparative futility it has driven revival
further away.

Again, let it be emphasized that revival
is from God, and it concerns the church
of God. It is God by His Spirit breaking
into the almost lifeless, passionless and
visionless Church, bringing new life and
power, and then through a cleansed and

quickened Church doing His saving work
in the world.

Mountains of pride, of
tradition, of entrenched sin, of worldliness
in the churches, flowing down at the
presence of the Lord.

No one fears
God today. Men dare to criticize God
and even to speak of Him as though
He were merely one of themselves.

T. Forsyth, a true prophet who spoke
with fearless courage, said: “We are
apt to treat God as if He were only
a patron saint magnified, whom we
expect to attend to our affairs, if He
is to retain our custom and receive
our worship.

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Lights From the Jewish Ghetto

AN ADDRESS GIVEN BEFORE THE SISTERHOOD OF THE OHAVE SHOLOM SYNAGOGUE, ROCKFORD, ILLINOIS, BY HARRY A. STEMME,

your Synagogue tonight and address

your Sisterhood, particularly since I
have become acquainted with Rabbi and
Mrs. Danzig who kindly invited me to
spend an evening with them some time
ago. In our conversation on that occasion,
I called attention to the fact that not all
Gentiles are Christians. In your Old
Testament Scriptures there is a great
distinction made both in the law and in
the prophets, between one who is a Jew
only by nationality and not a real Israelite
who is doing his utmost to exhibit in
his life the righteousness of the law. You
will be interested to know that there is
a great definition of a Jew in our New
Testament. Here it is, “For he is not a
Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is
that circumcision, which is outward in the
flesh; but he is a Jew, which is one in-
wardly; and circumcision is that of the
heart in the spirit and not in the letter,
whose praise is not of men, but of God.”
Romans 2:28-29.

l COUNT it a privilege to be here in

And now, a similar distinction exists
between those who are real New Testa-
ment Christians and those who are nom-
inal Christians among the Gentiles. This
is the reason why I am going to tell you
my . life story, and how a Gentile who
had no conscience against taking advan-
tage of not only Jews but everyone else,
came to a living experience of Christ
where ractal hatred could no longer exist
side by side with a Christian experience.
May I state with all the conviction of
which T am capable that if all the Gen-
tiles today became New Testament Chris-
tians, not a single Jew in the world would
ever suffer persecution from Gentiles any
more. The teachings of Jesus make it
impossible for anyone who bears His
name to hate a single human being. With
this thought as a background, T am go-
ing to share with you my personal ex-
perience, and tell you why I love the
Jewish people today.

T was brought up a few blocks from
Maxwell Street in a tough section of
Chicago and attended the Washburn
School where perhaps 95% of the en-
rollment (about 1800) were Jewish. Most
of my friends were Jews and thus prac-
tically my whole social life found its ex-
pression in parties, dances, athletic events
and so forth with the children of Israel.
When Saturday came, I earned my spend-
ing money as a kid by making fires in

the various Jewish homes of the old
Ninth Ward in Chicago. (*Ye shall kindle
no fire throughout your habitations upon
the sabbath day.” Ex. 35:3.)

On one occasion I vividly recall, one
of the places where I built a fire was in
a Jewish Synagogue located on Maxwell
Street near Jefferson. In those days I
received 5c for going back twice to keep
it burning from sundown Friday night
until the same time on Saturday. When
I returned to the Synagogue on my
route to collect the nickels which T had
earned, I went to the first man in this
Synagogue whom 1 could contact and

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asked him for my money. He replied,
jerking his finger toward another man,
“Go to him.” 1 did so and this man in
turn pointed to another man and said,
“Go to him.”

After 1 had done this seven or eight
times with no success, I finally noticed
a man on the platform kneeling before
an altar with some ornamental religious
robes on him and so I reasoned that
maybe this fellow might have a keener
conscience than others who were there, so
I started to walk up and tap him on the
shoulder to collect my nickel. To my
surprise when the crowd saw where I,
a Gentile, was going, they let out a shout
and forcibly threw me out of the Syna-
gogue. Oftentimes after that I wondered
just why they rushed me, so that I would
not get up close to that altar, but now
I believe I know. It is only fair to add
that this treatment was just partial pay-
ment for the times T led a young hoodlum
gang into that neighborhood and over-
turned many carts and contents into the
street.

