Thcre has bccn no t ral'al1 !>uf­
ficicnt to bring' fonh what (;od wants 
Lrollght forth, The enemy must tJot he 
a match for thc ;>"1.ints of God. The Spirit 
has been poured Ollt and will be rXlUred 
out more abundanlh', that there mav he 
ol'ercomc rs in p ra)'er, contending" and 
wrestling and prevailing, so that victory 
o\'e r the enemy may be attained. 

Daniel's prarers not only brough t forth 
Gab riel and ).Jjchael. bu t the\' also 
brought forth One who from IIi ,> descr ip­
t ion we can tell was none other than the 
Son of God. .\n/l so. God's people wben 
praying will not only cause the encmy 
to be overcome, bu t \l'il! bring forth the 
One who is the Son of man and lhe Son 
of God . 

Seventy years had been determined 
for the fulfillment of the prophecy 
of Jeremiah, hut Daniel's prayer was the 
necessary iactor in the fulfillment. \\'hen 
J 'eter tells us Ihe things to C01l1e, he 
~ a}'s : "\\·hat manner of persons ol1ght yc 
10 be ill all holy con\'cr~ation and godli­
ness, looking for and hasting the comi ng 
flf the day oi God." 2 Peter 3:11. 12, 
margin. S0111e will doubtless fail ill this 
high calling, but some will go through in 
spite of physical suffering and 111('l1tal an­
guish. Paul knew what thi s connic! was 
when he wrot e, "\Ve wrestle not against 
flesh and blood, bu t against principalities, 
a~aillst powers, against the ru lers of the 
darkness of thi s world. again st spiritual 
\1 ickedness in heannl)' places." Eph. 
6:12, margin. And so he exhorts liS, 
"\Vhercfore take unt o YOU the whole 
;,1"I110r of God. .. pray;"ng always with 
all prayer and s lipplication in the Spi rit.·' 
Eph. 6:13- 18, Why? "That)'e may 
he able to withstand in thc el'il da,', and 
ba\'ing done all, to stand ." ' 

This standing and \l'ith standing in the 
evi! day will call for and brill !; forth the 
divine strength and resources which arc 
only attained hy those who dare to stand. 
I Ie bids us, "Slaml therefore." If needs 
he, stand alone until dil'ine help c( mes. 
I; may be twenty-one days, or t\\'el1t)'­
Gne weeks. or twenty -one months: hll t 
help will come, and with the help will 
cOllie victory. 
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Bountiful Provision for All 
GREAT multitudes were following 

Christ, and He, considerate of their 
physical needs, put the question to 

Philip: ;'Whence shall we buy bread, that 
these may cat?" John 6:5. 

1t was a tremendous problem to Philip. 
He estimated that it would require two 
hundred pennyworth of bread-for poor 
fishermen that was a fabulous sum- and 
even then everyone in the multitude would 
have only a little. 

What a limited comprehension Philip 
had- and all of us have, for that malter­
of the infi nite resources of the One with 
whom he was speaking. Had not the 
Lord suppl ied sufficient manna to feed all 
the hundreds of thousands of Israel, not 
for a day, not for a week, not fo r a 
month, but throughout the whole forty 
years of their wilderness wanderings? 

But Jesus was not perturbed. " He 
Himself knew what He would do." He 
knew the will of the Father, for H e lived 
in such close intimacy with the Father 
that the very words He spoke came from 
the Father, and His very act was the 
result of the indwelling and power of the 
Father. 

The Master bountifully supplied all the 
needs of the multitude. lIe did not sup­
ply " that everyone of them may take 
a little," as Philip suggested ; but the 
five thousand men, and those of the ir 
families that accompanied them, were 
"filled." And there were twelve ba:.kets 
that remained over and above. 

It is said of the seed of Abraham that 
they "limited the Holy One of Israel." 
Psalm 78:41. And we have all been 
guilty of a similar sin. Like Philip, ou r 
minds run all the lines o f our limited 
natural resources. and we do not realize 
all that can be received. just for the ask­
ing", from Ollr bountiful God. 

But our loveworlhy Ch rist knows what 
He wi ll do. And if we will take the 
place of John (in His bosom), or o f 
Mary (at His feet) He will reveal to us 
what He will do. 

Long after J esus had gone to glory, 
John continued in intimate fellowship 
with Him and with the Father. so that 
he declared: "Truly Ollr fellowship is 
with the Father, and with His SOn Jesus 
Christ." 1 John 1 :3. On the isle of 
Patmos there was revealed to him what 
the Son of God will do. To him was 
given a revelation of the Son of God 
bringing jud{,.'ll1ent on all that is e\·il, and 
bringing in an era of blessedness and 
plenty and eternal peace. an era when 
there shall be 110 more death, no more 
sorrow, no more crying, no more pain. 

