ECENTILY one of the students ask-

ed me, “What is a revival 7" He went

on to say, “Is it right to say we are
having a revival every time there is a
stir among us? Is it right to call those
meetings revival where students publicly
confess their failures and then, after the
meetings are over, return to the same
kind of living as before?”

What is revival? Revival is that con-
dition or state produced by the operation
of the Holy Spirit in an individual be-
liever, or in a group of believers, in which
the urgency of spiritual matters and
spiritual viewpoints becomes paramount,
when believers allow the Holy Spirit to
so overshadow them that the presence of
God flows out into the midst of sinful
society. And when the Holy Spirit is thus
radiated in the atmosphere, He convicts
the world of sin, and of righteousness,
and of judgment.

That is what we want. No other kind
of revival will do. We are so accustomed
to using the word to mean a time of great
human activity, of shouting, praising,
coming to the altar, and special meetings,
that we think we can have revival any
time we want it. We announce that there
is to be a revival at such and such a
place to last two or three weeks. That is
all man made. That kind of “revival” is
not what we want.

It is very easy in this age of substitu-
tion to substitute something similar to
what God wants. Tt is easy spiritually to
substitute half a loaf for three loaves; to
substitute something that involves part
of our personality for that which demands
the whole of our personality. It is easy to
be satisfied with a wonderful moving of
the Spirit and the feeling caused by that
sense of the presence of God, and per-
haps the manifestation of that presence; it
is very easy to accept that for revival.
I.et us plead with God not to allow us to
accept any substitute for heaven-sent re-
vival.

If revival is bringing into vital reality
the things of God, then that is what we
want. T was recently reading an account
of the Welsh revival. One of the news-
papers in London was publishing wonder-
ful stories about what was going on in
Wales, so a minister, two deacons, and
a reporter went down to visit. The re-
porter intended to write up the revival.
They all said, “When we get down there,
we shall see that it is only emotion, just
the reaction of individuals to excitement
and hysteria.”

They arrived in the village of which
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they had heard in the morning, and said
to the hotel porter, “Can you tell us
where the revival is?”

“Where it is? It is down here!” he
said, pointing to his heart; and a sense of
the presence and the reality of God be-
gan to steal over the hearts of this re-
porter and the minister and deacons.

Then they went out and began to talk
to people on the street, saying, “Where
is the revival ?”

“Everywhere.”
“Isn’t there a meeting going on?”

“Yes, in every chapel. The meetings
have been going on since six o’clock this
morning.” They were directed to one of
the chapels, but were told that the crowds
were so large that they probably would
be unable to get inside the doors. As they
arrived, however, a few people came out
of the building and they got inside in
their places.

The presence of God was so great that
they were almost afraid to speak. Then
the devil began to say to the reporter,
“This 1sn’t for you.” A sense of the im-
portance he was giving to his own desires
and how little the things of God had been
to him came over his heart: but the
devil kept saying, “This isn’t for you.
You are too cold; there is no hope for
you. God cannot deal with you; you have
neglected Him too long.” He listened to
the accuser and his heart became dark and
fearful. Then someone started a chorus,

Delight thyself al-
so in the Lord:
and He shall give
thee the desire of

thine heart.
Psalm 37:4

“Oh, the bleeding LLamb who died and
shed His blood for me.” As that chorus
swept over the audience the sense of God
deepened, and this time God’s voice said
to him, “This 4s for you. The blood of
Christ was shed for you as well as for
anyone else.” The atmosphere made the
Redeemer’s blood so real to that reporter
that he gave his soul to God and found
peace then and there. He saw the I.amb
and sin as facts. The things of God were
made vital realities. That is what we
want.

We need revival because we need to
know the reality of sin. Sin is an actual
fact. It is an important fact. It is a fact
that demands urgent attention. Its ac-
tuality, 1ts importance, and its urgency
cannot be perceived where the Holy
Spirit is not effectively at work. The
world, the flesh, and the devil are ac-
tualities. But we do not see the world,
the flesh, and the devil for what they are,
except in the atmosphere of true revival.
During revival an understanding of what
sin is comes to the human heart as at no
other time. Anyone with whom God has
dealt knows that. When you come into
an atmosphere where the Spirit of God is
moving, and God can get you quiet and
can talk to you about sin, what it is and
what it does, you begin to understand;
otherwise vou do not understand what
sin is. God says sin is something aimed
at the very foundation of His throne.
Sin is a murderer and destroyer. A
brother recently spoke to us about how
he learned to hate sin because of what he
had seen in war-torn Europe. So we need
to see sin, not in Europe, but as it lifts
its ugly head in our lives. We do not see
that when there is no revival.

