One outstanding difference is 
in tlw ahsrllc/: from the tno<lern church of 
:o.pTrilllal gifts. There b incleed a great 
lark in Christcndolll today and the only 
reTlled\" is a return to First Century 
Chrj~tial1ity. 

The nine gift" outhned in I Cor. 12: 
8-10 secill to fall into three groups, ac­
cording to those that operate TTl the realms 
of ( I ) the emotions, (2) the mind, and 
(3) liI(' phy~ica l or material. The three 
gifts uf an l'motional character arc [PJts 
oj ('(SIalic speech prophecy, tongues, and 
interpretation of tongues; the three that 
pertain to the mind are giJts oj percep­
tioll the word of wisdom, the word of 
knowledge, ami the disceTiling of spi rits; 
the Jast three arc giJts oj ptrdlcr-faith. 
healing, and the working of miracles. 

These gifts are a\l of a miraculous, or 
sllpemaillral, nature; thcrefore their cx­
erci:;c is not a mere display of natural 
talent. "\ \('aling'" i:; not brought about 
by the skill of surgery or physiotherapy. 
"Prophecy" is not lhe homiletical product 
of a. human mind commonly called 
"prc..'"Iching." "Speaking in tongues" is not 
the ability to speak ill foreign languages. 
"\Viwo!l1" is not human sagacity or 
c1e"erness, "Knowledge" is not the amas­
sed facts gleaned from books. (Note that 
it is the "word" of wisdom, and the 
"won/" of knowledge.) "Faith" is not 
the natural faCility of trust or confid~nee 
that we ha\'c in man or other beings. We 
can better understand their nature and 
character when we observe their lise in 
the Scriptures. 

An illustration of the use of "tile word 
oj 'lwdom" is James' decision at the 
coullci l in Jerusalem. Ac16 15 :13-21. The 
vexing problem of the relation of the 
Genti le cOllve rts to the customs and laws 
of the Jews was the occasion of the calling 
of the gathering. There was much dis­
cussion; bu t to James was given the solu­
tion-a concession to Jewish believers, 
which preserved (he unity of the infant 
chu rch, and was acccpted by all the breth­
ren as the mind of the Lord. On the sur­
face it may appear as if James merely 
used his OWl! good judgment, but if all 
the facts arc taken into consideration we 
cannot help but feel that God interposed 
in this important cri sis by granting a 
supernatural heightening of the faculties 
of James' mind. 

The gifts of "the word oj knowlcdge" 
was granted to an obscure Christian of 
Damascus by the name of Ananias. Acts 
9 :10-16, No doubt he had heard that 
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Saul the gn'at pcr:-'Cl"utor of Chri;:,tianity, 
was on his wa\" to Damascus to do in­
jury to the believers, and this caused him 
to engage in earnest prayer. God ~poke 
to him in some manner, revealmg several 
facts that he could have obtained in no 
other way: (I) that Saul was in the house 
of a man named Judas; (2) that this man 
lived 011 Straight Street; (3) that Saul 
had been granted a vision in which he 
saw Ananias coming to him; (4) that 
Saul was a choscn \'essel unto God to 
bear test imony before the Gentiles and 
kings and the children of I srael. Acts 
9 :10-16. Armed with this knowledge, An­
anias went to the place specified and 
ministered to the mi!>erable Saul. 

Peter in two recorded instances ex­
ercised the giJt of discernment. III Acts 
5 :1-10 it is recorded that he was enabled 
to discern the fal se. lying spiri ts of 
Ananias and his wiie Sapphira. He also 
saw the money-loving spirit of Simon 
~lagus. Acts 8 :2 1. The apostle could look 
right into the hearts of these people by 
the power of the H oly Spirit. 

The whole fourteenth chapter of 1 
Corinthians is devoted to the proper usc 
of prophecy, IOllgIlCS, and the inlerpreta­
tion oj tanglles. As Donald Gce says (in 
his book God's Greal Gift): "The 1110st 
ordinary and widespread of these was the 
gift of prophecy, or jllspired lltteral/Ce, 
when the speaker obviously spoke ullder 
a power ou tside of himself, though never 
losing hi s self-control in the manner as­
sociated with thosc carried along by 
demons in their orgies of idol worship, 
True prophecy Ilever became disorderly, 
and never approached mere raving. 

"Something akin to prophesy ings were 
the rather mysterious gifts of 'Diversities 
of tongues,' and 'interpretat ion of 
tongues,' when believers spoke in a con­
dition of spiritual ecstasy under the 
anointing of the noly Spirit. This was 
chiefly for devotion in praise, and was 
usua lly so intimately personal that, even 
when interpreted so that all could appre­
ciate it and give an intelligent Amen, it 
was wisely restricted by the apostles 
within certain specified limits. Oc­
casionally, however, the H oly Spirit 
inspired to the use of the gift of tongues 
for a definite sign to unbelievers. When 
properly interpreted, it seemed to occupy 
a place equal to direct prophesying" 

!'I!o doubt this prophesy ing resembled 
that of the Old Testament. For example, 
this instance in2 Chron, 20:14,15. "Then 
upon Jahaziel the son of Zechariah, t he 
SOil of Beniah ... came the tbe Spi rit of 
the Lord ill tire mii/st of IlIl' callgrcgatioll; 
and he said , Hearken ye, all Judah, and 
ye inhabitants of Jerusalem ... thus saith 
the Lord unto you. , . . " 

