"'Thou shalt not plow with an ox and 
.an ass together." 

"ThOll sllalt not wear a garment of 
divers sorts, as of wool1en and linen to­
gather." 

\Ve heliel'e that these three verses are 
in ~pired hy God as much as john 3:16. 
The same Iioly Gho!>l that wrote Acts 
2 wrote these \'erses in Deuteronomy. 

God would not have taken up so much 
space in 1ii!; Uook for laws and statutes 
ami ordinances If they applied on ly to the 
hraelites and had no spiritua l meaning 
for us. Thc!Oc v('r!Oes show that God !tales 
".ixtl/,.es. li e rorh • ."lde the Jews from mix­
ing their seeds. from mixing their animals, 
and rrom mixing their garments. And 
Ixhind the literal application for the Jews, 
the re is a spi ritual appllcation (or tiS to­
day. 

NO MIXED SOWING 

Typical of the thought of sowing 
seeds in a field, J e!Ous told the memorahle 
Parahle of the Sower. The Word of God 
is the seed, and the soil the hea rt of man. 
1 Ie 5.1id that some soil is hard, such as 
the pathway through the ficld. Some soi l 
is shallow. Some is preoccupied with 
thorns. And SOllle is ~ood , receptive 
grollnd, in which the seed can fruct ify 
and cause a rich harvest to come forth. 
So we have the l\ laster's word that sow­
ing means preaching, teaching, dissem­
inating and propagating the 'Vord of God. 

The beauty of nature is that it will re­
produce itself. We do not believe in the 
error of evolution. The book of Genesis 
bl ows that thoory a ll to pieces. God says 
in the first chapter of the Bible that He 
made the fruit tree yielding fru it "after 
its I.:j"d," the herb yielding seed "afte,. 
its kitld," the water creatures "afte,. thei,. 
kirJd," the winged fowl "afte,. thei,. kind," 
and the cattle, creeping things, and beasts 
after th ei,. respective k inds. In other 
words. sow a seed and it will produce its 
own likeness. Sow a field only with wheat 
and it will produce nothing but wheat. 

God would not allow the I sraelites to 
mix two kinds of seed together. And 
God does 1I0t want the seed of His Word 
mixed with the seed of any other kind 
of teaching. The \-Vord of God is the 
mightiest seed that man ever knew. Given 
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the right soil. the right environment, what 
a wonderrul harv.est God will rcap after 
II IS sown. But 10 "ome moo ern pulpits 
the seed of God·s \\'ord has been Illlxed 
..... ith. other things, and the crop that is 
ensUIng shows the evidence. Ul1belief 
!O()wn. from the pulpit is bringing forth 
1I1lbehef among the congregation. 

\Vhat did the aged apostle write to 
youthful Timothy about this matter of 
sov .. ing? lie said: "I charge thee there­
f?re. Ix·fore Gocl,. and the ':ord Jeslls 
(hnst, wl~o shall Judge the qUIck and the 
dead at IllS appearing and his kingdom; 
p,.eacJ, the II' o,.d; be instant in M:<Ison, 
Ot~t of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort 
WIth all long-suffering and doctrine. For 
the time will come when they will not ell­
dllre sOllnd doctrine; but after their own 
lusts shall they heap to thcmselves teach­
ers, ha\·ing itching ears; and they shall 
turn away their ears from the truth . and 
shall be tllrned mHo fables." 2 Timothy 
4,1-4. 

This is probahly the last epistle Paul 
wrote. for he goes on to say, "J alll 
now ready to be ofTeTl.-d, and the time of 
my depaTlure is at hand." 1 Ie knew that 
after he had passed on, the time would 
come when people would not listen to the 
sound, so lid teachings of the Word of 
God but would prefer to have their ears 
tickled by other kinds of teaching. Gc,.,.I"s 
servants are 110t in the business of tick ling 
ears, but they arc to so preach the ,"Vord 
that hearts will be stabbed. p,.each tile

H'o,.d! For the life of me I cannot under­
!Otand how any person can descend from 
the hr,ly p\;Jliorm of the mighty oracles 
of tile li\·ing God to preach the dead 
hrains of finite men or to preach ··science 
falsely so called·· or to mix Goo's Word 
with any other thing of a lower plane . 

