The P{)~ilioll of 
the cross was so pllblir that 
it met the full gaLL' of all 
c1asse.'>-the friends and al~() 
the enemies of Jesus. The 
cross cOl1ld not ht ignored that 
dav. And the fact ('If the cro~'" 
ca;mot be ignored today, 
Eithe r we accept the cross of 
Christ and the salvation of 
Christ provided thereon, or we 
clespise and reject so great a 
and so great a Saviour. 

TilE CENTRAL CROSS 

~a l valion 

There were three crosses on Calvary's 
11l11. In the center W:lS the sin le ss Son of 
God. On the right hand and 0n the left 
were deep-dyed sinlle rs. At first these 
twO sinners mocked Jesus. But the Spirit 
qf God was there. and J Ie convicted of 
~1Il. Rut only one of those sinners yielded 
10 the conviction. This Ol1e confessed his 
~il\ and looked (0 the bleeding Lamh of 
God who al that , 'cry moment was bear­
Ing his "ins. That look of faith on the 
part of the dying thief brought him an 
ahllndant en trance into the kingdom of 
God. for Christ said 10 him: ';Today 
"halt thou be with i\ le in paradi<;e." Luke 
2.1 :43, 

As i\lycr Pe:lrlman put it, yOll see on 
those three crosses: one thief dyi'IO i'l 
\'~'" the One on the ccntral cross d.\'ill9 
for sin, and the pardoned criminal on the 
third cross dying 10 .till. Our attitude 
toward the One who died all that central 
nos,; will determine our eternal destiny. 

Peter. looking- back to that central 
TOSS, and the I,amh of God who died 
upon it, declared: "Cllri"t also sunered 
fb r \b .. who 1 lis own self bare our 
.;if1~ in J li.s own body 011 the tree, that 
t't', heing dead to sins, should live unto 
righteotlsness. " 1 Peter 2 :21. 2-l. At 
tha t cross we lea\"(' our sins and receive 
Ii is righteousness, 

/\nd since Christ yielded 1 li _~ hody tip 
for I\~ at Calvary, is it not a reasonable 
~ef\'ict, for liS to present 01\1' bodies to 
Ililn. and to viekl them so f\1lh' to Him. 
that from henceforth we ."ha'lI not be 
conformed to thi s present evil world and 
its ('\·il ways. hut transformed by the re ­
J1ewing of our minds. so that we shall al-

acceptable and perfect will of God? 

THI': REAT.lTY OF TilE CROSS 

\Ve cannot amid the reality of the 
cross. It was no bed of roses on which 
the Lord of glory gave ttp ] lis life, Tlw 
thorns that pierced Ilis bleeding head 
were rml. The nails that separated lile 
tendons and bones of Ili s hands and feet 
were r('Ol. The broken body and the shed 
blood were rcal. And those who \\"ill 
follow the Chri"t of the cross will know 
the rcalif)' of the eros!; in their own per­
sonal lives. 

There was nothing aesthetic a11o\1t the 
ROltlan arena in which the followers oi 
the Crucifted were torn to pieces by lhe 
lions. Their cross II-as rral. There ,,-as 
nothing very ornate about the stakes to 
which the condemned followers of the 
Crucified were chained and burned ali\·e. 
Their cross was rcal. 

There was nothing aesthetic abottt tlte 
thumbscrews and the racks which thOl1-
sands of Chri~tians endured durin~ the 
Dark Age~ as they carried their cross for 
JeSl!s. Their cross was rcal. 

ft was a rcal ("ros~ Ihat the th o\lqttd~ of 
Christians suffered III COncentration 
camps because they dared, in the nanl<; of 
Christ. to QPpose the nco-paganism oi 
Hitler. 

It has been a rcal cross to the thom3nd" 
of saints in Russia who bave endured un­
speakable persecution, many of thent 
meeting untimel\' deaths, because thl'y 
\\'ere true to their crucified Lord. 

And toda\'. in .\merica. there are mam' 
hrave saints \\'ho are qrrying a cro~s 
that is just as real to them as the cros~ 
that SI\110n was compelled to carry for his 
Lord. 

