We h';:l\c Ix'Cn redecmed, purchased. 
brought ha.ck to God, by lhal whil"h is of 
Inest imable , 'alue in Iii .. siglll 

;\1<111 magnifies si lvt'r and gold and is 
very covetous to get lIlorc and more of 
t he~(' perishable metals; but he COUllti:> the 
blood of CllI'ist of little worth. The mob 
cri(.'d out, " Crucify Illlll!" Theil' thought 
wa~. "LeI Il im bleed to death! \Vhat 
value Ii:> there in the hlo()(1 of one who 
is despised and rej(:(.' led of men ?" Judas 
sold the body of Chri~t with all its blood 
for thirty pieces of silver. Thirty pieces 
of pcri .. hablc silver (approximately nine­
teell dollars and eig-hty cents), "the price 
of II im that was valued, whom they of 
the children of Israel did \'alue." MaU. 
27 :9. The price of a slave! They count­
ee! the blo<xl of ehri!)t as an unholy thing. 
The blood of the lamb in the temple, slain 
that morning, was treated as a sacred 
thing by the priests. The anti type, the 
bloo<1 of Jesus Chri!)t. the Lamb of God, 
was cOlln(.'(1 an unholy thing--..1. thing- to 
he trodden under foot! 

Man today is 110 better in his thoughts. 
Gold and silver are the things counted 
precious. The blood of Jesus Christ, 
God's Son, is di sca rded , set aside, ex­
plained away; and in some C1.ses teaching 
concerning it is entirely eliminated. But 
God holds the blood of His Son in high 
esteem. In Psalm 49, H e speaks of how 
impossible it is for human wealth to pro· 
vide redemption : I Ie speaks of men who 
"trust in their wealth, and bo.1.st them· 
,,('Ivcs in the multitude of their riches" 
and s..1.ys. "No lIlan can by any means 
redeem his brother, nor gi ve to God a 
ranwm for him-for tOO costl), is the re· 
demption of their soul, and must he let 
alone for e\'er-thnt he shoull\ !)till live 
alwny, that he should not sec the pit." 
Psnl111 49 :7·10, ~rasorctic Version. But 
what man cannot purchase, God has pro­
,·ided. "With the Lord there is mercy. 
and with Him is plenteolls redemption" 
(Psalm 130 :7), a redemption secured, not 
hy cormptible things, as silver and gold, 
hut with the incorruptible, precious blood 
of His only begotten Son. 

No language can exprc.::>s the value of 
that blood poured forth, the lifeblood of 
the Author of life. No prophet can 
fathom the dep~h of that mystery- God 
manifest in the flesh- and the flesh being 
emptit.-d of its blood, its life. Says the 
inspired apostle, "Great is the mystery of 
godhness: God was mani fest in the 
flesh." I Tim. 3:16. Great, tOO, is the 
mystery of the Author of life, who de­
c1ared: "I have power to lay it (My life) 
down, and 1 have power 10 take it again." 
John 10: 18. The Author of life, emply­
ing HilllS('ifof life! 

In llebrews 2:14 we are ~hu\\'n why 
the Author of life became £1esh and dwelt 
among LIS: "Forasmuch as the children 
are partakers of £1csh and blood, He also 
Ililll~1f likewise took part of the same; 
that through death li e might dc:.troy him 
that had the power of deat h. that is, the 
devil." His coming in the fl('~h, and His 
sub~quent death, were in order that He 
might deal with the author of death, even 
Satan. There at Calvary. through death, 
lie delivered them "who through fear of 
death were all their liieti1lle subject to 
bondage"; for I Ie not only dealt with 
him who had the power of death, but, 
by the s."lme act, al so released and de­
live red all those who were under the sway, 
the power, the domination of Satan. 
\Vhere m :A1'I1 reigned, LIFE has'now the 
power to reign. 

