Kortkamj> in Illinois. 1\t tbis time he dis­
dO~t:d to 115 a secret bet ween bi111St'1 î and 
the Lord. 11e said that wheLL lJl'aring 
sUf.:h a !.)\\rdcn, cvcry day Ile partook uf 
the Lord's supper before em ering the 
public service, H e needed the li fe of 
the Incarnate \\'onl , to be ahle to impart 
virtue to the th ronging mu ltitudes that 
were opprcssed of the deviJ. T heil whL:n 
he came face to face wi th the nced, he 
ùi d not flinch . but with all1hor ity COI1l· 

11lalldcd the spirit o f infi n n il y to go. He 
di (l Ilot p retend to handle ha rd si tuati ons 
wit h g reat caution; bu t bodly, and \Vith 
piercing discernmcnt . he cOlllll1anded that 
wh ich had come f rom the p it to loose i ts 
hold upon a child of Cod, and return 
whence it came. 

A lso, of those for whom he prayed he 
refJui red fi rmness, and im mediate a.ct ing 
out o f faith ( . , . "stretch fo rth" t hine 
ann !) and a praiscful a tti tud e 110 matier 
what the sym ptollls said . knowing the 
devil is a liar from the be<,;inning. 

Many of us can recall his commandi ng 
attitude a s he shouted to the lame or in· 
fi nn. after earnest prayer, "Room! 
Room 1" (Run!) and how he foughl 
th rough for an enactmenl of faith. r re­
meml>er him saying to me before he left , 
" Hemembcr Smith \Vigglcsworth 1" A nd 
1 do rcmember, as a challenge and as a 
standard, how he waged a noble wa.rfare 
that the ministry of healing be hrought 
in the name of Christ to lhose oppressed 
and affEcted of the devil. He {ought a 
good fight to sec thcm released from the 
bandag e of the enellly, and wherc\'er ht' 
mini stered God hOllored the effort. 

These herocs of Christian wa rfarc 
challenge us, when we realize their W3r­
fare is o\'er. vVe too m ust partake claily 
of the life of the Incarnate Word. whcther 
in symbol or in secret communion, il 
there is ta he virtl1e stream from our lives, 
frolll m in istries, to set f ree thosc abou t us 
bound amI imprisoncd by the powers of 
the enellly.

I \\a~ wel­
collie to puml' in as much trllth as I O1uld, 
although il wa5 primarily cOIl\'ersational English 
from a foreigner Ihat they wOlntl'd, 

Th~re they we:re before me resting quiet ly 
aud illllocellily in 5elf-rasc. Could I get these 
fisll-some of th!;m in deep water-into my lIet ? 
{ daily Ilray<.'(1 IILat thc Lord would give me 
tact and wiS<!om in gClltly lelling down my 
gospel uet. 

After we read a verse of Mark. I would 
make that the subject of oonversation. 

"This that we have just reOid ~ays thi s," and 
I would repeat the thought very slowly in a 
cOllcise sentence. 

"Mr. ue. what did I JaY?" I insisted Ul)()ll 
answers in complete semellces. 

presClit could oor rectly reply, "You said that

From the beginning I thus taught them th2t 
Christ is God, that ill flim all things consist, 
and that the Gospel of Mark is a miraculously 
written record of miracl~, All cotlld reply to 
the QIlcstion; "\Vhat is a miracle?" I then 
told them what God could do, and that they 
might expect Him to do anyuling.
