MEET GOD

God forbid that I should glorv, save
in the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by
whom the world is crucified unto me, and
I unto the world. Galatians 6:14.

OME would find fault with the
S Pentecostal people because we go

to the altar so often. We like to wait
before the Lord, weeping and praving,
drawing near the Cross and pleading the
power of the blood of Jesus for our vari-
ous needs, and they say we shouldn't do
that. They tell us that once we have been
saved we ought to go ahead and serve
the Lord, without going back to the
Cross again and again. No need to keep
praying and seeking the face of God, they
say. No need to tarry at the foot of the
Cross and weep. But I rise today to
defend our position.

[ believe we are Scriptural in going
back to Calvary again and again through-
out our Christian experience, and to prove
this T would direct your attention to the
tenth chapter of Joshua. It tells about the
battle at Gibeon, when Joshua command-
ed the sun and moon to stand still. You
have heard sermons concerning the sun
and moon standing still, but I want to
tell you what happened after the sun stood
still. Let us read verses 13 to 16:

“The sun stood still in the midst of
heaven, and hastened not to go down
about a whole day. And there was no
day like that before it or after it, that the
Lord hearkened unto the voice of a man:
for the Lord fought for Israel. And
Joshua returned, and all Israel with him,
unto the camp to Gilgal. But these five
kings fled, and hid themselves in the cave
at Makkedah.”

That’s what happened after the sun
stood still. Joshua and his people re-
turned unto the camp at Gilgal. Why did
they go back to Gilgal? Because Gilgal
was the place where the house of God
stood in the form of a tent. Gilgal was the
place where the brazen altar was, and the
smoke of the morning and evening sacri-
fices. Gilgal was the place where the law
of God was, and the ark of God. Gilgal
was where the High Priest was. To me
it represents Calvary. The brazen altar
was a type of Calvary. It was the altar
that gave [srael, through the priest, access
to God. God said, “I will come down and
I will commune with thee from above the
mercy seat.”

Gilgal was the place of Israel’s contact
with God, and of God's communion with
Israel ; and there’s no place where we can
contact God today and where God can
commune with us except at Calvary.
That’s the place of reconciliation. That's
the place of forgiveness, of atonement, and
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therefore it’s the place where sinful man
can meet a holy God. All that we receive
from God must come by way of Calvary.
If it doesn’t come to us by the way of
the Cross, we don’t want it. It's spurious.

Joshua and all Israel went back to Gil-
gal. Gilgal was the place of circumcision.
Gilgal was the place where the reproach
of Egypt was rolled away. Gilgal was
the place where God changed their diet,
and gave them the old corn of the land in
place of the manna. Gilgal was the place
where the Captain of the Lord’s host re-
vealed himself to Joshua, Gilgal was the
place where they kept the Passover. Gil-
gal was the place where they ate un-
leavened bread. Oh, to the child of God
who has eyes to see this speaks of Cal-
vary, where God brings us into a new
experience of life in Jesus Christ.

Going back to the ninth chapter of
Joshua, we read the story of the league
made with the Gibeonites. Ambassadors
from Gibeon came down to the camp
of Israel, looking as though they had
been on a very long journey, and they said,
““Joshua, we've heard how the Lord vour
God delivered you from Egypt, and gave
you victory over all your enemies. We
have come from a far country, and we
want you to make a league with us.
Promise you won't destroy us, and we will
be your servants and do anything you ask
us to do.” Joshua and the elders of Tsrael
did not enquire of the Lord concern-
ing the matter, They decided to believe
the story of these Gibeonites, and make
a league with them, promising never to
put them to death.

Then the children of Israel journeyed
farther into the land, and to their sur-
prise they came on the third dav to the
city of Gibeon. It was not in a far coun-
try, as the messengers had said. It was
one of the cities God had told Joshua
to destroy. The Israelites had been de-
ceived, and when they found it out they
were chagrined. What could they do?
They couldn’t put the Gibeonites to death,
because they had promised to spare them.

So Joshua made them hewers of wood and
drawers of water for the Lord’s sanctuary.
Then he and his army marched back to
Gilgal.

When the five kings of the Amorites
heard that Gibeon had made a league with
Joshua, they said: “Let’s unite our forces
and capture Gibeon, before the Israelites
take possession of the city. If they estab-
lish a bridgehead in Gibeon they'll be nght
in the heart of our country and they’ll
capture our cities too.” So they attacked
Gibeon, and the people of Gibeon were
wise. They sent word to Gilgal, asking
Joshua to come and help them.

I believe Joshua was a bit more cautious
this time. He had been deceived once.
He had gone by human judgment once,
and had been fooled, so this time he went
to God in prayer, and said, “Lord, shall

I go?” And according to chapter ten,
verse eight, the Lord said to Joshua,

“Fear them not: for I have delivered
them into thine hand; there shall not a
man of them stand before thee.” This
happened at Gilgal. Gilgal was the place
of contact with heaven. It is at the foot
of the Cross that we meet God and get
His guidance.

All night long Joshua and his soldiers
marched, and they came upon the enemy
at Gibeon suddenly. Notice that they
made the journey from Gilgal to Gibeon
in one night—twenty-six ‘miles in one
night. Formerly, after having made a
league with the Gibeonites on the basis
of human judgment and having been de-
ceived, the journey had taken them three
days; but now they marched it in one
night—twelve hours flat. What made the
difference? In between those two
journeys Joshua had prayed through.
At Gilgal he had received a fresh revela-
tion from heaven, and under the impetus
and inspiration of that new meeting with
God he was able to do in one mght what
previously had taken him three days.

Notice that the Lord did not tell Joshua
anything new. It was just the same thing
that He had told him again and again be-
fore this: “Fear them not: for I have de-
livered them into thine hand; there shall
not a man of them stand before thee.”
God had said that much before, “As I
was with Moses, so I will be with thee,”
He bhad said. On another occasion, “I
have given into thine hand Jericho, and
the king thereof, and the mighty men of
valor.” Again He had said “Fear not
... go up to Ai: see, I have given into
thy hand the king of Ai, and his people,
and his city.” This word from the Lord
was nothing new; but Joshua had failed
to ask the Lord's counsel about the
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Gibeonites, and had been fooled,
and now he needed reassurance.
He needed to hear from heaven
once again—not something new,
but just an up-to-date revelation
from the Lord for the present
hour. Some of you dear people
have taken things in your own
hand, and failed to ask counsel
of the Lord, and you've let your-
self in for a lot of trouble. Do
you know what you need to do?
Go back to Gilgal—back to Cal-
vary—and wait before the Lord
until He gives vou a fresh
revelation of Himself. You don’t
need something new: not some
new, queer thing but just a
fresh quickening of the same
old Christian truths that you al-
ready know. God will make
them fresh and real to vour
heart again, and you will rejoice
in a fresh moving of the Spirit
in your life.

