THERE w{'re some kings in Judah 
who~c swries. as rccord t"<] in t h~ 

\\'onl. arc extremely illuminating 
One of tl ~c,>e was Jt'hoshaphat. \\hose 
rci !{11 started well when he '\t rcn~th(>!led 
hil11 <;('] f again .. , 1<; I';lel." Since the da ys 
of JcrOllo.1 m, Israel had h('("0111C extremely 
idolatrous, and Jchoshaphat wanted nei­
ther part nOT lot with Israel and her 
e"il king-c;, He pl1rpnscd also that his 
people shou ld be one wilh him in his 
separation. 

The Occettfll'ncn of Riches 

Dut later we read of JchoshOlphat that 
he "had riches rind honor in abl1ndance." 
H ow many who walk 11111llhly hefore the 
Lord when poor and despised. i}C('oTllc 
prolld and worldly. careless and sclf -in­
dui j:!"cnt, when they hcrolllc wC:llthv and 
receive the world's 1101IOrs. Christ ~v:l.rns 
liS of the cleceilfllllless of riches. They 
choke the W ord in our hearts. and we he­
come unfruitfu l. A 5o.11esman came to 
Pa<;tor Salmon of Toronto and tried to 
sen him some stock in a gold mine. H e 
5o.1id the paMor wOllle! he certain to he­
come a r ich man if he in vested. "No, no," 
answer{'d the pastor; "when T was a lad 
in Scotland. I learned to o ffer a very 
wholc~ome prayer that T fOllnd in the 
thirtieth chapler o f Proverhs. 'Give me 
neither poverty nor riches.' I have oH{'r­
cd that pr:1ycr so orten that I know the 
dear l .orcl will not all ow me to he damned 
with wealth; for d ches have surel\' been 
a terrible snare to many. So I'l l ilOt be 
buying any of your Slack, thank you." 

Worldly Alliance. 

The next thing we rc.1cl ahout J ehosh­
aphat is that he "joinc.!d affinity with 
Ahah," the ungodly king of Is rael. Roth­
erlmm translates thi s verse, " I t came to 
pass. when Jehoshaphat had riches and 
honor in ahundance. he contracted by 
marriage affini ty with Ahah." This re.n­
dering is con finned by the Masoretic text. 
tn 2 Chron. 21 :6 we learn that Jehosh ­
aphat's son J ehoram married Ahab's 
eb.ughter. Evil communications corrupt, 
and !oo lehoram followed the wav o f his 
abomin<lhle father-in-law. and did evil 
ill the s ight of the Lord. murdering all 
his brothers at the " cry s tart of his 
reign. Jehoshaphat doubtless did not 
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foresee stich a calamit\' when he mad~ 
·'affin i, ,· with Ahab," a~d we cia not fore­
see all' the evil ahead of tiS when w~ 
make a worldly alliance. 

Friendship with the World 

.. \ her a while J choshaphat made a 
friencl1v call 0 11 Ahah in Samaria . Ahah 
slew sheep and oxen in almndancc for 
him amI for the people that were with 
him. It is written, "Eat Iho!l !lot the 
hread of him that hath an ('"il eve. nei­
ther de~i re tholl ~is dainty meats." Pro\,. 
23 :6. When the worlc! invites yOIl to a 
banquet. look out for barbed wire en­
tanglements. 

After this Ahah pe rsuaded Jehosha­
phat to join him in what scented like a 
worthy cause. Ramoth-gilead was Olle 
of the cities of refuge. appoin ted so h) 
God; today it was in the hands of th t 

Syrians. Su rely it wOllld be a magnifi ­
cent crusade to wrest this holy ci tv f TOm 

the Syrians' hands ! J ehoshaphat 'agreed 
and said, "J am as thou art, and my 

people as thy people; and we wi ll be 
with thee in war." The people of Judah 
wou ld say to one another, ''If a good 
man like Jehoshaphat is going with Ahah 
on this expedition , it surely will be all 
right for liS." And men argue today, "TJ 
such a good man as ll rother So-and-So 
goes to that place of amusement, su rely 
there is no harm in my going." There 
is a good prayer for liS all in Psalm 
27:11, "Teach me Thy way, 0 Lord , and 
lead me in a plain path, becOI4Sc oj thosE' 
v.'hich obscl7Je me." ( marginal render­
ing). 

Ahab', Downfoll 

Jehoshaphat appears to have had some 
inward crnalms of conscience. so he sug­
gested that hefore they go to the battlc 
they first infl nire of the Lord.

"Is there nnt here ;\ 
prophet of the Lord bc~idc,,:" Ahah ad­
mitted. "There is one man .... hut I hate 
him." The world is alwars at Cl1111i t)' 
with the trlle prophrts of God. 

