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How to Plan Your Life for 1949

MY SUBJECT is The Planned Life,

and I want to refer briefly to Paul
and his plans, taking for our les-
son the passage found in 1 Corinthians

16:5-9.

Some think you cannot plan and be
Pentecostal at the same time. Some have
the idea that if you are really led by the
Spirit your life is a sort of jig-saw puzzle,
absolutely plan-less; that you never know
what will happen next and you are liable
to the most unexpected and amazing im-
pulses, While it is true that we never
know what may happen, and that our
heavenly Father does have all sorts of
lovely surprises for us, yet that does not
mean we should not live a planned life.

You will note from our text that Paul
made plans; he said, “I will come,” “I
shall pass,” and “I do pass.” God has a
course for every life. Paul, at the end
of his life, said, “I have finished my
course."”

When crossing the Atlantic I noticed
that the passengers were all interested
every day in looking at the “track chart”
which had marked on it a line showing
the definite course of our vessel from
Europe to Canada. “Every day we would
look to see just where we were that
day, and we noted that we kept to the
course marked out till we came to our
desired haven. So I believe God has a
course for every life.

If there had been a disaster and an
SOS our captain would have been quite
willing to answer the emergency call ; and
I believe we, too, as Christians, should
always be glad and willing to answer any
SOS call that comes. But that doesn’t
mean that my life is made up of SOS
calls.

Jesus taught us to live a thoughtful life.
If T have one criticism to make of our
precious Pentecostal folk, T think it would
be that we are not thoughtful enough.
Some preachers think that the Baptism
of the Holy Ghost is a glorious labor-
saving device—that when we have that
we need not think any more, we need
not study or meditate any more. All we
need to do is open our mouths wide and
the Lord will fill them, they think, for
we are led by the Spirit; and hence we
become abominably lazy—and then we
wonder why we are unfruitful and de-
cidedly stale. May the Lord keep us
living a thoughtful life.

Jesus taught this constantly. T like His
parable of the man who set out to build
a tower but did not stop to count the cost
or see whether he had enough money to
finish it. The unfinished tower stood as
a monument to his folly. So Jesus taught
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Donald Gee

us that before taking up the life of a
disciple we are to sit down and think it
over. If you make thoughtless decisions
and cannot carry out your purpose, you
not only starve your own self and bring
weakness into your own life, but bring
dishonor upon the Name of the Lord and
spread disappointment and confusion
wherever you go.

Take another parable, the parable of
the ten virgins. I believe the central ap-
plication is that five of thema were thought-
ful and five were not. Five of them fig-
ured that it was rather a risky thing to
go to the marriage without having some
spare oil; and so, because they were
thoughtful, they went in and the others
were left out. All this teaches the value
of planning beforehand.

But you say, “Did not Jesus say, ‘Take
no thought for the morrow’ ?” We must
remember what that means: Take no
anxious thought; don’t get overburdened
with anxiety and care.

What are the principles that should
guide us in planning our life? No doubt
it will surprise vou when I say, first of
all, that you can ask the Lord for, and
then definitely plan to get, vour heart’s
desires. Some people have the idea that
to be a Spirit-filled believer you must
never have your heart’s desire; that if
you want a thing that is the very thing
you will never have. But I rejoice that
God has permitted me to have many of

the desires of my heart fulfilled. And
there are many more that I am planning
to get. You say, “Brother Gee, we are
shocked at you.” Nevertheless, there are
many things I really want and many
things I want to do and I am actually plan-
ning on these, because my heavenly Father
is not a hard taskmaster. He doesn’t say,
“Now if you want that thing, you shall
not have it,” but rather He says, “Rest in
the Lord, wait patiently for Him, and He
shall give thee the desires of thine heart.”
Isn’t that lovely ! Of course, I am not re-
ferring now to unsanctified, unsurren-
dered, unyielded desires. I am speaking
of pure desires, holy things; and as for
me, I am going right in for them. I am
not simply waiting for God to drop them
into my lap, but I am actually planning to
get them. It is lovely to walk with the
Lord and enjoy this sweet, pure, delight-
ful life in the Spirit; and let me remind
you that we can bring the desires of
our hearts to God.

The next principle I believe we may
follow is to have a wide open eye for
gospel opportunities. What a wonderful
thing opportunity is! The apostle said,
“l am going to tarry at Ephesus until
Pentecost, for a great door and effectual
is open unto me and there are many ad-
versaries.” I think it is wonderful when
God puts an opportunity before us, but
beware of a constant love of change and
a spirit of restlessness. Many a person
gets out of the will of the Lord through
mere restlessness, and many an assembly
has made the same mistake. How easy
it is simply to be guided by a desire for
variety and change. One of the finest
evangelists I ever knew, with such an
anointing on his ministry that multitudes
were saved and one assembly after another
was opened as a result, simply walked
right out of the blessing and from under
the anointing, and to this very day is
away on the shelf, out of action, because
of a mere natural love of change. A sud-
den desire to travel got hold of him and
he did travel, and he missed his oppor-
tunities. May God help you to make the
most of your magnificent opportunities.
Plan to use every chance God puts in
your way.

