In its 
recent \Vhite Paper, the S tate Department .d­
mit s that all China is at the mercy of the 
Communists. It implies, however, tha t if the new 
Chinese Government t r ies to seize any terri­
to ry outside China, tile United S tates will 
llo t stand idly by.
