Thc'rcforc, whcn the presiding 
hi~hop at a great national cOIll'ention con­
ccdes Ihat I .ao(\ieea ll cond itions :"lre in 
nidence within thl" rallks of hi" urgalli­

But no­
body will be surprised to learn that the 
results were not permancnt. rhere was no 
power in the service, and people sOOn 
t ired of the doughnuts and coffee. Once 
whell I was in Chicago I a!tenoed the 
Sunday evening service; the congregation 
was lamentably small, the prcache r was 
without an anointing, and the wholc 
meeting was remarkably dull and ulfinter­
esting. I was not surprised.

Rev. H enrv 
Knox Sherrill, deli"ered a notable add res'" 
in which h(' made a plea for a "rebirtb of 
the Spirit.·· Some of his llllerances were. 
in Illy opinion, of outstanding significance. 
and Illig-ht \\"cl1 have fallen from the lip~ 
of a Illodern I'entecostal prophet acquaint­
ed with the fact that th~re arc places 
where. among n <;. spiritual conditions arc 
fa r from ideal. 

For instance. the good hi<;.hop said. "\Ve 
arc all of w;" mark the fact that he 
said "all of lIs" -"too conventional. 100 
limited . and let 111e say fr ank ly, tOO world­
ly." And then followed thcse words of 
confession and of warning: 

"Indeed. aile of the chief evidences of 
the g rowth of secularism within thf' 
Church is that we no longer e.xpect mira­
cles of spiritual rflbirth to occur. \Ve use 
great words of apostolic origin, but we re­
main on a le,'el of spiritual mediocrity. 
By our lack of fa ith we limit the filiI 
scope of the power of God. And t/lis is 
Ilot right. God should not have tn raise 
up other children to Abraham. Here 
among the chosen leaders of Ollr Church 
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should he madc manifest the \"it~lIit\" of 
till' life of the Spirit." . 

Bishop Sherrill undollhtedly knows th<!t 
God who is able to rais(' lip "other chil­
dren unto _\braham" has had tl) go Oul · 

side the ranks of existill~ ccc1c~ i astical 
hodies again and again. ,111 the way do\,·., 
through the centuries of chmeh hi~tory.

The bishop procecded to tell thc dele­
gates to the General Convention that, as 
thc go, 'erning power of the Church, they 
would havc many important matters to 
consider and many important decisions t,) 
makc.

Compa re that kind of Chri ... tianity with 
the brand that has to be pleaded with 
to attend its O\\'n re\'ival meetings 
and you wi!l understand what is the 
matter with this country. It is not Tru· 
man. I t was not Roosevelt. It is not 
thi <;, that. or the other thing. It is the 
hC'arts and li\'es o f those of us who claim 
to be the chil dren of God. The key to 
l'e\'iqls, the key to the sa lvation of multi­
tudes, the ke\' of P en tecost , is in the 
h'lnds of God's people. 

The greatest need in ol1r churches to· 
day is bllfdened , broken-hearted Chris­
tian s. \Ve have plenty of educa ted Ch ri s­
ti<ln s. \ Ve 11<1\'e col lege graduates. \Ve 
have plenty of study courses. libraries, 
bool,:s. Gil Dodd s HillS a race and some­
hody writes a hook J Hyman Appelman 
gcts converted and somebody writes a 
book ! 

\Ve have plenty of popular Christians. 
The presiden t of the Uni ted States is a 
Illcmber of a Baptis t chllfch. \ Vhy. the 
gon:rnors are always talking about Christ, 
and Christianity, and religion. They have 
th cir pews, their church mcmber!.:hips. 

\ Ve haye plenty of rich Christians. 
\Ve h<\\'c enough rich Christians in our 
chnrches to multiply our missionary pro­
gram s a thou sand tim cs. But still we 
arc nOt hav ing a revival. The reason is 
that we need weeping Chri stian s. \Ve need 
Ilroken-hearted Christians. 

I say it is not great preachers \\'e need. 
It is not preaching. 1t is not adverti sing. 
I: is not singing. But it is wceping. It 
is agonizing. It is prostra ting ourselves in 
the ecstasy of agonizing supplication be­
fore God. It is ceaseless. day-by-day, 
carnest. anxi ous. persona l \\'i tncss-hearing 
that win s the day. I have llC\'er seen a 
r('yinl of any sweeping 111<lg-niwde that 
came in any other way exc('pt that it was 
swept in by th e tea rs of Cod's people. 
\ \'hat connect ion there is between tears 
and God's ~race, I do not know. Bllt thi s 
('ne thing T do know. t hat when a g roup 
of liS gets b roken-hearted enol1gh, so that 
in the agony of our souls we wccp Ollt Oll r 
hearts, and say to God. "You must gi\'c 
us a re" i\ 'al or we will die," a re"i\'al 
Illust come.
