The Boys and Girls :'Iis~iouarr Crusade is 
the assignment given to boys and girls under 
Chri,t"s Aml).1SS:ldor agc of reaching U!levan­
gdbwd people of Ihe world for Christ with 
gospel literature. Adults of the kllowship have 
b("~n ~u[lp()rting missi()naries; and Cllri~ I's .\m­
uas,ador~ have been supporting a "Spced-Ihe­
Light" program. sending pl:lncs. car~. jeeps, 
tr ucks. hicycks. motorcyc1c5. radio equipment, 
etc., where need('{l; but up until the time the 
BG:\IC was l"unched~durill~ Gcner"l Council 
at Seatt le in September- children ullder c..'\. 
age did not have a ddini te l><lrl in reachillg 
needy people of the world for Christ. It was 
recogni1.ed that there i, a grt'al lIeed for 
Christian literature in th(' foreign countries. 
The ]loople eagerly accept any readi ng tnate­
rial offered them. It was felt that Ihe failure of 
our fellowship to provide full gospel li terature to 
foreign fields was a wcak link in the fello w­
ship's missionary program: thereforI', the boys 
and girls. through the Boys all,1 Girls :'iis_ 
sionary Crusade, were assigned the fin:lnc ing of 
a literature progtam. 

Individual wooden barrels arc prov ided for 
the ooys and girls thro\lgh the Sunday school. 
Once a month the pupil s reillfll their uarrels 
10 Sunday school where they are emptied. The 
tOla! offering from the harrds is sent each 
month 10 the Foreign ~'i ssions Department, 
434 West Pacific S treet. Springfield 1. Mis_ 
SOU ri (with the regular chtlreh missionary 
offering), design:lted for the Boys and Girls 
:\fissionary Crusade. 

It is hoped tli;l t every Suuday school in 
the Assemblies of God fe llowship will co­
operate in the great literature program of 
the BG;\' C. In the two month~ s ince the pro­
gram was launched 12.144 harrels have been 
supplied by the Sunday School De[hl.rtment.
