• THERE I S MUCH confusion 
among our people in regard to the. names 
g-i\'cn to our Lord. Some suppose that 
the name given Him by the angel who an­
nounced J li s birth to Mary and to Joseph 
was a new nallle, never known before . 
and neyer borne by mortal man since. 
This Chri st mas season has likewise call­
ed Ollr special attention to the names 
given by inspiration and by angelic mcs­
:.cngcrs. Let tiS take a close-up view of 
these wonderful names. 

IMMAN UEL (EMM/1NUEL) 
"Behold, a virgin shall conceive. and 

bear a son , and shall call 1-1 is name 
I mrnanucJ." Isa. 7: 14. Thus prophesied 
Isa iah , 742 years before the birth of 
Jeslls Christ, our Immanuel. Abollt two 
years later the same prophet (ch. 9:6) 
uttered a more complete and minute 
prediction concerning our Christ-"For 
unto us a Olild is born, unto liS a Son 
is gh'cn: and the govcrnn~ent shall he 
Ilpon J ri s shou lder: and ] \I S name shal l 
be called \Vonderful. Counsellor, the 
r-.lighty God, the Everlasting Father, 
the Prince of Peace," The verse follow· 
iog this is a prediction of 1-\ is millennial 
reign, 

\,Vhat then is the meaning of the 
word "Immanuel," and why did the 
angel who appeared to Mary, and late r 
to Joseph, give our Lord the name 
"Jeslls," instead of "Immanuel"? Luke 
1:31 ; MatL 1 :21. 

The word "1"'l1Im/lud" (i n the New 
Testament, written ., Emmanl\c1"­
r-.laU. 1 :23), is a Heurew word made 
li P of three words-im, meaning with, 
1/101111, meaning us, and cl, the com· 
mon name for God- WITH-US·GOD, 
or, according to our idiom, God.'with-.us. 
This name is a pred ict ion or a declaratIOn 
of incarnation. God in the person of our 
Lord was to be with us and should be 
very God and very man, the God·man, 
as so many Scriptu res proclaim. "Not 
that He was to have this for a proper 
name (like 'Jesus'), but that He was to 
come to be known in this charac.ter, as 
God manifested in the flesh, and the liv­
ing bond of holy and most intimate fellow­
ship between God and men from hence­
forth and forever."

I f this name had been gi\'en to our 
Lord as J lis personal name in the begin· 
ning, it would have arOllsed the fierce 
opposition of the Jewish authorities frOIll 
the first, for they knew thi s prophecy in 
Isaiah. It is clear that God wanted the 
evidence of the divine nature of Jesus 
to be brought forth before the claim was 
made that Jesus was the Alessiah. To the 
hUlllble·minded Mary and Joseph and the 
devout shepherds on the J udcan hills, the 
true character and mission of Jeslls was 
announced by the angels. r..<fatt. 1 :20·24 ; 
Luke 1 ,28~33; 2 ,8~ 1 S.

CHRIST 
"Christ" is the Greek for the Hebrew 

word "Messiah"--<lIIoillfed. Prophets, 
priests and kings were anointed, as we 
see by the Old Testament. There was 
one who was esteemed worthy to baptize 
Jesus in water, although he considered 
hi mself ullworthy (Matt. 3:13-15 ) ; but 
God the f'ather Himself anointed Him. 
Acts 10 :38. " H ow God anointed Jesus 
of Nazareth with the H oly Ghost and 
with power." The story is beautifully told 
in Matt. 3:16, 17; Luke 3:21, 22. The 
anointing of Aaron was a type of the 
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anointing of Jeslls. and as the ointmen t 
flowed down upon hi s garments, so the 
anointing of our AarOIl will flow down 
upon us , if we are no more t~lan a~ ob­
scure ~titch in His royal. IlIgh.pnestly 
robe. Psalm 133. In a unique sense, 
Jeslls could appropriate the words of 
Isaiah (61 :1), as recorded in Luke 4:18, 
19-"The Spi rit of the Lord is upon 11 c, 
because lie hath ANOINTED Me to preach 
the gospel to the poor; He hath sen t Me 
to heal the broken-hea rted; to preach de­
liverance to the captives, and recovering 
of sight to tbe blind; to set at liberty them 
that are brui sed; to preach the acceptable 
year of the Lord." 

