"Young mall, I 
say unto you, Arisc." Right there hefore 
the di sciples the di\'ine eternal power of 
God touched that dead body : the young

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• ON THE DAY after the Jewish 
sabbath following the crucifixion of the 
Saviour. the priest in the Temple at Jeru­
salem was waving before the Lord the 
sheaf of the earlv harvest; and while this 
was taking place. Christ came forth from 
the tomb in resurrection power :mrl glory. 
Every year at that time a sheaf of the 
iirstfnlits of the harvest was \\"a\'{~d cere­
moniallv in God's prcs('n('('. and ever v time 
its message declared that Christ would 
rise from the dead on that day-the first 
day of the week. 

Life out of death -that was the mes­
sage of the sheai of firstfruits. The sheaf 
contained the resurrection life of grains 
which had been SOWI1 in the ground. ;lnd 
which had died the year before. 1n d~·ing. 
the seeds had given birth to sh('~\\'es of 
precious grain. Even so. they had put 
ehri;;! into the ground after tlmt ignomin­
ious scene on Calvary. and lor three days 
lle was huried: but "on the morro\\" ;lfter 
the sahhath" Christ fulfilled the oft-re­
pea ted type. "Now is Christ ri sen from 
the dead, and become the firstfruits of 
them th at slept. . Btlt every 111:'(11 in his 
O\\'n o rd er ; Christ the firstfruits." I Co r. 
IS ,20. 23. 

Fifty days later, again on the fir st day 
of the week, came another t~·pe. It was 
the Feast of Pentecost (the word "Pente­
cost" simply means "fifty"). On this 
occasion there was more wavillg' . The 
priest waved two loaw!i. which God 
descrihed as "the firstfnlits untn the 
Lord." These loaves were the fir~tfrnits 
oi the firstfrl1its. The \\"a\:l'-km\'e:-; were 
prepa red from the ea rh' har\'{'Sl: in othcr 
words. thev were fornlcd fro111 the resur­
rected g"raln. Not now separate and in­
di,·idua l g"rain .s of wheat. but blended to­
gether in to the unity nf a corporate hody. 

Ag-ain, type coincided with :lntitype. 
\ Vhile the priest in the T emple waved, 
with elahorate ritual. the loaves hefore the 
Lord on thi s the Dav of Pentecost, in the 
same city, in an upper room. 120 di!iciples 
-men and women who had recei\'ed new 
life as a result of the death <Ind resur­
rection of their Lord-were formed into 
a mystical body by. the operation of the 
lloly Spirit.
