Brother Kinderman. ('\ur heloved mis~ 
~iOll" secretar\" fo r the European field, 
took Brother \Villiams and me lip to the 
prO\'inrl' of ~chleskig.nobtein. in Ger· 
lI1al1\·. to \"i ... it the Tsland of Silt. This 
i,,!a,{c\ is ('omposed almost entirely of sand 
dUlles. Ahout :30.0Cl0 people li\'e there, 
and over half of them arc refugees. These 
poor folk exist on a 5mall dole that is af· 
forded them by the government so that 
the\' ma\' ha\"e a hit to eat. and that is 
ahnllt all it wilJ bring them. 

While en route we stopped in Lutjen~ 
herg. It is a picturesque little village with 

Its stone church, qOlle homes. and cobble­
... tone SIred" TIlt' cow" wander down the 
streN and there i..; a qualTlt old-rollntrv 
alllX'arance. (111(' would think it may ha\"'e 
bf'en plucked out of some old "tf)ry hook 
and hrought to lif('. 

Enterin:z- one of the homes, we were 
introduced to Brother 110hz. anr of r.nd'<: 
tltJIJlrl11en. This dear man. togtlher with 
h~s family. had li\'('d in Pru,,~ia hut had 
been dri\"en alit hy war. As a rt'fu(!ee he 
had he('n so starved that. like mall\' others 
lie cfluld not \\'alk and he cOlTIII 'not tan; 
aIJO\'c a whisper. He had tri('f\ to ... hare 
the lillie food he could ohtain with hi ... 
hmily and thus had depri\"ed himself: hut 
thrnugh the kindness of American friends 
who had sent food packages this man had 
r('cO\·ered. 

He tnld me how the German soldit'rs, 
when their armies had heen defeated and 
they \\-ere about to capitulate. had fled 
into the upper borders of Schlrswig.Hol­
st(,in. He s.-1id. "Brother Steclherg. they 
ate the hark off the trees. T he trees wert' 
d('nl1ded. They ate the leaves, the weeds, 
nnd anything that wa s soft enough to 
make pulp out of. The\' actuallv tried to 
J:"et the paint off same of the buililings, and 
pried the plaster out from between the 
_~t()I1C~. that they Illicht nourish them­
selves." He sa id they lay aJ1 over the hi11~ 
si rle. sleeping' out in the open. having no 
place 10 go. waiting for the hour when Ihey 
might su rrender. They hoped they mighl 
surrende r to the Americnns or the B rit ish , 
rather than to the H-ussian forces.

J believe, who 
embodied Ill(' ~p'rit oj cnn"ecration more 
completel,\' than thi" man, Ilere he was a 
refugee, lie might wdl have claimed to be 
a victim of circumstances, and have ex­
cused himself from any particular respon­
sibility because of circumstances and pri­
vations, but not so this man of God, 

"V hen he took us to the church in the 
evening I "aw a scenc I ~hall ne\'cr fo r­
get, In a rath('r small p)(lm \\'ere packed 
some 200 peopic, The prccil>lIs young folk 
were alrC'ady singing- when we arri\'cd 
There tile\' stood, som(' of thelll with 
guitars, WIlle with violins, some wi th man­
dolins. H o\\' th('\, cver nhtained thc in­
struments I do not kllO\\', hil t t don 't he­
lie"e T h:n'e ever heard ~weeter ~in~ing 
and playing, Tt SCClIll'fl that he-l\'ell must 
have come down to acknowledge the 
worship of these pr('rio\l:-; saims. 

Later I learned of the hopc!essnc~s of 
their situation, and I \\,;1" so "tirred that 
tears came freely. These refllg-ecs arc 
unwanted, They are the forgolten peo­
ple, They arc different from the d isplaC'('d 
~rsons, I did not know that until I went 
to Europe, A displaced person is one 
who was taken out of his hom e town. 
brought to Germany by the N,:I1":i s, and 
employed in the economy of the German 
Reich, Some WOrked in war industries, 
eome worked in other occupations, hut 
they had been forced to come to Germany 
to work. They are therefore considered 
displaced persons. and many of them are 
being rehabi litated. Some of them arc COIll­

ing to America, Canada, Australia, Smuh 
Africa, and other places where an op­
portunity, is afforded them to hegin life 
over aga!l1. 

