"lIr fathers-the faith delivered to the saints 
ami tr<ln-milled to U'S through long Renerations 
'f Chri~tian forebears. 

"We must face the problem in a spirit of 
~tcadia~ tl1ess and humility. remembering the 
;Ullll[lniti(lll of the ancient king of Israel; 'Let 
110 man that putleth on hii armor boast as he 
that taketh it off.' '' 

The king whom the President chose to Quote 
was wicked King Ahab. The warning was 
uttered against proud Ben-hadad, king of the 
Syriarl~. \\ hose mighty military power was 
hroken SOOII afterwards in a humiliating ddeat.

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HIS GOOD TREASURE 

TI-IE GOD OF ISRAEL made a 
conditional prollli.';c to I lis people, in the 
days of i'd o~cs . The fulfilment of the 
promise was contingent upon Israel's 
obedience. He said, "The I,onl shall 
open unto tbee His good treasure." 
Deuteronomy 28:12. Let llS 110t forget 
that the saints during this church age 
constitute God's spiritual I srael. and 
that we who have received Christ, the 
Promised Seed, are ';11eir5 according to 
the promise." So we have a right to 
claim for oursch'CS the promise that "the 
Lord shall open unto us ITi s good 
treasure." 

The word rendered "treasure" is tlS­

ually so rendered, uut in some passages 
it is otherwise rendered. For in stance, in 
Joshua 6:18 it is rendered "treasury, " 
in I Chronicles 27 :25 and in P salm 33 :7 
it is rendered " storchouses:' and in 
Jeremiah 50 :25 it is rendered "armory." 
And there is also significance in the fact 
th<1t the word is rendered "cellars" in 
1 Chronicles 27 :27. 28 where we read of 
"the wine celbn" and "the cellars of 
oil." 

Let tiS look at the promise that the 
Lord has made that 11e will opell unto 
llS His good treasure, or. in other words, 
will make a\'ailable unto us His re­
sources. The lan~\lage God uses in the 
Scriptures is adapted to convey to our 
understanding the thoughts of the In­
finite which are not om thoughts. for 
God has told us that "as thc heavens arc 
high abo\'{~ the earth, so arc His 
thoughts higher than our thoughts. and 
His ways hig her thnn our ways." 
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If we arc obed ient ill seeking the Lord 
in Hi s appointed way, He will open unto 
tiS the tl'C;1,:urCS of lIis \Von!. And

how ma ryeiotls arc those treas­
mc~, T here is no book like the 
book of God, The r e is no 
libran' like the Bihle, for the 
Bible -is a whole librarv. It is in­
exhaustible. There -are depths 
here that we ha\'e not yet fathom­
ed and heights \\'e ha\'e nOI ret 
scaled. The Bible in thi s respect 
differs from all other hooks. 
Astute thi nkers ha\'c produced 
many profou nd treatises. Solo­
mon in his cia\' wrote, "Of the 
making of mal;)' books there is 

no end." But not many of the book:; 
that "'ere then extant h;lYe come dowl1 
to us. Onlv a few of the hooks that 
were attracting the attention of men a 
century ago arc now being read. l.ike­
wi se most of today's hooks are ephem­
eraL Tt is undoubtedly true Ih:\t the 
world w01l1d be as well off. or mayhe 
better o ff. if the most of the hooks that 
come f rom modern prcs,;es \\'ere nc,, (" r 
puhlished. Thcy do humanity little 
good. and many of them arc the "-ou rce 
of untold e\'iL But the Bihle has livcd 
on, and still lives on. and contin\les to 
be "the \\'orld's best seller ." How do we 
account for it? It is God's message to 
humanity . 

\bn \\'a5 created that he mi gh t ha,'e 
fellowship with Cod. and God with him. 
and there has been implanted within him 
a religiolls in st inct that ~ci.:ks aher God 
and cannot he satisfied wi th anything or 
anybody except God. And the Bible. 
to those who come to it with honest 
hearts, bears witness to the divinity of 
its origin. Some books we read once 
or twice, and then la\' aside. But the 
TIible we read and reread. and each time 
we take it IIp we sec something new: 
and if we are being led by the Spirit \\'C 

arc continually di sco\'ering new treas­
ures. The Lord opens unto us the 
treasures of His \\'ord. 
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The Lord opens Ul1to us. also, the 
treasures of llis love, And how mar­
vclous is the lo\'e of God! Of course 
the greatest manifesta t ion of God's 
lo\'e that bas ever been afforded was 
afforded in the gift of Hi s Son whom 
j fe sent into the world to die on our be­
half. For He was born that He might 
die : and H i" death upon the cross \\'as 

an accomplishment, :-'Io,;e,; and Elia~, 
conversing with JC~\I~ at the time Ollr 
I.onl was transfig"lIred. cOIl\'erst'd con­
ccrwn!( "the <lccease J Ie ' was to 
(lccolI!pJi~'" at Jerusalem."

the enell1\' cyer since, And of cour~e 
our L ord\; death was followed by IIi ...; 
resurrection. The bnpt ism of Ilis suf­
ferings included not only His death, htu 
also His resurrection from the dead. a!l(1 
culmina ted in H is ascension and exalta­
tion at the right hand of the Father. This 
was all a part of the divine plan: and the 
plan was th:! ou tgrowth of the lo\'c of 
God . 

It was Paul who wrote, "If God 
spared not Hi s own SOli. but del ivered 
Him IIp for liS all. how shall H e 110t 
with Him also freely ~i\'e liS all thing-...;~" 
Oh. the 10\'c o f God 1 Palll desi red to 
know it. but in exprrssing his desi re hr 
sa id that it " passeth knowledge." ! 
think that God will he continuing all 
through eternity to give liS new revela­
tion of the greatness of r [i s lo\·e. Our 
hearts will ever man'c!. as they h<l\'e 
frequently man'eUed here upon earth. as 
lIe opens unto u<; th e treasures of 
Hi s love.
