only $37.00 each. Thi ... is not very 
milch in these day s when living costs are 
loo(j high; and yet, it is an expression of 
lovc that warms the hearts of these 
precious old veterans of the Cross who 
Ita,'c given their lives in sacrificiallllinis­
In' and have been unable to accumulate 
:\11)' reserve for their declining years. 
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For funds with which to carryon this 
ministry of help, the Departmelll of 
Benevolences depends on the semi-an­
nual offerings from the assemblies each 
May and each November. L.et liS give 
generously. The Scripture says: "Here­
by perceive we the love of God, because 
H e laid down His life for us: and w(' 
ought to lay down our lives for the 
brethren . But whoso hath this world's 
good, and seeth his brother have need. 
and shutteth up his bowels of compas­
sion from him, how dwelleth the love of 
God in him?" I J oh n 3:16, 17. 

It would be a fine thing if every as­
sembly would adopt the cllstom of 
se nding a monthly offering to the De­
partment of Benevolences to take can' 
of our honored veteran s and also to 
pro vide for the large family of boy,.; 
and gi rl s in Ollr National Children'~ 
I lome. It is going to take systematic 
giving, rather than emotional giving, 
to meet the growing needs. 

The Kansas District Council is recOIll­
mending that every assembly in Kama,.; 
~hould send a monthly offering to the 
Department of Benevolences. The \ Vy­
omillg District Council recently adopted 
a resolution to recommend that each 
church in Wyoming give a monthly of­
fer ing for benevolenc.es in addition to 
the semi-annual offerings for the Old 
Age Assistance Fund. 

If every assembly would give regular­
ly, even though it be only a dollar a 
l1Ionth , it would enable the Department 
of Benevolences to show kindness to the 
increasing number of highly deserving 
veterans of the Pentecostal mini stry 
who desperately need the help of the ir 
brethren. 

The Missionaries' Friend 
General Douglas MacArthur has re­

ceived an acclaim rarely given to any 
individual s in American history .

Two years ago he said: ,./ aliI calling 
now for ten million t\e\\' TeMall1e!ll~. 
T am calling for three thousand young

::;ionaries. rr the church and the people 
a t home do not r isC to their greatest 
rcsponsihility in a thou sand years, furtlre 
historians will look hack on 1 9·~9 and 
1950 and say thm Ihis failllJ'e of the 
chnrch was the greatest tragedy of th e 
Chri~lian age."

No, it didn't seem 
to match. But Eli sha is called "the man 
of God." That's where the difference 
in reckoning comes in. Reckoning 011 

God, Elisha saw the little loaves as 
plenty. and stat ed there would even be 
SOme left over. So it was. And our weak 
cxcll se ("My gifts and powers arc not 
~ufficient" ) is but a poor way of say· 
ing we are not willing to recklessly

The Last May Be First 
and th(! first may be last unless they watch and pray

A MOMENTOUS PRINGI PLE 
uttered by no one but our Lord-"there 
are last that shall be first, and there 
arc fir"t that shaJl be last" (Luke 13:30) 
- is embodied forever in Esan and 
Jacob, the two patriarchs who arc a 
studi ed incarnation of interchange of 
destiny. For God had foretold the interv 
change ninety ycars before their birth 
(Gen. 25,23) . 

They were born twins and, in the 
very act of birth , Jacob sought to supv 
plant E sal1 by a grip on the heel. The 
interplay o f their later life fills a large 
part of the Old Testament drama. The 
birthright-a throne: "Iet nations bow 
down to thee" (Gen. 27 :29) - was the 
shifting prize. Esal1, to whom it belong­
ed, lo~ t It, and Jacob, whose it was not, 
gained it. This is the concrete example 
for all time of a dramatic interchange of 
pOSition- the first last, and the last 
first. 

