MEDICAL AUTHORITIES tel! us that 
ilcart truuble is one of the greatest ki1iers 
of mo<krn times. Many are doing resroarch in 
an enJeavor to cope with this dreadful malady 
that is taking the lives of so many people. suml' 
at an early age. But I know of a divine cure 
for heart trouble. 

Oh, I do not mean coronary thrombosis, 
tn" el1docarditi~ or one of those diseases which 
have been catalogued by medical authorities. 
Vet I am referring to a form of heart 
trouble that is just as deadly as any of those 
can ever be. There is one only CUfC for it, 
"nd that cure is found in God alone. 

Away back in Old Testament days the 
prophet Samuel was searching out the Lord's 
choice to be king over i srael. He looked 
at the stature of some of those who came 
before him, and to himself he said; "My, 
they arc handsome and physically perfect. 
They look as though they' would be regal 
in every sense." But God said to Samuel, 
as He saw the illdination of the prophet's 
heart, "Luok not on his countenance, or 011 the 
height of his stature; because I have refu~ed 
him; for the Lord seeth nut as man sedh; for 
man lookl:!h Oil the outward appearance, but 
the Lord looketh 0,. lhe hcarl." 

How true that is. God is not ready to 
accept just our outward piety; nor dues He 
IOQk upon our good accoll1l' lishmeli ts alone, 
though they receIve the aplJrecialion and 
plaudits of our friends. But God is lvokiug 
al the m{J!ives of our lives. H e is deeply 
concerned wi lh what goes on inside a man, 

God's X-ray vision penetra ted all the out­
ward appearance of the individuals who stood 
befure the prophet, and H e saw that they 
were no\ worthy to have a royal c rown placed 
upon their heads. God was lookillg for a 
mall who had right motives. He wanted one 
who was sinccllt', humble, truthrul, upright, 
wise, but first of all He was looking at the 
heart to see if it was right towards Him. 
For there are heart diseases that may be 
catalogued in sl>iri tual terminology. Let me 
suggesl a fe w to you as the Scripture re~ 
veals them. 

There is such a thing as deceitfulness of the 
heart. In Jeremiah l7:9, 10 \le read : "The 
heart is dt'Ceitful above all things, and 
desperately wicked: who can know it ? I 
the Lord search the heart, I try the reins, 
even to give every man according to his 
ways, and according to the fruit of hi s do­
mgs." The hear t is deceitful, for within the 
man, frolll Ihat inner source, from that seat 
O)f affection. motive, and purpose conIes that 
which definitely illdicates what type of per­
ion he is. The deceitful heart is j us t as deadly 
as the heart that has a leaky valve or some 
other illlpl"linnent. 

God speaks also of a mad heart. In Ec· 
c1esiastes 9:3 the wise man dt:Scribes that 
condition. He sa vs: "This is an evil among

all things that are done under the sun, that 
there is one evell! unto all: yea, also the 
heart of the sons of men is full of evil, and 
madness is in their heart while they live, and 
after that they go to the dead." 

Jesus was talkillg one day to a group of 
people who \I, ere Ibtcning eagerly to the words 
that fell from His lips. He was ha\'i ng a 
li llie debate with them. They were orthodox 
in their observance of certain religious formi . 
They were seeking to condemn certain indi\ id­
u<l.ls who had not observed certain rituals of 
their belief. Jesus said to them; "For from 
.... itbin, out 0/ till! hellrt of men, proceed evil 
thoughts, adulteries, forniutioll5, murders, 
thefts, covetousness, wickedness, deceit, lasciv­
iousness, an evil eye, blas\lhemy, pride, fool­
isi11less: <1.11 tllese evil things come irom 
within, and delile the 1lI<l.Il'· (Mark 7 :21). 

Now I have given you <I. Scriptural d iag­
nosis of heart trouhle, but what can be dVlle 
for it? Oll, I'm happy to tell you that God 
in His infiui!e mercy and tender lvve has 
provided a definite cure for these things. 
In Ezekiel 36:26 He says: "A new heart 
also will I give you, and a new spirit will I 
(lut within you: and [ will take away the 
stony heart out of your fle~h, ant! I WIll gIve 
you a heart of flesh." Oh, what a womlerful 
operation I \Vhat marvelous, divine surgi.'T) 
that God can give 10 <I. l)(,r50n a lIew heart 
so that the very source of his or her being is 
pure, and dc<l.n, <l.ud undefiled. and without 
the taint of all the.e \'icious things descrilx!<l 
ill the ScrilJtures that I have just re<l.t! to yuu.

ought to do. He cried out to God. The 
fervent prayer of his anxious soul is re­
corded in P salm 51. lie cried: "Create ill 
me a clean hean, a God ; ano renew a right 
spirit within me. Cast me not away from 
Thy presence; and take not Thy Hvly Silirit 
from me. Restore unto me the jvy of Thy 
salvation; aud uphuld me \I,·ilh Tily Free 
Spirit."