As a school boy, T fell in love with a
girl whom nobody would ever accuse of
beinz Irish. Her name was Celia Tsen-
stein. One time on a Jewish holiday, I
met a friend of mine who had a lemon
in his hand filled with cloves and us he
walked and talked with me he repeatedly
smelled the lemon. When I asked him
what he was doing that for, he said, “On
this holiday T am not allowed to eat any-

thing because this is our fast day.” His
name was Lewis Herskovitch. So I said to
him, “If you don't eat I won't either,
give me that lemon.” So 1 took
a good smell of it without stopping to
question how it would take away my
hunger, and fasted that day with him.
You will believe me when I tell you that
I was not a very intelligent worskiper.

It was not long until I associated my-
self with a group of Jewish gamblers
as well as other tough characters in the
neighborhood, which brought me into
plenty of trouble with authorities operat-
ing out of the Maxwell Street Police
Station., Three enemies in my reaction
against society were School, the police
and the Church. I was looking forward
longingly to the time when I would be
16 years of age so that I could tell my
parents that I wanted them no longer
to bother me by asking me to attend
Sunday School and church. I had an in-

"tense hatred for everything that per-

tained to religion because it was a con-
stant interference with the things that I
wanted to do.

However, I had a godly, praying mother
who was grieving her life out because of
my sinful ways. One Sunday morning,
about 8 months after T refused any longer
to attend church, she said to me, “Harry,
I want you to go to church this morning.”
[ replied, “What do I want to go to
church for?” My Sunday mornings were
spent in a little gambling joint directly
across from the Washburn School known
as “Sam’s.” Accordingly, that. Sunday
morning I started in the direction of this
place, when a strange attraction drew
me in the opposite direction toward the
little chapel where mother attended
church. As T continued my walk and came
up to the door of this little church, I be-
came conscious of a real tenderness
toward the gospel which was preached
there. They believed that it did not make
any difference what a man’s past life was;
if he would repent and receive Christ as
his Savior, the Lord would come in and
change his life.

When I opened the door, the pastor
was reading a passage from the Bible,
and after this he called the congregation
to prayer; and the custom was to kneel
for congregational prayer. T had not been
drinking anything that morning and so
I know that my mind was clear, but there
came something to me as I knelt that
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seemed like a vision. I thought I saw a
scroll before me which began to move and
unroll itself, and 1 saw on it the picture
of myself. It seemed impressed upon my
mind that as it unfolded I was seeing suc-
cessive pictures of my life in periods of
five years, (from that time until old age.)
I saw myself five years hence, and the
picture indicated a deeper sense of
degradation and sin and with each suc-
ceeding picture. I was made to shrink
from the consequences of my evil living,
if I should continue on in sin. Finally I
saw myself as an old man with every ap-
pearance of a whipped and defeated life.
All this was accompanied with a deep
sense of divine conviction.

When I could stand it no longer, 1
rushed from the building and fought a
tough battle with my conscience. My
plans were to enter the ring and I already
had my sparring partner and manager.
The boxing editor of the Chicago Amer-
ican was a friend of mine who promised
to introduce me to the boxing editor of
the Police Gasette—and thus help me meet
boxers of my weight. All this was going
through my mind and just what would be
my plans for the future if I should be-
come a Christian. I then and there de-
cided that T would wait until the morn-
ing service was over and go in and tell
the preacher about my past life and re-
quest that he pray for me. Accordingly
that Sunday morning 1 went in and re-
ceived Christ as mv Savior; and just as
certain as I am standing before you. I
became conscious of the great burder be-
ing lifted from my heart and a new light
from heaven seemed to come in.

Now my purpose in relating all of
this is to show you what a real experi-
ence of Jesus will do in creating the right
attitude toward the Jewish people. I have
a great tenderness and love in my heart
for them and I am firmly convinced that
it is impossible for one to be a real New
Testament Christian and have any anti-
Semitic attitude or lift his finger in per-
secution against the Jewish people.

This story will illustrate the effect of
my conversion : During the Jewish holiday
I had charge of a large news stand on the
corner of 14th Street and Holsted, which
was run by a Mrs. Goldherg. I found a
way to systematically take money from
the proceeds of my sales which did not
belong to me; but, after my conversion,
one of the first things T had to do was
to write a letter to her confessing my
theft, asking her forgiveness, and enclos-
ing the amount of money which I had
taken from her. Thus a real experience
of Jesus not only gives us a love for all
classes of people everywhere, but it also
makes it absolutely necessary that every
wrong be made right, so far as we can.

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Prayer the Keystone of Revival
HAVE YOU TRIED IT YET?