Such intimacy as John had, as Mary 

had. is for all of those who seck to be 
often and long ill the presence of ou r 
Lo\"er Lord. Through the Spirit "lie 
will shew you things to come." John 
16,13.-5. H. F. 

The Great Removal 
Ambassadors are removed before 

hea\'en's war against earth begins. The

So Enoch was 
taken away before the Flood, and Lot 
before the fire fell on the ci ties of the 
plain. The Kenites remove before ven­
geance falls on the Amalekites. The wor­
sh ipers of Jeho\'ah are separated from 
the Baa lites, before the sword extermin­
ates them. 2 Kings 10. r-.toses calls 
away the men of Israel from the COOl­

pany and tabernacle of Dathan, before 
the ea rth opens up and swallows up the 
rebels. Num. 16:21, 26.-Robert Govett. 

Faithf ul Stewards 
It is startling to see in Luke 16:11 

that the committal to us of the steward­
shi p o f the highest, the true, the heaven­
ly riches, depends upon our faithfulness 
in handling the earthly possessions, May 
thi s not be one reason why there is so 
little practical ontcome from so much of 
our teaching? )[ay it not be that God 
is withholding from many the fullest out­
come of the power of the Holy Spirit be­
cause the)' have not yet learned the ele­
mentary truth concerning stewardshi p of 
"that which is least"?

A S HORTAGE OF PASTORS

churches in Tennessee. If all the Tennessee 
chaplains shou ld return to Tenness('e pulpits 
they cO\dd nOI SUPI)ly one-Quarter of the needs. 
If all the students III Southern Baptist semin­
aries should return to Tennessee there still 
would be a considerable shortage. An appeal 
is being made for more young Baptists who will 
consecrate their lives to the ministry. Thank 
God, that is Olle shortage that d~s 110t exist 
in our Pentecostal ranks. \Ve have an abund­
ance of young I>cople who have heard the call 
and answered "Yes"-but there is always room 
for more in the whitened harllest field. 

A GREATER TRAGEDY 

A tragic paragraph is quoted by Rroc/olion 
f rOI11 a I)rivate letter that passed between a 
general and a colonel in the army, concerning 
the death of another general: 

"General Rlank was ordered back to \Vash­
ington on emcrgency leave to see his only boy 
who was wounded in the Southwest Pacific. 
Lieutenant BIalik had both his eyes shot out, 
one arlll and one leg lost. \Vhen General Blank 
entered his rOOTll a t \Valter Reed Hospital the 
shock of seeing his boy's condition caused a 
heart attack. General Rlank died immediately. 
He: was buried the fir st part of the week with 
most of our gang as pallbearers.'· 

If such a shock c:m come to the heart of a 
father when he sees his son a physical wreck 
through caUSes which are beyond his parental 
cont rol, what will be the shock to those parCll ts 
who see the spiritual wreck of their child ren 
when they, the parents, are responsible for the 
wreck by thei r failure to chastise, their failure 
to set the right example, their failure to pray 
for them-in short. by their failure to lead 
them to Quist? For that is a yet greater 
t ragedy, and one far more common than the 
tragedies of this terrible war. 
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GOD'S CARE FOR HIS OWN 
On Sunday. Dec. 31, 19.14, Ihere was a 

terrible train wreck near Ogden, Clah, in 
v.hich fifty persons lost their li"es-most 
of th em servicemen. First Class Seaman 
Grant, U.s.KR., was sllproscd to be on that 
tra in. H e received orders to take a detail of 
eigh t men from the Great La kes Stat ion to 
San Francisco, \'ia Chicago, and so he boarded 
the ill-fated train. But Grant was a child 
o f God, the: subject of many prayers and 
one who himself prayed-and God was taking 
care of him. Because the train was over­
crowded, an officer ordered the detail ofT 
the train to take a late. one, which left 
Ch icago Friday evening. In due time they 
passed the wreck and saw what th ey had been 
spared from. T l·is is only one of many 
s tories that can be told of God's faithfulness 
to look after lIis children in thi s war. Keep 
praying for your servicemen.

Another picUlre wa~ taken of the shipment of 
sllocs that was sent, which were di,pla),ed on a 
long table. It was too blurred for reproduction, 
however, On the back of the picture the 
Director of the lit ission had written: "\Ve arc 
sorry thi s picture is blurred but the photog­
rallher got too cxcited at seeing so much 
wealth in one place." \\'ho had e,"er thought 
of our shoes as "weahh" ? It goes to shOll 
how great the need is in Belgium, and how 
greatly this relief is apllreciated there, Notice