I have seen the Spirit of God working
in India. I remember one place where the
Spirit of God worked in a girls’ school.
The Spirit made the girls realize sin and
they began to hold prayer meetings—not
organized school prayer meetings, but
impromptu meetings for prayer—and God
would speak to them about things they
had been enjoying before the meetings be-
gan. They went to hiding places and
brought out the little things they had
taken. They went to each other and made
up, where before they had been quarrel-
ing. They confessed things that had not
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caused them the least bit of trouble be-
fore. The atmosphere of the very presence
of God came down, and then they couldn’t
attend to these things quickly enough.
The urgency of dealing with sin was
upon them when they saw it in the light
of God’s presence and the Cross.

We need that for the sake of those who,

are outside, as well as for ourselves. There
are men and women here in this city who
have allowed their lives to be gripped
by something that is determined to de-
stroy them, body, soul, and spirit. They
are gripped by sin, held in captivity to
the devil, and do not know it. If we are
not concerned about it, can they ever
come to feel any concern about it? The
urgency of dealing with it in our own
lives and in the lives of others demands
that we call upon God until a heaven-sent
revival comes upon us.

A friend in India, a young English
doctor, had a spot on her arm. At first
that spot didn’t bother her, although it
was a noticeable blemish. It didn’t bother
her until it began to feel strange, and she
as a doctor recognized the strange symp-
toms. She went to a medical school in
Calcutta, and asked that it be diagnosed;
and the terrible verdict came—leprosy!
Immediately she left her friends and her
mission, taking all the resources she had,
and she tried everything possible for rid-
ding herself of such a disease. She had
no other choice ; when that diagnosis was
pronounced, there was only one course of
action before her. For months and years
she went through all kinds of painful
suffering in order to get rid of that lep-
rosy. If she had wished to do so she
could have negected it and spared herself
much temporary inconvenience and ex-
pense and suffering. But she put every-
thing she had into the fight to get rid
of that leprosy. The disease now seems
to be arrested and she has found a marvel-
ous ministry among the lepers in India.

Let God talk to you about that little
dishonesty in your life, and pronounce
His verdict—"“leprosy”’—over it. You will
forget about everything else but getting
rid of it. We would never make excuses
if we had leprosy. We would not say,
“Oh, it's just a human weakness.” When
God gets a chance, by bringing us into
His presence, to tell us about the things
which ordinarily do not trouble us, then
He can deal with sin in our lives.

Some people have not dealt with such
things in their lives, nor have they al-
lowed God to deal with those things.
Some have even gone out to the mission
field and have been wrecked because they
did not take warning that there was some-
thing that urgently needed attention.

see what sin is. In that revival in Wales,
men who had sworn for years couldn’t
swear because of the sense of the presence
of God. They quit such habits every-
where. That is what we need. A mother
wrote to the editor of the local newspaper
asking where there was a safe barber
shop to which she could send her boy so
that he would not hear dirty stories,
swearing, etc., and then return to tell her
things that no twelve-year-old boy should
know. Would you subject your child to
leprosy or smallpox? But that is what
we do; we are not concerned about the
moral and spiritual leprosy that fills
America.

When that revival came to Wales they
were so concerned that they cried mightily
to God. There was one man who pleaded
with God for his family to be saved. He
was about the only one saved in the
whole town, and worked in a factory
where everyone swore and blasphemed
God. Everyone was enjoying sin. Such a
burden came over this man’s heart that
he tried to do something for his family
and the people where he worked. When
they found out that he had been convert-
ed, they were twice as bad. He saw that
anything he could do was useless, so he
went to God. In a week or two, men were

astonished to hear screams and cries from
their wives and children in their homes,
and they rushed home to see what was
the matter. They found their wives and
children crying to God to save them from
their sins, and they were unable to do
anything with them. They remembered
this man who had been converted, and
sent for him., The men themselves got
under conviction; their work was laid
aside for they felt that the only thing for
them to do was to get rid of this awful
leprosy of sin which had hold of them.