Strangely ~notTgh, we have no example 
of the manner in which this gift was lIsed 
in the New Testament (except prophecy 
of the foretelling type, such as that of 
Agab~ls); but Paul says prophecy is 
supeTlor to tongues, for, "I Ie that proph­
eSTcth speaketh unto men edification, and 
comfort, and consolation." 1 Cor. 14 :3. 
Another function of prophecy is found in 
I Cor, 14:24, 25: "But if al l prophesy, 
and there come in one unbeliev ing or un­
learned, he is reproved by all, he is judged 
by all; the secrets of his heart arc made 
manifest; and so he will fall dow n on his 
!acc and worship God, declaring that God 
IS among you indeed," 

\Vhereas prophecy was lTsed for the 
benefit of the whole group, the unknown 
tongue was for the private worship of the 
believer in which he spoke to God in an 
ecstatic utterance that had no verbal 
meaning to him, but which somehow 
edified himself. See I Cor. 14 :2, 4, 28. 
The manifesta.tion of tongues-speak ing on 
the day of Pentecost was an entirely dif­
ferent phenomenon than the gift of 
tongues as practiced at Corinth, unless 
the tongues that became a "sign to un­
believers" (1 Cor. 14 :22) were known 
languages-i.e., known to the unbeliever 
but not to the speaker-as on the day of 
Pentecost. The gift of tongues was 110t 
exercised in the O ld Testamcllt; it is a 
distinctly New Testament phenomenon. 

G<>?'s ~rder with reference to tongues­
speakmg 111 the assembly is given in 1 Cor. 
14:27, 28: "If any man spcaketh in a 
tongue, let it be by two, or at the most 
three, and that in turn; and let one in­
tcrpret: but if there ue no in terpreter, let 
him keep silence ill the church; and let 
him speak to himself, and to God. 1 Cor. 
1427, 28. 

So far as is known, the Corinthians 
were not abusing any other gift than that 
of the tongues - speaking. ]n a general 
sense they may have been exercising all 
of the gifts without due regard to the 
principle of love. I Cor. 13 :1-2. They were 
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like children in that they were :!.ttractccl to 
the more sho\vy, dazzling gift of tonges, 
and went to extremes in secking to out­
do c.'1ch other in the indulgence of this 
gift while neglecting gifts of service th:!.t 
would benefit the whole church. Some­
times there was so mllch confu"ion that 
outsiders went away and said that they 
were mad. See 1 Cor. 14 :23. 

Tad:!.)', as in Corinth, the gifts of ec­
fltatic speaking arc the ones that are the 
chief subjects of abuse. There arc five 
ways in which these gifts are known to 
be improperly used: 

(1) By being exercised without love or 
due regard to one's spiritual condition or 
state of grace. In slIch cases it is only so 
much noise, and there is no blessing in 
the manifestation; it is "brassy." 1 Cor. 
13,1. 

(2) By speaking merely by one's own 
spirit without being lruly moved upon by 
God-giving vent to pure "natural feel­
ing." 

(3) By using tongues and illterpreta· 
tion for personal guidance. Tongues arc 
fo r worship, not for guidance in personal 
matters such as marriage, financial in­
vestments, etc. 

(4) By promiscuous speaking 111 

tongues-without interpretation, and in 
violation of the limit of two or three utter­
ances. 

(5) By exercising these gifts in a 
strident, weird tone of voice together with 
grotesque contortions. They should be 

. exercised in a quiet, orderly way. 
There mllst be decency and order in the 

church of Jesus Christ, for it is the 
depository of His truth; it bears His 
name; it is identified with Him by the 
world; and it is the temple of the Holy 
Ghost- His abiding place. 

The supreme test of the gifts of ecstatic 
speech is whether or not they are loyal 
to the divine Lordshi p of Christ. 1 Cor. 
12,3. 

Another test one should apply to the 
gift he is about to employ in the assembly 
is this: will this manifestation be a bless­
ing to the whole group? The spirit of 
prophets is subject to the prophets (lit. 
translation). If it will not, Paul's injunc­
tion is clear-"Let him keep sile1Ice." 

Possession of spiritual gifts is not an 
end in itself; it is not the highest achieve­
ment of man. Towering above even the 
highest g ifts is the grace of love which 
gives meaning to the exercise of the gifts. 
I f one had to choose between graces or 
gifts, let it be the former a thousand times, 
but God wants us to have both. 

In most churches of our day there is 
little danger of abusing the gifts of the 
Spirit by wrong use however-for they 
arc never used at all! This condition ex-
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ists, undoubtedly, partly because of a mor­
tal dread of falling into the exce~ses prac­
ticed by some, and partly Lecause of shf'er 
ignorance. A prayeriul study of the 
twelfth, thirteenth and fourteenth chapters 
of First Corinthians would remedy this 
latter fault. For they begzn with these 
wo rds: 

.. X ow concerning spiritual gifts, breth­
ren, I would not have you ignorant ." 
1 Cor. 12:1. 