Two things are necessary today: the 
\\'ord of God and the Spirit of God. If 
God has poured OILt the Holy Spirit upon 
Y0l!. then the one thing you need is to be 
~oaked with the Scripture. No wonder 
Timothy lurned out to he the man he was. 
\Ve read that frolll a child he had Known 
the Holy Scriptures, "which are able to 
1l1~lke th~e \\:is('. unto ~al\'at ion through 
ralth whIch IS 11\ Christ Jesus." And 
;\Ioses likewise owed his godly character 
to his llIother"s training. She had the care 
of him for only a few years. hut during 
that time she drilled more godly teaching 
illtO hi!; young life than all Egypt could 
knock ant. Store yOl1r heart with the 
Word of God. 1t is the seed that win 
hring forth righteousness and character in 
your future. 

The curse of the modern pulpit is a 
mixed mcssage. \\'here is t>.[ethodislll 
today? In England it was a movement 
mightily used of God. 1t saved England 
from ~he bloody revolution that swept 
over I'rance. And what brought the 
Methodist revival? 1Ioly l11en of God, 
on fire for H illl, would know nothing but 
the teaching of the Word of God, and 
they tra\'eled into every part of the 13,·i1 ish 
15les ami America spreading the message. 
i\[cthodislT1 was born by the power of 
the \Vord. What has happened? Alas, 
Methodism is well nigh bankrupt . They 
havc 110 message. Higher critics have 
r<?b.bed them of their teachings. The pure, 
dJ\'Jlle seed of the \Vord has been mixed 
with other things. 

Preach the Word. Sow the seed. Sow 
it with tears. Sow it with praye r. Be 
saturated with it yourselves, and be guid­
ed by it. Then teach it; live it. And frOI11 
the sowing of that seed' believe there will 
come a glorious harvest. 

NO MIXED SERVING 

In v. 10 the Lord forbids the I sraelites 
to plough with an ox and an ass together. 
Ploughing refers to service. I Cor. 9 :9, 
10. Jesus Himself said so: "No man 
having put hi s hand to the plow, and look: 
ing back, is fit for the kingdom of God." 
Luke 9 :62. Jesus expects us to keep 
oloughing. But God 's furrows must be 
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ploughed by God's oxen, God won't 
have an ass in the team, An ox is typical 
of a beiie\"er. It was a c1t:al1 animaL for 
God had said, ';Whatsoe\'er partcth the 
hoof, and is c1ovenfootcd, and chc\\'cth 
the cud, among the beasts, that shall ye 
eat." Lev . II :3. If you are sa\"(:<i you 
arc clean; the preciolls blood of Jesus has 
cleansed YOll. Only those who have been 
made clean have a right to be in God's 
plow. 

The ox was for service and for sacrifice. 
The old i\lor,l\"iall symbol is a picture of 
all ox, and \1ndt:rneath are the words, 
"Ready for Sacrifice or Service." Ready 
for the plo\\" or the altar: reatly for se n'ice 
or for sacrifice. Shouldn't that be true of 
all men and women of God? 

The ass is the very opposite to the ox. 
It was not a clean aniltlal; it needed re­
demption, according to Exodus 13 :13: 
"Every firstling of an ass thOll shalt re­
deem with a lamb; ~lIld if thou wilt not 
redeem it. then thol1 shalt break hi;; ncck: 
and all the firstborn of man amQng thy 
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children shalt thou redeelll." 1 n the 
Bihle the ass i:-:. God's picture of the un+ 
('oll\"l'rted Illan or W/llllan. It is !lilted for 
it;;. kicking-, its wildlll'SS. and its self-will. 
The a..,,, \\'a~ under condl'mnation, un­
clean. lillt'd "ith '-t'lf'\\lll. llut somcone 
say,,~ "This h a rclilll'd ass; this is an 
rdlll"!l/cd a"'~." :'\e\'erthele~s God saYS, 

"Thou ~halt not ploug-h with an ox a'nd 
an ass togetho::r:' People try to m:lke cx­
{"cpt ions "a\'ing this ass is a bit dilTcrcnt 
from others. But the natllfC has to he 
changed before there can be sen ice for 
God. 