Bllt. God forgive us, most of us are 
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seeking to avoid the way of the 
sacrificial crass, living in com­
fortable home:.. riding in com­
fortable cars, coming once on 
Sunday to sit in comfortable 
churches. singing soul -plea~ing 
(,lllotional songs, listening to 
t:ar-tickling sermons that do 
not stir us to life like that 
of our suffering Saviour. But 
J I is call to all is, "If any 
Illan will come after Me, let 
111111 den" himself (that IS, 

dcny hin;self a life of self­
pampering, and denying sel f 
Ull every line) and take up his 
cross daily, and follow ~Ie.'· 
Luke 9 :23. I t is a caU to lose 
our lives. to hand them over to 
II im to be plamed in the like­
ness of Hi s death, For did 
I Ie not say. "Except a corn of 
\\hea t fall into the ground ami 
die . it ahideth alone: but if it 

die. it bringeth forth much fruit"? John 
12 :14. 

OUR CHO ICE 
\Ve cannot ignore the cross of Clm:.t. 

\\'e Iml.!;t do one of three things. 

First, we can trample it under our fef'l: 
we can tread underfoot the SOil of C;ncl, 
and cOllnt the blood lIe shed on Calv,r!'v 
as of no value. But if we take 1 bi's 
attitude. God will deal with tiS in wrath 
:md vengeance, for someday lie \\'!11 
judge us, and we will find it a fearf ul 
Ihing- to fall into the hands of the living 
God. 

Secondly, we can walk hy it atHl try to 
escape it. \Ve can live a life of seli-in­
cllligence. self -pleasing, and self -gratifica­
lion. on ly to receive the ';",oe" of the One 
I\"ho has called ItS to a life of self-deni;!!' 
to a Ii f e of daily taking up our cross and 
following" in His footsteps. 

Thirdly. we C:lll say to our Lord. "\'e~, 
J \\'ill gladly obf')' Thee, and by Thy gml'e 
clcny myself daily: and by Tlty grace 
c\"(~ry day 1 will take tip my eros". I 
will yield to the 1ll<!l1\' crur.:i:i.-.;i()!1~ that 
dail" await me that -T 100 111<1\' he a 
crucified one, following Thee all the way, 
Grant that I may always he able to ~ay, 'l 
am crucified with Christ: ne\'ertlwless I 
live: yet not r. but Christ li\·eth in me':

dch day His own good will and pleasure." 
For me. the cross is a revelation of tltf'

~Iain by the jawbone o f an ass! God is 
ever chflO"ing the wcak things, the con­
temptible thing'S. the dC"Jllsl'd thing", to 
bring to naught thinK" that art'. Our 
warfar(' is nOl agaill.~1 flc!)h and blood; it 
i" again"t the principalitics and powers of 
darkllc,,~, again"l \\"itkecl spirih; but God 
h tndny taking out \\'('ak II'011lcn and 
ignorant 111('11 to d('f('at tllC~C eTlt'mics of 
GCI(I and ('lIt'mics of Gnd's people. But 
the secret of their strenglh is that which 
wa!-o the !>("crCI of Samson's a mighty en· 
dllcltlcn t frOIll 011 high. 

The Spirit of the IA,nl eame upon 
Samson and he did exploits. God wants 
I li~ Salll~nn~ today, on whom the Spirit 
of (;0<1 can cOllle in a similar way. The 
Spirit of Cod is mig-bty. I f He can only 
find v('nt in a yielded ill'itr\1111cnt there will 
be no difllt:uhy in ovt'rthrowill,E:" all the 
forces of the cncm)'. God must have Hi .. 
Samsons today bCl.:au~e the en ('my is cn­
croaching: he is cncroaching all around. 

Thc m:lIt cIJo!-ocn b)' God is al so a mark 
for the enclll)" a !-opecial mark, because he 
is dcst roying' the enemy's kingdom. The 
enCllly !o>cnds a mes!o>cnger most likely to 
trap. In Sam SOil'S case it wa s Del ilah. 
She did nOI succeed at first . bu t the 
fourth time she did. The three warnings 
prcI'iou.. should ha\'e bccn sufficient. 
Samson paid a painful price for hi s fai th­
lessness. But God did not utterly forsake 
hil11. t n the p r ison he had opportun ity to 
rCI'<'nt and eallupon God. 11is hair grew 
again and his spiritual life was restored. 
God's Spi r it once more calllc Ilpon him. 
T he enemies made sport of the ma n o f 
God who was blind and hel pless, but 
they forgo t God. 