It is written, "As in Ada1ll all died. 
even so in Olrist shall all be made alive," 
I Cor. 15 :22. But every o,lle will rise in 
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his OWI1 order. Thcre is a resu rrectiOn of 
life, and a resurrection of condemnation 
or damnation. Your attitude toward lhe 
blood of Jesus Christ, and toward the One 
who shed His blood, will determine rour 
eternal destiny-your resurrection either 
to eternal life or to eternal damnation. 

Christ destroyed or brought to nought 
him who had power over death, and so 
every dead persall is held by death with 
a loose hold. The death and resurrection 
of Christ means that every ,'ictim of death 
will ha,'C to be released. Some will be 
rai sed to life and joy, and others will I.x: 
rai~l'(l to shame and to the second deat h· 
the lake of fire. 

;\s long as death is prevalent, we t1l11~t 
remember the purpose for which Chrbt 
('ame-I Ie. canle that wc might have life, 
nnd that we might have it more abundant­
ly. John 10:10. It is written, "He that 
belit;veth on the Son hath everlasting Ii f e : 
and he that believeth not the Son shall 
not see life; but the wrath of God abideth 
on him." John 3 :36. 

As ' .... e walk in the light, the blood of 
Jeslls Christ, God's Son, is active, virile, 
living. efficacious, and c1canseth now from 
all sin. It speaks better thing!) than the 
blood of Abel; it speaks better things 
than the blood upon the lintels and side­
posts in Egypt . God saw the blood on the 
doorpost, It spoke. It was effective. It 
brought deliverance. And how much 
more docs the precious blood, the speaking 
1.l100d, the cleansing blood of the Son of 
the living God, provide a shelter, a re­
demption, an uttermost salvation of those 
who shelter under it s all-availing £1ow. 
It is Ihe passport to the heavenly kingdom. 

PRAYER 

I am convinced that nothing in the 
whole Ch r istian religion is so difficult, 
and so rarely attained, as a praying 
heart. Without it you arc as weak as 
weakness itself. With it you are irre­
sistible. This by some would be thought 
a strange remark, and to savor strongly 
of fanaticism. But I affirm the Church will 
have to turn over a new leaf on this 
suhject, and Jearn a new lessol1 on 
the subject of prayer. Frequent seasons 
of sccret prayer are, in my mind, wholly 
indispensable to keeping up an inter­
course with God. Let me say again and 
again, if you lose your spirit of prayer, 
you will do nothing, or next to nothing, 
though you have the inteJlectual endow­
ment of an angel.-Charles G. Finney. 
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WHEN SIGNS FOLLOW 

BEFORE Christ left this earth He 
('"on1l11is~iol1ed His disciple!>: "Go }e 
into al1 the world, and preach the 

g'n:--p<,1 to eyery creature." And He said, 
"The~e signs shall follow them that 
helic\'e: In ~1 y name shall they cast out 
devils (demons. R. V.); .. they shall 
lay !~ands on the sick, and they shall re­
eo\·er." i\ lark 16:15-18. 

In the biography of Pastor J. C. Hlum­
hardt, we arc told of the revival that 
followcd the casting Out of an evil spIrit 
in his parish at !\1otllingen, Germany. 
There wcrc two si.:,;ters, Goulkbin and 
Kat..'I.rina Dittus, who became strangely 
and unaccountably affected. For a period 
of two years llIull1hardt had them COI1-

stantly on his mind, and presented them 
to God in prayer. But all this timc they 
grc't\' WOrse, and the attacks became more 
fn.'<plellt. The symptoms appeared to 
coincide with those of the demoniacs in 
the time of Christ. All medical treatment 
was unavailing. At last the physician, 
app.'I.lled by the manifestations, exclaimed: 
"Is there no clergyman in this village who 
can pray? r can do nothing here !" 

\Vith characteristic modesty BJulllllardt 
wi shed to retreat, but some of his people 
s..'I.id 10 him, "Tf yOll do not want to shake 
our faith in your preaching. you cannOt 
retre:lt before the evil olle." A ftcr a little 
tillle he replied, "'lOll arc right: hut to be 
in accord with the Word o f God you also 
must unite with me in supplication, ac­
cording to James 5 :14." 