EEP on praying! Be not tempted to weariness, and to give up.
Be not deceived into discouragement through doubt. When tired,
rest; and begin anew or continue. Persevere and press on. God is
with you. He is calling you, and inspiring your need and desire. He
is using your life. Praying is working with Him. Prayer is His work-
ing in us and by us.

God seeks intercessors. He needs men and women and children
to live and labor in prayer as He needs them in any service and
sacrifice of life. Let us be fitted instruments for His power—pre-
pared vessels for His use—yielded channels for the glory of His
life.

The prophets
endured it. The Lord Himself and His apostles met the bitterest
resistance all the way.

What
though all seems useless, and the silent void of heaven gives back
no voice to your long desire. Still God is, and prayer avails.
Begin cnew. Lift the heart in confident rest. He is not reluctant,
nor needs to be pleaded with to do His will. He waits for your
readiness, and in His hands He will mould as the potter moulds
the clay.

have tempted us to think too
highly of self, we need to go
back to Gilgal, back to the Cross.
In spirit we must always abide
at Gilgal. Gilgal was the center
of God's dealings with Israel,
and the Cross of Calvary is
the center of God's dealings
with us.

You say, “Oh, I get excited
when I pray at the altar, and
I'm afraid that when the people
see me weeping and carrying on
they will think I have failed
God.” There are many children
of God who are being cheated
out of God's best for that very
reason. They think that if they
go to the altar and draw near
to Calvary, pleading the power
of the Blood and yielding them-
selves to the Lord, it is a sign
of spiritual weakness. No such
a thing! Such an act simply
indicates that one has come to
realize he is not sufficient in
himself and that he needs God'’s

been making very slow progress.
You are like Joshua—it took
him three days to march from Gilgal to
Gibeon. It was a long, hard journey. But
after meeting God at Gilgal, Joshua was
able to make that same twenty-six-mile
journey in twelve hours flat. Glory to
God! When we pray through and get a
new revelation of God’s will and power
and presence, we can make some prog-
ress.

Joshua and his army came upon the five
kings of the Amorites at daybreak. The
Israelites must have been weary after that
all-night march, loaded down with all the
implements of war, but they did not show
it. They lit on the enemy with great fury,
and the enemy fled pell-mell. Not only
did the Tsraelites fight, but the Lord sent
great hailstones from heaven upon their
enemies, and “they were more which died
with hailstones than they whom the chil-
dren of Israel slew with the sword.” The
Israelites pursued the enemy, but Joshua
saw he wasn't going to have time to
complete the job, to utterly wipe them
off the face of the earth. The sun was
going down, and the moon was coming up;
so he waxed strong in falth and stood
before his army, and said, “Sun, stand
thou still upon Gibeon; and thou, Moon,
in the valley of Ajalon.” And the sun
stood still, and the moon stayed, until
the people had avenged themselves upon
their enemies. What a demonstration
of the power of God in behalf of Israel!
Never was there a day like it, before or
since. Not until the Israelites had avenged
themselves upon their enemies did the
sun slip down over the hill, and the moon
rise in the valley of Ajalon.

The five kings of the Amorites fled, and
Joshua and his army returned to Gilgal.
At the very time when Joshua was at the
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apex of victory, the very hour when the
tide was in his favor, he returned to Gil-
gal. According to all the rules of war-
fare, it would seem as though he should
have pressed on until the five kings had
been captured and put to death—but
he didn't. After that wonderful demon-
stration of divine power, when the Lord
fought for Israel, and the sur and moon
stood still, it says, “And Joshua re-
turned, and all Tsrael with him, unto the
camp to Gilgal.”

Here is the lesson I want you to get:
the only safe thing to do, after every
victory, is to go back to Gilgal, back
to Calvary. Go back to the place of cir-
cumcision, or self-crucifixion. “God for-
bid that I should glory, save in the cross of
our Lord Jesus Christ, by whom the
world is crucified unto me, and I unto
the world.” Gilgal, the place where self
is crucified! It is from there that the
Christian must go forth to win the
victory. If vou're going to have the T.ord
working with you, confirming the Word
with signs following; if you're going to
have the Lord fighting your battles, mak-
ing the sun and moon stand still, and mak-
ing you victorious in the conflict, you will
have to start out from Calvary. It is from
the foot of the Cross that you must start
out, and it is to the foot of the Cross
that you must return.

Hallelujah! We're Scriptural in going
back to the Cross. We must go back to
Calvary again and again. It is at the
foot of the Cross that we gather strength
for battle. It is there we gain power and
inspiration and the revelation of God.
And after each battle, when the activities
of the fight have tended to draw our
hearts away from God, and our triumphs

power. We must realize we are
weak before God can make us strong. We
must go to Gilgal, the place of circum-
cision. Paul says, “We are the circum-
cision, who worship God in the spirit, and
rejoice in Christ Jesus, and have no
confidence in the flesh.” No confidence
in the flesh. That's Gilgal. That's cruci-
fixion. That's spiritual circumcision—to
bow at the foot of the Cross in abject
weakness and surrender, in complete self-
abnegation, and to pray, “God, work it
Thy way; not my will, but Thine, be
done.”

All around us, thrown up as driftwood
on the shores of time, are the wrecks
of those who have run aground on the
treacherous shoals of self-confidence, and
have lost their usefulness in God's serv-
ice simply because they didn't take time
after every spiritual victory to go back
to Gilgal. They failed to go back to the
Cross. They failed to tarry at Calvary.

“T see a crimson stream of Blood,

It flows from Calvary;

Its waves, that reach the throne of God,
Are sweeping over me.”

The Cross is not a place where we tarry
only while we are being saved, or while
we are being baptized with the Holy
Ghost. It is our abiding place. It is there
we draw upon His divine grace and in-
spiration. Only at Gilgal did the shekinah
glory of God dwell. Only at the Cross
will God let us see His glory.

I want you to notice something that is
recorded in the second chapter of Judges.
It occurred at a place called Bochim, which
means ‘“‘weepers.” The children of Israel
had not driven out all the Canaanites.

WASN IT FROM HEAVEN?

Howard

T IS of vital importance that all who

love the truth of God should prayerfully

consider the origin of the Pentecostal
Movement. In its stupendous develop-
ment, it has spread into nearly every
country of the world in the past forty
years. In spite of scorn and contempt, and
often bitter persecution and relegation to
“the devil,” it prospers today, and is
standing fully for the sacred principles of
“salvation by the blood of Christ.” Look-
ing back to the early beginning, let us ask
the question, “Was it from God ?”