Michaiah was brought, :md his pro­
phetic message wa s so repugnant to Ahah 
that he gave instrnctions. "Pllt this fcl­
low in the prison. nne! ferel him wi th 
hread of amicti on." Jehoshaphat stood 
by and made no defense against thi s un­
just treatment of the prophet o f lehov<1 h. 
Then Ahah said slyly to Jehoshaphat 
"I will disgnise mysrlf, and will go 110 

the battle; but put thol1 on thy rohe.s.'· 
J ehoshaphat meekly oheyed. The Synan 
king ga,'c inst ructions to hi s ('onl!llande rs 
to make thei r attack on the king- of Is rael. 
and they mis took Jehoshaphat for Ahab 
when they saw him in kingly robes. J e­
hoshaphat Sllrely would have heen slain 
had he not called on the T .onl and re­
(,cived I-l is help. nnt clespite hi s disgui se 
Ahah was slain in hattie. ac(,ording to 
the word of the Lord through the pro­
phet he had put in prison. 

Repentance and Victory 

God was not pleased wi th Tehosha­
phat 's becoming nnefll1il l1 y yoked with 
one like Ahah, and scnt lli ~ prophet to 
him with the word. "Sh ollldes t t"OIl hdp 
tllc I!llqodlv, olld lmlc thrill that lIofr 
lire Lo~d." ~ tlrcrcJorr i.t 'wra /I; 11/,011 tllrr 
from fIr/orr the /,ord." Let lI S take no­
tice. If we become IIne(]lIally yoked with 
Imhclicvcrs, we can expect nothin,t! h\\l 
the wrath of God . His word is dear to 
all Hi!> children. "Come Ollt from among 
them (the 1mbclievers), and he ye !'cpar­
ate . saith the Lord. nnd tOllch not the 
nnclt"(l.n thing; and Twill re<:ei"e yOIl. 

and will he a Father lin to \'011. anc! \'c 
shall he 'My SOilS and Oal1j!llIcrs. s,,'l ith the 
Almighty." 2 Cor. 6: 14-18. 

Jehoshaphat gave heed to this word. 
rtnd we read of him , "He \\'('l1t Ollt again

humble spirit. Jehoshaohat ,!ained a mar­
veloll s victorv over the :\Ioahi,e~ .

In the British Isln it is common for people 
to cal horse l11('al and whale meat. Destruction 
of \\ar is still in evidence on all si(lcs and 
the people afC generally uudtrnourishcd and 
l)()Orly clad. A Glasgow paslor to ld me there 
had been no cream on his table for dght 
years. Each individual is limited \0 thirt y­
six; eggs I)(T yca r - when these li re availahle; 
and if onc orden eggs in a restaurant they 
will likely be served in llowdered form. 
Sc\'crc rationing is maimainc(1 on clothing 
as well as 011 doth fabric. Bedding and even 
dish towels and handkcrcllich require clothing 
coupons for pllrcha~e due to the extremely 
short supply, 

Though therc is grcat cvidt'l1(e of phy~ical 
need in Britain, the spiritual need .seemed 
even more staggering. Good authorities claim 
that on ly fHe per cent of the peopk in the 
Briti~h Isles ever attend church, and not more 
than one per cent of the young people. How­
C\'er, \\hcre\"l~r I mel wilh our Pentecostal 
people I found evidence of real spiri tual liie. 
In Scotland it wa~ Illy privi!cjl:c to speitk in 
Glasgow and Kilsythe. Kilsythe is where the 
power of Ihe 1I 0ly Spi rit first fell in the 
"latter rain" Oul\lOuring in Scot land. ITI 
England meeting, were held In Leeds, Man­
chester, I3irminl!:llam and London. Everywherc 
I found relllarkahle tc~timonles of the pre­
servinr,- [XlWer of the Lord during the war. 
SOll1e of our church huilding s were destroyed 
hut without los~ of life. 

The Pe1l\(;cOSlal church ill Cardiff, \Valc~, 
\\a~ struck by :1 homb which demolished the 
roof. No one lIas in the huilding at the 
time. Unable to seCllre matcrial~ to repair thl' 
damage fnr some time, the pa<,tOT minis tered 
the W ord in each senice under the open 
heavens, ming an umbrella in ca~e of rain. 
T he people also brought umbrel1a~ in e;"e of a 
downpour. 

The Cla!)ham church in London also suffered 
a direct hit hy a homh, amI tI ll' b.1pti,tr}·. 
with part of a conneclin~ wall. i<; aU that 
stands teda}'. Here again there were no lil"e ~ 
lost. Another church in London was not ~o 
foftuoOitc. Struck by a bomb during a meet­
ing. fil'e hundred people, mostly members of 
the armed forces, were killed in the explosion. 

Up 8,000 feet in the clouds, as we flew from 
London to Oslo, Norway, I had the privilege 
of leading the Norwegian stewudess to the 
Lord. 