Another thing we need to take into con-
sideration in planning our life is not to
forget the path of duty. You will notice
how Paul is making his plans largely be-
cause he is taking an offering to the saints
in Jerusalem and he is planning for some-
one to go with him. All the time there is
that high sense of duty, a high sense of
loyalty to that which means integrity of

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there is a call for us all to be “for-

getting those things which are be-
hind”"—the old experiences, the old suc-
cesses, and the old failures—and to press
toward the mark for the prize of the
high calling of God in Christ Jesus.”
Phil. 3:13, 14. In this third chapter of
Philippians, the inspired apostle tells us
the longing of his heart: “That I may
know Him!” Is this the cry of our hearts
—that we may know Him, not merely
knowing about Him, but knowing Him,
and the power of His resurrection? Is it
the great longing of our hearts to know
the exceeding greatness of the power
which the Father “wrought in Christ,
when He raised Him from the dead, and
set Him at His own right hand in the
heavenly places” (Eph. 1:20), that power
which “hath raised us up together, and
made us sit together” with Him (Eph.
2:6), that power that would lift us “far
above all,” and make us more than con-
querors in Him?

AS WE enter into the New Year,

Is the cry in our hearts deep enough
to make us ‘“count all things loss” for
this special mark? Tt was not sin that
Paul had to surrender, but all that minis-
tered to his own righteousness—his trust-
ing in religious ordinances, his position
and high birth, his religious prejudices,
his zeal for God, and his blameless life.
He surrendered the things which were
gain to him. Job cried, “My righteous-
ness I hold fast, and will not let it go.”
But when the revelation.of God came, it
brought Job down to self-abhorrence. All
that we have counted gain in the past we,
too, must surrender if we are to know
the fullest power of His resurrection. All
past experiences, all our good reputation,
all that 1s “gain to me” is to be counted
loss for Christ. Phil 3:7.

Moreover, Paul did sutfer the loss of
all. Verse 8 Pdul could say, “I am
crucified” with Christ—and crucifixion
means being stripped of everything. Paul
speaks of what it means to lose all for
Christ, when he says to us in 1 Cor. 4:13,
“We are made as the filth of the world,
and are the offscouring of all things unto
this day.” His strong religious views and
prejudices were swept away. Instead of
priding himself on his blameless life, he
now felt he was the chief of sinners. 1
Tim. 1:15. His fleshly energy gave place
to God, who worked in him mightily. “Not
meet to be called an apostle” was ever
afterwards his self-estimation.

What caused this revolution in his inner
life? It was that revelation of Christ on
the road to Damascus. The sight of that
divine face had made his soul a furnace of
intense desire to win Christ in His deep-
est fullness. He could say, “Christ Jesus,
my Lord” (verse 8), for he possessed
Christ and Christ possessed him; his
cry now was that he might be wholly ef-
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Pressing Toward the Goal

faced, hidden, lost sight of, in the glorious
Son of God.

“I have suffered the loss of all things,
and do count them but dung, that T may
win Christ, and be found in Him. not
having mine own righteousness” (“not
having a righteousness of mine own,”
R.V.). “. .. that I may know Him, and
the power of His resurrection,” now sums
up Paul’s supreme desire. All earthly
wisdom gained at the feet of Gamaliel
seemed as foolishness. It surely was
foolishness compared with “the excellency
of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my

THord.*

But knowledge without life is fruitless.
Our practical need is not only to know
Christ and His resurrection, but to exper-
ience the power of His resurrection life
within us. But in order to know the ener-
gizing power of the risen life of Christ
we must realize our share in His death.
Before Paul could say, “Christ liveth in
me,” he declared, “I am crucified with
Christ” (or, as the Revised Version has
it, “I have been crucified”). Gal. 2:20,
And he points out to us our identification
with Christ too, saving to us in Rom, 6:3,
“Know ye not, that so many of us as
were baptized into Jesus Christ were
baptized into His death?” On Calvary’s
cross our “old man was crucified with
Him.” Rom. 6:6, R.V.

Paul tells us in Gal. 6:14, R.V., “The
world hath been crucified unto me, and I
unto the world.” With no uncertain
sound Paul affirmed his death with
Christ, as he shared with us the good news
that we were crucified when Christ was
crucified ; and He bids us daily to reckon
ourselves dead unto sin, but alive unto

Twelve years ago Charles 5. Price wrote:
“Of one thing we are very, very sure. There
will be a full restoration of the apostolic
oifts and the full power of Pentecost before
the coming of the Lord. To the faithful few
who are true to God, to those that place their
all upon the altar of a full consecration, God
will pour out in fullest measure the power
that was given to the disciples on the day
the church was born. We believe there will
be miracles of healing, supernatural manifes-
tations of God’s mighty power, that will break
even the most calloused hearts. There is to
be another outpouring—this time a cloud-
burst of latter rain! Of that we are con-
vinced beyond measure. God has wonderful
things in store for His people.”