In the Greek, the name "Chri st" begins 
with a character which the Ellglish alpha­
bet docs not possess. It is called Chi, and 
we lise "ch" together to represent it. It is 
also represented by our letter "X." This 
appears as an abbreviation on num­
erOllS ancient inscriptions, and in the COIll-

man abbreviation for Christmas-
"Xmas." 

JESUS 
In the natlle Jesus, the divine is 

combined with the human. A child 
born. "the seed of the woman" (Gen. 
3:15 ), but the only begotten of the 
Father. Son of God and Son of Man 
- Jehovah our Salvation, our Divine­
Human Savior. Christ, the perfect 
Mall, anointed by the Father with the 
Holy Spirit to be our Messiah, ollr 
Life·give r, Healer, Deliverer, our Pro­
phet, Priest, and King. How beaut ifully 
these words represent Him whom aUf 

souls love. the Lord Jeslls Christ! ]esu., 
is His name; CIlyist, His title and 
office; Lord denotes His divine and 
kingly dignity; ImJl101mcl, His charac­
ter as God with liS in the flesh. 

Jesus was the personal. "the given 
name" of our Lord. In the Aramaic. 
a modification of the ancient Hebrew, 
the language commonly spoken ;n 
Palestine in the time of ou r Savior. 
Joshua \vas a common name, and Jcsus 

is the Greek form of this name; whereas 
ImllUlIllIl'l appears to have been unknown 
as a personal name till much later. T he 
Spaniards and the Mexicans frequently 
name their sons Jesus, bllt thi s is un ­
known in America; while alllong liS Im­
lUG/mel and Emmallllcl are heard occasion­
ally. Many bear the name of ]osJWQ, 
and never learn that it is the same name 
as Jesus but ill a diffe rent language. 

As stat ed abov'c, J CSIIS is the Greek 
form of the name JoshI/a. 1n the Septua · 
gint ( the Greek version of the Old Testa·

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unseen and invisible God can best he 
cOlllprehended as I Ie is re\'ealed i,l Chri"t 
the Savior. To illustrate this point· 
words which men speak, or write. are the 
only means of revealing ou r unsc(,1l and 
ill\'isible thoughts to others. So Jesus is 
called the Word, by J ohn: for Jesus alone 
can give to men the right thought or con­
cept of God. who is in\'isible. 

3. To becom(' a IIear Killsman so that 
lie might be able to redeem IlS. He be­
came the Son of ,\ [all, so that H e might be 
able to redeem the whole human family. 
This is beautifully ill ust rated in Lev. 
25 :47-50 which teaches that the Israelite, 
who had been sold into bondage, could 
only be redeemed by a near kinsman. So 
the Son of God lOok upon Himself hu­
manit\' and became our near kinsman 
through the Incarnation.

",ee the patriarch Job expressing this great 
need. "For he is not a man. as I am. that 
I should nnswer him, and we should come 
together ill judgment. Neithe r is the re 
any daysman bet wix t LIS, that mig-ht lay 
his hand upon tiS both ." The Lo rd J eslls 
bridged tha t gulf, and became a media to r 
or daysman, who could reach up to heaven 
with one hane\. and down to sinners wi th 
the other hand, and bring both God and 
man together in reconciliation. That is 
what happened at Calvary.

! wonder if Luti had ever owned a coat? For 
wecks he had been wearing the lOp part of :l 

two-piece dress belonging to 11iss T Om<lseck. 
Long as I live. I shall e~·er remember his smile 
when. "dressed" in his brand new coa t. he came 
to show "Auntiji·' (as they ca][ed me). 

P oor Shimeall day after day, 1 had seen him 
shivcring as he watched the buffalo, dad only 

in a COItOIl dhotie and shirt. \Vhat could we 
give him? In a box from home we found an 
elderly lady's crocheted woolen jacket. It fit him 
perfectly, and at least it was warm. 

Then there II erc blaukcts for the poor. a 
whole bundle of them. and a warm Ilead SCilrf 
for ]lOOf old blind Guror. (Shoes and socks 
may be missing, but the Indian feel s his head 
must be well conrcd to ward off malaria.) Fur 
the preachers, a Ilew shirt each. For "'I ousie, a 
nell" red shawl. From the consomme to the buf­
f<llo boy. 110t one wa s forgotten. \Ve g-ave until 
there lIas nothing more to gi\·e. The last of the 
poor Hindu village 11" 01111'11 held lip the corner" 
oi their filthy saris for a handful of peanuts. 