But the refugee!; arc an enti rch' dif­
ferent group. They fl ed before the im'ad­
ing forces. We met families who had 
been gi\'en fi\'e minute'S to lean' their 
homes. How much preparation (':tn one 
make in fi\'e minules" Th{'\, snall"ilcd 
up some clothing. ;\nd possillly a linle 
food; then the soldiers said ... :--'Ta rch." 

"\Vhere shall \\'e g-o?" they asked. 
"We don't care \\'hcre you go. hili get 

out. Go." 

So they went down the road, But whell 
they came to a village. the people woul<1 
aay, "Keep T1l o\'in ~ , \\ 'e ha\'e too many 
mouths to feed already. We're sleeping' ill 
cellars, in ruins, in c:l.\'es-no rool11 for 
you herc," On they went. until ~ome 
would fall from sheer exhaustion ami hun­
ger. The rest would keep mO\'ing O il , 

W hen they came 10 a horder. the\' were

I was miracu­
lously and completely healed in a few moment. 

Prai~e Hi s wonderful S"amel Th .. t 
night I walked, shouted. and had a wonderful 
tililc. After the doctors examined my body, 
they exclaimed. "~lu<c1es just Ilon't come back 
ol'er night.

Can YOIl imagine the 
fc('ling of the missionaries as they watch and 
enconrage the pastors? 

\Ve have returned to our work plall11illg, and 
praying that God wi!! remember Japan. and 
grant that souls be saved and churd! buildings 
erected in the months to come.

ClaJ~rOOm5 that CQuld 
not ('<mlain another studtnl. dormitories in which 
bunk h('d~ had 10 ~ u~ed, teachers rooming with 
• ludl'llts fur Jack of ~I)acc- -this Ilictures in I,art 
tht il1aJrquatc faci lit ie~. 

A number of yt'ar! alto ~omt of the brethren 
lxgan \() rulizt the n«u~ity for larger qlla rter~. 
and to work toward that tm!' One of tht 1II05t 
concerned was Alice E . 1,IICt, foundtr and 
.ecretary of the In~titute. and for many years 
an aClivt worker amoug tht ehurcht's of tht 
Lat in Amt:rican District Council. 

1 n 19~6 a plot of ground was purchastd ntar 
tht small tOWTI of Puente, about fiftetTl miles 
cast of Lo! AT1gclc~. Thc task of construct iOn 
eov,ered a period of nearly fou r years, during 
whIch the work progressed slowly, tven stopping 
at times for lack of financc~, but the goal was 
never cOlnplc: tely rO~t from sight. Both SIl.1nish 
and American dlllrdle~ ~acrificed to donate 
labor and financ es until in February of this yt:'a r 
the bl! ilding~, thvugh st ill not completed in e\'ery 
detail , cou ld 1)(' occupied. 

Then' was n:a l rd oicing on the part of 
! tuden t ~ and t('achers alikt:' as they began their 
nt'w lift' in the new building,. enjoying to the 
full tile Illore spacious quarters, fresh country 
ai r , and surrounding orange groves agains t low 
California hills. Thtir gratitude was intense 
a! th t:'y realiz('(! that the new Institute repre. 
senl e<1 real sacrifice for many. All were kellt 
busy {rOIll the fint, endeavori ng to accomplish 
as much a~ possihle bt'fore the first "ollt'n hou~e" 
to bt' htld in conj unct ion with the dedicat ion 
services. 

Friends and well-wishers from many parts of 
the !tate gathered on the afternoon of April 
9. Tht ne\\' ehapt'l, with its sea ting capacity of 
300. could contai" only about half the crowd, 
and loud-speakers had to be placed in adjoining 
classrooms. Since Ihe crowd was composed of 
friends from American as well as Spanish

EVANGELICALS IN NATIONAL 
CONVENTION AGREE 

REVIVAL MUST HAVE PRIORITY 
A resolution urging churchti of the land to 

engage in acctkra.tcd gospel eHOrt was passed 
as one of the highlights of the eighth annua l 
cOllvention of the National Association of Evan­
gelicals held late in A pr il in Indianapolis. 

Certain leaders of the N.A.£. had favored the 
A~sociation itself leading a. nation-wide evangel­
i~tic effort , bUI more consen'ative fo rces halted 
the move on the grounds that evangelism was an 
activity of the churches, and shou ld not be 
taken over by an intcr-church organization. 