E SAU D r::S P1 SED 1 [ IS BIRTHRIGHT 

\Vhat reinforces our Lord's words 
II' ith tremendous emphasis is that the 
J loly S pirit applies the type, and on its 
dark and dangerous side, to Christian 
believers. "Look carefully," lIe says, 
"lest there be anyone (among you) 

that falleth short of the grace of God 
lest there be any fornicator, or pro v 

fane person, as E sau, who for one mess 
of meat sold hi s own birthright" (Heb. 
12:15v16) . All down the ages, and in 
every camp of the saint s, Esau and J acob 
rcappear, and will to the end of timc. 

I\ow we have the H oly Spirit's own 
analysis of Esau: "a profane person, as 
Esau." Bluff, generous, Impul sive, dar v 
ing; an athlete, living in the open; a 
man of quick emotions and strong pasv 
sions-Esau had a large and lovable 
character. And, as the eldest son of the 
sale Godvchosen family on earth , what 
a primacy was bi s ! But the Holy Spirit 
says he was unhallowed, Ilnsanctified; 
defiled, polluted, commoll. In the cri :;is 
of hi s life his inferiority, hi s unsanctity. 
sprang to light. "For One Illess of me<lt 
he sold hi s own birthright." 

\Vith tremendous irony and perfec t 
truthfulness, all earth's transient pasv 
sions arc catalogued under ';a mess of 
meat." It is the bartering, for present 
passion, of future glory. It is mortgaging 
the Kingdom for worldly gain. IT IS

mtire diHcgard of the law, and gambling 
funning rampant. with police officials negli­
gent ill their dllty; detective, stat ing that 
they didn't know of any gambling, although 
they d~itcd theu hou~es-it was found they 
nnly stepped into the frOllt hall. Qne official 
,ldmitlCfI, under cro~s examination, that he 
wa$ being paid each day \0 carry money 
irom the gambling ill'M.I<.es to the bank and 
i.hlck again. There were shocking revelations 
of policemen and sheriffs drawing modest 
~:alarjc" who had amassed large sums of 
mont}'. the source of which they refused to 
(livolge. 

A gambler with a 11\'1 illcome of $83,000 
Lt~t lear tc~tified to the details of a v,m 
~ys tcrn of agents with \\hom ire operates 
by wire: :llld when ! asked him if, when he 
plaet'd his gambling in statcs where gambling 
II as illegal, he wasn't guilty of breaking the 
law, he hesitated a moment, and then said 
frank ly, "Yes." 

In Covington, KentLlck)'. a cheap gambler 
II ith a large organization carried on his 
operations in an office h:wing painted OIl 
its doors , "Mutual H ospi talization As~ocia­
lion." Nine telephones were used in this room, 
placillg bets throughout the country, all be­
illg used to aid and abet illegal operat ions. 

In New York City, former mayor O'Dwyer, 
1I0W Ambassador to t.!cxico, test ified that 
lIe had gone to see the noted garnbler, Frank 
Costello, and there were ga thered five to 
~i x Tammany politician s. This is tile same 
Co~tello who used his influence in getting 
;. Suprcme Cou rt judge dccted in the State 
01 New York. 

J have set before you the indictment-an 
,Ibstract of the testimony showing something 
(, f the scope of crime throughout the nation. 
It is nOt a pleas ing picture. \Vhat sha ll we 
do about il ? It is unthinkabl e that we shall 
lapse back into apathy and indifference. T here 
i~ substantial evidellce that we are on the 
l'I'e of a grea t moral awakening in the nation. 

There is a 5eme of outrage and righteous 
illdigna tioll clearly ellideili. In my olVn offi ce, 
I have received oller 15,000 letters ill the past 
two week~, and 95,/, of these urge, ellen 
demand, that the work of Oll r committee 
("oll tinue. \Ve must not let thelll down; there 
i~ so much work yet to be tlone. \Ve arc 
ju~tified in our indignation against these 
racketctrs acros! the country, i>crause it is 
~elf·evident that they could 110t have grown 
as rich and j)owerful, if ther had not been 
ill collusion with law enforcement oHicers 
:1('TOSS the country. 