HARLES G. FINNEY in speaking
of the beginning of his revival work
says: “l had been in the habit of

rising early in the morning, and spending
a season of prayer alone in the meeting
house ; and I finally succeeded in interest-
ing a number of brethren to meet me
there in the morning for a prayer meet-
ing. This was at a very early hour; and
we were generally together long before
it was light enough to sce the road and
to see to read. One morning I had been
aroused and called the brethren up, and
when I had returned to the meeting house
but few of them had got there. As I came
up, all at once the glory of God shone
upon and around me, in a manner most
marvellous. The day was just beginning
to dawn. But all at once a light perfectly
ineffable shone in my soul, that almost
prostrated me to the ground. I think I
knew something then, by actual experi-
ence, of that light that prostrated Paul on
his way to Damascus.

“T used to spend a great deal of time in
prayer; sometimes, 1 thought, literally
praying ‘without ceasing.’ I also found it
very profitable, and felt very much in-
clined to hold frequent days of private
fasting. On these days I would seek to
he entirely alone with God, and would
generally wander off into the woods, or
get into the meeting house, or some-
where away, entirely by myseli.

“The spirit of prayer that prevailed in
those revivals was a very marked feature
of them. It was common for young con-
verts to be greatly exercised in prayer;

and, in some instances, so much so that
they were constrained to pray for whole
nights, and until their bodily strength was
completely exhausted, for the conversion
of souls around them. There was a great
pressure of the Holy Spirit on the minds
of Christians and they seemed to bear
about with them the burden of immortal
souls. They manifested the greatest
solemnity of mind, and the greatest
watchfulness in all their words and ac-
tions. It was very common to find Chris-
tians whenever they met in any place,
instead of engaging in conversation, to
fall on their knees in prayer.

“Not only were prayer meetings greatly
multiplied and fully attended, not only
was there great solemmity in those meet-
ing, but there was a mighty spirit of secret
prayer. Christians prayed a good deal,
many of them would spend hours in
private prayer. It was also the case that
two or more would take the promise: ‘If
two of you shall agree on earth as touch-
ing anything that they shall ask, it shall be
done for them of My Father which is in
Heaven,” and make some particular per-
son a subject of prayer; and it was won-
derful to what an extent they prevailed.
Answers to prayer were so manifestly
multiplied on every side, that no one
could escape the conviction that God was
daily and hourly answering prayer.

“If anything occurred to threaten to mar
the work, if there was an appearance of
any root of bitterness springing up, or
any tendency to fanaticism or disorder,
Christians would take the alarm, and give
themselves to prayer that God would
direct and control all things and it was
surprising to see to what extent, and by
what means God would remove obstacles
out of the way, in answer to prayer.”

Prayer is an essential link in the chain
of causes that lead to a revival as much
so as truth is, Some have zealously used
truth to convert men, and laid very little
stress upon prayer. They have preached,
and talked, and distributed tracts with
great zeal and then wondered why they
had so little success. And the reason was
that they had forgot to use the other
branch of the means, EFFECTUAL
PRAYER. They overlooked the fact,
that truth by itself will never produce the
effect, without the Spirit of God, and
that the Spirit is given in answer to
earnest prayer.
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Destruction and Restoration

HEN Christ looked over the city
w of Jerusalem and contemplated

its impending destruction, He
wept. The Jews had rejected His min-
istry, and He sorrowed because of the
judgment that was inevitable.

From the glory the Son of man sees
more than the city of Jerusalem. He
contemplates the whole earth, A Jewish
friend of the writer said that he was
given a vision of Christ weeping. Just
as the Jews of old rejected the ministry
of the Son, so the Gentiles today have
rejected the ministry of the Spirit who
has come to make known to men the pow-
er of the sacrifice of the Son and the
efficacy of His blood. And the judgment
foretold of old is inevitable.

The judgment for the rejection of the
Son was local, the judgment for the re-
jection of the Spirit will be world-wide.
The prophet Jeremiah foresaw this and
said, “1 beheld the earth, and lo, it was
without form, and void. ...I beheld, and
lo, the fruitful place was a wilderness,
and all the cities thereof were broken
down at the presence of the Lord, and
by His fierce anger.” Jer. 4.:23, 26.

When the Spirit was first outpoured,
Peter was given full revelation of both
the judgment and the blessing associated
with the coming again of the Lord Jesus
Christ. He preached, “Repent ye there-
fore, and be converted, that your sins may
be blotted out, that so may come times of
refreshing from the face of the Lord,
and He may send Jesus Christ, which was
before preached unto you: whom the
heavens must receive until the times of
restitution of all things.” Acts 3:19-21
(Scofield margin).

He then passed on to them the warn-
ing given by Moses years before, “A
prophet shall the Lord your God raise up
unto you of your brethren, like unto me;
Him shall ye hear in all things whatsoever
He shall say unto you. And it shall come
to pass, that every soul which will not
hear that prophet, shall be destroyed from
among the people.” In view of His know-
ledge of the sudden destruction that is
shortly to come upon the earth, is it a
wonder that my Jewish friend saw in his
vision the Son of man weeping?