If we are not willing to let God deal
with our own hearts about that sin in our
own lives, how can we expect God to
deal with it in others? Let God deal with
you until you hate it just as you would
hate leprosy. “First cast out the beam out
of thine own eye.” Matt. 7:5.

The Lord points to a certain thing in
your life and says, “I have a name for it.
It is leprosy.” If a doctor told me I had
leprosy, I shouldn’t consider him an
enemy ; I should consider him my friend,
especially if he could tell me what to do
for it. We have been so deceived by the
deceitfulness of sin; but when the spirit
of revival comes upon us, when God lets
us know what sin is, we feel the urgency

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GOD’S CHOICES

HERE are proud, presumptuous
T spirits who long for the place of pre-
eminence. Such were Korah, Da-
than, and Abiram. They said to Moses
and Aaron, “Ye take too much upon you
. wherefore then lift ye up yourselves
above the congregation of the Lord?”
They considered themselves just as quali-
fied to fill high positions as Moses and
Aaron. So they wanted to abase these two
leaders and to exalt themselves to the
position of pre-eminence.

GOD’'S METHOD OF MAKING MEEK

It is written, “Now the man Moses was
very meek, above all the men which were
upon the face of the earth,” and God
chose him to a place of leadership be-
cause he was meek. We sce his strong
spirit before he left Egypt when he slew
an Egyptian in his anger, but what a
change God wrought in those forty years
of testing and trial that Moses had on
the backside of the desert. God had pur-
posed to make him meek, and for those
forty years he was in the crucible until
he was refined as fine silver is refined,
and he came forth minus the tin of
human pride and all the dross of human
vanity., He came forth a lowly and meek
man, and God exalted this meek and low-
ly man to be ruler and commander of
His people Israel.

MAN’S CHOICE

Korah, Dathan, and Abiram were men
of strong spirit, and the proud heart al-
ways despises the meek and lowly ones
that God puts in authority. They say,
“We need men of ideas. We need men
who will put things over. We need men
at the top who are ‘go-getters.” We need
leaders of outstanding personality and
capability.” And they reject those whom
God has chosen. They will always choose
Barabbas in preference to Christ. And
how did God deal with those proud, self-
seeking men? They wanted to exalt
themselves, but He brought them down
in abasement. They wanted to be high,
but He brought them down to the depths,
for the earth opened her mouth and swal-
lowed them, and they went down alive
into the pit that John tells us is bottom-
less. And so shall everyone be who ex-
alts himself; but he that humbleth him-
self shall be exalted.

A WARNING FOR US
The people who knew not the thoughts

of the LLord and understood not His ways
began to murmur against Moses and
Aaron when this judgment fell. They
said to them, “Ye have killed the people
of the LLord.” But God was displeased
with these murmurers and sent a plague
upon them. As a result 14,700 perished,
and more would have died had it not been
for the atonement made for them by the
two men against whom they murmured.
The apostle Paul warns us against men
who exalt themselves (2 Cor. 11:20), and
also against this sin of murmuring. He
quotes this very incident and tells us,
“Now all these things happened unto
them for ensamples: and they are written
for our admonition, upon whom the ends
of the world are come. Wherefore let
him that thinketh he standeth take heed
lest he fall.” God does not want us to
be murmurers, but to be so filled with
the Spirit that we shall be “giving thanks
always for all things *unto God.” Eph.
5:20.

THE CHOICE OF GOD

Moses was instructed to get each of
the princes of the twelve tribes of Israel
to bring a rod. Every man’s name had
to be written on the rod he brought. Up-
on the rod of the house of Levi the name
of Aaron was written. These rods were
placed before the presence of God in His
tabernacle. The people were to leave the
choice with God as to who should lead

them. He would answer not as by fire
as He did when fire came from His
presence and devoured two hundred and
fifty princes “famous in the congregation
and men of renown,” who were one with
Korah, Dathan, and Abiram in their re-
bellion to oust Moses and Aaron—but
by life; for the rod of the one of God’s
choice would blossom.