But some would tell us that we should 
not be alarmed over this state of affairs, 
because " signs-gifts" have ceased. T o sub­
!'ta!ltiate this claim they point to 1 Cor. 
13 :8, which says: Whether there be 
prophecies. they shall be done away; 
whether there be tongucs, they shall cease; 
whether there be knowledge, it shal1 be 
done away." But upon closer scrutiny 
(which should include the context) we 
find that it docs not say these things have 

sholl 
.receive 
the qift; 
of the 

ceased, but that they shall ceasc. And 
when shall that be? "\ Vhen that which is 
perfect is come, that which is in part shall 
be done awa\,." 1 Cor. 13 :10. So, as is 
not infrequel;tly the case, when properly 
understood, a favorite proof text teaches 
the very opposite of that which its expo­
nents would have to teach. For this scrip­
ture teaches that these gifts shall ccase 
on ly when there is no further use for 
them, or for the church, or for anything 
that pertains to this earthly life. 

The rcason for the absence of apostolic 
phenomena today lies not in the hypoth. 
csis that God intended that they should 
cease, but within the body of professed 
believers. Says Christlieb, in his book 
Modem Doubt: "It is want of faith in 
our age which is the greatest hindrance to 
the stronger and more marked appear­
ances of that miraculous power which is 
working here and therc in quiet conceal­
ment. UKBELlEF IS THE FINAL AND MOST 
I!JI'ORTANT REASON FOR THE RETROGRES­
SICK 011 At IRACLES." 

The permanence of apostolic gifts 
throughout the Christian era is indicated 
in ~lark 16 :15-18. "And He said unto 
them, Go ye into all the world, and prcach 
the gospel to the whole creation. He that 
believeth and is baptized shall be saved; 
but he that disbelieveth shall be condemn­
ed. And THESE SIGNS SHAI.LFOLLOW

and if they drink any deadly thing, it

This same sc ripture is quoted by Dr. A. 
J. Gordon, the great and beloved Baptist 
minister, in his book The /I1illistr), of 
Ii to/iug. First he points out a twofold 
promise: (1) a promise of salvation to 
him that believes; and (2) a promise of 
miraculous signs following them that be­
lieve. Then he comments: ·'Let us not \In­
braid this twofold cord of promise, hold­
ing fast to the first strand because we 
know how to use it, and flinging the other 
back to the apostles because we do not 
know how to usc it. BUT lIERE TUE 
PRO!JISE IS NOT ONLY TO THE APOSTLES, 
BUT TO THOSE WIIO SHOULD BELIEVE ON 

TilE LORD JESUS CIIRIST Til ROUGH TnE 
APOSTLES." 

The words of the commentator Stier 
arc also quoted by Dr. Gordon: "Uoth the 
one and the other apply TO Ov'RSELVES 
I)OWl\' TO TilE PRESENT D,\Y, AND INDEED 
FOR ALL FUTURE TI ME. Everyone applies 
the fir st part of the saving to oursc.lves, 
teaching everywhcre that faith and bap­
ti sm are necessa ry in all ages to sah1ation, 
and tbat unbelief in all ages excludes from 
it. BUT WHAT RIGHT HAS ANY ONE TO 
SEPARATE TIlE WORDS THAT JESUS IM­
MEDIATELY ADDED FROM illS FORMER 
WORDS? \Vhere is it said that these former 
words have refercnce to all men and all 
Christians, but that the promised signs 
which should follow those who believe re­
ferred solely to the Christians of the first 
age? \Vhat God hath joined together let 
not man put asunder." 

Therefore, we are to understand from 
this scripture that the promise of miracles 
is to the faithful as a body. "The church 
came into existence as soon as any be­
lieved and were baptized, thus this guar­
antee of miraculous signs seems to be to 
the chu rch in its corporate capacity." How 
long was the apostolic church in posses· 
sian of these marvelous bless ings? Let Dr. 
Gordon answer: "Witnesses who arc 
above suspicion leave no room for doubt 
that the miraculous powers of the apostolic 
age continued to operate at least into the 
third century." 

The supernatural began to wane at the 
time when the church began to decline. 

But all through the church age little 
groups of Christians here and there have 
seen the restoration in their midst of the 
pristine power and glory of the early 
church. Among these were the Camisards 
and the prophets of the Cevennes in 
France, the ear ly Quakers and the Meth-

Even :'Iloses himself W<I!, kept Ollt of 
the promi..,e<! land. Sa tan contended for 
til(' hodv of l\lmws. When ~lichacl the 
archangel contended with the devil for 
du.' hody of 1'.l(jscs, he did not bring 
again..,t him a railing accll~ation bUI ~aid, 
"The I.ord rehuke Ihee." i\lichael knew 
that 111('rc wa~ One from whose rehuke 
the devil would qllail. I Ie knew that the 
pre~('IH'C and power and the nallle o[ the 
I.orcl was more than a match for the 
devil. 