The s.."Illle truth is given hy Paul when 
he said, "Be ye not ulIl'([ual1y yoked to­
gether with unhc1ie\'Crs." 2 Cor. 6:14. 
Think of the poor old ox, peaceable and 
ohedient, ploughing day and night. Con­
trast with him the ass, so re~tle:-:.s and "df­
willed. \\'hen they arc yoked together 
tile ass says, "Go on, go fa'>fcr." The t\\'o 
cannot work together. The ox and the 
as!; are so differeilt-in species, in ,-IZC, 

in temperament, in buil{j, in e\'ery way. 

There is nothing but friction when they 
are paired together. If you don't wan t 
friction in \"our life, don't become lIll­

equally yokefJ together with an unbeliever. 

The thought applies to a g-oo<i many 
fields. There are various yokes which

the marri;)!;e yoke, the socia l yoke, the 
rl'ligiolls ),ul.;e, the businl'''s yoke. tie 
Stlrt' the rer~on you are yoked lip with i:-.

Lct us borrow these words of the 
Sat· iour and find ou t if they have any 
significance to us who profess to bc 1 li s 
followers in the twcn ti cth century. \Ve 
bear such terms as great 1ll00'cmcnts : 
gYl'al works ; (jreat conven tions, etc .. and 
wonder how they fit i1l with the li fe and 
teach ings of the lowly Nazarene. \Ve 
have been called to make Him real hefore 
a j\1(lgmcnt-bollnd world nut should this 
('xalt \IS in OHr OWI1 estimation until we 
borrow adjccth'es to descri be our g-rcat­
ness in contrast to others? Should not 
the knowledge of II is favor hUllIble liS 

and cause liS to divert all honors to llim. 
and away from oursel ves and what we arc 
doing? 

I Ie was born of the Holy Ghost in 
humble surroundings. His earthly life 
was one of poverty, rejectiol1, and shame. 
He sOll ght no crowns nor kingdoms tl];1t 
the multitucles could offer 1lim. lIe set 
I-lis facc towards Jerusalem where Pilate's 
judgment hall. a crown of thorns . and a 
cross awaited I-lim. "Why did llc do 
this?" t he mind inquires, ;'when all power 
in heaven and earth was invested in 
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Ilim?" Became all of these \\('ro:: 111· 
c\uded in the Father's will for llis life. 
l\'ow H e is sayillg to liS. ';The sen'all! i" 
not greater than his Lord." 

Wh\' is Christendom so di\·ided and 
why are His professed follower<; march­
ing IInder difTerent names and banners? 
Because they have forgottcn the words of 
(,Ilr text. Every mO\'emen t was born in 
revi\'al fires and sufTe red shame and re­
proach hecause of IMe and de\"otion to this 
Christ. ] lolding meetings on river banks, 
in homes . and upper r00111S: later in caves 
and mOlllltains : still later in tent5, l\1i<;­
.... ions, and store buildings. the workers 
God has I\sed in revival of I li s people 
ha\'(' lahored in humble circulllstances. As 
Ile blessed they soon forgot the Ble"scl" 
and heg;tll to think in terms of \\ hal t;/l'Y 
were. It is easy for human natnre ( 0 

forget the pit whence it was digged. 

Taki ng on other means and methods 
to do the work of God . it was not long­
until the H oly Spirit, who had ht:el1 sel1 t 
to lead the indiv idual and the chmch into 
a ll truth, was relegated to the sidelines, 
and not acknowledged unless it was con­
\·enient. Plai n words, but true! 