The lord s o f the Philistines gathered 
together to ofTer a great sacri fice to Dagon 
their god. They rejoiced, S<'lying: "Our 
god hath delivered Samson our enemy in­
to our hand s," Al l lhe great lords o f the 
nation's government came together fo r the 
occasioll. T hus Samson came in contact 
with the rulers and leaders ill a way that 
he never could have done by going up 
and down the country. They made sport 

of ~alllsoll. but he kept quiet, making no 
reply. He was waiting on God. and God 
heard his re<luest. Better for the enemies 
had they never made him captive; his 
capture was their o\·erthrow. 

Samson cried to God, and the mighty 
Spirit of God came UpOIi him. And he 
ol'crthrew the temple. Thou"ands were 
sla in, the heads of the nat ion lI'ere wiped 
out, and the Spiri t of God and the peo­
ple of God were \'indicated. SamsoTl 
hilll!o>df died. Although the instrument of 
victory must die , the Spirit of God was 
not bound or destroyed. The Spirit re­
turned 10 God who sent H im. 

Oh, how the enemy exulted when 
Chri .. t was hound by the high priest 1 
The powers of darkness would say, "We 
have Ilim now." They made sport of Him 
ilnd did II'hatsocI'er they wished unto 
II illl. 

Thcy crucified Ilim. and they said, "it 
is fini .. hcd." Bllt Ilith a louder cry, the 
Son of God cried, "It is fini!>hed!" Fin ish­
cd! God's purpose for the past, presen t 
and future, for the sn lvati on of the race, 
had been consummated by that cry, "It is 
finished!" And lie slew more in lli s 
death than in I lis life. If e brought to 
naught at ! li s <lenth all the hcads, rulers 
atld gOI'ernors of the enemies of God's 
people and of God 1 limself. Bctter for 
thcm had they never bound llim or led 
Ili\11 away from the garden, 

Samson 's work ended at his death. 
Christ'!> mightier work commenced after 
lIis death. For after His resur rection 
li e received the promise of the Father, 
and on the day of Pentecost lie poured 
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forth the Spirit upon the waltlllg OUe! 

hundred and twenty; and in that scrmon 
of Peter's, at the \'oice of a man a m.'ln 
who had ocen frightened of a maid- thrce 
thotlS<'lnd persons trembled, and were 
snatched from the kingdom of tbe cnenw 

JeslIs died ami ro.!tc again, nne! receil'ed 
the prom ise to undo the kingdom of Satan 
ami bllild up the kingdom of God. Today 
lie is enthroned on high, for God has 
said unto Him, "Sit ThOll at ~ly right 
hand, ulltil I make Thine enemies Thy 
footstool." Psalm 110:1. From that 
place of power He is pouring forth H is 
Spirit, and the same blessed 11 0ly S pirit 
who was given at Pentecost is at the 
di~posal of the sai nts today. But let liS 

mind the leakages, and let us bewa re of 
Dc1ilahs. 

In Ihe exploits of Samson we see th~ 
divine strength manifest and o\'erflowing. 
We see excess. And the inspired apostle 
says to liS in substance. "Do not have an 
excess of wine and do strange antics; but 
be filled with an excess of the Spi l'it and 
do strange deeds." On the day of Pente· 
cost the mocke rs said that the aile hun­
dred and twenty were drunk. God wtlnt!o> 
a people similarly filled with an exces .. 
of the Spirit these days-Pentecostal 
drunks! A drunken man has 1II0re nat­
ural strength than others, nnd it takes 
a number of men to hold him dowlI. And 
a man filled with the Spirit of God has 
supernatural strength. The God of Sam­
son, the God of P eter, is the God of the 
saint today. 1t is written , "They . . , limit· 
cd the H oly O ne of Is rael." Psa lm 78:41. 
It mig ht also be written, ';They limited the 
Holy One of Pentecost." T hey would 
not do the former, but they wou ld do the 
latter. 

God wants Hi s Davids who are anxious 
to figh t the giant. David was a st ripling, 
a shepherd boy; and the trained sold iers, 
his brothers. sneered a t him. T he k ing 
wou ld put upon him hi s armor and give 
hi m his carnal weapon . But the boy, the 
man of God, wants to be free, to havc 
liberty so that he can throw stones. A nd 
that stripling not on ly felled he g iant , 
but the arnlies o f the alien were put to 
flight. God is u sing Hi s Davids today, 
st r iplings, and the train ed men He is 
setting aside. Oh, yes, they were brothers. 
David recognized them as brothers, but 
they did not recognize him as a brot her. 
H e was just "the keeper o f a fell' sheep!" 
They declared, "Vve have n fi ne compa ny 
- well trained." But the trainit1~ did not 
fell the giant. It was the Spirit of God 
GIld faith ill God. Will ),011 be one of 
God's David s? 
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WHAT THE CE~TURIO~ SA W

HERE were marvcllous happc!ling.~ 
in connection with the denth of our 
Lord jesus Chri'L There were 

mighty phenomena wllich caused the 
centurion. and they that were with him 
looking- on the Crucifixion. to fear g-reatly. 
and to exclaim. "Truly this was the Son 
of God." What werc these strange hap­
pening~' We find them described in 
Matt. 27 :45-54. 