Prayer was made and the fulfillment of 
the promise claimed. fiut Sa ta n would 
not give IIp without a struggle. Katarina's 
symptoms became terrible. Scve ral 
Hrong mcn were ohliged to hold her in 
a chair, and even the ir efforts were un­
availing to control the frightful convul­
sions and contortions wh ich racked her 
body. Through an en tire night this con­
tiulled, Bllllnhardt praying unceasingly 
and with rising faith. An unnatural voice , 
not her own, would spe.1.k from the poor 
woman's throat and strive to engage the 
pastor in argument or convers.'I.tion; bllt 
he steadily prayed 011. 

Toward morning the struggle ended; 
the demon was vanquished and cri ed out, 
with a great and terrible cry, heard by 
almost the entire village, "Jesus is Victor! 
Jesus is Victor!" \-Vhen the Slln arose 
the afflicted one was whole. During the 
whole of llIumhardt's life, the humble, 
grateful woman, who was later happily 
married, labored with the pastor fo r the 
souls and bodies of the hundreds who 
came to the home Pastor Bhunhardt in-

,.,tituted for till' deliverance of the :--Ick ami 
amicttd. lIt:r ;.i:--tt·r Gottliebin wa~ also 
set free and hecame a helpful worker too. 

.\bout a week after that cry, "Jesus IS 
Victor," had run.!,! through the village, 
a man of the 1110;.t depra\-ed and deceitful 
ch:tracter came to Pa~tor Rlmnh:tnlt and 
';''I.id to him, "Sir, i~ it possible that I can 
be pardoned and saved? I have not slept 
ior a whole week, anc! if Ill\' heart is not 
cased, it will kill 111e." BI~lInhardt held 
lip Jeslls to him a.-; a Sa\'iour of Ihc \'ile~t 
oi sinners; light hroke upon this man's 
... oul, and he imllwdiaH'lv went irom houst, 
to hou<;e, telling c\'ery one oi hi:. expcri­
("nee, u rging them to go to the IXblor's 
l'ol1se, and ('\'ell dragging some by main 
fon:e into the presence of the pastor. In 
this way abollt twellty were brought 10 a 
s:t\'ing knowledge of Chri:.1. 

This wa<; the \X'gillning of a gracio\l;' 
r('\·ival at r..lottJillgcn. One day Blum· 
hardt preached all the text, "The right 
hand of the Lord doeth valiantly." There 
was a gent'ral hreaking down. From that 
day ll1ul1lhardt was actnally besieged in 
hi,., own houst'. from sevel1 in the morning: 
till ele\("1\ :\t nigh\. ).[('11 who had lIever 
cared for their souls sat in the parlor for 
hours, patienlly awaiting their turn. In 
t\\'o months' time there was scarcely a 
score of perSOIlS in the l)''I.rish who had nOI 
thus cOllle in IllIInhle conf('s~iOIl and 
sincere repentance. 

B1umhardt himself wrote: "The meet­
ing of the so-called Pietists (a holiness 
meeting) within the pari"ll. \\-hich about 
thiny used to attend, soon grew like an 
avalanche, and prayer meetings had to be 
held-first twice, then four times a week 
Then the people felt so irresistibly driven 
to meet together that the prayer meeting'S 
had to take place e"ery evening. Extrcme­
Iy touching were the assemblies of the 
children in three or fOllr sections. Yon 
would sec children of four years and tlp­
wards, all kneeling in a circle, and pray­
ing in so earnest. child-like, and intelli­
!:icnt a manner, that grown-up l)Cople, who 
happened to hear them, could not restrain 
their tears. Who had taught these little 
ones, that used to go about so carelessly. 
to pray? Who put into their minds that 
stldclen and irresistible desire to IInite 
themselves in prayer? The answer to that 
question comforted and refreshed my 
mind beyond all I can express." 