No true heliever, who accepts the full
inspiration of the Secriptures and the
authority of the Lord Jesus Christ, will
doubt for a moment that the answer to
the LLord’s question concerning the Bap-
tism of John, “Was it from heaven or of
men 2”7 will be that John had a Divine com-
mission ; his baptism was “from heaven.”
Nevertheless, in the days of the Baptist
the religious leaders rejected the divinely
commissioned revivalist. Certainly, at one
time, sufficient interest was stirred for a
deputation of Priests and Levites to visit
the sphere of revival and enquire of John
who he was, and to critically ask why he
should baptize if he were not the Mes-
siah, etc. But the Lord Jesus expressed
the opinion of the leaders of religion of
His day when He affirmed that they were
saying of John, “He hath a devil.” But
in spite of the spiritual blindness of the
people, the fact remains that John's bap-
tism was from heaven.

Now the same antipathy is manifested
today against this Pentecostal Movement.
In certain cases, deputations have waited
upon the leaders of this Movement to
make an enquiry similar to the priests, and
find out what the Movement is. Invariably
the answer to their enquiry is the same;
the leaders claim to be merely the serv-
ants of a great Master—voices crying,
“Prepare for the coming Lord.” Again
and again criticism has demanded, “Who
has given the authority to baptize?” There
1s no authority of a long-established
Church to rest upon, no well-paid and
highly respected dignitaries to shadow
the simple servants of the Movement, Its
buildings are generally temporary erec-
tions, or else churches bought or horrowed
for the children of the revival. The Move-
ment is clothed in “camel’s hair” rather
than in clerical attire. Thus the question
might well be asked, “Is it from heaven?”

If this Movement is not from heaven, it
may be of men. If it is the conception of
human minds, it will be of no more value
than human effort can make it. What is
of the earth will perish with the earth. Tt
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has not eternal value. But who were the
men who conceived the thought of such

a Movement as this? What are their
names? What code of rules did they
draw up? Where shall we find their

headquarters? Strangely enough, great
men were absent when the Movement was
“reborn” about forty years ago. There
is not a single individual name of any
importance that we can associate with the
early days of this work. Little meetings
were held, generally upper-room prayer
meetings, and from these the living
flames burned, and from these the fire
spread.

Many, however, will say of the Move-
ment, “It hath a devil!” By some, the
origin 1s attributed, without reserve, to
Satan. Its living fire was lit, they affirm,
by the flames of hell. Tts object is devilish,
its presence dangerous, its end destruc-
tion. Such violent opposition is not un-
commaon.

How can we decide the origin of the
Movement? It has sprung up like a
plant; but who has sowed the seed? Tt is
spreading like a fire; but who kindled
the flame? Today we behold a river, but
from what source do the waters flow 7 We
can only determine the source by the sure
test of Scripture. We know from whence
the Scripture came, and all spiritual doc-
trines and movements must agree with this
sacred Word. Does the Movement accept
the Scriptures as inspired? Absolutely!
There is not a member of the Move-
ment anywhere who does not accept the
Bible as the Word of God. The Bible, and
the entire Bible, is the guide and glory
of the men and women who are to be
found in this Pentecostal revival.

What is the attitude of the Pentecostal
Movement to the Lord Jesus? The theme
of Scripture is the Son of God. Without
the Person of the Redeemer, the Bible
would be meaningless. It is remarkable
that, wherever one might go throughout
the world, in large meetings or small, the

with the Holy Ghost and
began to speak with other
Tongues as The Spirit gave
Them utTerance.

characteristic of all Pentecostal gather-
ings is the place given to the Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ. He is exalted. He
is Lord in the midst. His blood cleanses.
His touch heals. His presence gladdens.
HE is the Baptizer in the Holy Spirit. HE
is the Sanctifier. The Savior is preached
as the soon-coming Lord. We fear no
contradiction in stating that in no other
sphere is the Lord Jesus more magnified
and exalted than among those who have
received the Holy Spirit as at the be-
ginning.

We will also examine the attitude of the
Movement to perishing souls. Upon street
corners, in public places, little groups of
Pentecostal people may be seen standing
to bear witness to the saving grace of the
Lord Jesus. Some of the largest cam-
paigns for the salvation of the lost are
those held by Spirit-filled evangelists.
Thousands of missionaries are abroad pro-
claiming the full gospel of salvation to the

heathen. The Movement is decidedly
evangelistic.
Who has given this despised and

derided Movement its love for the Lord,
its passion for the Scripture, and its zeal
in seeking the salvation of the lost? It is
certainly not of men, for man could not
inflame his own soul with such desires.
It is certainly not from beneath, for hell
has no love for the Lord. It can only
be, therefore, from the eternal Source of
all good, from the heart of God, breathed
down through the gracious Spirit; yea,

BIBLE MANUSCRIPTS

In making copies of Hebrew manu-
scripts which are the precious heritage of
the Church today, the Jewish scribes exer-
cised the greatest possible care, even to
the point of superstition—counting not
only the words, but every letter; noting
how many times each particular letter
occurred, and destroying at ance the sheet
on which a mistake was detected, in their
anxicty to avoid the introduction of the
least error into the sacred Scriptures,
which they prized so highly and held in
such reverent awe. Moreover, such new
copy had to be made from an approved
manuscript, written with a special kind
of ink, upon sheets made from the skin of
a “clean” animal. The writers also had to
pronounce aloud each word before writing
it, and on no account was a single word
to be written from memorv. They were to
reverently wipe their pen before writing
the name of God in any form, and to
wash their whole body before writing
“JTehovah,” lest that holy name should
be tainted even in the writing. The new
copy was then carefully examined with the
original almost immediately; and it is
said that if onlv one incorrect letter were
discovered the whole copy was rejected!

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A TIME FOR TEARS

Let the priests, the ministers of the
Lord, weep between the porch and the
altar, and let them say, Spare thy people,
O Lord.

T IS a time for tears. This 1s not a

particularly inspiring theme, but the

conviction has deeply impressed my
own heart and I feel I must Hll:ll e it with
you. The prophet Joel cried, “Blow ye the
trumpet in Zion, and sound an alarm in
my holy mountain: let all the inhabitants
of the land tremble: for the day of the
Lord cometh, for it is nigh at hand.” The
blowing of the trumpet signifies a call of
great importance, a message of urgency.
An alarm is to be sounded among God’s
people. The day of the Lord cometh. I
helieve it is a message for the hour in
which we live.