Both in Norway and Sweden I was delighted 
to find that large pereemages of the IXlpula­
tion arc Pentecostal believers. The largest 
church of any denomination iTl Norway is our 
Pentecostal church in Oslo. It sea ts 2,100 
and has a membership of 2,600 believers. A 
fin'-story hotel is opera ted by our people in 
conneclion with the church there. In addition 
10 this main church there a re other Pentecostal 
works in Oslo. During the Nazi occupation of 
~orway Ihe large church building was taken 
ol"er by the Nazis in which to store their 
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ammU1l1!1on. Depri\'ed of their IIIctting place, 
the OuistiallS met together for sJl(.'Cial prayer 
for God 10 move the >Jazis out. A short time 
later an unexploded bomb was found just 
outside the building! >Jazi officers, fearing 
an attempt had been made to blow up their 
ammunition, ordered a swift evacuation, an(1 
the next Sunday the building again rang with 
the joyous 50ngs and prai~e5 of Pentecostal 
services! 

Some of the to\lns in Sweden arc nearly one 
hundred per cent Pentecostal. The largest 
auditorium of any kind there belongs to the 
Pentecostal church of Stockholm. This work 
has a membership of 6,300 believers, and re­
Quires a staff of 130 fu1!-time employCts to 
Tarry 011 its activities. What a joy it was to 
minister in this great church. 

In beautiiul Switzerland, meetings were held 
in Genel'a and in Basel and seyeraJ days Weft 
spent at the \Vorkl COllference of Youth for 
Christ 1cader~ in Beaten1>erg. 

Holland suffered much during the war. We 
ministered in Rotterdalli. H olland's second 
cit}·, where much of the business section was 
destroyed by bombs. 

One of the greatesl thnlls of the trip .... a~ 
with our Pentecostal brethren in Italy, The 
Pentecostal people h.we endured lIIuch !lerse, 
Clition. U. 1\. Gorietti, Superintendent of the 
.. \ssemblies of God in Italy, has suffered im­
pri~omnent sel'Cl1teen times for preaching the 
Gospel. Pastor R. Bracco, of the Assembly in 
ROllle. has been impri~oned seveu times for 
preaching. As soon as these ministers are re­
leased they immediately carryon their Ilreaeh­
ing. Brother GorieHi in some 1)laces holds 
meetings in the puhlic sQua res where thousands 
gather. 

.\rrangements wefe made to vreach in 
Brother Bracco's aso;,embly in Rome. \Ve wert· 
led down a dark stairway into an undergrolllld 
assembly room. It was JlOIcked and many 
were standing. The fint sounds to reach our 
cars were the ~trains of the familiar hymn. 
'There Is a Fountain Filled with Blood:' 

Thi~ they followed enthusiastically with the 
"Hallelujah Chorus." The ..... omen, with their 
heads veiled, sat on one side and the men 011 
the oth(·r. Comlrlg out of the SIl\lerstiWln ;ulIl 
darknes) of Rnmanism, they appreciate the liv­
ing go~pcl. and li~teJled with rapt attention ami 
hung..:r for thc \\·ord. They wept amI shouted 
-anll when the invltalion was given, many 
came jor 5olh·ation. 

The Pentecostal churches ill Italy manifest 
such fire that they comprise by far the leadinR 
Protestant group in the country. \\'e were 
told that oler one hundred Roman Catholic 
priests hal'e contacted our brethren in Italy, 
5tatmg their cOIU"ictions and offering thcm­
seh'es for ministry with the Assemblies. 

Though the Pentecostal work in France is 
only sixteen years old, it looks as thllllgh 
il will sweep the country. III Paris we had a 
three-day conference with the Pell\e(u,tal 
youth of northern France. Their Sunday s('r­
vices packed out a large theatre. To a111101lilce 
their meetings, hundreds of these Clu'i~ti:m 
yount::" f)Copie marched the strcets of Paris 
singing their songs and choruse.. The first 
night of the meetings God's power fe1\ (hn­
ing the sermon. \Ve 5tol)[)('d preaching fur a 
few minutes while a young woman rceeil'cll the 
Baptism of the Spirit. Two more rL'Ceil'ed the 
infi!lill~ later that night. The young l!Cople 
spent two out of the thrC1! nights in all-night 
prayer meetings. After the services I would 
~ee these young people eating their dark breOld. 
A number of young men slept in a rOOIll 
..... here the fiGOr was cO\'ered Ilith straw. They 
have known pri"alion, danger and sorrow 
as they have seen war and cruelty in the 
Kazi occupation. 

In France we lcarned of Ihe suffering of the 
Jews under the Nazi occupation. During the 
first year after the Nazis came, all .I(WS 
were ordered to Ilear a yellow btar. Thib 
was fC<luired for all, from the youngest balk;" 
to the oldest person. A C0l11111011 5i!:l! 011 

restaurant doors read. "NO DOGS on JEWS 
ALLOWED." Til the second year of th.: 
occupa tion thc Jcws just disappeared. 

In Gerlllany our hearts lI"ere melted ill pity 
for the plight of the people, and e~pecially 
did we hal'e cOIl1))aSSiOIl for our own brothers 
and sisters ill the Lord. The del'a~tatinl1 by 
IXlmbillg" was so complete that it is e~till1ated 
it will take twenty-two more years merely 
to remo,'e the debris. City after ci ty lies 
in ru ins, and thousands of bodies still lie be-