But remember this! All great revivals began
with prayer. All over the world God’s people
are arranging for a special week of prayer
from January 2 to 9. Let us ask great things
from God and expect great things from Him.

God. The ever increasing knowledge of
the power of Christ’s resurrection is the
sequel to this established fact that when
Christ went to the cross He took us to
that cross also, When we believe this
fact fully, we shall experience the working
of the risen life within us that will de-
velop into greater fullness day by day.

It is just here that so many make a mis-
take. They dwell so much on the death
part, forgetting that death is but the neg-
ative side; but so few pass on to the res-
urrection side of Christ, and live in the
power of His endless life. He tells us
in the second chapter of Ephesians: “But
God, being rich in mercy, for His great
love wherewith He loved us, even
when we, were dead through our tres-
passes, made us alive together with Christ
(by grace have ye been saved), and
raised us up with Him, and made us to
sit with Him in the heavenly places in
Christ Jesus.” Eph. 2:4-6, R.V. TIf we
are willing to count all things loss, and to
recognize the sentence of death upon all
that we are and have (2 Cor. 1:9), then
the Lord simply bids us to take the place
that Paul did, and maintain the unswerv-
ing attitude, “I have died.” And we must
look daily to our risen I.ord to manifest
“the power of His resurrection” in us
day by day.

Our perplexity comes from our diffi-
culty about our feelings. We measure
God's fact by our experience, rather than
resting upon God’s fact in His written
Word, and expecting Him to prove it in
His own time and way. Paul says, “Death
worketh in us” (2 Cor. 4:12), but it is
not a death that means turning us into
stone—a callousness of feeling, It is
known rather by a deep calmness in God,
an utter absence of self-seeking, self-sen-
sitiveness, and resentment under injury,
for though we weep as Christ wept, we
weep not for ourselves as the injured,
but for those who injured us, and pray as
He did, “Father, forgive them; for they
know not what they do.”

The full longing of Paul's heart was
expressed in those words, “That I may
know Him, and the power of His res-
urrection, and the fellowship of His suf-
ferings, being made conformable unto His
death.” The risen Christ within us will
give us power to sufier and endure as He
endured. Christ’s life on earth was the
life of a Lamb led to the slaughter. The
power of Christ’s resurrection precedes
real fellowship in the sufferings of Christ,
for the flesh is incapable of it. The flesh
suffers for itself. The new life suffers

manna from heaven, but there was

one thing that was essential—they must
rise early and gather their portion, for
when the sun waxed hot the manna melt-
ed. Christ spoke of “the hidden manna”
which is to be the portion of His people.

Yet a little sleep, a little slumber, a little
folding of the hands to sleep: so shall thy
poverty come as one that travelleth (as
an evil traveler), and thy want as an
armed man (as a swift courier).” Prov.
6:9-11.

Neglect

There are many today who do not
realize that they cannot live by bread
alone, by natural bread, but that they
need every word that proceedeth out of
the mouth of God. They need a spiritual
provision to meet their spiritual require-
ments.

We can readily
believe that the prophet was not sloth-
ful, but every morning was searching
for and finding his daily portion. And
what a joy it was to him to feed on the
Word of God and to make it a part of
himself.
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“Drowsiness shall clothe a man

The Lord said to Ezekiel, “Open thy
mouth, and eat that I give thee.” And the
prophet tells us: “When I looked, behold,
a hand was sent unto me; and, lo, a roll
of a book was therein.” And the Lord
said to him, “Son of man, eat that thou
findest: eat this roll.” Then came the
further word, “Go speak.” (Before we can
give forth God’s message we must become
partakers of it.) And the obedient pro-
phet testifies, “So I opened my mouth,
and He caused me to eat that roll.” Af-
ter he had eaten, the Lord commissioned
him once more: “Go, get thee unto the
house of Israel, and speak with My
words (the words that Ezekiel had re-
ceived were now a part of him) unto
them.” Ezek. 2:8 to 3:4.

Early Hours with God

As the New Year opens, purpose in
your heart, like Daniel, to eat none of
the “dainty meats” that the god of this
world is serving, and ask the Lord to give
you a wholesome appetite for the pure
“pulse” of the Scriptures of truth. Arise
early every morning and eat a goodly
portion of the inspired Word of God.
It is always nourishing, and is profitable
for doctrine, for reproof, for correction,
for instruction in righteousness. Do not
sit up late at night and engage yourself
in things pleasing to the flesh, but get to
bed early and ask the Lord to wake you
early. The Psalmist said, “Early will I
seek Thee.”
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Read through the Old Testament and
you will see that all God’s great men were
early risers. George Muller, that mighty
man of faith, arose each morning at four
o’clock and gave himself to the Word and
to prayer, reading the Scripture through
four times each year (a very simple thing
to do if you will but average thirteen
chapters a day). No wonder he was a
man of great faith, for faith comes by
hearing what God has to say in His Word.