The last strains of, "Glory to God in lIt{' 
llight,t." faded with Ihe sinkiug stln in the 
II'e~tern sky. The children returned to the h:;;dl; 
thc lillie tots were tllcked into bed. \Ve WCIll 

into the bllt1galo, lit the keroscne lamp. <llId sat 
down to rel'iew the day. Dead tirCd I BlIt glad 
ill our hearts that again the Story had been 
wid in a practical way. 

I thought of Christmas at hOllle. The selfish­
lle% of giving to receive. The elaborate gihs 
to those who have 110 need.

ment, made nea rly three hundred years before 
the birth of Christ, and in coml11on lise in 
Palestine in His time) the Book of Joshua is 
entitled Jeslls. In the Old Testament Apocry­
pha, we find the book elltitlcd, "The \Vi sdom 
of Jeslls, the Son of Sirach." In the Authorized 
Version. Joshua, the successor of Moses . is 
called "JUIIS" in A cts 7;45 and in H ebrews 
4 :8. In these texts the American Revised 
correctly renders the name "Joshua." In Colo~­
sians 4:1 1, Pa1l1 sends greetillgs from his as_ 
sociates, and among them mentions a J ewi sh 

Pe.ge Twelve 

Chr;"tian, "1I'SIIS that is called Justus"-Joshua 
the Ju~t-to whom he pays a high tribute. Here 
br·th the Authorized and the Americilrl Re\"js~d 
Il"Iail1 the name JUIIS. It is a curious fact 
that according to some Greek texts, the name 
"Je~u~. the son of ElicZ(r," apptars as Ol1e of 
our Lord's ancestors. Luke 3 :29. And it i~ iI 

~tlH more remarkable coincidence that the 
notorious robber and murderer commonly 
known as "Barabbas" (~on of a fatller, 1I105t 
likely a surname) appears to ha \'e borne the 
name of "Jesus," and in sOll1e of the old manu­
~cripts his nall1e is written "Jesus Barabbaii" 
(.\[att. 27 .l6-~ee Thayer's Lexicon). 

As the Greek alphabet has no letter "h," it 
is impossible to transliterate lllallY Hebrew 
words into Greek, and "Jesus" is the form the 
word took in that langllage. This was adopted 
into Latin, and from these two ancient lanj::llage~ 
illlo many modern languages. To us it is the 
sweetest, 1I10st fragrant and melodious of all 
!I,Llne~, and we could not bear to substitute the 
original "Joshua." 

In the same way many more of the Old Test~­
ment names have undergone a change, as foun d 
in the Authorized Version of the New Testa­
ment. Thus we have "Jeremy" and "J cr{,lIli"s" 
for Jeremiah (Matt. 2:17; 27:9; 16:1·1); 
"I::saias" for Isaiah (Matt . .3:.3 and frc<l\le11tly); 
'<I': li a5" fo r Elij ah ( Mat t. 11:4 and often); 
"Elise\ls" for Elisha (Luke 4:27): "Oscc" ior 
flo<-ea (Rom. 9:25): and many more. In most 
of these texts the American Revised. \\'orrcll's, 
\Vermouth's, and numerous other versions have 
helpcd the reader by restoring the familiar 
names, as found in the Old Testament. 

Joslm <l is a contraction of the Hebrew \Vord 
Jllil (for Jehovah) and HO.1fw(I (<;a lvation)­
Jehovah our salvation, our Savior. "Thou shalt 
r,111 His nallle JES US, for lie sha ll save His 
people from their sins." In the Greek the pro· 
noun is emphat ic, "lie l-limsrlf shall sa\'e," 
o r "It is H e who shall sa\"e." The greatest, 
the most marvellous of al l wonders is the 
,a ll'a tion of poor. weak. sin ful men from their 
~Ins. "Unto you is born this day in tIl e city of 
David a S AVIOR, which is (luist the Lord. 
Juke 2:11. 

Bdore leaving this study let us pause at 
the foot of the Cross and ponder wcll its mcan­
ing.