Nevertheless, the revival spirit sweeping over 
the land could he fe lt in evcry ~('~~ i on o f the 
con\'entiOIl. Leaders remarked about the spirit 
of unity that seemcd to peT\'ade the cOll\"ention. 

Opening address oj the com'cntion \\as gi,·tn 
by Harold J. O(kenga. of Roston, who made a 
Slirring plea for gospel effort, prayer and re­
\'ival "to avert the threat of war." 

"Tht ri sing tide is sweeping before il an 
apostate minist ry that has been substitu t ing 
Freud fOr God, social activities for earnest 
prayer, and p~ychiatry for s11.II'ation: · Ockenga 
declared. "Rel'i"al is the only answer to t he 
prayer of multiplied millions who seek peace 
in a t rouble<1 world: ' 

Stressing the same note of evanj.':elism. 
H oward \V. Ft·rrin. presidcll! of Providence 
Bible Institu te, poin ted out the need fO r na ­
tiona l rev ival. Paul S. Rees, of Minneapolis, 
spoke on "COlllmuni~m in the Light of God's 
\Vord." Other sllCakers were Stephcn \V. Paine, 
retiring N. A. E. president: Eugene R. Berter­
mann, dir('(tor of the Lutheran Hour; Henry 
Bast, of Grand Rapids ; and H arry Hager, of 
Chicago.

\\,hell I think of the forti tude of the suffer­
ing '>3ints ill Europe, I cannot ht:lp recalling 
tho~e words of the prOj)IH:t H abakkuk that I 
have already quoted. The prophet was no brag­
gart. He was not shouting in the sunshine. lie 
had seen the fall 01 the wicked. H e had kllown 
the terror of the Lord. lie knew what it was 
to be ol'crwhelmed in his own soul. Yel he knew 
ill !'lis heart that in God there could be no de­
feat. There is no defeat in J esus Christ-no 
bitter end to those who will put their trust in 
God; for C\'en though death may come, it is the 
gateway into the heavenly city. 

The prophet was nOt like some who say, 
"W hy _hould these calamit ies COtlle to God's 
IlCople?" So often I have betn asked. "Why 
should godly people suffer? It is Ihe lIIan or 
woman who has rebt'lleu aJ:ainst God who should 
suffer." Ah. but God delights to usc H is children 
as do.:monstrators of H is g racc, as ex hibits to 
pro\'e that their faith :l l1d love is greater than 
the tests of adverse circumstances. Know ye 
net that the Lord, li e is God. and lie has the 
right to exercise Ilis divine so\'ereignty in 
choo~ i l1g our lot. 

All O\'er EuroJlC I was impressed with the 
pat ience and contentment shown by God's chi l­
dren. So many of them arc still withont those 
things that \I'e would consider Ihe necessi ties 
of life. War has left thelll pitifully j)()or; and 
when some kindnes~ is shown or some little 
gi ft is gi"en they arc so II"ratdul. \Vhen I was 
in Vorpswedt, Germany. Brother Bergholz took 
me into a room where thcy had stored some of 
the clothing sent from America. It was sortec.l 
in si7.es and neatly arranged so that il was 
casily accessiblc. There were ganllcl1\s for 111(.'n, 
wOl11en. and chi ldren. And as he stood there 
he said. "Oh, how we thank God for this gener­
o_ity of the American IlCople, and eSJlCCially our 
PCl1tcco~tal fr iends. And how we praise tht 
Lord for Brot1ll'r Kinderman and what he has 
done for us." 

Then we visited a school room where 126 
people were assembled for worship. Brother 
Bergholz whispered, "There is not a person in 
this rOOm that would have a garment on his 
b .. 1ck if it were nOt for the kindntss of our 
dear P tntecostal fr iends ill America." 

;\ s I looked upon them. I said within my­
self. "Oh, how thankful these people are for 
small things; how little it takes to make them 
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happy. \\'~ in t\n:~rica have such an a.bundanc~ . 
yet we are (.hen filled wilh murmurillg aud com­
pbinl ," Frimd'. m:l)' God ~pare u~ from being 
cOl:tamin;Hcd \\ ith the mau:rialislll e>f this a>!\:.

I undentand more clearly \Ihy it was Ihat. 
in the days of old. God told the people of 
Israel to 1'\11 the Tahernacle ri!ht in tile midst 
oi the camp, and to telll abOllt it on the cast, \lid 
thc south. and the wtst, and Ihe north.