As evidence of this, III Brooklyn recently 
the gambler GrMs pleaded guilt)' to spend ing 
n million dollars in one calellda r year in 
New York to buy protection. 

11 is hi9h limt' that the Chris/iall people of 
lilt' corml,..)' brcame a",ollsrd mld rrali:;cd 
Ihal public (lpathy is tlrr soil ill which graft 
mrd corr'lp tioH thrivt'. 

Our committee and stlff are hard a t work 
compiling a report. In it we shall make sev­
eral recommendations for laws to aid in com­
bating these evils. But while laws will help, 
yt' t laws are not enough. 

No, the real remedy lies deeper than law. 
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It lic ~ ill a quickening of our indi"idual re-
5ponsib; l itie~. And there is evidence that 
COllstructl\'e action is being put into d ­
fect. 

For all o,'er the country. public opinion i ~ 
crystali:.:ing and organiJ:ing to combat the 
criminal interests of the country. 

In Kansas City. a Citizens Crime Committee 
was forml.:d under spkndid leadership. A 
similar committee was formed in St. Louis 
and bu~inessmen underwrote it with $100.-
000 in contributions. 

Governor \Varren has appointcU a strong 
committee in California. Governor Dewey ha~ 
appointed a splendid committee in Kew York. 
Massachusetts has a committee in process of 
formation, and in i\I iami, Florida, a group 
of fin e citizens are lending their full financial 
and ITIOral support to the Crime Commission 
of Greater t. l iami. In other places through­
ou t the country an olltraged public are 
getting into gear to combat crime, 

But c\'cn more basic is the only real 
rl':llledy. During the New York hearings there 
carne before us the District Attorney of 
i3rooklyn, Miles ~kDonald, a splendid l)ublic 
official. 

As he talked he told an amazing story of 
the organized traffic in marijuana and heroin, 
among the school children of Brooklyn. As 
r listened, there came to mind the words of 
the Master, " 'vVhoso<:ver shall offend one 
of these littk ones .. it is better for him 
that a milbtone were hiwged abont his neck, 
and he lIere cast into the sea." Deeply rllO,'ed, 
I broke out to say : 

"What bothers me most about your splend id 
testimony thi s afternoon IS your allusion 

to the conditions of the 'oChool driklr"lr over 
there in Brooklyn, school children whl) have 
been corrupted by these em issaries of cvil, 
the narcotics peddlers. The dlildren under thi~ 
perniciOUS influence begin to think that 
the evils tiley see are justified and the '10,..11( 

ill America, As they grow up and ha"e homes 
(,f their own, their moral depravity makes 
them unfit for family life. They have a low 
,tanda rd of morals, and a low standard of 
l itizenship. 

"These deficiencies probe so deeply into 
(,ur national life that the whole moral fabric 
of the. nation is in peril. It seems to me that 
olle of the great weaknes"es in America to­
day ;s the fact that the home and the church 
have lo~t a large degree of their influence. 
Can their influence be recaptured? It rorr and 
it mu.st if this nation is to survive. 

"\Vilat we need-what we must hal'e-is a­
revival of the apl)lication of the hfe and teach­
ings of the Master of ~len. Until that 
virtue li"es in America again, I tremble for 
. \merica's future . 

"Up in Kew England we had a poet, H e is 
dead now. H is name was J ohn Greenleaf 
\\'hiuier. He was a great mall, a Quaker. :lnd 
he wrote some wonderful things in poetry. ill 
olle poem, caBed 'Problems,' he commented 
on the ills of the nat ion, and he closed with 
this couplet that I want to submit for the 
record, and to the people over the radio and 
tclevisioll: 'But solution there is Ilone, save in 
the rule of Christ alone.' 

"Therl is the CIIIswer. \Vhen the llea rt s of 
men and women are touched, they take t heir 
inspiration from the r.,·lil ster of men. arrd then 
we will have a rightemls and a new America, 
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and \Ie wi!1 hale in thi~ n.J.tKm a nation in 
which dwelledl riRhteQume So and, before 
God, it i.'> high time."