After telling of the terrible judgment
that is to come, Jehovah said through
Jeremiah, “Run ye to and fro through
the streets of Jerusalem, and see now,
and know, and seek in the broad places
thereof, if ye can find a man, if there
be (any) that execute judgment, that
seek the truth; and T will pardon it.”

No man was forthcoming in Jerusalem
in that day. But the prophet Isaiah tells
us of a Man in the glory who said, “I
looked and there was none to help; and
I wondered that there was none to up-
hold ; therefore mine own arm brought
salvation unto Me; and My fury, it up-
held Me.” It is this One who executes
judgment who is the means of securing
the pardon spoken of by the prophet. A
pardon for the sin of the whole world!
But men everywhere reject Him who
offers pardon and they reject His pardon
and peace.

During the past year we have seen
the development of the most terrible
weapons of destruction ever made. One
of our editorial workers was recently on
a train with an American officer who
had just returned from England, who
described the extraordinary devastating
effect of a robot bomb that he saw careen-
ing down the streets of London, bringing
destruction and desolation everywhere in
its wake. We are reminded of the words
of the Lord through the prophet Hosea,
“O Israel, thou hast destroyed thyself.”
Hos. 13:9. By means of these latter-day
weapons of destruction the whole world
will destroy itself.

Wickedness is abounding on every
hand, and men are forgetting that God
hates iniquity and that He will by no
means acquit the guilty. It is written,
“Thou art not a God that hath pleasure
in wickedness : evil shall not sojourn with
Thee. The arrogant (the boasters) shall
not stand in Thy sight; Thou hatest all
workers of iniquity. Thou wilt destroy
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them that speak lies: Jehovah abhorreth
the bloodthirsty and deceitful man.” And
after this we hear the prayer of the Holy
Spirit through the inspired psalmist:
“Hold them guilty, O God; let them fall
by their own counsels ; thrust them out in
the multitude of their transgressions; for
they have rebelled against Thee.” Psalm
5:4-6, 10. R. V.

The scripture, “The wicked shall be
turned into hell, and all nations that for-
get God,” is not seen on many bulletin
boards these days, but it is still in the
Book.

It is after saying, “O Israel, thou hast
destroyed thyself,” that the Lord says to
those who take refuge in Him, “But in
Me is thine help. I will be thy King.”

He who transformed the earth from
being without form and void, and planted
a garden in Eden, will know how to deal
with the chaos that will be inevitable
after the sudden destruction comes upon
this earth. He will turn this world once
again into a garden. The desert shall re-
joice and blossom as a rose. It shall blos-
som abundantly. He who planted para-
dise at the beginning will restore para-
dise again at the end.—S. H. F.

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Facing Facts

M. L. GRABLE

N THE very beginning of the Pente-
costal outpouring we were quite small
in number. QOur ministry was marked

with signs and wonders. Hungry souls
from many old-line churches flocked to
us for the full gospel message. The un-
saved were swept in and our work grew
and prospered. Nationally known writers
have recorded our growth in their books
and we have rejoiced in spiritual victories.

Then the Lord’s judgment fell upon the
earth in world conflict. Depression
quickly turned into a time of padded pay-
rolls. But with the increase in “goods”
has come a rapid decline in spirituality.

Our Assembly of God pastors are
alarmed. Many have written us for
assistance,

Sunday School superintendents and

teachers who were once faithful to humble
tasks now ‘“sleep in” on Sunday morn-
ings. Parents “park” their children while
they are in defense jobs, and admit that
they have so much to do that they have
not time to go to church.

This material upsurge and spiritual de-
cline has greatly affected our progress. In
recent weeks we have had opportunity to
make a careful survey of the work being
done by our Sunday Schools at large.
Almost all states have had alarming losses
in their Sunday Schools. Perhaps 65%
of the Schools have had losses, while
35% have enjoyed some gains.

The situation is made all the more
serious when we find that leaders of local
Schools are taking the attitude that all
Schools are losing in number, “so why
worry if we lose a few?’ The existence
of this spirit is proved by letters received
from our District Sunday School Repre-
sentatives. We asked them for letters
stating the greatest needs on the field.
Theirdetters tell of lack of vision, interest
and concern on the part of the local Sun-
day School leaders. “They haven't the
time and do not care to be bothered.”

A Tulsa, Oklahoma, car dealer who
visited in the Publishing House recently
declared that by hard work and good
business management, his business had
surged. ahead in spite of car shortage!
But in another breath he complained of
the lack of interest on the part of Sunday
School workers. He said, “Give us teach-
ers who care, and know how to teach,
and we will build good Schools.” His
School is holding a two-week teacher
training class, seeking to regain lost
ground.