FOR A TESTIMONY

Upon the morrow when Moses went
into the tabernacle and brought forth
the rods, there was one that had budded,
blossomed, and was yielding almonds.
It was Aaron’s rod. God bore super-
natural witness to the one of His own
choice, and Moses was instructed to put
this budded rod in the tabernacle to be
preserved as a token of God’s choice. The
men who wanted to be first were abased,
but they who were meek and lowly (for
Aaron was very much one with his meek
brother) were exalted.

GOD’S ANSWER

All these things, besides being a record
of history, are a parable of things to
come. One who was lowly and meek of
heart came to earth. But He was de-
spised and rejected of men, and men
showed forth their rejection of this One
by nailing Him to a tree. Men did their
worst to this meek and lowly One—they
crucified Him. He was taken down from
the cross and put in a tomb. He was
laid before the Lord as those rods were
laid in the tabernacle, and God answered
by life. Into that dead form came life.

OUR ETERNAL PRIEST

This risen One has lfe forevermore,
and He is exalted in the tabernacle on
high (of which the one below was but a
type), as God's priest forever, not of the
order of Aaron but a higher order, a
priest forever after the order of Mel-
chizedek. Look to that tabernacle on
high, and you will see there that meek and
lowly One filled with life, and He says to
you, “I am He that liveth and was dead ;
and behold, I am alive forevermore.”
And this eternal life that He possesses He
gives to those who are His, yea, He came
and died and rose again in order that
they might have life and have it more
abundantly.

OO Ming was new in the faith,

And
while they sipped away at their tea, Woo
Ming came on the scene. “Gentlemen,”
he said, “you have all worked very hard
today, and I want to invite you inside to
be my guests for a while. We have a man
who has made a special trip to this place
to teach us the gospel of Jesus. So while
you are being rested, you will be greatly
benefited by listening to this speaker.

This action fired the adversary to greater
and more drastic measures. He went
directly to the nearest garrison of Jap-
anese soldiers and reported that he had
found a spy. The commanding officer was
naturally interested in having the facts.

“Here,” said the informant, “is the ad-
dress where you will find the man, and the
time when you are most likely to discover
him at home.”

The next day, when the Bible study
was in progress, the little band of truth-
seekers were rudely interrupted by a rap
on the door. A Japanese officer stepped
in and gruffly asked for Woo Ming.

of getting these things out of our lives;
having them dealt with takes precedence
over everything else.

Many people have a real experience but
have never dealt with the things in which
their will is disobeying God. If under
the old covenant “every transgression re-
ceived a just recompense of reward, how
shall we escape” if we let down the stand-
ards, when God has said that sin is such
a terrible thing that it took the blood of
His Son to provide an adequate remedy ?
If sin is such a serious thing as that,
how can we consider it anything less
serious ?

The Lord does not scold or condemn ;
the Lord is a Physician. He came not to
call the righteous, but sinners to repen-
tance, because He is the Great Physician.
He says, “If that child of Mine would
only let Me deal with that murmuring
spirit in her heart!” Read what happened
in the wilderness when He sent fiery
serpents to those who murmured. If you
realized the seriousness of it, you would
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quit murmuring about anything. Let God
put the real revival spirit upon your heart
and you will want to get that complaining
spirit out of you, as you would want to
get a serpent out of your home.

But you say, “Revival is not for this
age. God has promised judgment upon
this age, and judgment is coming.” God
promised judgment upon Nineveh, but
the people of Nineveh repented, and He
wants this world to repent even as they
repented. There isn't one thing that
could keep us from bringing down upon
the cities where we reside such a sense
of the brooding presence of God that
those things which happened in the Welsh
revival would happen in 1946.

We need a revival because we need to
know the reality of sin, and to have a
true appraisal of the world, the flesh, and
the devil. Another reason is to make real
the power of God and the wisdom of
God in the Cross. If the Cross is not real
to you, plead with Him to make it real.
I would not trade what God did for me
when He made the Cross real to me, for
the Baptism in the Holy Spirit. I do not
have to; I can have them both: but I can-
not understand how people who have the

&
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Baptism in the Spirit do not go on and
let God make the Cross real to them.

The last place in the world that we
would go for pleasure, for satisfaction,
for joy and peace, for healing, would be
a cross! That is why we need a revival.

“I know a place where sins are washed away;

I know a place where night is turned to day:

Burdens are lifted, blind eyes made to see—

There's a wonder-working power in the cross
of Calvary.”