\Vl , arc not mightier than Michael. \Ve 
arc not able to mcet Satan in our own 
power, but w(' can call ('111 God and we 
can say to the cllelll)'. "The Lord rebuke 
thee." Satan had to obey the Lord every 
tillw. 1 re had to fall back whell h(' heard 
Chri.~t's, "Get thee behind me!" Even in 
death (,hrist was triumphant over Satan. 
On the cross Jesm "a.id, "Father, into Thy 
hands T COlllmend my spirit. " Men might 
seek to destroy JJis body by crucifixion 
but the sacred inner shrine of His spirit 
was in the hands of Cod, and God would 
not allow the enemy to touch His body 
by corruption. 

Sal:lll is going aboul. seeking whom he 
may devour. From ~lIch a foe we need 
adequate protection. Tn Rev. 12:12 we 
read. "Woe to the inhabiters of the 
earth and of the sea! for the devi l is come 
down unto )'OU, having great wrath, be­
cnu~e he knoweth that he hath but a 
short time." The saints too should have 

great powc:r, knowing that theIr time is 
abo short. 

I ncreased power in Satan should cause 
the &'l.il1ts to !iee!,; for inCrt'a~c:d po\\er. 
Our Lord Jesus Christ <;'1.id after His 
re~urre('tilln. "For ye !'hall receive power 
after that the Holy Ghost is come upon 
you." God's purpose is to endue lIis 
saints with ~llch power that a<; thcr min­
ister in th e name of the LQrd. demons 
will be cast out, and the sick who arc op­
prcsscd of the devil will be sct free. Not 
only docs Je:o>us in Lukc 24:-\9 call upon 
liS to tarry to he enducc1 \.,.,itl1 this power, 
hut Paul seconds lIis exhortation by say­
ing, "Covet earnestly the best gifts." 

Satan hates the exposure of his pur­
poses, hut his plans are written in the 
\Vord. The Spiri t call show the saints 
the plans of the enemy nnd can unfold to 
them his subtle purposes. It is the purpose 
of God that 11is saints shall be more than 
('oll(juerors over the enemy, that they 
shall be so hidden in Chri~t and so pure 
in heart that the\' call !;ny with Ch rist, 
"Satan cometh ;nd findClh nothing in 
Ille. " 

Christ i\,J lJ is triumph on the cross 
made an open ~how of principalities and 
powe rs. li e rose abO''l)c all principalities 
and powers. And His word declares that 
God has quickened us, raised us up, and 
made II~ sit together in hea\'enly places 
in Christ Je slis. Seated wilh Him in those 
heavenly places we have an advantage 
over the devil. The saints seated with 
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Christ in the heavenlies do not look on the 
things on carth with fcar and di~may but 
they \'iew them fwm the standpoint of 
hcaven. 

God has raised ollr Lord Jeslls Christ 
far ahove all principalities and powers 
and dlJminiolls and e\cry name that is 
named. He is enthroned on high in the 
.~("r(·nit.Y of a victor and He wants l1is 
~aints to ha\'e the same serenity, the same 
confidence in the manifest victory that is 
His. 

Christ says to tho.,e that are His, "Be­
hold T give unto you power to tread on 
serpents and scorpions, and over all the 
power of the enemy: and nothing shall by 
all)' means hurt )'Otl." And IIe commis­
sions those that are His, saying, "All 
power is gi\'ell unto me in h('aven and in 
earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all na­
tions, baptizing them in the name of the 
Father, and of the Son, and of the H oly 
Ghost. .. 

Let us ask God 10 enable us to n:alize 
the power and extent of that message, 
"A1I power is gi\'en unto me .... Go ye 
into all the world and preach the gospel 
to e\'cry creature." In the early church 
they werc obedient to this mcssage. They 
went forth and preached everywhere, the 
Lord working with them and confirming 
the \Vorcl with sign.,> following. But today 
an Ilnhelieving and disobedient church, 
the church that is con~tantl)' listening to 
the excuses the devil so cunningly pro­
vides. is failing the One she professes to 
follow as her H ead. 

It is the lIoly Spirit who is giving 
llt·\\· cmphasis to the cOlllmission of Christ, 
"All power is gh'en unto me-Go." Those 
who are obedient will find that j Ie will 
not fail them, and that as they preach His 
\Vord they can count on lIis power to 
confirm the preaching of the Word with 
signs following as in the beginning. 

During the recent war there were many 
new inventions. ): ew explosiYe!' and the 
atomic bomb was brought into being. The 
exigencies of war produced these things. 
But spiritual war is more intense than 
earthly. In the spiritual realm we need the 
fulncss of the power of the Holy Spirit. 
We need to have the gifts of the Spirit, 
and to see the gifts of healing and the 
working of miracles and the discerning of 
spirits in manifc~tation. \Ve need to ap­
prehend more than ever before the proll1ise 
of Christ. "All power is given unto me," 
and to receive a fresh realization of the 
power that is in Christ Jesus. Be has all 
power because He is in the place of power 
al)O\'e all other powers. So exalted is 
Chri:.t. so high, that He can see all the 
forces of the enemy working. AlJ the 
workings of men and demons perturb 
Him so little that He can laugh and hold 
thelll in derision. 
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Christ wa nts channels through which 
lie can exert H is mighty power. ITe said 
to 11 is disciples a few days hefore the 
day of Pentecost , "Ye shall receive power. 
afte r that the Holy Ghost is come upon 
you : and ye shall be witnesses unto me 
both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and 
in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part o[ 
the ea rt h." They tarried and were endued 
with power from on high and they were 
continually refilled with the Spiri t. And 
soon the world complained that they were 
turning everything upside down. T he 
power of the Lord J esus Christ \vas with 
them and that power is equal to e\'ery 
occasion. 