God has seen fi t in these last days to 
hring into exi stence a people who have 
shared in the ou tpouring o f the ! .nttcr 
naill. About forty years ago in missions, 
balls, store buildings, and whL!'c\"er 
\'od found hungry heart s, J Ie gave them

Meteors with a oig tai l arc more con­
spicuolls and are sometimes though t more 
of than di stant SUIIS a million times 
greater. Meteors preferred to SUllS ! A 
brilliant nash preferred to :tll -the-year­
round steady light I A meteor appeals 
more to a novice than to the experienced 
a.stronomers. Satan interposes a meteor 
and si mple souls are deceived . 

In contrast with Satan's meteors we are 
told of those that arc wise, that they 
"shall shine as the brightness of the firma­
ment ; and they that turn many to right­
eousness as the sta rs for ever and ever." 
Dan. 12 :3. Meteors are left out of the 
category of the Holy Ghost. There is 
the glory of the sun , the glory of the 
moon, and the glory of the stars. 

Beware of the meteors, especially if 
they have a Lig tail, a hig fOlluwing. Sa­
tan 's tail is descri1Jed as taking a tbird of 
the 5tars of heaven with him. Hev. 12 :4.

\Ve must clearly sound God's warning . 
Dwight L. i\loouy said that of all the 
m ixed marriages (that is, llctwcel1 sa\·ed 
and Ill1sa\·ed) that hall been dd iLerately 
made, he had never known one that did 
not end in disaster. 

I knew a Pentecostal yon ng woman in 
Edinburgh who was " sweethearting" with 
a young fellow who rlid nut lx'licve in 
Pcntt..'"Cost . I thank Goli for the reality of 
that young woman's spiritual life. She 
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broke the engagement with that young 
man, for she saw he wasn't going the 
same way. Although he was saved, yet 
to be yoked with him would have meant 
continuo\lS fric-tion. fie sure you get in 
partnership with someone who will pull 
with you. 

The ma tter of the unequal yoke refers 
also to yokes of friendship. If that friend 
of yours i..s not helping you to God, cut 
that friend off. jesus said, "If thy right 
hand offend thee, cut it ofT, and cast it 
from thee: for it is profitable for thee that 
one of thy memher s should perish, and not 
that thv whole bod\' should be cast into 
hell." 'l\latthew 5:30. In other words, 
se\'er from your heart the de..1.rest ties, 
if they would hinder you from going on 
with God. It pays, said Jeslls. 

The unequal yoke has been blasting the 
mighty all down through the ages. The 
Israelites" failure was in intermingling 
with the nations round abou t thel11. God 
had commanded that they keep themselves 
separate, hut they became friendly and 
intermingled, finally accepting their cus­
toms and their gods. The curse of the 
Church today is in going too near the 
world and mixing with it too much. \\'e 
must pay attention to the red light of the 
\11,10((1 of God that warns us that the same 
failure wil! come upon us, both as a 
;\[ovclTlcnt and as individuals, if we fail 
to keep near to God and fail to kecp 
~eparate from the world. 

NO MIXED CONDUCT 

"Thou shalt not wear a gnrment of 
divers sorts, as of woollen ano linen to­
gether." v. II . J don' t believe God cares 
ve ry much what kind of garments we 
wear, so long as they are modest a nd be­
coming to a fol1ower of jesus. In the 
Scriptures, garmen ts a re typical of con­
duct. "Put ye on the Lord Jesus Ch rist," 
the llible says. " Put off the old man with 
his deeds." "Put on the new man." Just 
as clothes tog you ou t, so does your be­
haviour. 1 n fac t, they call the ladies' 
riding clothes a "riding habit," don't 
they? Ga rments speak of conduct, and 
the Lord says, "Don't have mixture i ll 
yO\1r garments. " 

Now li nen was the cloth which the 
priests wore. They were always arrayed 
in nne linen, clean and whi te. T he Lord 
would 110t allow thel11 to wear woollen 
clothing, for H e said, "They shall not 
gird themselves with any th ing tllat calls­
etll swcat." Ezekicl 44 :18. Some people 
have mi xcd garmcnts, however. They 
wear one kind of cloth ing inside the 
church ami another out!iide of the church. 
That is what is meant by "a garment of 
divers sorts." Don 't Ue one thing in 
church and another th ing outside. Li\·c a 
consistcnt Christian life. 