The first was the g-rt;at dark!l6S o"er 
al! the earth, from the sixth to the ninth 
hour. 

l\11D-DAY \\'AS Tl:k~EIl TO ~llI)!,\IC;IIT 

when the Lord jesu<; Chri.~t suffered. You 
recollect the scenes around the cross­
the callOllS soldiers g-(I11lbling O\'er the 
clothes oi jesus: the mocking scribes. For 
three hours the body of the Son of God 
was exposed: hut suddenly God began 
to move. I-J is hand altered the course of 
Ilatl1re, because something was happening 
which was to shake hell, someth ing which 
was to effect the redemption of the world.

which is the kft -wi ng party in powe r, has an 
inten sive program of propaganda and cul­
ture, with teaching centers in almost every 
town of importance. Thcy believe ,hat 
change by violence is a mis take. and that the 
people must be taught the hasic principles 
of re\·olution. One of the results of their 
intensive propag-anda effort has been a more 
tolerant spirit among the people. 

A month ago (November) the Roma n 
Catholic hierarchy Pllt pressure upon the 
government and made them en force a de­
cree passed by the former government. for­
bidding open-air meetings and propaga.nda by 
the Protestants. At the same time, the 
brethren from one of our churches in Lima 
went out on Sunday llIorning to preach in 
the open a ir a s they were accustomed to do. 
Th ey were nicely started when the police 
came and ordered them to stop. In the

Sill!.'e I tral'el so much, I al\\a)", gil·e out 
tracts and booklets in the buses. One day 
I gal·e a booklet to a policeman. Abo\!! a 
week later I met him again on the ~ame hus, 
and he a~ked if he could buv a few d07en 
copies of the booklet which I 'had given him. 
I found that he was an evan!l;clical, trying 
to do a \Iork among the prisoner~ under 
his charge. lie said that many of them were 
interested and would read the literature 
gil·en to them. 

The annual conventions in lIuancayo and 
Huara7 were especially good this year. 
;'Iore and more we are establishing rcgional 
convcntions all ol'er Peru and they are 
proYing a ble~sing. In fact, there are good 
reporh from our work in nearly all parts of 
Peru . People come from long distances to 
attend the conven tions. Alld in the case of 
the Iluaraz cOllven tion , all arrangements 
such as providing food and shel ter. etc., were 
ent irely handled by the Indian brethren. 

A cont inuous revival has been going 011 in 
C;araz for several months now. More than 
twenty have received the Baptism in the 
Holy Ghost. After receiving the Holy Spirit. 
some have had a bu rden of intercession for 
the lost come upon them. \Ve bel ieve this 
is going to have a real influence in the work.

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The X. A. E. is IJrimarily a service orga n­
ization, wllich has made its sen-ices available 
to the Pentecostal people.

The dcci~ion to join the Nationa! Asso­
c iation of Fvangelicals was made. at the 
19·13 (;cneral Council. The dec ision was 
reached after r(!prcsentatives of the Execu­
t ive Presbytery had vis ited the preliminary 
meeting of evangelical~ in 51. Louis arid had 
s tudied the is~ues involved. The reasons for 
joining the Association were then presented 
on the General COllneil floor and act ion was 
taken to a~soeiate the Assemhlies of God 
with the i\. .\. E. 