In the early church they prayed for 
jig-ns and wonders. Cannot we send up 
the s.'I.me prayer? "And now, Lord, . 
grant unto Thy sen'ants, that with all 
boldness they may speak Thy word, by 
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:--tn:tching ionh Thine hand to heal; and 
tllClt siYlls and 'wollders ,nay be dotU: bi' 
tilt' 'JaP1£' (If Thy holy rllild J('SIIS." Acts 
4 :29, 30. In response to their praycr.~, 
many signs and w(111(I('rs Wl're wroug-ht 
among the people; and there was, as a 
result, a gracious revival thro\lgho\H til{' 
\\ hole of .1enl .... alem. Like earnest pray­
ing will hring like reslllt:--, and like 
revi\'als. 

SPEAKING WITH TONGUES 

THE di!:>Cipics did not understand the 
mind of the J .ord and so forbade the 
mothers to bring their children to 

Jesus. But the Lord wanted the little 
ones and said, "Suffer the little children 
to cOllle unto Me, and forbid thelll not· 
for of such is the kingdom of God." 

There are disciples today who do \lot 
understand the mind of the l.ord: they 
think He does not want the speaking in 
tongues, and the)' have a rt:btke for 
those ,Tho speak in other tongues. But 
He says, " Forbid not to speak with 
longues." I Cor. 14 :39. For out of 
the mouth of babc!:> and stlcklings ot 
lIis heayenly kingdom lIe has ordained 
praise, and the praise of the children of 
the kingdom in the language of the king­
dom is a delight to IJim. 

See that mother. \Joes she forb id the 
prattle of her babe? No, she delights in 
it, for she loves Jler babe. And the Lord 
loves l-l is children. lie !'ays to them, 
"Let ~1e see thy countenance, let 1\{e 
hear thy voice:' "Ile that speakcth in 
an unknown tongue speakcth not unto 
men, but unto God," and J Ie is not ad­
verse to His ch ildren speaking to Him. 
For He loves Ili s children, and to those 
who would forhid such I Ie says, "Forbid 
not. "

en, and teachers ga ther ed for three days of 
feJlowslii l). Not al! o f ou r missionary family 
were able to ga ther at t hi~ t ime. since some 
<Ire 100 far away in oth er Divisions and some 
had duties which they did not fcc! justified in 
leavi ng. Two rooms in Ihe school building 
.... ere appropriated for dormitories, Olle for 
the women and one fo r the men. We were 
all (Iuite comfortable. 

W e a rc th a:lkf ul fo r .... hat liod has done 
ill the IJast yea r in th e many souls savcd and 
ti lled wi th the I loly Spiri t and those healed 

W e have begun a new work in the town 
o f Umuahia Ibeku proper, feeling it to be 
God's time i/l the way it was ope ned before 
us. A nice mud block bui ld ing was obtai ned 

lor a rental 01 three shillings, or sixty cents 
pe r month for Sunda)'s only, hut now we 
have been able to obtain continuous use of 
the building for eight ~hil1ings, or $1.60 per 
month. The churches of the LJmuahia Sec· 
tion have undertaken the ~U))port of this 
church and a worker until it hecomes self· 
·supporting. We thank God for this, as it 
~hows real interest on the part of the native 
Christians to evangelize their own people. 
Ordinarily, the African is very self· centered 
and we rejoi<:e when they lift their eyes be· 
yond thei r o .... n little <:ommunity and <:hur<:h 
and begin to look upon the fields beyond 
Further this makes us glad, for as yotl prob­
<!bly know it i~ our desire to work for and 
build a fully ~elf·supporting church. Should 
any thing happen that the missionar ies would 
he suddenly taken away, a church built on 
~ueh a foundatioll would con tinue to go 011 

Ul1der the guidance of compete nt na tive 
workers, led by the Spirit of God. 