As T have read and re-read this second
chapter of Joel numerous times I have
had no difficulty in drawing a parallel be-
tween the description of destruction there-
in and the descriptions of destruction
given to us by scientists and informed peo-
ple today concerning the use of atomic
bombs and other new weapons. All the
great physicists and chemists are aware
of the nearness of the break-up of civiliza-
tion, and yet the common people like you
and me seem almost unaware of the
gravity of the hour in which we live. We
seem to be oblivious concerning the
destiny with which each hour of our day
is fraught.

It is with deep concern that T present
these thoughts to you this morning. The
prophet paints a picture of utter desola-
tion. “A fire devoureth before them; and
behind them a flame burneth: the land
is as the garden of Eden before them,
and behind them a desolate wilderness;
yea, and nothing shall escape them.” “All
faces shall gmt]m blackness.” “The earth
shall quake before them ; the heavens shall
tremble.” The stories of what happened
at Hiroshima, Nagasaki, and other places
should frighten us. We should realize we
are living in serious times. I believe it is a
time for tears.

The prophet said, “Gather the people,
sanctify the congregation, assemble the
elders, gather the children, and those
that suck the breasts.” Gather the older
people—don’t miss them—we need them.
Gather the children, too. “Let the bride-
groom go forth of his chamber, and the
bride out of her closet.” Gather the newly
married people. Let them give their un-
divided attention to the urgency of this
occasion. “Let the priests, the ministers
of the Lord, weep between the porch and
the altar, and let them say, Spare thy
people, O Lord.” Who are the priests,
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the ministers of the Lord? Are we not
all priests? Peter tells us we are an holy
priesthood and we offer up spiritual
sacrifices. We are His ministers, His
servants, His priests. We are called to
weep before the Lord, and to intercede on
behalf of His heritage.

There is a large amount of facetious-
ness among God’s people today. It alarms
me. %mne may think I'm a bit too serious,
too critical of those who can laugh and
joke, but I can’t find any statement in the
Bible to the effect that the Lord Jesus
ever laughed. Life to Him was too tragic
for laughing, He knew the seriousness of
men’s condition. He wept over their sin.
He wept over the things which lay ahead
of the people. i

Joel 2:42

When He wept at the tomb of Lazarus,
the people said, “Behold how He loved
him.” But I do not believe Jesus was
weeping for grief at the loss of Lazarus.
He knew that Lazarus was in a place
which was “far better,” to use the words
of Paul. Lazarus was beyond the pale
and pain of this life, and I believe Jesus
wept because it was necessary to bring
Lazarus back into this life, to go for the
second time through the sufferings and
pain which are the fruit of sin. Lazarus
had already tasted death; being brought
back to life, he would have to go through
the experience of death once again, and
Jesus wept because of this.

Jesus knew the painfulness and tragedy
of sin. I wonder if we're aware of it.
A few moments ago, when our dear
Brother Evans was reading those requests
for prayer, my heart was hot within me.
Oh, the misery that sin has brought! He
read about a young person with a cancer
on the nose, and the people are saying
that another is now appearing on another
part of the face! As I listened, I thought
of the compassion of Jesus. He entered

He had
we too

into the feelings of the people.
compassion on them. Oh, that
might be moved with compassion, like
Jeremiah who cried, “Oh that my head
were waters, and mine eyes a fountain
of tears, that I might weep day and
night for the slain of the daughter of my
people !”

One only needs to visit a hospital, and
walk through an asylum, to see the scars
of sin, and to learn how roughly the world
and the people have been treated by the
devil. God wants our hearts to be moved
with pity and concern. He wants us to
weep with those that weep. There are
social implications to sin., While we are
not interested in emphasizing a “social
gospel,” I think we need to understand
something about the social implications of
sin. One of the most touching incidents
of Jesus was when He
stopped at the crest of the hill, and looked
down on the beautiful city of Jerusalem.
Hot tears began to flow down His cheeks,
and He said, “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem,
thou that killest the prophets, and stonest
them which are sent unto thee, how often
would I have gathered thy children to-
gether, even as a hen gathereth her chick-
ens under her wings, and ye would not!
Behold, your house is left unto you de-
solate.”

The Master wept because He realized
the perversity of human nature. He knew
the way sin had twisted and warped man-
kind. He saw how it had taken hold of
the minds of men so that they would not
receive the truth. He knew the history
of that city. He knew they had slain the
prophets God had sent them. He knew
they had seen mighty signs and miracles
of supern;ttural power, The name of the
city meant, “City of peace,” but they failed
to recognize the things which belonged
unto their peace, and so it was a city of
turmoil.

He knew not only the history of the
city, but its destiny as well. Luke says
that as He wept over the city, He said,
“If thou hadst known, even thou; at least
in this thy day, the things which belong
unto thy peace ! but now they are hid from
thine eyes. For the days shall come upon
thee, that thine enemies shall cast a trench
about thee, and compass thee round,
and keep thee in on every side, and shall
lay thee even with the ground, and thy
children within thee; and they shall not
leave in thee one stone upon another; be-
cause thou knewest not the time of thy
visitation.” Had they known what lay
ahead of suffering and sorrow, of starva-
tion under the siege of battle, or despera-
tion when they would even eat their own
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children, surely they would have
repented. Jesus knew, and wept
with compassion.

I believe it is a time for
tears. Surely we are not ignorant
of the history of the world. We
have seen what human philoso-
phy, human ethics, and human
standards of morality have done.
We have seen what science has
done. We have "seen what all
human agencies have accom-
plished, and we have become
weary and tired and down-
hearted ; for we know there is
only one way in which the world
can be redeemed, and that 1s
through the blood of the Iord
Jesus Christ. IFurthermore, we
know the destiny of the world.
We know this wicked world 1is
going to be burned with fire.
We know that the things which
are seen shall not remain. They
shall be destroyed. The Lord
Jesus Christ shall come at any
moment for His people, and the wrath
of God shall be poured out. In the words
of the apostle, “Sceing then that all these
things shall be dissolved, what manner
of persons ought ve to be in all holy con-
versation and godliness, looking for and
hastening unto the coming of the day
of God, wherein the heavens being on fire
shall be dissolved, and the elements shall
melt with fervent heat?’ We ought to be
aware of the gravity of the hour. We
ought to recognize the crisis and pour
ourselves into it.

Tears are not a sign of weakness. They
are eloquent. They are sacred. In the
Battle of Britain, when the British were
fighting with their backs to the wall, hav-
ing mostly imitation weapons for their
soldiers and only a very few fighter planes
to defend their island home, Winston
Churchill told the nation, “I have nothing
to offer but blood, and sweat, and toil,
and tears.” It was an echo, in a measure,
of the call which Garibaldi sent out to his
few straggling soldiers when he was try-
ing to unify Italy. He told them he had
only privations and sufferings to offer—
but those voung men rallied to the cause,
and succeeded in uniting that peninsula.