No Lack

Today there are many slothful, in-
different, lukewarm, self-sufficient ones.
They are like the five foolish virgins who
did not see the necessity of having ample
provision for the time of His coming.
What was the result to the foolish virgins
in Christ's parable? They were shut out.
What will be the result to those who do
not live by Him who is the Bread which
God sent down from heaven? They will
be as the unfruitful branches of the vine
—severed from Him. They have no life,
for apart from Him there is nothing. And
the unfruitful branches will be gathered
for the burning. But Christ gives us
the challenge: “If ye abide in Me, and
My words abide in you, ye shall ask what
yve will, and it shall be done unto you.”
John 15:7.

The saints need to live by Christ,
feeding continually on Him who is the
Bread of Life, drawing on Him who is
the True Vine, partaking continually of
the words which He gave, the words
which are spirit and life.

In this coming New Year may each one
of us be able to constantly say: “Thy
testimonies . . . are my delight and my
counsellors,” Psalm 119:24—S. H. F.

An Qak in the Making

IGHTY OAKS from tiny acorns
M is God’s process in both the natural

and the spiritual realms. That fact
is evidenced in God’s admonition not to
choose a novice as leader of God’s peo-
ple. Too often, in the missionary’s eager
haste to make a showing and to get church
organization started, he puts mushrooms
in authority where he ought to wait for
God’s oak. The best oaks are formed
under the stress and strain of storms and
winds, heat and cold, rain and drought.
Over a period of years we have been
watching the formation and growth of
one of God’s oaks in Mossi Land, French
West Africa.

The Sprouting Acorn

Saga Payitaba Weédraogo is from the
village of Gondologo, near Ouahi-
gouya. The Wilsons had done ex-
tension work in the Sudan and had
encouraged Wéntégeda, a Mossi
worker from Kaya, to begin an
outstation at QOuahigouya. Saga’s
father who is an old councilman
of the chief, became a nominal
Christian. Saga accepted Christ as
his Savior and learned to read.
During the first great outpouring
of the Spirit in Yako, Saga re-
ceived a mighty Baptism in the
Spirit. He had a revelation of
eight persons in Ouahigouya to
whom Brother Wilson and Wénté-
geda ought to go. But no one
knew where Wéntégeda was. Saga,
eyes closed and under the power
of the Spirit, started running to-
wards the “bush.” Spirit-led, he
went straight to the secluded spot where
Weéntégeda was alone in prayer. Brother
Wilson took the two to Ouahigouya, as
the Spirit had directed, and seven of those
eight turned to the Lord.

The Oak Develops

Through the manifestations of the
Spirit in Saga’s life, two brothers and
two sisters turned to the Lord. Only last
year his mother became a Christian. Few
women in that Mohammedan area have
turned to the Lord. A young girl who,
despite the opposition of her people,
accepted Christ, agreed to marry Saga
in the face of her people’s hatred of the
gospel, and the two decided to enter the
Lord’s work. Saga and Sibidou have had
only the local missionary’s teaching and
their own hunger for the Word has led
them to private study. To them and
many other Mossi, the Moré New Testa-
ment published by the American Bible
Society is a precious book.

Answering God’s Call

After waiting on the Lord, Saga felt
that the Lord would have him open a
new work in the town of Baraga, fifteen
miles northeast of Ouahigouya. Many
turned to the Lord, including young peo-
ple, and forsook the traditional ways of
the Mossi tribe.

Like the Ephesian silversmiths, the
medicine men and tribal priests became
angry when their revenue declined sharp-
ly. They talked it over together. One
day Saga heard his name called. Appear-
ing at the entrance of the Mossi yard,
which the Christians from Ouahigouya
had helped him to build, he found the
place surrounded by angry men with
spears, clubs, hoes and sticks, They said,

Saga, his wife Sibidou, and son Dasabsewendi

“If you don’t clear out of town we will
kill you; we're tired of this Jesus teach-
ing.,!

Saga raised his heart to God for guid-
ance (there was no police to call) afd he
answered, “Come and kill me. I know
you didn’t ask me to come here; God
called me to come. 1 know my spirit
will go directly to God’s country, but you
will go to the fire-country because the
same Book from which I'm teaching you
about God says that murderers do not
go to His country.” There were some fur-
tive glances from one to another as they
murmured among themselves, then they
began leaving in groups of three or four.
Thus God saved Saga from a tense situ-
ation.

Sickness Tests the Young Oak
To preach divine healing and suffer
severely one’s self, is an acid test to faith,
especially in Africa where all native medi-
cinal practices involve sacrifices to the

spirits. Saga became afflicted with that
awful trachoma that swells the granulated
inner eyelids with stringy pus and makes
the least ray of light bring excruciating
pain to the sufferer. Blindness often
results. Sometimes the heathen take par-
ticular and malicious glee in going by a .
Christian’s hut and saying, “Hope he
goes blind; he'll learn.” Day after day
Saga lay there on his grass mat in the
darkness of his round adobé hut beneath
the cone-shaped grass roof. During this
time the Filani herdsmen allowed their
cows to over-run his fields and eat up his
corn—a tragedy to Mossi farmers.