Losses on the field are being reflected
in the total output of our Sunday School
literature from the Gospel Publishing
House. It is a little early to announce
the losses in figures, but indications are
that a number of Schools have actually
closed. Our total number of orders is
decreasing at no small rate.

This is a matter of no small concern
to all. We would share our burden with
our constituency. If we rejoice in sea-
sons of prosperity, then we should be
willing to face facts in periods of decline.
Should we not humble ourselves before
God, in’prayer and humility? Above all,
let it not be said of us, as Assembly of
God Sunday School workers, that we are
among those whose love has waxed cold.
So long as there are unreached souls all
about us, it would seem that there is no
excuse for our Sunday Schools showing
marked decline in attendance. IL.et us
remember that we are builders together
with God.

Daily Feeding

“In the morning ve shall be filled with
bread; and ye shall know that T am the
Lord your God. And they gathered it
every miorning ...and when the sun
waxed hot, it melted.” Exod. 16:12, 21.

In these verses we have the law of the
manna. The Lord would send it in the
morning : in the morning it was to he
collected. He who neglected to gather his
manna in the morning would have to go
hungry the whole day long.

All this is a foreshadowing of our
blessed Savior. He Himself is the bread
from heaven, the hidden manna. It is in
the morning that the believer, even though
he be one of the weakest, must draw nigh
to God to receive his portion for the day.

The reading of the Word is not all that
he has to do. The Word is the vessel in
which the bread of life is served ; he must
not only read and meditate on the Word ;
he must know and accept the living Christ
as his bread of life. Jesus is the “hidden
manna.”

Neither is it enough to pray; prayer is
seeking after the manna; he must be
sure actually to find the Bread of Life
and carry it with him during the day as
his food and source of strength.

By
faith T look up in the morning to Jesus as
my life. By faith I surrender myself, in
the full sense of His love to me, in that
He will be my life throughout the day. I
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tarry until my soul has the full assurance
of this. By faith I thank the Lord that
[ may possess Him for the whole day—
and I go out into the heat of the day in
the rest and gladness of the assurance that
Jesus is my Life in this day.—Andrew
Murray.

And so she walked along, holding
sweet communion with her lLord, and
seeking further guidance, quite satisfied
to know that He was taking her some-
where on some mission of His own
choosing. Reaching the outskirts of the
town she noticed an old shack not far
from where she was passing. And then
she thought she heard a groan. Yes,
she decided it must have been a groan,
for she heard it again. Following a
path which led to the entrance of the
wretched-looking place, she reached the
doorway and looked in. In one corner
an old man, evidently in great misery,
lay on the floor, with some excelsior,
covered over with a gunny sack for a
bed. Aside from that the place was
bare and empty. The poor creaturc
had long hair and whiskers, and he was
filthy and ragged. More than that, he
was very sick, partly delirious, and evi-

dently frozen. She noticed that one
hand, lying on the cold stone floor, was
cracked and bleeding, one ear was swol-
len, cracked open and bleeding, and a
large sore on his face was discharging
corruption.

Approaching close to the suffering
man our friend bent low, and question-
ed: “You are quite sick, are you not,
brother?” *“Yes,” he whispered faint-
ly, “I'm scik.”

A Christian doctor was
sent for. Accompanied by the grocery
man, and with a bowl of hot soup, she
returned. The soup was spooned out
slowly.,  Groceries were brought in.
Coal was ordered. A little monkey
stove that would furnish heat, and also
serve for warming food, was set up, and
soon the little cabin was made quite
comfortable.

Someone may ask, “Were there no
hospitals in that city? Were there no
charitable institutions of any kind?”
Yes, doubtless some such place could
have been found. But our friend has
not mentioned that such a thought once
came to her mind.

The doctor arrived and, after an ex-
amination announced, “He cannot pos-
sibly live.

He was a sight for
well-kept persons to look upon, and he
was in great distress. Warm water was
ordered, and then the cleansing away
of the filth and corruption began. His
face and hands were cared for, and then
our friend was asked to bathe his feet.

ence of our God who "is a consuming
fire.”

Our RESPONSIBILITY

This is the revival we need, and man is
helpless to produce it. All the organiza-
tions and campaigns, good as they may
appear to be, will utterly fail to bring
about this urgently needed revival. God
is sovereign, and in nothing is His sov-
ereignty more clearly revealed than in
this matter of spiritual revival.