But if the spirit of revival isn't upon
you when God wants to take you to that
Cross, you will run as fast as you can.

“Becoming conformed unto His death.”
Phil. 3:10, R.V. The things that you read
in Romans are living spiritual realities;
in other words, I am in His grave. But
I don’t sense that reality until the Spirit
of God demonstrates it to me. I don't
want to go to the grave; I will fly from it.
If we sense the realities that the Spirit of
God senses, we would flee to the Cross,
plead with God to let us know the Cross
more, and let the Cross operate in all its
power in our lives until we could say in
greater depth of reality, “I have been
crucified with Christ.” That is not a

grace of God which was with me. 1 Cor. 15

two senses. It points first of all

to the free and undeserved bless-
ings bestowed by God, upon which we
can always reckon, and for which we
should thank Him daily; and then the
word may be used of the divine power
with which this compassionate love
works within us. Grace is not merely
an attribute of God, but a life-power
which works in us every day and every
hour, giving us the power to do God’s
will.

T HE word “grace” may be used in

Paul speaks in this text of the good-
ness of God that made him, all un-
deserving, what he was. God’s grace in
him was not found vain, for he had
labored more abundantly than they all.
He was by God’s grace enabled to do
his work. He felt it was all free grace,
by means of which the divine power
worked within him.

Let us hold fast these two thoughts
as we approach the throne of Grace.
God will receive us and use us and
bestow His grace upon us, not in

measure according to our deserts, but
according to the great love which He
has for us. We will then be able to do
what God requires each moment of the
day. Hear what Paul says: “God is
able to make all grace abound toward
you; that ye, always having all suf-
ficiency in all things, may abound to
every good work.” 2 Cor. 9:8. And
again: “I was made a minister, ac-
cording to that gift of the grace of
God, which was given me, according to
the working of His power.” Eph. 3:7.
It is the constant stream of grace that
gives us the power to be “abundant
in every good work.”

“Not I, but the grace of God that
was with me.” Let every thought of
what the grace of God will work in you
be linked with the words: “Not I, but
the grace of God.” Cultivate large
thoughts of what God will do for you.
Bow before the throne of grace fully
assured of what His grace can and will
do for you. “Be strong, and of good
courage, and He will strengthen thine
heart.”
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living spiritual reality unless the spirit
of revival is on us. God never intended
that we should get away from revival and
let the things of God become dim and
unreal.

When the Lord laid His hand on us in
India and impelled us to seek the Baptism
in the Spirit, we didn’t want any vaca-
tions except for tarrying meetings. When
God put that desire in our hearts, we
wanted to have days of waiting in His
presence, seeking His face. It was a real-
ity more wonderful than all the social
fellowship even of good Christian people.
We didn’t want anything else. We have
all been there, I suppose, and yet gradual-
ly we have drifted away. Because of neg-
lect, we can go a whole day without com-
ing into the presence of God to seek His
face, because the spirit of revival, the
reality of the things of God, the presence
of the Spirit of God, is not pressing in
upon our consciousness as God would
have it to press in. Ask God to take you
to the Cross.

Ask God to show you what you did to
Jesus. I know you love Him dearly. Most
of you would give up anything or anyone
rather than Jesus, and God intended that
it be that way. But you need to see Him
crucified and say, “Where did You get
these wounds in the palms of Your
hands ?”’ And you need to hear Him say,
“These are the wounds I received in the
house of My friends.” And you need to
see your name written there in those scars,
piercing those blessed hands, written in-
delibly upon those loving palms. When
you see how you have hurt Him, it will
break you as nothing else will break you.
Don’t ever try to break yourself. Don’t
try penance or refraining from legitimate
things. Trust God, let Him do the crucify-
ing. Let Him do what He wants to do in
your life and you will never cease to thank
God. He has a remedy for sin, sickness,
the power of the devil, the power of the
flesh, the power of the world, darkness,
the curse—that remedy is Calvary. When
we are acquainted with that remedy so that
it is real in our lives, we will be useful
to the Lord, as He wants us to be.