The same power of God that sent the 
ten plagues on Pharaoh and that drowned 
P haraoh's host in the Red Sea, is s ti ll 

available. The greatest army in existence 
in tho~e days was o\-erthrowll by God's 
negatiyc power. The wind ceased blowing 
and the sea fell back. 

1t is written. "The weakness of God is 
stronger than men. "I re that sitteth in the 
hean~ns shall laugh and the Lord shall 
have all His enemies in derision. And the 
Lord Jesus Christ wants His people 
equally confident in His great power. in 
His might and the power of His Holy 
Spir it. He wants them to havc fre-:h CQn· 

fidence in Himself, and fresh confidence 
in His gospel; for there is still mi~htr 
power in the word of the cross. And He 
wants a humble waiting on Him. for when 
the saints \vait upon Him and cry to 
Him H e will manifest H is pow~r as !lever 
before. 

BURNING INCENSE 
ZELMA ARGUE 

"The smoke of the incctl st, it/hich C(lI1l~ 

wilh the prayers of the saints, ascended up 
before God." Hev. 8 :4. 

"Because My people have fargo tler. Me, 
they !lave burned inccnsc to vanity." Jer. 18 :15. 

To whom do you burn incense ? To 
vanity, or to God? 

The human heart is constructed 
for adorati on and for worship. It is 
bound by certain limitations. I cannot 
serve two masters, nor can you. All our 
enthusiasms, our loyalties, our apprecia­
tions, are refl ections of this inclination to 
adore and to worship, 

The prayers of the saints, ascending up 
before God, are called incense ari sing 
from a golden vial. R ev. 5 :8. By the 
altar in heaven John saw an angel stand­
ing, offering much incense with the pray­
ers of all saints upon the golden altar be­
fore the throne. Rev. 8 :3, 4. 

Love; faith; worship; interest; desire; 
hope: the fragrance of these clements 
arises from the devoted heart as sweet 
incense to God. 

The world bids eagerly for this in­
cense. The grief of the Lord in ancient 
days was that His people burnt incense 
to other gods. The burden of the prophet 
Jeremiah was that God's people had 
forsaken Him, and had burned incense, 
upon the roofs of the houses, unto all the 
host of heayen. God's wrath was so great 
that He said just as a potter's vessel was 
broken so that it could not be made whole 
again, just so would He break that peo­
ple, and that city. Jer. 19:4, 11, 13. 
That prophecy was literally fulfilled. They 

were broken and remam so till this very 
day, 

Once again, as in Jeremiah's day, a 
people hangs in the balance. Once again 
a whole civilization, in t his atomic age, 
may be broken beyond recail, "as a 
poller's vessel that can1Jot be made whole 
agaill." 

\Vhy? It has to do with the hearts of 
the people, and with the worship and 
adoration of individuals, of nations, of 
civilizations. 

\Ve cannot have two objects of adora­
tion. "Ve either burn our incense to the 
Lord, worshipping Him, thinking con­
stantly of Him, pouring out the fragrance 
of our love to Him; or we burn our in­
cense to vanity. It is with sorrow, with 
deep misgiving, with concern that we 
read the signs of the times and the trend 
of our days. The burning of incense to 
vanities is beyond question when we read 
the billboards of amusement.s or see the 
magazines on the newsstands. 

Child of Goo, guard that incense, and 
the pcriume of your loving devotion and 
adorati on. "'Taste none of it upon vanities. 
Preserve it lovingly and wholly for One 
who alone is worthy. Burn your incense 
not to vanity. Burn the incense of your 
heart to God alone.

odists, the Readers of Sweden, t.he Irish 
believers in 1859, and the frvingites in 
the 1830's. In our own times there are 
men like Aron Anderson (Swedish Eap-
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tist ) who have the gift of tongues and 
have experienced physical healing and 
witnessed the healing of others through 
prayer. Mr. Anderson, describing (in 
From the Jacm of Death) his experience 
of the hapti!'m wi th the Holy Spi ri t, S.1ys: 

"A quiet , blessed heavenly peace poured 
into my heart, as if ] had been completely 
smrounded by God's grace. After that I 
remembered nothing more until phrases 
of strange words pomed over my lips. I 
didn' t know what it was and 1 was 
frigh tened. Again I spent time in prayer 
and asked God for wisdom and light, but 
lapsed again into the same condition. Now 
l understood what it was-J had been 
baptized with the lIoly Spirit." 

T he church of Jesus Christ has lost a 
great deal by allowing herself to be 
frightened away from the llse of spir itual 
gifts. There is grave dange r t hat our 
chm ches shall degenerate iT1to mere lec­
ture halls if we choose to ignore the things 
God has set in the church, and that our 
s~ r v i c('s shall become st ilted, devoid of 
the supernatu ral power alld presence of 
God. H ere is the Scriptural idea l : " \\'hat 
is it then, brethren ? \Vh('n ye come to­
gether, each onc hath a psalm, hath a 
teaching, hath a revelation, ha th a tongue, 
hat h an in terp retation. Let all things be 
done unto edifying." 1 Cor . 14 :26. 