L inen' is typical of righteousness III 

the Scriptures. 1n Rev. 19 :8 we rcad of 
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the Lamb's wjie: "':-\nd to her was grant­
ed that :-.he !-.hol1ld he arrayoo in fine linen, 
clean and white: for the nne linen is the 
righteousness of the saillts." I n other 
words, it is the righteous acts of the saints. 
Are you wearil1g that kind of garment? 

SOllie people arc like chameleons, which 
keep changing: their color to suit their en­
\'ironment. \Vhen the v are on hark chame­
leons are bro\\'n. \\'hen thc}' , are on 
grass they are gr('("n. Some people are 
too clever ill adapting themselves to their 
surroundings. They say, "\Vhen you are 
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in R(lIne, clo as Rome doe:.." But we say, 
"\\'hclI you are in Rome, do as Jesus 
would do." Walk with Jesus. 

"Thou ha~t a few name:. even in Sardis 
which have not defiled their gamlents, and 
thc\' shan walk with me in white: for 
the~' an" worthy." Revelation 3 :4. May 
we ~o study and spread the pure \Vord 01 
God, so watch that we are not yoked with 
the unhelie\'ing, and so lin~. moment by 
momeTlt that these words may be spoken 
of liS when we stand before the judgment 
seat of Christ. 

WHEN THE CHIPS FLY 

R OnERT LOl1is Stcvenson once 
wrote a leiter to a lady who had 
determined to becomc a ·mi:-.sionary. 

"You II·ill llkc it in a way," hc said, "but 
ren1('mhcr it is dreary lang." In order to 
emphasize the hardness of the work. he 
told her the story of a tramp who was 
offered T11(':lls and a day's wage to chop 
with a very blunt axe on a f:lllcn trl1nk. 
Aftcr working for a time the mall ~aid: "I 
refuse to go on chopping when I can't see 
the chips fly." 

~Iissionaries often have to work long 
and hard without seeing any chips ny. 
It was so in the case of Hohert :".lofTat and 
his wife ill the early years of the work in 
Bechuanaland (South Africa). Their 
hearts came near to breaking at times as 
they saw the indifference of the Rechuana 
to the message of the evangel. The peo­
ple seemed so careless about spiritual 
things and so attached to their old super­
stitions that there were none who could be 
regarded as real "chips." 

But whot'yer might be inclined to lose 
hope, i\loffOl.t's wife never did. Weak in 
oody, b\l t strong in faith, she never falter­
ed. "We may not live to see it," she said, 
"hut the a\I'akening- will come as surely as 
the sun will rise tomo rrow," So \\"hen a 
friend in England el1f]uired what she 
wOllld like for Christmas, she asked for 
Communion vessels, evcn though there 
was no imTllcdiate prospect of more than 
the missionaries themselves using them. 

COll1munications were difficult in those 
days, so that nearly a year ciapsed be­
fore her friend received the letter, and an­
other year passed befo re the v('sse1~ ar­
rived. Bllt during those two years a 
notable change had taken placc in the life 
of the people. Indifference had begun to 
give way to conv iction. The simple 
gospel now melted their flinty hearts, and 
the te11lpo rary little chapel hecanlC a 
Rorlrim-a place of wecpi1'lg. I'raycr 
meetings were hekl from honse to house 
in the evcning; and early in the morn ing, 

l)('fo r(' going to work people would assem­
hle again for \I·or!-.hip. The sound of 
singing and prayer \\a<; heard throughout 
the \·jllagc. But that \1:15 not all. Three 
of the men voluntarily offered to takl' ll\ .... 
on til{'111<:ch'cs the labor and expense of 
erecting a school home which would ~crve 
for worship tllltil the great church could 
be built. Women and children joined in 
the work, carrying clay and polt's and 
grass for thatching. The building- ..... a~ 
completed I\-ith the "allle zeal with which 
it was heglln, <lnd was opened in i\lay. 
1829, just in time for the fln,t baptism. 
and the first cammllnion service \\'a~ 
celehrated t\\'o months later. 