There i~ a most de finite reason for a united 
Protestant voice on all moral and religious 
questions. The voice of a mi nority de nom ina­
t ion has lillie or no weight. The U. S. Gov­
ernment has recogniled the Catholic Church 
becal1~e o f its unity of I,urpose, and hecall~e 
t his ehurdl ha~ known wha t it wan ts and 
docs 1I0t hesit:! te to go after it. The Federal 
Council of Churches of Chris t In America has 
attempled 10 represc nt all Protestantism, and 
the denominat ions in the membersh ip of the 
F.C.C.A. can be ar t icu lat e through tha t asso­
dation. , 

l3 ut the Assemblies of God, along wit h many 
other C\'angcl ical groups a nd individ ual 
-churches, ca nnot join th e Federal Council of 
t he Chu rches of Chr ist ill America, hecause 
o f its purpose to control Protestantis m. and 
~Jeca \lse of its modernis t approach to a l! re ­
lig ioll ~ prohlcms. Many reasons ca n be g ilen 
why we cannot permit the Federal Council 
to ~peak for Ihe Assem hlies of God, bllt we 
-sh a ll rdrain from lis ti ng them in this a rt icle. 

Attempts have heen made ill the [Mst to 
-organi7.e E\"angC!ical~, hut mos t of tll ese :I t ­
'tempts ha \"e beel1 cxell1s ivc, reco~nition be­
'ing ginTl ch idl,' to those of Calvinist a nd 
T'fe-Inillcnnia l persna, ion. \Vh ell the Ameri _ 
can Council o f Chris t ian Chu rches was fo rm ed 
it adopted the sam e policy of exclus ivis lIl as 
its prc(lceesson. Th e A%emb lic~ of God were 
II Ot II'clcolllcd by the I\ lu crican COlln cil; in 
h e t , I\e havc heCI! att acked opcn ly hy that 
Assoc iat ion. l'nfortllll ll te ly, this a tti tude ha s 
' lot he en clear ly unders tood lJy mally of our 
m in iste rs. 

\\' hen plans we re for mulated for Ih e o rgan ­
i1.a t ion of th e Nlitiona l Associat ion of Evan ­
geli ca ls. a s im ple doc t r ina l s ta telll ent was 
.adopt ed whidl wou ld perm it a l,y groul> o f 
E vangclical fa ith to join IIpon subscr ibing to 
Ihe Doct ri nal S tatemellt. T his ma de possible 
th e co-operat ion of thc 1ll0~ t ex treme Ca l­
vini sts with Arminians, gl'l\UPS of Chris tia ns 
which for 1l} er ly ha d little o r not hi ng in COlll ­
mon. T he Holin ess g rOlll>S had al ways been 
-excl l1ded fr om F un dament a list circ les in the 
past. I n the N. A. E . the Free ~f ethod i s t , the 
' ,Vesleyan Method ist, the Pilg rim Holiness, 
1he Nazaren e ch urches can llleet with the 
A ssemblies o f God , th e Ch urch of God of 
C levelan d, TenTl., the Pcntecos ta l H oline ss 
Church, the Open Bib!e S tandard Churches 
and a host of oth er church es such a Bap_ 
tist, Presbyterian. Chri st ian Reformed, etc. 
The ba rriers of prejudice which had exis!ed 
hetwee n God-fearing, Bible-bel ieving Chris_ 
tians arc being broken down. And this is 
taking place without the necessity of compro-

mise 011 any point of dis t inction which sets 
these denom in at ions apart one from another. 

A nd \dl a t a re the henefits being derived 
from this association? Apart from the diffi­
culties of co-opera t ing in local evangelical 
e fforts, which we recognize, there are some 
ve ry definite henefits. Among them are the 
following: 

The setting up of a new £\'angelical For­
eign :\lissions Associa t ion with offices in 
Washington, D. c., and 1\e'''' York City. This 
£. F . :\!. A. is rendering free service to any 
Ev~ngelieal body and has been successful in 
securing passports for missionaries at times 
whcn pas~ports were almost ullohtainable. 

The organi7.ation of a National Sunday 
School Association which is sponsoring a new 
series of Uniform Su nday School Lcssons . 
Representati ves of the Gospel P ublishing 
I iouse arc having a profound influence tlpon 
the selection of lessons in this ser ies, which 
will be soon offered to the Christ ian world in 
competi tion wi th the Interna tional Su nday 
School lessons, wh ich a rc dominated by mod­
er nism, and which emphasi7.e a socia l gospel 
instea d o f the gospel of Chri~1. 

Possihly one of the greatest services resu lt ­
ing fr01l1 the N. A. E. influence was the set­
ting up of a n Evangelical \Va r Relief service, 
which has bee n sending both food and cloth ­
ing to Europe fo r di st r ihut ion t hrough 
Protesta nt cha nnels in large quanti t ies. T ile 
Assemhlies of God have been usi ng th is ser­
dce and much of the relief has been dis-