:\Ir~. (;odbey holds children's ch urch in 

this lIew work each Sunday and the attend· 
ance has jumped from about thirty-five 
the first Sunday to approximately 160. 

Our dry season is here. It has been very 
hot, and the ai r is laden with fine dust car· 
ried by the harmattan winds which blow 
down from the great desert to the north. 
The dry season is the building season and

It was to be a time o f rest from 
hear ing "D wan a'· a nd " Madam" a ll day long. 

Our vacation was to he spent a t the Af · 
r iean Inland Mission st a t ion at Moun t Ru· 
we nzor i. :Mount nu wellzori is 17,000 fcet 
ill eleva t ion, snow capped, and Ih e third 
high es t mountain in Africa. O ur da tes were 
a ll set as to wh en we wefe 10 a r rive. 

W e left our pos t of duty o n th e r ight day 
to make the !wo-day trip by car. \ ·Ve had 
tr ied to make a date e ll route with a mis· 
s ionary dentis t at Mombasa. On arriving 
at his hom c, however, we found his plans had 
changed and he was gone. 'rVe wond ered 
what we 51101lld do, go on to Ruwellzori two 
days ahead of l ime, or wha t ? We fe lt tha t it 
was bellt fo r us to go on to nuwellzor i. 

T hough arriving ahead o f schedule, QUr hos· 
t es ~ , Mrs. S ta uffach er, received us kindly 
saying, " I don't have el'erything fixed for 
you as I had desired it, bUI I am glad you 
callie anyway." 

As soon as we arr ived wc wer e in formed 
tha t a leopard had bee n ill the vici nity for 
more than three weeks and Ilad bee n killing 
pigs, goats and chickens of the villagers. 
The na tives were becomi ng concerned, fea r. 
illg som e of them might be killed as the 
leopard wa s becoming reckless in his attacks. 

W e were awakened the first morn ing a t 
Ruwenzori by the shouts o f natives. We 
wondered what it could be. It migh t bo 
na tives d ri \'ing elepha nts Oll t of their gar· 
dens, as elephants were very numerous in 
the area. We did no t have to wonder long 
a, our hos tess cal led and askcJ if by a ny 
chance M r. Downey had brough t along hi s 
rHle. Mr. Dow ncy repl ied, "Yes, I have it 
with me." Mrs. S laufll'J.cher said, "The na· 
livC5 in the village here havc surrou nded the 
leopard and want to know if you wi!] come 
and ki ll it ?" 

Mr. Downey gOt up <l lld dressed q uickly . 
The superintendent o f the sta t ion. Mr. 

Upper, M ra. D owney i , , ta nding be,ide the 
leopard wbi o;: h Mr. D owney . h o t o n M t. 
Ruwenzori. 

Lo wer, N ative beate u a r e gather e d around 
the mi"hty leopard which had been prey· 
in C 0 0 their ch ick en . , goat , and pig • . Th" 
.tze of the leopard m a y be ob.e n'ed in 
comp ari , on to the native • . 

H urlbert, was wai t ing for him . They went 
to where the na tives had sur rounded th e 
leopa rd in the vcry ta l! elephant grass. T he 
na t ives sa id toM r. Downey , " It is in there, 
just shoot and it will dit' ." 

)1 r . Down ey sa id. "No, I IlIlht sec it beiore 
I can shoot it." 

T he nat i ve~ :;aid , " "V ho 15 goi ng into the 
t~!1 grass to scare it out ?" 