Christianity is not a flowery bed of
ease, It is a warfare. Christ’s call is a
mighty challenge to all who are aware of
the seriousness of the times to consecrate
themselves to His service, and say, “By
the grace of God, I am ready te meet this
emergency with all there is within me.” In
response to consecration and faith, God is
able to send a mighty revival that will meet
the need of the world in this critical hour;
but remember this: we cannot expect to
have a glorious harvest of souls without
shedding some tears. The Psalmist said,
“He that goeth forth and weepeth, bear-
ing precious seed, shall doubtless come
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to real grips with it.

Jhe Prayer Life

T does not matter how we approach the subject, provided we come
Sooner or later we shall see that the many
questions and difficulties which gather round the prayer-life may
be reduced to the one momentous question of our relationship to Him
with whom we desire to hold communion.

What about our relation to God?—that is the question which we
are inclined to shirk, but which mercifully refuses to be silenced.
It persists through all philosophical evasions and theclogical hair-
splitting, through all intellectual and moral problems.
many valid difficulties about prayer, ond we must face them; but
in grappling with them we shall come to see that they are not
fundamental, and that their solution depends upon our attitude to
a deeper problem.
at issue is whether we have the kind of relation to God that is the
only basis of prayer at its highest and best.

Let us put it quite plainly.

We are not dealing here with the universal human need of prayer.
No one can doubt for a moment that the cry wrung from a soul in
bitter need and anguish—the prayer of parents for their dying
children, the pleading of those that gather round sick-beds, the in-
articulate ejaculation of a soul suddenly foce to face with its sin—
is genuire prayer and swiftly reaches the heart of God. What we are
concerned with is Christian prayer in its full potency—the praver
of faith that removes mountains, that makes the saint and the seer,
that high commerce with God which is concentrated creative energy.

again with rejoicing, bringing his sheaves
with him.”

A time is coming when there shall be
no more tears. God Himself shall wipe
away all tears. The Lamb shall feed us,
and shall lead us unto living fountains
of waters, and it will be a time of re-
joicing and bliss. We'll have no use for
sacs of tears in our glorified bodies! But
that time is not yet here. As long as God
leaves us on this earth we have a mission
to fulfill. We must enter into the tragedy
and misery of mankind and share men’s
burdens. It's still a time for tears. -

I was deeply touched one day in my
own church by something which my most
faithful parishioner—my own small son
—said to me. Whenever I gave the invita-
tion for the altar service, he was the one
who responded first. During one of these
times when he came forward he looked
up at me and said, “I can’t pray tonight,
Daddy.” I looked at him and didn’t know
what to say. He said, “You know, I
can't pray good unless I cry.” ‘And that
moved me. “I can’t pray good unless I
cry.” Somehow the most effective times
of prayer, in most of our lives, are those
times when our hearts are melted and we
weep before the Lord.

You will remember that Esther wept
before King Ahasuerus. She knew the
impending tragedy with which her people
were threatened. She sensed that it was
an hour of destiny. A plot had been laid
against all the Jews in the land, and when
she went before the king she “fell down
at his feet, and besought him with tears
to put away the mischief of Haman the
Agagite, and his device that he had de-
vised against the Jews. Then the king
held out the golden sceptre toward
[isther.” Friends, it was her tears that
moved the king and caused him to stretch

There are

The real question

forth the sceptre of acceptance
toward her. The day in which
we live calls for intercessors like
Esther who know the value of
crying before the Lord.

I'm not thinking of tears
which are merely the expression
of a shallow emotion. I'm think-
ing of the deeper meaning of
tears. I'm thinking of what
David meant when he said, “The
sacrifices of God are a broken
spirit. A broken and a contrite
heart, O God, thou wilt not
despise.” God is the One who
looks into our hearts and sees
the depth of our feelings. Let
us go into His presence, and
weep before Him, in a spirit of
repentance, interceding for the
needs of a lost and dying world,
stirred to the depths of our
being with the seriousness of the
day in which we live.

Jenaro came to the altar, and the pastor
knelt beside him. His first thought was that
he had killed a man. He asked if God would
forgive him. The pastor answered positively,
and Jenaro began te pray. As he prayed he
felt the assurance of sins forgiven, and rose
to testify to the people that God had for-
given a murderer. .

Jenaro was indeed a changed man. A new
life had come to him. He became a fervent
witness for the Lord and won a number of his
family to Christ.

The court convened and Jenaro was arraigned
before the judge and jury. He obtained per-
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mission to speak, then told the entire story
of how he had become a wicked man; he
spoke also of the evil influence of alcohol and
gambling. He pleaded guilty of killing the man
while drunk in a fight which the other had
begun. Then he told of his changed life, that
he had gone to church and had found God,
and that now he was a new man and did not
drick or gamble. The court was visibly moved
by the honest confession.

To Jenaro's surprise his sentence was three
years in jail. A few days later the judge
reconsidered his case and reduced his term
to two years. Jenaro served two years in the
federal prison of Rio Piedras, Puerto Rico.
They were two vears of work for the govern-
ment and two years of service for the Lord.
In the prison he read his Bible every day and
witnessed faithfully to fellow prisoners and
guards. "

After his prison term Jenaro moved to
Santurce and became a member of the church.
The pastor told me that he gave a good
testimony to the world and was a faithful
Christian,

BUILDING THE GOSPEL
PUBLISHING HOUSE
Hart R. Armstrong

Accuracy is the important thing in preparing
to pour the main floor at the new Publishing
House. The area covered by the floor is so
large that about 16 different sections will have
to be poured, each one carefully being laid out
according to plan. All the electrical connections
and plumbing work, together with the rein-
forcing steel, must be put into place and every
calculation must be accurate to the inch, for
when the concrete is poured and hardens
there is no changing of outlets. The over-all
depth of the concrete is nine inches, and above
the pillars the floor is increased to thirteen
inches, Trying to change an electrical line or
a water pipe embedded in such concrete would
be a terrible job!

A complete and well-braced frameworlk is first
erected, upon which the demountable concrete
forms are laid and bolted in place. Upon this
smooth surface the electricians and plumbers
set their connections and pipe, and the reinforc-
ing steel is laid. Tt was interesting to learn
that all the reinforcing steel rods have been
previously bent to a required shape and are laid
according to plan. They are suspended above
the floor of the concrete form on small wire
tripods which the workmen call “high chairs.”
Some of the “high chairs” are for the nine-
inch floor, others are for the thirteen-inch
spaces above the pillars. Hundreds of tons of re-
inforcing rods will go into the floor and will
help to support the great weight which must

Accuracy is the important thing! One of the
foremen and his helper carefully study the blue-
prints in preparing the layout for a section of the
floor before the concrete is poured.