In answer to prayer, his eyes began to
clear up. As soon as he was able to
see he took up his Mossi New Testament.
It “happened”to fall open to 2 Corinthians
11, the enumeration of Paul’'s sufferings.
He said that after reading this he knelt
and cried and asked God to forgive him
for thinking he had suffered anything for
Christ’s sake.

A Test Harder Yet

Saga's firstborn son was named
Dasabséwéndi  (Don'’t - ridicule -
God) because the heathen were
ridiculing the gospel. One day
he was taken deathly ill. The hea-
then were eager for him to die so
they could have the malicious satis-
faction of saving that it served
Saga and wife right for forsaking
the ways of their fathers. They
hoped this Jesus way did not have
any more power than their own
medicine men, witcheraft, sacrifice
and juju.

Saga was agonizing in prayer in
the little adobé church, built by the
Christians without cost to the Mis-
sion, when his wife came and touched
him on the shoulder, saying, “Hus-
band, our boy is dead.” With a
cry of anguish, he ran into the
little, round, grass-roofed hut. There lay
his son, limp, with glazed eyes. Saga
felt him and said, “Sibidou, I don’t think
he is dead.” She reaffirmed her previous
declaration. Saga then rushed back into
the adobé church. He cried out in the
anguish of his spirit, beseeching God
to vindicate his preaching of the gospel
to his Mossi people. (We have seen Saga
in the grips of intercessory prayer until
perspiration dripped from his cheeks and
the elbows of his up-stretched arms.)
Like Jacob of old, his cry was that he
would not let go except God blessed him.

He felt a firm hand on his shoulder.
Looking through his tears, he saw the ex-
cited, happy face of his wife. “He’s alive,
he’s alive,” she cried with joy, and ran
out. Saga followed with shouts of Hal-
lelujah! The heathen were robbed of
their gloating and silenced for a time.

in the presence of God and one
another, covenant and combine our-
selves together into a civil body
politiciiell .

By God's grace America has
come to us as a goodly heritage, ex-
tending more opportunities and en-
couragement to her citizens to
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become Christians than perhaps any country in
the world. 1 must reiterate: I have a goodly
heritage !

2. I Was Reared in a Christian Home.

I do not mean that it was simply a nominally
Christian home. One must work at Christianity
to make Christianity work. In our home we
worked at it. The Bible was our daily guide
book and always our {final authority. Did it
teach tithing? Then, we must all tithe! How
well I remember those earlier years of Pente-
costal pioneering. Though I was only a child,
a deep impression was left upon me. My father,
being the minister, often picked up the Bible
after the congregation had laid their tithes
upon it and found the amount discouragingly
small. But regardless of the small amount and
the large family, the tithe was always taken
out first and put aside. It would seem under
the circumstances, that we could not afford to
tithe. But we were taught rather that we could
not afford to fail to tithe. And God never
failed to wonderfully supply every need!

Did the Bible teach healing for our bodies?
Then we must practice faith for healing. We
learned by word and deed that healing belonged
to God’s children. He alone was our family
physician,

The church completely absorbed our interests.
The Sunday School was our alma mater. Come
clouds or sunshine, we never missed. Our par-
ents never sent us; they took us!

The alpha and omega of our every day was
the family altar. It is impossible for me to
stress this sufficiently. Consistency of Chris-
tian character can only come from cossistently
contacting Christ! That holds true for youth
or age. It was at morning and evening prayers
that we children learned how to pray: how to
commit our way to Him and trust in Him to
bring it to pass. Malice and other evils were
left daily at the altar of prayer. School time.
worl time, or pleasure time was always second
to God's time! ‘The family altar was the
fountain of our Christian beginnings, the foun-
dation of our Christian experience.

In such a Bible pattern home it might well
be expected that the children would early turn
their steps Godward. Of the nine children,
including eight boys, all of us are Pentecostally
saved. T believe we each accepted Christ before
reaching our teens. And to God's glory, none
have swerved despite temptations of higher
schooling and military experience and all the
usual vieissitudes of modern vouthful living.

My youngest brother was just attending the
kindergarten when the teacher decided to teach
the class of five-year-olds to do a childish
dance. When he obstinately refused to join the
exercise despite her persuasions and threats,
she asked why. He piped up, in his childish
voice, “Don't you know that we Pentecostals
don't dance!”

Verbal teaching alone in the home has little
effect. Children are more affected by what they
see in the daily living of their parents. A smile,
a shout, or a testimony in public may influence
others; but it influences the family only as it
corresponds to the home life they know so well.
Parents must either live a consistent, Christ-
honoring life before their children or be pre-
pared to lose them to the world at an early
age.

a licentious marriage union
in 1877, 300 were paupers, 771 were criminals.
The Jukes family became infamous as thieves,
murderers and lewd-livers. Aggregate prison
terms were 1300 years. They cost New York
State $2,700,000 to prosecute and maintain them
in prisons and poorhouses. By contrast, the
Edwards family were sincere, clean-living
Christians. Many of the descendants, including
Jonathan Edwards, became useful and famous

Of 1344 descendants, 78 were college

parents and that of ungodly parents.