Can man, then, do nothing? Ought we
just to fold our hands in apathetic in-
difference? No, a thousand times No,

There is a revealing word in Isa. 64 :4,
which shows us what we ought to do. We
are told there that “God worketh for him
that waiteth for Him.” This gives us the
clue to our responsibility. It is to “wait”
for God. What does that mean? Mere
inactivity? A listless indifference? No,
no. It implies a yearning longing such
as the prophet expressed in his poignant
cry: “Oh that Thou wouldest rend the
heavens, that Thou wouldest come down.”
It implies a passionate, persistent waiting
upon God for the manifestation of His

power—Ilike Jacob when he said, “T will
not let Thee go except Thou bless me.”

All this is far removed from inert in-
activity and indifference. It is something
costly; something akin to sweat, and
blood, and tears.

But again, there is another revealing
word in Isa, 26:8, where the prophet
says: “In the way of Thy judgments have
we waited for Thee, O God.” The word
translated “judgments” might be more
correctly rendered “law” or “method.”
God is a God of judgment, of law, of
method: “Blessed are all they that wait
for Him.” What is that “law” or
“method” along which we must wait
for God to ensure His working for us?
This is of supreme importance. Turn to
the closing verses of chapter 64, and you

will find it set forth there. Tt is by way

of confession and submission,

If we are to fulfil the divine conditions
for the display of God’s sovereign power
in revival, we must come to the place of
sincere, heartfelt confession and true
humble submission.

CoxressioN. The prophet confessed

on behalf of himself and his people to
three things:
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(a) Uncleanness. ‘“We are all as an
unclean thing.” In the light of the holiness
of God comes the conviction of our un-
cleanness. lsaiah in the temple said: “I
am a man of unclean lips.” Job in the
presence of God: I abhor myself.” Who
of us would not have to confess to some
form of uncleanness of thought or desire,
when we allowed the searchlight of the
pure holiness of God to shine into our
hearts?

One thing 1 of the Lord desire,
For all my path hath miry been:
Be it by water or by fire,
Oh, make me clean, oh, make me clean!

So wash me, Thou, without, within,
Or purge with fire, if that must be;
No matter how, if only sin

Die out in me, die out in me.

(b) Then, our worthlessness. “All our
righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and
we all do fade as a leaf; and our in-
iquities, like the wind, have taken us
away.” Are we willing to take this posi-
tion? Do we say with Paul: “I know
that in me, that is in my flesh, dwelleth
no good thing”? Do we not very often
think within our hearts that there is some
innate goodness in us, something of which
we can boast, something wherewith we
can come before the Lord?

GREATEST FAILURE
(¢) Prayerlessness—perhaps this 1is
our greatest failure. How terribly

prayerless we are! In the light of the
urgency of our need, in the light of all
the promises of God to those who pray,
how slow we are to do so! How much
time do we spend in prayer each day?
Nor is it the quantity of prayer which is
important; it is surely the quality. The
word' the prophet used is suggestive of
this. “Stirreth up himself to take hold of
God.” It reminds us of Epaphras, of
whom we read “he labored fervently—
agonized—in prayer.”

God is waiting to break forth and only
looking for His people to stir themselves
to earnest, passionate, agonized prayer—
“Oh that Thou wouldest rend the heav-
ens, that Thou wouldest come down.”
And, of course, the confession, if it is
true, carries with it a holy determination
to put all wrong things right; otherwise
the confession is a mockery.

Then there is supmissioN, and it is
a threefold one.

(a) Tt is the submission of the child
to the Father—“O Lord, Thou art our
Father.” We are to live and walk as
“ohedient children,” as dear children, as
children of light. We are to live in glad
submission to the chastening hand of the
Father of our spirits! This is our right-
ful attitude, as children, to the Father.

(b) Tt is the submission of the clay to
the Potter. “We are the clay, and Thou
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our Potter.” There can be no more com-
plete submission than this. “Hath not the

(c) Then, finally, it is the submission
of the created to the Creator. All rebel-
lion must be put away. He can do with
us as He will. We have been “created
(re-created) in Christ Jesus unto good
works, which God hath before ordained
that we should walk in them.” As we
look back over our past failures, and for-
ward to the responsibilities which this
year will bring, are we willing to take
this attitude of submission? Let us hum-
ble ourselves under the mighty hand of
God, that He may exalt us in due time,
If we are willing to take this attitude of
confession and submission to God, we may
with confidence leave it to Him to “work
for us.”

O Breath of Life, come sweeping through us,
Revive Thy Church with life and power;

(O Breath of Life, come, cleanse, renew us,
And fit Thy Church to meet this hour.

Now in closing I want to challenge
you with a story from Dr. Leon Tucker
which he related in my presence some
years ago.