We don’t know
just what takes place, but there comes a
time when the caterpillar becomes rest-
less. It goes away from the tree; the
tree doesn’t satisfy it any longer, and it
goes to seek a grave. It seeks until it finds
some soft dirt, and there it buries itself.
But after it has been buried for some
time, one day that tomb opens and out of
that tomb comes, not a worm, but a
creature made for the skies. Leaving that
tomb it flies away into the freedom of the
limitless expanse of the blue. If, how-
ever, that worm is kept from the grave

I£ have come to the season of this
year of our Lord, 1946, when we
remember it is just forty years
since the latter rain ourpouring became
known to the Christian world in the spring

of 1906,

Forty is a number to cause us to pause
and ponder. The Bible itself suggests this
to be so. “Thou shalt remember all the
way which the Lord thy God led thee
these forty years.”

As we look back over “these forty
years,” remembering, as Moses exhorted
the Israelites to remember their forty
years, may God make it to us a time of
humility, of heartsearching, of seeking

and cannot reach it, and the leaves of
this tree are supplied to it, it will go back
to eating the leaves. It will be satisfied
with its caterpillar life, until a certain
process takes place and it dies of old age
without ever becoming what it was
destined to be.

That is a wonderful parable for you
and me. We were destined to live in fel-
lowship with God among the things, not
of sin, but of eternity. We were asked to
walk with God, forsaking all our own
thoughts and accepting His. We were
intended for heavenly places in Christ
Jesus. We were to be buried with Christ,
our lives hid with Christ in God; every-
thing was to become new. We are
branches of the living Vine because the
Father loves us as He loves the Son and
has made us partakers of the divine
nature because we share His life. How
little we know about being members of the
living Vine! But the pathway into all
this glory 1s the cross, and the grave.

Instead of secing the living realities of
the Word of God, we live in the realities
of this life; and temporal things take on
an importance that God never intended
them to have. The things of God, spirit-
ual blessings, are not as real as God in-
tended them to be. We need a revival
until the divine Spirit comes into our
hearts and we cry, “The leaves of this
tree no longer satisfy me. I must find the
grave for which this soul of mine is
crying.” “Behold, what manner of love
the Father hath bestowed upon us, that
we should be called the sons of God.”

1 John 3:1. And such we are, but “it
doth not yet appear what we shall be”
because we do not allow the sense of the
reality of the things of God to take hold
of our hearts. We will not see the Cross,
or His way of life, for it is truly suffering
and death. But if we will go the way
that His Son went, we will be crowned
with glory and honor as He was, because
of the suffering of death.

Let us pray for revival until we can
say, “Lord, I can’t let You go until the
reality of spiritual things takes such pos-
session of me that all You intend to be
accomplished in my life will take place in
actuality by the demonstration of the
Spirit.”

During 1945 the four railroads using its facili-
ties carried 109,349,114 passengers in and out of
the station—an increase of 1,367,000 over 1944,

RADAR ON MOUNT GERIZIM

One of the five sites selected for radar stations
in Palestine is Mount Gerizim, the mountain
where blessings for obedience to the Law were
pronounced in the presence of Israel. So back-
ward has the district been that a road must
be constructed to afford access to the mountain
slopes.

A REVIVAL IN GERMANY

According to The Dawn, there are signs of a
religious revival in Germany. “Churches of all
denominations are packed, and there is an eager,
almost desperate search {for religious faith.
Very high Allied officers are deeply impressed
by this, and think it is by far the most im-
portant factor in the German situation.”

AUSECRETEPRANER

The only prayer that has been reported from
the meeting of the United Nations Security
Council in New York is a secret one. It was
written on a piece of paper and slipped into the
ballot box by Paul Antonio, the mechanic who
made the box. “May God be with every mem-
ber of the UNO,” it said. It expressed the de-
sire of many others who are praying in secret
for the UNO—but it did not make up for the
woeful lack of public priyer that ought to be a
part of the ceremonies!

DANGER IN THE DRAFT

Christian parents object to the continuation
of the draft or compulsory military training on
the grounds of the moral dangers, rather than
physical dangers, in which it would put their
sons. A Navy chaplain writes that he saw a
line of enlisted men four abreast nearly a block
long waiting in the rain to get into a house of
prostitution in Japan. Military police kept order
and the whole thing was operated with the
knowledge, consent and co-operation of military
officials. The Army Medical Department says
that the rate of venereal disease rose from 62
per 1,000 last May to 155 per 1,000 in December
in the European area. The military insists on
beer in the camps and lectures on sexual
precautions but not sexual abstinence. Parents
have a right to demand that vice and booze be
cleaned out of military life before their sons
are conscripted.