What is the dTect of the right use of 
spi ritual gi ft s? The eITee.t is this: when an 
I\nbclie\'er visits the services t he secrets of 
his hea rt are made manifest, and he will 
fa ll down on his face and worsh ip God, de­
claring that God is surely in that piace.. 
1 COL 14 :25. 

The unbeliever becomes a worshipper! 
Is not this the aim of all our singing, 
prayi ng and preach ing? Do we gather from 
tillle to time merely to have a meet ing ? 
Sh01l1d there not be a sense of God's 
nearness in the house of God so that 
scoffers remain to pray? What if some do 
abuse these gi fts? Are not all God's 
gift s abused by man ? It is for us to be 
wise enough to appreciate them and use 
them properly. 

Harold Horton has written : " Where 
no oxen are, the crib is clean; but much 
increase is by the strength of the ox. 
P roverbs 14 :4. T he nomi nal church's 
crib is clean enough ; they have no oxen. 
(There is no di sorde r in the average 
church, but neither is there any power. ) 
T here were strong and lovely oxen in the 
Corinthian crib. The J....ord saw some dirt 
there as a consequence ; for the more the 
oxen, the more dirt there is to deal 
with. ] Ie sent l lis servan t Palll, with a 
broom. One can deal with dirt, but not 
with death. Death is the dirtiest dirt. Lord 
J c~t1s. gave us oxen, and reasonable men 
like Paul to keep the c.ribs clean!" 
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O un. speaking' today primarily is to 
Christians rather than to those who 
have not as yet accepted Quist. It 

was to the matured Christians in the 
chur,h at Ephesus that the apostle Paul 
wrote this solemn admonition. "Be not 
drunk with wine. wherein is excess; but 
be filled with the Spirit." Why did he 
lise the simi le of drunkenness. for Chris­
tians do not as a rule use intoxicating 
liquors in any form? It was by way of 
contrast; for drunkenness is the extreme 
of fleshly degradation on the one side. and 
being filled with the Spirit is the richness 
of holiness on the other side. 

Those to whom he was writing' had 
been Gentiles who once bowed in worship 
to heathen deities. In such worship, after 
s..1crificing to their gods. they had rev­
eled in drunkenness and all its at­
tendant evils. Now they were saved. and 
no longer was their worship to be de­
grading. It was to be uplifting. They were 
worshiping the holy One, the only tme 
God. They were therefore to abandon all 
forms of sensuality and to 
yield their lives to God so that 
they might be filled with His 
Spirit. 

It is necessary that be­
lievers be filled with the Spirit 
in order to fulfill the command 
given by the Lord Jesus Christ 
Himself. lIe had straitly com­
manded the disciples not to 
depar·t from J emsalem after 
I1is ascension, but to wait for 
the Promise of the Father, the 
precioLis Holy Spirit. which 
He had foretold would be given 
unto them. ·Wherever the gos­
pel was preached afterward . 
helievers were instructed to re­
ceive the Holy Spirit as the 
disciples did at the first at 
Pentecost. 

There was a definite reason 
given for the necessity of being 
filled with the Spirit. "Ye shall 
be witnesses unto Me," lIe 
said. If the message of the 
atoning death and the resur­
rection of the Lord Jesus was 
to find lodgment in the hearts 
of men, that message must be 
backed up by the power of the 
Holy Ghost; for He alone call 
reprove, convict. and convince 
of sin, righteousness and judg­
ment. 

The way to be filled with the Holy 
Spirit was clearly set forth by the Lord 
Jesus. We are to ask, to seck, and to 
knock. And he that asketh receiveth. For 
if we, being evil, know how to give good 
gifts unto our children, how much more 
shall your heavenly Father give the Holy 
Spirit to them that ask Him. 

And when we receive the Holy Spirit 
there will be definite results. The heart 
will overflow with the love of God. The 
mouth will be inspired to speak forth 
the wonderful works of God. Our worship 
will be with psalms and hymns and 
spi ritual songs, as we sing and make 
melody in our hearts unto the Lord. Again 
we admonish you, in the words of the 
apostle Pau l, "Be filled with the Spirit." 

A life spent in prayer amid the prac­
tical things of every day will have as 
many divine causes for thanksgiving as 
it has for supplication, and everything that 
comes to us will be a new testimony to 
the goodness and faithfulness of God. 

to be an instrument of blessing to our 
troops as the way opened before me. So, 
in connection with evangelistic services, 
I began to sing with my accordion among 
service personnel wherever possible. It 
was a joyous ministry and was welcomed 
heartily, since few entertainers, if any, 
every Llsed sacred songs in their programs. 
Eventually, the door opened that I should 
sing for the troops in Alaska, and what a 
joy that was! While there, T sang in mess 
halls, Army post theaters, and even on 
dance floors. \Vhcrever there was an op­
portunity, I sang. Surroundings do not 
change the message of the old hymns that 
contain the hope of salvation! Now my 
work is exclusively with the Army and 
Navy Hospitals. 