In june, U:t29, the mic:sionaries sd{'('ted. 
frOIll the many enquirers, six candidates 
for baptism, and they were to be publicly 
recei\'cd into the Church 011 the tir:;l Sun­
day in jllly. On the previolls Friday a 
wagon brought some goods from the 
South, and one case was found to contain 
the communion vessels. The cOllverts 
were baptized, and with fedings that can­
not be described, the missionaries knelt 
down \\ ith thelll in the evening to com­
memorate the death of our I.ord. So 
there was estahlishcd among the Bechuana 
the Church of Christ that in years to comt' 
was to gather lIlany thousands into it~ 
fold. 

Dr. Cochrane says that when, in tht' 
early years of this century, he stood be­
fore the ancient throne of 01ina and saw 
princes ',olotIJi;I(1 to its great occupant 
the Empr('ss Dowager, he wondered 
when, if ever, anliforeignism and con­
servatism \\"ollid disappear and missionary 
work be tlllhalllpt:red. It s('emed to him. 
in a fit of pessimism, the missionaries 
were simply tearing their fingers picking 
out the hardencd line in the great wall of 
exclusiveness. Today, the walls arc down, 
the ancient throne is gOlle, and a C11]"i:. tian 
p resident guides China's destinies in a 
freedom that welcomes every contribut ion 
towards a great ]iberty·loving futu re.

And now by being bap­
tized lIe was letting three worlds know that He would fnltill 
tbe ministry for whil:h lIe had come into the world to do. 

The heavens could not contain God when lJis Son identifies 
Hilll se lf with Ilis work- the Cross. At this tilile God must 
needs speak OUI uf heaven, "This is My beloved Son in whom 
1 alll \\"ell plea~ed." l ie knew it was the voice of His Father 
hearing witness to the stand J Ie was taking, that lie was w '1-
ing to oecome th(' Lamu of sacrifice for a IIcedy world. 
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\Yhy didn't john 5.:1y, "Behold your 
King"? Because the Iioly Spirit makes 
no mistakes. Before Jesus could possibly 
be the King.

The)' said, " J .ord, even 
the demons arc subject unto us through 
Thy name." And whell Jeslis hcard the 
report of the meeting, He said, "Do not 
rejoice because of that, hut rather rejoice 
that your names arc written in heaven." 
\Vhere were their names in hea\'en? "In 
the L.amh·s book of life." Rev. 21 :27. 

\Ve take things from hymn hooks in­
stead of taking them from the Bible. We 
sing ahou t having a crown. A crown does 
not interest me; 1 can buy a crown . 
Someone :>ays, "Give your heart to Jesus 
and you'll ha'·e a mansion up there." "A 
mansion would not interest me," a per­
son might reply. fiut if they tell me my 
namc wi!! be writtcn in the f .amb's book 
of life if I give my heart tollil11, I know 
that means J am heir to the nature and 
the life and the glory of the Lamh. 

I am made a 
member of the Lamb family, and that 
would satisfy any heart reaching out for 
spiritual reality. 

If you belong to the J ones family here 
on ea rth: if your name is Jones and it is 
reee dt:d in the family Dihle of the Jones 
fann ;"-you can understand the other 
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members of that falllll\,. The loneses UIl­

derstand each other h«au;;e tlley all have 
the ~me nature and characteri~tics. The 
things that are hard for anyone else to 
understand about the Joneses, Ihey under­
stand abou t each other. And if you arc a 
member of the 8ro\\n family, the Jone~es 
canllot understand yOll for they cannOI 
ull(Jcrstand the Brown family. But the 
Brown family get along beautifully faT 
there is an understanding among them. 