It was then suggested t hat eyeryon~ st;lIId 
back a cis ta nce from th e tall g rass and a 
rock would be thrown to a rouse the leopard . 
ft was de fini tely explained tllat there wa s 
to be 11 0 O I IC in front oi /1.\ r. Down ey when 
th e leopard appeared . A s tOlle was th rown 
into the g rass <l lld <Jut jumped the leopard 
emitting a te rr ifying scream. The natives 
gOt excited, two or t hree ra n in i ront of M r. 
Do ... mey and so of cour~e he could no t shoot. 
H e tried to get them out of the way, but in a 
momen t of time the leopard had knocked two 
men down cutting them sever ely befor e it 
leaped back int o the gra~s. It took sOlli e 
time to quiet Ihe na t ives. They ·were then 
to ld tha t if th ey r eally desi re8 the leopard to 
be sho t tbey mus t no t g et in fron t 0 1 the gll'l. 

Another s ton e wa s thrown in to the gras~, 
and in a few minut es th e leopard crept out­
his s tomach tou<:hing the grou nd. Mr. 
Downey a imed-shot- and killed the leopard 
with the fi rs t shot. The na tives wen t wild 
with excitement a nd joy. T hey had their 
spears and clubs and were going to fin ish it 
fo r sur e. Mr. Hurlbe r t knew if the hide 
was to be sa,·ed he must quiet this mad 
c ro wd. H e rail in a mong th em, shout ing, 
hitting fi rs t one the n another. Soon he had 
them calmed . 

From the house lVe could hear th e shoutinJ..:. 
V,le knew the vic to ry had been w a ll. In a 
few minu tes t he natives came to the house 
with their spear~ a nd clubs. T hen there 
callie fOllr na t il'es carrying the leopa rd. T h ey 
were so excited over the ,' ic to ry. },Ir . Dow­
ney had become th eir hero. T hey said, "Our 
Lord sent you two days ahead of t ime as H e 
knew you would k ill the leopard."

ON our \\ay home to Koudougou on Sa t­
urday we greeted the paramoullt chief 

of Gourouusi. and came away with a full­
grown sheep, a large bag of peanuts and a 
large jar of oil for cooking. \Ve were 
th rilkd with the gifts. The chief look out 
a typewriter that was pre s ell ted to him ill 
1900. It wouldn't budge aile way or the other 
but the "white mall" surely could fix it. \Ve 
felt like giving back the sheep, peanuts and 
oil but this is Africa, so a day will ha\'c to 
be spent in searching for the difficulty. 

Arrivi ng home about two o'clock, \\e un­
packed, ate, and removed the du~t oi the 
joumey. I then wenl over to see Ba Kouka. 
Although he had pneumonia, they had him 
sitting outside the hut leaning agaimt his 
wife's knees. Not a stitch was over his baek 
or cilest and only a cloth was around hi~ 
hips. I gal two men to help carry him back 
int o his hut. Soon another man arrived and 
insisted tha t I take him back outside so he 
could ge t air. I refused. 

Ba Kouka couldn't talk whcn I arrived 
but after prayer he recognizee! me and began 
praising the Lord. H e seemed so happy that 
I had corne . His one prayer, when we left 
fo r the U. S., was that (;(1.1 \\(Juld Itt him 1)\'1; 
until we n: turned . He wanted a Ch rist ian 
funeral and knew that only the pastor's in­
fluence would make it possible. \Vhen Ba 
Kouka learned we were away it bothered 
him. Bllt th e Lord I<!I us return hom e jUst 
a few hours before he sl ipped away. 

I returned home for some hot bouilloll for 
him and during illy absence hc went to be 
with Je sus. The boys called us, and Mr. 
Jones wellt Ol'cr with the car for the body. 
There was a battle of words until af te r mid­
night. T he heathen relatives were deter­
mined th at the body would IlOt !cave the 
compound, and sacrifices would be made. 
When the body finally left the yard, the 
oldest son wept because o f fear. The), came 
ol'er to the mission and pleaded unt il two 
a. m. for the privilege of having their serv­
ice after we had our s. They asked for JUS t 
one of his old gilrments \0 lI,e with the feas t 
for the de .. d. 

But God undertook and Ba Kouka had a 
glorious Christia ll fUlleral. He was with 
jesus so why did he need sacrifice or fet­
ish to help him reach his heavenly home?