With the figures in mind as the blueprint calls

for them, careful measurements must be mada.
Everything must measure out to the fraction of
an inch. The workman in the foreground is in
the section over the top of a pillar. Notice the
circular reinforcing steel bars protruding from
the pillar.

be borne. By the time everything is in readiness
for concrete pouring, the section of floor which
is to be poured is a network ol electrical and
plumbing pipes and reinforcing rods which
run everywhere throughout the area.

The concrete is poured by the use of a large
tower from which a huge ladle distributes the
“flowing rock™ into the motorized wheelbarrows.
When a section of floor is poured, everything
is intense activity as the workers rush to get
the material distributed equally throughout the
section being poured. As the concrete is dumped
into place, other men work swiftly to spread it,
and following behind them are others with a
concrete-smoothing machine, a spiderlike affair
that sweeps its smoothing blades around and
around until the floor is made smooth and even.

It is slow, tedious, painstaking work that
demands absolute accuracy and skill. But it is
all a part of the great program that God has
given to the Gospel Publishing House, and we
must work together to carry it through. One
of these days the floor that is now being laid
down will vibrate with the energy and movement
of the huge presses that are even now on order
and will be set into operation to send forth
the gospel message in printed form.

We
expected the contrary from.the Dr. and his
wife and we were prepared to rent their
apartment, thinking that they would move.

This month I made a trip into the eastern
part of the Department of Cuzco to better
understand the spiritual needs of that area.
I found that the country was a mass of
jungle and that there were two tribes of un-
evangelized Indians. Recently, the govern-
ment has been selling thousands of acres of
this land at twenty-five cents per acre.

The two unevangelized tribes are the
Huachipaires and the Mashecos. The former,
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which I visited, is semi-civilized. That is, they
don’t practiee putting the white man in the
stew-pot any more. However, the Mashcos
are still savage and are greatly feared.
Two dangers threaten the evangelization of
these tribes. The Huachipaire Indians are
taken by ranches that are being started and
are placed almost as slaves. The Mashcos
live on the Colorado River where there is
much gold, and a gold rush will not help in
reaching them with the principles of Chris-
tianity. Pray that these people will soon have

PENTECOST AHEAD OF POLITICS

An employee at the Hollywood Bowl in Los
Angeles remarked: “There were 14,000 came
out here to the great political rally addressed
by Governor Dewey, but at the Rally of Pente-
costal Youth 21,000 attended.”

A MISSIONARY FOR FIFTY YEARS

“You won't last six months in the tropics,”
the examining doctor told a slightly crippled
young missionary candidate. “I do not advise
you to go.” But Laura Nelson went to Honduras
anyway, and according to Moody Monthly she
is now completing fifty years of service in that
land.

CONTENTION IN PALESTINE

A specinl decree by the Isracli cabinet an-
nounced that the modern part of Jerusalem
will henceforth be considered a part of Israel,
subject to Israel's laws and ruled by an Israeli
military governor. But the Arabs refuse to
recognize the claim. In fact, their High Council
has announced the formation of an Arab
Government which takes in all of Palestine! The
truce in Palestine may be but the calm before
another awful storm of Arab-Jewish warfare.

CATHOLICS CLAIM BIG GAINS

The official Catholic Directory for 1948, just
published, claims that the Roman Catholic
population in the U.S.A. increased by 807,524
during the past year, and now stands at 26.-
075,679. It states that there were 115214
conversions to the Roman Church in 1947,
The rest of the gain, presumably, came from
natural births and immigrants.

A NEW COLLEGE IN ROME

In order to strengthen the bond between
American Catholics and the Pope in Rome,
the Roman Catholic Church is building a
college in Rome to train the priests who shall
be the real leaders of the Roman Church in
America. According to Revelation, the college
will house 200 students at first, and will be en-
larged to hold 300 later. It will cost three
million dollars.

THE PRESIDENT OF GUATEMALA

Among the leaders in Latin-American coun-
tries, President Arevelo of Guatemala has
revealed himself to be a broad-minded friend
of his people, and a supporter of foreign mission
work. At a meeting in the National Palace
in Guatemala City, arranged to present him
with copies of recently published translations
of the Scriptures in the Mam and Quiché lan-
guages, he expressed warm appreciation of the
work of all the mission groups in the republic.

The President stated that the chief aim of
his government was “pedagogical,” and that he
had found the missionaries to be teachers and
their work cultural. He added, “You missionaries
have an ally in my government, and you will
find us at all times ready to co-operate with you.”
In this he is an example to the heads of some
of the other states of Latin America.
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BILLED BY A SERPENT

Mrs, Olive Wiley, 65, nationally
known snake expert, who kept cobras as house-
hold pets, died recently from snake bite. She
had a cobra named “Honey” and was posing
it for a photograph at her home in Cypress,
Calif., when it struck without warning.

One may coddle and
play with it for a season, but in the end it
will strike without warning and take its toll.

CIGARETTE SMOKING DOUBLED

Smokers last year set a new all-time record
of 327 billion cigarettes smoked—nearly double
the pre-war figure of 189 billion—and the to-
bacco companies are thanking the war for the
increase. They won many new customers during
the war by sending their cigarettes to the young
servicemen ; while the scarcity of cigarettes at
home served to whet the appetite of the home
folk for more cigarettes than cver.

CRIME IN NEW YORK CITY

The annual report of the New York City
Police Department shows that crimes were
10.5% fewer in 1947 than in the previous year.
Especially heartening is the report that there
were 32% less cases handled by the Juvenile
Aid Bureau and 24.9% less Juvenile arrests.
The drop in crime would be still greater if there
were more gospel preaching and more “praying
in the Holy Ghost” for the salvatioh of souls.

“THE JOHN WILLIAMS VI”

More than a century ago, John Williams
built a sixty-foot ship in which he cruised
with the gospel among the islands of the South
Pacificc. He was murdered by cannibal tribes
in the New Hebrides, in 1839, but the London
Missionary Society has perpetuated his work
by maintaining a gospel ship for this work
ever since, Recently a new vessel was launched
The Tohn Williams V1. It was christened by
Princess Margaret. Its predecessor, John Wil-
liams 1”7, was sunk during the war. .

DIVINE JUSTICE

For the 299,083 serious felonies reported to the
F.B.I. during 1945 by the police of 162 American
cities, only 43,439 persons were convicted. Only
one person was caught out of every seven
offenders. One half of the 970 murders reported
by these cities for the year remained unsolved
at its close. It is evident that the police don't
catch all the criminals.