HOW THE METHODIST REVIVAL
BEGAN

On December 11, 1738, John Wesley (who
was then at Oxford) heard that George White-
field had returned from Georgia. At once he
hastened to meet him. Next day, he says, “God
gave us once more to taste sweet counsel to-
gether.! When John Wesley returned from
the Moravian Settlement of Hernhutt, in Ger-
many, he found that the little Society in Fetter
Lane. London, had increased from ten to thirty-
two members.

Here on New Year's Day, 1739, the Wesleys,
Whitefield, Ingram, Hall, Kinchin, Hutchins,
and some sixty others held a lovefeast. “About
three in the morning, as we were continuing
instant in prayer, the power of God came might-
ily wpon us, in so much that many eried out for
exceeding joy, and many fell to the ground. As
soon as we recovered a little from that awe and
amazement at the presence of His majesty, we
broke out with one voice, “We praise Thee, O
God: we acknowledge Thee to be the Lord.”

James Baker, Southwest China

ING Kuang Bible Institute in Kunming,
Southwest China, was opened as planned
on October 8. Missionaries and Chinese
Christians in many parts of the province are
praising God for this answer to a long-stand-
ing prayver, With an enrollmnet of twenty-

two students, the school has made a very
good beginning.
The formal opening of the school was

held during the same week the Pentecostal
missionaries held a united conference in Kun-
ming. This made it possible for Swedish,
Finnish, German, and British missionaries
to attend along with our own missionaries
and many Chinese national workers. It was
an unusual privilege to have present Howard
Osgood, now superintendent of the China
Assemblies of God, Donald Gee, of the
British Assemblies of God, and Mr. Wood-
ford, missionary secretary of the British
Assemblies of God, ;

Seated in the large, open court of the
school compound, the congregation heard
words of greeting from each of the teachers
and Mr. Woodford; group singing by the
students, and then a warm message of en-
couragement and exhortation by Donald Gee
who spoke through an interpreter. Following
this Mr. and Mrs. Osgood sang and Mr.
Osgood told the group how this school was
the result of many pravers and plans over
the vears. His address on the thought of
humility before God and man laid a fine
foundation for the spiritual progress of the
students.

The students have taken up their daily
schedule of classwork and study with real
seriousness. Some have been waiting a long
time to begin their training. Others
been saved only a short time, but are certain
they want to do {full-time work for God.
Among the group are two former Buddhist
monks who, a few months ago, were serving
im a famous temple near Kunming. One
young woman has had to give up her family
ties to enter Bible School and serve the Lord.
Not all of these young people are Yunnanese
of this province. A few have come from as
far as Shanghai and North China.

All the students are poor. They eat simple
meals of rice and a few vegetables, with
meat not more than once a week. They
sleep on board beds and are quite pleased
with their bare, undecorated rooms. The
Lord willing, we hope to be in buildings of
our own next year.

Mr. Ku, who recently escaped from Chinese
Communist territory in North China, is our
fine Chinese dean. We believe he was de-
finitely led of God to join our teaching staff,
as were Mr. Yrjola and Mr., Holder. +

While training this first class of students,
we are making plans for the future second
and third year classes. Ling Kuang Bible In-
stitute is sure to grow, and our crowded, ex-
pensive, rented quarters here in the city will
not be sufficient or practical very long. As
soon as possible we want to move outside the
city where we own a fine piece of land. Join
us in prayer to this end.

Such A Serious- Step

Melvin L. Hodges, El Salvador

OST missionaries are impressed with the

significance which the convert to Christi-
anity in a foreign land attaches to water bap-
tism.

In Central America water baptism is looked
upon not merely as a rite of the Christian
church, but as a step of ‘supreme importance in
which the convert makes a final and open break
with his past life and former religion and as-
sumes the responsibilities of full church mem-
bership. Up to the time of his baptism, he is
considered a “learner,” but once he has been
baptized, he is received into full membership
of the Assembly. His baptism signifies that he
has met the standard of the assembly for
Christian living and that the true fruits of re-
pentance have been seen in his life.

It is interesting to note that former friends
and religious leaders will sometimes make a
determined attempt to win the new convert
back before he is baptized, for they feel that
once he has been baptized he will be lost to
them.

Recently, I attended a baptismal service in
a country church and could not but be moved
by the evident sincerity and deep emotion of
the candidates. One especially, a young man of
Indian descent about twenty-three years of
age, when asked to give his testimony at the

water's edge, read Romans 6:4 and said some-
thing as follows:

“Today God is granting me the privilege of
entering the waters of baptism. In my past life,
I have been very wicked and have committed
many sins against God and man. Then I did
not know this blessed Way. O God! 1
did not know! T did not know!” Here heavy
sobs choked out his voice. When he was able
to continue, he said, “I have been an ungrateful
and wicked son.”