“As we were returning to Ouagadougou, we
stopped over in Lalle and rejoiced that even at
this last minute the Lord had provided a way
for us to visit this newest outstation, For sev-
eral wanted to visit the few
believers there, but our health was such that
we couldn't make the 55 miles on hicycle, Lalle
is located right at the hub of the Ouagadougou-
Yako, Kayva-Koudougou districts, so we are
confident that the Lord will use this new light-
house to reach many in this vast, hitherto un-
reached territory. We were not able to stay
long, but we made the acquaintance of some 30
people who had confessed Christ as Savior.
They were delighted to see us and so pleased
that they finally had a teacher living in their
midst.

“We were notified that the trucks would be
stopping for us on August 8th on their way
to Bobo. These trucks are large and well
built ; in fact, too much so, for the native drivers
take all the bumps and ruts, avoiding mothing.
By the time we had traveled the 240 miles,
our backs were black and blue. It was like
riding the hurricane deck of a bucking bronco!

“We separated at Kankan. Mr. Jones took
the shortest route to Dakar to try to complete
arrangements for our departure, and I took the
train for Mamou to get the children. It was
sweltering in the train, but by nightfall it
was quite cold, for we had climbed 5,000 feet.
The school is located in an ideal spot and it
is difficult to believe that such a climate ac-
tually exists in our part of Africa. We spent
an interesting week there, awaiting news from
Mr. Jones as to whether or not we could leave
at this time. He was assured at Dakar thai
we could leave immediately upon arrival, so he
returned to gather up the family. There is
practically no means of getting from Kankan

The last afternoon we were driv-
ing along at 25 miles per hour, enjoying the
beautiful scenery despite the terrible roads,
when we suddenly felt that we had a flat
tire. Upon inspection we discovered that the
spokes had almost completely broken out of
one wheel. Trving to change a wheel without
a jack at high noon m Africa with no shade
available really isn't much fun, but the Lord
helped us and we were on our way again.

“At Bamako we boarded the train for Dakar,
thinking that we would leave on the 12th by
plane. The Railroad Company kindly gave us
free passes on the train, so this was a big
saving, After a day and two nights we ar-
rived in Dakar, only to learn that the plane
was scheduled to leave the next morning! We
hurriedly repacked our things, for we had
several pounds excess baggage. Just two hours
before the plane arrived, the agent told us that
there was no place for us. We settled down for
a full week, awaiting the return of the plane,
thinking we would try Lisbon and take a boat
from there to the States. Again we packed.
This time we were taken to the plane, only to
be told that we could not go.

“The following week we were ready to leave
via Natal, but once again we found that the
plane was already full. If we are unable to ge:
off next week, a new service will begin the
15th of October and we are assured of a pas-
sage at that time. Needless to say, we are
anxious to see you and we know that you are
praying for us as we make this last lap of our
journey.”

We are glad to report that the Jonses ar-
rived safely in America on October 30th. May
the Lord richly bless them and give them the
rest and the strength they need.

ALLIED ARMIES

United States armed forces comprise be-
tween 8 and 9 per cent of the population of
U. S. A. reports The Outpost. Australia and
New Zealand have armed about 12 per cent,
and Great Britain about 15 per cent.

WARTIME PROSPERITY

The national income is nearly four times
what it was in 1932, and yet our per capita
giving to churches and church benevolences 15
considerably less. For every dollar that Ameri-
cans gave to churches and church-related
charities last year, they put forty dollars into
savings and six dollars into alcoholic bever-

ages.
UNION MEMBERSHIP

The regimentation of mankind proceeds
apace, in order to fulfill Bible prophecy, and
not the least factor is the worldwide move-
ment of labor union, Sixty per cent of the
factory workers in the United States are now
under contract to a labor union (but only 15%
of the white-collar workers). Three million
American women now belong to trade unions.

A SONG FOR THE RUSSIANS

An interesting incident that happened in
Moscow recently is told by Beverly Shea in
Club Time. U. S. Chamber of Commerce
President Eric Johnston and Author William
L. White were listening to their hosts: sing
Russian songs. Then the Russians politely re-
quested their guests to sing an American song.
Johnston and White consulted for a few
moments, then responded with the only song
they both remembered. It was, “Jesus Wants
Me for a Sunbeam.”

FELLOWSHIP IN FRANCE

The following message has just arrived from
Pastor Thomas-Bres, 91 Boulevard Gambetta,
Nice (Alpes Maritimes), France:

“If Pentecostal brethren are coming in the
south of France with American troops, we
would be happy to know them and to receive
them in the name of Jesus. I am pastor in
charge of the Assembly of God church of
Nice, founded by our dear Brother D. Scott.
The Lord has wonderfully blessed His children,
and we are rejoicing for many souls saved and
bodies healed. The Holy Spirit is working.
Alleluia !”