MORAL COLLAPSE

Proi. Goodwin B. Watson of Teachers Col-
lege, New York, predicts “a general moral col-
lapse by the end of 1950" which will be caused
by “a shortage of husbands, an increase in the
divorce rate, and the increased employment of
women.” Only a religious revival can avert it.

SEVEN MILLION DIVORCED

Justice Walsh states that, according to Bureau
of the Census statistics, there are nearly 7,000,-
000 divorced persons in America, which he
terms “‘a national catastrophe and evidence of a
moral decline that can end only in disaster for
the nation.” In 1905 only 68,000 divorces were
granted. Today the annual total is 300,000
divorces.

A LONDON UNDERGROUND

The resort to underground shelter in coming
judgments (Rev. 6:15) is foreshadowed by a
war-time secret of the British Government now
disclosed. “Thousands of Londoners,” says the
London Times, “walked over Marsham Street
and never realized that beneath their feet was
a citadel equipped with the most modern prod-
ucts of science and engineering, to shelter the
War Cabinet, the Chiefs of Staff, and their im-
mediate staffs to the number of 2,000. Sunk
sixty feet below street level, it has three miles
of corridors and nearly a thousand rooms.”

RELIGIOUS INTEREST IN BRITAIN

Says Kenneth de Courcy: “In this confused
world situation, mention the need for spiritual
revival at almost any dinner-table in Great
Britain, and persons will spend hours discussing
the subject. And they will not avoid it the next
time they see you, but will themselves re-open
the subject. This interest has increased at least
one hundred per cent since the dropping of those
two atomic bombs. It only takes a few minutes
at any dinner-table to get general agreement
that the human race faces a cataclysmic crisis.
If formal religion has seldom been more dead
or at a greater discount, never was the spiritual
search of millions of individuals more cager,
even desperate.”

NO LONGER A RATIONALIST

Professor Joad has been one of the leading
rationalists of Britain, but evidently he has had
a change of mind. Writing recently in The
Rationalist Annual under the title, “On Being
No Longer a Rationalist,” he says:

“T see now that evil is endemic in man, and
that the Christian doctrine of original sin ex-
presses a deep and essential insight into human
nature. Christianity seems to offer just the
needed consolation, strengthening, and assist-
ance. If Christianity be true, this stirring of the
emotions is nothing but the sound of God
knocking at the door of one’s heart and pointing
out to one the direction in which IHe would
have one turn. They are the voice of God, who
is taking the initiative and calling one to Him.”
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NOTED HYMN WRITER DIES

C. Austin Miles, author of more than 3,000
hymns, died on March 10 at the age of 78.
Two of his best-known hymns were “In the

Garden” and “Dwelling in Beulah Land.”
PREFERRED PROGRAMS

A radio survey made recently by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture found that programs of
hymns and sermons are more popular than any
others in small towns and farming communities.
News programs and farming discussions come
second.

The National Assemblies of God Radio Hour,
“Sermons in Song,” is now being released
over 103 stations weekly—in 39 states, in D. C,,
and in Cuba. It costs nearly $2,500 per week to
carry on this great radio ministry, which is
dependent on the freewill offerings of God's
people for its support.

THE TRUMANS AND TEMPERANCE

Both the mother and the sister of President
Truman are members of the Women's Christian
Temperance Union, according to the State
President of the W.C.T.U. of Missouri. We
wish they might win the Chief Executive over
to the temperance cause, too!

BAD PSYCHOLOGY

At the very time when Toronto, Canada, like
other large cities, is plagued with youth riots
and juvenile delinquency, an eminent psychiatrist
of that city says that our entire concept of right
and wrong is a poison that needs to be done
away with. He is Maj. Gen, G. B. Chisholm,
Deputy Minister of National Health and Wel-
fare for Canada. Actually the juvenile crime
wave is a fruit of the teaching of self-ex-
pression put forth by modern psychologists—
but General Chisholm blames it on religion!

“For many generations we have bowed our
necks to the yoke of the convictions of sin,”
he says. “We have swallowed all manner of
poisonous certainties fed us by our parents,
our teachers, our preachers. . . .