"Practically every type of worldly en­
tertainment is furnished for the men in 
the hospitals. When the wards are cleared, 
the ward numbers of those in which I am 
to sing arc given to me. and I start walk­
ing to the place where I am to begin my 
work for the day. One hospital where I 
sang many times had thirteen and a half 
miles of corridor! It took some time to 

get from ward to ward-and 
there arc no escalators! Walk­
ing is a favorite exercise of 
mine anyway!

"Upon arriving at the ward 
where J am to begin, my ap­
proach is very informal. I 
simply walk to the center of 
the ward, open the accordion 
and begin to sing one of the 
old favorites that most of the 
patients will have heard. Per­
haps it is 'The Old Rugged 
Cross,' or possibly, 'In The 
Garden,' or 'I Need Thee.' 
Then without any speaking 1 
continue with 'The Love of 
God.' or 'The Wondrous Name 
of Jesus,' singing one song 
after another for about twenty 
minlltes or more. Some of the 
wards are built so that ap­
proximately sixty-follr men at 
a time can hear the songs. 
Others are smaller, ranging 
generally from twenty-six to 
forty beds. ·When the songs are 
completed, I sing very slowly 
the Tohn 3 :16 chorus-'For 
God ·So Loved The World'­
leaving this preciolls portion of 
God 's \Vord for the patients' 
meditation. 

"Then I make my way on to 
other wards to sing more 

r 
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of IIim who has gIven J Iimself iar 
us all! 

"The reception of the songs is wonder­
ful. Sometimes a patient is working on a 
hooked rug. or a stuffed animal, or an­
other type of handwork; and it is thrilling 
to sec them lay the work aside, give the 
pillows a punch or two. and settle hack 
comfortably to listen. Often with eyes 
closed, some of them will be following 
along, singing the old familiar songs 
with me. 

"The sonKS exalting OUf T .ord and 
Savior and His redemptive work arc the 
ones that 1 lISC exclusively. His is the 
saving name, His is the power to forgive. 
and surely the hospitalized have need of 
a message of One who can help. So T try 
to sing songs that are cheerful and up­
lifting, yet pointing them all the while to 
JeslIs. One must be made to think when 
he clearly hears. 'Can You \-Vonder \Vhy 
It is i Love Him So?' or 'He's the One 
Who ~fade Life \Yorth Living For Me,' 
or 'What 'Will Your Answer Be. 'Yhat 
Will You Say?' Music strikes a chord 
in many hearts that is unrcached other­
wise. 

"The request songs that the boys have 
asked for are ,·aried. One realizes that our 
congregation is from all churches and 
faiths. Here are a few of the mo~t 
frequently asked for: 'Just As I Am,' 
'He Keeps Me S inging,' 'Love J .ifted ~Ie: 
'Where He Leads :Me I \Vill Follow,' 
'Life's Railway to Heaven,' and others . 

"One night I sang for over five hundred 
men who had just been brought off ship 
from the European Theater of Operations. 
It was their first night on the homeland. 
What a sight! They were so happy to be 
back, yet some of them were so pathetic. 
There was the boy who cried when Tsang 
the hymns and thanked me ovef and 
over. And how my heart was touched as 
one strapping young fellow with burns 
came and said. 'l\ fy buddy is down at 
the far end of the ward; would you step 
down there so he can see you, too?' 
Of course I went to that end of the ward! 
I was glad to stop by his buddy's bed and 
tell him that He of whom T sang waited 
to be his friend, too. The hunger in the 
hearts of those men was inspiring! 

"One day one of the nUfses asked if I 
ever sang for jllst two men ill a room. 
I told her I did, and she led me to the 
place where I saw a strange sight. To my 
left lay a man who had been a sergeant, 
to my right was a capta in . I learned that 
the~e two men had fought together in the 
islands of the SOllth Pacific and had been 
kept together e\'e r since at their request. 
As I sang, the captain joined in the sing­
ing. asking for one old favorite after 
another. Tears came to his eyes as we 
sang. God touched the hearts of those

Every 'program' is backed by earnest 
prayer and hone!'t efTort, with nothing else 
in mind than the sal\'at ion of souls. 

"Once, at the close of a busy full week 
in one of the Army hospitals, I s..1ng in the 
Ci\'ic Auditorium for a Youth For Christ 
Rally. Up to this time, I had not known 
of e,"en one soul that had sUfft'ndercd to 
the Lord as a result of the songs in the 
wards. Xot one r But at the close of the 
Rally. in the lobby, a young s..1.i lor rushed 
toward me as r was leaving, and said, 'I 
have something to tell you. ::\ly buddy 
has been in the Naval hospital near here 
for some time. Do you remember singing 
in \Vard 77? He was not a Christian, and 
had never been before. but after your 
songs that day he turned his f:lce toward 
his pillow and gave his heart to Christ ! 
He is so happy now! He hoped I could 
see you somewhere around the city and 
tell you that, because yOll sang, he found 
the Lord !' Thrilled, happy, overjoyed, I 
made my way to my room that night. I 
knew that if one had given his heart to 
our Lord, there must be man v more of 
whom T would not hear lllltif we have 
reached heaven. Since the dear Lord let 
lIle he..1.r of that one, I ha\'e been spurred 
on to sing the gospel more than ever be­
fore. 
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"In the graciou<; plan of our God, th(:re 
are Illany encouragement-.. aiflflg Ill(" way.