The rest of the world cannot under­
stand the Lamb family. They s.a)" "What 
in the world arc you crying about now?" 
They cannot unde rstand why you are cry­
ing but f know why yO~1 are weeping and 
I say, "\Veep on, sister, and have a good 
time." They say. "Why do people shout?"

John. in writing of the things that Jesus 
revealed unto him, declared: "And 1 be­
held, and la, in the midst of the throne and 
of tht.: fonr bea~ts, and in the mid~t of the 
elders, stood a Lamh as it had been slain." 
Ht!v. 5 :6. T he Lamb is an the glory! 

"Anc! I sa\v a strong angel proclaiming 
with a 10l1d \"oice, \Vho is worthy to 
open the hook, and to loose the 'seals 
thereoP" This meant it was the time of 
the administering of judgment. The 
archangel could not open the book and 
ad1l1illi~ter judgment for he had never 
tasted this world with its sin.

Arthur T. Robb, editor of Edilor and Publisher, 
states that out of 1,700 newspaper owner-pub­
lishers ill the U. S. A. a maximum of 15 arc 
Jewish, or less than 1% of the total. He shows

Septc1llher 19 at the University of Zuricll in 
Switzerland, in which he advocated Ihe fOTll,· 
iug of a "United States of 1~llrope."

Europe, we must begin nOw. In these presen T 
days we dwell strangely and precariously un · 
der Ihe shield, and I will e\'en say protection.

"If at lirst all states of EUrflpe arc nOI 
willing or ahle to join the ullion, we !11ust 
nevertheless proceed to assemhle and com­
bine those who will and can. III all this urgenl 
work. France and Germ:lI1Y must take the 
lead togcther. Great Britain. the British 
Commonwealth of Nations. mighty America 
and. I trust, Soviet Russia-and Ihen indeec 
all would be we!1-Il1USI be the friends an d 
sponsors of the new Europ£'.

HENRY ROSE

IT was at the Rapido River battle in Italy. in 
January, 19~4, that I was wounded I was 

with the 36th Infantry Division. \\·e were 
trying to take a mountain held by the Germans 
who had seven machine gUll emplacements be­
sidu thdr anillt'ry. alld I was on Outpost duty. 
when I was hit with fragments of two 88 
millimeter shells, 

A fragment from the first shell. slightly larger 
than my thllmb, lodsed in my spin\!; another 
fragment hit my left lung; a third hit me in 
the left shoulder breaking the scapula and 
glancing do\\n into my body. The second shell 
burst just a few seconds later, One large 
fragment hit my right leg, carrying away 
twelve inches of the rishl thigh muscle j and 
aHolher piece went through the leg below the 
knee. breaking the leg jUl>t below the tOp of 
the tibi;!. 

Sergeant Kelly ("Commando" Kelly, Ihe 
famed "one-man army." \\ho was the platoon 
leader) ami a medic came out. but they couldn'l 
get to Ille with a stretcher. As a result, I 
had to walk hack to the Aid Station, with their 
hell), and walking on the broken leg resulted 
in the injury of the peroneal nerve. This 
caused partial paralysis of the right leg and 
!evere sti tlness in the right knee. 

Days and weeks of intense suffering followed, 
From the Aid Station I was removed to the 
Eighth Field Ilo~pita!, where they operated on 
me to remove the shell fragment from my spine. 
The surgeon told me I was the only soldier he 
had seen shot in the spine who had lived after 
the fragment was removed. I attribute this 
to the fact that it was Sunday when I was 
1Voundetl and the saints in Illy home assembly 
(River Rouge Assembly of God, Detroit, ~I ieh.) 
were praying for me. \\'hen I was lowesl, and 
Ihey were tryillg to kccp me alive with blood 
plasma, the Lord remilll.kJ lIle that it was 
service time at home, anc.1 a great ca lmness came 
over me. 