Grace

However, God has said, “Be sure your sin
will find you out.” If the wrongdoer is not
punished in one way he will suffer in another.
There is a life after death, when all must stand
before the Judge of all the earth, and no sin
will go unpunished then, unless it has been for-
given previously through Christ. Divine justice
cannot be cheated, It must be satisfied. Divine
mercy can interpose, however. God will not
condemn the repentant sinner who trusts Christ
as his Savior ; for divine justice already has been
satisfied through Christ's death on the cross,
making it possible for a just God to forgive sin.

A SAFE INVESTMENT

When people flee from cities which are being
bombed they must leave behind their land,
furniture, paintings, furs, etc., points out Roger
Babson, the famous statistician. He urges them
to invest part of their wealth in diamonds if
they want to keep it safe. “Diamonds offer the
most compact form of real values, negotiable in
every part of the world,” he points out. His
organization therefore is offering diamonds for
sale, in various sizes and quantities, to those
who want to have some ‘“negotiable currency”
to meet possible emergencies in World War
ITI.

Thaere is just one danger: what if a thief
steals the diamonds! Jesus has given us the
perfect answer for a safe investment. “Lay up
for yourselves treasures in heaven,” He said—
“where thieves do not break through nor
steal.” Money that is given to God's work is
not money spent—it is money invested in
eternity. It is the only kind of “negotiable
currency” in heaven, and the more we have
laid up the happier we shall be when we get
there.

EPISCOPAL RADIO PLAYS

The Episcopal Church now has a nation-wide
radio program. It is released each Friday night
over 549 stations, at a cost of $15,000 a week, as
a “home missions” venture—yet, strange to say,
it includes no prayers, no sermons, no hymns
or Bible reading. It is simply a series of
dramas, entitled, “Great Scenes from Great
Plays.” Hollywood stars play the title roles.

According to Bishop James P. DeWolfe, it
is hoped that the plays will “begin building
spiritual foundations;” yet the name of our
Lord Jesus Christ will rarely be mentioned,
and the Bible says, “Other foundation can no
man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ.”
1 Cor. 3:11. It is pitifully weak soup to be
serving in the name of religion; there is hardly
enough moral flavoring in the program to dis-
tinguish it from regular Hollywood productions,
and we can’t see how a single famishing soul
will get enough spiritual nourishment from the
plays to save it from eternal death.

PRAYER AGAINST COMMUNISM

From Lhasa, the capital of Tibet, comes the
news that the Dalai Lama has begun a spiritual
campaign against Communism. One hundred liv-
ing Buddhas and 3,000 student lamas met in a
three-day meeting under the golden roof of
the great 1,000-lamp Tachao Lamasery to im-
plore victory for China. The Dalai L.ama also
sent a telegram to Generalissimo Chiang Kai-
shele declaring that Tibetans were indignant
over the terrorism and treason of the Com-
munists, but that Tibet, being “the. holy land
of Buddha,” can resort only to prayer and not
to arms.

To whom do the Tibetans pray? Surely it
is not to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ. If their prayer is to Satan, and if
Communism is inspired by Satan, it would seem
that their prayer would have little effect. Satan
will use both Lamaism and Communism if it
serves his purpose to destroy the souls of men.
If Communism is to be stopped at any point it
will be stopped by the prayers of the people
who know the Lord Jesus Christ and are filled
with the Holy Spirit. The Lamaists held a
three-day prayer meeting. Why don't more
Christians do the same, and pray against the
Red scourge of greed and hate?

“It seems unbelievable that in just 40 years
Pentecost has grown from its very humble
beginning, when a little handful of despised
believers met in an old shack on Azusa Strect
in Los Angeles and received the baptism in
the Holy Spirit, to the tremendous proportions
it has reached today, of which this Rally is
evidence. And, we've only gotten started,” he
added. “Pentecost today is challenging the
world. Pentecost is on the march!”

Actively sharing in a united effort to make
this great youth event an outstanding testimony
to Christ and Pentecost, were thousands of
young people from approximately eight hundred
Full Gospel churches in Southern California.

“The Hollywood Bowl program from start to
finish was designed to glorify God and to present
Jesus Christ as Savior, Baptizer, Healer and
soon-coming King for the youth of this genera-
tion,” rally leaders declared. ;

One highlight in a musical program of the
very highest type and quality was the 100-
piece symphonic band, directed by James Boers-
ma, which presented a stirring concert of sacred
music. It was followed by a combined 360-
voice youth choir trained and directed by
Audrey Mieir, of Angelus Temple, Eilene Huff-
man, youthful, golden-voiced lvric soprano of
Alhambra, Calif., appeared as soloist and sang
with a rich anointing of the Holy Spirit which
surely touched the hearts of her 21,000 listeners.

Some of their enemies were still in the land,
and were as thoras in their sides, and the people
were wondering why. “Why doesn’t the Lord
drive out all the rest of our enemies? Why
isn't the Lord with us as He used to be?”
Maybe the people never say such things in
your church, but maybe they think them!
“Why isn't the Lord with us as in the good
old days? The power doesn't fall as it used
to." Weeping at Bochim!

The Bible says that “an angel of the Lord
came up from Gilgal to Bochim,” and talked
to Israel. Where did he come from? From
Gilgal. Why did he come from Gilgal? Be-
cause he never had left Gilgal. He was there
still. The blessing of the Lord is still at
Calvary. His power, His glory, His presence
is still at the place of the whole burnt offering
of the Son of God. That is where we will
find victory, and inspiration, and restoration,
and guidance, and blessing today—at the Cross.
Thousands of Christians are at Bochim today,
bawling their eyes out, weeping and wailing
about the power they used to have but don't
have now. They've lost the blessing because
they weren't as wise as Joshua. He kept going
back to Gilgal in between skirmishes. You un-
derstand, don’t you?