WHERE JESUS WAS UNKNOWN

Far back in the mountains of Pennsylvania,
a Christian worker came upon a tiny settlement
where none of the people owned a Bible and all
admitted they never had heard of Jesus Christ.
“Very few strangers pass through here,” they
explained, “and we feel sure no one by the
name of Jesus has gone through.”

Bibles were immediately supplied for these
people by the American Bible Society, and by
means of the printed Word these mountain
people were introduced to the Lord Jesus Christ.

ASKS PRAYER FOR CHINA

Peter Chang, founder of the Peiping Student
Christian Association has asked that Chris-
tians all over the world pray for China. “The
Nanking government is bad,” he says, “but the
Communist is worse. If the Communist controls
China, that means the gospel cannot be preached
in China any more.” He said that neither more
missionaries nor more money can accomplish
what the effectual fervent prayers of God's
people can achieve. “We are all in the same
spiritual struggle,” he declares. “The fight
against secularism and paganism is now world
wide. Only Christ Jesus can conquer it.”

THE CHAPLAIN'S PRAYER

The prayers of Peter Marshall, chaplain of
the U. S. Senate, often are unique and pointed.

D. E. Hoste, successor to J. Hudson Taylor
as Director of the China Inland Mission, was
a great man of prayer and he used to pray daily
for Stalin's conversion.

ASSIGNED TO THE WAR CRIMINALS

A most unusual assignment was that given
to Chaplain Henry F. Gerecke, U.S.A, He was
appointed to be the spiritual advisor at Nuern-
berg, Germany, to the high Nazis on trial for.
their crimes against humanity. For almost a
year, this godly chaplain ministered spiritually
to the twenty-one defendants, With a sincere
heart and heaven-sent wisdom, almost daily he
entered the cells with the simple story of the
love of God as manifested in Christ.

King's Business sums up the reaction which,
generally speaking, was excellent. Mr. Sauckel,
who was the German labor chief, prayed, “God
be merciful to me a sinner,” and meant it.
Fritsche, Von Schirach and Speer earnestly
asked God's forgiveness for Jesus' sake. Ad-
miral Raeder became an ardent Bible student.
Chief of Staff Kietel, with tears in his voice,
said, “May Christ, my Saviour, stand by me
all the way.” Some, like Ribbentrop, were
courteous but cool concerning the Christian
faith. Goering, apparently, resisted Christ to
the end. Such is the story of the last days of
the German war lords.

How gracious is God's provision, enabling these
men, whose hands were drenched with human
blood, to be given these opportunities to receive
the Savior who came from heaven's glory
to save such sinners!

The Seattle Post Intelligencer relates the
incident concerning Walter R. Dinwoodie, a
real estate man from Vancouver, B.C., who
was fined $500 for illegal entry into the United
States by Federal Judge John C. Bowen.

He was also given a 15-month sentence at
McNeil Island Federal Penitentiary—suspended
on condition that he pay the fine.

Then came a further test, the reproach
of his wife bearing twins. The Mossi call twins
or triplets by the same name as that of small
evil spirits, for they think them the cause. One
of the twins died after a while and the heathen
nodded in satisfaction. Then while Saga was
135 miles away, in language committee session
with us revising the Scriptures, the news came
by carrier that the other twin had died. Our
hearts went out to him. He held steady, and
instead of hurrying back home decided to re-
main through the important work of trans-
lating Scriptures (as the baby was buried the
day it died). We found out later that in his
absence the old heathen women had done their
best to induce his wife to resort to heathen
practices in the absence of her husband. They
cruelly played on her mother-heart, but she,
with no other Christian woman to comfort her,
bravely replied, “I am not following Christ
just for my husband’s sake”” We honor her
for that stand in the face of sly, heathen temp-
tation.

Some Mossi preachers have succumbed to the
temptation of making money with a sewing
machine, or trading, or leather-working, so
they may have nicer clothes, bicycles, etc., but
Saga has held true to the principle that “those
who preach the gospel shall live of the gospel.”
Though his clothes may not be as plentiful as
some, his depth of spirituality is evident from
his victories in the tests of life.

They farmed, doing hot,
back-bending, hand-callousing hoeing, to meet
the daily food needs of their families, and their
supplies were supplemented by the agricultural
tithes of Christians who are experiencing the
blessings and remuneration of systematic tithing.
We give glory to our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ who in His infinite love is calling out
from among the heathen Africans such oaks as
Saga, a man with whom we delight to fellow-
ship, Mossi New Testament in hand, in the
things pertaining to eternal life.

character in everything. I am staggered and
indignant when I hear men and women who
insult the Holy Ghost by saying that He has led
them to neglect the ordinary duties of life.