Many of our young men would avail them-
selves of this opportunity to have Pentecostal
fellowship while in southern France, no doubt,
if informed of the above.

GOSPELS FOR THE SICK

Hospitals in New Orleans recently placed
nearly 20,000 copies of the Gospel of Luke on
the breakfast trays of their patients, as part of
a city-wide campaign conducted by the Ameri-
can Bible Society.

RUSSIAN NEW TESTAMENTS

Russian prisoners of war in Germany are
permitted to receive Testaments through neu-
tral lands, and many of them are asking for
copies, but the supply has been exhausted. Two
British societies wanted to issue a joint edition
of the Russian New Testament, but there was
no paper available. The American Bible Society
therefore was appealed to, and it has issued
editions of ten thousand each. However, the
need is for millions rather than thousands.
Pray that the Word of God may reach the
hands of millions of soul-hungry Russian
people. Since it has been a criminal offence to
print, publish or distribute the Word of God,
in whole or in part, in Russia since 1929, it is
safe to say that millions of Russians have never
seen a Bible nor heard a word read from the
Bible!

THE CHANGE IN RUSSIA

According to Brother N. J. Poysti of the
Russian and Eastern European Mission, Soviet
Russia has made an official “about face” in its
attitude toward religion.

The voice of E. M. Yaroslavsky, head of the
Militant Atheists’ League in Russia, the man
who spearheaded the wvicious attacks wupon
Christiamity for many years, recently was
silenced by death. And with his passing
Besboshnik  (The Godless), a blasphemous
periodical which he edited, has discontinued
pul lication. It is reported that the printery and
the publishing house where this and other
atheistic literature was produced have been
placed at the disposal of the Russian Orthodox

The Mission has even received news from its
workers in that part of Russia which formerly
constituted eastern Poland, that they are busy
in the Lord’s work, that the work is progress-
ing, that ministers are free from secular work,
and that they enjoy freedom of waorship.

Scores of Christian workers in Eastern
Europe who for many years have looked for-
ward to the day when they could preach the
gospel in Soviet Russia, are now “in.” They
prayed—the exiles in northern Russia and
Siberia prayed—the harried pastors, evangelists
and believers throughout that vast territory
prayed—and here and there in other lands
faithful souls prayed. Faith again has ac-
complished the “impossible.” “Thanks be unto
God, who always leadeth us to triumph in
Christ.”

OPPORTUNITIES IN BRAZIL

Protestantism is growing rapidly in the new-
ly opened west of Brazil. According to S. §S.
Times, the British Real Estate Company of
Parana has acquired jungle lands greater in
extent than both England and Wales, and is
cutting roads and founding homesteads and
cities. Thirty different nationalities have set-
tled on this new and fertile land. The largest
of the cities is Londrina (Little London). The
influence of Romanism is slight in these new
areas. “One western city, settled but twelve
years ago, has five flourishing evangelical
churches. The community of Sepe is almost
entirely Protestant, and the jail, built on
order eight years ago, awaits its first occupant.”

One prominent missionary says that in the
Roman Catholic Church of Brazil are great
numbers who openly and scornfully reject
papal infallibility and transubstantiation, and
question the efficacy of the mass. Pray for the
people of Brazil, that the true gospel may reach
them.

NEWS FROM SPAIN

A former representative of the British and
Foreign Bible Society in Madrid, now in
Canada, reports that the news he gets from
Spain is good. “There is a great revival go-
ing on. One correspondent tells of a brother
preacher who has reaped conversions almost
everywhere throughout Spain. In one large city
people broke out in tears as soon as he began
to speak, asking God to pardon their sins. The
correspondent adds, “‘We have never seen the
soil so well prepared for the gospel’

“But another letter says: ‘You can scarcely
imagine what kind of strategy the Evangelicals
are obliged to employ in order to be able to
worship God together, One pastor was obliged
to pay a fine of 1,000 pesetas (the average
salary of a worker for ten months of labor)
and spend some days in prison for having been
found reading and explaining the Bible to a
group of some forty Christians of his own
Church in a deserted place in the country.
Another pastor was “taken” reading the Bible
to a sick person in the presence of some other
people, mostly relatives of the sick lady. For
this “crime” he was imprisoned twenty-two
days, beaten severely, and fined 125 pesetas.
The ladies were arrested and were condemned
to have their hair cut off. But the Word of
God is being preached and lived by the
Spaniard, and God is glorified.””
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