“In the old Hebrew story God warns the
first man and woman to have nothing to do
with good and evil,” he says. Therefore he
would discard all teaching of what is good and
what is evil, in order to do away with “the
unnecessary and artificially imposed inferiority,
guilt and fear commonly known as sin, under
which we have almost all labored and which
produces so much of the social maladjustment
and unhappiness in the world.”

Moral teaching, he claims, prevents human
beings from obtaining emotional maturity and
leads to war. He thinks children should be
taught to think for themselves and be permitted
to set up their own standard of virtue. How
society could function without a common
standard of right and wrong, however, is hard
to imagine. Life under the psychiatrist's theory
would be as lawless and intolerable as it was
under the Judges, when there was no king in
Israel.

No, the problem of sin cannot be solved by
ignoring it. Sin is inbred in the human heart.
The only solution to the problem lies in
acknowledging our guilt and obtaining forgive-
ness from God through the cleansing power of
Jesus’ blood.

The orphanage is quite un-
like anything you perhaps ever
thought of in the way of an
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orphanage. There are no nice white beds in
neat rows, the bedrooms being quite empty. The
children just lie down on the floor at night
and huddle together, for the nights in the
mountains are sometimes quite cool. The long,
board dining table with two benches stands on
a side porch. There are a few broken-down
chairs, and a small rickety stand or two—all
the furniture of the orphanage.

At the back is a swimming pool, somewhat
out of repair, but filled with dirty water to a
height of two feet or more. In this the women
and girls stand while they wash out their few
garments. The cooking is done on charcoal
braziers, by girls squatted, African-fashion, on
the floor.

For years, the orphanage has been under the
care of two Jamaican ladies, Miss Doris Burke
and her mother. A short time ago our As-
semblies of God Foreign Mission Department
took over the support of the orphanage. We
have found two capable teachers to hold regular
classes there, providing for the education of
the children. Amelia Schewe is also helping
in the work of the orphanage. Some chairs
have been purchased, and some bedding is on
its way. But we are still without beds and
many other necessities. However, we are trust-
ing the Lord to meet every need in His own
way. Regular services are held at the orphanage
three times each week and a number have
sought salvation.

Outside the regular services at the orphan-
age, we are giving ourselves to the study of

From Singapore comes the following re-

port as written to L. O. McKinney by one
of the brethren in the church there: “"We are
very glad to know that the Lord is prepar-
ing to send you back to Singapore to con-
tinue in the good work that you, Mrs, Mc-
Kinney, and Miss Ashmore had so suddenly
to leave to go back to your homeland.

“After your departure Mr. Manni con-
tinued to very faithfully carry out the church
work, with the inestimable help rendered him
especially by Mrs. Yeo, Mr. Lye and general-
ly by the other members, till his death Sep-
tember 24, 1945,

“When the church work was reorganized
under the Japanese regime in 1942, it was
required by them that each church be re-
presented by a body of four, that is, a
preacher and three elders. . Preaching
was strictly prohibited in all the churhes.

“Though some churches were stripped bare
of all their belongings and the buildings were
made use of as stores or barracks for Jap-
anese soldiers, the Lord did spare us our
church and all its belongings so that we still
hold our services in the same place.

“Your personal property was claimed and
taken away by the custodian of every prop-
erty. Mr. Lye is now negotating with the
authorities to recover these. With a credit
balance of nearly a thousand dollars in Jap-
anese “Banana” Notes, our financial position
was very sound until the end of the Japanese
regime, when the advent of the Allied forces
rendered these notes valueless. So we are .
now out of funds.

“Though it is past history perhaps it will
not be out of place for me to write you a bit
about the life the Singaporeans led during
the dark days of the Japanese tyrannical
rule. It was hell on earth. Rations issued to
a family for one month were sufficient for
only five days. The black market prices of

Praise
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all commodities had to be counted in hundred
dollar notes instead of cents. Tapioca saved
the lives of most of us.

“The danger to life and property was the
worst. Enemies taking revenge was the order
of the day. Just a whisper in the ears of a
Japanese military by one’'s enemies would
have led one, together with his family, to
torture and certain death within the week.
Perhaps you can visualize what a relief it
was to all of us when the Allied troops
landed here on September 5. We were saved,
and now we are as happy as children.”