One limb was gone, the 
other was in a heavy cast. It is not an 
unusual sight to see Ihe men go from ward 
10 ward thus. The hymn~ are !'o va!;tly 
different from the usual elltenainment 
thai these songs find open he:trts every­
where. So T thought nothing of the fact 
that the young man followed. 

"That evening, after I hac.'! sung in 
twenty-one wards over the hospital. and at 
a chapel service, r slipped my accnrdion 
in the case and was ready to leave the 
hospital. It was 9 :50 p.m. When 1 reachcd 
the door inside the main entrancc, im­
agine how J felt when T s..1.w the same lad 
who had followcd me sitting there in his 
wheel chair, his head nodding from weari­
ness! He drowsily opened his eye!;. just 
in time to see me starting to go through 
the door. Hastily he called after me. Of 
course, I wem back to ... ec what he want· 
ed. lIe said that he had been sitting there 
by the door waiting fnr mc tn nl111l' for 
o\·er two hours. He wanted to talk with 
me. 

"There is always tim€'" to talk 10 a 
hungry heart, so 1 sat in a chair wIllie 
he rolled his wheel chair up against the 
\\'all. After we had talked a fcw 111111I1t('S, 
he began to weep as he conf('s:-<ed his in­
difTerent condition hefore God, and re­
(lUested prayer. It was a joy tn point 
him to One who understood 11le" longing 
of his heart. \\Then T was ready to kaye, 
he asked if 1 would re<luest pra~"CI' that 
his right limb might be saved. The left 
one was gone, and the doctors \\Tn: gOIng 
to take the other one too unle:-;s a change 
occurred shortly. There in the st!llness of 
that hospital hall, after ten o'doc:k at 
night, somebody's soldier had taktn m.'w 
courage. Thank God!" 

Do you think (hat this ministry ... hould 
continue? We surely bclie\·e that it is of 
the Lord and that it should. It is Ihe {'()11-

and a day in Honolulu, and it was a time of 
Sl)«ial blessing to me, renewing Christian 
friendships that were made a number of years 
ago during my former Illinistry there. A ~ we 
stepped off the boat I heard somebody call my 
name. I could hardly believe my own ears I 
An Hawaiian lei seller, who has been a 
Pentecostal believer for many years, placed a 
lei around Illy shoulders and her eyes sparkled 
with joy as she s,dd, "Oh. Brother, I'm still a 
Pentecostal believer I" 

Our next stop was at Pago Pago in the 
Samoas. and J bel ieve that it is the most 
beautiful place I have ever seen. The natives 
there arc very friendly and handsome. Quite a 
large number of U. S. Navy men were there, 
liO we slill felt a touch of home. 

From the heat of the equator and the 
South Seas, we went right into the cold of 
New Zealand, which is just now entering its 
winter. We didn't know a soul there, but 
we noticed an advertisement in the newspaper 
of a "Youth for Christ" meeting to be held that 
very night, which was Saturday. \Ve attended 
it, and became aC(IUainted with a number of 
'Pentecostal people. 

Sunday morning we attended services in the 
Assemblies of God church of Auck land, and 
were asked to slleak. So Brother Carlblom, 
Brother Tinsman, and l , each gave testimonies. 
There was such a good response that we were 
asked to come back for an afternoon service. 
Once ;lgain the Lord blessed in a very prccious 
way.

Sunday evening we ministered in another 
Pentecostal church and were given a royal 
welcome. The Christians there received us by 
standing to their feet and giving three rousing 
Hallelujahs I When sailing time came the fo l­
lowing day, we felt that we had known many 
of the people there for a long time. 

We arrived in Sydney, Australia, 011 May 23 
-and nearly froze to death! The houses are 
not heated here, except for a t iny coke stove 
called a "kosi"-but believe me they're not so 
cozy, especially when a pt;rson has nothing 
but thin summer d othes. 

On Saturday, Brother Greenwood and his 
son drove me and my family the five hundred 
miles down to l-lelbourne, and we arrived at 
about 10 p.m. The next day we had three 
glorious services in Melbourne, and we found 
the people very friendly and responsive. Tuesday 
night I preached again. Then the Carlbloms 
and Brother Tinsman arrived. 

The Busby's left Sydney today (June 3) on 
a Dutch ship for Sumatra, so we have just 
heard. \Ve saw them in Sydney when we first 
arrived. The pcople here in Melbourne greatly 
appreciated their ministry. 

\Ve Imve placed our applications with Ih~ 
Asiatic Command here, asking permission to 
enter the Indies. They, in turn. have cabled 
Batavia, Java, requesting that we be permitted 
to re-enter Borneo. \Ve should hear from them 
soon. \Ve Ilave also filled out applications with 
Thomas Cook for passage to Borneo, but we 
understand that there arc very few sailings for 
the Indies from here-in fact, there hasn't been 
one for two months. However, Thomas Cook 
is in touch with all shipping, and they will try 
to get us space 011 the first boat going through. I 
know that the Lord is able to send a ship just 
to carry us there, so that we can once again 

lift up His name 
among those needy 
people. \Ve covet your 
prayers to that end.