After five or six days I was remo\'ed from 
the Field Hospital to the General Hospital 
in Naples. anc.1 alter spending eight days there 
I was shil'ped to the Forty-th ird Gelleral Hos­
pital in l\orth Africa. There Ihey attempted to 
graft skin from my left leg 10 Illy right leg. 
Sireptococcus infection sct in and they had to 
remQ\'e the grait again. A doctor told me 
at that time that the muscle would never irow 
again in that place. I spent three months 
rIXu\>eratilig in that hospita l in North Africa, 
after which r was brought back to the U. S. A. 

..... a5 operated (\11 durin~ thi~ time; the operations 
were extremdy painful. one lastin~ for four 
and a half houri while the doctors proJx.J abnut 
ill the O~I fie,h of my leg S('ekin~ to find the 
ends of the shattered nen·es and join theTll 
together again.

\Vhen I was di~charged. from Perc\' JCI)lCS 
Hospit:.l ;n Feburary, 19~5. I was told that m)' 
leg would continue to gel worse. and it dil\. I 
fell do\\n a numb.!r of times, so I went back to 
the hosl>ital and they filled up a bract' It) keep 
my knee in place and to hold up my "drOI)ped 
foot," 

The doctors told me thOlt I would have to 
follow some occupation in which I could re­
main ~eated while I worked. hut they warned 
me that I would 1I0t be able to work for twO 
years. In spite of their warning. I tried to go 
back 10 my former trade of barh<:ring, oilly 
to find I cokln't stand and hold my arml 
up long enough to Cllt hair. because of the pain. 
due to my spinal injury. Then I \\('l1t to the 
VeterOlns' Employment and RehOlbilitation Ser­
vice. 

I was given a number of aptitude tests, 
had thought I might learn some light tr:ade like 
repairing watches or radios, but they advi~ed 

me otherwise. They said that, although tllt·y 
were willing to send me to a trade school if 
I so desired. they would advise me to try to 
get into a theological school in~tt':ad, i>ecause 
my aptitude tUIS showed a higher al>tiwde for 
ministerial or soc.i:11 work.

W E have just finished our first term of 
Bihle studies for women. E\'er ~illce we 

discovered that it is not practical to lla,'(: both 
men and women in the Institute we have longed 
to h,we studies for the women apart frOI11 the 
men. but in otller years we have been una ble 
to do so 1><:C;IU~1' we lacked sltfficicIlt womCTl 
mission~ri('s to do the tcaching. Now that 
Sistcr ~I\lnger and Ma rjorie Trul in ~re here, 
and Si~ter Finkenbinder came up from San 
Salvador to trach a class, we \\ere able to see 
our desire fulfi llcd . 

\\'c were not certain as to how our brethren 
would rcan to this vcnturc. or if the women 
would rc<;p(lnd. The thought of womcn taking 
an acti,'c 1)'1rt in the ministry is somewhat new

thought tllat a good sign of n'al interes t. One 
was from near the river Goa<coran, which 
marks the extreme c,1stern harder of the coun­
try. while severa l were from the river r.n 
basin at tll(, very western end.

ShOl.:illg 
thilt the idea of Bible studies for the women and 
g irl s is well aecejltcd.

T hcir 
ringing tc~timonies brought real l.Jlcssing and 
inspiration to the members 01 the lutal church. 

"Lights out"' bell rang a t ten o'clock and the 
Dean of women madc her fiual rounds \0 Ste: 
that all \,a5 wel1 and to say g()U(.] 1l1ght. 

The last night we had a simple but effcctive 
program II ith the girls reprcscllting the di ffere nt 
cour~cs thc}' had studi('d. :Many bcli('vers had 
cOll1e in from the COUll\ly for this service, and 
from the hearty "Amcns" tha t rang Oll t Juring 
the I>rogram we could tell tha they were 
thoroughly enjoying it. After it was over, 
the girls crow<!t ... 1 around to say good-by, many 
of them crying at the thought of leaving, and 
nea r ly all of them 5ayillg, " llasta el arlO en­
tranlc·' (ulltil next yea.r).