One more point: in the tenth chapter of
Joshua we read that the five kings of the
Amorites fled, and hid themselves in a cave at
Makkedah. The previous verse says that Joshua
returned, and all Tsrael with him, unto the
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camp to Gilgal. There are some students of
the Bible who say that this verse (verse 15)
is misplaced. They say that one of the scribes
long ago must have made an error—that he
must have been sleepy, and as a result he put
this verse in the wrong place. I don’t believe
that. T believe the Holy Ghost put that fifteenth
verse right where it is, in order to show
us the need of going back to Calvary. “God
forbid that I should glory, save in the cross
of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

Joshua went back to Gilgal by divine inspira-
tion, not by a copyist's error. It was contrary
to all the rules of strategy in warfare. What
would we have thought of our American
generals if, when the tide of battie was in their
favor, and all they had to do was to march in
and clinch the victory, they had said, “Well,
we're going home to New York or San Francis-
co now—we're getting homesick”! Why, they
would have been court-martialed and charged
with neglect of duty. When Joshua went back
to Gilgal it was contrary to all human reason.
Human reason says, “Aren't you saved? Why,
of course you are. Then why go crying around
the altar? Why keep on pleading the Blood?
Why keep weeping and praying and seeking
God?” I'll tell you why. We're in a spiritual
conflict, and we've learned that there's only
one way to go on to greater victory and that is
to go back again and again to Calvary. We
must go back to the Cross time after time, to
surrender ourselves afresh to God, and get
a fresh cleansing through the Blood and a
fresh infilling of the Holy Ghost.

“Oh,” you say, “I still don’t understand. What
are you driving at?” This experience when the
sun stood still and the moon stayed was the
supreme demonstration of God's power in be-
half of Israel. Never was there a day like it,
before or since. It was the summit. It was
the high point in their experience. There is some
experience in every life which is the summit,
the crown, the high point in all the demon-
strations of God’s gracious power on our be-
half. There is some day, some time, some
event in your life which can be compared, in
greater or lesser degree, to this supreme demon-
stration of God's power in behalf of Israel.
That's when the sunasstood still and the moon
stayed for you. Did you go back to Gilgal
after that experience?

Jesus sent His disciples out to preach the
gospel, and when they came back they re-
joiced and said, “Oh, Jesus, even the devils are
subject to us in Thy name. Goody for us.” Jesus
said, “Rejoice not in this, but rather rejoice
because your names are written in heaven." Go
back to Gilgal! Joshua didn't go around say-
ing, “Hooray for me! I'm able to make the sun
stand still.” He didn’t go into the evangelistic
field and get big posters printed, sayving, “Come
and hear Joshua, the man who made the sun
stand still.” No, he went back to Gilgal, the
place of circumcision, the place of self-cruci-
fixion.

Peter was so charged with the Holy Ghost
that as he walked down the street the sick were
healed simply because his shadow fell on them.
Oh, what an anointing: what a consecration!
Do you suppose Peter thereafter had cards
printed, saving, “Peter, the shadow-healer, is in
town. The gift of healing operates through his
shadow. Come and see Simon Peter, D.D,
X.Y.Z.,, cast shadows”?

The devil will puff us up, if he can’t lure us
into the gross, vulgar sins of the world. He'll let
us get all wrapped up in work for the Lord.
He'll do anything he can, if only he can keep us
from going back to Gilgal. Paul had visions,
dreams, ecstasies, trances, divine revelations
beyond all of the apostles, but it didn't puff
him up. He said, “God forbid that I should
glory, save in the cross of our Lord Jesus
Christ.” Oh, the tragedy of Christian people
who fail because they overlook this one im-
portant secret of the spiritual life. Calvary,
our Gilgal, is our resting place!

A MARTYR IN COLOMBIA

On Saturday afternoon, January 26, 1946,
Jose de la Cruz Bolivar, the elder of a new
Pentecostal church which had been established in
El Paramo de la Paz, Colombia, was ambushed
on a nearby mountain trail and killed instantly.
His death was the culmination of a period of
bitter persecution.

Jose had been a Christian for only eighteen
months.  Although just a simple-hearted moun-
taineer, his growth in grace and in the knowl-
edge of the Word was phenomenal. He was
God's chosen leader of that little flock. Writing
to the missionaries, Isabel and Elof Anderson, a
few weeks before his martyrdom, he said: “We
give thanks to God that we were conmcd worthy
to suffer persecution and tribulation for the testi-
mony of Christ and for the Word of God. This
persecution has given us more confidence in our
Savior and more faith in His promises. We
rejoice in these tribulations, knowing that if
we suffer with Him we shall also be glorified
together.”

The body of the martyr was carried down to
Sardinata. The mayor and priest would not
allow the body of the “heretic” to be buried in
the city cemetery. He was buried just outside
the wall of the cemetery.

The shooting and persecution continued with
increased violence. The missionaries appealed
to human authorities, to no avail. Then they
appealed to a higher Authority. They called for
a week of special prayer in behalf of the per-
secuted flock. The answer came from heaven,
and the persecution ceased.

On the anniversary of the martyvrdom of
Cruz Bolivar, the cornerstone of the chapel was

laid. Every man and woman in the congre-
gation helped in erecting the building. After
much sacrifice and many trials of faith they

were ready to lay the roof, when the political
revolution in Colombia broke out, and travel was
suspended for days. Work came to a standstill.
Then heavy rains came, threatening to destroy
the adobe walls, but the workers laid the as-
phalt roofing in pouring rain and the chapel
was saved.

The Word of God is now going forth in the

“Templo Evangelico” in El Paramo de la Paz,
and many have only recently come to know
Christ as Savior. Many are coming from
curinsity, and listening reverently; and among
them, with respectful attention, sits also the
reputed instigator of the persecution that led
to the killing of Jose de la Cruz Bolivar. Pray

for him and for every one of the persecutors.
Once again, the blood of martyrs is proving to
be the seed of the church.

Tefillin

Tefillin is a Hebrew word taken from the
singular, Tefilla—meaning prayer. The use of
the Tefillin by orthodox Jews today is based on
an interpretation of the statements in the Serip-
tures: “And thou shalt bind them (the words
of the law) for a sign upon thine hand, and
they shall be for frontlets between thine eyes.”
Deut. 6:8. “And it shall be for a sign unto
thee upon thine hand, and for a memorial be-
tween thine eyes, that the Lord's law may be
in thy mouth: for with a strong hand hath the
Lord brought thee out of Egypt.” Ex. 13:9.

These phylacteries (Gr. amulet, charm) con-
sist of two square boxes of black leather, one
worn on the left arm towards the heart, and
the other worn on the forehead where the hair-
growth starts. The head box contains four
compartments which hold as many bits of parch-
ment, each inscribed with one of the four
Biblical passages: Ex. 13:1-10; Ex. 13:11-16;
Deut. 6:4-9; and Deut. 11:13-21. The box for
the arm has only one compartment to hold one
compartment sheet on which all the four pass-
ages are written. These boxes are fastened at
the brow (the seat of thought) and left arm
(the instrument of action) near the heart (the
seat of feeling) by long leather straps. The
Jew verily believes that by binding one of these
phylacteries on the arm and placing the other
on his forehead each morning, he is truly binding
the law of God upon his arm and as {rontlets
between his eyes!