Every assembly is blessed when it has those
who are doing their job from a sense of duty.
What a fine thing it is to have a certain brother
there early to open doors, and to know you can
depend on him 100 per cent. When wvou ask
some to sing in the choir, teach a Sunday School
class, or do anything in the work of the Lord,

* they promise and then break their promise and
say the Lord told them otherwise. But my
Bible says, “Let your yea be yea, and your nay
nay.” 1 like people who put themselves out
to keep their word, people who are prepared to
suffer financially in order to keep their word.

My duty is a sacred one, and when I am
making my plans I always want to have one
eye on that which is my straightforward, simple
duty, and then keep my appointments.

Then we should be guided by our love for
others. You will notice that in chapter 16:12
Paul says, “As touching our brother Apollos,
I greatly desired him to come unto you with
the brethren: but his will was not at all to
come at this time; but he will come
when he shall have convenient time.”
Now of course the  lovely background is
that Paul and Apollos were rivals for the
affections of the people at Corinth. You
know the maultitude is very strange: they
always have their ideals and some said, “I am
of Apollos,” and others, “I am of Paul” and
still others. “T am of Cephas.” And then there
are those ultra-spiritual people, little jugs of
cream, who say, “I am of Christ,” and many
times they are the most difficult.

personal feelings of the people. And although
Paul knew that Apollos was his rival at Corinth
he said, “Apollos, you go to Corinth. You have
a lovely ministry and you will be a blessing.”
But if Paul saw a priest of Israel in Apollos,
Apollos saw another priest in Paul and he said,
“No, Paul, T am not going.” Some ministers
I know would have moved heaven and earth to
keep Apollos away from Corinth, and others
would have quickly seized the chance of going,
but Apollos said, “No.” How good it is when
we are guided by love and respect for one an-
other, and have the spirit of co-operation and
not competition !

Now I have laid down the principles that
should govern the making of our plans. But
let me finish with something that is important
and rather comforting, and I shall give it in the
words of verse seven—“If the Lord permit.”
Yes, I am sure it is right to make plans, but
as we make them we must always write over
them in great big letters of flame, “If the Lord
permit.” Have you done that with your plans?

If you say that and really mean it, it reveals
the attitude of your heart towards God, which
is very important. It will reveal whether or
not you have made Christ the Lord of your
hearts. Some Christians are delighted to get
all they can out of salvation but they haven't
given the Lord the throne.

My mind goes back to the church in which I
was saved and grew up as a boy. I remember
very well a hard young man—a church member,
but even in those days I wondered if he was
saved. I remember the old debates they used
to have in the literary society, and how one
of the favorite quotations of this young man,
was that poem,

“I am the master of my fate,
[ am the captain’ of myv soul.”

I used to think that was a fine poem, that it
displayed real power, but T am glad to say that
I have surrendered my will and my life to
another, and Jesus is the Master of my life.
I was shocked and vet not altogether surprised
when, just a few months back, I learned that

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that very fellow was serving a term in prison
for a serious embezzlement. I thought, “I am
not surprised. He has been the master of his
fate and the captain of his soul and he has
landed himself in prison.” I might have been
the same but I am glad that the Lord has been

my Captain and He has kept me out of prison.

Our very hest plans may fail and sometimes
they do. I have had plans that have gone
all wrong. When our plans go wrong, what
do we do about it? I know what we ought to
do: we ought to take refuge in Romans
8:28 and realize that if our plans have
failed He has somethjng much better in store
for us.

I want you to think of some of Paul's ex-
periences ; first when he was shipwrecked on
the Island of Melita. That shipwreck was cer-
tainly not of Paul's planning. That was never
on his program, but it happened and it was a
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real 100 per cent shipwreck; they only got to
shore by swimming or on broken pieces of raft.
But read the story and tell me whether God was
not making all things work together for good.
Those barbarians on the Island of Melita had
three months of Paul's apostolic ministry. Do
vou imagine that they had any doubts whether
or not it was God’'s will for that shipwreck to
take place? And I believe Paul had no doubt
about it either when he left Melita, after the
shipwreck. If you have had a shipwreck in your
life and will yet keep sweet in God, you will
thank God for the' shipwreck, for He is letting
all things work together for good.

Then theré is that other mysterious
passage in the 16th of Acts where Paul tries
to preach the gospel in Bythinia but the Spirit
suffers him not. His plans are all being stopped
by God and at last that little party of four
perplexed missionaries come down to Troas, and

that night a vision comes of a man of Mace-
donia, saying, “Come over into Macedonia and
help us!” All of Paul's plans had gone wrong,
but God had a better one, and because of that
the gospel came to Europe; and because it
came to Europe it came to America.

Are you feeling miserable and sad because
your plans have failed, and you cannot under-
stand it? May I again remind you of that
glorious, victorious verse. “All things work
together for good to them that love the Lord.”
I am certain that when we get over yonder
one of the greatest joys will be to see God's
hand just as much in the disappointments as
when we had the desires of our hearts ful-
filled ; that His hand was just as mighty when
our plans all failed as when they were suc-
cessful. When we get over there and see
life’s finished story, we will praise the Lard
for all the wdy He has led us. And mean-
while, I shall go on making plans.
